NEW YORK - In one of the 
most significant developments 
in the two-year history of Poly- 
dor Records, Jerry Schoen - 
baum, President, last week an- 
nounced the signing of James 
Brown to an exclusive long- 
term contract.

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NARAS Now Welcomes 
Publisher -Producers 

Publisher -producers of re- 
cordings have been officially 
recognized by the Record Acad- 
emy (NARAS) as eligible for 
active membership and thus 
able to vote in the Grammy 
Awards competition. 

Although some publisher - 
producers had already been ac- 
cepted, after furnishing proof 
of having produced at least six 
commercially -released sides, the 
Academy had never before gone 
on record as welcoming them. 
But a two-thirds majority of 
active members has voted over- 
whelmingly to amend the word- 
ing of the constitution so that 
qualification in the A&R cate- 
gory now reads: "Producers 
(Independent, Company and 
Publisher) ." 

At the same time, the mem- 
bership voted to accept life 
memberships in any chapter 
only "for a period of one year 
from the date such chapters be- 
gin to accept members." Life, 
or other charter, memberships 
had originally been instituted 

in order to give new chapters 
working capital from the one 
hundred dollars dues. The Trus- 
tees. who recommended the 
change to the membership, felt 
that after one year a chapter 
should be able to function 
financially without such large 
initial contributions. 

A third amendment sub- 
mitted to the membership was 
defeated by almost a three -to - 
one ratio. This would have cre- 
ated a tenth membership classi- 
fication for publisher -producers 
of demos leading to six com- 
mercially -released sides "that 
were the same in creative con- 
tent as the publisher's demo." 
One reason given for the de- 
feat of the measure was the in- 
ability to establish definitive 
guide -lines for determining pre- 
cisely who had contributed 
what to a demo. 

Individual chapters are being 
asked to amend their local con- 
stitutions to conform with the 
two new amendments.

Lennon Cuts 
Quad LP in N.Y.C.

The album 
was completed at the East Coast 
Record Plant studio facilities. 

Sitting in on the sessions as 
a consultant was George Harri- 
son, The sessions, which in- 
cluded 27 strings, were pro- 
duced by Phil Spector. Alan 
Steckler supervised for Apple 
Records. Harrison and Spector 
left for the L.A. Record Plant 
last week to begin work on the 
new Harrison album. 

In a move designed to expand 
RCA's Rhythm & Blues Center, 
Willis will direct the operation, 
working closely with all areas 
of RCA Records' promotion and 
merchandising.

August, Brown has tentatively 
scheduled a tour of Africa in 
October, to be followed by a set 
of appearances in Europe. 

The agreement with Polydor, 
Inc., provides that James 
Brown's two current singles,

will remain on King Records. 
However, both songs will be in- 
cluded on forthcoming Polydor 
LPs. Other terms of the agree- 
ment include a production deal 
incorporating the Brownstone 
label, for which Brown will 
probably produce other artists, 
and a distribution deal for Peo- 
ple Records.

Further, the aid of 
the facilities of Polydor's 
world-wide affiliates to Brown 
and his organization during his 
many international tours was a 
factor in his decision.

The Record Business: 
What Makes It Run 

By MURRAY ROSS 

President, 
Idea Planning Associates 

(The following "Dialogue" is 
the first in a two part series by 
Murray Ross, President of Idea 
Planning Associates, an adver- 
tising/marketing agency with 
strong commitments in the music 
business. He is a consultant for 
Revlon and has done marketing 
stints with J. C. Penney, Equi- 
table Life, Columbia Records 
and Pepsi -Cola, among others. 
IPA was the ad agency for In- 
ternational Tape Cartridge Corp. 
during its three-year existence. 
Currently, IPA is the advertis- 
ing agency for Scepter Records 
and Howard Stein Enterprises, 
Inc. Ross also runs a rock management company, Galileo, and has 
produced several records.) 

la Let's face it, the sale of all pre-recorded music product is 
done on consigment. In my early business years, consignment was 
a dirty word and no company lasted very long watching its prod- 
uct go out, get advertised and come back through the same re- 
volving door. 

