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Court Upholds Copyright Law

8@ NEW YORK—A three-judge
Federal Court in Washington,
D, C., dealt record and tape
pirates a staggering blow by
dismissing a suit challenging
the constitutionality of the law
enacted last year (PL92-140)
that granted copyright protec-
tion to sound recordings
against unauthorized duplica-
tion.

The Court rejected the claims
of the plaintiff, Ronald Shaab,
that sound recordings do not
qualify as writings that may
be constitutionally copyrighted,
that the statute is vague, and
that it failed to provide for a
compulsory licensing of record-
ings in the same manner as it
provides for compulsory licens.
ing of musical compositions.
This, said the plaintiff, dis-
criminates against someone like
himself whose musical works
are subject to compulsory li-
censing.

Anti-Piracy Drive

@ BALA CYNWYD, PA.—An-
nouncement of the NARM pro-
gram to combat bootleg and
counterfeit tapes and records
was made at the first meeting
of the Regional Chairmen of
the NARM Anti-Piracy Commit-
tee, which was held at Chi-
cago’s Regency Hyatt House on
June 6.

Under the aegis of NARM’s
nine regional chairmen, close
to 1000 shoppers are being re-
tained by NARM. These shop-
pers will cover the nation’s
retail outlets and report on
bootleg product being handled
at the retail level. Shoppers
wil] cover all types of outlets,
including independent music
stores, department and dis-
count stores, truck stops, serv-
ice stations, and any other
place where bootleg tapes and
records are sold. The army of
shoppers will give the music
industry an unprecedented in-
vestigatory force throughout
the 50 states.

The second prong of the
double-barrelled attack will be
the concentrated effort to in-
stigate state anti-piracy legis-
lation, Only 10 states have such
legislation, and in the states
where it exists, legitimate
wholesalers and retailers have
an additional valuable tool with
which to fight bootleggers. The
10 states with legislation are
Arkansas, Arizona, California,
Florida, New York, Pennsyl-
vania, Tennessee, Virginia,
Texas and Washington.

Within the next two weeks,
NARM’s nine regional chair-
men will meet with the mem-
bers of their committees, and
state chairmen will be ap-
pointed, to actively pursue leg-
islation. Charles B. Ruttenberg.
of NARM’s law firm Arent, Fox,
Kintner, Plotkin and Kahn, has
drawn up a model state statute
and a set of guidelines to be
used when approaching state
legislators to instigate anti-
piracy legislation. This material
is available to other members
of the industry who are inter-
ested in joining the fight for
state legislation.

In making the announcement
to the industry of the new
NARM programs, Jules Mala-
mud, its Executive Director,
stated, “NARM is the only or-
ganization within the music in-
dustry which is so uniquely
suited to doing the kind of grass
roots job throughout the nation.
The manpower of the manu-
facturing and publishing seg-
ments of our business are con-
centrated mainly in New York
and Los Angeles.

Video Vis-l‘l-Vis The Record Business

® Danny Goldberg was most recently Director of Publicity for

Many friends and acquaintances in the music business have
asked me with bewilderment why I've left a good job with one
of the fastest growing record companies in the business, to devote
my time to video. Most people have read or heard about “video
tomorrowland,” where cable TV replaces magazines, where pay
TV lets a man see anything he desires in his own home, where
two-way cable lets him shop and bank via TV, where video-
cassettes and not records are what he buys to play over and over.

But both CBS and RCA have scrapped their video plans after
having made a big fanfare a couple of years ago and spending
millions in between. What is happening? When is it happening?
And what does it all have to do with the music business?

Everything in this article is about video foday and its uses in
the music business today. Despite all of the futuristic platitudes,
not enough has been written about the immediate value of video
and cable TV to the music business. The video revolution consists
of two facts:

1—Cable TV will reach a peak because of recent FCC rule
changes. Cable means that the consumer has up to 40 channels
on his TV set instead of the present 3 to 7. Cable TV is highly
localized. Over 500 cable franchises have extra channels available
today and the means to transmit extra programs. The only thing
missing are programs. The potential audience today for such pro-
grams is 12 million people . . . not a bad test market. These figures
are for the United States and Canada. Presently there are 2000
other operating cable franchises in these two countries and all of
them will eventually transmit extra programs. In addition to that,
there are applications for another 1500 cable franchises pending.

