Grammy Producer 
Digs Music City

NASHVILLE - "If the tele- 

cast of the 15th annual Grammy 
Awards `falls on its face' to- 
night, it will not be the fault of 
anybody in Nashville." So said 
Pierre Cossette last week prior 
to the Grammy Awards pres- 
entation. Cossette was the 
executive producer of the 90 - 
minute show which originated 
at the Tennessee Theater and 
whose company produced it for 
CBS -TV. 

"It'll be the producer's fault,' 
Cossette added, "the efficiency 
of the Nashville people is 
amazing. Everybody-the stage- 
hands, the musicians, techni- 
cians, the citizens - has been 
co-operative. The theater is per- 
fect for the show too. It's more 
like a community project." 

Cossette admitted that he 
fought against having the show 
in Nashville. "I battled NARAS 
(National Academy of Record- 
ing Arts & Sciences) about 
having it here. I had nothing 
against Nashville. I just 
thought Los Angeles was the 
proper, logical place to have it. 
I didn't believe Nashville had 
the facilities or the manpower 
to do such a show. I am now a 
believer," he said. 

"We have had absolutely no 
problems here. Everything has 
run so smoothly that it has us 
who are in charge a little wor- 
ried. Why, we could have had 
the show last night, that's how 
ready everything is. I tell you 
how sold I am on Nashville: 
I wouldn't oppose having it 
originate from here next year, 
or any year." 

Cossette explained that about 
$500,000 was being spent to 
produce the show and in his 
opinion it would be the best ever 
to originate here. He said Nash- 
ville could easily develop into a 
big time television center. 

He added that in the near 
future the Grammy show could 
be come the most important 
and most popular of the awards 
shows now on television.
