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WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Telmaco Type BR Receiver
and BA Amplifier

BY DAVE CROCKER

Since small, antique radios that feature ex-
posed tubes have always intrigued me, it is no
wonder that Telmaco Type BR advertisements
catch my attention. And when the opportunity
came to acquire the BR receiver - along
with its matching Type BA amplifier, I

was ecstatic! Let me share some
information about this interest-
ing set with you.

Telmaco was the trade
name of the Tele-
phone Mainte-
nance Com-
pany of Chi-
cago, Illinois.
As the name
implies, the
company must
have either sold
telephone equip-
ment - as did
companies like
Federal, Stromberg-
Carlson, and Kellogg -
or serviced it. Since every-
body and his brother seemed
to be getting into the radio busi-
ness in the early 1920s, Telmaco
joined the crowd.

However, Telmaco didn't actually
manufacture radios at the time, but con-
tracted out to Tri-City of Davenport, Iowa,
to have them (or at least
the BR receiver and BA
amplifier) built. Because
Tri-City was licensed to produce sets using the
Armstrong regenerative circuit, it had been ap-
proached by more than a few companies to make
regenerative radios.

The design that Tri-City offered to Telmaco
and others was the small, 2 -dial, horizontal pan-
eled regenerative receiver with its single exposed
tube located in the upper right corner of the pan-
el. Telmaco's version, the Type BR, shown in
Figure 1, is identical in circuitry and panel layout
to two other sets I have owned - one a Blue
Ribbon, shown in Figure 2, and the other a Cros-
ley Ace Precision shown in Figure 3; the latter
used Crosley parts totally inside and out. It is
quite possible that Telmaco was used to build
them also, or at least license them. Even the box
construction is identical.

The Type BR was built using components by

Howard, ERLA, and others. As shown in
Figure 4, the interior of the set consists of a
tapped variocoupler with loading inductance

in series with the primary, a 13 -plate
variable condenser, a filament rheo-

stat with a simple trimmer, one
nickel -plated tube socket, and

a fixed grid condenser. It
can operate using ei-

ther a 6 -volt, Type
01-A tube, or a

1 '12 -volt dry
cell tube

such as the
Type 199. The
workmanship
is of a higher
quality than
that of the Cro-
sley version.

Telmaco was
obviously eager to

show the construction
of the set, as the compa-

ny advertisements displayed
even interior details. The set

sold for a mere $25 during the
1923-1924 season.
The Telmaco's unique feature is the

tuning stick attached to the condenser dial,
which was not shown in the 1923 ads, but
which appeared later, in 1924. My original

thought was that the
stick was merely for fine
vernier tuning. However,

when the set is in operation, the reason for the
stick is obvious. Without it, body capacitance
interferes with the reception and tuning. Whenev-
er a hand comes anywhere near the tuning dial,
an annoying howl is heard. A 3 -foot stick might
be even better! An interesting note is that Telma-
co's catalog offers the vernier handle for 60 cents
- an option that was a must!

Early versions without the tuning stick show
the panel of the Type BR engraved with the
Telmaco logo. In later versions the panel logo is
gone, and a Telmaco metal identification tag is
attached to the front of the box.

THE MATCHING AMPLIFIER

Telmaco offered a 2 -tube Type BA amplifier,
which sold for $20, to connect to the Type BR
receiver, as shown in Figure 5. The BA amplifier

used CRL 6 -ohm rheostats -
the same unmarked tube sock-
ets used in the Type BR receiv-
er - and audio transformers
made by the United Mfg. and
Dist. Co., Chicago. However,
Amer-Tran audios were known
to have been used on the BA
unit as well. An interior view of
the Type BA amplifier is shown
in Figure 6.

OTHER TELMACOS

Telmaco's catalog for 1924
offers not only the Type BR and
BA, but also receivers by Atwa-
ter Kent, Western Coil, Garod,
Clapp-Eastham and others.
Speakers offered and shown are
by Magnavox, Music Master,
SAAL and others, including the
Telmacophone Type TH-1

shown in Figure 7. I have never
seen this ornate horn speaker
by Telmaco and would be inter-
ested in knowing if any were
actually sold and still exist. I

welcome your comments.
While the Type BR is the most

familiar of the Telmaco radios,
Morgan McMahon's Radio Col-
lector's Guide lists the TRD-1
model in 1921, the BR in 1923,
and the Acme "P" series porta-
bles (see Figure 8) up to 1926,
some of which were sold as kits.
Nothing after this date appears,
leading me to assume that the
Telephone Maintenance Com-
pany finally gave up its radio
venture or sold out, as did so
many manufacturers at the time.

