EDITOR'S COMMENTS 
Preparing the December issue of A.R.C. as we 

do in November evokes an early holiday spirit, along 
with a bit of nostalgia. In this last festive month of 
1996, we look back on a year of steady improve-
ment in our magazine. We also look forward to 
more of the same in the New Year. Meanwhile, 
perhaps we can arrange for Santa to drop our re-
newed pledge of quality into those subscriber 
stockings "hung by the fire with care." 
Wally Worth certainly takes up a nostalgic theme 

for those of us in the Boston area when he explores 
the rise and fall of the Samson Company. Many 
manufacturers produced only a few models, and 
we thank our readers for continuing to ferret out the 
histories of these obscure firms. 
Although A.R.C. prides itself on being a medium 

for information exchange, little did we think that 
nearly two years after publishing an article on call 
letters, we would still be publishing follow-ups. Ac-
tually, Al Germond goes even further than simply 
discussing call letters; he gives a fine summary of 
the evolution of three radio networks — NBC, CBS 
and ABC. We also include contributions about call 
letters from nine other readers. 
Foreign sets and collectors are represented this 

month by two articles. Ray Bintliff compiles a follow-
up to a March 1995 Photo Review photo of a Russian 
radio. This composite is based on information sub-
mitted by five contributors about the Red Star radio, 
including its possible French and German ancestry. 
The other foreign article is a collector profile of 

Dino Gianni of Milan, Italy, and his extensive collec-
tion. Robert Lozier and Vic Franzoni contributed the 
article and photo montage of Dino's crystal sets, 
receivers, amplifiers, consoles, radio/phonographs, 
and military sets. 
This month's restoration topic is the Echophone 

EC-1 communications receiver manufactured by 
Hallicrafters in 1940. Ray Bintliff describes his suc-
cess in restoring this basic 6-tube, AC/DC set. 
A reminder: The danger of shock when operat-

ing AC/DC sets can never be overemphasized, and 
Ray mentions this fact in his article. Since the chas-
sis on these sets is usually connected directly to 
one of the two AC line cord wires, A.R.C. recom-
mends that AC/DC sets be operated only via an AC 
isolation transformer. 
Alan Douglas continues with Part 7 of his series 

on vintage tube testers. This particular installment 
is probably best for the tube tester devotee who is 
comfortable tossing around terms like "KS 15750," 
"TV7" and "micromhos." Actually, Alan covers how 
to handle a host of glitches that can compromise 
the operation of old tube testers. 
Alan also contributes a description of Radio Rex, 

a novelty dog and doghouse. He relates the little-
known fact that this toy was manufactured by the 
predecessor to the National Company, once fa-

mous for communications receivers. 
Ray Bintliff's Radio Collector's Guide to Phi/co 

Bakelite Block Condensers is reviewed by Ron 
Ramirez. Ron reports that this is an excellent book 
that was long needed for the radio restorer's 
workbench. 
Photo Review this month features additional for-

eign sets — Australian and British — along with a 
unique, 1960s, Art Deco wall speaker that looks like 
a framed painting. Radio Miscellanea includes a 
letter reminding mail-order buyers not to "mess with" 
items received damaged or not working. There are 
also a few letters from happy A.R.C. readers. 
Finally, we publish the answers to Dave Crock-

er's second "Radio Quiz," which appeared in the 
April 1996 issue. Sorry about the delay, but we are 
often limited by space. Thanks to all who sent in 
answers and also those who mentioned that they 
enjoy this feature.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS 

The Samson Electric Company 
Canton, Massachusetts

Once again Wally Worth shares his interest in 
New England companies involved in the manu-
facture of early wireless and radio equipment. His 
first article on the L.E. Knott Company of Cam-
bridge, Massachusetts, appeared in the August 
1995 A.R.C. (Editor) 

The Samson Electric Company was organized 
in 1883, in Boston, where it made electric lighters 
for gas lamps until 1904. At that time the compa-
ny moved to Canton, Massachusetts, and changed 
its name to the Electric Goods Manufacturers in 
order to emphasize its broadened line. 
In 1916, the company reverted to the name Sam-

son Electric Co. (better name recognition?) and 
made fire alarms, marine ignition systems, and "wire-
less receivers." The latter were, in fact, headphones. 
In that same year, the company received a con-

tract from "the largest corporation in America in the 
radio field" for 'tiny nickeled receivers" to make 
these headphones. Which company was this? The 
Western Electric Co.? Remember the year was 
1916, and RCA had not yet been formed. 
The headphones consisted of brass punchings 

formed into a cup, drilled and stamped complete,

and then nickel-plated. (Sound like Western Elec-
tric phones?) The two magnets and the fine wire 
coils were assembled, and then the caps and 
headbands were added. This entire assembly was 
made within the Samson Electric plant. 
The Canton Gazette of April 7, 1922, recorded 

that, at the Samson Electric Co., "Girls were hired 
to do the final assembly work and were given a 
two-week instruction course before starting work. 
They were paid $12 to $14 a week." 
In 1922. the president of the company was 

Clarence R. Colby, the sales manager was Orin 
Smith, and the plant manager was George Gal-
braith. In 1923, still in Canton, the company was 
making radio parts and 2-, 3-, and 4-tube radio 
kits, as well as complete radios. 

SAMSON RADIOS 

The Samson Electric 4-tube T/C radio, shown 
in Figure 1, was advertised as having an "im-
provement in radio circuitry" consisting of a "tuned 
choke" in the plate circuit, similar to the later 
impedance coupling. This 4-tube radio was also 
sold as a kit, complete with all Samson Electric 
parts, for enthusiasts to assemble themselves. 
The company also advertised the Samson Su-

per-Kit, a superheterodyne of eight tubes that 
was an excellent performing set. (See ARC., 
May 1992, pages 10-11.) 
Not many of these sets are seen now, indicating 

their rarity, but I have a Samson 4-tube kit-set marked 
"UT on the upper right corner of the front panel, 
with all brand new Samson parts that were never 
wired up. The front view is shown in Figure 2, and 
the unwired parts layout is shown in Figure 3. The 
chassis and panel are mint too. I have decided not 
to wire this set up myself, but to keep it the way the 
original assembler left it back in 1924. 
Why didn't he finish it? The original assembler 

did a superb job of mounting the Samson parts, 
probably according to a blueprint, now missing. 
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Did he lose interest? I can't be-
lieve that! Did he die before he 
could finish up? Did he go off to 
college? I'll never know. But to 
see the arrested development 
of this set and muse on why it 
was never finished is, to me, 
what the radio game is all about. 

