In his arti-
cle, he details how to remove and recover the
fabric on the case of an old Trans-Oceanic, show-
ing how much fun and how satisfying it can be to
bring a worn set back to life.

Two other articles related to Trans-Oceanic
restoration are featured this month. Melvin George
and Fred Gordon each were challenged with find-
ing a replacement for the elusive and expensive
1L6 tube. Two different solutions are offered:
George substitutes a 1R5 for the 1L6 (needed
pin modifications are shown), and Gordon sub-
stitutes, with an adapter, a 1LAG loktol tube for
the miniature 1L6. Hopefully, these three articles
will result in many more restored Trans-Ocean-
ics out there.

Reports on the Vintage Radio & Phonograph
Society's (VRPS) 1996 Convention and Auction
and on the Estes Vintage Radio Auction are in-
cluded this month. Nearly $100,000 was bid at
these two auctions on more than 1,000 items.
Combined attendance was over 600.

The VRPS meet is one where you can sleep
late — two days of auctions deal with the “good
stuff” well before the scheduled brief Sunday
moming flea market. Other activities fill out the
event — seminars, a banquet and a contest.
Interest in this meet is growing, as several fellow
New Englanders traveled the distance to enjoy a
great several days.

When items spark little interest, bargains can
be found at auctions, much to the chagrin of
sellers. At the other extreme, a buyer who cannot
do without a particular radio is guaranteed own-
ership, if his pockets are deep enough. At an
auction, everyone has an equal chance, and you

don't have to be at the flea market at dawn to
come away happy.

Richard Estes continues to have success with
his series of Vintage Radio Auctions. Although
he may never again experience an auction like
last year's $590,693 Ford Museum Auction, sales
for his November auction totaled over $50,000.
Catalin radios drew the top prices. Although At-
water Kent breadboard prices seemed soft, the
prices reflected less-than-desired conditions.

Photo Review displays an interesting Tele-
funken 1-tube receiver which looks surprisingly
like a Crosley Pup. Other sets range from a novel
way to display your vacuum tube collection to a
photo of Atwater Kent's gigantic factory in Phila-
delphia, Pennsylvania. Radio Miscellanea
continues the discussion of old radio stations,
the Russian Red Star radio, A.R.C. on the Inter-
net, the Minerva radio, and the usefulness of
books for collectors.

Coming Radio Events. The New Year brings
three dozen offerings for the radio collector in
January. Notable are the month-long exhibit of
transistor radios in Newton, Massachusetts, and
the 3-day Mega Auction in Houston, Texas. Two
events coming soon for A.R.C. are Radio XXVIII
on February 23 in Westford, Massachusetts (at-
tendance last year was over 900!), and the 2nd
annual ski/radio meet at Mt. Crested Butte, Colo-
rado, from February 26 to March 1. To help in our

is to add at least one meet to your plans for 1997.
Attending a meet is one of the best ways to learn
more about old radios and their values, and to
meet those collector friends whom you know only
by telephone and mail.

Our cover art was taken from an impressive 4-
page advertisement for Cunningham radio tubes
in the January 1930 issue of Radio. Superlatives
like “A New High for the New Year” and “We
forecast that 1930 like 1929 will be the biggest
year in Cunningham Radio Tube sales” made us
guess that Cunningham might have been one of
many companies starting to “whistle in the dark”
of the Great Depression. Our surmise proved
true. Research indicates that tube sales for the
industry dropped by 25%, and the number of
radio set manufacturers dropped from 260 to 70
(data from Radio Retailing, March and Novem-
ber of 1930).




WITH THE COLLECTORS

Transistor Radios

A Collector’'s Guide
BY ENRICO TEDESCHI

Collecting transistor radios is obviously not just
a U.S. phenomenon. In this article, Enrico Tedes-
chi, a longtime European collector, shares his
experience and advice with A.R.C. readers. A.R.C.
joins in his enthusiasm and provides a source of
buying and selling transistor, as well as all other
types of radios dear to the hearts of collectors.
(Editor)

So you want to become a transistor radio col-
lector? Good. The first thing that you should do is
to get some information. If you are going to collect
seriously, you will want to know what to collect,
which model was made by which manufacturer,
when it was made and so on.

