Another happy circumstance for A.R.C. is an article
that grows out of earlier exchanges in the magazine. An
inquiry from Mary Detsch about the Corbett Cabinet
Manufacturing Company, founded by her grandfather,
inspired Dale Davenport's article about Corbett. The
deeper we delve, the more we know.

Scott Balderston’s collection of headphones falls
neatly into the theme of variety. Generic headphones
are relatively inexpensive and widely available, while
the search for those made by specific companies, such
as Crosley, is more of a challenge. Scott obviously finds
headphones fun to collect and to repair.

Loop antennas are striking in appearance and al-
ways stand out in any collection. Joseph Jackson's
Korach antenna is no exception. Its builtin compass
helps direct the antenna to a desired station.

Restoration and repair are primary interests formany
of you. When the radio is a novelty like Edward
Krawczyk's Colonial “Globe” radio, repair can be even
more demanding. Edward describes the constraints of
dealing with a chassis mounted in a globe rather thanin
a cabinet specifically designed for a radio. Read about
his innovative solutions.

Robert Barr decided that a good substitute for the
expensive 1L6 tube in a Zenith Trans-Oceanic G-500
would be the inexpensive 1RS5. His inspiration, we're
glad to say, was the A.R.C. articles on this subjectin the
January 1997 and March 1998 issues.

Prompted by Richard Begbie's January 2000 article
on the Atwater Kent driver problem, Nick van Vonno
came up with a good solution for a similar problem —a
Sears oil filter wrench. Nick also brings Zen into the
discussion, but that's another story.

Variety in types and sizes of meets is illustratedin the
three described this month. Ted Miller reports on the 3-
day Carolinas Chapter of AWA spring meet, which
included all the major happenings expected at such a
large event — a flea market, programs, an old equip-
ment contest, and an auction.

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MUSEUM MUSINGS

The Vintage Radio and Communications
Museum of Connecticut

The Vintage Radio and Com-
munications Museum of Con-
necticut opened its doors at a
new facility in East Hartford,
Connecticut, In September 1999.
The museum, which is one of
New England’s finest for the
preservation of vintage commu-
nications technologies, moved
to 711 Main Street from its old
home at 1231 Main Street. The
new building is twice the size of
the old one.

The new location provides an
expanded display area, along
with a fully functional library and
research facility, and an antique
radio repair room, A future low-
power FM radio transmission
facility is planned. The museum
should be a highlight of a trip to
Connecticut for collectors.

On display are radios, televi-
sions, motion picture and tele-
phone equipment, as well as
vintage advertising and memo-
rabllia. Audio, video and paper libraries, along
with an extensive collection of schematics, are

also available for research.

The new facllity also allows the supporting
group to set up two displays that they were not
able to fit into the oid building. Both will be up and
running in the near future. One display is the
standard cell workshop donated by the Eppley
Corporation of Newport, Rhode island. Eppley
was America’s only company that created and
maintained standard 1-volt cells used in the cali-
bration of industrial machinery. This equipment
will be operative so that the museum can create
standard volt cells.

Another display in the works is the Crystal
Research Labs Center, which consists of all the

The Aetna Radiophone Corp. of America

In keeping with its inter-
est in preserving the radio
history of Connecticut, the
Vintage Radio and Commu-
nications Museum has on
display an Aetna crystal set,
made by the Aetna Radio-
phone Corporation of Amer-
ica, and shown in Figure 1.
Little is known about this
company, and the name has
been found only in the 1922-
1923 Hartford phone book.

Apparently, the model
pictured is the only one the
company made at the facto-
ry in the old commercial
center of Hartford on the
corner of Temple and Mar-
ket streets. The building,
shown in Figure 2, was de-
molished in the 1960s to
make way for today’s Con-

museum, and the assump-
tion is that they are sales and marketing
photos.

The interesting photos led museum mem-
bers on a search for an Aetna set, which
they found in Massachusetts. The group
pooled their resources, bought the set, and
have displayed it among the photos.

