EDITOR'S COMMENTS
For true collectors. the hunting season is on Spring

and summer mean a renewal of antique flea market and
yard sale activities, as well as many more radio meets.
both large and small. At these events, most of us hunt
for our special interests, but Steve Auyer's article on his
radio station postcards makes us question why post-
cards are not higher on more radio collectors' lists.

In addition to outdoor events, indoor paper and
antique shows frequently have hundreds of postcards
available, often categorized, and usually reasonably
priced. The chances of finding radio -related postcards
are good because radio was, after all, a techno ogical
revolution in the first half of the 20th century. People
were proud to have a radio station in town and loved to
send related cards to friends. WOC in Davenport Iowa,
may well have figured right up there with the Empire
State Building with locals and passing tourists!

Although Steve's article focuses on radio station
cards, the other kinds of cards that give us a snapshot
of radio history are virtually limitless. As far back as our
June 1988 issue, Jerry Berg wrote about efforts to
preserve OSLs, the station cards confirming listeners'
reception reports. EKKO stamps featured on the June
1997 A.R.C. cover had a similar function and are

radio theme have also appeared on A.R.C. covers.
In my own collection, postcards advertise stores and

sets, explain wireless terms, and picture performers
and celebrities. There are also card series, such as the
Marconi wireless series, and the similar cigarette trad-
ing cards that give instructions about how to build sets.

Still others are strictly humorous, like the one with a
desperate father holding an infant up to a horn speaker
and saying. "Howl into that, you little demon, and
perhaps later on you'll realize what your parents had to
put up with." Obviously, there is no end to the fun to be
had with postcards, so give those stacks of cards at your
next event a serious look.

On the more serious side of our avocation is the effort
we make to identify and validate the items in our
collections. This is especially true of very early items
that lean toward the "handmade" as opposed to mass
production. Ray Bintliff has compiled an article in which
Jim Sargent exchanges information with Wally Worth
about Wally's loose coupler described in the August
2000 issue. Unfortunately, the mystery of the maker of
Wally's loose coupler remains. However, A.R.C. contin-
ues to be a conduit for such discussions.

Richard Arnold and Alton DuBois take us into the
1940s with Philco and Zenith AC/DC sets. Some collec-
tors might pass on such sets, but a closer look reveals
something interesting about each -a wooden version
of a plastic set, an on -edge chassis, or a Deco speaker
grille - all add up to sets worth saving.

In Photo Review, we learn that early studio micro-
phones could be deceptive - they might look like horn
speakers. And why are there Roman numerals on a
Truetone radio? What if your education failed you and

you never learned Roman numerals?
The last major auction event of the year 2000 was the

Vintage Radio and Phonograph Society Convention in
Irving, Texas. George Potter reports that over 300
attended and close to 200 were registered bidders.
Nearly 900 items were offered in a sale that totaled
almost $40.000. Cathedrals aid a Zenith console sold
in the 5500 range, and several battery sets held their
own. A Crosley receiver/amplifier sold at S350, while an
Adams Morgan Paragon FoLr brought $250. Phono-
graphs too were represented in the S200-$300 range.

This event is also much more than an auction.
Seminars, a banquet, and a flea market make it well
worth your putting it on the calendar for next year.
Meantime, don't forget that small meets are fun too -
note Ron Lawrence's report or the Carolinas Chapter of
A.W.A. winter swap meet in Columbia. South Carolina.

For many of us, much of tie pleasure of collecting
lies in problem -solving. Stan Lopes describes his solu-
tion to a common problem with AC/DC radios - the
resistance line cords or ballast tubes that are difficult to
find today. In offering his solution, Stan also addresses
other concerns that may arise if his solution is used.

Radio Miscellanea updates us on the plans 'or the
much anticipated Muchow auction in August. Respons-
es to articles add even more to the originals, and kudos
are always welcome. Good news too comes from Leo
Meyerson of World Radio Laboratories fame on the
occasion of his 90th birthday. Leo convinces us that
radio contributes to long life.

