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EDITOR’S COMMENTS

January 1 always inspires hope of new beginnings.
Perhaps this year more than ever we need that sense of
renewal, and reflecting on the many “firsts” in radio
history may help to boost our sense of optimism. Last
month we celebrated Marconi's historic “first” — the first
transatlantic wireless transmission in December 1901.
This month our lead article by Ken R., reprinted with the
permission of Radio World, tells of the current efforts to
preserve the memory of another radio “first” — the
garage in which Frank Conrad first experimented with
radio broadcasting.

Whatis striking about the Conrad story is how quickly
it followed the momentous events of 1901. In 1916,
Frank Conrad, a Westinghouse engineer, first put a
microphone next to a phonograph and thereby created a
musical radio program broadcast from his garage. By
1920, urged by Conrad, Westinghouse had built the first
commercial station, KDKA, which was licensed on
October 27 and began broadcasting on November 2.
Unfortunately, Frank Conrad has never been afforded
the recogpnition due him for his enormous contribution to
the popularization of radio; hence, the difficulty in raising
funds to preserve his garage.

After KDKA went on the air, interest in radio began to
skyrocket. A new profession was bom — radio announcer
— and our cover features Harold Arin of KDKA, the first
full-time radio announcer. In her book Inventing American
Broadcasting 1899-1922, Susan Douglas reports that
radio sales went from 60 million in 1922 to 358 million in
1924. Suddenly, all manner of events were being
broadcast, from the Republican Convention in Cleveland
in 1924 to church services and sporting events.

By the mid-1930s, radio was in its prime and being
rivaled by television — another “first” developed in an
amazingly short time. A.R.C. staff member Ray Bintliff, a
retired RCA engineer, had an interesting flea-market
find — photos of a mid-1930s RCA set resembling the
TRK-12. A mystery lies in the Cyrillic lettering on one of
the sets. Was it intended for export to Russia, Samoff's
birthplace? What was the RCA-Soviet Union connection?

A “Puppy” transistor radio using only two transistors
catches the eye in Photo Review, as does a Revere
radio that looks like it's built into a camera case. And, a
British World War | set will surely attract military buffs.

On the scale of “firsts,” the Muchow auction in the fall
figured very highly and was the reason we fell behind on
reporting other events. We're now back on schedule
and will begin the new year with reports from Ray Chase
and Eric Stenberg on MAARC's RadioActivity, which
beat great odds against tropical storm Alison.

Over 200 bidders defied the weather and boosted
the sales to over $10,000. Happy bidders went away
with sets at reasonable prices; for example, a very
desirable black-dial Zenith console went for $360, a
Crosley Oracle grandfather clock-radio for $260, and
several Catalin sets in the $300 range. These modest
Catalin prices relflected the condition of the sets.
However, if you wanted a display set, not necessarily
in pristine condition, this was your chance.

RCA is aimost an underlying theme this month. John
Hagman's weakness for RCA led to his rising to the
challenge of restoring a Model 128. Luckily for us, he
documented the before and after state of the set step-
by-step, including thirteen coats of lacquer. John exhibits
a true love of preservation, and we look forward to
publishing his next articie on an AK-545 restoration.

In a brief article about the nagging problem of rubber-
covered wire in radios, Ray Bintliff ruminates about what
lay behind such a choice by major manufacturers. Ray
also hopes that the chemists among you might have
answers to why rubber fails as an insulator.

Dick Desjarlais reviews Mark Stein's new price guide
to pre-war consoles, which obviously fills a need for
collectors. For many years, consoles sold for about $10.
Now, as with the Zenith mentioned earier, they are
valued at much more. Dick calls Stein's extensive
coverage of over 3,500 models a valuable reference
guide, as well as a “feast for the eyes.”

Radio Miscellanea inlcudes more on Marconi, whose
achievements are of never-ending interest. We've also
found that Canada was not to be outdone by England in
the production of a coin commemorating the first
transatlantic wireless transmission from England to
Newfoundland. This page always adds layers of
information to our compilation of radio history.

