GENERAL REPORT DESCRIPTION

This report is a compilation of selected
Average Quarter-Hour and Cume listening
estimates for the Metro and TSA and data as
they appeared in the Spring 1991 Radio
Market Reports. In Condensed markets, the
data presented are Average Quarter-Hour and
Cume estimates for the Metro. Metro popula-
tion estimates for each market also are
included. The audience estimates presented
in this report are subject to the Limitations
presented in the Radio Market Report from
which these estimates are reprinted. A sum-
mary description of the survey methodology
used to produce these estimates is presented
in the back of this report. A more detailed
description of Arbitron methodology can be
found in a separate publication, available to all
Radio Market Report subscribers, entitled
Radio Description of Methodology.

BATON ROUGE AND/OR NEW
ORLEANS, LA

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station KHOM-FM
repeatedly aired the following statement during
the Winter 1991 survey and through May 14 of
the Spring 1991 survey:

"Hey, remember this and write-it-down.
When you're listening to your favorite
oldies, you're listening to Rocking
Oldies KHOM 104."

This announcement may prompt diarykeepers
to remember to report KHOM-FM in their
diaries. However, as in the case of other such
activities, Arbitron does not attempt to
determine the extent of any possible bias or
distortion. Our action in this matter (page 5B
note) is intended to alert users of this report to
activities which have been conducted in the
market. Arbitron continues to discourage
stations from conducting activities which have
the potential to bias survey participants or
distort survey results.

CHAMPAIGN, IL

EXTEMPORANEOUS COMMENT/ Radio
Station WDWS-AM's on-air morning personality
received a call between 5:30 AM and 6:30 AM
on April 11, 1991 from an Arbitron diarykeeper.

While live on-the-air, a caller gave her name
and then, early in the conversation, told the DJ
that she was keeping a diary. The on-air
personality responded by advising her to "be
accurate” and "put down whatever you listen
to." The diarykeeper kept the conversation
going by telling the DJ that she was "plugging"
his station and especially the DJ. At that point
the DJ responded by making the comment,
"well it looks like I'll have to send you some sort
of cash bonus now."

Arbitron’s concern is that on-air mention of a
"cash bonus" for survey participation may
prompt other diarykeepers to report their
WDWS-AM listening or to advise the station that
they have a diary. However, the station
informed us that no other diarykeepers called
the station.

As in the case of other such activities, Arbitron
does not attempt to determine the extent of
any possible bias or distortion. QOur action in
this matter (page 5B note) is intended to alert
users of this report to activities which have
been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

DENVER, CO

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station KUIME-AM
conducted an on-air survey announcement

about five times per day for about two weeks,
starting about April 5 and ending April 19, 1991
(terminated at Arbitron’s request).

The announcement (aired in Spanish), began
with the general manager of the station
introducing himself and the station. Then he
said [English translation]:

"l am happy for the support given to the
Mexican J [KJME], that, according to
surveys conducted by the national
companies it is amongst the most
popular ones. And, special thanks to
those persons that took the time to fill
out the forms asking in detail about your
favorite station. When you receive these
forms by mail, please don’t throw them
away, fill them out and tell them, the
whole world, 'l listen to the Mexican J’
[KJME]."

Such announcements may alert listeners about
Arbitron’s survey in progress, thereby
differentially sensitizing KIME-AM listeners as
compared to listeners of other stations. This
announcement may also serve to prompt
diarykeepers who listen to KIME-AM to
remember to report their KIME-AM listening.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Qur
actions in this matter (cover note, page 5B
note, computer tape flag, and below-the-line
placement) are intended to alert users of this
report to activities which have been conducted
in the market. Arbitron continues to discourage
stations from conducting activities which have
the potential to bias survey participants or
distort survey results.

FARGO-MOORHEAD, ND-MN

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station KQWB-FM aired
the following statement from February 25
through March 25, 1991 about one to three
times a day.

"When someone should ask you what
radio station you listen to, don't just tell
them, write it down for them, like
this...Q98. That's Q98 KQWB."

This statement may be suggestive of our
survey process and may prompt a diarykeeper
to remember to record listening to KQWB-FM.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Our
action in this matter (page 5B note) is intended
to alert users of this report to activities which
have been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.
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FT. PIERCE-STUART-VERO BEACH

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station WZZR-FM used
the following on-air liner about six times per
day (Monday-Friday) from April 29 through May
20, 1991. The statement was discontinued at
Arbitron’s request.

