NEW ALLOCATION PLAN 
SOUGHT 

ABA\DONMENT of the Davis "equit- 
able distribution" provisions of the 
radio law and substitution of a new 

method of allocation of broadcasting facilities 
based upon the population, area and number 
of receiving sets in each state is proposed in 
legislation introduced in Congress by Sen- 
ator Shipstead of Minnesota. 

Sharply arraigning the Davis provisions as 
tending "to deprive the people within cer- 
tain zones of the radio broadcasting facilities 
to which they are clearly entitled and which 
it is the expressed purpose of this section of 
the act to guarantee to them," the Senator 
declared that the establishment of popula- 
tion by the act as the sole basis for deter- 

.. mining equitable distribution "is so mani- 
festly unreasonable that the Congress itself, 
in dividing the country into zones for the 
purpose of this act, did not use population 
as the sole basis, but likewise gave consid- 
eration to geographical area." 

The zone system was adopted purely for 
administrative purposes, Mr. Shipstead as- 
serted, and was never intended to be used 
as a basis for the distribution of radio 
facilities. 

Under the new bill, the factors of popula- 

tion, area and receiving sets would be har- 
monized by multiplying the last two by 40 
and 10, respectively, which would give area as 
121,071,560 and receiving sets as 120,783,450 
as compared with a population of 122,770,546; 
adding these three together and then divid- 
ing the result by three, giving a total of 
121.541,52 as the "weighted" figure on which 
distribution of facilities would be based. 

The same procedure would be followed 
with respect to each state, and facilities 
would be divided among the stations in the 
proportion which their "weighted" figure 
bears to' that of the country as a whole. 

It is pointed out by the Senator that the 
five zones created by the radio act vary in 
population from 12,300,000 to 28,700,000, in 
area from 138,000 square miles to 1,786,000 
square miles, and in number of receiving sets 
in homes from 866,000 to 3,784,000. "They 
conform to no geographical, social, economic 
or political groupings," he complained. 
"Equitable distribution among the states is 
rendered impossible by the requirement of 
equal distribution among the unequal zones. 
The quota for each state must at present be 
determined solely by its relationship to the 
zone, not to the country as a whole."

Arnold MacGuire has been added 
to the KTAB announcing staff. 

Billy Page, NBC juvenile actor- 
Billy Smithers to you, if you're a Memory 
Lane fan-undertook a new role the other 
day-teaching music by mail. The mother of 
a small boy who "wanted to play the jews- 
harp like Billy Smithers" wrote to the thir- 
teen -year old star for help. 

"What is a jews-harp; where could we 
buy one, and where could he learn to play 
it?" she asked. 

Billy wrote a long, careful letter of in- 
struction in the art of playing the instrument, 
then went on a shopping tour all by himself 
and picked out what he termed "a jews-harp 
with a real good tone" and sent it to his 
youthful pupil. 

Mr. W. J. Welsh of Nelson, New 
Zealand, thinks that station KOA in Den- 
ver, 5,000 miles away from his native land, 

is missing a good bet. "From March to Sep- 
tember here in New Zealand your station is 
received very clearly," he writes. "Why 
don't you get in touch with a line of goods 
made in America and sold here in New 
Zealand?"

John Fogarty, NBC tenor, was 
raised on a Montana ranch and will forego 
a singing engagement any time to see a 
horse race. 
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J. F. Doyle, radio editor of the 
Oakland Post -Inquirer, in his daily column, 
which has thousands of followers, has started 
a movement for Oakland representation in 
the Lucky Strike dance program. Doyle se- 
lected Tom Coakley and his Athens Athletic 
Club Smilers to carry the Oakland banner 
and has received hundreds of letters ad- 
dressed to Mr. Lucky Strike, care of his 
newspaper. 

Doyle has pointed out in articles that Oak- 
land is the third city on the Pacific Coast 
and the third in California. He reminded 
Walter Winchell that Oakland produced such 
names as Marjorie Rambeau, Jimmy Gleason, 
Lucille Webster, Maude Fulton, Rex Cherry - 
man, Ferris Hartman, Paul Steindorff and a 
host of others, and recalled that Lon Chaney 
once shifted scenes at Idora Park and that 
Paul Ash, Horace Heidt and Walt Roesner 
started across the bay. 

