Well, in

recent years we’ve had hits from Japan, Turkey, Italy,

Germany, England, etc. Why not Africa? But what’s next?
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one trend to another, front show musie to

country music to blues, from hands to vocal-

ists to groups. There's always change, always

newness.

Of course record fans are still going to

buy the established artists and the forms of

music that we know now. These are the

familiar things, the basic part of the record

industry's output. But it's the new that’s

going to attract the additional buyers. The

form of music which draws an audience just

because it has never been heard before, the

artist who surprises by the fact that he has

been unknown—these are the sparks of the

record business. These are what send i to

new heights.

Every record firm is always searching for

this spark. The new trend is always being

watched for, the new form always in the

process of development, the new artist al-

ways being encouraged.

That is our record business. That's what

makes us grow. And it’s this newness, this

constant change which is going to give us

this Fall the highest sales that the record

business has ever experienced.

income was $674,946, or $1.39 a share
on the same number of common
shares.

Wallichs pointed out that working
capital on June 30 last was above the
levels of the previous year-end and
June 30, 1953, with cash and govern-
ment secui'ities alone exceeding the
total current liabilities.

In the 12-month period ended June

$357,172, equal to 75 cents a share.
A quarterly dividend of 15 cents a
share was declared August 12, payable
October 1 to shareholders of record
September 15. Declarations in the 12
months ended June 30, 1953 were

$238,115, or 50 cents a share.

The company has maintained an
excellent position in the industry in

the face of keen competition, and is

continuing its policy of expansion in

this country and abroad, Wallichs

said.

Reviewing the company’s 1954 re-

leases of records, he noted that such

Capitol artists as Nat “King” Cole,

Frank Sinatra, Kay Starr, Les Paul

and Mary Ford have made some of

the year’s best single-record hits.

Capitol’s

most recent releases in the classical

album field have given the company
its strongest competitive position to

date, Wallichs said.

Eddie Fisher Returns To TV

Show, Wednesday, August 25
NEW YORK—Eddie Fisher will

return to television, Wednesday,

August 25, at 7:30 P.M., when his

Coke Time show resumes over WNBT
and approximately 100 other NBC-TV
stations. The program will be heard

twice weekly, Wednesdays and Fri-

days, at the 7 :30 time.

The songster’s radio shows, which

were put on tapes, have continued

through the summer on 415 stations

of the Mutual Broadcasting System.

That program will carry on with new-

ly recorded shows.

This will be Coke Time’s second
season. The first ran from April 29,

1953 to June 25, 1954.

In order to have moi’e space for
the production of the show, a larger
studio will be used this year. The pro-
gram, which originated in Studio 6B
in the RCA Building last year, will

come from 3B there this season.

By taking the larger studio, the
program’s planners have had to elimi-

nate live audiences from the shows.
Guests will see the programs in three
different viewing rooms: a clients’

booth for 15 on the 3rd floor, a view-
ing room for 35 on the ninth floor,

and a special fan club room for 30
on the fourth floor. As far as can be

ascertained, this is the first time in

television that any such arrange-

ment as this has been made.

All the tickets for the club room
will be given to different Fisher fan

clubs for each show. The club room
will be decorated with pictures of

Eddie, etc., just for the fans; and
there will be refreshments supplied

by the sponsor, Coca-Cola.

Following each show, all viewers in

the three rooms will be invited to come
to the studio, where Eddie will sing
for them, answer their questions, pose
for photographs, sign autographs, etc.

Because of requests from viewers
asking to see and hear more of Eddie
on the shows, there will be fewer
guest artists on Coke Time this sea-
son. Last year, there was at least

one on each show. Another factor
in this move is that the powers that
be feel that whereas the songster
might have needed a name guest for
extra support in this initial year,

he has now attained sufficient stature
and has adequate experience to carry
the 15-minute segments on his own.
As a matter of fact, Eddie was able

to do an entire one-hour Jackie Glea-
son show last spring, when he filled

in for the comedian who had broken
his ankle.

For the collector herels a piece of history. The Missourians represent the

band that preceded Duke Ellington’s band in the old Cotton Club Revue, and
is the band that was later reorganized, fronted by scat singer Cab Calloway
and which rose to fame with Cab as the Cotton Club Orchestra. The music
is spirited and drives all the way. Collectors should add this album to their

libraries.

Room.” Should be a big sales puller for its special but growing market.

KRNT in Des Moines, Iowa:

Gentlemen

:

Re : What can be done to put R&B
disks on top disk shows:

I just had a long week at L.A., dug
the coast jocks and heard R&B disks

of great musical merit. Didn’t hear the

suggestive, vulgar things—but real

talent, well recorded and tastefully

conceived. Even caught a recording

session. Came back with a strong de-

sire to add a couple of R&B hours to

my stint.

