or vibrations which the ear can receive or recognize. Of course 

this applies to all sounds within earshot, whether they come from 
a radio or elsewhere. According to the frequency, or vibrations 
per second, we identify these sound waves as music, speech. etc., 

providing they are within the high and low 'units of our hearing 

range. The chart illustrates many familiar sound waves within 

that range and their characteristic frequencies which permit 

identification.

Dozens of different makes — hundreds of varied 

claims—tend to confuse the average purchaser. So 
• let's see exactly what's required in a fine radin--just 

what features characterize a sex that can honestly be 
called a custom-built, high-fidelity receiver. 

The simplest way to gain this knowledge is to fol-

low a broadcast right through an excellent radio, 

studying all the stages along the route, discovering 

just why this particular set is a fine one. Then you can judge what 
features have contributed most and what you should look for in 

return for your investment. 

To understand certain basic requirements we 

must first consider the human ear--capable of 
recognizing any sound wave from, roughly, 16 

to 16,000 cycles. Musical tones, as transmitted 

by most broadcasting stations, range from ap-
proximately 40 to a maximum of 7,000 cycles. 
However, an ordinary radio will pick up only 

those sounds ranging from about 70 cycles up to 4,000. 

As you can readily see on the chart even a good radio cannot bring 
your eat all that it is capable of hearing. A poor set cuts this 

range still further. The poorer the set, the less you will hear of 

the true tone which is being broadcast. The reason for this is that, 
in order to compensate for the hum caused by inadequate filters— 

low frequencies are cut off. Conversely, in order to 
overcome noises, high frequencies are cut off. 

Obviously, this is the poorest sort of compromise. In 
a good radio, of course, it is possible to get both the 

low and high frequencies (you realize now why they 
are important) witboul disturbances. That is one sign 

of a good radio and these pages are our contribution to your better 
understanding of what makes a radio good. 

Were ready now, to follow a broadcast through a fine radio and 

we've called this interesting journey "The Adventures of a Note". 
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Somewhere beyond the horizon, or maybe just 

around the corner, a musical note is born. Perhaps 

trumpeter blows life into this Note, perhaps a 
pianist strikes a key. Whatever its origin, the 

broadcasting process transforms it into a radio 
frequency wave which reaches us instantly because 
radio, you know, travels with the speed of light 

—184,000 miles a second. Without hesitation our Note passes 

through the antenna into the R.F. stage (A) of our receiving set. 

• This mysterious symbol simply means Radio Fre-

quency amplifier. The amplifier operates on the 

same frequency as the station to which you are 
listening. Its purpose is to intensify the station's 

"signal", to cut down whistles and squeals, and 
to reduce interference from any other station which 
is operating on a neighboring frequency. The am-

plifier, then, increases the set's sensitivity — chases out the un-

desirables that slipped in through the antenna with our Note. That, 
in substance, is the R.F. Stage, and its importance and desirability 

can readily be understood. 

From the R.F. Stage our Note (still in the form 

of a radio frequency wave) travels to the Con-
verter Tube (B). This tube is also operating on 

the same frequency as the incoming signal. At this 
point the signal combines with another signal gen-

crated by the Oscillator Tube in the set. And so 
Our Note speeds along to the I. F. Stage (D). 

This is the Intermediate Frequency Amplifier and here the signal is 
again amplified. However there must be no distortion. Our Note 

must remain recognizable and in order that this may be regulated 
to suit local conditions the good radio is equipped with a High 

Fidelity Switch or with a Tone Control (E). 

The Intermediate Frequency Amplifier, operating 

on a fixed frequency, provides most of the ampli-

fication and selectivity of the receiver. It is impor-
tant, however, that the set be "sharp" enough to 

reject unwanted signals without reducing the 

response to the higher audio frequencies. Hence, in 
the best radios, a High Fidelity Switch is provided 

so that the tuning may be made broad enough (expanded) for high 

fidelity reception on local stations, yet also may be made sharp 

enough to receive distant stations with a minimum of interference 

under adverse conditions. 

The Tone Control, sometimes operating in conjunction with the 

High Fidelity Switch controls the high frequency response of the 

audio amplifier. This control is used to compensate for variations 
in room acoustics and for individual preferences in tonal balance. 

Catching up again with our speeding Note, we 
now fits3, the signal passing from the L F. Stage to 
the Second Detector Stage (F). The 2nd Detector, 
or Demodulator, converts the radio frequency 

energy into electrical energy at audio frequencies. 
In other words our Note, having shed its travelling 

clothes, is gradually adapting itself to the human 

ear. This circuit, too, must be free from distortion so that our 

Note will be recognizable. And it is here that, in a good radio, 
you enjoy the benefits of Automatic Volume Control (G). Regard-

less of whether the signal is weak or strong, it emerges from the 
2nd Detector at a uniform level, thanks to Automatic Volume 

Control. 

Our Note proceeds next to the Audio Amplifier 

and, because the receiver we are studying is a 
very good one, we encounter Push-Pull Amplifi-

cation (J) wherein the power is divided between 

several tubes. Since our Note might arrive on any 
frequency, the Audio Amplifier must transmit the • 

• entire range without adding any spurious fre-
quencies of its own, and without reducing the range of frequencies. 

06 
It must supply enough power to carry peaks of sound—the largest 

volume produced—without "blasting ... 

From here the signal goes to the Loud Speaker, where electrical 
energy is translated into acoustical energy, or sound. Out Note has 

now become fully recognizable to the ear, with all 

of the qualities which characterized it as it left 
the trumpet, or piano, a tiny fraction of a second 

ago. Again, the loud speaker must be able to 
handle the entire audible range without cutting, or 

unduly emphasizing, any frequencies. Moreover, it 
must handle this audio output, must deliver our 

Note to us, without rattling. 

Here the Bailie (cabinet) plays an important part. It must be large 
enough to reproduce low tones without undue resonance or boom-

ing. This, of course, is an acoustic job, achieved through bracing, 

padding, etc. Generally speaking, the larger the speaker, the better 

the response. 

And now, long before the trumpeter has drawn his breath, long 

before the pianist has lifted his finger, we have followed the adven-
tures of our Note—traced the entire route of a broadcast through 

a good radio. That's the best answer to your question: "What 
makes a radio good?" Of course it gives you a better understanding 
of the "mysterious" feature-claims you have seen in print. Perhaps 

you have noticed, in reading this, how many "musts" there are 
in connection with each component part. The I. F. Stage must 
amplify, but it must be free from distortion and high frequency 

discrimination. The Audio Output must transmit the entire range 
of frequencies. The 2nd Detector must be free from distortion, etc., 
egg- These are really "musts"—and they are the marks of a fine radio. 

Now that you know some of the important fea-

tures—check them against a LAFAYETTE. You'll 

Because tracing our 
Note through a fine radio parallels tracing it 

through a Lafayette! Bear in mind that the radio
