North American shortwave proposed survey sounds like a great idea and it should receive 
a very high response. Whatever the results may be, there should be a survey conducted 
periodically. Say, once every 3 or 5 years to monitor the listener participation and what 
they are using for equipment. It should also include the various programming monitored. 

This survey would also be a guide for the broadcaster on current trends in listener interests. 

It should include the current total number of club members and the number of years they 
were club members. This would also be used to invite more new members and hopefully 
too keep shortwave alive. Too many broadcasters are leaving the airwaves because of 
budget cuts, equipment failure and political intervention. 

The survey would be offered with a reasonable deadline and participation strictly voluntary. 

Justifying the survey would be in tune with the large shortwave business. It's possible 
the BBC could again broadcast to North America. And VGA could transmit to ail former 
countries instead of a select few. 

We can't afford to lose any more shortwave stations worldwide despite the other alter- 
natives such as AM, FM, TV, Wi-Fi Internet, Sirius Satellite and iPod and MP3.1 suppose 
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each one has its usefulness but the subscriber growth rate is slow or even at a stalemate. 
Shortwave is still the old standard that is actively productive. Shortwave might be old 
fashioned but its still the best and most useful médian. 

I most certainly would be willing to participate in doing this proposed survey. The article 
in the Journal mentions it would be done through a website or e-mail. Well, l'ra not on the 
Internet. I rely on the téléphoné or mail service, having no problem with either one. 

One last item, shortwave listening is a hobby with much dedication. It would be a sad 
day when ail shortwave is shut down and goes the way of the passenger pigeon. The 
world still needs shortwave radio. The proposed survey is very important to everyone, 
even if some don't agree.

These are some initial loggings from an overnight Perseus SDR recording spanning 4600- 
6200 KHz made from 0245-1220 UTC, antenna used is a Wellbrook ALA100. These almost 
10 hours worth of recordings take up 257 GB drive space. 

One note from recent DX over the past week or so around the Equinox. One of the prime 
DX Windows for Latin stations for me, and to a smaller degree with African and Asians, 
is the dawn at transmitter enhancement that spans some 15 to 30 minutes around local 
sunrise at the transmitter. Stations that are nothing more than a weak carrier ail night 
can surge in strength and many tiraes produce remarkable audio. It appears that for a 
week or two around the Equinox, this enhancement is practically non-existent. I recall 
noticing this when I was actively DXing back in the Spring of 2007, and I now notice the 
same thing this past week.

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It's springtime here in my city: duiing last week of March and the first days of April, 
weather was sometimes windy, cloudy & rainy, with some sunny hours and mild tem- 
pérature during late morning & afternoon. 

Just improved my Radio shack with a new comfortable black leather like high backed 
wheels armchair: sometimes, it sends me to sleep, especially when listening SW Radios 
ail night long. 

Even if the Sun is still spotless, during the period above mentioned, there were some 
nice openings in the night toward Latin America on 60 meter Tropical Band. 

March 29th, caught R. Cultura Ondas Tropicais, Brazil on 4845.23 kHz, just appeared 
after s/ off of R. Mauritanie, and a presumed R. Buenas Nuevas, Guatemala on 4799.79 
kHz. April 3rd, listened an unidentified Ràdio on 4955 kHz: possible, but very tentative, 
the Peruvian R. Cultura Amauta. April 4th, listened an unidentified Radio from Brazil 
on 4824.99 kHz, well recognizing the typical intonation of Brazilian speakers: some DX 
bulletins reported Radio Cancao Nova approximately on this frequency. During late night 
or at early morning before sunrise, also listened the usual LA R. Rebelde, R. Clube do 
Para, R. Brasil Central and, sometimes R. Difusora de Macapa (April 5th, I did not hear it 
some hours before sunrise). Before sunrise, also I briefly listened sometimes the power- 
ful WWCR on 5070.01 kHz and VGA from Sao Tome on 4960 KHz. March 28th late night ( 
but I briefly heard it other nights too), I logged the rare Australian VL8K Katherine on 
5025 kHz with its English program; at around 2230 - 2240 UT, as Australia faded out, 
very slowly appeared R. Rebelde with a barely audible audio just over the background 
rustle, then increasing its signal and audio to fair / good during the night. Really, I 
think this is one of the most fascinating things of Radio listening. During night, usual 
poor or fair conditions on 60 meters for Tajik R. on 4765.04 or 4765.05 kHz, and for some 
Chinese, Tibetan and Indian Radios as well (please, see logs of mine on the appropriate 
columns). Strong R. Mauritanie listened on 4845 kHz during late night just before Brazil 
on about this frequency. Instead April 2nd, a barely audible listening, with a tentative 
identification, for R. Nacional, Bata, Equatorial Guinea on 5005 kHz.

Forgive if this is a dumb question. Normally to terminate the ends of a dipole you pass 
the wire through the insulator wrap the end around the wire and soldier it. Do you do 
that for a mechanical connection, an electrical connection or both? 
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This is what I am getting at: In other words rather than soldiei the end back on to the 
wire can I tie a bowline knot to terminate the wire end to the insulator. Will this a have 
a négative effect on the antennas performance?

