The Shortwave Center Interview» Ed Shaw 
(Editer's notesi For those who do not know, Ed Ehaw has played a key rôle 
in the success of Frendx as we know it today, A career Navy man, Shaw came 
to the rescue of Frendx at the end of 1970, when then publisher and chief 
executive, Pill Eddings, suffered a heart attack. It was Shaw who published 
the December bulletin of that year and who took on more and more of the work 
load of Frendx. While Dan Ferguson ultimately came to the rescue of the club 
in 1972, oublishing, and eventually single-handedly running the organization, 
Shaw could be found in any number of éditorial rôles, ultimately cuiminating 
in his ^ole as Executive Secretary of Naswa about six years ago. He even- 
tually left that oost over a controversy of sorts, and has, for the last 
three or four years remained relatively inactive in club affairs and report- . 
ing. 
Personal observationsi Although I was one of the individuals who was 
involved in the aforementioned controversy, Ed and I had long since agreed 
to disagree and be friends again. I still remamber the first time I met him, 
back in 1975 in Lexington, at a convention he was hosting. Typical of his 
manner, he ran the whole show, and had everything down to the finest détail. 
Ed and Don Jensen had invited me to attend, and while Ed and I became friends 
I suspect that his conservatism and my "young "turk" libéralism somehow 
rubbed each other in the wrong wayj No matter that, I still looked up to him 
as one of the leaders of the hobby. Tt was with that feeling that T went to 
him after ail these years to find out just what he was up to. What follows 
is a matter-of-fact, but positive interview, hooefully the first step in 
getting this guy back into active involvement in Naswa once again. It is also 
a coming of home of sorts for me as well. T had a lot of fun doing itî 
Welcome back EdwardI) 
SWCt Welcome back to a section you once edited a number of years back. In 
many ways today's SWC mirrors your oast efforts, but that is another question. 
What have you been up to ail these past years'5 

Shawi It is indeed nice to hear from Frendx in this way, and more particular 
ly yourself. The past years have seen me inactive for a nmmber of reasons. 
Besides Personal business, of earning aliving, I needed to sit back and 
examine just what it was I desired from our hobby. While not really doing any 
hard dxinff, T have maintained my interests in favorite programs and stations 
and listening to them regularly. Yet, I did search arcund for and find some 
of the new vogue catches listed in Frendx. 
SWCi Glad to hear that you are active and still have your hand in the hobby 
as it were. Any chance we are going to see Ed Shaw report regularly again, 
or possibly edit a section of Frendx again? 
Shawi Participating regularly? Good oossibility. But, editing a section of 
Frendx may be beyond that, at least for the forseable future. The various 
sections of Frendx seem very well handled. Yy talents, such as they are, may 
best be directed toward smaller, Personal contact groups. 
SWCi Jumping back to my original train of thought; what I had in mind when I 
took over SWC was to bring back the best of tbe oast to Frendx. I was 
interested in trying to recreate that wonderful section that was handled by 
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yourself, Don Jensen, Ralph Perry, Al Sizer, and others. There was somethmg 
spécial about SWC in those days. There was a perioa of years there where 
the best the hobby had to offer coalesced in the pages of SWD. During my 
short tenure I think I have been relatively successful in doing the same thing. 
Indeed, some of the best in the hobby have contributed to SWC. Anyway, to get 
to the point here, hi. Why de you think it is that so many of the old-timers 
have corne oack. not only to the pages of SWC. Put to editing sections as well? 
Shawi SWC in "those" days is no more than SWC today as observed from the 
future, l^embers then will refer to SWC todays as those good old days, too. 
Tf many of the old-timers have corne back to contribute editorships and their 
talents, T feel it is because there is a thirst for their kind of expériences 
and a des ire on the old-timers part to offer when asked, New receivers and 
equipment corne and go, but the DX technique is the same. 
SWC » Along these same lines, I cannot but helo to think of the philosophy 
that was once prevelant in the hobby, that it was the job of established dxers 
to help develop neweomers into dxers. That is certeinly how I was brought in 
to the hobby, and I know that you were one cf those people who actually 
believed that a dxer could be made with some helo and dedication. About five 
years ago that philosophy ceased to exist for a number of reasons. First, 
people felt that not everybody wanted to be a dxer. Indeed, some peoole enjoy 
just listening. Also, the word "elitist" was coined, with ail kinds of bad 
connotations. What happened, and do you think that maybe the attitude is 
changing again, and possibly, unknowingly, many of us are setting examples 
once again? 
Shawi There did occur about 197^or 197? a climate of ill-will among 
personalities. Only a handful were involved really. Unfortunately, I was 
right in the center of it ail, At the time, I remember T was concerned with 
maintaining a formula-operated club and preferred no personalities to be 
involved. It did not work out exactly and I was disappointed that some 
hostile attitudes developed and estrangements ensued. After five years I see 
signs of a great healing coming about, with no questions being asked and no 
promises being made. This is great. The hobby, first of ail, is giving of 
self for the benefit of ail through Frendx. If any elitists still exist, 
they have mellowed into something quite tolerable. 
SWCi Tf we can change courses here for a minute, could you tell us about 
your favorite hobby expériences*7 