No other industry of any substance exists and prospers with 
an ultimate return factor (cash and exchange) of, in many 
cases, almost 50%. Nor does any other industry exist with a 90 - 
day collection cycle. (On the 89th day of that cycle, most labels 
don't even know whether they'll be getting dollars or product.) 
Nor does any other industry suffer such enormous new product 
losses. Nor is any other industry forced to develop marketing 
plans, advertising and merchandising, sales forecasts and budgets 
overnight. Nor is any other industry plagued by its own salesmen 
and distributors who don't believe in the product and don't sell 
it. (Or, conversely, hype themselves into a state of unbridled 
ecstacy and load up the world.) 

Nor must any other industry operate with no objective stan- 
dards regarding product research, packaging and advertising 
effectiveness, buyer behavior and the ill-use or non-use of co- 
ordinated public relations. 

Nor is any other industry doomed to move its product through 
a maze from which Einstein could not emerge. Records through 
independent distribution (in most cases, a regional warehouse 
with a promotion man), tapes through everybody including Uncle 
Charlie's brother who also happens to distribute parts for wash- 
ing machines. 

Nor is any other industry "price -regulated" by racks who are 
in turn kept honest by the brave regional retail chains (who for 
the most part buy better than racks or even distributors when 
their advertising and promotional advertising dollars are "toted" 
up). 

Nor is any other industry dominated by a trade association

controlled by its distributors who are in turn controlled by their 
customers. 

Nor does any other industry benefit through a forced obsoles- 
cence of product that occurs daily (for the first up). 

Nor can any other industry manufacture, produce and dis- 
tribute product to meet explosive demand in less than 48 hours 
(a second up). 

Nor in any other industry :is the name of the manufacturer so 
meaningless to their consumers. (Each super -artist should have 
their own label named after them, i.e. Rolling Stones Records; 
Apple should have been Beatles Records.) 

Must Be `Total Crap -Shooter' 
To be in the rock & roll record business today, you've got to 

be a "total crap -shooter" with a good instinct for money man- 
agement. You've got to have enormous faith in your A&R people 
and your own ear. In a business that saw the release of 4000 al- 
bums and 5700 singles in 1970, where only 10% even smelled 
"break-even," you almost have to be an egomaniac just to think 
you can crack those odds. You'll have a better shot playing 
black jack :in Las Vegas with a stake of $10,000, using the house 
rules and an arithmetical progression money system. It's an 
honest house. 

The number of releases showed a 10% decline from 1969 to 
1970. However, total annual dollar music industry volume has 
increased. Part of this is due to the increased sales of 8 -track 
tapes. 

The above figures provide us with a clue. Namely, the direction 
the business is now taking toward concentrating on a fewer 
number of new products with greater merchandising and pro- 
motional emphasis on each. 

The majors, with their vast dollar and personal resources, are 
releasing about 10 to one rock LPs annually vs. the independent 
manufacturers. The odds are obviously better for the majors. 

As a consequence of some of the observations above, it is 
expected that the future will bring a dramatic culling down of 
the surviving number of independent labels and independent 
distributors. The essential nature of the music business dictates 
that only the richest and the fittest can survive. All the proclama- 
tions about creativity and talent being the "great equalizer" is 
nonsense. The high cost of distributon, collecton and returns are 
the ultmate killers. 

The techniques of marketing and merchandising in the music 
industry are the most underdeveloped of any billion dollar indus- 
try in America. Today, no giant industry can survive and prosper 
where marketing and merchandising planning is the least dynamic 
component of its total sales efforts. 

Not fully understood is the application and significance of 
sound marketing techniques in a world of consignment selling. 
Only in the last five years has one of the major labels shown signs 
of the sophistication of a Revlon or a Proctor & Gamble. 