2—14 inch videotape equipment, which was developed in the late
1960s, makes it possible to produce professionally acceptable pro-
grams for about one-tenth what it costs to produce them using
16 mm film.

The result of these two breakthroughs is that starting now, TV
is becoming a medium of specialized interest programming, while
up until now, it had been strictly a general interest one. The
music business epitomizes a specialized interest industry and the
use it can make of video should be obvious.

Cable TV is a great means to expose artists to those 12 million
people. What record company knows positively how to sell albums
—especially those by a new artist? The elements of album promo-
tion, radio and print advertising, outside PR agencies, support of
tours which includes all or part of transportation and equipment
costs, and press parties, posters, window display and independent
promotion men, are very costly. It’s too expensive to give this kind
of support to every album released. TV exposure through cable is
not only one of the most effective ways of exposing artists, but
one of the most inexpensive.

Cable TV programg will be like magazines: after the record
company picks up the basic production expenses either directly
or in the form of advertising, the exposure costs nothing. Fur-
thermore, in addition to the direct TV exposure, they get what
amounts to a free ad, payed for by the local cable franchise,
placed in the local newspaper. With proper follow-up, a review
of the program and thus the artist, another press clipping will
be added to the artist’s folder. This can be very potent in im-
pressing distributors, rack jobbers, radio stations, and stores.

Tt can also impress local promoters who may reinforce the
whole process by booking the artist in concert in the area. An
artist on tour freauently has off-nights, especially inexperienced
performers, but videotape will capture him at his best and he

will never have a bad gig.

Cable TV won’t be able to create a hit anymore than airplay
or advertising can—but it can reveal a hit. Everyone knows that
some albums sell millions without a hit single while others sell
poorly in spite of a hit single. How to control album sales is a
problem that even the giants haven’t licked, and cable TV can
be a valuable tool. Giving an artist a fair chance without risking
too much money is a headache that this too can help cure.

How much money is spent on press parties alone? For a rock
group, equipment and PA systems are always a problem. For any
artist, nervousness can always hurt. The same videotape that
is shown on cable, can be shown at parties, meetings or con-
ventions: it can be shown not just in a couple of major cities,
but in every market with the only extra cost the postage of
mailing the tape.

International sales are a problem for any artist who doesn’t
tour overseas, TV stations around the world are very receptive
to American music shows, especially if they cost little or nothing.
TV exposure will do wonders for international sales, and if the
artist does want to tour, TV exposure will certainly help book-
ings. Once again, the investment required is small enough so
that every good album can get a chance to sell rather than a
company having to gamble a lot on one or two products while
staving off angry phone calls from managers of the other acts.

Even singles sales can be helped by cable TV, especially during
a record’s fragile “pick hit” stage. Since cable is so local, a
tape of the artist can be programmed parallel to airplay and
the result will certainly help to get records into stores, phone
calls to the radio station, and store reports to the trades.

Agents can use video and cable TV to impress promoters and
get bookings; managers can use videotape to show the artist
what he looks like on stage. so that he can improve his visual
presentation. A videotape recorder and monitor cost the same as
a good stereo system. Think of the time a&r departments can
save when managers bring them tapes of their group perform-
ing, rather than insisting that the guy go out to some remote
club at midnight. Music publishers are rightly nervous about
royalties from cable TV play, but after the legal dust clears. the
fact that cable is a major new way of presenting music and it
will make money for everyone involved.