Left -Handed Radios
BY RON BOUCHER

The radio in the photo on this page is unusual.
It's a Silvertone 7022 AC -DC Superheterodyne
from 1946. It has a metal cabinet, painted white.
So far, there's nothing unusual. But, what is spe-
cial about this set? It's a left-handed radio. I know
what you're thinking - next I'll start telling you
about left-handed pencils!

If you look through any of the many radio
picture books now available, you'll see a lot of
radios that have the dial in the middle and sym-
metrical controls. But, when you start looking at
the radio styles that emerged in the late 1930s,
you see many cabinets with the dial and knobs
on one side and the speaker on the other.

Almost all of these have the controls on the
right side. This is so that right-handed people
(the majority) didn't have to reach across to the
left side to operate the controls. In those days, it
was even common to teach naturally left-handed
kids to write with their right hands.

In my dealings with collectors, I often find peo-
ple who like to specialize in their collecting. Some
seek certain brands, others might look for porta-
bles, or even 32 -volt DC radios, for example.
Specialization helps keep the crowding down and
even makes collecting more challenging. How-
ever, someone specializing in left-handed radios
would have a meager assortment since such
examples are few and far between.

In looking through my many radio reference
books, I found those in the table below. If you
group all the similar ones, you're really left with
only twelve different radios, and the influence of
a "right-handed world" goes on - most modern

TV sets are right-handed; computer floppy drives
are on the right, as are microwave oven controls,
etc., etc.

Oh, by the way, if you pick up a pencil and hold
it in your right hand, the lettering on the pencil is
right -side -up. If you hold it in your left hand it's
upside-down. A left-handed pencil is as hard to
find as a left-handed radio.

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VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT

The Complete History of
Drugstore TV Tube Testers

BY JACOB ANTHES

It all started when I designed the Teletest Tube
Tester, Patent Number 2,795,755, in 1952. I was
in the TV service business in Milwaukee when I
felt the need for a tube tester that did not require
a roll chart and a half -dozen controls to be set
before testing a tube.

The tube tester I came up with - the TV -20 -
is shown in Figure 1. It used 20 preconnected
sockets and only a filament voltage and a load
switch to be set. (See
the complete circuit
diagram in Figure 2.)
No roll chart was
needed because I

limited the tester to
only the 60 tubes cur-
rently used in the TV
sets of that time. The
information listed on a
roll chart could be
printed directly on the
front panel of the tube
tester next to the prop-
er socket.

I then sold the TV
repair business and
went into manufactur-
ing the TV -20 tube
tester I had designed.
Since I had always liked
living in a small town, I

moved to Fort Atkinson,
Wisconsin and founded
American Scientific De-
velopment. To get the
new venture started, I

wrote a technical article
for Radio -Television
Service Dealer maga-
zine fully describing the
new "special purpose"
tube tester. [See box for
excerpts from Mr. An-
thes' original article in the
Radio -Television Service
Dealer, July 1954.] This Figure 1. The ASD Model TV -20 Tube Tester.
article resulted in an im-
mediate and big boost in sales. I was in the
manufacturing business overnight.

One day, my salesman, Jack Benz, was dem-
onstrating the new TV -20 to a distributor in Phila-
delphia. Standing right behind him was Fred
Robin, owner of Certified Tube Company. Fred

"SELF SERVICE
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promptly phoned me and ordered a "head" with-
out the usual carrying case. He mounted this
"head" in a rack with tube storage below and
located it in a drugstore in Philadelphia. This was
the first drugstore TV tube tester. The time was
July 1953.

The tester was an immediate success. It sold
tubes to the do-it-yourselfers by the hundreds.
Lines began to form in front of the tester. I sold
more "heads" to Certified Tube Company, which
put them in more drugstores in the Philadelphia
area. Soon, Certified Tube Company was order-
ing 100 heads per month, and then per week.

I then decided that I should manufacture com-
plete self-service TV tube testers myself and sell
them to others interested in setting up tube tester
"routes." Sales increased steadily and reached
500 units and over per month. It wasn't a case of
how many we could sell, but only of how many
we could make. I had to pull all salesmen off the

road because we were running at full capacity.
By 1957, the number of tubes available

for TV use increased dramatically. The
TV -20 could no longer test enough of

el. them. I was forced to design the Mod-
el 340. The 34 sockets on

this head could now
test over 150
tube types.

In the mean-
time, in this
three-year peri-
od, the U -Test -
Em Company,
working from my
original patent,
started a compet-
ing enterprise in
Milwaukee. This
new company soon
matched and finally
surpassed my sales
volume. In 1957, the
only three manufac-

turers of drugstore tube
testers were Certified
Tube Company in Phil-

adelphia, U -Test -Em Company in Milwaukee, and
ASD (American Scientific Development) in Fort
Atkinson, Wisconsin. A number of others bought
my heads and built their own cabinets for them,
but their total sales were small compared to the
"big three."
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By 1963, sales volume dropped
drastically, as solid-state TVs be-
gan to hit the market. I then sold my
business to Certified (by then called
Quik-Chek) Tube Company in Phil-
adelphia. During those ten years, I

had sold about 50,000 drugstore
tube testers in addition to over
12,000 TV -20 models in portable
cases to TV service shops through-
out the country.