SAMSON COMPONENTS 

Samson excelled in marketing 
parts for radios, doing all the man-
ufacturing from raw materials to 
finished article in its own plant. 
For example, the Samson "Uni-
form Frequency Condenser" was 
especially well-constructed. It had 
a peculiarly shaped rotor to give 
the "straight-line frequency tun-
ing" then so much in demand to 
separate the stations on the di-
als. An advertisement for this con-
denser is reproduced in Figure 4. 
Notice also the polished brass 
shield over the stator plates of 
these condensers. They were 
handsome pieces! 
The company also manufac-

tured audio frequency transform-
ers in many styles and ratios, 10 
in all, some being the fancy heli-
cal-wound coils of 2, 3, and 6 to 1 
ratios. The transformers were re-
ally efficient too. 
Samson variometers and vario-

couplers were always very small 
and smartly done up with bright 
green silk-covered wire on gen-
uine Bakelite tubing. They were 
individually boxed in orange and 
black cartons. 
I've learned a lot about the 

Samson Electric Co. in a town 
only 10 miles away from my home. 
I felt I should research this com-
pany, and share what I learned, 
little as it is.

More on Call Letters

Scott Killgore's article "Call Letter Meanings" 
(ARC. February 1995, page 7) and the article 
More on Call Letters" (ARC. April 1996, page 
17) have generated much response. Al Germond 
responded in detail, but we have also compiled 
some additions by others into the following arti-
cle. (Editor) 

The "B-C-N" in WBCN (104.1, Boston) more 
than likely stands for "Boston" Concert Network, 
rather than "Broadcast" Concert Network, (as sug-
gested in ARC., April 1996, P. 17). WBCN was 
originally part of a network of four FM stations 
owned by Concert Network, Inc., 171 Newbury 
St., Boston, controlled by the late T. Mitchell 
Hastings, Jr., pioneer manufacturer of FM-only 
automobile receivers. By 1959, the four Concert 
Network stations — WBCN, WXCN (101.5, Prov-
idence), WHCN (105.9, Hartford) and WNCN 
(104.3, New York) — were linked in a unique off-
the-air classical music network. 
The "B," "H," and "N" in the calls definitely 

connect with the respective cities of license. While 
WPCN would have been available for the Provi-
dence affiliate, I speculate it was avoided to pre-
vent confusion with WPFM (95.5), another Provi-
dence station. Hastings was also an applicant for 
a Trenton, N. J., frequency but dropped out of 
that proceeding. 
Programming originated in Boston and was 

picked up in Providence via off-air relay. Hartford 
then rebroadcast the WXCN signal white WNCN 
received the WHCN signal from antennae on the 
roof of the Hotel Pierre, where the 104.3 MHz 
transmitter was located. 
The New York relay ended in July 1962, when 

WHBI, Newark, began occupying 105.9, effec-
tively blocking co-channel reception from Hart-
ford. The respective stations were eventually sold, 
and the current occupant of 104.3 in New York 
was sold for $90 million. 
Hastings manufactured a high quality FM tuner 

designed for automobiles starting in 1954, and 
later marketed a 1-tube portable earphone FM 
receiver employing slope-detection known as the 
Hastings FM Junior. It was panned by Consumer 
Reports for lack of sensitivity and low audio quality. 

WABC — WCBS — WNBC 

The call letters WABC have an interesting his-
tory with relevant connections to receiver manu-
facturing and two radio networks. The earliest 
use of the WABC moniker was with short-lived, 
low-power stations in Anderson, Indiana, and 
Asheville, North Carolina. The latter station, with 
20 watts, was licensed to the Asheville Battery 

Company, hence the A-B-C connection. 
WABC's first metropolitan use was with A.H. 

Grebe, the pioneer receiver manufacturer. In ear-
ly 1924, Grebe appeared before Arthur Batch-
eller, New York's chief radio inspector. Seeking a 
time-division agreement with WGBS, owned by 
the Gimbel Bros. Department Store, for the use of 
316 meters (950 kHz) in the New York area, 
Grebe succeeded and secured his own initials in 
the station's call — WANG. 
The station signed on September 22, 1924, 

during the first Radio World's Fair in the old 
Madison Square Garden. Power was 500 watts 
with the transmitter and antenna atop the Grebe 
plant in Richmond Hill, Queens. Grebe was an 
early duopoly operator with another fixed station, 
WBOQ, and two portable facilities — WRMU on 
the Grebe yacht and WGMU, an early form of 
automobile boom box. 
Late in 1926, Grebe's stations were reorganized 

in a new corporation — the Atlantic Broadcasting 
Corp. The officers of the company included Grebe 
as president, Douglas Rigney, general manager of 
the Grebe company as vice president, and Leone 
Faurote, vice president and general manager. The 
studios and offices moved to Steinway Hall, 113 
West 57th Street, and with those changes, WAHG 
became WABC, effective 7 PA. December 17, 1926, 
with an inaugural concert. The transmitter remained 
at the Grebe factory. 
By late 1928, WABC was using a new 5-kilo-

watt transmitter on Cross Bay Boulevard, Queens, 
consisting of two 165-foot towers holding a cen-
ter-fed Marconi antenna. Earlier, the Federal Ra-
dio Commission (FRC) had moved WABC to 970 
kHz, but its status as a clear channel station was 
still unclear. The Davis Amendment to the 1927 
Dill-White Communications Act forced the FRC 
to make many changes in its original allocations 
scheme. Effective November 11, 1928, WABC 
moved to 860 kHz and became a clear channel 
station. 
At this time, Grebe sold WABC to United Inde-