GET SOME INFORMATION

Your first move should be to go out and get
some books, illustrated in Figure 1. If | could have
only one book | would choose The Collector's
Guide to Transistor Radios by Marty and Sue
Bunis. The first edition of this book has some
shortcomings, as it is very limited in listing and
descriptions. In addition, the prices have all been
superseded, and there are many mistakes. How-
ever, the second edition of this book came out in
February 1996, and the photographs in this one
are different from those in the previous book. So
you will need both editions. [The
second edition has been ex-
panded to include additional ra-
dios and photographs. Values
have been updated. Editor]

The next book to consider is
Transistor Radios, A Collector’s
Encyclopedia and Price Guide
by David and Robert Lane. Un-
like the Bunis book in which all
the photographs are in color, all
the pictures in this book are in
black and white. An exception is
the four center pages in color,
which round up all the best sets
in the authors’ collection. In this
book the prices are approximate.
| personally wish that the au-
thors of this kind of book would
stop quoting prices as they soon
become obsolete.

A third book is Poster’s Radio
and Television Price Guide,
1920-1990 by Harry Poster,
which is more limited in transis-
tor radios than the other two as

it also includes valve radios and television sets.

Made in Japan — by Handy, Erbe, Blackman
and Antonier — is a beautiful book. It is a coffee
table book with many astonishing color photo-
graphs (the best | have seen anywhere). Unfortu-
nately, it does not contain any practical informa-
tion on dates and models.

A very useful support in building your knowl-
edge of historical transistor radios is the Photo-
fact Folders, published in the late '50s and '60s
by Howard W. Sams & Co. Inc. These Folders
are part of the trade information sheets which
include schematic diagrams and servicing infor-
mation. What is good about them is that each
radio is illustrated with a photograph, and for
some sets, this is the only photo available in
pubilic print.

Finally, The Portable Radio in American Life
by Michael Brian Schiffer is a very well written
book with plenty of illustrations and sources of
information.

Then there are the handy booklets by Eric
Wrobbel, one of the most serious transistor radio
collectors in the U.S.A. The first one is titled The
Regency Family and is, of course, dedicated to
the first transistor radio ever produced. The sec-
ond one is Sony Transistor Radios, a sort of
photographic catalogue of nearly all the collect-

Or you could put your “wanted”
advertisement, which is free, in
the magazine. The newsletter
also deals with novelty radios.

The TR-1 was the first porta-
ble pocket transistor radio ever
made. It was available at firstin
ablack, ivory, red or gray plastic
cabinet at $49.95, excluding the
carrying case and the earphone.

The TR-1 was the first on the
market, but not for long. The
second transistor radio ever
made was the Raytheon 8 TP-
1, and it was put on the market

' in February 1955. This was a

which cost a lot more but sounded a lot better.

In August 1955, the first Japanese transistor
radio — the Sony TR-55 — was produced. (At the
time, Sony was called Tokyo Tsushin Kogyo,
Ltd.). This is a very difficult set to find as very few
were made; also, it was sold only on the intemal
market. The first really “pocketable” set made by
Sony in Japan was the TR-63, which came out in
March 1957.

Figure 3 shows some of the more popular
Japanese shint-pocket transistor radios of the time,
while Figure 4 displays significant early Sony
models.

HOW TO BUILD YOUR COLLECTION

What to collect is, of course, a matter of per-
sonal taste and preference. However, if the col-
lection has to have an historical purpose, it must
consist of some American, many Japanese, and
a few British, German, or other sets. Figure 5
gives examples of British Sinclair micro sets,
while Figure 6 shows two ltalian-made sets. Fig-
ure 7 shows some unusual Micronic Ruby de-
signs and a delicate Toshiba “lace” set.