Though the Aetna name is certainly a
familiar one in Hartford, the consensus is
that there is no connection between the
radio company and the well-known insur-
ance company. If anyone out there knows

equipment from a Hartford company that used to
make communications crystals out of raw quartz.
The company went out of business over 35 years
ago, and this display is a great complement to
others showing Connecticut’s major contributions
to the communications industry.

The museum recently received a large donation
of telephone equipment from the Southern New
England Telephone Company, which had closed
an old building in Hartford. This donation greatly
expanded the museum'’s telephone display, which,
along with a phonograph display, appeals to the
special interests of many collectors.

Another component of the museum’s mission
Is education. In cooperation with Manchester Com-
munity Technical College, Mike Hiza teaches a
course in old radio repair. Museum members also
help to teach the course, and the new library
serves as a great resource for participants.

The Vintage Radio and Communications Mu-
seum of Connecticut was founded in 1990 as a
non-profit 501(c)3 company dedicated to the pres-
ervation of old-time communlcations equipment
and the education of the public. “The opening of
the museum at our new home is the culmination
of many years of hard work by our volunteers and
the physical realization of my personal dream,”
said museum president John Ellsworth.

Now the museumn has turned its sights on ob-
taining funding from state and private resources.
“We've been running the museum on a shoestring
for the past nine years and have amazingly been
able to keep our heads above water,” said
Ellsworth. “If we could just get one company or
individual to step forward with a substantial dona-
tion, we can expand our hours and programs and
make the Vintage Radio and Communications
Museum of Connecticut one of the premier muse-
ums in the entire country.”

The Musette — A Rare Tombstone

This rare, difficult to identify radio is
an interesting set. At first look, you may
think it's a superhet, but it's actually a
TRF set. While trying to identify it, Wally
Worth discovered that A.R.C. is a use-
ful reference. (Editor)

The “Musette” radio, shown in Fig-
ure 1, was manufactured in 1931 by
the Ottawa Fumiture Co. of Holland,
Michigan, whose parent company was
the Carvac Corporation of Ann Arbor,
Michigan. Carvac also made the 1930
“Autovax” radio, a 5-tube TRF in an
unusual cabinet. This company suc-
ceeded the Consolidated Radio Corp., manufac-
turer of “Arborphone” radios since 1923.

The Musette is a 6-tube receiver in a fine
wainut tombstone case with a slightly rounded
top. It has a thumbwheel knob protruding through
the front panel, slightly off center to the right, and
a volume control knob and on/off switch on the
right side of the cabinet.

The heavy, solidly built chassis is similar to the
chassis used by Emerson Radio and Phono Corp.
of that period. The tube lineup includes the follow-
Ing types: 24, 24, 24, 27, 45, 80. These Type 24
tubes were not the Type 24As of the later period.
Carvac also used the Type 24 tube in its chassis.

The 10-inch speaker is by Isodyne and mea-

sures 18" high x 14%" wide x 9%" deep.
The front is striking with a vertical birch
column on each side and a bird's-eye
maple crown across the top.

This set is so rare that identifying the
maker was very difficut. No one knew
anything about it. But, I finally found a
reference to Musette in Frank White's
A.R.C. Index. Frank Heathcote's arti-
cle in the July 1985 issue became the
source of the information in this article.

Readers should note that there is no
connection between the Musette in this
article and the Musette homn speaker
made by the Frost Mfg. Co.

Anyone out there have a Musette radio?

Corbett Cabinet Mfg. Co. Follow-up

In the December 1999 issue,
A.R.C. published a letter from
Mary Detsch of Lebanon, N. H.,
requesting information about her
grandfather's company — the
Corbett Cabinet Mfg. Co. Dale
Davenport first replied with an
address from the 1925 “Radio
Manufacturer’s Directory™: Cor-
bettMfg. Co., 1415 East St., Pitts-
burgh, Pennsylvania. Additional
research led Dale to more infor-
mation to share with Ms. Detsch
and our readers. (Editor)

Advertisements for Corbett
cabinets appear in a number of
mid-1920s radio magazines, but
most are without pictures. The
Corbett cabinet, shown in Fig-
ure 1, appears in an ad that lists
eight cabinets, butit is likely there
were other styles available, if
one sent for the LC-27 folder
mentioned. The Corbett cabinets
were aimed at those who con-
structed radios at home, but
most cabinet manutacturers so-
licited large volume business
from radio set manufacturers.