Internet. Reponse to our Web site continues to be
tremendous. Subscribers have the definite advantage
of accessing the ads on our target date rather than
waiting for their issues. This means that you can go
quickly every month to www.antiqueradio.com and
maybe find the set you've wanted all your radio days.

Coming Radio Events. Nearly 50 radio events are
scheduled fcr May. The 3rd Annual Kutztown Radio
Meet is being held on May 5. May 18-19 will see hordes
of radio collectors descendingon the Northland Antique
Radio Club's Radio Daze. That same weekend, the
Canadian Vintage Radio Society otters a flea market in
Winnipeg, Manitoba. If you're in England, the Vintage
Technology Fair will be held again this year it Blackpool
on May 20. If you can't attend these events, be sure to
enjoy at least one in your own area.

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WITH THE COLLECTORS

Radio Postcards
BY STEVE AUYER

Almost every radio collector has a special
interest, most of which are not space savers.
Not so Steve Auyer's postcards, which make a
compact, colorful and very interesting record of
radio station history. (Editor)

There's one area of antique radio that I

haven't seen discussed a lot and that is the
subject of radio on postcards. You're undoubt-
edly familiar with the use of postcards to docu-
ment Amateur radio contacts - the common
QSL card. However commercial AM radio sta-
tions, and even spark stations, have appeared
on many postcards. This article will touch upon
how radio stations have been portrayed on
postcards, and how that portrayal has changed
over the years.

1900-1925

The very earliest stations were those operat-
ed by RCA, Marconi, other commercial inter-
ests, and the U.S. Government. See the sta-
tions from Cuba to Cape Cod pictured on the
opposite page. These stations fascinated the
public with their new technology and massive
antennas and support structures.

Postcards of these stations typically were
black -and -white photographs, many of which
are now nearing a century in age and which
may have deteriorated somewhat. Little infor-
mation is provided on the postcard other than
the location of the station. The postcard cap-
tions in this article are an attempt to provide the
historical context of the station or its current
status. They are not intended as an exhaustive
description of the station.

1925-1935

As commercial radio stations "blossomed"
during the late 1920s and early 1930s, the
public was enthralled with this new medium of
communication. What better means of brag-
ging about the station in your hometown than
to send a color postcard showing the station
and its massive transmitting antennas to a friend
in a less fortunate town.

These early stations tended to be in down-
town locations, typically with their antennas
perched on the roof of a store, hotel or newspa-
per building. The early antenna technology uti-
lized large flat -top arrays suspended between
self-supporting towers. See examples in the
postcards pictured on page 8.

The postcards of this period almost always
used a black -and -white picture that had been
hand -colored before being reproduced. One

gets the impression that the sun was always
shining, and the sky was always bright blue
near a radio station. These cards typically had
a textured "linen" finish, and generally, con-
tained little text.

1935-1945

In this period, the flat -top antennas gave
way to the vertical radiators that are used to-
day. See the postcards on page 9. And the
self-supporting antenna towers had largely been
replaced by guyed towers. You will note anoth-
er change - the studios and transmitters have
now been separated with dedicated transmit-
ting sites located in suburban areas outside the
cities.

The hand colors on these cards are brighter
than ever, and the architecture of some of the
buildings has a decidedly Art Deco flavor. Dur-
ing this period, text more frequently appeared
on the address side of the postcard.

1945 TO PRESENT
The text on earlier postcards tended to em-

phasize the "massive transmitting antenna" or
the "world's tallest antenna." However, by this
time the stations were more interested in em-
phasizing the variety and quality of their broad-
casts, so the postcards now described "a five -
story office building" or "five modern studios."
Photos tended to be of studio buildings as
opposed to antennas and transmitting sites.
Examples appear on page 10.

Postcards advertising specific radio stations
became less and less common during this time
frame, although there are a few interesting
examples. Stations switched to other promo-
tional methods, and much of the advertising
now emphasizes specific radio shows, per-
formers or formats (talk radio, classic rock, all
news, etc.) as opposed to promoting the sta-
tion itself.