Historic Site to be Resurrected?
Storage Looms for the Site of Radio’s First
Commercial Broadcasts from ‘Amateur’ Station 8XK

This story originally appeared in the April 11,
2001 issue of "Radio World,” the newspaper for
radio managers and engineers. We're grateful to
Dale Davenport for bringing the article to our
attention and to Paul J. McLane, Editor of “Radio
World," for granting permission to reprint the arti-
cle. The effort to find land on which to reconstruct
Conrad’s now dismantled garage continues. To
contribute to this worthy cause, please see the
end of the article.

The year was 1916. In a little brick garage in
suburban Pittsburgh, an engineer toiled away on
secret electrical experiments. The neighbors might
not have understood what Dr. Frank Conrad was
up to, but his tinkering led to the first commercial
radio broadcast in this country.

Conrad's success with experimental station
8XK encouraged him to push his employer, West-
inghouse Electric and Manufacturing Company,
to build its own commercial station, KDKA.

But unlike other sites where great American
inventors launched industries of enormous wealth
and cultural impact, such as the Edison Museum
in West Orange, N.J., and the Henry Ford Muse-
um in Dearborn, Mich., this 80-year-old historic
site is in danger of being lost forever

The property on which the Conrad house and
garage sit has been sold and the site slated for
redevelopment. Disassembly of the garage be-
gan in late March, with plans to reconstruct it later
brick by brick, when its champions raise the funds.

BIRTHPLACE OF RADIO

Rick Harris is chairman of the Frank Conrad
Garage Project, an eleventh-hour effort to save
the birthplace of radio and make it the center-
piece of a proposed National Museum of Broad-
casting in Pittsburgh.

With a little help from Interep Chairman Ralph
Guild and Save America's Treasures, a public
private partnership between the White House Mil-

lennium Council and the National Trust for Historic
Preservation, this effort might prove successful.

“It was slated to be destroyed as early as May
1, 2001,” said Harris, “to make way for a fast-food
restaurant.”

While the story of radio is dotted with colorful
characters like Reginald Fessenden, Major Ed-
win H. Armstrong and Vladimir Zworykin, Frank
Conrad was a visionary who took a simple “wire-
less” invention and built it into a practical product
which some would say kicked off the commercial
radio industry.

The book “Early Radio in the USA: The Story
of Westinghouse Electric” by George H. Douglas
provides some context for Conrad’s achievement.

For the most part, Douglas writes, even as
late as 1920, almost 20 years after Marconi first
demonstrated the “wireless telegraph,” only a few
amateur hobbyists had radio sets that they had
built themselves.

EARLY YEARS

Few could see the commercial value in wire-
less communications. Radio reception was still
erratic and the public couldn’t buy ready-made
sets until 1920. Westinghouse was one of the first
companies to make these new receivers avail-
able and so had a vested interest in providing the
content.

Frank Conrad was a Westinghouse engineer
in charge of the company's radio division that
worked on government contracts, developing ra-
dio technology for the military during World War 1.

During the war, Conrad developed radio tech-
nology that enabled pilots to send voice messag-
es from airplanes to the ground.

And after the war, Conrad spent time experi-
menting in his garage just outside of Pittsburgh
with his own experimental radio station, 8XK,
which was licensed by the U.S. Commerce Dept.
as an “amateur” station.

He and his two sons aired songs played live
by local musicians and singers and broadcast
phonograph records. The few people with radios,
or homemade “crystal radio” sets, started to tell
their neighbors. Then Conrad began to receive a
deluge of calls and letters from people requesting
that he play a special song dedicated to someone
at a specific time, according to Rick Harris.

“He got hundreds of requests each week,
Harris said. “Average people just couldn’t believe
that you could play music over the radio.”

When he started to borrow records from the
local Hamilton Music Store, Conrad began to credit
the music store on the air and thus what many
believe was the first commercial broadcast was
made from that garage outside Pittsburgh in 1920.

Also that year, the public's interest in Con-
rad’s “programs” spurred a local department store
to advertise an amateur radio set for about $10.
That same year, at Conrad’'s urging, Westing-
house built a 100-watt transmitter that Conrad
designed and tested. Just in time for the 1920
presidential election results, the U.S. Department
of Commerce, the agency first charged with regu-
lating radio, licensed commercial station KDKA.