"If you're keeping track, our call letters
are WZZR. Our frequency is 92.7 and
the radio station is Z93."

"Keeping track" of the station’s call letters,
frequency and slogan is a task that resembles
the process of participating in our survey and
may serve to remind diarykeepers to report
their WZZR-FM listening in their diaries.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion.
Arbitron's action in this matter (page 5B note) is
intended to alert users of this report to activities
which have been conducted in the market.
Arbitron continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

LA CROSSE, Wi

RATING BIAS and RATING DISTORTION/
Radio Station WLXR-FM used the following
liner on-air from January 10 through the end of
the Spring 1991 survey:

“In case you forgot to write it down, the
station you heard at work today was Hit
105 WLXR, today's best music."

This statement may prompt diarykeepers to:
remember to report their WLXR-FM listening in
their diaries; or write down (report) that any
radio station heard at work that day was
WLXR-FM. However, as in the case of other
such activities, Arbitron does not attempt to
determine the extent of any possible bias or
distortion. Our actions in this matter (cover
note, page 5B notice and computer tape flag)
are intended to alert users of this report to
activities which have been conducted in the
market. Arbitron continues to discourage
stations from conducting activities which have
the potential to bias survey participants or
distort survey results.

LAFAYETTE, IN

RATING DISTORTION/ Radio Station
WAZY-FM used the following on-air statement
about once or twice a day from late April
through the end of the Spring survey. The
station discontinued the liner upon Arbitron’s
request:

"Remember, when you go home
tonight the station you listened to all
day is 96.5 WAZY. Thank you."
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Instructing listeners to remember listening to
WAZY-FM all day may encourage diarykeepers
to report more or different listening to
WAZY-FM than actually occurred. However, as
in the case of other such activities, Arbitron
does not attempt to determine the extent of
any possible bias or distortion. Our action in
this matter (page 5B note) is intended to alert
users of this report to activities which have
been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

LUBBOCK, TX

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station KKIK-FM
conducted a promotion/opinion poll called the
"Radio Report Card" during the Spring survey.
Several on-air statements alerted listeners that
the..."Radio Report Card will be in your mailbox
next week. Get cash for your opinion from
KKIK..."

KKIK-FM listeners may be more likely to
respond to Arbitron’s survey due to the station’s
cash offer for expressing an opinion by way of
something received in the mail. Diarykeepers
hearing the announcement may also be
reminded to report their KKIK-FM listening.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Our
action in this matter (page 5B note) is intended
to alert users of this report to activities which
have been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

PALM SPRINGS, CA

RATING BIAS and RATING DISTORTION/
Radio Station KCLB-AM conducted a survey
announcement from April 16 to April 30, 1991,
about once per air shift. In addition, KCLB-AM
placed a newspaper advertisement in the May
2 edition of a weekly newspaper.

The newspaper ad and on-air announcement
were in Spanish and have been translated into
English by the station as follows:

Newspaper Ad

"K-CLUB 970, The Musical Wave of
the 90's.

The department of Ambitron [sic] is
conducting a survey of the radio stations
of the Coachella Valley and Imperial
Valley. If you are asked which station
you listen to...tell them KCLUB 970 AM.

The Musical Wave of the 90's. Thank
you for your preference."

On Air

"Dear Radio listener, the Department
of Arbitron is conducting the 1991
audience survey and you will be sent a
formulary (form) by mail asking you
which radio station you listen to...Please
answer the formulary (form) and say, |
listen to K.C.L.B., K-CLUB 970 and
thank you for your support.”

These statements may alert listeners about an
Arbitron survey in progress, and about the
survey process, which may differentially
sensitize them or prompt them to participate in
order to help KCLB-AM. Diarykeepers hearing
or seeing these announcements may be
encouraged to "support" or "say" that they listen
to KCLB-AM and report more KCLB-AM
listening than actually occurred.

However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Our
actions in this matter (cover note, page 5B
note, computer tape flag and below-the-line
placement} are intended to alert users of this
report to activities which have been conducted
in the market. Arbitron continues to discourage
stations from conducting activities which have
the potential to bias survey participants or
distort survey results.