George Taylor is building up a 
large following over KJBS, where he con- 
ducts the Bridge Hour every afternoon. This 
popular informal program is one of the 
bright week -day afternoon spots on the air 
and includes many unannounced highlights. 
During the past week such celebrites as Duke 
Ellington and the Weaver Brothers' group 
of "Arkansas Travelers" from the RKO cir- 
cuit contributed to the entertainment. From 
time to time other well-known RKO artists 
will be introduced to the Bridge Hour's lis- 
teners, as Taylor has recently completed such 
a deal with the theatres. Some of the reg- 
ulars who appear on this popular program 
are Cotton Bond, Clem Kennedy, Alma Rob- 
bins, Joanne Lee, Christine Eddy, Danny 
Webber, Dell Raymond and Art Fadden. 

Jerry Wilford, better known to 
KFRC audiences as "the Old Vagabond," 
was recently presented by an admiring radio 
listener with a blue-blooded Irish setter. The 
dog is said to be valued at $1,000. 

"Unless you go on a vegetable 
diet you will meet *an early death," a physi- 
cian told Frank Black, NBC orchestra di- 
rector and pianist, a few years ago. Frank 
accepted the diet and followed instructions 
rigorously, even though he hated it.

The dia- 
mond star returned the compliment after he 
had heard his classmate on the air and came 
up to the studio to applaud Alex. It marked 
their first reunion since leaving college. 

J. Warde Hutton, director of 
KGB's programs from Hotel del Coronado, 
recently made his debut as microphone ob- 
server at the San Diego Junior League 
Charity Ball. Mr. Hutton described the 
stage acts, decorations, and costumes, bring- 
ing KGB listeners a graphic word picture 
of this distinctive social event. 

When the San Miguel Hill Billies, 
KGB's newly formed organization of hay- 
wire entertainers, made a personal appear- 
ance with their program at the Vauclain 
Home in San Diego, a complete loudspeaker 
system was installed for the occasion. Pa- 
tients who were confined to their beds heard 
the program through headphones wired 
from the yard of the home where Richard 
La Salle and his boys from the San Miguel 
Hills were on exhibition for those patients 
who could be moved in wheel chairs. 

I Charlie Lyon, Chicago NBC an- 
nouncer, almost stopped the show with his 
"ad lib" announcement during the broadcast 
of Jane Froman and her orchestra. Miss 
Froman had difficulty in finding her voice 
when Lyon announced she would sing, "the 
theme song of the Society for the Preven- 
tion of Cruelty to Animals-River Stay 
Away from My Door." Then Lyon con- 
tinued "If it doesn't it's going to drown a 
lot of wolves." 

Naum Coster, dramatic opera 
singer, who appears on KGER in Long 
Beach in connection with his vocal studios, 
is a robust gentleman of no small propor- 
tions but if you'd seen the way he danced 
the light fantastic in the KGER control room 
when a mouse was discovered ... you'd a 
died! 
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Lloyd Huntley, who directs his 
Isle o' Blues orchestra in several programs 
a week over KOA, Denver, who has been 
heard often over the NBC network, and who 
takes turns with other leading directors at 
leading hotels throughout the country, was 
not accepted to membership in the musical 
fraternity at the university he attended. 
However, since graduation, he has won dis- 
tinction in the field of music with his fine 
interpretation of dance melodies. 

The organ studio of KGER was 
recently renovated and re -dressed for spring 
with a new ceiling spotlight for inspirational 
effects.

Anderson, an accomplished musi- 
cian, offers very interesting and amusing in- 
formation in his description of the new re- 
cordings. The "Music Box" is broadcast 
three times a week. 

Virginia Karns, soprano, has 
joined the staff of KTM as a soloist. She 
was originally with WMAC, New York, and 
more recently with WLW, Cincinnati. Born 
in Dayton, Ohio, she studied at the Cincin- 
nati Conservatory of Music and the Chicago 
Musical College. 

David Ross, poet and announcer, 
has gone in for song writing in conjunction 
with Marty Quinto, Columbia guitarist. 
Dave's first one is entitled "Thank You, Un- 
til Tomorrow Night," which is reminiscent 
of a phrase that he has repeated many times 
over the air during the past year. 

Olive West, veteran actress who 
played for almost half a century on the stage 
before she joined the NBC staff in San 

Francisco, is a noted "dialectician." In "The 
Melting Pot" by Israel Zangwill, she never 
uttered an English word on the stage for 
an entire season, as all her lines were in 
Hebrew and Yiddish. 