I started playing occasional R&B
things, maybe one per half hour. Kids
listening FLIPPED.

I suggest R&B companies re-poll

top jocks, ask if they wouldn’t like to

receive their output. I, for one, now
welcome R&B things. I feel that most
jocks are too lazy, as I am, to- write

all R&B companies and ask for inclu-

sion on mailing lists.

R&B may be distasteful to some of

my audience, but I feel the majority

of listeners accept them as exciting

and representative of a new American

music movement. For the particularly

wild ones, I generally preface it with

something like: “this is a wild one.

Maybe you won’t like it—I hope you

will—and I believe you will. But, if

you don’t, don’t go away—I’m going to

follow it with one with which you’re

familiar,”

And, if you find space for a line in

your column, you might add for this

lazy one: “Don Bell, KRNT, Des

Moines, would like to be added to all

R&B sample lists. He’ll play them ac-

cording to their merit.”

CHICAGO:
Current agreement is to the effect that R&B is clicking bigger than ever

with highschool and college teenage crowds. So far the group disks seem to

have grabbed the ears of the teenagers. There is every belief here that, with
some astute salesmanship, many great R&B vocal stars will click just as big.

“But,” as one well known R&B disker says, “this won’t happen until we get
much better airtime promotion than we are getting today.” So once again the
problem of better airtime rears its head. This same
disker also says, “All of us who are interested in

furthering R&B should work together with far

greater, and certainly more apparent, optimism and
faith in our future. We shouldn’t hide our light un-
der a bushelbasket. We shouldn’t be afraid to ex-
ploit and advertise a lot more and a lot bigger than
what we are now doing. It will pay off for all con-
cerned if we, the people directly concerned with
R&B, burst forth with a big, daring and eye-open-
ing promotional splurge. This is sure to pep up and
even boom the entire business. It will most definitely

demonstrate that we have complete faith in the
continued success of our field.” Others also point
out that R&B diskers and distribs “should stop cry-
ing the blues” and, instead, leave this up to their

very capable artists. R&B artists and diskeries are,

by the way, doing a mighty fine job, if the new disks that are being presented
are to be taken into consideration as an indication of the kind of better and
more outstanding recordings being rushed to the field at this time. R&B firms
agree that the juke box biz has continued right ahead with them thru thick and
thin. They proclaim and acclaim this field as one big, bright spot. What they
are most concerned about is “the extremely cautious approach” to the buying
of their new records by retailers. They attribute much of this to lack of top
promotional airtime at the right listening hours. The solution to the entire

problem, according to R&B leaders, is for a general get-together to bring about
a solid, sound and strong splurge of promotional exploitation, especially from
an advertising standpoint. This is bound to revive the entire market so that all

will profit accordingly, they believe. Like one of these men stated this past
week, “ ‘The Cash Box’ called the shot alright when it wrote, ‘Pop Goes The
Blues’. But”, he asks, “now what about popping the blues for ourselves?”

Refuses to Prohibit Import of

Phonos to England As British

Manufacturers Request

LONDON, ENGLAND — Several
weeks ago, legislation was passed per-
mitting, for the first time since the
war, the import of coin operated mu-
sic machines into England, to the ex-
tent of 10,000 English pounds.

English manufacturers of music
machines are objecting, and in a
meeting in the House of Commons,
a representative of a manufacturing-
firm asked Peter Thorneycroft, presi-

dent of the Board of Trade, if he was
aware that the British manufacturers
were capable of producing sufficient

equipment for the English operators;
and whether, in view of this, he would
prohibit the import of these machines
from Western Germany.

Thorneycroft replied, “Coin-oper-
ated phonographs are admissible from

Due to the limited time available to

him here, Schulz stated he would
return to the United States some time
in the near future for a more ex-

tended visit.

Western Germany under the open li-

cense as gramophones, and I regret
that my honorable friend was in-

formed on July 8 that they are in-

cluded in the quota for amusement
machinery. I understand that British
firms have considerable manufactur-
ing capacity for these machines, but
I am not prepared to prohibit their
import from Western Germany since
such a prohibition is not necessary
to safeguard our balance of pay-
ments.”
The president was asked, “As the

Minister is not prepared to prohibit
the importation of these machines,
would he at least try to obtain an as-

surance from the importers that they
will maintain the same standards of
distribution of these machines as is

at present operated by United King-
dom manufacturers?”

Minister Thorneycroft answered,
“’They are on open general licenses

in this country, and I do not think

that we can impose on exporters a

condition about their distribution.”