Performance of the antenna is affected by its physical length (relative to frequency 
monitored) and height above ground. The manner in which you terminate the ends of 
your wire antenna affect its length only. Soldering the ends is a nice neat thing to do 
but doesn't usually add much mechanical strength. (Solder isn't a very strong métal.) 
Mechanical strength cornes from the manner in which the wire is twisted over itself prior 
to soldering. More twists usually means more strength. Soldering the wire protects it 
from the elements and electrically shorts the coil created at the end of the wire by the 
twisting. At shortwave frequencies, this very small coil has no noticeable effect even if 
left unsoldered. 

If the wire is small enough and pliable enough to allow you to tie a bowline knot, go for 
it. It will work just fine. I wonder though: If the wire is pliable enough to be tied in a 
knot, is it strong enough for the application? 

1 don't know where you live or what the climate is like so my next few comments will 
be général in nature. 

Assuming you want the antenna to survive for a long time, be sure you use wire strong 
enough to last under the wind and climate conditions normal to your area. My favorite 
antenna wire is hard drawn 13 gauge insulated, stranded ail copper (not Copperweld) 
wire. I buy this from Davis RF (http://www.davisrf.com). Lots of folks like buying général 
purpose 14 gauge insulated solid copper wire used for interior house wiring. I find that 
such soft solid wire tends to break to easily especially in windy conditions. Where the 
feedline connects to the wires of the antenna, I do my best to weatherproof the electri- 
cal connections to slow down the corrosion process. Scotch 2210 Mastic & good quality 
electrical tape are perfect for this. Check with your local 2 way radio shop and see if 
they will give you remnants from a professional weatherproofing kit. These contain the 
mastic and tape. 

At the ends, make sure you create a good mechanical termination that won't come undone. 
That means twisting the wire around itself enough times to assure it won't come undone. 
2 inches of such twisting is usually plenty. On the other side of the insulator, consider 
using quality % inch or 3/16 inch UV résistant black nylon rope to tie the insulator to 
its mount or tree limb. Davis RF can supply that as well. A local marine supply house 
probably has something sirailar. The biggest problem with wire antennas is the ease with 
which cheap rope fails and the antenna falls to the ground. Invest in quality and you 
will enjoy years of good service. 

I have enjoyed the use of a 295 foot rectangular loop antenna here at my station for more 
than 2 years without any sort of failure. In my climate, that's a long time!

Bits and Pièces When you don't know what to 
listen to...consider the RNW 
archive 

l'U bet most NASWA members bave fond 
raemories of listening to Radio Neth- 
erlands over the years...whether it was 
the Happy Station or Media Network or 
Newsline or the Weekly Documentary, 
there was no doubt that Radio Netherlands 
produced top-quality programming. Of 
course, RNW still does...but, alas, no longer 
via shortwave to North America.. .there's 
The State We're In and Curions Orange and 
Bridges With Africa, three programs that 
are at the top of their genre.. .and Newsline 
remains a weekday staple. 

You may remeraber that, for many years. 
Radio Netherlands produced weekly docu- 
mentary programs that took a single issue 
and drilled deeply into it, producing many 
fascinating, highly detailed, well-produced 
radio programs. Thankfully, Radio Nether- 
lands has made many of them available for 
on-demand streaming. 

So, if you're stumped for something interest- 
ing to listen to, consider visiting the Radio 
Netherlands documentary archive. Visit 
the Radio Netherlands website at http:// 
rnw.nl, click on <Radio Programmes» in 
the left margin, then look for «Documenta- 
ries> at the bottom of the page. I counted 
more than 50 documentaries available for 
listening...surely you'll find something 
there that piques your interest. Even if the 
program is several years old, you'll find it 
interesting listening. In some instances, 
you'll find an archived program to be eerily 
prescient as well. 

Voice of Nigeria - VONScope 
Quick...name the most populous English- 
speaking countries in the word...did 
Nigeria come to mind? Although it has 
approximately 150 million people in an 
area twice the size of California, it's easy 
for Nigeria to not appear on your mental 
radar screen of English-speaking countries. 
Nigeria has long maintained an external- 
facing shortwave presence with the Voice 
of Nigeria; it broadcasts daily on shortwave 
in English from 0500 to 0700 on 15120,1000 
to 1500 on 9690, and 1700 to 2100 again on 
15120, ail times UT. It's tough to consider 
the Voice of Nigeria as an Easy Listening 
catch via shortwave, at least here in East- 
ern Pennsylvania. Most certainly not in 
the same class as Radio Netherlands in the 
good old days. Well, VON's website, http:// 
voiceofnigeria.org, has long mentioned live 
webcasting as "coming soon", and this has 
now gone live...at least for part of the day 
and part of the time. It seems to be a hit- 
or-miss proposition, but if you're looking for 
something out of the ordinary, you should 
add it to your list. l'U highlight some of 
the spécifie programs on the VON schedule 
from time to time. 