Shawi My expériences cover a good number of years. But certainly, I enjoyed 
the many field trips to DX. Notably, I recall one especially good trip with 
Ferguson, Henderson, Jamison, and Yamron up to a fire look out tower in the 
mountains of Virginia. I logged Burundi there for the first time. You may 
recall a story with photographs and comic captions we submitted for Frendx. 
These are the kind of things which make DXing worthwhile, and the camaraderie. 
SWCi Who was your best student? 
Shawi Me? Have students? Hil Well, T suppose I have had protege-types. 
Some were ne'er do wells. And others have dropped out of the hobby. I suppose 
of ail my Personal associations with then less experienced and budding dxers, 
I admire Dan Jamison, who was a good DXer in his own right. I probably help- 
ed influence his writing most. Another young man, Russell Lay, is no longer 
active I guess. He had real promise. 
SWC » Would you care to make any comments about the pirate controversy, which 
has seemed to h*ve resolved itself this past year? 
Shaw» I wish I had paid some greater attention to some of these guys. There 
are two classes of pirates in my eyesi the quasi-professinals with sophis- 
ticated gear, ships at sea, unemployed DJs, maybe with a political message. 
The other kind were dare-devil types with hands on a transmitter and just 
out for a joy ride while they could get away with it. I never really under- 
stood what they intended to accomplish other than to provide DX catches. 
SWCi Overall, what do you think of Frendx these days? Be honest with us. 
Shaw» Frendx today is cleaner than ever before. I am satisfied with the 
content of ail the sections. However, I have always believed in graphies 
and photographs. We often have a lot of information unrelieved to the eyes. 
Some duplication or repititiveness occurs at times. T'd like to see more 
standardized cataloging of information for ease of reference. By this, I 
mean perhaps ail information for a particular country could be cataloged under 
the name of that country this month. T see a lot of différent items dotted 
here and ther in no particular order in my opinion. Also, I believe there is 
a definite need for a good all-purpose technical section dealing with 
receivers, antennas, repairs, hints and kinks, explanations of phenomena, etc. 
That would require a knowledgeable old-timer T feel. 
SWC » If I remember, you have delightful taie on how you QSL'd the Sahara 
a number of years baok. Any chance we can get you to go over it once again? 
Shaw» Ah, Spanish Sahanal What a catch! As far as I know, I was one of the 
first U.S. DXers to positively log and ID it. I taped it, and it was a poor 
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recording, too. But. at the Indiananolis convention Dr. Richard Wood listened 
to it and assured us ail. The words wo>~p clear thei-eafter when we knew what 
they said..."Hounah Aaiun". This is Aaiun." The canital of Boanish Sahara) 
Over the next several months î tried every trick and nloy I knew to garner 
tht QSL. Peoeated corresoondence with Rl'E madrid (the parent corporation) 
at first denied the existence of the station. Then they declared it had 
complété autonomy. I nearly capitulated and refrained fron further invest- 
ments in oursuit of the QSL. In desperation, T submitted one last complété 
report, tape cooy, IRCs, stamps. records, flags, and a sxeen dollar-hill. 
The answer did finally corne in about one year after first hearing. It was a 
comolete QSL letter, fully TDing my tape, I also got souveniers, etc. It 
was my finest hour. 
SWGi^ We understand you built a new house this past sumner. How about 
telling us about it and the new shack as well? 
Shawi Yes, John, I just finished building a new brick colonial in Lexington. 
Upstairs- I have built in a prooer shop, office. DX shack corabination. Any 
visitons to ny past homes will know how my lay-outs go. In it I keep three 
receivers goingi SPrtOO, HQ100, and a Sony portable. I anticioate one of 
the newer Drakes a little later this year maybe. 
Sffii I eannot think of much else to ask at this point tht we have not already 
discussed, but you are most welcome to comment upon anything that we have 
not already covered at this point. 
Shawi_ Well, I have nothingesle to discuss either, but I do have a suggestion, 
l'd like to see a re-gathering of ail NASWA governmental heads, editors, past 
heads, editors, etc. at some grand convention like the one I hosted in 
August of IPTé. For some reason, I felt that was a particularly good meet, 
and we had a good time. Perhaps we could call it the Good Old Days DX 
Reunion? 
SWCi Sounds good to me. Hy most sincere Personal thanks to you for granting 
me this interview. On bbhalf of the NASWA leadership and my fellow editors 
I can only say that I hope this is the beginning of us ail seeing your name 
in the bulletin on a regular basis once again.