For the record: music marketing is a process by which the 
demand structure for pre-recorded product is anticipated by 
A & R men and enlarged (or sometimes just satisfied) by a 
competent distribution technician aided by a well-connected 
promotion man. 

In most instances, geography is not a factor in determining the 
point, place, or sphere in which transfers in the ownership of 
music product are affected.

Robert iStigwood, in comment- 
ing on the Florida decision, said 
that he was pleased with it and 
that his firm would continue to 
press for injunctions against all 
unauthorized productions. 

ABC Contemporary Publishing Hits

Publishing, ABC/Dunhill's pub- 
lishing group, continues to ride 
high on the charts through the 
talents of hit -making writers. 

Currently in the Top 5 is 
"Don't Pull Your Love," sung 
by Hamilton, Joe Frank & Rey- 
nolds and written by Dennis 
Lambert & Brian Potter. Lam- 
bert & Potter also are currently 
on the charts with Gayle Mc- 
Cormick's "Gonna Be Alright 
Now." Joe Walsh of the James

Humphrey single, "Cool Aid," 
was written by veteran writer 
Gabriel Mekler. 

A recent hit for writer Ken

Double -Header at Bitter End 
NEW YORK-Polydor's 

Hedge & Donna began a one - 
week engagement at the Bitter 
End (14), and, before delving 
into their critique, let me throw 
a name at you. Ellen Mcllwaine. 
It's pronounced exactly the way 
it reads. Ellen Mcllwaine. 

One of my great pleasures as 
a reviewer is to witness an art- 
ist at the beginning. That 
means I never heard of Miss 
Mcllwaine, and it's a safe bet 
you never heard of her either. 
Permit me to go out on the limb 
and say that she can't miss. 
Now, you won't debate that be- 
cause you don't know her. 
Right? 

As for background, I know 
nothing. All I know is what I 
saw. She was first on the bill. 
Ellen sings by herself with a 
style that's completely original. 
The only musical accompani- 
ment is her own unbelievable 
bottleneck and slide guitar. The 
act is so varied, typing her will 
be impossible. The songs per- 
formed bear this out. Stevie 
Winwood's "Can't Find My Way 
Home," Wilson Pickett's "Toe 
Hold," Jimi Hendrix's "I Just 
Want to Talk to You," the coun- 
try tune, "It Wasn't God Who 
Made Honky Tonk Angels" and 
Ellen's own composition, 
"Wings of a Horse." Her ap- 
proach is different for each 

number, and I'm positive I've 
never heard another woman 
play guitar quite like Ellen. 
The audience roared their ap- 
proval. I think they sensed 
something, too. 

Hedge, Donna Followed 
Hedge & Donna followed, and 

although this was no easy task, 
the highly polished club per- 
formers made the evening all 
the more memorable. 

I remember seeing this hus- 
band and wife duo a few years 
ago on television. I liked them 
then, but somehow I lost track 
of them. That is, until now. 
Their first Polydor LP release 
is called "Revolution.' With 
the aid of back-up artists Larry 
Fallon (keyboard), Richard 
Davis (bass), Allan Schwartz - 
berg (drums) and Bob Mann 
(electric guitar), we heard 
numerous cuts from the album. 

Donna's rendition of Nina 
Simone's "Four Women" was 
nothing short of classic, and 
Hedge's combined imitation of 
Duane Eddy, Gene Vincent and 
Conway Twitty had the audi- 
ence re -living 1957. 

As for Ellen, Polydor has her, 
too. I'm told we can expect an 
album in September. This might 
be the only reason to wish for a 
short summer. She's another 
story, really. 

Gibson, Ian at Troubadour 
HOLLYWOOD-Memories of 

traditional folk and a couple of 
well -sustained careers were 
brought to the Troubadour last 
Tuesday night (13) with the 
presence of Bob Gibson and 
Janis Ian. 