The power of TV in selling records cuts across all styvlistic
boundaries. Glen Campbell, Johnny Cash and Tom Jones all
reached sales peaks while on TV; the Monkees, Bobby Sherman
and David Cassidy were TV creations, The Beatles were presented
to America on the Jack Paar and Ed Sullivan shows. “Shindig”
and “Hullabaloo” helped the Rolling Stones and other groups
immensely, and in its heyday. “American Bandstand” could make
a hit record. The list is endless—could Ed Ames, Flip Wilson,
Lily Tomlin, Bill Cosby, Jim Nabors, the Archies, Leonard Bern-
stein, Vladimir Horowitz have sold records without TV? Until
now, cable TV, like top 40 radio has been very restricted. Cable
TV, it has been suggested, is FM TV. The only difference is that
far more money is invested in cable than ever was in FM radio.

The music business changes very fast—not only the music
itself, but the ways of selling it. The last 10 year have seen the
rise and fall of FM radio, underground newspapers, teen mag-
azines, folk and jazz clubs, rock ballrooms and rock festivals as
major wavs to sell albums. Some of these still have some effect
on sales. Record companies, producers and managers who knew
how to use these tools have millions of dollars today.

Those who use videotape and cable TV to their advantage will
be the leaders of the next few years. The music business, more
than any other American industry, has benefited from the social
changes of the last 10 years. Using video and cable today as a
merchandising tool for records, and using records as a lead-in
for videocassettes, the music industry can remain at the center
of modern culture—with all of the glamour and the profits that
such status entails.

One feels naked without
an Instamatic, and screaming,
for the most part, is outré. The
cultural event of many good
people’s lives is being turned
into a souvenir before it has
even begun.

And for those who are afraid
that their snapshots will not
come out, taken as they are
from a distance some dozens

of yards from the Madison
Square Garden stage, that,

“You’'ve Lost That Loving
Feeling” are powerful on a
scale that only Presley and a
few Phil Spector groups have
mastered. “American Trilogy”
and “For the Good Times” close
the show, and faster than a
speeding bullet, “Elvis is out of
the building.”

It will take his 20,000 fans
somewhat longer to file out, as
they stop to purchase poster
after poster, admire each
other’s hot pants, permanents,
and wives. There is a liberal
sprinkling of hippy types, who
leave the Garden laughing and
smiling, notably camera-less,
because who needs to remember
history while it is still happen-
ing. Keep a-rockin’.

Stones Rolling—And Rocking

B LOS ANGELES Com-
pared to the last tour of the
United States, the Stones did,
this one is progressing with a
surprising smoothness. The last
time the Stones did a two show
day at the Forum they were
over fashionably late, leaving
a full crowd for the second
show standing outside for
hours, This time late arrivers
might have found the Stones
show already on, perhaps even
over.

Yet there is a price for this
smoothness, and the inside of
the hall, even while the group
is on, is tense, anxious. Stevie
Wonder played to a distracted
crowd, one that milled, one that
seemed to be paying little or no
attention to him. Plainly, they
were waiting for the Stones.
Tickets had come hard, expect-
ancy had been raised to fever
pitch on the radio and in the
papers (Robert Hilburn covered
the first dates of the Stones
concert here in the Times, for
days, radio stations held “ticket
exchanges,” ticket auctions,
and ticket give-aways, as they
are doing everywhere now.)
Strangely enough though, when
Wonder finished his set, he got
a standing ovation.

The stage was quickly made
ready for the Stones. A huge
scrim was lowered onto the
stage. It was painted as a
dragon, a day-glo green and red
parody. The Stones bounded on-
stage, and Jagger made his
entrance ripping through the
tongue of the dragon. Guess
who went wild?

They came on a little after
9:00 and went off at 10:30, and
did 16 songs, counting the en-
core. They did songs from their
more recent albums for the
most part, and got the biggest,
mose intense reaction from the
“Let It Bleed” material, “Gim-

B SAN DIEGO — Police here
ran into a little trouble outside
the San Diego Arena as the
Rolling Stones performed inside.

He
disrobes partially, which is
standard procedure, he exhorts
the crowd, he gives them their
money’s worth even if they
were gouged by scalpers. The
music is superb, Nicky Hopkins
is largely invincible, but plays
flawless piano. Jim Price and
Bobby Keyes got raggedy a
couple of times, but overall
were big pluses. Keith Richard
is the only one other than
Jagger that bops for the crowd,
and they love it.