A Special Purpose Tube Tester
Since the advent of television, many tube

testers have been left behind in the service
shop while the repairman goes out on his
calls. Tube substitution, instead of tube test-
ing, has frequently become the standard
servicing procedure. This practice represents
a considerable change from the days of radio,
when few repairmen ever left their shops
without tube testers.

ADVANTAGES OF USING A
TUBE TESTER

The great amount of time consumed in
setting up for and testing the twenty or more
tubes in the average TV chassis is the main
reason why so many servicemen prefer to
use substitution methods. While this may be
the fastest way to complete a service call,
there are several serious objections that
should not be overlooked.

One objection is that the serviceman (and
the customer) gets no indication of the condi-
tion of the rest of the tubes in the chassis. In
addition to passing up many possible tube
sales and the resulting loss of profit, the
repairman leaves himself wide open to call-
backs and ill feeling when another tube fails
a few days later. Experience shows that
many callbacks can be avoided by replacing
questionable tubes on the first call.

Another serious objection to substitution
as a regular procedure is that the customer
gets only the serviceman's word that certain
tubes need replacing. A meter indication on
a simple "good -bad" scale is still the best
possible customer convincer. Few people will
object to having needed tubes replaced if
they can see the necessity for it themselves
on a tube tester meter.

The ASD model TV -20 tube tester was
developed primarily for the TV repairman,
so that tube testing, instead of substitution,

might again become the preferred method as
it was in the days of radio. By eliminating all
but a very minimum of switching and set-up
and by printing tube type and adjustment
information directly on the top panel so that
no roll chart was necessary, it was possible
to design a tester that could check all the
tubes in the average TV chassis in a matter
of minutes...

Every design feature of the ASD tester
was conceived with testing speed as the pri-
mary goal. Having eliminated most of the
set-up and the roll chart, it was now neces-
sary to remove from the tube line-up all
obsolete, radio, and seldom used tube types.
This left approximately 100 types, plus pic-
ture tubes, representing all of the "most
used" types in present day TV sets. While
the serviceman may occasionally run into a
type not printed on the panel, the use of
substitution in such isolated cases should
not seriously inconvenience him, since so
much time has already been saved by testing
the popular types that are included on the
panel.

The ASD tube tester is a "special purpose"
type of tube tester. It is not intended to
obsolete or replace the conventional tube
tester. There will still be a need for the
regular tube tester in the shop or on the
counter for all the non -TV tube types that
the TV -20A does not test.

The main applications of the ASD tester
are in its use by the TV serviceman on his
daily service calls, on the counter as a tester
for the "walk-in" customer with the paper
bagful of TV tubes, and on the bench so that
production line techniques can be used in TV
repairing.

Vacuum Tube Heater Voltages in AC/DC Radios
BY RAY BINTLIFF

Wow! You bought that great AC/DC radio at a
flea market. But when you got home and plugged
it in, it didn't work. The dial lamp and tubes do
not light, but the tubes test OK. So what do you
do now?

AC/DC radios use one of two basic methods to
develop vacuum tube filament or heater voltag-
es. One method, illustrated in Figure 1, connects
the tube heaters in series directly across the 120 -
volt AC/DC line. Direct connection across the line
is possible in this case because the total of the
individual heater voltages is 122.8 volts, very
close to the typical house current of 120 volts.

However, if the radio's total heater voltage
requirement is less than 120 volts, then a volt-
age -dropping resistor must be used to develop
the proper voltage, as shown in such a typical
heater circuit in Figure 2. This resistor may be
called a series resistor, and this type of circuit
may be referred to as a voltage divider. The
voltage -dropping resistor (R) may take one of
three forms: a chassis -mounted resistor, a spiral
wire resistor built into the line cord (resistance
line cord), or a plug-in ballast tube.

Returning to our fictional non -working AC/DC
radio, we find that the problem is most likely a
defective voltage -dropping resistor. However,

before looking for an open resistor, make cer-
tain that the line cord, plug, and on/off switch,
as well as all vacuum tube heaters, are OK.
Then, the chassis -mounted resistor, the resis-
tance line cord or the ballast tube should be
checked and replaced, if defective.

In each case, you will need to know the re-
placement part number or resistance value. If it
is not possible to determine the part number,
then the resistance required must be calculated.
The resistance value is of utmost importance.

VOLTAGE DROPPING RESISTOR

For those readers with a technical background,
the calculation of the required resistor value
should not be difficult. But the "non -technical"
readers should not despair. Calculation of the
resistor's value requires only the use of simple
mathematics and Ohm's law.