pendent Broadcasters, Inc., headed by William 
S. Paley. In early 1929, WABC became the Co-
lumbia Broadcasting System, Inc. Begun as an 
adjunct to the Columbia Phonograph Co., in 1927, 
WOR Newark was the network's first New York 
area affiliate. Paley had tried to buy WOR from its 
Newark department store owner, Bambergers, 
but was spumed, and he tumed to Grebe. 
For much of 1929, because of contracts, Co-

lumbia had two New York area affiliates, WOR 
and WABC, who carried programs on altemate 
evenings. The rechristened CBS opened its 47-
station, coast-to-coast network in January 1929, 
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and built studios at 485 Madison Avenue, which it 
used until 1964. 
CBS had no reason to be embarassed by its 

flagship station call letters. WCBS was used by a 
100-watt Springfield, Illinois, station denoting Cap-
ital Broadcasting Station. Meanwhile, WABC up-
graded its clear channel facility to 50 kilowatts 
with a move to Wayne, New Jersey. This station 
pioneered the use of the vertical radiator antenna 
similar to WLW's mast at Mason, Ohio. Although 
there are references to the organization of an 
American Broadcasting Company during 1928-
29, no such entity appeared to challenge CBS on 
a national basis until the mid-1940s. 
It is well known that the National Broadcasting 

Company owned the Red And Blue Networks and 
two New York key stations, WEAF and WJZ. In 
1941, the Federal Communications Commission 
investigated radio networks for possible monopo-
listic practices and ordered NBC to sell one net-
work and key station. After losing before the Su-
preme Court in 1943, NBC sold the Blue Network 
and WJZ to Edward J. Noble, the Lifesaver candy 
magnate who renamed it the American Broadcast-
ing Company (ABC). Now there was some embar-
rassing confusion in the New York area. 
In August 1946, CBS received FCC permission 

to adopt the WCBS calls for its New York AM- and 
FM-owned stations. However, Springfield, Illinois, 
broadcasters recall a high-powered CBS delega-
tion visiting the Illinois capitol and offering favors to 

the small station calling itself WCBS. The Spring-
field station adopted the phonetically similar WCVS 
calls, and WCBS was first used in New York on 
November 2, 1946, the same day, ironically, that 
NBC replaced WEAF with WNBC. 
Curiously ABC stuck with its own pioneer calls 

from the Westinghouse days — WJZ — for an-
other six years. In early 1953, the Amencan Broad-
casting Co. merged with Paramount Theatres, 
and on March 1, 1953, WABC was adopted by 
the network's New York flagships. WJZ moved to 
Baltimore where it was adopted by Westing-
house's TV station there. Now ABC is part of 
Disney, but there is no reason to expect a change 
at WABC, New York.

Even More on Call Letters 

The subject of call letters appears to be inex-
haustible. The following readers have contributed 
more information to our archives, and we'll wager 
that more will come. (Editor) 

From Phil Whitney: 
I read the article about early station call letters 

and wonder if perhaps the mention of WOC might 
be slightly in error as I talked some time ago with 
a chiropractor who had mentioned that the sta-
tion, owned by the inventor of chiropractic, had 
obtained those call letters as identification of the 
phrase "World Of Chiropractic." 
I was also reminded that in 1933, Thomas 

Stevenson published a radio log of stations then 
receivable on the broadcast band in the U. S. 
There were 942 listed stations on the air at the 
time, but it included stations in Canada, Mexico, 
and Cuba as well. The two cities with the most 
stations on the air then were New York and Chi-
cago, with a total of 20 each. 
Some of the stations listed were the following: 

KID in Idaho Falls, Id.; KIT in Yakima, Wash.; 
KNOW in Austin, Tex.; WHO in Des Moines, la.; 
WOW in Omaha, Neb.; WILL in Urbana, Ill.; WERE 
in Erie, Pa.; WELL in Battle Creek, Mich.; WHAT 
in Philadelphia, Pa. By that time the Detroit police 
station, KOP was off the air. WOW was owned by 
Woodmen of the World, WMIE represented the 
Moody Bible Institute, WEVD was owned by the 
Eugene V. Debs Memorial, WREN broadcast for 

the Jenny Wren Co., and WCFL was the voice of 
the Chicago Federation of Labor. Today, WAGE 
is in Leesburg, Va., and making money.

From Chet Gehman: 
In those early days when the high-frequency 

end of the AM Broadcast band ended at 1500 Kc, 
police radio stations were assigned the next 100 or 
so Khz. Some radio manufacturers took a few turns 
off the RF and/or oscillator coils to cover that ser-
vice, and many receivers had the word "POLICE" 
printed at the high end of the dial. Later (I believe it 
was during the late 1930s), police radio was as-
signed still higher frequencies, and the vacated 
channels were designated "experimental." 
Mechanical scanned TV stations did their thing 

in the 1.5/1.6 Mhz band, and at least one high 
frequency station — WZXR —became available 
in the New York City area. Eventually, the AM BC 
band was extended to 1.6 MHz and WZXR be-
came WQXR, broadcasting high quality music on 
1560 kHz. Today that spot is occupied by WQEW, 
offering "civilized" old favorite music. Here in north-
west Connecticut, I receive a reasonably strong 
signal from WQEW using a loop antenna, but 
unfortunately, fading is severe, especially at night.

From David Carson: 
First, the call letters WSUI, a station for which I 

worked for eight years during high school and 
college, had nothing to do with hog calling. The 
licensee is the University of Iowa, which was 
known as the State University of Iowa — SUI — 
when the call was first acquired. The call WSUI 
replaced WHAA, which had earlier been assigned 
by the Department of Commerce. 
Second, WABC was the CBS flagship station 

in New York; there was no connection between 
this call or station and NBC. Predecessor of the 
present WABC was NBC's Blue Network flag-
ship, WJZ. The NBC Red Network flagship was 
WEAF, a call inherited when the station was 
purchased from American Telephone & Telegraph 
in 1926. NBC continued to use the call WEAF 
(Water, Earth, Air, Fire) for a number of years.