27. Global GR-711 — the most beautifully de-
signed of all the shirt-pocket radios. (I like it
anyway).

28. Fleetwood NTR-150 — another striking de-

sign of the period.
29. Wilco 360 — one of the most popular sets at
the time.

30. Sanyo 6C-022 — the second shint-pocket set
on the market after Sony's TR-610 (also
known in the U. S. as Channel Master 6509).

31. Marvel 6YR-15A — the smallest, full-feature
transistor radio at the time.

32. Realtone TR-1088 — unusual cabinet deco-
ration.

BRITISH

33. Pam 710 — the first British transistor set.

34. His Master's Voice (or Marconiphone) 1410G
— a hybrid set using valves and transistors.

35. Sinclair Micro 6 (and Micromatic) — for the
miniature size and for the fame of its inventor.

39. Brion-Vega TS 502 (cube radio) — for the
award-winning cabinet design.

There are, of course, many more sets which
are important or simply beautiful, but | have to
draw a line somewhere, and | am drawing it here.

Then there are all sorts of choices and prefer-
ences. Perhaps you might just like to acquire
whatever comes along, but | am afraid that this
way is not going to prove very productive in the
end. in my view, it is better to have a few worth-
while sets rather than many radios which do not
follow an historical pattern.

DATING AND IDENTIFYING

The first thing you must look for in a transistor
radio for dating purposes is whether the dial has
any so-called CD (Civil Defense) marks. These
were in the shape of little triangular marks which
should appear on all the transistor radio dials up
to 1963, no matter where the radios came from.

In the U. S., these marks were meant to show
the trequencies for emergency tuning of the radi-
os in case of nuclear attack from the U.S.S.R.
This was about the time of the cold war, and the
American authorities were much concerned by
the fact that known frequencies could be used to
guide intercontinental missiles to their destina-
tions.

Next, you should look to see

if you can determine whether

) the set was made in the U. S,
Japan, or elsewhere. Generally
speaking, historical sets were
made in the U. S. from 1954 to
1961, and Japanese sets from
1956 to 1966. Then came Hong
Kong, which roughly covers the
period from 1964 to the 1970s.

Subsequently, you should
look inside and see if you can
recognize the style of design
and construction. In general, the
early sets had a case made with
thicker plastic than the later
ones. The Japanese sets used
the incredibly small encapsulat-
ed tuning condensers called
Polyvaricons made by Mitsumi,
while the American sets were
still using the open-air style vari-
able condensers.

The early transistors them-
selves can be recognized by their
funny shapes — oval, oblong,
with a lower flange or with a top
nipple. All in all, as the technolo-
gy improved, the printed circuits were machine
soldered as opposed to the early manufacturing
processes which called for hand wiring. Early U.S.-
made transistors are marked with a type number
beginning with “2N" followed by a numbered suffix
(e.g., 2N5320), and the lower the number in the
suffix, the older the transistor design.

Early Japanese transistors bear the 25 num-
ber series and later ones 2SA and 2SB.

Some transistor manufacturers used their own
numbering systems, the most typical being the
CK series by Raytheon and the OC by Philips and
Mullard.

If you are lucky enough to find the carrying
case as well, this could give you a clue for dating
the set, since early production sets were en-
closed in real leather, while later ones used simu-
lated leather or vinyl.

Today is still a good time to start collecting as
the more seasoned wireless collector still regards
the transistor radio as a sort of novelty set without
realizing the enormous importance that transistor
sets had in changing the social behavior and the
history of communications.

RESTORATION TOPICS

Restoring a Trans-Oceanic 8GO0O5Y

BY BENNETT CANE

Trans-Oceanics have become a hot collectible
item since the publication of the Bryant and Cones
book “The Zenith Trans-Oceanic: the Royalty of
Radios.” Bennett Cane’s article documents a
Trans-Oceanic restoration project from beginning
to end. We wish more collectors would document
and share such step-by-step processes with our
readers. (Editor)

Shown in Figures 1 and 2 in its prerestoration
state is the Trans-Oceanic 8G005Y that | found in
an extremely shabby condition at a flea market.