Figure 2 provides another ex-
ample of a Corbett cabinet. This
one houses a Browning-Drake
radio. Often the cabinet was designed by the set
manufacturer; so, it's quite likely there are Cor-
bett cabinets that may still exIst but are not iden-
tified as such by any sort of label or stamp.

The Corbett ad showing a sample of the compa-
ny’s cabinet work seems to be something a bit out
of the ordinary as far as I've been able to deter-
mine. A little speculation might be in order here.

THE ADVERTISEMENT-ARTICLE
CONNECTION

Citizen's Radio Call Book was a quarterly publica-
tion out of Chicago and rather openly “pushed"” com-
panies and products from that area, though not ex-
clusively. Issues featured many “how to” articles for
construction of the (at the time) most popular sets for
home construction. Home construction then still ac-
counted for perhaps half of the radios In operation.

Each issue's featured construction articles were
supported by large display ads of the companies
whose products were used in those construction
projects. It seems that the construction articles

were specifically tailored to those that bought
advertising space. Perhaps it also worked the
other way around. In any event, this unabashed
endorsement of an advertiser’s products went on
for most of the periodical’s life.

Construction articles for sets tended to lean
towards the big expensive superheterodyne type
sets, and each issue would feature from 7 to 12
construction articles. Very often the principal parts
manufacturer's advertisement would appear on a
facing or following page of the magazine.

CORBETT CABINETS AND THE
“CITIZEN’S RADIO CALL BOOK™

The March 1927 issue of Citizen's Radio Call
Book has several construction articles for sets that
are housed in Corbett cabinets or those of similar
appearance. One of them — the Browning Drake
construction article — states as much: The Phasa-
trol radio, shown in Figure 3, is housed in a cabinet
that resembles a Corbett cabinet; however, the
cabinet manufacturer is not specified.

Several construction articles show cabinets that
look almost identical, but they are made by other
cabinet companies like Fritts and Excello. The
look-alike cabinet shown in Figure 4 is an Excello
product. The inference seems to be that any one
of the three cabinets could be used on any of the
projects. All three cabinet companies have ads in
this issue.

The general cabinet style, with the front two
corners chamfered at a 45° angle was a fairly
popular one at the time, though I'm not sure who
designed and first produced it. Its popularity lasted

for perhaps another year or so.

Someone with better resourc-
es than mine may come up with
more or different pictures and
details about Corbett. Apparent-
ly, this was a fairly substantial
company, if one can judge from
the advertising of the time.

There were at least 50 or 60
and perhaps more companies
in the U. S. making cabinets at
the time, and most of them
advertised little, if at all. Some
advertised only locally or sold a
rather limited production through
local or regional outlets. Some
too sold most or all of their
production to a local or regional
set manufacturer.

The series of cabinets pic-
tured all have a distinctive “ap-
plied” Repwood decoration on
the front comers. (Repwood was
a material made from glue and
wood flour and molded to look
like “carved” wood. Used for a
number of years as cabinet dec-
oration, it met its zenith in pro-
duction of complete Repwood
cabinets by or for the Crosley
Company.) The cabinets made
by Fritts, Excello, and perhaps
others used similar but distinc-
tive decorations. Quality of construction might
vary too.