GUIDELINES FOR COLLECTING
POSTCARDS

If you'd like to collect a few radio postcards,
it isn't difficult. You may come by these post-
cards in a number of ways - although I'll have
to admit that I haven't seen many even at the
big Antique Wireless Association Conference
and Auction in Rochester, New York.

Logging on to eBay and searching for "radio
postcards" will generally turn up a few for sale.
Other than eBay there are a number of Internet
sites offering postcards to collectors. A careful

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1900-1925

"U. S. Wireless Station, Guantanamo Bay. Cuba."
From the Navy's history of Guantanamo Bay:
"Along the north boundary line a 10 -foot high
concrete wall was built. extending across North
Toro from Wireless Inlet to Granadillo Eay. The
wall was completed in 1906. The first wireless
(radio) station was also constructed in Commander
Rogers' time (1905). the location being on a north-
west peninsula of North Toro Cay. the peninsula
now named Wireless Point."

"Road to the Radio Station, North Truro. Cape
Cod. Massachusetts." A Naval radio station for
intelligence monitoring was established at High-
land Light in 1904. The station assumed great
importance during World War I and was guarded
by a detachment of Marines. The site was used
for a Coast Guard radio traffic facility from 1939 to
1943. It no longer exists. but the lighthouse, now
renamed "Cape Cod Light," remains.

"Radio Station, Rocky Point. L.I." This is RCA's
"Radio Central" which went on the air on Novem-
ber 5. 1921. as the Riverhead Facility. The anten-
na towers were 412 feet high with 150 feet cross
arms. The last tower was demolished on Decem-
ber 13, 1977.

"National Electric Signaling Company. Brant
Rock. Mass." In 1902. two Pittsburgh millionaires
founded the National Electric Signaling Company
(NESCO). in 1904 NESCO tried to directly com-
pete with Marconi. by setting up a transatlantic
radiotelegraph service, operating between Brant
Rock. Massachusetts and MacItnhanish. Scot-
land. But, while still developing the link. the trans-
atlantic effort abruptly ended in December. 1906.
when the Machrihanish antenna collapsed in a
storm.

"United States Wireless Station, Fort Myer, VA."
The United States Naval Radio Station was situat-
ed at the southwestern end of the Fort Myer Mili-
tary Reservation opposite Washington. 0 C. Built
by the United States Navy Department on land
ceded to the Navy Department by the War Depart-
ment. the station's rated power was 100 kilowatts.
Normal range - day 2.000 miles, night 3.000
miles. One tower. 600 feet high and 150 feet
square at its base, and two towers, 450 feet high
and 120 feet square at each base, are positioned
in a triangle. The largest tower is at the apex. and
the distance between the towers is 350 feet.

1925-1935

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"W.O.C. Broadcasting Station. Davenport. Iowa."
WOC continues to operate in Davenport. Iowa.
on a frequency of 1420 kHz at a power level of
5.000 watts.

"Hotel Hickory and Tower of Radio Station W -H-
K -Y." WHKY continues to operate as a daytime
radio station in Hickory, North Carolina. on a
frequency of 1290 kHz with a power level of 5,000
watts. The antenna has been moved to a hill
southeast of the center of town.

"Maccabees Building, Detroit. Mich." WXYZ is no
longer in the FCC AM station database. The
Royal Maccabees Insurance Company has been
acquired by another firm. I have also seen post-
cards of this building with one and three towers
on the roof, so don't take everything you see on a
postcard as "gospel."

"Radiophone Broadcasting Station WCBD." In
the 1930s, WCBD was a radio station in Zion,
Illinois. WCBD-TV now operates on Channel 2 in
Charleston. South Carolina. The call sign is no
longer in the FCC AM database.

(Radio Postcards. continued)
watch of your local newspaper may turn up
postcard sales, either as stand-alone events or
as part of an antiques show.

Generally you will find that these postcards
trade in the $5 range although some of the very
earliest postcards are beginning to appreciate
in price. Of course, if a relative has boxes of
postcards hidden away in an attic, you may be
able to get them for free

Most postcards aren't dated, but there are a
few things that you can do to get an idea of the
age of the postcard. If the postcard has been

used by your Aunt Minnie, the postmark date
will help. You can also get a rough idea by
comparing the subject and layout of the post-
card to the examples shown with this article.
Here are several guidelines that may also help.