“The license wasn't official until you had it in
your hands and so the Cox-Harding elections
retums were broadcast on ‘8ZZ," which became
KDKA two days later when the U.S. Post Office
delivered the commercial license that Westing-
house had applied for,” Harris said

In 1937, when pioneer Mar-
coni died, all the radio stations
in the world broadcast a two-
minute silence; when Conrad
died at age 67 in 1941, there
was no such fanfare

MONEY TALKS

At press time, Harris was
disassembling the garage and
moving it into storage. Now he
and the garage project will need
to find additional funding to re-
build the garage or build the pro-
posed museum.

The largest grant the project
has received thus far is $50,000
from New York-based Interep
Chairman Ralph Guild.

While Guild's firm, Interep
has a commercial relationship

Early Radio History Timeline:
Beyond the Telegraph

1887 — German scientist Heinrich Rudolf
Hertz demonstrates that electromagnetic
waves can be transmitted through space.
Hertz’s name was adopted as the measure of
all radio frequencies.

1901 — Italian engineer Guglielmo Mar-
coni receives first trans-Atlantic wireless sig-
nal sent from England to Newfoundland.
The first practical applications of the new
wireless are for ship-to-ship and ship-to-shore
communication.

1904 — British engineer Sir John A. Flem-
ing develops the diode tube, which becomes
the basis for receiving wireless voice signals,
but it fails to amplify electronic signals.

1906 — Inventor Lee de Forest devises
three-element or triode vacuum tube (known
as the Audion), which becomes the basis for
radio signal amplification of voice transmis-
sions.

— Canadian inventor Reginald Fessenden
transmits the first distant voice and music
broadcast from Brant Rock, Mass., to ships
at sea in the Atlantic.

1910 — DeForest conducts experimental
live radio broadcast from the Metropolitan
Opera House in New York of Cavalleria Rus-
ticana and Pagliacci with casts that fea-
tured opera tenor Enrico Caruso, marking
the first significant wireless voice and music
transmission in a U.S. city.

1913 — The American Society of Compos-
ers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP) forms
to protect the creative works of musicians
and music publishers that air over the new
experimental radio stations. It is the first
music licensing organization in the United
States.

1916 — Inventor and business entrepre-
neur David Sarnoff, then commercial man-
ager for the American Marconi Telegraphy
Co., proposes developing a “radio music box”
toreceive radio transmissions. (Sarnoff even-
tually became the major force behind RCA’s
moves into radio broadcasting and televi-
sion.)

1919 — Radio Corp. of America (RCA) is
established primarily to market wireless ra-
dio receivers manufactured by General Elec-
tric and Westinghouse.

1920 — Wireless receiving sets are adver-
tised for sale to the public.

— Westinghouse’s KDKA, Pittsburgh,
signs on with the election returns of the
Harding-Cox presidential race. KDKA is gen-
erally considered the first major U.S. radio
station to offer regularly scheduled program-
ming.

1921 — Westinghouse’s WBZ (Springfield,
Mass.) receives the first U.S. broadcast li-
cense, granted by the Department of Com-
merce.

1922 — First paid commercial “message”
airs over WEAF New York. This station even-
tually became WNBC and then WFAN.

1923 — First simulcast (a five-minute sax-
ophone broadcast) by wire connects radio
stations WEAF New York and WNAC Bos-
ton. The event marks the beginning of multi-
ple “chain” station or network broadcasting.

— The National Association of Broadcast-
ers forms in Chicago to negotiate ASCAP's
demands for music license fees from radio
stations.

— First government classification of radio
stations by signal power is undertaken to
alleviate channel interference when broad-
casting.

1925 — Commentator Lowell Thomas
makes first radio appearance over KDKA.,
Thomas is recognized as the pioneer of news
broadcasting.

1926 — NBC (National Broadcasting Com-
pany) Radio Network broadcasts on 20 scat-
tered stations through leased AT&T tele-
phone lines and so becomes the first major
radio network in the United States.

1927 — Congress establishes the Federal
Radio Commission (FRC) through the Radio
Act of 1927 to regulate radio. One of its
mandates was that stations operate in the
“public interest, convenience or necessity.”