RICHMOND, VA

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station WPLZ-FM aired
the following statement over the past year and
a half on a rotating basis and discontinued it
May 6, 1991 at Arbitron’s request.

"If anyone asks what station you listen
to, tell them Magic 99.1 FM.
Write-it-down. Magic 99, Magic 93 FM."

This statement may be suggestive of our
survey process and may prompt a diarykeeper
to remember to record listening to WPLZ-FM.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Qur
action in this matter (page 5B note) is intended
to alert users of this report to activities which
have been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

ST. LOUIS, MO

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station WKKX-FM
conducted an on-air telephone opinion survey
April 3rd, 4th, 5th, 1991. The on-air
personalities tried calling people at random
from telephone numbers in the phone book.
While waiting for people to answer, in between
calls and in some of the conversations with
respondents, they commented that "ratings
were in
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progress," this was a "radio ratings poll...not
like other ratings services" or "Pinion-tron
audience research."

Such references to other ratings in progress
and audience research may prompt WKKX-FM
listeners to participate in surveys or remind
diarykeepers to report their WKKX-FM listening
in their diary. However, as in the case of other
such activities, Arbitron does not attempt to
determine the extent of any possible bias or
distortion. Our actions in this matter (cover
note, page 5B note, computer tape flag) are
intended to alert users of this report to activities
which have been conducted in the market.
Arbitron continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

SALISBURY-OCEAN CITY, MD

RATING BIAS and RATING DISTORTION/
Radio Station WQHQ-FM aired the following
statement about five times per day beginning
in December 1990 and continuing through the
end of the Spring 1991 survey:

"The call letters are WQHQ. Our
station name is Q105. Our dial setting is
104.7 on your FM dial. This is the
station you hear all day, every day at
work, at home, in your car or truck and
all other places. Remember, you listen
to WQHQ, Q105 for the biggest variety
of music on the radio here on the
Eastern Shore."

This statement may prompt diarykeepers to
remember to fill out their diaries and may also
prompt them to report more or different
listening to WQHQ-FM than actually occurred,
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Qur
actions in this matter (cover note, page 5B note
and computer tape flag) are intended to alert
users of this report to activities which have
been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

TALLAHASSEE, FL

RATING BIAS and RATING DISTORTION/
Radio Station WBGM-FM aired a series of
promotional liners during the entire Spring
1991 survey at a rate of about three per hour.
These liners also appeared in print and on TV
during this time. The following are some
examples of the liners:

"This is the station you listen to most
every afternoon between 4 and 7 to hear
the biggest variety of music with less
talk....This is Lite Rock 99 FM."
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"If you remember only one thing this
morning, please remember that you
listened to Lite Rock 99 FM, between 6
and 10 to hear the biggest variety of
music on the radio in Tallahassee, Lite
Rock 99 FM."

"Lite Rock 99 FM. This is the radio
station you listen to the most everyday
between 9 and 5 ‘at work' to hear the
biggest variety of music with less talk,
Lite Rock 99 FM."

These statements may prompt diarykeepers to
remember to report their WBGM-FM listening
or to report that they listened during the
specific amounts of time stated in the liners
rather than the time they actually listened.
However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Our
action in this matter (page 5B note) is intended
to alert users of this report to activities which
have been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.

WICHITA FALLS, TX

RATING BIAS/ Radio Station KTLT-FM
conducted a contest during the Spring survey
which began March 25 and ended June 30,
1991. The following promotional liner was
aired by KTLT-FM in conjunction with the
contest:

“It could come anywhere at anytime, at
home, at work, in the mail, or on the
phone. If anyone asks your favorite
radio station, there's only one answer
that pays...FM 106 is my favorite radio
station."

This announcement may alert diarykeepers, or
prospective diarykeepers, that someone may
contact them by phone or mail about their
radio listening and that there is one answer that
pays. This may sensitize KTLT-FM listeners
about the survey or prompt them to remember
to report their KTLT-FM listening in their diaries.

However, as in the case of other such activities,
Arbitron does not attempt to determine the
extent of any possible bias or distortion. Our
actions in this matter (cover note, page 5B note
and computer tape flag) are intended to alert
users of this report to activities which have
been conducted in the market. Arbitron
continues to discourage stations from
conducting activities which have the potential
to bias survey participants or distort survey
results.