As the only San Diego station re- 
leasing programs to the Pacific Coast, KGB 
is now represented on the Columbia Don 
Lee chain each day of the week except Sun- 
day with the concert and dance programs 
of J. Warde Hutton and Gene Quaw and 
their respective groups. 

Frank Cope, custodian of the rec- 
ords at KJBS, advises that the Mills Brothers 
are now giving Bing Crosby a merry contest 
for first place among requests received. 

Mary Wood, gifted young soprano 
who is a member of the San Francisco staff 
of the National Broadcasting Company, gets 
as much fun out of designing gowns for her 
friends as she does out of hitting high vocal 
spots before the microphone. Color and 
line fascinate Mary, and she works with 
them like an artist. An idea for a gown may 
come to her while she is vocalizing in the 
morning, and she probably will appear at 
the studio that evening in the finished crea- 
tion.

ADEMAND that the polar regions give 

up the secret of their atmospheric 
effects upon radio, telephony and 

telegraphy, the results of which are fre- 
quently felt far into the temperate zones, 
has been made by twenty-six nations banded 
together for an intensive study of the sub- 
ject, so far advanced that world demands 
for governmental economy cannot be per- 
mitted to stop it. 

Beginning last August at more than one 
hundred stations throughout the world, one- 
third of them especially erected in the Arctic 
regions for the purpose and a smaller num- 
ber established in the Antarctic, the col- 
lection of scientific data which eventually 
may lead to the prevention of atmospheric 
disturbance was undertaken, to be continued 
for a period of thirteen months. The ex- 
pense of this work will be heavy, the share 
of the United States alone amounting to 
$30,000. 

The subjects to be studied during the 
thirteen -month period will include the mag- 
netism of the earth; the aurora or polar 
lights; the natural electric currents which 
flow in the earth's crust; the electric con- 
dition of the atmosphere; the relation of 
radio transmission and reception to all these 
phenomena and to the condition of the sur- 
face of the sun, and meteorological condi- 
tions at great heights in the atmosphere. 

From past studies scientists have devel- 
oped definite relationship between disturb- 
ances in magnetism, disturbances in the natu- 
ral earth currents, displays of polar lights, 
changes in condition of radio transmission 
and reception, and changes in the so-called 
"spots" on the sun's surface. We know much 
about the relation of these subjects to each 
other in temperate or tropical regions of the 
earth, but we know extremely little about 
this relation as it exists in the Arctic and 
Antarctic regions. 

Participation of the United States in this 
program is essential to its success. Fair- 
banks, Alaska, where an American observa- 
tion station is planned, occupies a key posi- 
tion in the distribution of polar -year sta- 
tions. There are no other stations near by, 
and unless Fairbanks is occupied as a sta- 
tion, about one-fourth of the entire Arctic 
region will be totally neglected. Thus, if the 

United States should not carry out its part 
of the program, with observations at Fair- 
banks, it would greatly affect and reduce the 
value of the entire work. 

ACK of funds is greatly hampering the 
effort of the radio division of the 
Department of Commerce to improve 

broadcasting, protect life at sea by adequate 
inspection of ship radio installations and keep 
the various services under proper supervision. 

The difficult situation in which the radio 
division finds itself was outlined to members 
of Congress by William D. Terrell, chief, in 
discussing a reduction of more than $48,000 
which is to be made in the appropriation for 
the fiscal year beginning July 1, next. By 
rigid economy, it was shown, the division 
can operate during the coming year at a cost 
of something in excess of $590,000, but this 
will not permit the increased inspection ser- 
vice which is considered really necessary. 

Because of the lack of funds, Mr. Terrell 
explained, the monitoring station at Grand 
Island, Nebraska, erected at heavy expense 
and equipped with the most modern appa- 
ratus available, can be kept in operation only 
eight hours a day, although it was contem- 
plated that the station should be in service 
the full twenty-four hours, checking the fre- 
quencies of broadcasting and other stations 
in all parts of the world in the effort to 
reduce interference. 

It is also impossible, he said, to make the 
fullest possible use of the test cars operating 
in the field as mobile laboratories, measur- 
ing the power and operating frequency of 
stations of all classes, investigating interfer- 
ence and locating unlicensed stations. These 
cars have now been secured for all districts 
except New York, where a permanent sta- 
tion is to be built. 