VONScope (weekdays 0500) is a weekday 
30-minute news magazine featuring stories 
about Nigeria as well as world news of inter- 
est to Africa and Africans. The program 
features an économie news segment as well 
as sports news. The program features inter- 
views and audio actuality, which helps to 
keep the program interesting. It's a decent 
way to hear about Africa from an African 
perspective. 
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New Sériés from the BBC World 
Service 

Something Understood 
This is a new spiritually themed weekly 
half-hour program. Longtime World Service 
South Asian correspondent Mark Tully uses 
music, prose and poetry to explore religious 
topics. A late April édition focused on the 
last words of Jésus on the cross, with Tully 
interviewing a UK clergyman and delving 
into the physical, emotional, légal and 
spiritual aspects of Jésus' words. West 
African shortwave airtimes that may reach 
North America include Saturdays 1832 and 
Sundays 1332; Webcast air times include 
Sundays 1432 and 2132. 

Letter From... 
In a résurrection of one of the most beloved 
features of the World Service, Alastair 
Cooke's Letter From America, cornes this 
new sériés that is a topical essay, Uke 
the old program, but from various lead- 
ing global commentators. The program 
is only nine minutes long, versus the old 
15-minute length of Letter From America, 

'but nonetheless might be worth a listen. 
If you're trying to catch the World Service 
on shortwave from its West Africa services, 
try Sundays 2132. XM listeners can try 
Sundays 0632 and 2332, plus Mondays 0132. 
The live webcast air times are Saturdays 
1032 and 2332, plus Sundays 0232. 

New programs from the Voice of 
Turkey 

These have already been on the air since 
January, but this is the first time l've had 
a chance to mention them. Thanks to Rich 
D'Angelo for passing along this info. 

This World is Ours 
One of the most important items on world 
agenda is global warming and this program 
will delve into the global and environmen- 
tal factors causing our old planet to suffer 

unfortunately even more in the coming 
décades. The causes of what has caused 
this alarming situation both in Turkey and 
the world will be concentrated on and the 
possible remedies will be discussed. 

From Fortress to Fortress 
The fortress shedding light on the ancient 
civilizations which flourished in Anato- 
lia, merged into one another and created 
new synthèses are what this program dis- 
cusses.

DX Target: Open Radio for North Korea 
Radio in Support of Reconciliation between North and South 

By Richard A. D'Angelo 

The Korean Peninsula has been a trouble 
spot for a long time. Over the years there 
has been a massive collection of clandes- 
tine stations getting their messages ont to 
address unification, among other issues. 
Some of them include Radio Echo of Hope, 
which began in June 1973, however, prior 
to that, it was active under the name Voice 
of Reunification. Another was the Voice 
of the People, which began in June 1985. 
Also, there was the Voice of National Sal- 
vation, which became an active station in 
August 1985. This DX Target will focus on 
a recent addition to the "peace" process on 
the Korean Peninsula, Open Radio for North 
Korea ("ORNK"). 

Background 

An indépendant Korean state or collection 
of states has existed almost continuously 
for several thousand years. Between its 
initial unification in the 7th century from 
three predecessor Korean states until the 
20th century, Korea existed as a single 
indépendant country. In 1905, following 
the Russo-Japanese War, Korea became a 
protectorate of impérial Japan, and in 1910 
it was annexed as a colony. Korea regained 
its independence following Japan's surren- 
der to end World War II ("WW II") in the 
Pacific in 1945. After WW II, a Republic of 
Korea ("ROK") was set up in the southern 
half of the Korean Peninsula while a Com- 
munist government was installed in the 
north ("DPRK"). During the Korean War 
(1950-53), United States troops and United 
Nations forces fought alongside soldiers 
from the ROK to defend South Korea from 
DPRK attacks supported by China and the 
Soviet Union. An armistice was signed in 
1953, splitting the peninsula along a demili- 
tarized zone at about the 38th parallel. 

South Korea was able to achieve rapid éco- 
nomie growth with per capita income rising 
to roughly 14 times the level of North Korea. 
In 1993, Kim Young-sam became South 
Korea's first civilian président following 32 
years of military rule. North Korea on the 
other hand continues to be firmly ruled by 
Kim Jong II. 

In June 2000, a historic first North-South 
summit took place between the South's 
Président Kim Dae-jung and the North's 
leader Kim Jong II. 

Geography 

North Korea is located in East Asia on the 
northern half of the Korean Peninsula. 
North Korea shares a border with three 
states, including China along the Yalu River, 
Russia along the Tumen River, and South 
Korea along the Korean Demilitarized Zone 
("DMZ"). The Yellow Sea and the Korea Bay 
are off the west coast and the Sea of Japan 
(also called East Sea of Korea) is off the 
east coast. 

South Korea is located in East Asia, on the 
southern half of the Korean Peninsula jut- 
ting out from the far east of the Asian land 
mass. The only country with a land border 
to South Korea is North Korea, lying to the 
north with 238 kilometers of border running 
along the DMZ. South Korea is mostly sur- 
rounded by water and has 2,413 kilometers 
of coast line along three seas. To the west, 
is the Yellow Sea, to the south is the East 
China Sea, and to the east is the Sea of 
Japan or East Sea. 

The Korean Peninsula extends for about 
1000 kilometers southward from the north- 
east Asian continental landmass. The 8,460 
kilometer coastline of Korea is highly irregu- 
lar, and North Korea accounts for 2,495 
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kilometers of this. About 3,600 islands lie 
adjacent to the Korean Peninsula, mostly 
along the south and west coasts. 