THE VOICE OF Af-ERICAî VIEWS FROM THE INSUE

Most roaders of FRENDX should be aware by now that things have been happening at the 
Voice of America^ The nowspaper headlines and éditorials, radio prograos and network 
télévision speclals, even coverage by other international broadcast stations — ail of 
these were an Indication of the œctent of changes taking place at VOA, and the contro- 
versy that acconpanied those events. As the Voice of America, with its international 
broadcasting colleagues, worked at its daily mission to provide accurate, objective 
and comprohensive news to a world in groat noed of that kind of information, tiie VOA 
itself becane a news story. 
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The headlines read; "Propaganda Roi© Urged for Voice of America"(Washington Post, 
Noveraber 13, 1981), "Guerrilla War at Voice of America"(Boston Globe), "Appointment 
of 'Propaganda* Advocate Defended by VGA Chief"(Washington Post). Ther© was an 
NBC news Spécial Segment on the Voice, and two ABC Nightline programs. One dealt 
with the rôle of ail international broadcasters in providing information during the 
Polish crisis. The other dealt specifically with the Voice of America, and the issues 
of credibility and objectivity which have been at the heart of discussions of VGA*s 
functions and goals for many years. Rarély has the VGA received so much attention 
from its média partners. At issue (you have probably already guessed from the head- 
lines above) — fears on the part of many people that the Reagan Administration would 
seek to use VGA as a major weapon to counter Soviet propaganda and disinformation, 
this as part of the "Project Truth" campaign. As the Boston Globe put it: "(The story) 
pits a number of employées of the USICA (VGA) who feel their integrity is imperiled 
by the Reagan Administration, against the new directors of the organization (VGA), who 
are determined to project a positive view of the United States abroad, It is a 
complex story, based on govemment documents, public pronouncements, leaked mémos 
and a sériés of private interviews where employées of the VGA were volces from the 
underground, expressing dismay and alarm that the Administration is trying to impose 
its conservative, anti-soviet stamp on the work of the nation*s overseas information 
organization." Or, in the words of the magazine Human Events: "This struggl© 
involves the important effort by the Administration to forge the varions u.s. over- 
seas information services, such as the VGA, inb a powerful weapon that could literally 
bring down the Soviet Empire without a shot being fired. Through a hard-hitting 
but factual information progran, the Administration hopes to breed more vocal and 
active discontent behind the Iron Curtain, to stir the populace into demanding 
greater political and économie freedoms, , . " 
Lot me point out from the start that this sériés of articles wlll NOT attempt to 
sensationalize ©vents concerning VGA, although the events themselves were obviously 
viewed as important enough to warrant network broadeast and press coverage. What 
I do want to provid© to the SWL/DX coramunity are some of my own viows on recent 
devalopments, especially from the perspective of someone who is still an ©nthusiastic 
participant in the shortwave hobby, This perspective is soraething that has been 
missing from média discussions of news judgmant, propaganda (what it is and what it 
isn't), accuracy, objectivity and the adequacy of news coverage offered by the world's 
shortwave volces. In fact, I believe I have an obligation to ray shortwave listening 
colloagues to provid© such an account. Because tne outcome(s) of ail the current 
discussions will, inevitably, affect what we hear on the shortwave bands, 
So, • • what has been happening at the VGA, you raight ask? Well, it would b© difficult 
to cover everything carried by the various média. But it would be safe to say that 
the oontroverstes involvlng VGA roached a fever pitch beginning with the publication 
by the Washington Post of an article based on a mémorandum written by a newly-appointed 
VGA coordinator for commentary and news analysis — Philip Nicolaides, The page one 
story (by Post reporter Murrey Marder) included quotes from the mémo, written by Mister 
Nicolaides before ho was a VGA employée as an expression of opinions on how VGA could 
bo enhanced, Anong other points. Mister Nicolaides was quoted as saying accuracy and 
credibility in news are ail important. In the mémo, ho is also quoted as saying that 