Gibson has had a spotty ca- 
reer, turning up now and then 
with club dates. He has been 
thought to have exerted much 
the same influence as Pete 
Seeger at one time. 

Since his last Troubadour 
stand his showmanship has 
greatly improved and the lack 
of flash is most refreshing. His 
songs are a bit inconsistent but 
all of his melodies linger on 
even when the lyrics (with the 
sincere exception of the bril- 
liant "I Loved Her") often do 
not. The newer material was 
quite interesting and his voice 
is relaxed, natural and unaf- 
fected. One of the all time great 
12 -string guitarists, Dick Ross- 
mini, played masterfully on steel 
guitar and six -string acoustic. 
Gibson himself played 12 -string 
and David Jackson offered a

tight background with his bass 
work. 

Janis Ian, who was singing 
and writing at the age of 15, 
writes good lyrics and seems to 
be moving more towards a rock 
idiom by the very nature of her 
backup group which consisted 
of a drummer and bass player, 
both of whom were sufficient. 
Miss Ian does have good note - 
to -note presentation and her 
voice is equally fine. But she 
should have less patter and more 
skirt for a much more dynamic 
image.

This half- 
hour also attempts to present an 
in-depth view of the artist "as 
person" between performing seg- 
ments. 

The latest Fabergé special (to 
be shown in New York July 24), 
features Ike & Tina Turner and 
their new United Artists album, 
"What You Hear Is What You 
Get," recorded live at Carnegie 
Hall. An obvious incongruity 
can be found in this particular 
show, however. While the mu- 
sical selections in the 30 minutes 
are definitely on the feature al- 
bum, the actual filmed footage 
appeared to be from their recent 
Caesar's Palace date in Vegas. 
If a "live" album is to be chosen, 
then why not also feature the 
circumstances of the recording? 

The other problem apparent 
with Ike & Tina's program is the 
consistent lacking of their on- 
stage magnetism. During the 
candid portions, filmed in dress- 
ing rooms, Ike & Tina are de- 
lightfully laid back and frankly 
honest. In fact, they as people 
come across far more than the 
fact that they are exciting en- 
tertainers. It was as if an in- 
visible gauze was hung in front 
of each frame and marred the 
result. 

The Fabergé specials to date 
indicate that producer and di- 
rector Ernest Sherry and Dawn 
Productions President Jackie 
Barnett are rightfully seeking 
the best way to expose their 
chosen acts. The early shows 
with Steppenwolf, Three Dog 
Night and Dave Mason & Mama 
Cass were taped with the artists 
relying upon lip synchronization. 
For Ike & Tina, a crew was dis- 
patched to offer more realistic 
locations. Hopefully, by the time 

Lee Michaels tapes his upcom- 
ing "Album of the Month" an 
even more perfect product will 
be available. 

After Concert Environment 
Hughes Television Network 

is presenting the monthly spe- 
cials in around 50 markets na- 
tionally. A concert environment 
is aimed for and, with the nega- 
tive trends in that area, is much 
needed. 

Each show is reported to cost 
around $100,000 and the cost is 
further increased by Fabergé 
offering each artist that appears 
two minutes of free commer- 
cial time to expose on any view 
deemed presentable in the eyes 
of the network. 

So far no one has taken ad- 
vantage of the offer. Steppen - 
wolf's lead singer John Kay 
wanted to use the time to discuss 
current restrictions and direc- 
tives with the FCC but the net- 
work didn't feel it to be a 
tangible situation. One member 
of Three Dog Night claimed 
that the time was offered freely 
but that the show's staff wanted 
to position the group in a stiff 
manner "with hamburgers and 
cokes-not at all the way we 
really are." 

Other acts that have been dis- 
cussed for future Fabergé pro- 
grams are - Richie Havens, San- 
tana and the Jefferson Airplane.

Somewhere there's a piece I've never read on the importance/ 
impact of group names. It says that real talent chooses names 
that are just right, and that good names have a lot to do with 
poetry, that they are almost the shortest poems written. 