A measure of the tenseness
in the Forum was the kind of
breathless ‘“uh oh” that ran
through the crowd when, three
different times, cherry bombs
went off in the rafters. The
Stones, on stage, didn’t seem to
notice, but the smoke drifting
near the ceiling was painfully
ominous for others, especially
people from Atlantic Records.
Security (checking bags and
pockets at the doors) will prob-
ably be tightened on the rest
of the tour,

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Todd Rundgren: Teenage Head

B NEW YORK — In a multi-
media expression of teenage
head, Todd Rundgren and his
magic band blew away an en-
thusiastically idolatrous cross-
section of New York youth re-
cently (8) at Carnegie Hall.
With various Hello People open-
ing each of the show’s two sec-
tions offering a mixture of tight
$0-s0 musical material and
quite funny, if rather obvious,
mime commentaries, Todd’s
long awaited full-scale New
York debut was marked by a
rather unique obviousness,
which alternated between mo-
ments of exhilarating Flash and
what seemed to be hours of
awkward adolescent exhibition-
ism, of the kind that has always
been a function of Rundgren’s
self-consiousness, but which in
live performance tend to get in
his way.

There was an interesting
tension between the sophistica-
tion of Todd’s songwriting and
the memory of his precision on
record, and the hit-or-miss
energy of his newest band, com-
pounded by the kind of unpre-
dictable vocal range we've come
to associate with sloppily enter-
taining showmen like Ray
Davies. Ronnie Lane, and, most
lately, Joe Cocker.

Todd’s greatest asset, aside
from his unbelievably sharp
gnitar playing, comparable only
to that of Rick Derringer and
a very few others, is his em-
pathy with the teenager’s need
to excel and his fear of failure.
As good as Todd is, and as
many people who have come to
appreciate him, he still doesn’t
trust himself. Hig studied non-
chalance came off as the most
stylized egocentricity since
McCartney’s effusively fatuous
“Ram.” Todd simply will not
let his music speak for itself,
and when he wasn’t involved in
his material, as between num-
bers or when he felt it neces-
sary to establish “audience con-
tact” or whatever, he just didn’t
shut up, and nobody really ex-
pects a musician to be a
comedian, too. The nadir of
these sessions of forced humor
was a tape of the silliest deriv-
ative hippy monologues anyone
could ever want to forget, run
during intermission making it

impossible to even hear compli-
mentary remarks on the first
part of the show.

Jut if Todd is almost too
compulsively an entertainer, the
kids, and that’s what most of
his audience seem to be, un-
abashedly loved his honesty,
wise-ass attitude and the im-
pression he gave of being the
first fabulous New York mu-
sical success since the Rascals
or the Blues Project. Perform-
ing to promote a national top
20 record, “I Saw the Light,”
Rundgren seemed the local boy
who made good and didn’t quite
feel comfortable with his
success.

The best numbers were those
on which Todd worked lead
guitar, the role he seems most
at ease with; “Black Mariah”
and “Broken Man With A
Busted Heart” were even
stronger and more direct than
the album versions for his
virtuosity. With support from
Tommy Cosgrove, N, D. Smart,
and Stu Woods, Rundgren’s
renditions of favorite weepers
like “It Wouldn’t Have Made
Any Difference” and “Hello
It’'s Me” were diamonds-in-the
rough, acceptable in their
awkwardness like Beach Boy
Dennis Wilson forgetting the

Iyrics to his own beautiful
tunes. Bopping rave-ups on
“Slut” and “Wolfman Jack”

helped bring the show to a
strong close, after which Todd
was joined by Moogy Klingman
and Buzzy Linhart for the most
satisfying display of New York
talent that the Apple’s concert-
goers have been treated to in
quite a while.