Referring again to Figure 2, we see that the
individual tube heater voltages add up to 68.9
volts versus a line voltage of 120 volts. By sub-
traction, we can determine that the desired volt-
age reduction is approximately 51 volts (120 -
68.9 = 51.1). The next step is just as easy. Ohm's
law says resistance (R) is equal to the voltage
(E) divided by the current (I) or R = E I. Since
the rated heater current for the tubes shown in
Figure 2 is 0.3 ampere, 51 0.3 = 170 ohms.

As a result, we know that we should look for
a 170 ohm resistor, ballast or line cord. This
value is not precise and, in actual practice, may
range from 160 to 190 ohms. If a resistor of the
exact value cannot be located, it is better to use
one of a slightly higher value. Lower values will
result in higher voltages at the tube heaters,
which may shorten the tube life.

In summary, to calculate the resistor value for
any AC/DC radio, first calculate the required
voltage drop as explained above. Then find the
rated heater current for the tubes used in your
radio. [This information is provided in radio re-
ceiving tube manuals.] Finally, divide the voltage
drop by the related heater current (in amperes)
to arrive at the resistors value in ohms.

PILOT LAMPS

Some AC/DC radios use pilot lamps in their
heater circuits which must be considered when
calculating the resistor's value. If the rectifier tube
has a tapped heater, it is designed to have a
lamp connected across one leg of the heater and
no change in resistor value is needed. Examples

of this tube type include the 35Y4, 35Z5, and
45Z5. This arrangement is depicted in Figure 3.

Early AC/DC radios use a different approach,
as illustrated in Figure 4. In addition to the volt-
age -dropping resistor (R1), the heater circuit uti-
lizes another resistor (R2) to develop the voltage
required to light a panel lamp. The lamp is con-
nected across R2. If the tubes have a rated
heater current of 0.3 ampere and the desired
lamp voltage is 6 volts, the value of R2 is 20
ohms (R = E I, or 6 + 0.3 = 20). Typical values
of R2 found in early radios range from 20 to 27
ohms. The lamp voltage is determined by the
value of R2. The lamp voltage (and brilliance)
will increase as the value of R2 is increased.
Conversely, the lamp voltage will decrease as
the value of R2 is decreased.

Now, let's try the mathematics for R1 in Figure
4. In this case, the lamp's operating voltage must
be included when calculating the value of R1.
When the lamp's operating voltage is added to
the total heater voltage, a new total of 74.9 volts
is obtained (68.9v + 6.0v = 74.9v). The voltage
drop across R1 is 45.1 volts (120v - 74.9v =
45.1 volts). The value of R1 is 150 ohms (45.1v
÷ 0.3 = 150 ohms). For the circuit shown in
Figure 4, the calculated value for R1 is 150 ohms
and for R2 is 20 ohms. You may increase the
brilliance of the panel lamp by increasing the
value of R2. For example, if the value of R2 is
increased to 27 ohms, then the lamp voltage
across R2 will be 8.1 volts (27 ohms x 0.3 am-
pere = 8.1 volts).

For simplicity, we have not considered the
effect of placing the panel lamp in parallel with
R2. Placing a lamp across R2 will result in a
parallel circuit whose combined resistance is
lower than that of R1 alone. Consequently, the
voltage developed at the lamp will be lower than
that shown in the calculation shown above.
However, because the current drawn by the lamp
is considerably less than that drawn by the re-
sistor, for practical applications the effect of this
parallel circuit can be neglected. Those readers
with an interest in the effect of a parallel circuit
are referred to the publications listed at the end
of this article.

RESISTANCE WATTAGE

In addition to calculating the resistance watt-
age value of the voltage -dropping resistor, we
must also determine its power rating. Again, this
calculation is quite simple. Power in watts (P)
can be calculated by multiplying the voltage drop
(E) by the current (I) which flows through the
resistor, or P = E x I. Using Figure 4 again, we

find the voltage drop of 45.1 volts multiplied by
the current of 0.3 ampere equals 13.5 watts.

When a safety factor of 1.5 to 2 is applied to
the calculated power value, a range of 20 to 27
watts results. A resistor with a power rating of
25 watts would seem adequate. Therefore, our
need is for a 150 -ohm resistor rated at 25 watts.
The calculation for the power rating of R2 is a
bit more complex because R2 is wired in parallel
with the panel lamp, but a good rule of thumb
would be to use at least a 2 -watt resistor for R2.

Let's examine briefly just why the power rating
is important. In performing its function, the volt-
age -dropping resistor is quite wasteful. The 13.5
watts of power are dissipated as heat and be-
come lost energy. If a resistor rated at less than
13.5 watts were to be used, it would soon over-
heat and fail.