The assertion that WSUI derived its call letters 

from the familiar hog call is amusing, but I'm not 
sure its accurate. Since it's a university station, it 
actually stood for State University of Iowa. If you 
have any evidence to the contrary, I'd be very 
interested in knowing of it.

How happy I was when, as a boy in the mid-

1920s, my family moved to Grand Rapids, Michi-
gan, home of radio stations WASH and WOOD. 
WASH announced the "home of Baxter Laundry 
Co.," while WOOD announced, "WOOD, Owned 
& Operated by Walter B. Stiles Lumber Co." The 
station operated on 1270 Kc at that time, and also 
shared the time! It is now WOOD 1300 Kc — still 
popular and active.

From Alton DuBois, Jr.: 
In the early 1930s, a radio station opened in 

White Plains, New York. The station call letters 
were, and still are, WFAS. It was rumored that the 
station was set up by manager Frank A Seitz' 
mother. The station was located in the penthouse 
atop the Hotel Roger Smith, no longer operating 
under that name. I know this because when I was 
a kid in high school, I interviewed Mr. Seitz at his 
studio for our high school newspaper, as I was 
the science reporter. 
The transmitter was in the next room from his 

office behind a glass enclosure. It was strictly a 
utilitarian design, consisting of two vertical pillars 
between which were heavy phenolic shelves, 
where tubes and coils were mounted. The top of 
this assembly was a huge output coil Below the 
tubes on the floor were the power supply and the 
audio modulation equipment. 
After World War II, the station was moved loan 

outlying area near town, and a new transmitter 
was built with a large antenna. For a long time, 
the old transmitter was kept as a standby. 

Frank Seitz left in the 1970s to be advisor to 
the Communications Department of New York 
University for some years before he died.

na in the Blue Ridge Mountains of Virginia for 
transmission of communications without wires — 
before Guglielmo Marconi was even born! His 
patent #129,971 by the U.S. Patent Office is 
probably the actual invention of radio.

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The Russian Red Star 54 
BY RAY BINTLIFF COM?ILED FROM INFORMATION

One thing often leads to an-
other in the course of A.R.C.'s 
pursuit of radio information. You 
may remember a picture of a 
Russian radio in the March 1995 
Photo Review. Mike Hackett, the 
radio's owner, was requesting 
more information about the set. 
Soon after, the responses be-
gan to come in. 

THE RED STAR 

The first response came from 
reader Dr. Dan Schwartzman 
who described a similar, if not 
identical, radio that he had re-
ceived as a gift from some col-
leagues while on a medical ex-
change program in Russia. His 
radio is marked "Zvezda 54," 
which translates as "Star 54." 
A Red Star 54 is shown in 

Figure 1, with a rear view in Figure 2. A close-up 
shot of the radio's tube location diagram appears 
as Figure 3. Schwartzman also pointed out that a 
similar radio, identified as a "Red Star," ca. 1954, 
appears on page 177 of the first edition of Scott 
Wood's Evolution of the Radio, Volume 1. 
Schwartzman describes his radio as follows: 

"The radio is painted in a red and black, snake-
skin-type, lacquer finish. The dial glass is mir-
rored and back-painted with yellow trim. There

are 5 bands, with long wave, middle wave, and 
snortwave, plus individual bands for 25-32 meters, 
and 41-50 meters. In minute letters are written 
the names of 24 cities of the Soviet Union from 
Alma Ata to Voronezh, all in Cyrillic, of course. 
"There are 7 tubes, including tuning eye, with 

most in octal configuration. The tubes are all 
Soviet types, with no direct equivalent in U.S. or 
European types. One Soviet tube is marked "6A7," 
but it is not the same as our Type 6A7. 

"Luckily, my set played after 
some capacitors were changed; 
however, the reception is a little 
bit insensitive, although the vol-
ume is adequate." 
Schwartzman goes on to say 

that, although dirty, his set was 
intact when he received it, and 
the Masonite back shows instruc-
tions printed in Russian. The set 
was already wired for either 220 
or 110 volts, with an adaptor plug 
in place on the back. 
He scraped some Russian chil-

dren's dinosaur stickers off the 
side and cleaned the finish with 
automobile polish. The results 
were fairly good. When the set is 
turned on, a lamp glows behind 
the big red plastic star, which is 
on the top front of the set.

Since returning from Russia, Schwartzman has 

received a little more information about his Zvez-
da 54. Apparently, it is extremely rare in Russia, 
as it was very expensive — the cost was about 
one month's salary for the average worker. Only 
those with the economic status of Communist 
Party supervisors could afford to own one. 
While in Elektrostal, he received a more con-

ventional combination phonograph and multband 
radio as a gift also, and this is in working condi-
tion. In people's apartments, he saw several oth-
er older radios, and they closely resembled "knock-
one of typical German table radios of the late 
1940s and 1950s. 
He would appreciate hearing from anyone with 

access to older Soviet vacuum 
tubes. 

EUROPEAN INPUT 

Next, Sabino Fina of Ave!li-
no, Italy, also identified the ra-
dio as a Red Star 54. He provid-
ed a schematic diagram of the 
radio and a cross-reference of 
Russian and American tube 
types. 
From his information, we con-

cluded that the the Red Star 54 
is a 5-band, 7-tube radio with 
two speakers. The American 
equivalents of the Russian tube 
complement are a 6SA7 mixer-
oscillator, a 6SG7 IF amplifier, a 
6AL5 detector, a 6AK5 AF am-
plifier, a 6AQ5 audio output, a 
6E5 tuning eye, and a 6X4 recti-
fier. The radio operates on ei-
ther 110 or 220 VAC and uses 

an IF frequency of 465 kHz. 
The schematic diagram calls for a 6BA6 Ameri-

can equivalent as the IF amplifier, while the tube 
location chart for Schwartzman's radio indicates 
that a 6AK5 equivalent is used in that function. 