The Black Stag material was tomn, gouged, wom
toits thread base, and mildewed. However, when
| opened the set, to my delight | found that,
although filthy, everything was there, including
both Wavemagnets, the antenna lines, the suc-
tion cups, the log book, and all the tubes. The
seller was adamant — $20, take it or leave it.

At home | tested the tubes, and they were all
good! That easily covered the $20. | disassem-
bled the case, stripped off the Black Stag, and
used a yard of MB-Tex to recover it. My son
cleaned and recapped the chassis.

THE RE-COVERING
PROCESS

| have restored a couple of
Trans-Oceanics without having to
re-cover them. However, in this
case, the Black Stag material was
S0 worn it was impossible to make
the set look like anything other
than a parts radio without re-cov-
ering it. Figure 3 reveals a rear
view of the badly worn case.

Stripping off the old material
was no easy task because the
glue that was used by the Ze-
nith craftsmen was heavy duty
stuff. Some sections of the ma-
terial just wouldn't budge. It was
as if the material had become
part of the wood, particularly on
the back cover.

For these spots, | used a glaz-
ing and spot putty to fill in the
areas between the old material
and the bare wood surfaces so
as to obtain an overall even base
for the new material. Figure 4
shows the back cover after the

old covering had been re-
moved and after the putty was
applied to even the cover's
surface. On the areas that did
strip completely, | sanded the
surfaces with 8-grit sandpa-
per just to get them even. That
old glue had ‘eft sections that
had to be dealt with!

The new vinyls are thicker
than the Black Stag, which |
have not been able to dupli-
cate. MB-Tex is the excellent
vinyl upholstery material that
is used in Mercedes Benz
cars. It has a nice grain and is
very strong | bought a couple
of yards of it at my auto uphol-
stery shop for $15. It is 45
inches wide, which is sufficient
for a Trans-Oceanic. At the
suggestion of the upholsterer,
l used a 3-M upholstery spray
adhesive that sets up slowly

— about 15 minutes — so that comers and curved
surfaces could be dealt with without rushing.

The Model 8GO05Y requires 11 separate piec-
es of material o finish it totally. | measured each
section twice and added a little extra for curves,
comers, and overlaps. | then laid out the final
measurements on the back of the new material
and carefully cut out all the sections.

| worked with one piece at a time on a large
clean surface. it is necessary to keep the material
straight, follow the directions on the adhesive con-
tainer, and be patient. | used the comer cuts on the
old upholstery as a guide for new cuts using small
scissors. It is all right to use a staple gun to hold
areas around corners while the glue dries. Howev-
er, the staples must be removed when the sections
are dry.

The cleaning on the brass,
plastic, and steel parts should
be done with only very light abra-
sives, polish and elbow grease.
No power!

For about 15 hours of “fun”
and $40 for the radio and resto-
ration materials, | have a “brand
new” 50-year-old Trans-Ocean-
ic that sounds as good as it
looks. The finished product is
shown in Figures 5 and 6.

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A Tube Substitute for the Type 1L6

As the availability of the Type 1L6 tube dimin-
ishes and its price escalates, collectors are hard
pressed to keep their Zenith Trans-Oceanics op-
erating. Our check with Antique Electronic Sup-
ply indicated that there were no 1L6s on the shelf
and that they are usually unavailable. The follow-
ing articles offer some tube substitutions as solu-
tions to the problem. The suggested substitute
tubes are readily available and significantly lower
in cost than the Type 1L6. Perhaps other readers
have developed different solutions that can be
shared. Let's hear from you. (Editor)

Recently, | acquired a Zenith 5-G-41 portable
radio that needed a 1L6 tube replaced. Unfortu-
nately, the 1L6 and its substitute, the 1U6, are
almost nonexistent in the marketplace. As a result,
| decided to find a low cost altemative to the 1L6.