More on Substituting the 1R5 for the 1L6 Tube

A while ago, a friend of mine purchased a
Zenith Trans-Oceanic Model G-500 at an estate
sale for $20. The radio was complete and in
good condition. I've seen many Trans-Oceanics
with a missing lid.

| agreed to fix it for him and explained the
expense of a replacement 1L6 tube, if this was
the problem. | plugged the setin and tumed it on,
and it sounded like something from anothei plan-
et. | pulled out what should have been a 1L6 tube,
but it turned out to be a 7-pin 1RS5, which chacked
out to be good in the tube tester. | then checked
the 1U4, the 1S5, and the 3V4 tubes. All were
shorted out. I'm surprised the set played at all.

| remembered the articles in A.R.C. (January
1997 and March 1998) about substituting the
1R5 for the 1L6 tube and got the tubes out. | was

curious to see for myself how this would work.

| carefully cut and filed Pin No. 5 from the 1R5
tube, being careful not to cut into the glass. |
placed the modified 1R5 tube in the 1L6 socket
making sure the No. 1 and No. 7 pins were in the
correct location. | followed this up by putting in
good 1U4, 1S5, and 3V4 tubes and turned the
radio on.

The dial pointer was set at 1270 AM, a local
station, and | had to adjust the tuning knob
further to tune in the station. It came in loud and
clear. The set was working well. | did not get any
audible reception on the higher bands. It was
midday and not the best time for good reception.

Collecting Vintage Headphones

BY SCOTT BALDERSTON

As new radio collectors gain experience, they
seem to focus on a particular aspect of the hobby.
In the case of Scott Balderston, his interest in
crystal sets led him to begin collecting head-
phones. In this article, he offers useful informa-
tion about restoring and displaying headphones.
(Editor)

| became interested in antique radios about
three years ago and gravitated toward crystal
sets. | wanted to be able to listen to them and
bought a pair of Brandes Superior Matched Tone
headphones from the Play Things of Past cata-
log. They worked well, and | bought a couple of
other pairs. It was fun to test them against each
other to see which sounded the best and had the
best sensitivity.

| discovered that collecting vintage headphones
is fun and not too expensive. Since headphones
are relatively cheap, it was not prohibitive to pick
up a pair here and there at swap meets and
auctions. When they were sold back in the early
1820s though, a good pair of Baldwin headphones,
for example, might cost $15, which was a week's
wages in those days.

| discovered “The Master Headset Finder” in
the February 1999 Old Timer's Bulletin and start-
ed checking oft sets | had collected. After two
years of collecting, | had about 100 different pairs
of headphones and built racks to hold them for
display. One of the racks is shown in Figure 1.
Finished with dark brown paint, these racks are
made of 1" x 8" pine boards for the uprights and
1" x 4" cross pieces with a little piece of quarter-
round moulding at the bottom to keep the phones
trom slipping off. Figure 2 provides a close-up
view of a rack.

Many ot the headphones didn’t work when |
got them. | used Elmer Osteroudt’s handbook on
headphone repair to learn how to make repairs,
such as finding open circuit areas in the cord and
splicing them back together. The “uitimate” repair
problem for a dead headphone is if one or more
of the coils are open and need all the fine wire
unwound until the breaks are located and then
rewound onto the core. A variable speed electric
drill and a little jig are helptul in accomplishing this
task.

I now carry a little pocket multimeter with me to
test headphones at swap meets before buying
them. It you are buying a pair to use, it is best to
make sure they work or you may end up with a
useless set of phones.

My tavorites for listening are Brandes Superi-
or, Western Electric 509-W, and Dictograph R-1.
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Figure 1. This display rack is easy to build and
keeps a headphone collection orderly.

Baldwin Type C mica diaphragm headphones
are the most sensitive for serious DXers using
crystal sets. My favorite novelty pair Is a set of
Songbird headphones that have a picture of a
bird stamped on the back and the bird is actual-
ly wearing a set of headphones!

One of the best things about collecting head-
phones Is that even with a very limited budget
you can start up a collection and hang a few
pairs of phones on a rack to accent any collec-
tion of early radios.

The Korach Loop Antenna

The unusual loop antenna shown in Figure 1
was manufactured by the Hermanson Korach Man-
ufacturing Company of Chicago, lllinois. While the
diamond-shaped construction is relatively common,
the antenna has some unusual features.