- Postcards that have the front texturized to
look like linen. were generally printed between
1930 and 1944. Quite often, these were black
and white pictures that had been hand -col-
ored.

- Postcards with true color photographs and
a glossy finish began to appear about 1945.

"WGY Station. Schenectady, N. Y." WGY continues
to operate in Schenectady, New York, on a frequen-
cy of 810 kHz at a power level of 50,000 watts.

"Radio Station WHIT, New Bern, North Carolina.
RADIO STATION WHIT, Where Hospitality is
Traditional." This was the first broadcasting sta-
tion in Craven County. Established in1942, it is
located one mile south of New Bern on U. S.
Highway 17. WHIT continues to operate as a
daytime radio station on a frequency of 1550 kHz
at a power level of 5,000 watts.

"Radio Station WOMI, Owensboro, Kentucky."
WOMI continues to operate in Owensboro, Ken-
tucky, as a 24 -hour station operating at a power
level of 830 watts.

"Montana's Model Station. KPRK-Livingston-
1340 KCS." KPRK continues to operate 24
hours a day in Livingston, Montana, on a fre-
quency of 1340 kHz with a power level of 1,000
watts.

- As mentioned earlier, pre -1930 stations
used antennas in downtown locations, quite
often on the tops of buildings. If the postcard
shows a country location for the t-ansmitter
and antenna, it more than likely dates from
1930 or later.

- If a transmitting antenna is shown look at
its design. Most stations used flat -top, self-
supporting antennas until about 1930. After
that, the preferred antenna was the guyed ver-
tical which gave reduced skywave coverage
during the nighttime, but better groundwave
coverage during the daytime hours.

- If cars are present in the photo, a keen eye
may be able to discern the model year.

- The Curt Teich firm, a major printer of
postcards, used a numbering system with one
or two digits and a character, followed by a
serial number. The digits refer to the year the
card was printed, and the character to the
decade (A=1930s, B=1940s, C=1950s, etc.).
Thus, a Curt Teich card with the number "5A -
H2206" was printed in 1935.

- You might be surprised at the amount of
historical information that's available on the

Internet. A quick AltaVista search turned up
information on four of the five stations shown in
the postcards from the 1900-1925 period.

Whether or not you decide to collect radio
postcards, you'll almost certainly run across
one at some time or another. When you do,
take a minute to reflect on how the lowly post-
card has chronicled the evolution of AM broad-
casting in the U.S.

Loose Couplers Redux
COMPILED BY RAY BINTLIFF FROM INFORMATION SUPPLIED BY

JIM SARGENT AND WALLY WORTH

One of the missions of A.R.C.
is to facilitate the feedback and
exchange of information. The fol-
lowing article is one example of
how A. R.C. serves the radio col-
lecting community. (Editor)

In the August 2000 issue. Wally
Worth described several loose
couplers, both original and repro-
ductions. Wally thought that one
of the loose couplers might be a
product of the Wireless Specialty
Apparatus Company (WSA).

Jim Sargent wrote to say that
he had a loose coupler manu-
factured by the Menominee Elec-
trical Manufacturing Co. that re-
sembled Wally's unit. Jim
thought that perhaps both sets
were made by Menominee. Sar-
gent's set is shown in Figure 1.

There are some similarities.
The switch for the secondary coil is positioned
90' in relation to the coil, just like Wally's set. The
multi -position tap switch for the primary coil locat-
ed on the front panel looks much the same on
both sets. But the front panels differ in the place-
ment of binding posts and the 2 -position switch.
Figure 2 provides a closeup of Wally's unit. Note
the placement of the binding posts.

In addition, Jim Sargent's set has two name-
plates while Wally Worth's set does not. Using
Jim's input, Wally examined his set again and
could not find any evidence that the set had ever
had an identifying nameplate. Also, Wally was
able to identify other differences in construction.

Despite certain similarities between the two
sets, it seems unlikely that Wally's set is a Me-
nominee.