1927 - 1928 — CBS (Columbia Broadcast-
ing System) Radio Network forms, first call-
ing itself the Columbia Phonograph Broad-
casting System, to compete head-on with
NBC. Former cigar company executive Will-
iam 8. Paley becomes its president and even-
tually assumes the chairmanship.

1928 — Advertising agencies expand be-
yond print placements to radio.

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VINTAGE TELEVISIONS

The RCA-Soviet Union TV Connection

BY RAY BINTLIFF

As we have noted before, there is more to radio
flea markets and auctions than just radios. Take
time to look at the radio-related paper items. You
may be pleasantly surprised. Some photographs,
circa 1935, that Ray Bintliff acquired at an auction
suggest that RCA planned to license or manufac-
ture TV sets for sale in the Soviet Union. The photo-
graphs caught Ray's eye because the TV sets closely
resembled the pre-WWil TRK-12 models that he
serviced after jcining RCA in 1946 (Editor)

Figure 1. This RCA TV set is believed to be an
engineering model from about 1935. Its cabinet
styling and mirror-in-the lid picture are similar to
RCA’s Model TRK-12.

A collection of photographs that | purchased at an
auction are obviously the product of RCA's photo lab.
Although these photographs are numbered, they are
not dated and lack any descriptive information. How-
ever, | believe that they are from the mid-1930s.

TWO EARLY TV SETS

One of these photographs is reproduced as Fig-
ure 1 and depicts a TV set that is possibly an
engineering model and a predecessor of RCA's
famous TV Model TRK-12. The set uses the mirror-
in-the-lid concept, as dd the TRK-12. However the
arrangement of its operating controls is different.

This TV, similar in appearance to the TV
shown in Figure 1, was probably an export model
for the Soviet Union.



Figure 3. This chassis from the export model
used 6-pin and 7-pin ST style glass tubes as well
as octal based tubes. It is thought to contain only
the deflection circuitry.

The seven operating controls are arranged on the
front of the cabinet unlike the TRK-12 that had its
controls on the top of the cabinet. The concentric
knobs at the top and center of the cabiet are
probably the channel selector and fine tuning con-
trols. A decal on the cabinet displays the RCA
“meatball” and the word “Television

Another television set shown in Figure 2 resem-
bles the set shown in Figure 1 and also carries the
familiar RCA emblem but in this case the word
“Television” is spelled with Cyrillic characters
(Tenesiinenne). It seems reasonable to conclude
that the set was intended for sale or demronstration
in the Soviet Union.

A side view of the set’s chassis
is shown in Figure 3. The absence
of chassis markings to show tube-
type locations suggests that it was
not a production unit but probably
an engineering model.

Figure 4 provides a top view of
the chassis. The chassis and kine-
scope are mounted vertically in the
cabinet. The set up controls are ac-
cessed at the top of the cabinet
when the lid is open. The seven
knobs, labeled with Cyrillic charac-
ters, control the picture set up. The
three controls grouped on the left
are used for horizontal deflection
adjustments. They are: Frequency,
Centering and Size. The single knob
in the center is the focus adjust-
ment. The three controls on the right
are for vertical sweep adjustments.
From left to right they are Size, Cen-
tering and Frequency.

WHAT IS THIS THING?

Using a big magnifying glass and a little imagina-
tion | reached a number of conclusions about this
chassis. Since some guesswork was involved, my
conclusions may be less tnan certain. But here we
go.
Two tubes are marked as Type 6A6. The 6A6isa
high-Mu dual triode and a 7-pin equivalent of the
octal-based 6N7. A Type 6C6 tube is located above
the vertical frequency cont-ol. The set also uses two
Type 42 tubes and a number of metal octal-based
tubes. The tube bases that can be read are branded
“RCA-Cunningham.” The use of RCA-Cunningham
and octal-based tubes plzces the set in the 1935-
1936 timeframe. The kinescope (picture tube) has a
10" screen and uses elecirostatic deflection, since
there is no evidence of a deflection yoke.