As many inspections of ship radio installa- 
tions are made as is possible with the limited 
personnel available, Mr. Terrell explained, 
but the number of such inspections should 
be materially increased in the interest of 
safety of life at sea, and there should also 
be more frequent inspections at Porto Rico, 
Alaska, Hawaii and other territorial points. 

Lack of personnel has made it necessary 
for the field staff to work long hours, it was 

IO 
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pointed out. The monitoring work on the 
test cars is carried on mostly at night and 
many of the men work until after midnight, 
returning to duty the next morning in order 
that the work may be kept current. 

W1TH practically every foreign na - 
tion of importance seeking to break 
down America's domination of the 

radio field, exercised through our use of 
about 50 per cent of the available channels, 
American delegates will go to the inter- 
national radio convention at Madrid next 
spring prepared to fight any attempts to 
limit our radio activities. 

Officials of the State Department are pre- 
paring to send a delegation of six govern- 
ment men and thirteen technical advisers, 
together with the necessary staff of clerks 
and translators, and are seeking an appro- 
priation of $120,000 to cover the expenses 
of the party during the three or four months 
the meeting is expected to last. 

The Madrid convention is expected to be 
the most important international radio con- 
ference yet held, for at it will be discussed 
and disposed of the recommendations pre- 
pared by the various countries since the 
Washington convention in 1927 at which 
seventy nations were represented. 

"Our big job at the Madrid conference," 
it was declared by Irwin Stewart of the 
State Department in discussing the project 
with members of the House appropriations 
committee, "will be in seeing that we will 
not have to accept a great deal of stuff that 
will be harmful to American communication 
interests. 

"The United States has a larger number 
of radio stations and consequently a greater 
amount at stake than any other country. In 
many respects our interests are somewhat in 
conflict with those of Europe, and if we are 
not adequately represented at Madrid we 
stand to be put in a position whereby our 
present leadership will be lost. 

"The time is coming very soon when 
there will not be very many frequencies 
available," he continued. "Assertions have 
been made that American radio stations are 
now operating on 50 per cent of the avail- 
able frequencies. New countries are looking 
around for places to get frequencies, and 
they find the most desirable ones occupied. 
if they can do anything to disturb our 

position in reference to those channels they 
may do it. At the present time nobody 
knows exactly what right flows from the 
fact that we got on those frequencies first, 
but we are sitting pretty at the present time 
and it is imperative that we be very careful 
to look out for our position." 

Radio, Mr. Stewart pointed out, cannot be 
surrounded with the protective measures 
that serve to guard us from the outside as 
in the case of our other activities. Forts and 
navies do not protect and agreements with 
other nations are our only means of insur- 
ing against interference from the rest of the 
world. 

One of the important matters to be con- 
sidered at the Madrid meeting, it is antici- 
pated, will be the recommendations of some 
of the European countries that the present 
broadcasting hand be widened. American 
interests are prepared to fight this plan, 
which would not only necessitate the re- 
arrangement of services now operating on 
the frequencies which under the European 
proposals would be diverted to broadcasting, 
but some 13,000,000 American receiving sets 
would become obsolete through their in- 
ability to receive programs on the added 
frequencies and until distribution of a large 
number of new sets was accomplished it 
would be impossible for American broadcast- 
ing and advertising interests to make profit- 
able use of the new channels. 

Other recommendations are expected to 
seek further restriction of amateur activity, 
looked upon in Europe with less favor than 
here, which also will be fought by the United 
States delegation as being against our policy 
of giving every possible encouragement to 
amateur operation as contributing to the 
development of radio and the building up 
of an operator reserve for use in case of 
emergency. 

TWO additional radio field cars, known 
as "traveling laboratories," will be add- 
ed to the equipment of the radio divi- 

sio i of the Department of Commerce early 
in February. One will be operated out of 
Boston, the other out of Seattle, Wash. 

Every radio district in the country except 
New York will be equipped with mobile 
units upon receipt of the two machines. For 
the present it is not contemplated to put a 
car in the New York district. 
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ÌLHOUETTÉ 
ACK before the war 
there was a stage-struck 
kid of thirteen who 

earned his coffee and cakes as 
a singing usher in a movie 
house in Harlem. Eventually 
he graduated to vaudeville 
where he earned $100 a week 
as a hoofer. But he quit the 
stage and went to work as a 
news writer for $25, because 
he thought he'd like that bet- 
ter. 