The Mission of ORNK 

Open Radio for North Korea broadcasts radio 
programs to the listeners in North Korea. For 
the most part, the station broadcasts pro- 
grams prepared by producers with a message 
for North Korea citizens. The station encour- 
ages participation. Anyone who wants to 
deliver his/her voice to the North Koreans 
is welcome to participate in the program. 

According to the station, the messages it 
broadcasts belong to the participants. ORNK 
is not limited to any political, économie, 
social, cultural or religions sphere. Any mes- 
sage can be broadeasted as long as it does not 
violate intellectual property rights and ethi- 
cal régulations on international broadeasting. 

ORNK supports true reconciliation between 
the North and South Korea. The station 
believes that "sincere conversation is nec- 
essary for true reconciliation between the 

"people of North and South Korea." ORNK 
hopes to provide opportunities for open 
communications and conversations between 
the people of North and South Korea and 
the global community. 

Finally, the ORNK organization provides 
consulting service about broadeasting to the 
North Koreans. Anyone interested in broad- 
easting to the North Korean people but does 
not know how, can use the resources of their 
organization to raake broadeasting a reality. 

Open Radio for North Korea's Executive 
Director Young Howard has said that the 
"Inter Korean Summit Meeting in 2000 was 
the beginning. Now is the timefor the Korean 
people ail over the world, including the people 
in North and South Korea to play major rôles in 
the process of reconciliation. For this to come 
true, conversation with North Koreans living 
in a closed society is necessary. However, 
channel of conversation with North Koreans 
remains restricted. iNe would like to open up 
a channel." He has noted that South Korean 
society is free and open and that compared 

to the past, a wide range of information on 
North Korea has been made public. Never- 
theless, he sees a need for more improve- 
ment in South Korea. The North Korean soci- 
ety is closed compared to the South Korean 
society. Executive Director Howard has 
stressed that more efforts must be made in 
North Korea by allowing external broadeast- 
ing including radio and télévision as well 
as the Internet needing to be made public. 
He considers the station's mission to deliver 
the voice of North Koreans to the North 
Koreans. The Executive Director believes the 
station's rôle will be completed when North 
Koreans become the owner of the station. 

ORNK Programming 

Open Radio for North Korea broadcasts 
a variety of programs into North Korea. 
One of the programs is personal messages 
of separated familles in Korea, including 
abductees' families and families of pris- 
oner's of war, and North Korean defectors' 
families. Another program is a student col- 
lège program, a public access program where 
students broadeast through one of fourteen 
participating collèges their own program 
for North Korea. The topics vary from love 
stories of young people, to book reviews and 
songs, and history discussions. For the most 
part, programs consist of educational and 
cultural messages for the reconciliation and 
coopération between the two Korean peoples. 

Open Radio for North Korea admits to sup- 
port by the United States Congress although 
Tae Keung Ha of ORNK notes that the U.S. 
government does not tell then what you 
can and cannot be said on the radio pro- 
grams. They enjoy full autonomy in pro- 
gram development and présentation while 
adhering to journalistic ethical standards 
that are observed by any journalist in any 
open média. 

Vincent Brossel of the Asia desk of Student 
Media Without Borders in Paris once noted 
that the station's goal is to increase the 
press freedom in North Korea and to break 
the walls between the South and the North 
Korean people. He stated that for many 
years. Reporters Without Borders published 
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an international press freedom ranking with 
North Korea being the worst country. North 
Korean freedom of expression suffers from 
govemment control, censorship, propaganda 
and repression. North Korean people are pre- 
vented access to free information. Brossel 
believes that the only to break the wall of 
censorship is to promote the free radio, thus 
he supports the Open Radio for North Korea 
initiative. Supporting the project provides a 
chance to the North Koreans to hear some- 
thing différent from the usual propaganda 
fare they must live with on a daily basis. 

When North Korea recently defied inter- 
national calls for restraint and launched 
a rocket, purportedly to put a satellite in 
orbit, it wasn't long before a covert cor- 
respondent there was on her cell phone to 
editors in Séoul. For South Korean radio 
station founder Young Howard, this repre- 
sented breaking news from a hostile, inac- 
cessible land. 

People were celebrating a colossal suc- 
cess, she whispered. "If we have starved, 
it has been in sacrifice of this glory," she 
quoted the train passengers as saying. "The 
Americans cannot dismiss North Korea's new 
weapon." Howard knew differently because 
U.S. intelligence reports said the rocket 
never made it into orbit. Within hours, Open 
Radio for North Korea was broadcasting its 
own report to listeners across the border. 
"News out of Pyongyang violâtes the basics 
of journalism," he said. "We tell the other 
side of the story." 

Howard's station is among half a dozen 
Seoul-based opérations that each day dis- 
patch news and opinions into North Korea. 
Some, Uke Open Radio, are the work of 
concerned outsiders. Others are run by 
defectors, many of whom use pseudonyras 
because they know vengeful officiais could 
persécute family and friends left behind. 

Considering the shortage of radios in North 
Korea and the penalty for owning one, the 
broadcasters don't know how many people 
actually hear their voices. For Howard, 
it's Uke putting a message in a bottle and 
tossing it out to sea. "We don't expect any 
answers," said the 40-year-old father of 

three who was born in Busan, South Korea. 
"We're just putting information out there in 
the hope that people's loved ones will hear." 