"VGA should not report endlessly on stories that tend to put us or our allies in a 
bad light, while glossing over stories which discrédit the leadership of Comraunist 
nations." 
The mémorandum (written to VGA Director James Conkling) continues: "It is nocossary 
to recognize that we are, as ail the world understands, a propaganda agoncy, and 
propaganda is a speeies of the genus advertising, • , We raust portray the Soviet Union 
as the last great predatory empire on earth, remorselessly enslaving its own diverse 
ethnie populations, , . We must strive to 'destabilize*the Soviet Union and its 
satellites by proraoting disaffaction between peoples and rulers, underscoring lies 
and déniais of rlghts, inofficient management of the economy suppression of cultural 
diversity, religions persécution, etc." And the mémo concludes; "And we flnally 
get to the point that the only criticism of the VGA is howling from the Kremlin, 
antiphonal ululation from the U.S, hard left, and even greater Soviet efforts at 
janaing, we can crack open the Champagne 1" 
The Nicolaides mémo sparked an immédiate négative reaction among many VGA employées. A 
pétition was drawn up by some, expressing concern about throats to VGA*s credibility, 
and requestlng the cancellation of Mister Nicolaides* appointment, VGA Director Conkling 
called a meeting that same afternoon (Friday, November 13) to answer questions, and 
needless to say, many staffers requested a clear stateraent from the Director on where 
he stood on the Nicolaides mémo. Most people, including the Director, were aware of the 
existence of the pétition which had not yet been submitted pending the outcoae of the 
meeting. In the end, the pétition was never submitted. A réguler news conférence was 
snhedaAed to taxe place after the staff meeting with the Director, and it would be no 
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exaggeration to describe the atmosphère in the downstalrs VOA conférence room as tense. 
The Director defended the appointment of Mister Nicolaides. But he gave his firm 
pledge that the VOA charter would be upheld and that VOA will remain a "non-politicized 
non-propaganda, highly professional" organization. The September 21 mémo, the Director, 
said, contained sorae'bxcellent idea.# and sorae "fascinating points.1" But he added, 
there were also "some very unattractive ideas frora the standpoint of the Voice of 
America." Mister Nicolaides, like ail VOA employées, the Director said, should leave 
his politics ai home. And the Director said he hired Mister Nicolaides to concentrate 
on, what he termed, "a more upbeat" trend in VOA broadcasts, The mémo expressed 
"private assessments" that would not be adopted as VOA policy, 
It is important to note here, that a number of opinions were expressed at the Fridyy 
meeting, many of them by représentatives of VOA*s language services. More about this 
aspect of the controversy in a later article, VOA reported its own story that Friday, 
The Soviet News Agency Tass picked up the story and ran a comnentary the following week. 
It asked the question: "What is there in common between, let us say, a soap commercial 
and the activities of the Voice of America?" This referred to a portion of the mémo 
printed in the Washington Post article that read: "(VOA*s job) involves selling, and 
selling involves more than reasoning, it involves émotions; people buy the sizzle not 
the steak" or "the protection against 'offending,• not a bar of soap." There was 
discussion on Capitol Hill, with Senator Charles Percy expressing alarm about 
suggestions that the VOA "should be a hard-sell and propagandize America instead of 
just telling the truth and letting it be looked upon that the truth is the genius of 
American political life and American society," In its éditorial, the Christian Science 
Monitor had this to say: "... when the news is dealt with fairly and fully, even 
if this involves pointing out peccadilles of the U.S. government or failings in society 
at large, this says more than propaganda ever could about American freedom. On the 
other hand, resorting to strident hard sell, exaggeration, and screening of embarras- 
sing news will only lead listeners to conclude that VOA is no différent in tone and 
purpose fron Radio Moscow," And the Society of Professional Journalists, Sigma Delta 
Chi, approved a resolution condemning "any effort to politieize the VOA and convert 
its primary mission to that of propaganda and urged Président Reagan to uphold the 
principles embodied in the VOA charter," 
In retrospect, the portion of the Nicolaides mémo that probably hurt many VOA people 
the nost was a suggestion that, in the words of Mister Nicolaides; "VOA abandon the 
notion that it is a journalistic enterprise of sorae sort." For VOA employées, the 
very fact that such a suggestion came from a nowly-appointed VOA officiai, even in 
the context of an expression of personal opinion, was itself extremely damaging to 
VOA*s hard-won credibility. Some additional points should be raade here, First, 
Director Conkling said the mémo from Mister Nicolaides was apparently taken from his 
office along with several other documents. Second, in relation to the mémo itself, 
the journal Human Events carried a portion that was not picked up by other publications, 
This portion, Human Events said, "gives the lie to those who charge Mister Nicolaides 
with trying to turn VOA into a "Soviet-style propaganda organ," It read: "We should 
portray out system,"Mister Nicolaides emphasizes, "as one which makes no false pretense 
of being perfect — as do the closed totalitarian systaas of our adversaries — but 
which adroits the possibility of correctlng faults and achieving social betternent 
through peaceful reforms achleved by consensus, etc." 
Clearly, the events outlined here were not the first items of controversy involving 
VOA. Debate on the goals of America's international broadeasting efforts has been 
going on for years, and with the 40th anniversary of VOA this month one could safoly 
predict that such discussions will continue. We've had Jack Anderson's stories about 
the alleged shortcomings of the VOA Russian division (as well as his pièces on Radio 
Free Europe/Radio Liberty), During the tenure of VOA Director Mary Bitterman there 
was much talk about VOA coverage of Afghanistan, and the need to add more language s 
to counter the influence of Radio Moscow in that région. The subject of modernizing 
VOA equipraent and trasmitters has remained on the bumer, alor^ with the issue of 
congressional funding. Ch yes, I almost forgot the issue of terminology, Should the 
Afghan Mujahadeen be called "anti-govemnent guorrlllas," "guerrillas," "insurgents," 
or "freedom fighters?" Is it "warplane" or "jet fighter," "sophisticated radar plane 
(AWACS)" or "surveillance aircraft," "Christian militia (in southern Lebanon)" or 
"rlghtist mllitlaT" Will somoone please tell me how to spell Muararaar Qaddafiîîîî? 
In these views from the inside, I hope to be able to glvo you some idea of what it's 
been llke for a shortwave llstener to make the transition to professional work at the 
Voice of America. Controversies notwithstanding, I bellove VOA reoains at the top in 
today's increasingly compétitive world of international broadeasting. Whero there is 
room for improvoment (as there is in any shortwave outfit), there is also enough 
flexibility to allow for change. l'il be writing on a number of différent topics In 
fortheoming issues, AU of thon, I believe, will make for interesting reading by you, 
the members of NASWA, Next tlme: Shortwave Listeners Lose a Friend at the VOA, and 
John Doe Views VOA and International Broadeasting.