A record reviewer with a sense of poetry uses that sense to 
sort through the hundreds of albums he receives for appraisal. 
If he has a sense of design he also uses that sense to cull even 
further, ignoring the albums with lame covers. These critera 
don't always work, but generally they do. 

Notice how more and more artists are not hiding behind group 
names, a trend that runs concurrent with the rise of the writer/ 
performer. Stage names, too, are falling away. Even Dylan is 
reported to be thinking about changing his professional name to 

his real name, Bob Ammerman. Will Cat 
Stevens return to Steve Giorgio? How much 
was Poco held back by Walt Kelly's refusal to 
let them use their original name, Pogo? 

A friend in New York reports on a group 
there that is coming out of a couple of years of 
reorganization and rehearsal upstate, and is 
ready to negotiate. Their name is less than 
good poetry, but then so was the Guess Who's, 

and Hot Tuna's, and Rare Earth's. They used to have a good 
following under another name, but now they have changed it to 
the Blue Oyster Cult and "these boys are as sinister and dis- 
oriented a bunch as you're likely to come across. They remind 
me of a counterpart to 'El Topo.' 

"These apocalyptic killers of the dream have their lyrics pro- 
vided for them by two of the truly Omegoid personalities of 
rock and roll, Sandy Pearlman and Richard Meltzer." 

This is an example, "Transmaniacon M. C.": 
"With Stan's hog no pig at all, 
And the weather gettin' dry, 
We'll all head south from Altamont, 
By California ninety-nine. 

"So clear the road m'bully boy, 
And let the thunder pass, 
We're pain, we're steel, 
A plot of knives, 
We're Transmaniacon M. C. 

"And surely we did offer up behind that stage at dawn, 
Beers and barracuda, reds and monocaine, 
Pure nectar of antipathy behind that stage at dawn, 
To those and all who would resign their souls, 
To Transmaniacon M. C."

("Watching the River Flow"). Why does the new Bob Dylan record 
sound more like a Leon Russell record? 

Leon: Well, I don't know. I was there. I can't say why it sounds 
more one way than it does the other. I don't know about that.

LONDON-Britain's rock and roll scene is hotting up again 
with yet another revival of old favorites although its most ardent 
followers claim that it's never gone away. Elvis has made the top 
50 with a maxi single of "Heartbreak Hotel," "Hound Dog" and 
"Don't Be Cruel." 

This current wave of enthusiasm also involves a great deal 
of original material as demonstrated by CBS' Shaky Stevens and 
the Sunsets album, "I'm No J.D." Britain's Wild Angels can 
boast consistent album sales on the B and C label for the past 
two years but now they face strong competition from the label's 
new group the Rock and Roll All Stars. America's Sha Na Na Na 
were very well received during their tour which closed here 
July 12 with a Speakeasy Club gig together with the Angels. 

Enthralling album from MCA's new talent Mick Greenwood 
produced and arranged by his manager Tony Cox, entitled "Liv- 
ing Game." MCA's A & R Manager David Howells is considering 
the title track for a single which is indeed excellent, and this 
confirms how fortunate MCA is in having signed Greenwood as 
I mentioned two weeks ago. Greenwood is very much in the tradi- 
tion of James Taylor, Leonard Cohen or Paul Simon, and al- 
though these comparisons are made reluctantly, his voice is at 
times incredibly reminiscent of Elton John. 

Plydor's R & B label Mojo launched three months ago is 
rapidly showing signs of becoming much more successful than 
many of the new contemporary labels, Amazing, really, as its 
most successful product has all been issued previously on other 
labels within the Polydor group. The Fascinations' "Girls Are 
Out to Get You" has given Mojo its second smash following 
Tami Lynn's top tenner and now the Formations' "At the Top 
of the Stairs" and the Fantastics' "Baby Make Your Own Sweet 
Music" are picking up sales through the same heavy discothèque 
plays initially responsbile for breaking the first two. As previ- 
ously mentioned, Tami Lynn's disc was re -issued after Polydor 
became aware that bootleg copies were selling in certain areas 
where it was being played in local clubs.