As annoyed as some older
Rundgren-record fans seemed
to be with the gap that such
a concert created between their
preconceptions of Todd and the
way in which he sees himself,
it is hard to see how he could
be other than a newly improved
version of the teenager he once
was and still feels for. And if
your kid brother had written
even one of Todd’s better tunes
or could play guitar half as
fast, you'd never listen to any-
one criticize him, would you?
What vou see, is what you get.

A lot of
important people feel that it has all the
ingredients of a hit.

Sailcat. Our big tip of last week is now
confirmed by "golden ear" Bob Mitchell and
racetrack expert, Mike Green, both of WTIX 16-10.
Tom "golden throat® Murphy of KOL Seattle confirms
27-10. It went 19-6 at KJRB Spokane. It made the
chart at KLIF and went on WRIT and WMAK.

There is no doubt now that the hit side of the
Melanie is "Steppin'®. This is confirmed by WROV
Roanoke. We sure wish that Peter had put this
out as the plug side in the first place, because
it was the most requested side from the album
long ago in Roanoke.

COMMUNICATION
MUSIC

By BOB HAMILTON

B “The simplest and the most obvious is the
most often overlooked.”—Sherlock Holmes.

I suppose in 13 years of daily connection with
broadcasting that I have never seen it quite like
it is today . . . from the management stand-
point, business in the United States is generally
bad . . . and has been for some time . .. no
matter what propaganda we might get off this
wire or read in that paper . .. and while radio

has not been hit as hard as some business, it still has been af-

fected by the general overall attitude of the public . .. the groups
from Chicago to San Francisco to New York that have suddenly
been educated as to how a station is supposed to operate according
to the FCC . . . and their follow-through of charges against sta-
tion liscenses . . . along with continued pressure on the FTC to
stop false advertising . . . and then the program director insisting
that spots should be kept at a minimum to keep ratings up . . .
and that some spots should not be run on the air at all because
they give the station a bad image . . . is enough to make station
managers and owners wonder why they didn’t just buy a shoe
store and forget show business. I point out the plight of manage-
ment just to say in front that radio programmers aren’t the only
ones with problems. Our problems are problems because we are
having to deal with change . . . and the basic orientation of today’s
human being is to resist change . . . but that’s another subject
entirely. 1972 is indeed the year of confusion in broadcasting.
There is not specific direction being taken by all of radio . . .
there have been no all-saving answers to be found as happened in
1964 ... or in 1954. As a result, rather than calling this the year
of confusion in radio, we might be better off to call it the year of
experimentation . . . and certainly that is positive . .. for, out of
the trip, betterment just naturally will come . . . the question is
how long will it take . . . and how many explosions will occur in
our laboratory before a cure for ‘“the public’s boredom” emerges.

151 different markets in the U.S. are now receiving ratings
results from the American Research Bureau . . . it’s the biggest
rating taken all year long . .. for some markets it’s the only rating
they have for the next 12 months . . . for others, it’s one of four
in 1972. The results so far don’t immediately show any specific
trend . . . except possibly the trend of broadcasters I have spoken
to, to down the systems defeated by ARB. Certainly, it’s very easy
to down those systems . .. one program director told me that in
the 18-24 category (so important to the national sales picture)
39 people were all that were represented in his market . . . in
other words 39 books were all that represented that demographic
category in a city of about two million people . . . there are other
gripes . . . besides the sample being too small . . . placement of
books is a real major problem to speciality stations . .. the differ-
ence between total market and metro market is hell for stations
with bad signals . .. the downers are endless . .. It is obvious that
the methodology of computing listeners in a market is beginning
to wear on program directors everywhere . . . a long and arduous
study of what to replace that with will follow. Problem is ... and
it's an old sayving in radio ... “If the ratings are bad . .. we got
screwed . . . If they’re right on . .. the rating services did their
job”

So the people that yell about the ratings are generally the
people who got beat ... and the change will only come when radio,
as a whole, decides to take positive action. And this is no indict-
ment of ARB, Pulse or Hooper . .. I mean I can point out a bunch

of places where I think they’re wrong . .. but I like them .. .1
can’t quite figure out what the “right” in the situation is. All of
this rap leads to this reality . .. that program directors live and

die (as well as radio stations) by the ratings . .. a major market
station will not take a down book very long . . . unless the cir-
cumstances are such that the station is a speciality and they’re
selling on that basis.