It is important to consider the amount of heat
that will be generated if a chassis -mounted re-
sistor is used to replace a resistance line cord.
The resistance line cord's greater surface area
can more easily radiate the heat it generates,
whereas the chassis -mounted resistor presents
a smaller surface, and its ability to radiate heat
will be confined by the radio cabinet.

In summary, it is quite easy to determine the
resistance value and power rating of a voltage -
dropping resistor for an AC/DC radio by using
the methods described above. For those read-
ers interested in learning more about series and
parallel circuits, many good books dealing with
electrical fundamentals are available. Some ex-
amples are the following:

using a 6 -volt transformer. This set works fine
with a 5 fil. resistor on the 71A.

A perusal of old radio
magazines frequently proves
that crystal ball gazing into
the future of radio has often
been an amusing pastime. For
example, Hugo Gernsback' s April
1947 Radio Craft contains an
article by U.M. Fips entitled
"The New Crystron Lapel Ra-
dio." Figure 1 shows Fips'
diagram for the grid crystal
tube, which appears on page 24
of the article. This diagram
appears to be very much like
that of a transistor - a full
year before Bell Labs an-
nounced the transistor.
More recent prophetic arti- A

Iles have appeared in A.R.C.
- Dave Crocker's "Here Come
the Consoles" (July 1989) and
Mike Adams' "The Next Big Thing" (November
1991), which predicts that transistor
collecting is the wave of the near future.

So, why not another leap into the future?
AM radio goes digital! All that is needed
is something like the /ndinaumfasuphide
superchip to push AM into the world of the
computer. Will this breakthrough make our
prized antique AM radios obsolete?

SCENARIO: THE DIGITAL CONVERSION

The FCC has begun a 5 -year phase -in
period to convert the whole AM band to
digital operation. An unused 1610-1700 kHz
part of the AM band will become operative
first. Early demonstrations of digital AM
have shown that distant stations sound
like local stations, even when weak and
fading.

Radio Computer Corp. of America will not
even need a patent for the new system,
which is theft -proof because unauthorized
tampering invokes a self-destruct virus.
With this new technology, 20 different

radio shows can be broadcast by a single
transmitter. Thus, large cities need only
three transmitters to accommodate 60

channels. Digital transmis-
sions eliminate static and
interference. Oversampling in
the radio fills in missing
digital information, just as

GRO in CD players. Stereo sur-
round sound is standard on all
channels.
National Bureau of Stan-

dards Radio Station WWV time
signals furnish universal syn-
chronizing for both the com-
puter radio and modulator. By
breaking 20 radio programs
into digits, a time constant
can be assigned to each digit
and permit millions of digit
transmissions each nanosec-
ond. Computer radio receivers
sample the broadcast signal,
reproducing only the program

assigned to the time constant the listener
has chosen.

Top -of -the -line Model APR -1 has some
features that make it easy to operate. A
backlighted LCD screen displays station
call letters, station location and format.
Song, title and artist are displayed as the
music plays. Each radio becomes more
personal as the memory learns what its
listener likes and scans for that kind of
programming. User presets call up desired
stations.

Digital radios look very much like other
hi-fi components with remote control. The
computer screen is 6" x 9" and angled
slightly for easy viewing, as shown in
Figure 2.

A printer port makes hard copies from the
news channel - tomorrow's newspaper. This
printer is also used by many other
services. For example, commercial free
music is enhanced by a song memory system
that can be updated weekly.

A big selling point includes a method for
subscription services. Placing the sub-
scription card in a slot controls the use
of all subscription services, which are
recorded on a magnetic tape. With each use,
accrued cost is displayed, and every 30
days the card must be validated by usage
prepayment.

Expect little economic impact or protest
when the full change takes place in the
year 2003. By then, the world of radio will
be ready for another great technological
innovation! As U.M. Fips would no doubt
say, the target date for flooding the
market with digital AM radios should be
April first!

AUCTION REPORT

Reported Auction Prices - The Myth!
BY JIM CLARK

While attending a local antique radio swap
meet recently, I noticed that one of the club mem-
bers had out a nice Pepsi drink dispenser novelty
transistor radio, complete with its carrying strap.
As the item was not marked, I inquired as to the
price of his offering - he said $300. He went on
to tell me about how one of these rare beauties
had sold at an auction a couple of years ago for
$1300 and thus what a bargain his set was! As
proof, he had a copy of Breed's novelty transistor
radio book [Collecting Transistor Novelty Radios
- Value Guide] in which a $1300 sale is reported
- referencing an [auction report] in the January
1989 issue of A.R.C. The seller was showing this
reference to everyone that inquired about his
Pepsi radio. Haven't we all seen other collectors
and dealers referencing that famous $1300 Pepsi
radio sale?!