FRENCH ANCESTRY 

From Richard Foster and Roger MuIlarkey, we 
learned that the Red Star radios were very similar 
to some French radios. Then, Foster tapped some 
of his European sources and provided a wealth of 
information about these French radios. 

THE SNR EXCELSIOR MODELS 

The Societe Nouvelle de Radiophone (SNR) 
Excelsior Models 52 and 55 were made in France 
in the early 1950s. These luxurious-looking radi-
os, shown in Figure 4 and 5, came in metal cases 
and were available in six different colors, includ-
ing a 2-tone green with a lizard-skin pattem. 
The magazine Toute la Radio for May 1951 

carried an advertisement for the Model 52. The 
pictured radio's exterior appears to be identical to 
the Red Star radios. However, the chassis and 
tube complements are quite different. 
The Model 52 is a 5-tube, 5-band radio that 

tunes the long-wave, medium-wave, and short-
wave bands, as well as the 25-26-meter and 
46.5-51-meter bands. An export version of the 
Model 52 covered the medium-wave band and 
four shortwave bands. 
The Model 52 used the "rimlock" series of 

tubes, which resemble American miniatures with 
an added metal base. This metal base snaps into 
the socket shell. The rimlock tube types are an 
ECH42 mixer/oscillator, an EF41 IF, an EBC41 
detector, an EL41 audio output and a GZ40 recti-
fier. In the same order, the American equivalents 
are the following: Types 6CU7, 6CJ5, 6CV7, and 
6CK5. There does not seem to be an American 
equivalent of the GZ40. 
Evidently, schematic diagrams for the SNR 

radios were never published. 

WHICH CAME FIRST? 

From the dates cited for the Red Star and the

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SNR radio, it appears that the 
French radios were the first to 
be produced and that the Red 
Star was a Russian copy, possi-
bly issued under a licensing ar-
rangement. Since the Russians 
copied automobiles and other 
products (even locomotives), it 
is quite likely that they drew 
heavily from the design of the 
French radios. It is also likely 
that they substituted Soviet tube 
types for the French tubes but 
retained the French radio's cab-
inet design.

This 8-inch 
round speaker, rated at 20 
watts with an impedance of 4-
8 ohms, has an overall depth 
of 1%". The reproducer "cone" 
is a planar diaphragm (flat 
disc) made of rigid polyfoam, 
and it is driven by a voice-coil 
type of transducer. The enclo-
sure is a 24* x 18" x 1V-deep 
picture frame, deep enough to 
house the speaker. The baffle 
is covered with an oil-on-can-
vas painting, which makes the 
speaker ornate as well as 
functional.

WESTERN ELECTRIC MODEL 517W - This 
rather crudely made, black painted brass horn 
speaker has a bell diameter of 54", with an 
overall height of 16W.

ERICSSON CRYSTAL SET, BRITISH - Made 
by the L.M. Ericsson Mfg. Co., Ltd., this 1924 
circular Bakelite crystal set is only 3" in 
diameter. Note the post office registration num-
ber at the bottom. (Jim Taylor - Winton-
Bournemouth, England) 

BUSH MODEL AC3, BRITISH - This fine ex-
ample of cathedral radio design was manufac-
tured in 1932 by Bush Radio, Ltd. A TRF set 
and Bush's first receiver, it measures 18" x

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RESTORATION TOPICS 

The Echophone EC-1: An Easy Restoration 
BY RAY BINTLIFF, K1YDG 

The Echophone Commercial, 
Model EC-1, was first produced 
in 1940 by Hallicrafters and priced 
at $19.95 as a low-priced alter-
native to the Hallicrafters line of 
radios. At the time, the Sky Bud-
dy was Hallicrafters' lowest priced 
receiver at $29.50. After a quick 
look at the EC-1, it becomes ap-
parent how Hallicrafters achieved 
the low price. The radio is a no-
frills AC/DC set. However, the ra-
dio's performance is better than 
you might expect. 

ELECTRICAL 
RESTORATION 

As found. the EC-1, shown in 
Figure 1, produced only a loud 
hum. This problem was easily 
solved by replacing the 2-sec-
tion tubular filter capacitor. Next, 
the paper capacitors were test-
ed, and all but one were found 
to have excessive leakage. Ironically, the good 
capacitor was a previous replacement, but of the 
wrong value, so it was also replaced. 
The stick-type carbon resistors were all within 

tolerance except for a 20 megohm unit that had 
drifted up in value. More good news — all of the 
tubes looked good in the tube tester. Only the dial 
lamp needed replacement. 
The radio's line cord was original but had a 

replacement plug, so again I opted for replacement 
but with a slight difference. Since the radio is an 
AC/DC set with one side of the AC line connected

to the chassis, I selected a replacement line cord 
with a polarized plug and made sure that the neu-
tral side of the line was connected to the chassis. 
With a non-polarized plug (both contacts of the 
same size), you run a 50-50 chance of plugging in 
the radio with the hot side of the line connected to 
the chassis and thus a potential shock hazard. 
Mercifully, the radio's metal cabinet is insulated 
from the chassis, but the possibility of electrical 
shock from the chassis still exists. 
I also made a change to the AC switch wiring. 

As built, the EC-1 has the AC switch wired from 
one side of the AC line to the chassis. The other 
side of the AC line connects to the string of tube 
filaments. I rewired the circuit by connecting the 
neutral AC lead to the chassis and connecting the 
AC switch in series with the "hot" side of the AC 
line and the start of the filament string. 
A few ohmmeter checks of critical circuit loca-

tions and the radio was ready to be fired up. 

THE SMOKE TEST 

The moment of truth had arrived — the radio 
was switched on. Whoopee! No smoke and the 
radio played. However, the volume control, main 
tuning and bandspread tuning produced scratch-
ing sounds. A few squirts of tuner cleaner and all 
was well. The radio sounded great, and I made a 
mental note to perform an alignment later and 
perhaps improve its performance a bit. 