With the aid of a tube manual and the Zenith
section of Rider's, | found that the physical and
electrical characteristics of a 1R5 are virtually
identical to those of a 1L6, except for one minor
difference. Intemally, the 1R5 has its grid five
(GS5) connected to the negative side of its filament
at pins 1 and 5, as shown in Figure 1.

The 1L6 has its grid five (G5) and its grid three
(G3) connected internally to pin #5 with no inter-
nal connection to its filament, as shown in Figure
2. So, if a 1R5 is plugged into a 1L6 socket
without any modification, the radio’s high voltage
B+ supply will be applied to the filaments of the
1R5 and its companion tubes with the likelihood
of filament burn out.

Figures 1 and 2 are actual Zenith converter
circuits for radios using 1L6 and 1R5 tubes respec-
tively. By comparing these two circuits, one can
readily see the intemal mechanical differences be-
tween the 1L6 and 1RS tubes. With these differ-
ences in mind, | would like to suggest two methods
what will permit the use of 1RS5, instead of a 1L6.

SUBSTITUTION METHOD #1

The first method should ap-
peal to the collector who is a pur-
ist because this method does not
alter the radio in any manner. It
also preserves the original circuit
so that a 1L6 can still be used.
This method is also the easiest,
quickest, and cheapest to adopt
of several altematives.

First, obtain a 1R5 and re-
move pin 5 (see Figure 3) by
cutting it off with a pair of diago-
nals. It is important to cut this
pin as close as possible to the

tact with the 1L6 socket when installed. A Dremel
tool or small file can be used to grind off any
remaining stub.

If we presume that a bad 1L6 was the radio's
only pre-existing problem, the modified 1R5 can

be inserted into the 1L6 socket, and the radio will
play satisfactorily. Caution: When using the mod-
ified 1R5, be certain that pins 1 and 7 of the tube
are inserted into contacts 1 and 7 of the 1L6
socket. A marker pen can be used to make a
reference mark on the 1R5 between pins 1 and 7
to assure proper alignment and installation.

SUBSTITUTION METHOD #2

The second method of utilizing a 1RS for a 1L6
involves a modification to the radio’s circuit. This
method is accomplished by disconnecting R1 and
C2 from the pin 5 socket connection for the 1L6
tube, as shown in Figure 2. These two loose ends
should be insulated from the chassis and other
components to prevent the chance of a short circuit.

Alternatively, R1 and C2 can be snipped off with
a pair of diagonals and removed from the chassis,
thus eliminating any possibility of a short circuit.
With R1 and C2 disconnected or removed, the 1L6
converter circuit, shown in Figure 2, is now virtually
identical to the 1R5 converter circuit, as shown in
Figure 1, except for the value of the R2 grid resistor.
Therefore, an unmodified 1R5 can now be used as
a substitute for the 1L6 without any further changes.

CONCLUSION

Summarizing these procedures: Method #1 utiliz-
es a modified 1R5 by removing its pin 5. Method #2

alters the circuit by
disconnecting or re-
moving R1 and C2
from the 1L6 pin 5
socket connection
and uses an unmod-
ified 1R5.

Note: Since the
electrical character-
istics of the 1L6 and
1RS5 are slightly dif-
ferent, a slight adjust-

Remove Pin 5
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A “Replacement” for the
1L6 Pentagrid Converter

BY FRED GORDON

A friend asked me to repair his Zenith Trans-
Oceanic radio. Inspection of the radio revealed,
among other problems, a shorted 1L6 converter
tube. After trying to locate a replacement, | found
that my major suppliers were having difficulty
obtaining this costly item. | was told that a 1R5
would work, but the radio would tune up only to
around 3 to 5 MHz. This limitation has not been
confirmed.

My friend wanted to listen to all the shortwave
bands, plus the AM broadcast bands. Since he
was “financially challenged” ( i.e., broke), | decid-
ed to modify his set using a tube that was not only
available, but inexpensive (i.e., cheap). However,
this modification must in no way alter his set's
original wiring or be permanent.