Figure 2 shows a close-up of the built-in compass
and the calibrated dial that allow the anntenna to
be directed to a desired station or geographical
location — a precursor to the TV antenna rotator.
The manufacturer's name appears on the cross
member support shown in Figure 3. The limbs of
the loop can be folded at the support for portability.
The loop measures 30" on each side and the
complete antenna is 54" high.

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RESTORATION TOPICS

The Colonial “Globe” Radio

BY EDWARD KRAWCZYK

Novelty radios are always eye-catchers, but
the “Globe” radio really stands out. Because of its
construction, repair or restoration of this radio is
likely to be more challenging than that of radios
housed in conventional cabinets. But if you are
ready to take on the “world,” Edward Krawczyk
has some handy hints for you. (Editor)

Even among novelty radios, the Colonial Model
700 “Globe,” circa 1933, is a standout. The unique
radio, shown in Figure 1, is a 5-tube AC/DC set,
although Colonial also produced an AC-only model.
The AC/DC version uses the following tube types:
a BA7 oscillator/mixer, a 78 IF amplifier, a 75
detector/AVC, a 43 audio output and a 2525
rectifier. The tube filaments are wired in series and
a resistance line cord is used to drop the line
voltage to the required filament voltage.

It your first reaction is, “How do | get this thing
apart?” relax. Rider Volume IV provides complete
instructions for removing the two halves of the
globe and getting to the chassis.

RESISTANCE LINE CORD

Since the radio uses a resistance line cord,
you may be concemed that the line cord is bad
and ask yourself “Where do | get a replacement?”
Again, don’t worry. | installed a new 2-wire line
cord and, as shown in Figure 2, | substituted a
silicon diode, Type 1N4005, for the resistance
element in the old line cord. Because the diode
conducts only on the positive half-cycle, it pro-
duces about 60 VAC, which is close enough to
the 69 volts required by the filament string.

CONSTRUCTION OF THE GLOBE RADIO

The main chassis assembly is mounted in the
globe. This chassis contains the 6A7, 78, 75 and
2575 tubes and their associated components.
The 43 audio output tube is located in the radio’s
base along with the output transformer and speak-
er. Electrical connections between the main chas-
sis and the base-mounted components are made
by a cable. Quite likely, you will find the wires in
this cable are frayed or broken. In the worst case,
the wires may have been cut by someone at-
tempting to repair the radio.

REPLACING THE CABLE

Replacing the wires in this cable can be a
tedious process because they must be fed through
the gooseneck that mounts the globe to the base.
Figure 3 illustrates the technique that | used to
simplify the task of pulling the replacement wires
through the gooseneck.

Working on one wire at a time, | temporarily

soldered each new wire to an old wire. Then
pulling on the old wire, | eased each new wire
through the gooseneck. As you do this work, it is
a good idea to make a sketch of what you have
done. Using a different color for each wire is also
helpful. The use of stranded wire with plastic
insulation is recommended for the new wiring.

One of the original wires is shielded, and for a
replacement, | use a “mini” mike cable available
at Radio Shack. If you have a problem locating
the shielded cable, | have a limited supply that |
will gladly share.

OTHER THOUGHTS

| recommend that all capacitors be replaced
while you have access to the chassis. And finally,
when you reassemble the radio, be sure to heed




the notice that appears in the Rider manual. It
states, “The chassis and shafts are above ground
potential, making it necessary to insulate the knobs
and the equatorial ring from the shafts by means
of fibre bushings. Note that the bushing in the
knob is closed on one end to prevent the shaft
from touching the knob. Be sure these insulating
bushings are properly replaced after disassem-
bling the Globe.”

The unusual appearance of this radio and its
high market value are good reasons to tackle the
restoration of a Colonial Globe.

More on the Atwater Kent Driver Problem

Richard Begbie's well written article “Rebuild-
ing an Atwater Kent Driver” in the January 2000
A.R.C. reminded me of my own first experience
with an Atwater Kent hom. This one came from a
freestanding hom speaker purchased at an an-
tique fair. When | bought it, the dealer said it was
playing. That just did not tum out to be accurate.