In those early years, how many design choices
did a manufacturer have? Limited by the state-of-
the-art, the electrical designs had to be very sim-
ilar. Although manufacturers probably had great-
er freedom in terms of mechanical design and
panel layout, the concept of a loose coupler was
pretty basic and the possible variations in design
were limited. In an effort to keep design costs
down, the smaller manufacturers were likely to
draw upon the proven designs of the larger man-
ufacturers. So, it is not surprising that so many
loose couplers looked alike.

Wally did some additional research and found
some more look -a -likes. He determined that there
is a Haller -Cunningham Co. (HALCUN) loose

coupler that resembles his set. But again, there
are differences, such as the placement of the
binding posts, the manner in which the shaft and
knob for tne secondary switch we supported, and
the absence of the 2 -position on/off switch Wally
also noted that the Wm. Duck Model 5A has the
same panel layout as the Mencminee.

Although the maker of Wally's loose coupler still
remains a mystery, this exchange of information
has added to our knowledge of !hese early sets.

Zenith 6D030 -W
BY RICHARD ARNOLD

You may like Saud. instead of plastic. or vice versa.
But, as Richard Arnold points out, you could have both
in two Zeniths that are different but similar. (Editor)

I found this 1949 Zenith 6D030 recently in an an-
tique store here in Ardmore. Oklahoma. It looks a lot
like the 1946 Zenith 6D015 as seen in my September
1999 article in Antique Radio Classified. Figures 1 and
2 show the two Zenith models.

Even though the family resemblance is evident.
there are some differences. The 6D030 is made of
wood, not plastic like the 6D015. In addition, the 6D030
has no handle; however, it does have the same gold -

tone decorative strip with the red circle on/off indicator
light.

My new set is a little larger than the 6D015. It

measures 13./2" x 7'/2" x 6" at the base.
Both sets have a 6 -tube chassis. The following tubes

are used in the 6D030: a 12SJ7 RF. a 12SQ7 detector/
1st audio, a 12BA6 IF, a 12BE6 converter. a 35Z5

rectifier, and finally, a 35L6 audio output. The 128E6
replaces the 12SA7 found in the 6D015 chassis.

The grille cloth looks as if it was originally a dark
brown multi -colored burlap type material. However,
over the years. it has lightened up quite a bit and is now
a gold and tan color

As indicated by the "W" in the model number. the set
was originally painted white. I had to strip off what was
left of the paint and repaint it.

The 6D030 is a standard broadcast band AC/DC
that works very well. It has a loop antenna and is very
selective.

I know that this radio is probably no big deal. But.
the reason I decided to write this article was simply to
inform you readers that there was a wooden Zenith out
there that looked like the plastic 6D015. It surprised me
when I first saw it.

The RCA 8X-541

Not every collector has a wife who searches even
while she's on vacation. Richard Arnold is a luckyman.
Here he gives her find, a seemingly ordinary radio, a
little special attention. (Editor)

The RCA 8X-541, shown in Figure 1, isn't a radio so
spectacular that it grabs your attention. However,

I

think it is a pretty good radio and needs to be given a
little attention - even put into the spotlight.

I have this set sitting on a desk in my radio room. I
listen to it every day. mostly to Rush Limbaugh and
Legend 77 (KAAM. 96.7 MHz) in Dallas. Texas -
terrific music.

The 8X-541 was made in 1949. over 50 years ago.
and it is still giving excellent service. Just think of the
history of the last half century that has come through
that old speaker!

My wife was on vacation in Galveston, Texas, last
year and was looking for radios for me. She purchased
this 8X-541. I wasn't all that thrilled when she got home
with it, but I politely thanked her and put the set into my
collection. I thought I could use it for a possible future
trade, or something.

However, after looking it over and playing it. I have
to admit that she picked a good one - extra clean, no
cracks. and it plays beautifully. I lives up to its advertis-
ing as having "acoustical balance that produces the
Golden Throat tone." It also has its back cover, and all
the papers attached to the bottom of the set are in
excellent condition.