The construction of the chassis is unusual with
several of the tubes mounted at an angle to allow it
to fit in the cabinet. A serial number, 00120, is
stamped into the chassis. 't seems unlikely that 120
of these units were built. Furthermore, the unit ap-
pears to contain only deflection circuitry. There must
have been a separate tuner unit with RF, IF and
detector stages. The audio amplifier might have
been a separate unit as well. Too bad that the photo
collection is incomplete and that it did not include
under-thechassis views.

MORE TO LEARN

While we know something about these two sets,
much remains a mystery. What was the RCA-Soviet
connection? | do recall tnat RCA sold broadcast
stations to the Soviets during the pre-WWII period
and of course General Samoff was born in Russia.

Was the TRK-12 design an ouigrowth of the set
shown in Figure 1? The greatest similarity seems to
be the vertically mounted kinescope with a mirror in
the lid of the TV and general cabinet styling.

MEET & AUCTION REPORT

MAARC RadioActivity
Beltsville, Maryland — June 14-16, 2001

The annual RadioActivity meet of the Mid-At-
lantic Antique Radio Club (MAARC) is usually a
fine meet, but the weather is often not very coop-
erative. This year was no exception. Due to trop-
ical storm Alison’s pumping warm, moist air up
from the Gulf of Mexico, the event endured some
sweltering times. Fortunately, the rain pretty much
stayed away until Saturday, and radio collectors
are obviously not deterred by a little sun and
sweat. Still, if you were a vendor and didn’t bring
your tent, you were at a distinct disadvantage.

Although the meet was scheduled to start at
noon Thursday, the main part of the parking lot
was full, since many had come Wednesday night
and set up first thing Thursday moming. Fortu-
nately, there was plenty of room available, and
sellers arriving later on Thursday still were able to
find space. Of the 239 participants who regis-
tered for the meet, 126 purchased flea market
spaces.

Thursday can be described in two words —
“hot” and “humid” — as only Eastem Maryland
can be in summer. Nonetheless, transactions
were brisk, and a good deal of merchandise
changed hands. The flea market even managed
to carry decent momentum into Friday, avoiding
to some degree the second day doldrums that
seem to be plaguing many multiday radio flea
markets of late.

The auctions were split into three sections
this year. New to RadioActivity was the Tubes,
Parts, and Ephemera Auction held on Thursday
evening. The idea was to provide a forum for
lower value and box lot items to be sold. This
was intended to help keep the average quality of
the main auction offerings higher and to keep it
from running long.

On Saturday there was a silent auction for the
88 lots of very low value items. For those of you
not versed in the procedure, each item or lot is

laid out on a table with a sheet of paper next to it.
Bidders write down their names and the amount
of their bids. Anyone following can simply add his
name and a higher bid. At 11 a.m., the bidding is
closed and everyone is chased out of the room.

This makes for some interesting hovering
around certain items as bidders watch closely to
see if their bids are going to be bested, especially
at the last minute. Meanwhile, the goods for the
afternoon auction are being displayed in other
rooms so a ot of perusing was going on most of
the moming.

The main auction followed, and Auctioneer
Brian Belanger did his usual splendid job running
the 235 lots past the 118 registered bidders.
Prices seemed quite moderate, so those who
chose to stay the full meet were able to acquire
some of the goodies they may have missed in the
flea market because of the poor weather. Total
sales for the three auctions exceeded $10,000.

The contest display took shape inside and a
great display it was. However, the theme was

Bendix and it was surprising that relatively few
Bendix products were on display. There was no
Bendix World War Il hardware.

The rest of the contest entries were exception-
al, including the category of “red radios.” The club
started this category of colored radios a year or
s0 ago, and it has tumed out to be very popular.
Another category that received considerable at-
tention was restoration, including step-by-step
descriptions. A working 9" Motorola TV displayed
quite literatly in an exploded view was notewor-
thy. Also very impressive was Floyd Jury's dis-
play of early Geiger tubes, along with a history of
Hans Wilhelm Geiger.