And apparently he was 
right, for now he's turned the 
coffee and cake money into an 
income which would make 
many a millionaire water at 
the mouth, and he's known to 
hosts of people as Walter 
Winchell, the world's cham- 
pion gossip collector. 

The boy who sang in the 
Harlem movie is the man who 
now writes a column syndi- 
cated all over the country, and 
who talks over a National 
Broadcasting Company net- 
work three times a week. His 
voice is heard in Cuba and 
Hawaii, in London and Paris 
and Montreal, as well as 
throughout America, as he 
calls orchestras to go on the 
air in various parts of the 
world. 

It's quite a story, that of his 
rise to fame: 

Walter was born in New 
York in 1897. "No rag went 
into an extra edition over the 
event," he says. He went to 
the public schools until he 
was thirteen, when he started 
on his roundabout road to 
Broadway. He was in 6B 
when he left school to join the 
"Imperial Trio"-three sing - 

l: ) 
ing ushers in a Harlem "moom 
pitcher" house. 

That trio wasn't famous 
then, but look at the members 
of it now. Winchell isn't the 
only one who's famous on the 
NBC air waves. Another of 
the boys was Eddie Cantor. 
And you've heard of the third 
one, too-Georgie Jessel. 
Those three used to keep the 
crowd out of the aisles, col -

lect late tickets, and during 
intermission sing popular 
"chunes" to illustrated slides. 

Cantor was the lead, Jessel 
sang bass, and Winchell was 
the tenor. Winchell was 
spelled with only one "I" then, 
but shortly afterward Gus Ed- 
wards put the trio into a revue 
and the printer spelled it in the 
present form on the program. 

"What the '1,' " said Walter, 
and accepted the addition. 

It was with this act that 
the trekking started. Walter 

played the boards in various 
acts from coast to coast until 
the war started and he enlisted 
in the Navy. "And can you 
imagine?" he says. "They 
make me confidential secre- 
tary to two admirals. A juicy 
slice of irony. First confiden- 
tial sec to a battleship, and 
now the mogul scandal- 
monger." 

When the papers were 
signed which stopped the fir- 
ing, Winchell returned to 
vaudeville, but soon decided 
to quit the stage. He wanted 
to be a newspaper man at any 
price, and while he was think- 
ing about it he started "The 
Daily News Sense"-a couple 
of typewritten sheets which he 
used to tack up beside the 
mail box in every theater 
where he appeared. 

Finally one theater owner 
showed it to Glenn Condon, 
editor of the New York Vaude- 
ville News, who agreed to 
meet Walter's demand of $25 
a week for his reportorial ser- 
vices. Soon he was earning 
fifty, and after Condon agreed 
to allow him 20 per cent on 
the advertising, he was mak- 
ing more than the editor. 

Then a new "tab" was 
started in New York and 
Winchell was hired as dra- 
matic critic, amusement editor 
and columnist at $100. Four 
years later he was getting 
$300, and a little later still the 
New York "Mirrr," as he calls 
it, hired him at $25,000 a year 
for the column alone. 

I2 
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"Broadway is my world," 
he says. "I get up promptly 
at four every afternoon, make 
the office by five and prepare 
the column for the next yawn- 
ing. Then comes the nightly 
round of theaters, sin -dens, 
ritzy parties, cognoscenti con- 
claves, drink a little giggle - 
water here and there and sniff 
out the news about the celebs. 
At about seven in the morn- 
ing I go to bed." 

Winchell says you "must 
pump people for news." You 
can always manage to find a 
leak in the person who prom- 
ised not to tell, he finds. In 
addition he has regular news 
sources in Newport, Palm 
Beach and the other resorts, 
as well as in Europe. 

"It's a dizzy business," he 
says, "a dizzy job. Yet I'm 
happy where I am. All of 
Broadway is my back yard." 

Winchell married June As- 
ter before he left the stage 
and they have two girls- 
Gloria and Walda. They're in 
Florida now and he gets lone- 
some sometimes, but he is too 
busy writing and broadcasting 
to be really unhappy about it. 

EUGENE EUBANKS 
got several good whiffs 
of grease paint from his 

uncle, who was a Shakespear- 
ian actor with the great Sir 
Beerbohn Tree. T hat was 
enough to satisfy Eugene that 
although only several years 
old at the time, grease paint, 
Shakespearian plays and foot- 
lights was to be the life for 
him. 