By far the most popular program for How- 
ard's station is "Unsent Letters," which 
broadcasts messages from outsiders seeking 
to get word to friends and family in North 
Korea. It's an electronic bulletin board of 
sorts. Often the communiqués are sentimen- 
tal recollections, bits and pièces of memory 
filled with raw émotion. 

Experts are divided on the rôle the radio 
stations play in the lives of North Koreans. 
Some call them tools of change, while others 
say their operators are frustrated defectors 
shouting into the wind. 

How to Hear and QSL ORNK 

This past DX season, Open Radio for North 
Korea operated on 9,930 kHz from the facili- 
ties of KWHR in Naalehu, Hawaii broadcast- 
ing to North Korea and the three eastern 
provinces in China. Transmissions were from 
1200 to 1230 UTC. Recent schedule informa- 
tion indicates that ORNK can be heard on 
11,640 kHz from Tashkent, Uzbekistan at 
1300 to 1400 UTC and on 7,510 kHz from 
Yerevan, Armenia from 2100 to 2200 UTC. 
The station has received réception reports 
from around the globe with many of the 
letters appearing on the station's website 
(http://www.nkradio.com). 

The station will verify listener réception 
reports. Executive Director Young Howard 
sent a date/frequency letter confirminç 
réception in a reasonable time frame. 
reply arrived in about 50 days. Receptior 
reports in the English language reports car 
be sent to the station at:

The Happy Station Show Returns 

Press release from Keith Perron 

After an almost 15 year absence on the 
shortwave dial The Happy Station Show 
returned this March. The Happy Station 
is one the longest running shows ever on 
shortwave, having begun in March of 1927 
when Philips Radio started broadcasts over 
station PCJJ as a way to reach the Dutch 
East Indies (Indonesia). Sometime in 1928 
a very young Edward Startz created the 
Happy Station. He changed PCJJ to PCJ, 
which he said stood for Peace, Cheer and 
Joy. The show continued until the start of 
the war. During WW2 the only shortwave 
done by the Dutch was via the BBC in 
London broadcasting back to Holland with 
Radio Orange. After the war around 1946 the 
Dutch Government founded Radio Nederland 
Wereldomroep and Edward Startz returned 
to microphone as présenter of The Happy 
Station Show. Edward remained with the 
show for 43 years, way past the légal âge 
to retire in the Netherlands. 

and now the time is right to return with the 
same message of Peace, Cheer and Joy and 
Smiles Across The Miles that Edward and 
Tom brought listeners every week. 

What is différent? One of the major changes 
with the Happy Station today is it won't be 
a Radio Netherlands production. Instead it 
will be independently produced and distrib- 
uted. Radio Netherlands has given permis- 
sion for the new producer and présenter to 
use the name Happy Station, as long as it's 
made clear there is no affiliation with Radio 
Netherlands. 

The new Happy Station host will be Keith 
Perron, a Canadian broadcaster who has 
been based in Asia for almost 10 years. He 
has worked as an announcer/producer with 
CKUT Montréal, Radio Canada International, 
Radio Havana Cuba, CHMB Vancouver, China 
Radio International and has freelanced for 
Monitor Radio, CBC Radio and others over 
the last 17 years. 

In January 1970 Tom Meijer, who was work- 
ing for the Dutch section of Radio Neder- 
land, took over as host. This was a major 
transition. With Tom, the show took on a 
new life and energy. The Tom Meijer era was 
one of fun, with Tom making you feel that 
the Sunday broadcasts were bringing ail the 
listeners together for a family gathering. 
It truly was your Sunday family show of 
smiles across the miles. Tom Meijer stayed 
with Happy Station for 21 years until he 
retired. After he left the show it was first 
taken over by long time Radio Netherlands 
announcer/producer Pete Myers and then 
by Jonathan Groubert. The Happy Station 
Show was canceled in 1995. 

Why return Happy Station? The Happy Sta- 
tion had and still has a very loyal audience, 

The new Happy Station Show won't be pro- 
duced in Holland, but will be based in Taipei, 
Taiwan and will be distributed using many 
différent channels and ail aspects of tech- 
nology, new and old, to bring the show to 
the audience. The first will be shortwave on 
the frequency of 9955 kHz via WRMI (Radio 
Miami International) for listeners in North 
and South America. After the show's first 
transmission on shortwave, it is uploaded 
as a podcast so fans of the show not in the 
target région will be able to tune in. A plan 
is in place to bring it on shortwave to other 
régions of the world; this will be announced 
at a later date. A Facebook page has also 
been set up where listeners can send in 
pictures and recorded messages, which will 
be used on the show. 
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With the revival of The Happy Station 
Show there will also be a Happy Station 
youtube channel, where listeners will be 
able to upload videos from whereever they 
are in the world. The new host of the show 
will also présent videos and a behind the 
scenes look at the new show and its new 
surrounding. 

For listeners who remember the Spanish ver- 
sion of the show, La Estaciôn de la Alegria, 
Keith will at a later date présent both édi- 
tions. At the beginning the show will be 
bi-weekly. When the Spanish édition cornes 
at a later date, it will alternate with the 
English Happy Station. 