What's your favorite meter band? If you had to do with only one, God 
forbid, which would you choose? 

I don* t think there's much doubt that a DXer would opt for the 60 m.b. 
It would be tougher for the SWL to décidé. Perhaps the 30 m.b. as the beat 
compromise between day and ni^ht réception? 

l'd like to do a piece on a différent meter band. It's not one of my 
favorites but it used to be. .Vhat has happened to it is one of the tragéd- 
ies of short wave, at least if your interest is mainly DX. l'm talking about 
the 90 m.b. which for the purpose of this article l'il define as from 3200 
to 3^50 kHz. 

Let me be more explicit. On Dec. 22 at 0100 GMT I ran down the 90 m.b. 
with ray FRr-?. There were utilities everywhere. On the following frequenceî- 
ies it was impossible to hear any short wave statiom 3210, 3225. 3230, 
3235. 3260, 3265. 3280, 3290, 3300. 3305. 3310. 3315, 3320, 3325. 3335. 
3350, 3355, 3360, 3375, 3385 and 3390. I could hear distorted signais on 
two channels»"3275 (Venezuela) and 3285 (Belize). I had fairly good récep- 
tion on these channels: 3205 (Brazil), 3220 (HCJB), 32^5 (Brazil), 3255 
(Venezuela), 3330 (CHU), 3380 (Guatemala) and 3395 (Venezuela). 

It is many years since I heard a shart wave station on 3305 and almost 
as long since I heard one on 3310 or 3315* And there are other no-nos. For 
instance, I used to have a dream that on one great réception day I would 
log log R. Kashmir, Srinigar, on 3277 after 1130 in winter. I long âgo 
gave up that hope when I round a ham network there at that time. 

Let me make one thing clear. I know that under présent régulations the 
"utes" have a perfect right to opérate there and what they are transmitting 
is undoubtedly of more importance than my indulgence in DXing. And I under- 
stand that the 90 m.b. is not designated as a broadeasting band for the U.S. 
or Canada. But knowing these thinçs doesn't ease my disappointment very 
much that this band is a growing impossibility for a DXer. 