The concert opened with an enthusiastic 30 - 
minute spot from the group followed by a memorable hour from 
Carol King which closed with a selection from her many past 
hit songs composed with Jerry Goffin. James Taylor who also 
emceed the whole show delighted everybody for 90 minutes com- 
mencing with his solo spot and finishing with an incredible

JAZZ 
By MICHAEL CUSCUNA 

The week of July 5 saw tragic loss in the 
field of music with the deaths of Charlie 
Shavers, Louis Armstrong and Jim Morrison. 
Unfortunately, the loss of Charlie Shavers has 
gone too little noticed. Coincidentally, just 
two weeks ago Prestige reissued a classic 
Coleman Hawkins session called "Hawk Eyes" 
(PR 7857) which features some beautiful 
Shavers. In the hectic swirl of current times, 

it is all to easy to forget our past musical giants. 

On Friday, July 9, the day of Louis Armstrong's funeral, CBS - 
TV put together a one -hour documentary tribute that captured 
the essence of the late genius with rare film and television clips 
as well as music and discussion from Dizzy Gillespie, Earl Hines, 
Buddy Rich, Tyree Glenn and several others. It was a nice sur- 
prise to see jazz treated so well on commercial television. 

* * * 

The disruptions that caused the closing of the Newport Jazz 
Festival and the subsequent cancellation of the Folk Festival 
may carry great repercussions. Two years ago, there was a 
skirmish at Newport Jazz and 10 years ago, a serious riot. The 
cautious council of the town of Newport just may call for the 
termination of all festivals in that town in the light of past 
problems and the recurring disasters of giant rock festivals. It 
will be interesting to watch this year's Philadelphia Folk Fes- 
tival, which has always been a delightful, peaceful affair. 

Newport is especially disarming because serious listeners and 
many talented, hard-working musicians would lose by its disap- 
pearance. Why did so many young kids flock to Newport and try 
to crash the gate? Well, for one thing, the three summers of rock 
festivals got them into the habit. Secondly, many of the justifiably 
radical segments of this generation have a poor sense of priori- 
ties and often shoot at the wrong target. They claim the music 
should be free. Well, for the millionaire rock musicians, that's not 
a very unreasonable demand. But for black geniuses who have 
battled society to live and struggled with the ignorant music 
business to be heard and make a modest living? What does an 
upper middle class kid have the right to demand from these 
musicians? Absolutely nothing. 

If you don't want to pay, don't go. No one is ripping off 
anyone, no one but the people who gate-crash and destroy a 
beautiful event for the musicians and paying customers. It would 
be tragic if this trend brought an end to summer music festivals 
of any sort. 

* * * 

Speaking of festivals, Atlantic and Flying Dutchman returned 
from Montreux with some reportedly magnificent tapes of the 
jazz festival. Gato Barbieri was reported to have really broken it 
up during his set. Max Roach performed a beautiful, full suite 
by trumpeter Charles Tolliver. Atlantic is expected to release 
it in early 1972. 

* * * 

The Lenox Arts Festival in the Berkshires has too often been 
lacking in black music. But this year Muddy Waters and Charles 
Mingus have already appeared. Scheduled for Aug. 6 is the New 
York Bass Violin Choir with Bill Lee and Richard Davis and 
for Aug. 20 the Art Ensemble of Chicago with Roscoe Mitchell, 
Lester Bowie, Joseph Jarman and Malachi Favors.

Nor is there a significant relationship between the sale of 
certain types of music product and the place of sale (type of 
retailer) of such product. Except for price. There is a minimal 
amount of impulse buying factor in the music industry. People 
rarely buy anything they haven't heard. Consequently, music 
retailing may be defined as a sphere within which price -making 
forces (retailers) operate with enormous influence upon con- 
sumers who are totally pre-sold-and cannot be switched. 