Now, the sad part . .. contemporary radio, in most of the books
that have come in so far, is taking a beating . .. when the top
contemporary station in a city (whatever the city) only has a 5.0

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New Allocation System For Stones Tix

W NEW YORK — Sunday Pro-
motions Inec., in cooperation with
Madison Square Garden Center,
will utilize a postcard mail selec-
tion system to sell tickets for the
Rolling Stones’ three New York
concerts dates (July 24, 25, 26).
This method will eliminate long
lines at the box office, reduce
ticket scalping and allow those
who work, and can’t wait on line,
a chance to get tickets. The
selection system will involve the
sale of 55,000 tickets.

The first announcement of the
postcard mail selection system
in the Sunday (11) New York
Times in a full-page ad describ-
ing the procedure for entering
the system.

Those desiring tickets will
send in postcards with their
name, mailing address including
zip code, and daytime telephone
number to “Stones”, ¢/o0 Madison
Square Garden, P.O. Box 153,
General Post Office, New York,
N.Y. 10001. In order to qualify
for selection, cards must not be
postmarked prior to 12:01 am,
Sunday June 11 and must be

received in the P.0O. Box no later
than 12 noon Friday, June 16.

Under the supervision of a
firm of certified public account-
ants, cards will be selected at
random, then programmed into
a computer which will eliminate
duplications. Seat locations will
assigned on a first drawn-best
seat basis, without regard to
date.

Official notification card will
be required to pick up their
tickets in person at Madison
Square Garden box office any-
time within the period indicated
on their notifications. Cards will
indicate what forms of identifi-
cation will be required at the
box office. It will not be necessary
to arrive early since seat loca-
tions will have already been
assigned; those who do, will be
asked to return later.

All notification card holders
will be entitled to purchase a
maximum of four tickets.

All tickets, regardless of lo-
cation or date, will be $6.50.
Only cash will be accepted at the
box office.

B NEW YORK — Music seems
to be heading in a new direc-
tion, and it’s about time too,
for it had seemed as though it
was going to be caught up in
nothingness, with no new path
to follow.

A few groups have stepped
out in the open, risking their
very musical existence in order
to participate in the progres-
sion of the music. The feeling
and the need to drive forward
with music seems to be in many
musicians, but the necessity of
the dollar has forced many into
commerciality.

This new music, called jazz,
progressive music, preferably
called “contemporary” by
Weather Report, may very well
move into the rock spotlight.
Weather Report is one of the
major forces in helping music
advance, along with Columbia
Records, their label.

Contemporary music is al-
ready a major trend in most
European and South American
countries. Joe Zawinul and
Miroslav Vitous, keyboards and
bass of Weather Report re-
cently explained how they re-
ceived a 45-minute standing
ovation in Europe. The equip-
ment was packed and being
taken off the stage, but the
crowds kept on screaming. As
I heard a radio announcer in
Boston say, “their new album
is great, but you must see them
in order to feel the full im-
pact.” She was so right.

When the group’s first album
was released, called “Weather
Report,” they had never played
a live performance, and they
were together only three weeks.
They like the first one, but
their newest album, “I Sing The
Body Electrice,” is their pride
and joy. One side was recorded

Record Research: Music Man’s Reference

B MENOMONEE FALLS, WIS,
—How long was “Itsy Bitsy
Teenie Weenie Yellow Polka
Dot Bikini” on the charts? Who
recorded the number one song
“Game of Love?’ What label
did Booker T. & the MG’s re-
cord for? When did “I'm Into
Something Good” by Herman’s
Hermits first hit the charts?
You’ll find all these answers
and more in Joel Whitburn's
book, Record Research,

To attest to its usefulness
and demand, Whitburn has sold
more than 3,000 copies of his
book to radio stations, inter-
ested individuals, program di-
rectors, and recording artists
in all of the 50 states and many
countries of the world, from
Australia to Switzerland.