When that $1300 sale was first reported in the
January 1989 A.R.C., I was so shocked I immedi-
ately called the author to investigate. I suspected
some unusual circumstances must have occurred
that led to this record sale. I was startled when
the author revealed to me that, in fact, the Pepsi
radio did NOT sell for $1300; rather it sold for
$200-300!! The author went on to explain that the
error in reporting the amount of the Pepsi novelty
transistor radio sale involved some confusion that
had developed revolving around some absentee
bidding on the item just previous to or immediate-
ly following the Pepsi radio. For whatever reason,
a correction was never printed, and the $1300
Pepsi transistor radio sale myth has not only
been allowed to grow, but prosper!

I also have noted many other errors in the

reporting of auction sale prices for antique radi-
os. [An auction attendee carefully records] each
item and its selling price at an auction and then
presents this information for publication. Howev-
er, this practice can lead to the reporting of many
inaccuracies. How, you say? What gets reported
are the final prices that an item APPARENTLY
sells for, EXCEPT some of these items can be
no -sales or buy -backs!! The casual person in the
audience rarely knows this. For example, it was
reported that a Stellar Mantle/Maris baseball ra-
dio sold at the Radiofest '91 auction for $700. In
this case it was bought back by the owner (per-
fectly allowable under the auction rules) and thus
did not change hands. Is it accurate to report this
as a sale? In another auction where it was per-
missible to bid on your own item, I recall where a
Smokerette radio sold for about $125, and yes, it
did change hands (I know, as it was mine, and I
did not buy it back or bid on it!). Later in the same
sale, I was surprised to see another Smokerette
radio in similar condition bid to over $300 - only
to be bought back by its owner. I assume he had
more than $300 in it and only kept on bidding on it
to protect his investment.

The reporting of auction prices could be im-
proved if the selling prices of the items sold, not
including buy -backs and no -sales, were supplied
by the auctioneer or organization sponsoring the
auction. So the next time you decide to act as a
reporter at an auction, KNOW you are getting all
the facts correct! To do anything less is to do our
hobby a very great disservice!!

Auction Reports - How We Do Them
BY JOHN V. TERREY, EDITOR

The error in the reporting of the price realized
on the Pepsi radio that Jim Clark reports on
above did indeed occur. It is unfortunate that no
one reported the error to us two years ago when
it was discovered, as a correction would have
been printed. Please, in the future, if any reader
is aware of an error in our auction reports, let us
know so that we can print a correction!

I agree with Jim that caution should be used in
interpreting auction prices. In a statement that we
periodically include with our auction reports, we
address most of Jim's concerns:

A warning: Auction prices are not current
values. A listing such as this cannot ade-
quately include the condition of cabinets,

chassis, transformers, tubes, the operating
status of the set, and the inclusion of incor-
rect, restored or replica components, etc.
Auction prices are the result of the excite-
ment of the auction process, the skill of the
auctioneer and the specific interests of the
participants. Nevertheless, auction prices
serve as useful references and as another
element in the value determining process.
Although our statement does not specifically

mention the possibility of errors, we will include
that possibility in our future statements.

A few additional comments:
(1) If it were not for our devoted auction report-

ers, A.R.C. readers would be almost entirely with -
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out auction information. Since auction reports are
among the most carefully read sections of A.R.C.,
our thanks go to those readers who painstakingly
take detailed notes during the auctions and for-
ward them to us.

(2) Although it might seem that the auction
house is the best source of auction information,
our experience shows that not to be the case.
Rarely does an auction house respond to a re-
quest for prices! If it were not for our auction
reporters' efforts, few auction reports would ap-
pear in our pages. Several collector clubs do
furnish us with a computer listing, but often the
descriptions need supplementation. We combine
the information received from clubs with that from
our reporters, sometimes several for the same

auction. Hours are spent typing, editing, proofing
and on necessary follow-up research to maxi-
mize the accuracy of our auction reports.

(3) Information on buy -backs by owners and
items "sold" to a minimum bid usually is unavail-
able. Although at first glance the price of a bought -
back item may appear to be meaningless, it is
important to realize that the price is high by only
one auction increment, which is usually no more
than 10%.

Finally, as our auction warning statement indi-
cates, auction prices are only one of the elements
useful in determining the value of a radio.

How Do You Repair Rubber Push Buttons?

More on Reforming Electrolytic Capacitors

Dear Editor:
In reference to James Di Ruzza's article in the

February 1992 A.R.C. on "Replacement of Elec-
trolytic Capacitors in AC/DC Radios," a very im-
portant caution was omitted. Always, ALWAYS
discharge the electrolytic capacitor after reform-
ing it. Most of the popular AC/DC radios of the
1940s used 20-20/150V electrolytics which are
capable of holding a charge that can deliver a
severe shock after it is disconnected from the
reforming power supply. Higher or lower capacity
ratings store a proportionately higher or lower
charge. ...A quick way to discharge the capacitor
is to short the leads on some handy piece of
metal... Don't trust that first spark to have dis-
charged the capacitor to a safe level. Capacitors
will reform to a small charge immediately after
such a discharge. Hold the leads on the metal
short circuit for a few seconds, just to be safe.
This is a tip from an old hand who was repairing
radios back in the '40s.