COSMETICS 

Fortunately. the EC-1 was in good condition 
cosmetically. There were no significant paint chips 
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or scratches, and all the correct knobs were in 
place. Only the rear cover was missing, (another 
good reason to use that polarized AC line plug). 
But as you would expect to find in a 55-year-old 
radio, the interior of the radio, including the dial 
scale, was loaded with dust. No sweat, just pull the 
chassis and go to work, right? Wrong. The slide 
switches that control the BFO, standby and phones/ 
speaker functions are riveted to the front of the 
cabinet but wired to the chassis. So it was neces-
sary to unsolder the ten wires that connect to these 
switches — more of a nuisance than a major task. 
The removal of dust and grime went quite well. 

The careful use of an air-hose sped up the process 
and produced excellent results. After it had been 
cleaned with a damp cloth, the dial scale turned out 
to be a nice ivory color, not a dingy beige. One note 
of caution about cleaning dial scales. Some dials do 
not stand up well during cleaning, and it is a real 
stomach-chumer to see the dial markings disap-
pear along with the dirt. So, try plain water or mild 
soap and water before getting out the heavy duty 
stuff or alcohol. Also, first test your cleaning material 
on some inconspicuous part of the dial. To HaWI-
crafters' credit, the dial markings on the EC-1 are 
very durable and consist of black enamel silk-screen-
ing on an ivory-colored painted metal plate. 
Likewise, the front panel markings are silk-

screened white enamel on a dark gray panel. Even 
after a detergent and water bath, the markings still 
looked yellow and grimy. So, with great care, I tried 
Fantastik household cleaner. It worked and the 
panel markings proved to be "bullet-proof." 
One not-so-great feature of the EC-1 is its top-

mounted speaker. After the removal of the speak-
er and speaker grille, a thick layer of dust on the 
speaker cone proved the folly of such a design. 

ABOUT THE EC-1 

As stated above, the EC-1 is an AC/DC set of 
simple design. It uses 6 tubes: a 12K8 mixer/ 
oscillator, a 12SK7 IF amplifier, a 12S07 detector/ 
AVC/1st AF amplifier, a 35L6GT audio output, a 
12J5 BFO and a 35Z5GT rectifier. It tunes from 
0.55 to 30 megacycles in three bands. It features 
electrical bandspread tuning with a bandspread 
scale of 0 to 100. In addition to a volume control/ 
power on-off switch, its operating 
controls consist of a standby 
switch, a phones/speaker switch 
and a BFO on-off switch that also 
disables AVC in the BFO-ON po-
sition. These inexpensive slide 
switches are not as convenient 
as toggle switches, but they help 
to keep the price down. The ear-
phone tip jacks are located on 
the rear of the chassis and oddly 
enough  they  are  labeled 
"PHONO." Antenna and ground 
connections are also located on 
the rear of the chassis. 
In most higher-priced short-

wave receivers, the BFO fre-
quency is adjustable by a front 
panel control. As a cost-saving 
measure, Hallicrafters chose to 
make this a rear panel screw-
driver adjustment.

A rear view of the EC-1 with the top cover and 
speaker removed appears in Figure 2. An under-
chassis view is shown in Figure 3, and Figure 4 
provides an underside view of the top cover and 
speaker. These photographs illustrate the radio's 
simplicity. 

REFLECTIONS 

Was this little low-end receiver worth the time 
and effort to restore? I think so. It may not be a 
Super Skyrider, but the EC-1 is a very interesting 
receiver that was designed for entry-level short-
wawe listeners. Who knows how many careers 
ane lifelong interests in electronics were sparked 
by lie EC-1 and subsequent Echophone models. 
The radio's simple design and small size made 

the restoration task very easy. If you are looking 
for an uncomplicated restoration project, this kind 
of radio may be the one for you. An EC-1 or 
similar radio may have a particular appeal for 
collectors with an urge to restore a radio for the 
first time. Why not give it a try?

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VINTAGE TEST EQUIPMENT 

Vintage Tube Testers — Part 7 
Proble ms and Repairs

This is the seventh in a series of Alan Douglas' 
articles on vintage tube testers. For easy refer-
ence, the previous articles appeared in the July. 
October and December 1995 issues, and in the 
March, June and September 1996 issues. (Editor) 

Maybe I've just been "lucky" or perhaps owned 
too many tube testers, but I've seen some odd 
problems. Old test gear is somewhat like a pet — 
lots of fun to have around, but if you aren't pre-
pared to deal with trouble you might prefer a 
ceramic lawn ornament. 

CORROSION-RELATED PROBLEMS 

My military 1-177 was prone to poor contacts in 
the push-button switches, but that's easy to fix. 
You should spend some time with toothpicks, 
cotton and DeOxit anyway when you acquire a 
new instrument (just clean the contacts, don't 
douse the whole switch). I don't recall ever hav-
ing any spats with my Hickok 6000A, which was 
only two years old when I bought it, 
But I was being set up for a fall. I bought my 

Hickok KS 15750 L1 through a newspaper ad for 
$20. It looked gorgeous, and has become my 
most used tester, but I've had numerous prob-
lems with it, all corrosion-related. Maybe the Cuya-
hoga River backed up into the Hickok factory that 
day, I don't know. (The Cuyahoga was so pollut-
ed then that it once caught fire). 
Three wire-wound resistors had opened, and 

not all had marked values. Fortunately, someone 
at the factory responded to my request for service 
and calibration data. The moving coil of the mi-
cromho meter was open, which I fixed by resol-
dering one end (under a binocular microscope!). 
Later, the bias meter did about the same thing 
after working intermittently for several years — its 
balance staff corroded through and fell off. One 
electrolytic had been installed backward. If this 
tester weren't so heavy, I'd probably have thrown 
it through a window long ago. 
My Weston 686 10A analyzer was a gift and 

therefore not subject to dental checkup. Aside 
from its size and weight — as befits a horse — it 
had one major defect. Its screen voltage was 
controlled by a wire-wound pot, a 200-watt 20K 
Ohmite with microscopically fine wire windings 
which had opened up. 
Buying a replacement was financially out of 

the question, so I made one from a 37-step atten-
uator switch and individual wire-wound reisistors. 
The steps are a bit coarse, but it works fairly well, 

considering. I recently saw a World War II vintage 
OD-4 made by Weston for sale with both plate 
and screen pots open, so caveat emptor. 
My TV3B, a gift from a friend who found it for 

$5 at a flea market, had a sticky meter, four open 
wire-wound resistors, and a bent panel. Careful 
inspection revealed a tiny metallic flake in the 
meter gap, which I removed, and the resistors 
were either repaired or replaced, but the tester 
still doesn't work. 