After | had reviewed my RCA tube manual, !
found that the tube replacement was a 1LAG6. This
tube is classified as a “pentagrid converter,” and it
has electrical specifications
similar to the original 1L6.
The 1L6 is a 7-pin minia-
ture tube, while the 1LA6
is an 8-pin loktal. [Antique
Electronic Supply has re-
ported that the 1LAG6 is
available at $4.90.)

As an experiment, |
wired the replacement
1LAG loktal tube base to a
7-pin male plug that will
now insert into the origi-
nal 1L6 tube base located

After completing and double-checking my wir-
ing, | inserted the replacement and found that all
the bands worked from 540 kHz to 18 MHz with
normal sensitivity. The downside to this modifica-
tion was that on this radio, the dial frequency
settings became a little bit off. | suspect that this
problem is due to extra wire length used in the
modification, which upsets the original local oscil-
lator portion of this circuit.

To compensate for this condition, | touched up
the oscillator coils for the bands affected. At
present, this seems to be the only problem for the
“replacement” until my friend can afford a 1L6
original, if he still wants to do so.

VRPS/AWA 1996 Convention and Auction

The 21st annual convention
of the Vintage Radio & Phono-
graph Society (VRPS) and the
Antique Wireless Association
(AWA) was held October 25-27,
1996, at the DFW Airport Holi-
day Inn South in Irving, Texas.
Over 400 attended the 3-day
event.

Friday's events included the
Old Equipment Contest, a silent
auction and a main auction. Two
separate technical sessions in-
cluded presentations by Bill Har-
ris of Roanoke, Texas, on “Ra-
dio Receiver Alignment from a
Front Row Seat” and John Bry-
ant of Stillwater, Oklahoma, on
“Early Radio Manufacturing at
Zenith.” Both programs were
well attended.

Saturday’s events featured a silent auction, a
main auction, the annual meeting, and the annual
awards banquet. Radio station KAAM'’s presi-
dent/general manager Hue Beavers was this
year’s guest speaker.

Again this year, Michael Sherman was auc-
tioneer. Auction proceeds brought a whopping
$49,148 for the 949 items sold.

Some high-dollar items in the auctions includ-
ed the following: a 1926 Neutrowound at $230;
an Amberola 30 cylinder phono at $290; a Votks-
empfanger VE301 at $300; an Edison cylinder
machine with hom and 8 cylinders (“K” reproduc-
er) at $475; a U.S. Apex 8A at $200; a Grebe MU-
1 with battery box at $320; a Fada 652 Catalin at
$400; a Philco 90 cathedral (restored) at $315; an
RCA 19K console at $260; a Crosley 125 cathe-
dral at $210; an Atwater Kent Kiel table at $280; a
National NC-183D at $280; and a Columbia A-2
Grafonola at $140.

A warning: Auction prices are not current val-
ues.

Estes Vintage Radio Auction on November 16,
1996, was the largest to date with total sales of
$50,091 and attendance at 216, representing 12
states. The radio collector travelling the farthest
came from El Paso, Texas, with South Carolina
and Massachusetts next. Inquiry calls came from
Japan, Europe and Canada. Clear 50° weather
prevailed. However, due to the record snowfall
that week in the Cleveland area, phones were out
of order most of the time.

At first, two auction rings dispersed many box
lots of parts in the $1 to $20 range and loads of
test equipment at $5 to $50; military and amateur
radios items were sold separately.

Many early radio books sold in the $25-$40
range. Early wireless magazines went at $17.50
to $25 each. Flats of tubes sold at $10 to $100.
Many tabletop AC and battery sets went in the
$25 to $150 range.

An Emerson Aristocrat in a green Catalin cab-
inet topped the auction's bids at $825. Additional
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auction highlights included some novelty radios
— a Majestic Charlie McCarthy sold for $675, a
Coca Cola for $475, and a Hopalong Cassidy for
$325. One Atwater Kent Model 10 breadboard
sold for $595, while another went for $400.