As pointed out in the article, getting the driver
unscrewed isthe mainchallenge. Inthefreestand-
ing hom, paint appearance is an issue, so it's not
really too practical to clamp any part of it in a vise
unless you wantto refinish. Additionally, the driver
is sunk well into the base, so you'll not be using
conventional wrenches on it.

| suggest that you first read Robert M. Persig's
book Zen and the Art of Motorcycle Maintenance,
specifically Chapter 26 dealing with “stuckness.”
Briefly, such a stuck assembly (an AK homn with a
frozen driver, or an early Triumph with a stuck
timing screw) is essentially worthless until the
“stuckness” is overcome. The owner thus has the
stress of seeing such an expensive item be worth-
less, at least temporarily. That is what will keep
you up halfthe night, or all of it, tryingto remedy the
situation. Drives you crazy, it does.

| approached my hom repair by drawing on
years of antique motorcycle experience. | had
learned not to be in a hurry. First, | applied gentle
heat from a heat source — a paint stripper heat
gun for this. After heating, | applied penetrating oil
and set the whole mess aside to soak overmnight, |
repeated this process for a week; remember, no
hurrying. I tried to unscrew the driver by hand each
time, but that was just wishful thinking.

Tapping with a screwdriver will just shatter the
zinc alloy, as Richard Begbie notes. The trick
seemed to be to apply even pressure all around
the rim. Off to the auto parts store for an oil filter
wrench. These filters start at 3 inches in diameter,
and that is the Awater Kent hom dimension as
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well. | bought two: one is a strap that tightens as
the attached handle is tumed, and the other is
made up of two parts that move tagether (by a rack
and pinion arrangement actually) as the entire
wrench is tumed with an attached socket drive.

The strap wrench did not fit into the base well of
the hom, so | had to abandon it. However, the 2-
piece wrench fit down very well, and | unscrewed
the driver without a great deal of trouble.

The Sears part number of the oil filter wrench
shown in Figure 1 is 246955. Note the angled
ends that grip the driver — or ail filter as Sears
intended — and the rack and pinion mechanism
in the center that tightens the tool as you tum it.

Before rewinding the coil, | looked at mine,
measured the wire, and found it is 34 AWG. |
counted 40 layers of winding at 150 tums each. A
question remains — is there an easier way to
determine the data for rewinding the coils than the
direct method that | used? A fommnula, anyone?

George had palnstakingly restored the set. He made
a tool to cut the molding to the proper original shape,
and then made a new top and lower tront molding. By
grinding up cld 78 rpm phonograph records and dis-
solving the powder in alcohol, he refinished the cabinet
to the original black lacquer finish. After many tries, he
finally got the effect he wanted by allewing the mixture
to soak for four hours. He then took the lacquer from
the top of the liquid and carefully smoothed it on with a
camel hair brush. A beautiful, smooth, brand new ap-
pearance resulted.

The set brought $550 in the auction, by far the
highest price of any item sold. George did this restora-
tion as a volunteer for the AWA and was happy to hear
that the AWA got a good price for it. He also restored
the DA-2 in a similar manner. The AWA still has the
DA-2, but you might see it for sale at a future AWA
event.

For me this was a great meet. As always, the best
part was the fellowship with other collectors. | hope to
see you there next year!

Here's a hint for avoiding trouble in an All American
Five. If you or a customer makes the mistake of swap-
ping the 35Z5 and 50L6 tubes, the result willbea set that
immediately hums whenturned. Thisis because the 60-
cycle power supply current flows through the output
transformer to ground through a capacitor. A normal
response would be to replace the filter capacitors, but
thatwon't correctthe problemif the 3525 and 50L6 have
been swapped!

When troubleshooting, never assume that the set
hasn't been messed with, but proceed with normal
testing, and the result will be that you don't add more
problems by your fixes.