The chassis is mounted on its side, as shown in
Figure 2. The five tubes are easily acessible. A 12SA7.
a 12SK7, and a 12SQ7 are all metal tubes. A 50L6GT
and a 35Z5GT finish the lineup.
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Figure 1. The RCA 8X-541 is a 5 -tube AC/DC set
with a loop antenna housed in a plastic cabinet.

One large 3'7," tuning dial, in the center of the
cabinet tunes the broadcast band. A smaller knob on
the right side bottom of the set is the on/off and volume
control. The set is an AC/DC with a loop antenna, and
it is very selective. The maroon plastic cabinet has a
decorative pointer/top strip, which is made of brass.

As far as I know, there are three other mocels with
the same cabinet design, only in different colors. The
8X-542 is ivory, the 8X-545 is probably brown and the
8X-547 is white. They are all standard broadcast, 5 -
tube AC/DC sets.

Bunis' Collector's Guide to Antique Radios,
Fourth Edition, has the 8X-541 listed at between
$25 to $35, well worth that. and as far as I'm
concerned, maybe even a little more

Philco 37-630

At a garage sale. I bought the Philco Modal 37-630
shown in Figures 1 and 2, for $10. The set hummed
badly because the electrolytics were bad. So were
some of the bypass capacitors. I went to work on
replacements. Luckily, all the tubes tested OK.

The set must have been stored in a basement
because the chassis had rust on it, as did did the metal
tubes. When I cleaned up the cabinet, I also replaced
the missing knobs.

This article was inspired by Richard Arr old's story in
the January 2001 A.R.C. about his 38-43 Philco. My

37-630 cabinet is similar to the 38.40, except that my
grille is more circular. There is also a Philco shadow
tuning indicator.

The biggest problem with the set was getting the dial
bezel off. 't's a complicated set of clamps. I also had a
little trouble with the shadow tuner, but I managed to
correct all these problems. The set corks fine now.

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MEET & AUCTION REPORT

VRPS-AWA Convention & Auction
Irving, Texas - November 10-12, 2000

The Vintage Radio & Phonograph Society
(VRPS) held its 25th annual convention Novem-
ber 10-12, 2000, at the Holiday Inn Select, DFW
Airport South in Irving, Texas. Early registration
was encouraged this year with lower fees and
eligibility for drawings at the banquet offered as
incentives. Of the 302 in attendance, 193 were
registered bidders.

A unique aspect of this convention was the
significance given to the auctions. The only activ-
ity running parallel to the auctions throughout the
weekend was the contest display, which could be
viewed in leisure hours. In addition, there was no
flea market until Sunday morning to compete with
the auctions or the technical sessions.

The result was that these sessions were well
attended. Many commented on how much they
had learned from the two excellent technical talks
given by Neal McEwen on early telegraph and by
Bill Harris on the history of NBC chimes.

The theme of the convention was Art Deco and
many outstanding sets were on display. It was
unusual to have a contest category of military
equipment, and, in fact, the "Best of Show" went
to a display of military walkie-talkies. This display
included a pair of BC -611 -Fs, complete with pad-
ded cases for use by paratroopers, a direction -

finding loop, and two boxes of extra coils, crys-
tals, and spares. Amazingly complete, to say the
least!

On Saturday evening, the Awards Banquet
room was filled to capacity. Part of the entertain-
ment seemed to be A.R.C. Editor John Terrey's
new look. Without his beard, he inspired a series
of double -takes.

The Sunday flea market seems to get more
and more active each year. All tables were filled

As always. the auctions were the highlight of
the event. Four auctions had been planned: Fri-
day afternoon, the tubes and paper auction; Fri-
day evening, a general auction of less pricey
items; Saturday morning, a silent auction: and
Saturday, from 11 A.M. to 5 P.M., the major auc-
tion. On Friday, 526 lots with 63 passes brought
$16,348; on Saturday, 343 lots with 43 passes
totalled $21,946.

Auctioneer Michael Sherman, fresh from Cali-
fornia, kept the auctions going at a good pace, ably
assisted by VRPS President Jim Sargent. They
were aided by a roving TV camera which could
project on a huge screen the images of large con-
soles stored in an adjacent room. This bit of mod-
ern technology saves backs from having to lug the

sets into the room and saves sets from being
dropped. Let's hope that this technique for moving
auctions along in an efficient and safe manner
becomes the norm for other large auctions.