Other activities included two excellent restora-
tion seminars. Geoff Shearer and Joe Milano
together gave a highly informative talk on wood
cabinet restoration. Then Ed Lyon gave one of
his very popular discussions on chassis restora-
tion. Rod Matzko organized the outstanding Old
Equipment Contest. The quality of the 38 total
entries in the 15 categories made judging a mon-
umental task this year.

At the “Old Radio Round-Up” on Saturday mom-
ing, the public was invited to bring their old radios
for evaluation, and, if they wished, for sale in the
auction. The heavy rain that finally arrived that
morning no doubt had a dampening effect on this
activity. However, several people did bring items
and a few stayed to bid in the main auction. Among
them was the gentleman who purchased the Ze-
nith 85154 console, the high item of the day at
$360. We may have a serious new collector here!

Next year, MAARC is holding the meet a few
weeks earlier to catch some cooler weather. Ra-

RESTORATION & REPAIR

Restoring an RCA Model 128

BY JOHN HAGMAN

As a collector, John Hagman calls himself an
“Antique Radio Archeologist.” He's interested in the
“diamond so rough it shines only in my mind’s eye.”
In the following article, he describes bringing a bas-
ket case back from the grave, a process about 40 of
his display sets have gone through. (Editor)

When | saw the RCA 128 on eBay, | couldn’t
resist the challenge. It's really cool looking, and |
have a weakness for RCAs and honking big tomb-
stones. | already own an RCA 262 console, as well
as a mess of T-series tombstones. | love them all.

This set uses the full size coil cans from con-
soles, as well as the inimitable early 1930s RCA
dark red dial that you need an arc lamp behind to
read. It is a 1935 model and has the following tube
types: 6D6, 6A7, 606, 6B7, 41, and 80. It covers the
AM broadcast band through 18 MHz in three bands.

THE CABINET

As Figure 1 shows, the cabinet had a lot of water
damage. The sides and front were quite separated.
I made two “shoes” or lasts, one using sign board for
inside the whole face and another that fit the face
outside to match. | drilled these for /4" carriage bolts
thatfitted through the grille and knob openings. This
makes a perfect press that relaminates the face and

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bars all at once. | cleaned up the glue later, and then
reapplied the press to add patches to the face.

Onthe less visible sides, | used Plasticwood to fill
in small areas (I used a little on the face too),
scribing little grain lines in them. These lines darken
when stained. | obtained veneer patches from an
old Philco 20.

After much sanding, | stained the whole cabinet
with Minwax dark wainut. RCA covered nearly the
entire radio in walnut, but the shoulders and base
are poplar pieces. After the stain had dried, | masked
off these poplar areas and applied toner thoroughly.

Then came ten coats of gloss and three of satin
lacquer. | lay my radios on their backs to apply a few
extra thick coats of lacquer. This helps to keep the
lacquer from running. After 10 days drying, | leveled
the surface with 600 and then 1200 grit paper. |
finished off with #0000 steel wool and white Scotch-
brite for a final high polish.

THE CHASSIS

Meanwhile, | used Naval Jelly to clean the chas-
sis and washed the whole thing in the sink, being
careful to keep water out of the cans. However, |
rinsed the entire filthy underside with the spray
hose. | can’t recommend this whole treatment in
general, but | did get away with it.

Next, | put chassis on the stove above the warm
pilot area for a few days after drying it with com-
pressed air. | treated the once rusty areas with
Extend rust converter just in case, and when this
was dry, removed the cans and old electrolytics and
carefully masked the chassis.

| applied several coats of hammer finish, dull
aluminum paint, and later installed the cans after
polishing them. The tuning cap had been abused
and required bending and fiddling to clear shorts.
The volume and tone controls, mounted outboard of
the chassis, were in need of repair. The phenolic
wafers in the rotors had broken loose from the
shafts. After lubricating the lower part of the shafts,
| carefully Crazy-glued the phenolic wafers in place
at the top (it worked beautifully).

| cleaned the controls inside and reassembled
them. | fitted the few rubber covered wires in the set
with new spaghetti sleeves after stripping the old
rubber, rather than installing new wire. Next, | re-
capped the set. RCA used scary black stuffed paper
capacitors with cryptic markings that have no value
and no match to the schematic.