As you can see, he had sev- 
eral years to think it over be- 
fore actually doing anything 

about it. But even that didn't 
do any good and the tender 
age of 12 years found him 
playing Robin in "The Merry 
Wives of Windsor" with Wil- 
liam Faversham. 

This all happened in Eng- 
land, where Eubanks was 
born. At the age of 15 he 
came to America with the 
Stratford -Upon -Avon Shake- 
spearian Festival Company

and toured the States. Com- 
pletion of the tour found the 
young Englishman so enam- 
oured with this country that 
he decided to stay here. His 
father was connected with the 
British Diplomatic Service in 
Washington, so Eubanks went 
there to live and attend school 
for several years. 

But the smell of grease 
paint again proved too strong 
and Gene left school to join a 
road stock company. At 20 
he was playing with Guy 
Bates Post in "Bird of Para- 
dise," followed by a nation- 
wide tour with the original 
"Garden of Allah" Company. 

Hollywood beckoned him 
next and for nine years he did 
everything from directing pic- 
tures to acting in them, but 
principally acting. He was a 

member of the original Lasky 
Stock Company, which num- 
bered such future stars as 
Wally Reid, Sessue Haya- 
kawa, Raymond Hatton, Dus- 
tin Farnum and others too 
numerous to mention. Gene 
co-starred in many produc- 
tions with them. 

Once again he returned to 
the legitimate stage for a final 
fling before coming into radio. 
He played the escaped convict 
part in the original "Front 
Page" company, thus gaining 
a familiarity with English as 
it is spoken in America. He 
learned numerous words and 
phrases in this company which 
he says have been of inesti- 
mable value since. We can't 
print them here, however. 

Gene carne to radio at the 
instigation of the late Dudley 
Ayers, who asked him to be 
his assistant in dramatic pro- 
duction at KYA. From KYA 
Gene came to KFRC as as- 
sistant production manager 
and dramatic director, where 
he has remained since Octo- 
ber, 1931. 

Listeners may hear him on 
the air every Sunday evening 
at 8:15 in his dramatic inter- 
pretations of the classics and 
in several programs during 
the week on which he is spe- 
cial announcer. His ambition 
is to do a series of Shake- 
spearian plays in regular stage 
style over the air. He wisely 
adds to this declaration, 
"When the public is ready for 
them."

Bring on the Ballot 
¡jp OR my own amusement and for what 
-1I-` light it might throw on the situation, I 
checked the two chain programs of NBC as 
published in this week's BROADCAST WEEKLY. 

On the two chains there is a total of four- 
teen broadcasting hours between the hours 
of 5 p. m. and midnight. Of that time an 
average of six hours nightly was devoted to 
music by jazz bands; some of them spon- 
sored, some provided by the station. This is 
slightly less than 50 per cent of the best part 
of the listening public's time. The remaining 
slightly more than 50 per cent of the time 
is divided among all other forms of radio 
entertainment, including blues singers and 
crooners, which, regardless of their value, 
will appeal to the same public as the jazz 
orchestras. I'm afraid of what the results 
might have been had I checked these pro- 
grams also. 

It seems to me that the radio chains have 
fared well at the hands of the public. 
Through the public's representative the Radio 
Commission, they have been granted the use 
of air lanes which are really the property of 
the people. They have been allowed to ex- 
ploit these lanes by selling advertising which 
is not always pleasant but which the public 
accepts as its due for providing programs. 
The public is expected to buy radio -adver- 
tised products, and must do so, or sponsors 
would have faded from the picture long ago. 
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The radio public also buys receiving sets and 
other equipment from concerns which own 
at least one of the chains. 

It is impertinent to suggest that we tune 
out if we don't like their programs. It is 
impudent for any station to totally ignore 
the wishes of a large portion of the public, 
on whose sufferance they exist. They were 
granted the use of the air and others were 
denied the use of it, on the assumption that 
they would not break faith with the public. 

In place of these dance bands, of which 
the proper proportion would be acceptable 
to almost anyone, we once had Baron Keyes, 
Stranger Than Fiction Tales, the Pacific 
National Singers, the NBC Drama Hour, the 
Hill Billies, the Story Teller, Scotty Mort - 
land, Joseph Henry Jackson, Paul Pittman, 
Split Second Tales, and any number of 
equally high class programs. Bring on that 
BROADCAST WEEKLY ballot-but most of my 
favorites have already gone.