For those who fondly remember Tom Meijer, 
you will also have a chance to hear him 
again in guest spots as well as some of the 
songs he recorded at Radio Netherlands over 
the years. The first édition was a tribute to

My very first job on shortwave radio was 
around 19 years ago when I did some replace- 
ment work for Radio Canada International's 
English language service to Asia. During 
that time I have seen so many changes, but 
not always for the best. Since around 1991 
ail of us have seen shortwave broadcasters 
drop frequencies, eut back on programming 
and reduce broadeast hours. The question 
that many of us who work in this médium 
and listen is: Is this the right way to go? 
Yes it's true that since the internet took 
off, broadcasters such as the BBC, Deutsche 
Welle, Radio Netherlands and others now 
have another means of distribution and can 
attract a différent audience that normally 
would not listen on shortwave. But! To eut 
off an audience of hundred of thousands 
or I would even go as far to say millions 
of people who have shortwave radios and 
are regular listeners is very short sighted. 
Myself and many others are asking why, 
why, why? What's going on? 

Tom and the original Happy Station with 
contributions from listeners from around 
the world and some very famous voices from 
the shortwave dial.

—My View 

I think we need to examine when ail this 
started happening. In the early 90s just 
after the collapse of Communism in Europe, 
stations started to think how to get listen- 
ers to listen. This is around the same time 
many managers of SW stations started to 
retire. The new génération of managers 
(I should also state not ail) are just that; 
managers. Many of them know nothing or 
little about radio—let alone shortwave—to 
be able to create programs for an interna- 
tional audience that wants to tune in. It's 
almost like when lawyers and accountants 
took over the music industry. 

Many of the new génération of station man- 
agers think that switching off shortwave 
and relaying on internet and satellite is the 
way to go. A few years ago I was at a radio 
conférence in Tokyo, Japan and the direc- 
tor of a well-known station—sorry, I won't 
mention any names—said that shortwave 
is dead. During the question and answer 
period of his speech, I had a number of ques- 
tions I wanted to shoot off. My first question 
was "Have you ever listened to shortwave 
or do you even own a shortwave radio?" 
His answer was "No!" And he's running 
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a shortwave station? My second question 
was "How do you know people don't listen 
to shortwave?" Well, this was when I could 
not believe my ears. He said that recently he 
and a number of other directors from Radio 
Blablabla went to the US, Canada, Australia 
and some countries in Africa and found no 
one listened to shortwave, let alone radio. 
This led me to my third question: "Where 
exactly did you go?" His reply; New York, 
Boston, LA, Brisbane, etc, etc, etc. That's 
when I and a few others in the room started 
to giggle. I then said, "Wait a min. Did you 
go anywhere without a 4 or 5 star hôtel? 
Did you go anywhere in the US or Canada 
which is not a big city?" He said "No!" He 
then added they could get a much larger 
audience by having programs relayed on 
local FM and AM stations. My reply to him 
was "That's great! But when do your pro- 
grams air?" This is when he seemed a bit 
shocked, as I was well prepared and started 
to list off some relays. I said yes, your sta- 
tion Radio Bla bla bla is on local radio in 
Canada on the CBC (Canadian Broadcasting 
Corporation). Would you like to know the 
time? 4am. Radio Sweden is also on the CBC 
at 2:30am. Oh, your program is also on NPR 
in Burlington, Vermont at 5:30am; Seattle, 
Washington on Sundays at llpm. And I went 
on and on and on. I said yes, the domestic 
relays are good, but you have no control over 
when local stations put you on air, whereas 
before people could listen on any number of 
frequencies at almost anytime. And you're 
bringing in a new audience? Who? It was 
at that point he said he needed to run to 
another appointment. 

Another point is content. In the last 15 years 
or so it seems that ail shortwave stations 
do is news and more news, ail trying—I say 
TRYING—to be like a mini BBC or VOA. After 
a while if you tune in you will find that the 
majority of the news put out by the small 
to médium international broadcasters is ail 
the same. If I want to find out what's going 
on in my corner of the world I tune to the 
BBC. Why would I listen to Radio Bla bla bla 
for an hour to hear the same thing that's 
being broadcast by the BBC? If I tune to 
stations like Radio France, Deutsche Welle, 
Radio Netherlands or Radio Canada Interna- 
tional, I want to hear something différent. 

Like a good program about music, culture or 
something silly. I strongly believe that if SW 
wants to catch an audience, stations need 
to do something différent. People at one 
time did and still do tune in for interesting 
content, interesting personalities, but now 
it's nothing more than generic McDonald's 
for the ears. It's no wonder people don't 
tune in as much. 

My next point is budget. Yes we have seen 
budgets at stations eut, but maybe it's time 
to not eut back on programming, but rather 
to look at the way you do programs. Radio 
Canada International, which has had severe 
eut backs since the early 90s, could be a 
case in point. RCI, like some other interna- 
tional broadcasters, have so much overhead 
it's not funny. At RCI you have in-studio 
technicians. What luxury. In almost every 
station l've worked at as an announcer/ 
producer you did your own technical work. 
And now with the new studio technology it's 
even easier than it was 10 years ago when 
tape and LP's were still widely used. When I 
was at China Radio International, I used to 
produce and présent a daily 30-minute cur- 
rent affairs program called Real-Time China. 
How many people helped me? Zéro! I would 
set up interviews, research, write, edit and 
transmit the program to master control for 
broadcast to North America and Europe. But 
yet stations like RCI and others have people 
that do these things for the producers and 
presenters. I mean really, what luxury! So 
when cuts are made, where is it? First pro- 
gramming, then frequencies and third staff. 
Then what do you have? Programs no one 
hears or let alone listens to! 