At présent 69 countries are represented as opérating in the 90 m.b. by 
the Danish Short Wave Club International Tropical Band Survey. They are* 
Iraq, Swaziland, China, Java, Nigeria, Brazil? New Guinea, Sulawesi, Venez- 
uela, Mozambique, Taiwan, Fcauador, Togo, Bali and Lesser Sundas, Liberia, 
Peru, South Africa. Suinateraf Congo-Brazzaville, Papua. Honduras, Bomeo, 
Niger, Namibia, Belize, Gambia, Sambia, rabon, Guatemala, BurundiMfofefcftlâue 
Rhodesia, North Korea, Bougainville, Canada, Sénégal, Zanzibar, Moiuccas, 
Philippines, Angola, îndia, New Caledonia, Botswana, Malawi, New Britain, French Guiana, Bolivia, Népal, Manchuria, Irian Jaya, Japan, Timor, Kashmir, 
Malagasy, Rwanda, Comores, Malaysia, Zaire, Sri Lanka and Tristan da Cunha. 

Ten countries have left the 90 m.b.; Thailand, Fiji, Dominican Rep., 
Guyana, Grenada, Colombia, Sénégal, Martinique, Haiti, Pakistan. 

I really miss some of those stations that have loft. R. "xitos in the 
D.R. usually played fine classical music on 3365- Martinique on 3315 had 
nice light music in the evening. Hearing the Fiji Islands on either 3284 
or 3230 (in Fnglish) was always a thrill in the morning. .Vindward Islands 
Broadeasting Company in Grenada, in the days when it was friendly, was a 
steady possibility on 3280. I especially liked the signoff prayer read by 
a clergyman around 10 p.m. 

And then, of course, there was Tristan da Cunha. On 3290 kHz with 40 
watts of power it broadeast Sun, Wed and Fri from 1900 to 2205 with the BBC 
news at 2000. I especially liked its signoff march, ""Lhe Scottish Soldier". 

Naturally, l'm kidding. You can take it from me; under its présent^ 
schedule and equipment, no one in North America will eyermake a legitim- 
ate logging of Tristan in spite of ail those "nothing is impossible in SVJ" 
theorists. 

A few others have heard it though, mostly from South Africa. An Fnglish 
DXer, Anthony Pearce, had a QS1 but I don't know the particulars. Ray Cadcr had the first QSL from South Africa. A Swedish DXer also opérating from 
Africa heard it. But the BBC monitoring station in Tattsfield has never 
logged it. Our own DXing ace, John Campbell, once tried a 350 meter wire 
onHÊhe South Afhican coast hooked to a Barlow-.Jadley in a car. He heard 
some light British music one evening and reported, "l'd like to believe this 

"~ls Tristan but..." 
For most of us Tristan remains the one unattainable target that keeps us 

from saying there are no more countries to conquer. 
Tristan is still there in the 90 m.b., I présumé, but it doesn't really 

matter. The entire band has gone downhill in such sad fashion, as far as the 
DXer is concemed, that it is hardly worh dàaling any more.

THE HALLICRAF 'EERS SX-28 
SUPER SKYRIDER 

In tha fall of I9I4.I, just previous to an avant tHat would coma to 
startle the world, the Halllcraftors Company brought forth a new recelver for 
ham and mllitary use. The term "Super Skyrlder" had been used to name savar- 
al earller raodels (l.e,, the S-9j S-ll, S/SX-16, S/SX-l?» in 1938 and 1^37) 
that ranked near the top of the line. When the SX-28 vient into production, 
it was the beat. As the war bagan to avolve, the Super Skyrlder was thara to 
play an important rôle. A few minor changes wera made during wartlme produc- 
tion (the SX-28-A), but the radio was essentlally the same. The Super Sky- 
rlder was an 87 pound, 15 tube, AC/DC monster. 