From the point of view of the music industry, the basic criteria 
for maximizing profit should be distribution efficiency. If distribu- 
tion is ineffective and does not help to maximize consumer satis- 
factions (product exposure in the optimum number of outlets), 
then the manufacturer cannot be content. Save with the excep- 
tion of one major label, no record company operates close to 
optimum efficiency in a distribution sense. One of the reasons 
for this is that the demands of such efficiency depend on outside 
talent the industry refuses to hire. There is no question that 
sales, marketing, merchandising, long-range planning, even pack- 
aging can be improved by hiring specialists from outside our 
beloved industry. Bright, young people working at companies like 
Revlon, Proctor & Gamble and General Foods could make enorm- 
ous contributions by infusing sound marketing/merchandising 
concepts into an unimaginatve, outdated capability. Perhaps 
these people can help introduce conceptual breakthroughs in 
merchandising and distribution - not so totally reliant upon 
airplay promotion and wasted co-op dollars. 

In the Trenches, Games Are Won 

Detailing, timely inventorying and placement of merchandising 
aids is where it's at. I know from personal experience. Last year, 
I produced and licensed to an independent label a special project 
album. Initial sales were tremendous. Co-op advertising dollars 
were intelligently spent. Our star made personal appearances in 
key outlets and sold 1,000 LPs in three hours. We were doing fine. 
Sales in the first four weeks hit 150,000. And then we had to stop 
the personal appearances. It seems that a major had another 
album in the same "bag." They were also angry about our fast 
start. So for about two months they turned the full force of their 
sales organization against my LP. They destroyed us. Except in 
accounts where a brother-in-law owned the store, you could 
hardly find the LP. Only the majors. The rest is history. They 
went gold and we eeked out 250,000. The moral of the story is 
that a well muscled in-house sales force can do a job on a special 
project album against one distributed even by a good independent 
label, 

One of the keys to the financial success of an independent is 
avoiding the temptation to "load" the distributor to achieve 
meaningless "first-half" figures. Keep your marketplace clean 
so there's always room for your new product. 

The independent can combat the super -detailing capability of 
the majors, perhaps not with 100% efficiency, by bolstering his 
regional sales representation. Selectivity, obviously, in personnel 
selection is the critical requirement. 

Through these regional men, the label's chief distribution 
technician gets to know the key accounts in each market, supple- 
menting distributor weaknesses. Dependence upon the telephone 
is today a totally outdated sales instrument. For maximum dis- 
tribution efficiency, the chief technician must visit each market 
at least twice a year-and meet with his regional men in person, 
four times a year. 

Periodic rotation of regional men between markets and home 
office is an excellent way of training future "chiefs." 

The Marketplace and the Consumer 

In order to understand the music market, it is necessary to 
understand the people that make up the market. They are heavily 
affected by airplay. The music consumer does not understand 
how records are selected by PDs nor does he care, "If something 
is on the radio often, it must be popular. And, if I don't like it, 
perhaps I should." Airplay promotion takes the place of consumer 
buying factors such as fertility rates, baby booms, distribution 
of income, urban vs. suburban, life expectancy, death rate, per- 
sonal disposable income (what you can glom from your father), 
demographics (only for rock and roll) and popularity density. 

In addition to airplay, another major factor is live concert 
appearances to both introduce new product (acts) and reinforce 
sales on accepted product (stars). TV exposure does not do the 
job in the more rewarding categories, specifically rock. It has 
minimal effect as part of an overall game plan. 

Buyer Behavior 
We are not dealing with a rational consumer. He has no par- 

ticular demographics. He primarily hears and he reads. He is 
influenced by his gurus (djs, underground editors, a friend who 
has a group). Then he goes out to buy the product of his choice. 
If there's a sale happening on that particular product in his area, 
he'll seek it out. However, at this point, price is no object. What 
little there is of impulse buying in the music industry is price - 
off sales at the store he happens to be in. Primarily, he went 
there to buy a specific artist. 