Also in the printing stages
are Whitburn’s country & west-
ern and rhythm & blues books,
both covering the years 1949-
1971, plus a new pop-rock edi-
tion going back to the years
1940-1955. Once’ issued, these
Record Research volumes will
represent the complete history
of all charted pop music. In the
works are similar publications
with identical information on
classical, jazz, easy listening,
and albums.

Whitburn’s Record Research,
1955-1969, represents five and
a half years of work and re-
search, More than 2,200 art-
ists and 10,000 records are
listed, alphabetically by name
of the artist, from the first en-
try by Abaco Dream with the
1969 single “Life and Death in
G & A” on A & M Records, to
the Zombie’s 1969 “Time of the
Seagon” for Date Records, Each
listing has the date that the
record first hit the best seller
chart, its highest position in
the ratings, total weeks on the
chart and the label and num-
ber of the record.

“l really had no idea how
many copies would be sold,” he
says. “I sent out flyers describ-
ing the book to all of the radio
stations, and also took out ads
in the trades.

Just why would a radio sta-
tion want Record Research?
“Well, you take a disc jockey
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who’s pulling records for his
show. Say, for example, he
wants to play an oldie—some-
thing like Perry Como’s “Catch
a Falling Star.” So he looks up
Como in the book and takes
down the following information
on the record: First date on
the charts—Jan_ 11, 1958. High-
est position on the charts—9.
Number of weeks on the charts
-—23. Label and number of rec-
ord, RCA-7128.

“And when he gets on the
air, his spiel is all set: “And
here’s one for you, granddad,
right from the heart— Mr.
Warmth himself, Perry Como,
in the 1958 classic that hit the
top 10 and stayed on the charts
for a full winter, “Catch a
Falling Star!” Hit it, Per,
baby!”

Just browsing through the
book can be interesting for any-
one who likes pop music. John-
ny Mathis holds the record for
a single with the Ilongest
stretch on the charts—39 weeks
for his 1957 tune, “Wonderful,
Wonderful.”

Elvis Presley has more list-
ings than any other pop artist,
with 110, followed by the
Beatles, Pat Boone, Brenda Lee,
Connie Francis and James
Brown. Only a few records ap-
pear on the charts after they
have had their vogue but one
was Chubby Checker’s “The
Twist,” which first turned up
for 18 weeks in 1960 and again
for 21 weeks in 1961-62. Bing
Crosbhy’s “White Christmas” is
the all-time champ in that re-
gard, appearing on the charts
for a few weeks each holiday
season for eight years in a row,
from 1955 to 1962.

The fact that these perform-
ers got back together for
McGovern indicates a change
in conceptual format from four
prior concerts presented in other
cities through the efforts of
Warren Beatty. It had to be
different. And it just couldn’t
have been any better.

Peter, Paul and Mary haven’t
performed together for two
years, but you’d never know it.
Not only did songs like “Blowin’
In The Wind,” “The Times They
Are A Changin’,” and “The
Great Mandala” receive tremen-
dous ovations, but individuals
lines brought roars from a
crowd tuned in to any and all
political issues.

Nichols and May hadn’t per-
formed together in 12 years, and
if we can believe Mike Nichols,
they hadn’t even talked. Again
you would never know it. Their

humor is so sophisticated and
subtle that many in the audience
were either too young, or too
disinterested, to fully grasp
their brand of hilarious comedy.
Now, that’s not supposed to
happen in New York, right?
The great majority loved it.
Senator McGovern in a short
speech following the concert,
called Dionne Warwicke “the
frosting on the cake.” And, she
was, but Simon and Garfunkel
easily took the cake. They were
incredibly loose, winning the
crowd with hit after hit song.
Simply, theirs was a brilliaant
performance. In fact, so was
the entire show. Brilliantly con-

ceived, thrilling, magnificently
paced and just wonderful to
witness. I guess that’s it. You

had to be there.