More on Tube Socket Test Adapters

I had missed anything and came across the ex-
cellent article in the October 1991 issue by Ray
Bintliff, K1YDG, on building tube socket test adap-
tors. In November, at the Houston HamComm's
flea market, I picked up something called "Kit,
Tube socket adapter MX -1258/U" from Joe Bun -
yard [1601 Lexington St, Waco, TX 76711-1701].
The kit, packed in a hinged aluminum case, was
originally made for the Navy and includes adapt-
ers, which look very much like those in the pho-
tos in Ray's article for 4-, 5-, 6-, 7- small, 7- large,
octal, loctal, and 7- and 9 -pin miniature tube
sockets, as well as a pin straightener for the
miniatures. I paid $10 for the kit.

...I've had most of the adapters themselves for
more than twenty years - just never had the box
to put them in. Except for the fact that the ex-
posed test contacts are recessed into the outer
housing, the construction method is almost iden-
tical to that use by Ray, including the #4-40 ma-
chine screw.

Radio Manufacturers of the 1920's - Volume 3
Radio Corporation of America to Zenith

After a long wait,
Volume 3 of Alan Dou-
glas' Radio Manufactur-
ers of the 1920's is fi-
nally here. The wait was
worthwhile, since Vol-
ume 3 is the best of the
trio. This volume covers
manufacturers from
RCA to Zenith in 285
fascinating pages.

As with Volumes 1

and 2, Alan has covered
the principal radio com-
panies of the 1920s in a
chronological format.
Each chapter treats one
manufacturer and in-
cludes a brief business
history of that company's
product range during the
1920s. The text is con-
cise and fact -filled, but
very entertaining.

The photographs
consist of original ad-
vertisements and press
photos, supplemented with recent photos of vari-
ous receivers from collections across the coun-
try. The recent photos are of excellent quality,
most having been taken by Alan who is a talent-
ed amateur photographer, in addition to being a
historian. Due to an improved printing process,
photo clarity is much improved over Volume 2. A
complete index for Volumes 1-3 is also included.

The true highlight of Volume 3 is the chapter
on RCA. This 68 -page history of the Radio Cor-
poration of America in the 1920s is the best I

have ever read; it is packed with information not
previously available. Production figures are in-
cluded for many key models, and photos of never
produced models and early prototypes are also
shown.

Several years ago, Alan obtained the personal
papers of Arthur F. Van Dyck, an RCA engineer
from the 1920s to the 1950s. The Van Dyck
papers contain a detailed personal diary, engi-
neering drawings, papers, and some incredible
photographs, many of which are included in this
book. Using the Van Dyck papers as a basis,
Alan takes us behind the scenes at RCA in the
1920s to explain, for the first time, the reasons
behind some of RCA's puzzling product and mar -

keting decisions of this
era. The chapter sheds
new light on the reasons
why RCA introduced no
new models for several
key selling seasons and
why some Radiolas
were produced in such
small quantities.

Other key manufac-
turers in Volume 3 in-
clude E.H. Scott, Stew-
art -Warner, Stromberg-
Carlson, C.D. Tuska,
Western Electric, and
Zenith. Smaller compa-
nies like Sleeper, Ther-
miodyne, Western Coil,
and Workrite are also
included.

The 32 -page chapter
on Zenith is quite de-
tailed and contains
much new information.
The Zenith chapter con-
cludes with a full repro-
duction of Zenith's own

historical booklet (issued in 1955) and an article
from the December 1922 issue of Radio Topics,
which portrays Zenith as a much larger manufac-
turer than it actually was at the time.

In previous reviews of Volumes 1 and 2, I've
stated that this three -volume set is the best se-
ries ever written on antique radios. Volume 3 is
"the best of the best." [Volume 1 was reviewed in
A.R.C. March 1988; Volume 2, in A.R.C. August
1989]

Anyone who has Volumes 1 and 2 probably
has already ordered Volume 3. At the AWA con-
ference at Rochester, N.Y., last fall, Alan was
besieged with questions from collectors on Vol-
ume 3's availability! If you don't own any of this
trilogy, start with Volume 3. Even if 1920s sets are
not your prime interest, you will enjoy this book.
And, you will almost certainly order Volumes 1
and 2 as soon as you've finished Volume 3.