MODIFICATIONS 

At an Antique Wireless Association flea market 
years back, I found a Hickok 539C, bought origi-
nally by NASA in 1966, with a $20 price tag. I 
went around it in ever-smaller circles — asking 
why do I need a fourth tube tester — but I just 
couldn't leave it there. So it followed me home, 
and if nothing else, has kept my KS 15750 hon-
est. 
Recently when I went to use the 5390, it didn't 

perk, and I found the line-test rheostat had opened 
up (it sure helps to have a big junk box). I also 
noticed that the NASA boys had replaced the 
Type 83 rectifier with a Type 5U4, and had al-
tered the meter shunts a little; at least they left 
careful notes inside about what they had done. I 
changed the socket back to a 4-pin and plugged 
in a Type 83 (a 5U4 has too much voltage drop). 
Then there were the two TV7s, purchased in 

"checked" condition, but needing further work 
nonetheless. The TV7B, a Hickok from 1957, had 
a wrong fuse lamp installed (it should be a No. 81, 
6V auto lamp), and its copper-oxide line-test rec-
tifier fell apart. I squeezed the metal holder a little 
tighter and slid the rectifier elements back in. 
The TV7, made by Supreme in 1953, had a 

pair of 1K resistors in its line-test circuit that had 
increased to 1.5K and 1.9K, throwing the calibra-
tion off. Rather than fix that, some past tech had 
replaced another precision resistor with a pot and 
twiddled it until everything worked (for a while). 
Also the 4-, 5-, and 6-pin sockets, made by Na-
tional and the finest that money could buy, were 
still too tight to accept tube pins, and I finally had 
to ream them out with twist drills (aargh). 
Finally, my otherwise nice $45 TV2 had its 

share of meter problems. The signal meter was a 
badly done replacement, and the (hermetically-
sealed) screen voltmeter had magically increased 
its sensitivity by 10 percent. Spare meters are 
available, with a little searching, for all the military 
models. Increasing the external multiplier resistor 
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by 10 percent "fixed" the screen meter; screen 
voltage affects the Gm readings quite a lot, so it is 
worth checking. 

CALIBRATION 

Here are some Hickok calibration procedures 
not covered earlier. Once the main Gm range is 
calibrated, the remaining ranges can be tested by 
using a Type 6L6 tube as a transfer standard. 
Vary the bias control until the 6L6 reads 3000 
micromhos, and then switch to the higher ranges 
and see if the reading changes. This method is 
recommended in the TV7 manual, but I would use 
it cautiously, as it is valid only for identical grid and 
plate voltages from one range to the next. 
For the 600 Gm range, if your tester has one, 

the position of the hum-balancing pot across the 
83 filament is critical, and this pot may also need 
resetting if the 83 is replaced with a pair of silicon 
diodes. For what it's worth, the KS 15750 calibra-
tion of the 600 Gm range calls for a 6-volt AC 
source and 11,530 ohms of series resistance (not 
12K). With a 1-volt grid signal, this works out to 
500 micromhos. 
If your tester has VOM functions, you can 

adjust the meter to indicate properly on the DC 
voltage and current ranges, rather than puzzle 

out the tube-tester circuitry. You could even re-
place a defective meter; a 20,000 ohms-per-volt 
VOM must (by Ohm's Law) use a 50-microamp 
movement. Other Hickoks may use less sensitive 
meters; the KS 125750, for instance, uses a 120-
microamp meter. 

METER REPAIR 

One common problem with meters is sticky 
pointers. This is usually caused by a corrosion 
particle lodged in the magnet gap, which can be 
removed by a sliver of masking tape worked up 
and down. Obviously this takes some care, as it is 
especially important not to bend the hairsprings 
or to dislodge the balance weights, but it can be 
done. Masking tape will also remove the bits of 
steel wool that a meter magnet can seemingly 
attract from interstellar distances.

Radio Rex

Not T. for Tyrannosaurus Rex, but Radio Rex. 
This popular toy, shown in Figure 1, appeared in 
1922, though the paper label lists several patents 
to one N.C. Berger as far back as 1913. The 
doghouse pictured is wooden; later ones were 
lithographed tin or cardboard. Rex himself is hol-
low celluloid, like a ping-pong ball. 
A spring-loaded paddle inside kicks Rex out of 

his doghouse when the battery current to an 
electromagnet is interrupted; this occurs when a 
loose contact on the side of the house is jarred by 
a loud sound. To operate, carefully latch the 
paddle, place Rex inside his house, call "Here,

Rex," and clap your hands. 
The National Toy Company (later to drop the 

"toy" part and to be led to radio fame by Jim 
Millen) had a patent on a mechanical version of 
Rex the Wonder Dog, devised by National's pres-
ident William Ready in 1918. Figure 2 shows his 
patent, filed March 18, 1918, and granted on 
September 16, 1919. 
Thanks to Dr. Ed Taylor for some of this 

history.

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COLLECTOR PROFILE 

The Dino Gianni Collection — Milan, Italy 
BY VIC FRANZONI AND ROBERT LOZIER, JR. 