Each lot in the Friday night auction nad a $10
minimum and generally consisted of test equip-
ment and the more common, lower cost receiv-
ers. The Silent Auction had many more entries
this year of paper, tubes, and novelties. Participa-
tion was very good.

more expensive items with a $20 minimum was
the big attraction and a lively affair.

A few highlights from the auctions were the
following: two Philco 90 cathedrals selling at $500
and $525; a seldom seen Radiola V, with original
lid and base, at just $200; an Edison Standard
cylinder phonograph with horn, at $300; and an
Edison Amberola 30 at $260. An interesting aside
is that not a single Atwater Kent breadboard was
offered, even though nearly all types of radios
were represented.

JVC and the Quadrophonic Demodulator
"In the early 1970s, when Quadrophonic

sound and recording first came on the scene,
several systems were offered, and the Federal
Communications Commission decided to 'let
the markeplace sort them out.' For this rea-
son, several competing systems were placed
on the market within a short time span.

"One of the quadrophonic systems offered
to the consumer was the system developed
and marketed by the JVC Corporation. It
required, in part, the 'Demodulator seen
here. This original countertop advertising
display and demodulator box were found in
the effects of a long ago JVC dealer in the
summer of 1999. They apparently were dis-
tributed in 1972.

"This is the Model 4DD-5, CD -4 system
demodulator in its original box with instruc-
tions, accessories, and advertising.

A Ballast Tube Solution
BY STAN LOPE',

Replacement ballast tubes and resistance line
cords for AC/DC sets are becoming scarce. In
this article Stan Lopes describes how he eliminat-
ed the need for a ballast tube in a Zenith radio.
(Editor)

Among its other problems, my Zenith Model 6-
D-315, shown in Figure 1, had a burned out
ballast tube. This 5 -tube AC/DC set uses the
following tube types: 6A8G. 6U7G. 6Q7G, 25L6G.
25Z6G and a 100-70 ballast tube. The filaments
of the five vacuum tubes, all with 0.3 ampere
ratings, are wired in series. Their individual fila-
ment voltages add up to a total of 68.9 volts. In
addition, a 6.3 volt dial lamp is connected in the
series string.

The function of a ballast tube is to drop the line
voltage so that the series string of tube filaments
can be operated from full AC/DC line voltage.
Some ballast tubes contain a single resistance
element to achieve the necessary voltage drop.
In my case, the ballast tube was a bit more
complicated. It contains a second resistor that is
used to produce the voltage for the dial lamp. It
occurred to me that a 2 -element ballast tube
might be even harder to find. A tube base dia-
gram for the 100-70 ballast tube is shown in
Figure 2.

I took a different approach to the ballast prob-
lem by considering the use of tubes with higher
filament voltages but with the same, or similar,
performance characteristics. I found that the fol-

lowing tube complement would fill the bill: 12A8,
12K7, 1207, 50L6 and 35Z5.

In a series hookup, the filament voltages total
122.8 volts - just right for today's higher line
voltages. Remember that when this radio was
designed the typical line voltage was closer to
110 volts. After installing the new tubes, I con-
nected the dial lamp across pins 2 and 3 of the
35Z5 and changed the dial lamp from the 6.3 v/
0.3A to a Type 47.

Another feature of the radio bothered me. The
chassis was "hot:' that is, one side of the line
voltage was connected to the chassis via two
low -resistance bias resistors. So, I made another
change by rewiring the radio to remove all line
voltage connections to chassis ground and add-
ed new wiring to "float" that side of the AC/DC line
voltage.

I also added a 0.01 mF bypass capacitor from
the floating line to chassis ground. I kept the
defunct ballast tube in place to maintain the ra-
dio's original appearance.

When I completed the work, the radio played
very nicely. Purists may hate me for modifying
the radio, but I did return the old set to operating
condition, and the hot chassis hazard has been
eliminated.