After much head scratching and interpolation of
the schematic, | did get the capacitors all replaced
and the radio sprang to life. The speaker frame
required rust treatment, and the cone needed ex-
tensive patching with coffee filter paper and fabric
glue. | installed a new fabric-covered reproduction

cord and plug, as well as a ¥s-amp fuse and holder.
A view of the restored chassis is shown in Figure 2.

THE FINISHED PRODUCT

After alignment, the set has amazing selectivity
and gain for a 6 banger, even an RCA. | burned in
the chassis for many hours, and installed it in the
cabinet with a substitute tuning knob until the real
one arrives. The restored set is shown in Figure 3.
Note the amazing transformation from before to
after — it took a lot of time, but the satisfaction is
immense.

Hope I've given some helpful tips. It sure has
taken a lot of words to tell the tale, but not as many
as my drops of sweat. Still, it seems the sweetest
victories are the hardest ones, and radios are no
exception.

Rubber-Covered Wire

Atwater Kent, RCA and Zenith, among others, used
rubber-covered wire in some radios. While all types of
insulated wire degrade with age, rubber insulation
seems to present the greatest problem. Some of the
rubber insulation tums into a sticky mess, but the more
common problem is that it dries out and crumbles at
the slightest touch. When making repairs, the act of
moving rubber-covered wiring can result in a mostly
bare wire with a pile of crumbled rubber on the bottom
of the chassis. The unfortunate part of this story is that
it is often necessary to move wiring when replacing
components. The more you poke, the more damage to
bad insulation.

The remedy for bad insulation is replacement of the
wiring. In some cases, a repair can be accomplished
by disconnecting one end of the bad wire, slippingon a
piece of spaghetti and reconnecting the wire.

Zenith used rubber-covered wire for the leads from
IF transformers. Here the replacement of wires is a
more complicated task. To make matters worse, the
wire leads coming from the IF transformers were often
pulled tight against the chassis holes. As the rubber
insulation ages, the chances of shorts to the chassis
increase.

When repairing or restoring a chassis that has rub-
ber insulated wiring, the wiring should be inspected
and repaired or replaced as necessary.

| have often wondered why rubber insulation failed
so frequently. The fact that chemistry was my poorest
subject did little to help me develop some theories
about the rubber problem. One time | thought | had a
solution. Since only the blue colored rubber in a set
was bad, § concluded that it must be the pigment used
to color the rubber. What seemed to be a great idea
soon became a lousy idea because | found some blue
wire in the same set that was in good cordition. My
present theory is that it must have something to do with
the formulation of the rubber — a mix of filler, latex and
pigment. Maybe the latex to filler ratio was too low.

Wire color does not seem to be a factor. I've seen
bad rubber in all colors. Proximity to heat, such as
nearby power resistors, seems to dry out the rubber.

There must be some knowledgeable A.R.C. read-
ers, with tetter chemistry marks, who can shed some
light on this problem. | would like to hear from you.

BOOK REVIEW

The Complete Price Guide to Antique
Radios: Pre-War Consoles
By Mark V. Stein

REVIEWED BY DICK DESJARLAIS

Mark Stein’s Machine Age to Jet
Age series has provided antique ra-
dio collectors, dealers and histori-
ans with a 32-year time capsule in
the form of a guide to tabletop radi-
os. In his latest work, The Complete
Price Guide to Antique Radios: Pre-
War Consoles, Stein makes a dis-
tinct departure from previous efforts,
both in titie and in content.

As is evident in the title, the en-
tire focus in this reliable price guide
is on pre-war consoles (floor mod-
els). Over 3,500 models are depict-
ed, covering the years 1930 to 1942.
Itis a feast for the eyes to simply flip
through over 200 pages — 12 pho-
tos per page. Every page is filled
with reflections on the past, from
simple designs like the Philco Mod-
el 33-F, valued at $75, to the elegant Sparton Model
1186 peach mirror radio at $45,000, the E.H. Scott
Quaranta at $12,000, and, of course, the penultimate
Zenith Stratosphere, valued in the $50,000 to $75,000
range.