Something that many programmers and 
managers don't think of is how important 
SW is even to a région like North America. 
Do any of them know how many people 
tuned in during the aftermath of Hurricane 
Katrina? From what l've been able to find 
out, SW was the only way to hear news, as 
many of the local stations had no power or 
were knocked off air when their transmit- 
ter sites were damaged. During the 2005 
tsunami, which devastated Indonesia, Sri 
Lanka, India, Thailand, and Maldives with 
almost 300, 000 people killed, shortwave 
was the only way to send and receive infor- 
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mation. In 2006 an earthquake off the coast 
of Taiwan damaged an underwater fiber 
optic cable which made internet traffic corne 
to a snails pace. I remember for almost 2 
months trying to listen to radio online, but 
it was impossible. But guess what? My radio 
worked. During the earthquake in China 
that killed nearly 70,000 people in Sichuan 
Province, SW was also the only way to keep 
local people informed and to inform relief 
workers who were in the région. I could 
continue to give more examples. 

Let's move to China. Some stations feel that 
maybe shortwave to the People's Republic 
is not a good idea because of the amount of 
jamming done by Chinese authorities with 
FIREDRAKE. This is silly. I lived in Beijing 
for over 8 years and never had a problem 
to tune in. Yes it's true that frequencies 
directed to China were jammed, but ail 
I had to do was tune to a frequency for 
let's say Africa or Eastern Europe, and had 
no problem to listen. This is the magie of 
shortwave. You can have a program directed 
only to Europe or somewhere else, but you 
can also listen in a différent région as the 
signal is bouncing around. Try listening to 
online radio in China from V0A! BL0CKED! 
Radio Canada International, BL0CKED! 
And the station websites which are not 
blocked from RFI, DW, RN or Radio Sweden 
can't be listened to online because of the 
Great Firewall Of China which slows down 
everything so much it can take up to an 
hour—sometimes more—for a program to 
be downloaded. 

So finally. Is shortwave dead? No! Stations, 
managers and programmers just need to 
stop thinking of the internet and domestic 
relays as new toys. If it's not broken, don't 
fix it, improve it. My feeling is that over 
the next 10 years or hopefully less, the sta- 
tions, people and governments that have 
eut shortwave will wake up and say "What 
have we done?" Yes it's true that nowadays 
there is much more compétition with the 
300 TV channels that are delivered to our 
homes, or we can just click and listen to our 
favorite program. But radio and shortwave 
is still the most economical médium. 

To end, I would like to say to every inter- 
national broadeaster: Produce interesting 
programs that will make people want to 
listen on shortwave. Yes, music does not 
sound that great on SW, but if you have good 
radio personalities and interesting programs 
people will listen. Promote shortwave as a 
very economical means to reach millions 
of people. Look into how to improve your 
shortwave signal instead of just cutting it. 
And do something for ail the loyal short- 
wave listeners that are now eut off and have 
no other way to tune in anymore. Bring back 
the respect we ail once had.

Keith certainly hit the nail right on the 
head in taking the bean counters and the 
so called "managers" to task for their atti- 
tudes and total lack of knowledge about 
the business they were in, as well as the 
advantages of using SW as a broadeast 
médium. When Keith was recounting the 
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time he attended the conférence in Tokyo 
and gave that unidentified station director 
a good grilling in the Q & A session, I could 
just visualize the squirming in his seat that 
this incompétent person must have done. 
This director might just as well have been 
the director of a shoe factory, because he 
certainly didn't have a due about what SW 
is ail about! Let's hope that many of this 
person's international broadcasting col- 
leagues read Keith's comments. I can't help 
but wonder though, whether it would have 
any effect at ail even if they do. 

Keith's commentary made me realize just 
how fortunate I was during in my career 
in international broadcasting.

I was extremely fortunate, since at one 
time I was producing the majority of the 
weekend feature programs heard on ail of 
RCI's English transmissions, to have been 
allowed to décidé which programs went on 
which transmissions to the various target 
areas. l'm sure that there were very few of 
my international broadcasting colleagues, 
program producers at other stations, who 
enjoyed this freedom. I have always been 
extremely grateful for this. 

I did however suffer the slings and arrows 
of management during program évaluation 
sessions, whose théories did not match what 
I had heard directly from listeners whenever 
I attended an SWL gathering in Canada, the 
USA or Europe. According to the manage- 
ment people I shouldn't run anything on 
my programs that lasted any longer than 
two and a half minutes. The theory being 
that the listeners' attention span was only 
that long for any given topic. What utter 
rubbish, as l'm sure the vast majority of 
my listeners would agree. I never agreed 
with that particular dictât, and I never did 
adhéré to it! I guess I was lucky and just 
kept getting away with it! 

Keith's commentary should be required 
reading for anyone in management of the 
stations that are left on SW these days. 
Sadly it's too late for the stations that are 
no longer on the air.