The SX-28 was dasigned for opération from elther 60 cycle AC po- 
wer, or from 270v/6v DC sources. The frequency range was S50kc to U3mc In 
six bands. The band ooverages were as follows: 1) SpOkc to 1600ko, 2) l.omc 
to 3»0mc, 3) 3,0mo to 5»8mo, Ij.) 5-8mc to ll.Omo, S) ll.Omc to 21.0mc, and 6) 
21.0mo to l|3.0mo. The recelver oould be cabinet mountad for tabletop use, or 
the unit could b© rack mounted. " 

The SX-28 was a 
good DX cholce. Unllke the 
majority of Iff1 sets, there 
was a two-stœge preselector 
bullt Into the châssis, It 
opérated wlth two tubes and 
a triple-tuned circuit. An 
image ratio of 20 to 1 / 3^0 
to 1 («t 2Qmc & lipric) was 
thus produced, While this 
preselector improved selec- 
tivlty and signal to noise 
ratio figures, it also doom- 
ed the Super Skyrlder to a 
poor fldellty, 

Unllke most of 
the other Halllcraf ter sots, , , , 
the SX-28 has an antenna trimmor knob on the front. This knob drives a long 
Connecting shaft coupled to a variable capacitor at the rear of the châssis. 
This capacitor 1s extremely handy. By varying the oapacltance agalnst ground 
of the signais In the preselector, sensltlvlty may be peaked; or, weaker QRM 
and (JRN may be made to vaniah. The trlramer control must be adjusted every 
lOOkc on the BCBj while on the hlghar bands, one settung wlll oover a band 
wlth vory llttle minor adjustment. , . ^ ^ w-nv—ri-»-. 

The other contrôla are relatively standard for the Halllcrafters 
line. Wlth the exception of the large handwheels for main and bandspread 
tunlng, the oontrols are (clookwlse, from top rlght, above): A.N.L.. Costal 
Phaslng. Send/Reoelve toggle, Selectlvity (three aach IF and X-tal), AVC/BPO, 
Trlramer, Band Select, RP Gain, Phone Jack, AP Gain, Basa In/Out (audlo axpand- 
er), BFO control, and On/Off/Tona. The Basa In/Out 1s effective for an- 
haenoament of musical programs and, partlally, for the e^mlnation of hlgh 
pltoh static. The offeots of audlo expansion are to attenuate hlgher frequen 
ey tona» by «bout 5 to iSdb, while ampllfying the lower frequency components 
S the signal by approxlmately the same factor. Thus, the lower and less «n- 
noylng («t tlmes) tones, which are normally harder to hear, are placed In a 
mme favorable audlo perspective. Por DX? Cut the Bass swltoh out and peak 
«le treble on the Tone control.

But what really 
Impreasad me was tha sprlng steel plnchar reachanism that holds tha main dlal 
stoady even if one trios to tum the wheel, It is cam actuated via the lever

arrows that raove in conjunctlon wlth the dlal lamps. It is thus a rather 
simple natter to looate whlch band is belng tuned, by merely notinp the fre- 
quency toward whlch tha arrow is pointlng. Tlie ontlre mecnanlsm is' mounted 
on a mlnl-ohassls which has small spring raturns. They really dld some 
classlcal mechanical anglnearlng on thls little baby.

ne -i f A£î(9r rort? y®81"3» th® "28." can stlll give a rather good account ol itself. The raanual was staraped wlth the narae of a Marine Ist Lt. From 
the service, lt then went into a ham shack in Wllmington, Del. Then, lt was 
on to a radio buff wlth a towing garage. As an aslde to collectors, lt will 
be interestlng to note the method by whlch I found thls rig. While pokinc 
around hls yard full of old truok parts, waltlng for hlm to return from a 
tow Job, I saw a gray, cublc foot box. Upon doser examinatlon, I found to 
my surpriser a Halllcrafters speaker. Fiftean minutes later, I got my flrst 
look at tha rlg, as well as a déniai of sale. It was being kept for Civil 
Dafense purposes malntalned the owner. But, perslstence pays. Several 
months; and $100.00; later, I walked out of tha tow yard wlth a great radio 
and about two-thirds of a hernla. 

Twelva years of sittlng on a back shalf in an automotlve shop can 
put a great deal of greasa-ooat on radio parts. But, after a thorough claan- 
up, and some rnlnor ropalrs (naw groraraets and rubber parts, bulbs and a bit 
of new wlre), she flred up and took off. Stations that had thoratofore baen 
unreadable or unheard on my SX-25 were now fllllng the shack. The quallty 
of the audlo was relatlvely poorer, but tha DX sensltlvlty more than made up 
for lt. Another pxus for the SX-28 was the use of a 6SA7 osclllator tube 
(one of the most stable ever made). Drlft, acoordlng to my oounter, is neg- 
Mglble; less than 1 khz per hour aftar warm-up.

Radio-data could combine with micro- chip technology in future radio 
receivers to glve a new dimension to 
radio listening. 