Pricing 
A pot pourri of non-existent policy constantly in violation of 

the Sherman Act, the FTC Act, the Robertson-Patman Act, the 
Wheeler -Lea Amendment and the Seller-Kefauver Act. 

The best prices, through a system of preferred promotional 
allowances, are made available to the big buyers. (Except for 
one major.) The racks are kept honest by the few strong regional 
retail chains who buy direct as racks or even distributors. If it 
was not for one particular regional retail chain merchandser, 
prices of LPs and tapes to consumers in eight major markets 
would rise by 20% overnight. 

In areas where there are no mass retail merchandisers, LPs 
and tapes are sold at list or slightly below. It is in these areas 
that the true small record retail merchandiser expresses a per- 
sonality to a non -price conscious consumer. His unit sales are 
much less; his profit per unit is much higher. If the cost of 
living index doesn't go through the roof, he can probably get by 
selling 400 LPs, 200 tapes and six pieces of hardware per week. 

The most fantastic record outlet I've ever seen is in Munich, 
Germany. A service girl puts the record you wish to listen to on 
one of 10 turntables. You listen with headphones through an 
excellent sound system, You are free to listen to an entire LP 
in one sitting and if the store is not very crowded, you may 
listen indefinitely. The young ladies are extremely courteous. The 
average sale is 21/2 LPs per customer. (Those of you who are old 
enough to remember will recall the old "audition booth" and the 
juke box at the beach. Before the advent of the dj, this is how 
records were broken.) 

In -Store Promotion or Sell -Through 
What is sell -through? Any activity that generates the movement 

of product across the counter into the hands of the ultimate con- 
sumer. The basics of sell -through success are: 

1. Maintenance of proper inventory level (detailing). 
2. LP facings commensurate with volume potential. 
3. Tasteful, effective point -of -purchase material. 
4. Regular key account coverage. (Make sure your prices are 

competitive.) 
5. A motivated salesman who understands your product. 
6. Label motivation of distributor salesmen. 
7. Your share of windows. 
8. Spiffs for store managers where permitted. 
9. Live artist appearance promotions. 

10. Retailer participation through advertising live concert 
appearances. 

11. Most importantly, a realistic return policy. 
There are six areas which could stand a complete overhaul : 

Spending of co-op advertising dollars. 
Effectiveness of point -of -purchase displays, posters and pre - 
packs. 
Almost non-use of charge stuffers and mailers. 
Strong key retail store tie-in with local live concert appear- 
ances. 
A return policy that keeps the accounts from horrendous 
over -stock positions that preclude the placement of current 
new -artist albums. 
Learning how to "talk" to a computer. 

Summing up, the lack of expertise by the labels in the evalua- 
tion of co-op ad dollars is appalling. Probably the independent 
labels are receiving a 50% efficiency return on net ad dollars 
spent through distributors. 

With respect to return policy, the ultimate courageous decision 
is to take back your product, simultaneously placing current

product-and making a decision to classify the returns as cut- 
outs. Cut outs (a specialty sales capability) do not affect the 
sales on current "hot" product. 

The computer "trap" is also a most serious problem. Today, the 
large racks and vertical distributors, speak to you through their 
computers. People whom you used to call for business now only 
talk to you as a programmed response and a mere extension of a 
sometimes operative EDP system. (The machines are taking over 
and how do you communicate with a machine?) 

Finally, the independent distributor is, in this summer of 1971, 
very shaky. The Kinney consolidation portends "R.I.P." for many 
of them and many have forgotten the message. The intelligent dis- 
tributor now knows how much he needs each independent label. 
He'll respond with new alertness to your extended hand. (He'll 
return your call immediately!). 

The key here is understanding. A good distribution technician 
understands his distributor's operations and problems. Resolve 
always to talk to the toughest one, before you institute a national 
sales policy, a price change, an advertising allowance change or 
even a shipping change.