College Seminar Update

By GARY COHEN

B NEW YORK — ABC,'Dunhill
Records has announced a change
in format regarding their college
radio seminars. The label, in-
novator of college radio sem-
inars, has been holding seminars
every month for college radio
people in the L.A. area, but now
will be scheduling them only
when there is a special event or
artist they feel is important
enough to invite the campus
broadcasters to see and hear. In
the past, seminars were held
once a month by a number of
labels (see Record World
Campus Report of May 27) and
the scheduling of so many sem-
inars at one time was beginning
to cause conflicts and lack of at-
tendance.

Steve Resnick, National Pro-
motion Director for ABC stated,
“college radio people are operat-
ing under limited finances, on
their own time, without college
credits. Rather than hold our
seminars regularly on a monthly
basis, we will hold them when-
ever a special event warrants it.
We hope that this new format
will be more convenient to col-
lege radio staffers, already hard-
pressed for spare time.”

ABC’s most recent seminar
was held last May 21 at the
Holiday Inn in Santa Monica,
preceding the last appearance of
the artists in the Impulse West
Coast Tour. Over T0 representa-
tives from college radio stations
throughout Southern California
gathered there, and had an op-
portunity to meet Alice Coltrane
and Michael White. On the rec-
ord side were label’s Dennis Lav-
inthal, Vice President in charge
of sales and promotion, and Julie
Zimand, who discussed record
merchandising, pressing, and
distribution with the college
broadcasters.

By their latest move, ABC
continues to improve the campus
seminar program they pioneered.

* * *

While most college stations
take the time to communicate
with record companies, there are
a few that don’t. Companies
spend many thousands of dollars
a year to service college radio
operations, and while most of
them give feedback, communica-
tion, and take time to answer
questionnaires, some few don’t.
Polydor Records dropped some
stations from their mailing lists
for non-communication, and sent
them the following letter:

“This is just a note to inform
vou that your station has been
dropped from Polydor’s regular
college mailing list. We manu-
facturers are constantly flooded
with complaints from college
radio stations about lack of serv-
ice and communication. We at
Polydor have a very active col-
lege promotion department and
must receive in turn for service
some consistent feedback regard-
ing our product, what is being
played, cuts, etc. On numerous
occasions I have requested that
your station form lines of com-
munication with Polydor by way
of answering simple question-
naires that were accompanied by
self-addressed stamped envelopes
for ease of reply. In my opinion
Polydor has initiated a method
of communication between col-
lege radio and the company that
is very beneficial for all con-
cerned. Your station by not keep-
ing those channels open has, we
assume, decided to ignore the op-
portunity for communication. It
is unfortunate, but we now feel
obliged to eliminate those sta-
tions who have not at any time
replied to our attempts of solid-
ifving relations.”

found in the copyright clause,
the Court held, noting that this
point was even conceded by the
plaintiff during the oral argu-
ment.

The Court also found a clear
distinction between compulsory
licensing for copyrighted mu-
sical compositions which, it
said, “promotes the arts by
permitting numerous artistic
interpretations of a single writ-
ten composition,” and the plain-
tiff’s demand that such compul-
sory licensing likewise be ex-
tended to sound recordings.

“If Congress in 92-140 had
extended the compulsory li-
censing provisions to call for
licensing of companies that
wish to make and sell identical
versions of the recorded com-
positions, these public benefits
would not result. Consumer
choices would not be broadened
since identical interpretations
would be supplied first by the
originator and later by the li-
censee. Equally important, com-
petition and the creative as-
pects of the industry would be
impaired since established re-
cording firms would be discour-
aged from investing in new ar-
rangements and performers, if
they were compelled to license
their successful interpretations
to those desiring to take ad-
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vantage of the originator’s in-
itiative and to add nothing
themselves.”

Finally, the Court rejected
as without merit the argument
that the law was ambiguous.
It held that the purpose of the
statute was to provide a lim-
ited copyright in sound record-
ings to protect them against un-
authorized  duplication and
“piracy,” and said that the
language in the law is designed
to carry out that purpose.