My only gripe about Volume 3 is the same one
I've had about Volumes 1 and 2 - the boring
front cover (selected by the publisher). The back
cover is new, however, and shows Alan with his
matching aqua and white '68 Chevys -a sedan
and a pickup. These vehicles are almost legend-
ary at radio meets here on the East Coast. They
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are particularly significant to me since much of
my own radio collection has been hauled home
from Canandaigua and Rochester in those two
vehicles!

As with Volumes 1 and 2, Volume 3 is avail-
able in both hardcover ($39.95) and softcover
($29.95) from Vestal Press Ltd., P.O. Box 97,
Vestal, NY 13851, from A.R.C. advertisers and

from A.R.C. Alan has been considering writing a
Volume 4 which would include additional manu-
facturers as well as new information on compa-
nies covered in Volumes 1 to 3. Let's all encour-
age him in this worthwhile project!

His Master's Voice in America
By Fred Barnum

It's rare enough when a company takes an
active interest in its own history, but a company
publishing the history of a former competitor is
unheard of. Yet GE has done it by funding a book
on the Victor Talking Machine and RCA - His
Master's Voice in America by Fred Barnum. Of
course, since GE bought RCA, GE's Govern-
ment Communications Systems Department is
now located in Camden, New Jersey, in the orig-
ina! Victor factory complex. Many of GE's current
employees began their careers with RCA. But
RCA itself never produced anything like this book.

Fred Barnum, a marketing representative with
RCA during its last years and then with GE,
became interested in Camden's past and tracked
down as many sources as possible. His efforts
produced caches of old photos that had escaped
previous housecleaning efforts. An extensive photo
exhibit for a 1989 open house attracted the atten-
tion of his department's General Manager, even-
tually resulting in the go-ahead for a formal book.

Apparently, the book was created in six months
during 1991; this late publication date perhaps is
its weakness. Since the men who worked for
Victor and RCA over the past 90 years are large-
ly gone, Barnum had to rely on official printed
sources for most of his text. A bit heavy on finan-
cial dealings, the book takes a public -relations
view of products and events. It also repeats the
long disproved fable about Sarnoff handling Ti-
tanic distress traffic in 1912.

Still, the sheer quantity of material assembled
into one volume (388 pages, 8 x 11 format,
densely packed) assures your interest, whether
your specialty is Victor phonographs, factory
buildings, wartime electronics gear, television, or
anything else that RCA has ever done. And the
photos - they're just amazing!

For the RCA chapter in my own book, I

searched for one good illustration of the Camden
factories and had to settle for something from an
ad in a dealer's magazine. I can't begin to count
the factory photos in Barnum's book - dozens
and dozens of them, never published before.

In other areas, such as RCA's products, the
photos are more conventional, taken from famil-
iar sales brochures or magazine ads. But even
here, with so many photos, there are bound to be
plenty that you've never seen before or that you
wouldn't know where else to find. GE claims
there are "over 700 of them."

At $36, His Master's Voice in America may

seem expensive, but it is evident from the print-
ing quality that GE is not making a nickel on it.
For this reason, you will not see it offered by
other dealers, since they would have to add a
markup. The book is published by General Elec-
tric Company, Government Communications
Systems Department, Camden, N.J. and is avail-
able from General Electric Co. (add your state
sales tax to the $36 price) by writing to: His
Master's Voice, GE GCSD, Attn: Bldg. 10-4-9,
Front & Cooper Sts., Camden, NJ 08102.

You may wonder why I have written such a
lengthy review of this book, versus less than a
page about Tom Lewis' Empire of the Air. The
reason is that Empire will be around for some
time and will get lots of reviews and attention.
Everyone will (or should!) eventually own a copy.
This GE book, however, is a limited edition for a
limited market, and once it's gone, it's gone.
You'll be sorry if you don't grab one now.

The Crushing Tale of a
Transistor Portable Radio

Who would ever have thought
that the Zenith Royal 500 tran-
sistor set would attain such sta-
tus as a collector's item that it
borders on being sacred? Cer-
tainly not me, or at least, not 34
years ago!

In 1956, I bought my first
transistor portable set, an RCA
Victor 7 -BT -9J, while a friend of
mine named Joe bought a new
Zenith Royal 500 set in a maroon
case.

The RCA did well in the near field of
a transmitting antenna, while the Zenith was so
hot, I'll swear that it received stations that weren't
even there!

As you can see in Figures 2 and 3, the
poor set had been crushed by something, but
there were some salvageable parts in it, so on
the shelf it went (where it still remains).

500, Joe's Zenith developed trouble, and he asked
if I could fix it. He brought it to me in the little
flannel pouch that it had come in when new. The
problem was a dead transistor, which the junk set
yielded. Once again, Joe's Zenith operated as a
Royal 500 should.

Of course, I would never think of charging this
friend of childhood days for that little service, but
why not have a little fun as a reward for myself?