Robert Lozier had the pleasure of seeing a 
large portion of the radio collection of Dino Gianni 
in 1987. Recently Robert's friend, Vic Franzoni, 
who lives in northern Italy, sent Robert the follow-
ing collector profile on Dino Gianni The photos 
accompanying this article give just a small hint of 
the quality and extent of Mr. Gianni's collection. 
(Editor) 

Stimulated by memories of 
his youth when, to keep himself 
out of mischief, he built crystal 
sets for his friends and relatives, 
Dino Gianni seriously started col-
lecting in 1957. His collection is 
now considered to be one of the 
top, if not the top, radio collec-
tions in Italy. 
The quantity of material thus 

far collected is simply enormous. 
All of the most significant pieces 
have been fully restored by Gi-
anni himself or a Mr. Calderara. 
The apparatus is located in two 
large rooms in different build-
ings which are kept at a con-
stant temperature and humidity. 
The remaining material (sets 
under restoration, duplicates 
kept for swapping, loose com-
ponents, stocks of very old 
valves) is kept in four storage 
rooms just under his residence. 
In the display areas are found 

123 factory-made crystal sets, 
30 or more early European re-
ceivers and amplifiers with ex-
ternally mounted valves, 35 sets 
in cathedral style cabinets, 120 
various other table model sets 
of the 1930s, and 150 console 
radios and radio/phonographs. 
All the important makes of por-
table radios, transistor sets and 
novelty radios are well repre-
sented. 
The Gianni collection may be 

called an "anthology" of radio. 
Although Gianni's main interest 
is in broadcast sets, he cannot 
neglect the military equipment 
because of its great role in the 
development of radio during the 

Libyan war of 1911, World War I, and World War 
II when great improvements were made. 
You will find military spark transmitters and 

crystal sets of the very early years as well as the 
advanced German receivers of World War II. His 
most treasured military item is an Enigma coding 
machine. 
To cover the entire history of radio, one section

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of the museum is cedicated to Inc range of appa-

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The Radio Collector's Guide to Philco 
Bakelite Block Condensers, By Ray Bintliff 

REVIEWED BY RON RAMIREZ 

To anyone who has ever attempted restoration 
of a Philco radio made between 1930 and 1938, the 
uniqueness of Philco Bakelite block condensers 
becomes immediately evident. At times, the Bakelite 
blocks have either been bridged by replacements 
or completely removed from the set and replaced 
by terminal strips and new capacitors. 
In The Radio Collec-

tor's Guide to Philco 
Bakelite Block Con-
densers. Ray Bintliff has 
expanded greatly on my 
article in A.R.C., Octo-
ber 1989, page 8. He 
has added much infor-
mation and included 
very helpful charts. 
The book opens with 

a brief history of Philco 
Bakelite blocks, first 
used in Philco's new 
June 1930 line, which 
included Models 30,41, 
77, 96, and 296. By 
1935, Philco had begun 
using  conventional 
cardboard tube con-
densers to some extent 
in its sets. This transi-
tion increased over the 
next few years, since by 
1939, Philco sets in-
cluded  only  one 
Bakelite block — the AC 
line filter condensers. 
Ray describes the two 

general styles of Bakelite 
blocks — the standard 
style, which he prefers to call the "miscellaneous" 
style, and the universal style. The standard con-
densers usually only have two or three terminals, 
although a few used more than three. The univer-
sal style condensers all have six terminals, along 
with a seventh grounding lug in some. 
Ray goes on to explain Phi!co's part numbers 

for its Bakelite blocks and the significance of the 
suffixes used in the part numbers. For example, 
Part No. 3793-DG signifies a universal block with 
two .015 uF condensers inside, one lead of each 
condenser being connected to the seventh 
grounding lug. 
Philco service bulletins and parts catalogs giv-

ing specifications for its Bakelite blocks were used 
in compiling the information in the book, as were 
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other sources such as service manuals. Ray has 
gone to a lot of trouble compiling this information 
into extremely useful chart form, listing all 343 
known Bakelite blocks by part number and refer-
encing the next section, which gives drawings of 
all known Bakelite blocks showing the internal 
wiring of each. Finally, the book has another chart 

cross-referencing the 
over 100 drawings to 
Philco Bakelite block part 
numbers. 
Not all of the Philco 

Bakelite block part num-
bers have corresponding 
drawings in Ray's book. 
He explains that com-
plete specifications for all 
the part numbers were 
unavailable, and some 
information could not be 
confirmed. However, the 
most widely used and 
most popular Bakelite 
blocks can be found. 
Various techniques of 

removing the old con-
densers (and the occa-
sional resistor) from the 
Bakelite blocks are dis-
cussed. Many modern 
capacitors are small 
enough to fit easily in-
side the Bakelite block 
once it has been gutted. 
For the few Bakelite 
blocks that have a resis-
tor inside, resistors are 
just as easy to replace. 

This is an excellent book that has been needed 
for a long time and no doubt will find a place near 
every radio restorer's workbench. It is well worth 
the $9.95 price and should be considered a must 
for anyone who does work on Philco sets of the 
1930s.

Block Condensers, first published in 1994, is now 
in its second edition. Softbound in an 81/2" x 11" 
format and containing 56 pages, the book is avail-
able from A.R.C. and A.R.C. advertisers.

More on Soldering 
Dear Editor. 
In the August issue of A. AC.. there are several pages 

about soldering. However, there was nothing about litz 
wire. I know it's not a project for greenhorns, especially if 
there are several hundred strands, as on my world's 
largest (?) crystal set. At over 300 strands. I stopped 
counting, and I think I got 100 percent of the wires 
soldered. 
Seventy years ago. I did soldering the hard way with a 

small iron, which I poked into the grate of Mom's wood-
tired stove. I heated the iron up and was in business. Dad 
used a gasoline blow torch to heat his big irons. 
My first electric iron was a 115-volt one, which Ire-

wound for 32 volts, as we had a Delco 32-volt system. We 
are on R.E.A. now and have a number of irons, from 30 to 
300 watts. 
To do a good job of soldering is not as easy as electric 

welding. Metal can be welded with the rust on. But to 
solder, the surface must be spotless. It's possible to solder 
steel using rosin flux, provided the surface is spotless and 
soldered as soon as possible. Otherwise, the surface 
tends to heal over.