These values obviously represent extreme price
ranges. However, Stein’s book is remarkable because
it also identifies, describes, and values hundreds upon
hundreds of “middle range” console radios. You name
it, this book has it — from the elegant highboys, such
as the 1932 American-Bosch Model 40L ($150), to the
classic lowboy style represented by the 1931 Fada
Model 47 ($250).

In addition, Stein’s book generously chronicles the
gradual change in cabinet design, from the highboy
and lowboy profile of the early 1930s to the legless
floor models of the mid-1930s. Of the latter, the 1936
Silvertone Model 4586 ($350) is a good example.

The inclusion of price guide values is always a bold
and risky venture, but kudos to the author for continu-
ing this practice in what he calis the “first vintage
console radio reference guide ever.” Stein’s parame-
ters in establishing values, as he explains on page 5,
are as sound and rellable as this complex task permits.
Pages 6 through 8 present excellent “General Guide-
lines in Determining Value,” including “Design Pedi-
gree,” “Cabinet Design,” “Brand Name,” “Tube and
Band Counts,” and other considerations.

Most notable is the section on “Design Pedigree,”
which acknowledges the contributions of such radio
cabinet designers as Dreyfuss, Teague and Bel Ged-
des. Where possible, Stein has identified a document-
ed designer (Des.), or an undocumented designer,

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assuming attributions (Attrib.). A
good example is the Sparton Model
1186, which denotes “11 tubes, 3
bands, Teague Des.”

Stein also discusses the other
important considerations to be made
in determining value — cabinet,
chassls, and trim conditions. He has
added a listing of collector resourc-
es that is excellent.

There were many elegantly de-
signed consoles manufactured be-
fore the seemingly arbitrary date of
1930 established by the author.
Limited space or cost factors may
be among the reasons. However,
whatever the reasons, | was disap-
pointed to find that models from the
years 1927 through 1929 were not
inciuded.

One has only to flip through the first few pages of A
Blast from the Pastby Wolf & Jacobson to realize that
the era of very collectible highboy and lowboy consoles
began with the year 1927. But perhaps my disappoint-
ment stems from the fact that the favorite radio in my
collection is not included. A family heirloom, it is the
1928 Atwater Kent Model 40 in a Pooley cabinet,
designated in A Blast From the Past as “Model 7500
Spanish Chest Radio Cabinet.”

Stein statesin his preface that “there wilt undoubtedly
be supplements to this title in the future as my research
continues.” He also says, “look for more new titles and
prices from Radiomania Books coming soon.” This is all
good news. Perhaps we can look forward, not only to
more on consoles, but hopefully to other reference guides
for grandfather clock radios, chairside radios, “hidden
radios,” battery sets, home brews, and communications
receivers, to name only a few.

The Complete Price Guide to Antique Radios: Pre-
War Consoles is available in an 8" x 11" format
containing 240 pages and showing over 3,500 models.

They were having something called a “silent auction.” |
watched as the sellers placed their items on a table
along with a sheet of paper on which to write bids. No
sooner had | and several other bidders recorded our
bids when the sellers rushed over to the table and wrote
down higher bids! This strarge behavior was repeated
time after time. My first thought was, “How does this
differ from negotiating a price with a flea market seller?”
) saw no difference, so my frst bid was my last.

Extravaganza 2001 included something called a
“buyback auction” where sellers can bid againstbuyers.
How does this differ from the MARC “silent auction™? |
see no difference, except that the sellers get a lot less
excercise. Bidding these “designer auctions” is like
playing poker with the dealer having a marked deck.
Caveat emptor, fellow collectors. Allowing the seller to
bid tips the auctions’ sales entirely in his favor.

The practice of allowing the seller to bid on his own
items is another way of hardling minimum bids, also
called buyer reserves. Of course, buyers prefer an
auction with no reserves; however, sellers often hesi-
tate to place items in an auction which does not allow
reserves. There are at least two ways to handle re-
serves: (1) Start at the minimum bid, which often quiets
the crowd when they otherwise might have energeti-
cally bid up to the minimum, or (2) have the auctioneer
bid for the seller up to the reserve. | have seen major
auction houses do it both ways with success. Allowing
the seller to bid is similar to the latter method. (Editor)