International Broadcasting (AIB) 

Azerbaijan citizens have been without 
access to international radio services car- 
ried via local broadcasters since the end of 
December. Affected are RFE/RL, VoA and 
the BBC. Azerbaijan's National TV and Radio 
Council ruled that national frequencies 
could not be used for international radio 
stations, although the international sta- 
tions had agreements in place for rebroad- 
casting in the country. Speaking in Prague, 
RFE/RL Président Jeffrey Gedmin said the 
décision was regrettable and "deeply disap- 
pointing." "We are known there as a source 
of independent, crédible, accurate news and 
information," Gedmin said. "This décision 
to knock us off the air and, by the way, 
others — the Voice of America, the BBC — 
is going to rob the people in this country 
of important information that they need 
to react and act on as they're leading their 
lives and trying to grow and build civil 
society." The média freedom représenta- 
tive for the OSCE, Miklos Haraszti, said 
"With this décision, the monopolisation by 
government-friendly voices of the airwaves 
of the broadcast média is practically almost 
complété, and that's a very regrettable start 
to the eve of the next year." Turkey's TRT 
appears to be exempt from the ban, continu- 
ing to broadcast in Azerbaijan. 

Pharos has completed a major contract for 
BBC World Service. In the rôle of prime 

contracter, Pharos was selected to supply 
content management and automation for 
68 channels of radio programming together 
with automation for live and time-shifted 
content playout. Central to the project is a 
Pharos Mediator content management plat- 
form which has been chosen to integrate the 
network's ingest, média workflow, transfer 
management, router control and playout. 
Mediator includes a task-specific web-based 
user interface which guides operators and 
supervisors through the workflow and allows 
search and browse of any material from their 
desktop. World Service workflows are prior- 
itised and resources managed by Mediator 
based on the demands of an integrated 
programme schedule. A total of 32 channels 
are configured as complété playout-capable 
subsystems, each safeguarded by a fully 
mirrored channel. "This latest contract was 
awarded after a lengthy OJEC process," said 
Nigel Fry, Head of Transmission & Distribu- 
tion at BBC World Service. "A full audit was 
conducted which Pharos passed with high 
recommendations. Pharos was then com- 
missioned to look at our current opération 
and to co-operate with staff in creating an 
outline requirement for a future playout and 
routing infrastructure to cover the entire 
World Service opération." Find out more on 
this story at the AIB website.

It is now the largest party in 
the National Assembly of Madagascar with 
106 of 127 seats, after the parliamentary 
élection held on September 23, 2007

The existence of this station was first 
reported by Glenn Hauser on the DX 
Listening Digest mailing list. The location of 
the transmitters is not yet known.

SOMALIA Radio Hargeisa, the national 
radio of Somaliland, has resumed regular 
broadcasts on shortwave, apparently fiom a 
new transmitter. Radio Hargeisa was 
established in 1948, but first started 
broadcasting in December 1951. However in 
1988, it was destroyed by the forces of Siyad 
Bare, the last Somali dictator. For the past 
year, it has been undergoing some major 
improvements to its services and réception. 

On Monday, Somaliland students in Yemen 
were able to listen to Radio Hargeisa for the 
first tirne in many years, while on 
Wednesday it was received in Japan for the 
first time on 7145 kHz at 1759 UT [Other 
reports say that tests started a year ago on 
7120 kHz], 

On Friday, Somaliland students studying in 
neighbouring countries were able to listen 
to Radio Hargeisa. The station broadcasts 
Somali music, news and other current 
affairs, mainly broadcasts in the Somali 
language. (Source: SomalilandPress) 

Andy Sennitt adds: Radio Hargeisa has been 
reported sporadically on various 7 MHz 
frequencies in recent years, but apparently 
from a low power transmitter. The headline 
in this report from SomalilandPress was 
Radio Hargeisa goes global, which indicates 
that a new higher powered transmitter is 
now in regular use (April 4th, 2009 - 16:15 
UTC by Andy Sennitt, Media Network blog/

URUGUAY A month ago, Mr. Gustavo 
Cirino, who is a person in charge of the 
technical matters of varions radio stations in 
Uruguay and knows me from the multiple 
queries for updated data from radiostations 
for many years, called me Consulting for the 
général use of SSB on the shortwaves by 
broadcast stations. He told me that URSEC, 
the country's regulatory télécom authority, 
had just urged Radio Sarand Sport, Rivera, 
to reactivate the SW on 6045 or to resign to 
it. The power had to be 2 KW, but using a 
transmitter of such power would have been 
so much in terms of electrical consumption. 
An alternate way, he thought would be to 
use SSB, which appears to be feasible. I have 
been in contact with him, and now I am 
expecting more info as starting date, real 
power to be used, equipment and antenna to 
use, if LSB. The schedule would be the same 
as on MW (890) and simulcasting it. The 
authorized beam is to HFCC CIRAF zone 14 
(Argentina, part of Paraguay, etc.) 

In the past (1980s) a 6010 SODRR 
transmitter was also fired on LSB beamed to 
the Antarctic Uruguayan base, but this 
lasted for short time and was expérimental. 
Later SODRE discarded SSB broadcasts. 
Currently 6125 is active from them, but with 
low power and lately reported with low 
modulation.