In addition to LED displays, radios 
might incorporate electronic in- 
telligence in the form of a micro- 
processor in îhe receiver which would 
completely automate the tuning pro- 
cess. The listener would simply select 
the desired station or program and the 
receiver would automatically search 
and find it, without the need for the 
listener to know anything about fre- 
quencies or wavelengths. Car radios 
would retune automatically as they 
moved from one area to another. 

Although primarily intended as a 
tuning aid, radio-data also has limited 
capacity to carry other information, 
such as program or music titles, or 
sports scores for display on the receiver. 
The System could even give information 
about future programs and the listener 
could pre-select those he wanted.

The key to ail this is a data signal 
which is added to the sound program 
signal at the VHP transmitter.

and use it to drive the display or control

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THE FEBC OU SAIPAU by î'arlin Field 

Some of the problems in building a new radio station may be seen from 
the following, based on an article in The Broadcaster Magazine, a 
publication of the Far East Broadcasting Company. 

The FEBC transmitters on Saipan vere originally scheduled to be built 
in an area where there were still buried unexploded shells from World War 
II. Even though the crew had begun to clear the jungle growth planted 
there after the war to prevent érosion, and construction of buildings had 
begun, the project had to be stopped because the area was of historical sig- 
nificance to Japanese vétérans of World War II and the public objected to 
its use for radio broadcasting. 

After endless searches, a second site, on Capitol Hill, was selected, 
only to find that the property in front had been leased for construction 
of high rise apartments. When the engineers said that this construction 
would empede the flow of radio waves to the target areas, this site was 
also abandoned. 

The third site selected was six miles up the island from Capitol Hill, 
on a 300-foot cliff, overlooking the sea, "in a clear 160 arc giving an 
unhindered over-water take-off path for our radio waves to ail of Asia." 

During the 2% year delay the political status of the island changed. 
When the search for a site began, Saipan was administered by the United 
States as a part of the North Marianas as a trust territory for the United 
Nations. The United States Interior Department, the administering agency, 
had approved of the station during this time. Now the islands are a U.S. 
Commonwealth with the F.C.C. as the agency responsible for radio broad- 
casting. It has already approved of FEBC*s request for a license. 

Before construction began on the third site, a typhoon hit Saipan. In 
the words of FEBC président, Robert Bowman, "The eye of the typhoon swept 
right through the center of Capitol Hill (where we had earlier intended 
building), sweeping away everything in its path. Had we build on Capitol 
Hill, we would have lost everything." 

As it turned out, FEBC suffered little damage. The only commercial 
warehouse available on Saipan, the one housing the transmitting 
equipment, was destroyed. Damage to KSAI, the AM station of FEBC, was not 
serions. The only commercial station in the islands wasn't so lucky. Its 
tower was crumpled to the ground. 

What's next? A new building must be constructed to house the trans- 
mitting equipment. Roads must be built to the transmitting site. The land 
must be cleared of ail ammunition from World War II--bombshells, etc. 
Housing must be constructed on the property for the staff and two 
missionary families. An antenna system, not yet purchased, must be install- 
ed. 

And eventually, the FEBC will have another shortwave station pro- 
claiming the Gospel of Jésus Christ--and DXers will have another country 

add tp their list as heard and verified. 
TGNA CHANGES SITES by Marlin Field 

TGNA has moved its transmitter site from within the city of Guatemala 
to the peak of Anacoche Mountain, a gain of almost 250 feet in altitude. 

Shortwave, AM, and FM listeners are ail expected to benefit but with 
varying degrees with the change. Engineering studies indicate an effective 
AM power increase of approximately 50%. The site change will allow the 
station to have différent programming on AM and FM. The programming on the 
AM station will be directed towards Christians while the FM station will be 
aimed at non-Christians. In the past both stations carried the same 
programs. 

Plans for the move started several year ago. Manager Oscar Lopez and 
Engineer Wayne Berger looked at several sites. Some were too small; 
others were too inaccesible or just not available. The three-acre site on 
Anacoche Mountain was obtained but only with difficulty, as it was owned by 
an Indian suspicions of outsiders who used it for firewood. After the site 
was selected, it took the Guatemalan government almost two years to 
approve of the site change and the move of the AM transmitter. A used tower 
327 feet high, donated by friends in Indiana, was transported to Guatemala 
in an old school bus. On the way through Mexico the vehicle blew a front 
tire. The bus with six tons of pipe and angle iron wound up in a cactus 
field. Fortunately no damage was done. 

TGNA now has seven acres for sale. Located on a paved highway, flat, 
with water and electric power, easy access, it is idéal for a factory or 
subdevelopment. The buyer may have the property with or without a 340-foot 
slightly rusty tower.
