I begln thls month's CONTACT with an excellent letter whlch addresses itself to the "Elec- 
onlc Communications Prlvacy Act of 1985" and sheds an Interesting historical llght on the 
roblems posed by that piece of législation. The letter was written by Richard E. Berg-Andersson 
VDX2RSG/KNY2NM, Woodslde, New York): 

I read with interest the letter forwarded to you by Duke Alexander In January's Is- 
sue of FRENDX. That same month's CQ Magazine referred to the proposed "Electronic 
Communications Prlvacy Act of 1985 by number — In the Senate It's S.1667, and 
In the House it's H.R.3378. I would advise NASWA members corresponding with Cong- 
ressmen regarding thls blll (which would extend anti-wlretapping prohibitions to wire- 
less teleohones--cellular/mobile. cordless, etc.) to refer to me above numbers. 

I am very much opposed to this blll on prlnclple. Shortly after World War I, 
the U.S. Government--through the U.S. Navy--tried to maintaln Its ownershlp—If 
you wlll—of the radio spectrum. In other countnes, governments were successful 
in thelr efforts to control radio, which is why--to this day--most national governments 
control every aspect of radlo/TV, even public broadcastlng! Here, however, the fledg- 
llng American Radio Relay League, led by Hiram Percy Maxim, representing amateur 
radio operators (and. let it not be forgot, "amateur radio operators" back In 1919 
included those who merely received--i.e., SWLs), successtully kept radio out of gov- 
emment hands by puttlng pressure on the U.S. Congress. 

I think it mlght be tlme to do that agaln. In my opinion, mis blll waters down 
the Idea that flows from the législation of 1919--that, whlle the message senders/ 
recelvers own the message (preventlng you or me from uslng or dlvulglng It), they 
do not own the airwaves the message is sent over; we--the people--own the alrwaves 
(allowing you or me to lislen to them). Moblle/cellular/cordless téléphonés are noth- 
Ing more than radio transmitters, and I cannot subscribe to the Idea that some radio 
services are entitled to a higher standard of privacy than others, because those 
other services wlll want that higher standard, too. This wlll, eventually, lead to 
a melting away of a dellcate balance whlch may affect our hobby adversely and 
profoundly. 

I think that, if a majorlty of NASWA members so desire, we should—In the 
splrit of Mr. Maxlm--come out, as a club, against this législation. Perhaps It wlll 
take me entire ANARC affiliation. I urge ail NASWA members to think long ënd hard 
on this issue and to act accordingly. 

ery well said Indeed. It Is now up to us to make our opinions known--immediately and without 
îlay. The advantage of tlme is on the slde of those who want this législation passed; we 
îve only to remain si lent one moment too long and the whole aspect of communications law 
ill be changed beyond récognition: and once changed, there is little hope of changlng it back 
3aln--there Is a klnd of inertia to laws In that once they are made they tend to remain the 
ay they are. Right mis minute, take pen in hand and WR I TE ! 

The abillty. the freedom, to communlcate Is a wonderful —if delicate (see above)--thlng. 
ist month, <errv Bishop put forward a suggestion that beautifully points up this freedom. A 
itter from John H. Bryanl (Stillwater, Okiahoma) enthusiastically takes-up Qerry's Idea: 

In response to Gerry Bishop's "bizarre" idea of having a fund drive to buy 
a SW XMTR and then contribute it to someone/some station in a country not now 
on SW, I THINK IT'S A FANTASTIC IDEA! It would be nice to plck a country that 
really needs a SW service as well as one mat most of us hungry DXers really need. 
Beside Tristan. Panama and Palau, l'd suggest Christmas Island, Pitcairn Island (some 
of Fletcher Christian's relatives or mayhe one of me Carribean Islands. 

If we really did this, l'd suggest some stipulations: 
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1) That the station getting the XMTR agréés to broadcast regularly on SW foi 
at least five years; 
2) That ttiey undertake to have part of each broadcast week durlng times wtw 
propagation Is possible to North America, and either Europe or Japan or both: 
3) That they agree to verlfy ail correct reports whlch enclose adéquate replv 
postage. 

If there Is a groundswell of support for this, l'd be glad to work on a commlttet 
to make It happen. In any case, put my pledge down for $20/year for five years 
How much does a IkW SW XMTR cost, anyway?! 

If this delightful notion Intrigues you, let me know--drop me a letter. By the way just wha 
does a IkW SW transmltter cost? They are not, as a rule, advertlsed In the popular press.. 

The topic of choosing the right receiver for SWL is one, rightly, of perpétuai Interest 
As Insights are often rather hard to corne by, I threw this topic out to the FRENDX readershk 
for comment and the following two letters are the first to speak to it. Steve Kennedy (KB4PZX 
Waverly, Tennessee) writes as follows; 

In the December '86 FREMDX CONTACT you asked for comments on what wen 
one's requlrements for a receiver purchase, and how (those requirements] are modified 

As a constant user of communications equipment as a SWL and now as a Han 
for over 21 years, the sélection of equipment has always been a prime concern 
In late 1976, Yaesu came out with the tamous FRG-7. For years, I had been a use 
of tube equipment, and thought at the tlme that It was tlme to make the swilch ti 
the newer solid-state gear. However, not to be swayed by Just the ads, I correspondei 
with over a dozen users of the FRG-7; some were well known names In the hobby 
As tlme progressed, It was évident that there were problems with the new sets 
and somehow I managed to continue my interest in tube gear. But, what the hell.. 
1 went ahead and trled the Allied SX-190. (Kenwood)R-lOOO and the more recen 
(Yaesu)FRG-7700. Each time. I was not able to receive on the newer rigs what cou h 
be heard on a Collins, Drake, or Hammarlund. 

What are my crlteria in selectmg a receiver? As a Ham whose only on-ai 
mode is CW, and as a serlous tropical bands fan, selectivity Is the prime concern 
Most of my equipment Is in opération at least 6 to 9 hours a day 7 days a week 
Although we have been told for décades of how rellable the solld-state devlce 
are, I have had falrly decent luck with the old vacuum tube. Sure, the tube wll 
wear out, but I probably replace 5-7 tubes a year in a shack full of gear with probabl 
60 tubes to make It work. Additionally, a major concern is repalrability. Most equlp 
ment presently marketed is really not repairable [even-sgmj by many who have tech 
nical facilities and experience. Tradltlonally, It was (and Is) easier to repair a larg 
tube-type receiver. That 1COM, Yaesu, or Kenwood is jam packed with component 
that defy traditlonal repair and maintenance proceedures. The end resuit is that i 
must be shipped back to the manufacturer's service department. I have known c 
too many who had problems with [recent] receivers and transceivers. 

Granted, there often have to be a few compromises made In sélection of equlp 
ment. In my case, using tube gear, I don't have the fancy LEO or digital read-or. 
of the new sets. The Hammarlunds have the old round analog dials. No problerr 
I have calibratlon charts, or a WWII BC-221 frequency meter to locate unknown fre 
quencies. The old 'boat anchors' must have 110 volts AC, and it Is Impossible t 
take them along on a DXpedltion unless 110 AC is available. But, considering eas 
of repalr, rugged construction, better selectivity, and falrly decent sensitivity, 
have never regretted the use of an Amerlcan-made tube-type receiver for my usf 
As long as parts can be located to keep these old relies going, you better believ 
I am going to keep them. 

Steve's letter implles two crucial steps in choosing a piece of equipment. First you must mak 
a clear assessment of your needs. Second, you should make a survey of the literature, ar 
of owners/users of the equipment that you're interested in. This done, you stand an exceller 
chance of making a good cholce. A letter from Ronald Purdue (Byron, Minnesota) makes anothr 
very pertinent point about selecting a receiver; 

I have been a member of NASWA for over 2 years now, and I bought a ne 
Yaesu FRG-8800 for my own Chrlstmas présent. Boy, what a radio for SWOX! I bougl 
it from Electronic Equipment Bank on the 5th of December. Itarrived on the day afte 
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Chrlstmas. 
I was planning to buy an ICOM R71A but that was too expensive! In my opinion, 

the FRG-88(X) wofks )ust as well as the R71A. It sure looks llke tbe FRG-8800 lopc- 
ating) program is on ROM (except that the 12 memory channel capabillty is on RAM) 
which should be better than the R71A. 

The FRG-8800 has good overload rejectlon. It has qulckly replaced the Reallstic- 
DX-300 as a true DX machine! I hope to increase my Scoreboard totals dramatlcally 
wlthln the next year. 

he point here Is that If a recelver does exactly what you want it to, regardless of what it 
s or what It costs. then it is the perfect receiver for you. This topic is stili wide open, and 
urther discussion would be helpful to a lot of people. Let us hear from you. 

In the December 1985 CONTACT we had an interesting ietter from Gerry Blshop that desc- 
Ibed DXing In the Phillipines; at that time I extended an invitation (stili open) to others to 
lescrlbe their DX expenences outside the continental U.S. Roland Schulze (Stuttgart, Fédéral 
lepublic of Germany) has generously taken up the Invitation, and on a very large scale: hls 
etter runs to four pages of typewrltten, detailed loggings and observations. Limitations of space 
ust do not permit me to print the entlre Ietter, but I will send a copy to anyone who sends 
ne a note requesting it. Here, then, are some highllghts from his fine Ietter: 

First, I wish to ail members a happy New Year and good DX. In response to 
the fascinating ietter from Gerry Blshop, 1 wish to share my DX expériences from 
November to December 1985--my DX vacation. 1 live in Stuttgart in the south-west 
part of West Germany. HThe conditions here are sometimes very good. especially 
for some rare stations from Africa and Latin America. 1 am 45 years old and have 
been enjoying the SWL'DX-hobbv for over 12 years. Most of the time I listen to 
the tropical bands. TISanta Claus brought me a very fine présent: It Is a 0ATC)NG-FL2 
NF-Filter (This Is an audio filter with 'auto-notch'. known In this country as FL3-- 
sgm) AH In ail, 1 picked-up over 60 countries in the tropical bands--this Is not 
too bad for so short a time.

The fornât of 
the progran seens to dépend on the needs of the nonent, sone 
éditions answering listenero' questions (sonetines triefly, sone- 
tines in-depth), sone éditions merely feature listeners' coinnents, 
and sone are spécial features (like ■ a glass makers convention 
in Csechoslovakia). Ilost prograns play one or two current Czech 
pop songs. (5950/7545/9540/5740. âepeated at 0555 on the sane 
frequencies.) 

3ATU3DAY 
1T7CPTT75: "Ohinese Folktales" (dadio Beijing). Kuch as the title 

suggests, the prograin features a folktale each week from a différent 
part of China (including Titet). Past taies have included a story 
of a group of rich men at an inn who argue over who has the greatest 
treasure, the story of two snakes who are transforned into women, 
and other fairy-tale like lore. iuite good if you have any 
interest in Chinese culture. (9320. Repeated at 1220 on 9820/9640 
and at OOiO on 9320/11685). 

1410-1450: "liews and Views" (Radio r.oscow). A sériés of éditorials 
tased on current news items. Past features have included Pravda's 
éditorial on the Geneva Summit, an interview with the président 
of the k'orld Fédération of Trade-unions, the summary of a speech 
made at an élections meeting in Kieve, etc. Sone of the éditorials 
are written ty Radio Roscow staff and others are taken from the 
papers or other current sources (11340. Repeated at 1810, 2110, 
0010,0410, 0710, and 1010 on various Vorld Service frequencies.) 
Jaily.

I flnally receivala QSJ from 
Radio Havana Cuta on the third try (right after I wrote last month's 
column.

Greetings. Feels great to have been able to spend some 
time noodling with my radios. In -fact, most of my winter 
break was spent in my shack, o-ften until the wee hours; God 
bless ca-ffine! Here are some of the things I ' ve heard lately 
(al 1 times UTC)s 

BBC: Heavy métal isn't too nidely heard on the SW bands. 
Once I heard an Eskimo métal band on CBC's Northern 
Service, but that's another story. "Rock Salad" is a 
regular BBC program -featuring ail sorts o-f good -fast 
rock- I don't know how long this program has been airing, 
but I havn't heard it until recently. I usually catch it 
on Mondays at 2130, and again later at 0630 (UTC 
Tuesday) . We ail know what BBC -frequencies work best -for 
one ' s own QTH. I-f heavy métal is your cup o-f tea, check 
i t out. 

JAZZ!: I o-ften catch Radio Moscow's "Jazz Show" on 
Tuesdays at 2130 on 5915 S< 11840 kHz- Featuring Russian 
musicians, it is hard evidence that the Commies can bop, 
too! I bet most of the prominent Soviet jazz artists grew 
up listening to the VGA Jazz Hour, which in ail -fairness 
I should also mention. These days I usually hear jazz on 
VGA on Saturdays at 1900 on 17805, 17705 & 15315. (Dont 
hold me to these -frequencies, though. They probably have 
changed -for 085. Check WRTH 86.) WRNO has a regular 1/2 
hour Jazz show known as "Jazz ^O"; time and -frequencies 
are unknown to me, as I usually just happen to corne upon 
it by accident. Lastly, Radio Earth aired a program 
called "Jazz Connection" during it's Sunday broadcasts 
via KCBI. I hope they keep it when they switch to WHRI 
early in the year. l'il try to keep ail o-f you posted on 
this. (See "Listeners Notebook" Jan.86 for R.Earth 
schedule)- 

ARABS: Some AR items not previously mentioned in this 
column: Kuwait, 11990 kHz; Morocco, 17595 kHz; Egypt, 
17690 kHz- Ail play excellent AR music around 1630. 

LATINS ON 60: This 1ist could go on and on and on... l'il 
just mention the few that always seem to have killer 
signais, which allow maximum listening enjoyment- Ail 
offer an abundance of music, so take your pick: Radio 
Columbia, Costa Rica, 4850; Ecos del Torbes, Venezuela, 
4980; Radio Rebelde, Cuba, 5025; LV del Upano, Ecuador, 
5039; Radio Catolica, Ecuador, 5055; Radio Sutatenza, 
Colombia, 5095. There are plenty more, but as I said 
these are only the ones I hear EVERY night. I should 
mention that an invaluable aid in identifying these Latin 
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American stations is the Tropical Bands édition of Radio 
Database International. (Thank you, Mr.Magne, for a book 
wel1 worth it's weight in QSL's !) 

MAILBAG: Mike Marris (ot Log Report—A -famé) writes and 
tells ot bis interest in classical music, especially 
Vivaldi. Me gets a lot o-f bis music trom BBC, and notes that 
some pirates play OK stutf, but lack of regular schedules 
make them difticult to list. Mike reccommends Radio Polonia 
•for classical piano (great choice); also, he 1 i kes flûte 
music played by many Mid—Eastern stations. Mike doesn't list 
any times or frequencies, though, explaining that he doesn't 
bave any set times for listening, but rather just stumbles 
upon various stations Mbile scanning the bands. Mike also 
mentions that he had originally started his collège career 
as a music major, but eventually switched to Political 
Science. I can relate. I just switched schools and changed 
my major to communications. (One can take only SO much of 
Berkîee Collège of Music! HI!ï 

I received another note from Jerry Stuart, who is 
having good luck with his MFJ 308 converter in his Dodge. 
His comments: "I think the only reason the STEREO kicks in 
is due to overload & isn't really 2 channel." (Hmm. I 
wonder what effect NDXE's stereo signal wi11 have on 
réception.) "On 49 meters I get BBC, WRNO, RHC, CBC, AFRTS, 
HCJB, YVTO, WHRI tests, DW, R-Nederland, 41 meters! many 
VOA, Moscow, CHU, WRNO, 8< Prague. 31 meters: Australia, VOA, 
Canada, RFI, R.Ned - Madagascar. 25 meters: usual (?) other 
than VNG once. 19 meters: Australia, WWV till 0430, plus ail 
1,982,536 WYFR frequencies. They used to say Radio Moscow 
broadcast ail over the band, but I think WYFR beats them on 
being a frequency hog." Really! And as if thats not bad 
enough, they continue to bombard us with those VOFC relays, 
mostly in unintel1igable English. (Does anybody really 
LISTEN to them?) At least some of the Chinese music is OK. 

Lastly, Bryan Sharpe writes and tells ot the Russian 
home service programs he's been hearing at his Castro 
Valley, CA., QTH. "Here on the West Coast interesting ethnie 
music can be heard on the various Soviet republic programs 
broadcast from Petropavlovsk - Kamchatskiy on 4485 kHz from 
1430 till 1500 UTC on weekdays. I think that programs ot the 
various republics are still rotated in some definate order, 
but then I am not able to listen to them regularly lately, 
and cannot be sure. Exotic stuff may occasionally be heard 
from the Uzbek, Kazkah, Georgian, Azerbaydzhan, Kirgiz, 
Tadzhik, Armenian, and Turkmen republics, as wel1 as more 
fami 1i ar sounding music from the Slavic and Baltic 
republics." Bryan mentions that the format is always as 
follows: ID, followed by a little more than 5 minutes ot 
Novosti news, before music by noted artists and composers of 
the particular republic, with comments in between songs, 
This goes on until 1500 UTC. Good tip. The WRTH 86 lists 
this as relaying the Mayak program, which is "...a music 
program intended for all-union coverage teatunng ail kinds 
of music." I haven't been able to log this station here on 
the East Coast, although I did catch the Arkhangelsk station 
on 10 Jan at 1200 UTC on 5015 kHz, also with Mayak 
programming. A little easier to hear is the Cuban relay on 
4765 kHz, which is S/10 practically ail day long at my DTH. 

0K, thats it for this time. Thanks again to ail who 
wrote. See you again soon.

Eut now that I air. more or less permanently planted in Cinnaminson, I 
can fully confess my love for overwieght receivers. Êspecially since I 
would not need to carry them up and down stairs every year or so. 

les young DXers. There really was a time when one of the considérations 
you gave to the purchase of a rig was, "Can I carry it. or do I need to get 
some friends to help?" 

Ketum with us now to those days of yesterday, when DX listening posts 
were warmed by the glow of tubesl (You know, those funny glass things that 
drove up your electric bill.) STEVE KENNEDY takes up the mantle as guest 
editor this month as he tells us the taie from the âge of tubes, when 
Hammarlund was king. 

A Classic Receiver 
by 

Steve Kennedy 

Scan the Log Reporters in this issue od FRENDX, and it is quite 
obvious that most members of NAS.JA are using Kenwoods, Icoms, Yeasus, 
Sonys...and other modem marvels of digitally tuned, solid-state, and 
computer designed receivers. Almost absent are the classic names in 
receivers.. .Hallicrafters, National, and Hammarlund. R'any newer 
rembers are not familiar with the older tube receiversi and this article 
will introduce a very popular receiver of 20 years ago...the HQ-180. 

Before we continue, it should be stressed that this writer is not 
in any way implying anything to demean the newer receivers. I own a 
Kenwood R-1000 which I enjoy. However, experience with many makes 
and models of receivers over 21 years has caused me to favor the old 
"boat anchor" tube receiver...! own a Ha-180 and a HQ-180A. 

The HQ-180 sériés was made by Hammarlund from 1959 to 1970. In 
1963. the HQ-180A model replaced the older 180 model. The 180A had 3 
improvements. . .a 3 position AIi/3SB/CN switch (the 3SB position has a 
fixed BFO) , semiconductor diodes replaced the rectifier tube, and 
the First Oscillator and Fixer tubes w«re always warmed up as long as 
the set was plugged in...to prevent drift and improve stability. The 
receivers otherwise were identical. 

The first thing that is obvious about the HQ-180 is it is a big 
receiver...19" wide, lOf" high, 13" deep...weight J8 pounds. It was 
well built with a heavy steel cabinet and châssis, and the front panel 
is aluminum. It is médium gray with brushed aluninuœ trim, large knobs, 
and big 3-raeter...indeed it is a handsome, quality built set. 

Inside, there are 17 tubes. It is triple conversion superhetrodine 
circuit...switching to double conversion on the lower bands...below 
7.85 Fc. (I still use megacycles and kilocycles.) 6 tuning ranges 
coveri .54-1.05. 1.05-2.05. 2.05-4.0. 4.0-7.85, 7.85-15-35. 15.35-30 
les. Tuning is the classic method of using a Fain Tuning and a Band 
Spread to fine tune stations within the frequency range of the set. 
Although many who have experienced tuning with a digital dial will 
find the older type of tuning a bit annoying at first...it is not 
difficult to use. Indeed, before the digital dial...ail S.ILs and 
DXers had to use this type of tuning System. 
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The tuning scales are circular dises connected directly to the tuning 
capacitors and geared with a 20il ratio to the knob on the front panel... 
no strings or springs to wear out and change calibration. Because of the 
design of the tuning irechanisir., it is possible to easilly locate stations 
using the built-in calibrator, and the 0-100 logging scale on the 
bandspread dial. The bandspread is calibrated for 80-10 iseter ham bands. 

The H^-180 has a feature that makes it an idéal receiver for 
serious D'À work. . .plenty of selectivity positions. It uses the 
classic crystal filter to give the operator a choice of selctivities 
of 500 cycles, 1, 2, 3, and 6 Kc widths.. .using a selectivity 
switch and a seperate switch for upper, lower, and both sidebands. 
There is a seperate slot or notch filter that is quite deep...6o db. 
Cther Controls include. .. adjustable BP0 . a Vemier Tuning control to 
fine tune the receiver, KF gain control, Antenna trimmer, a switch to 
select AVC release tiraes...fast, médium, slow, and off...and an adjust- 
able Noise limiter that works good on C.J. There are enough controls 
to permit the operator to adjust the set for any type of signal con- 
ditions. The HQ-180 was not deslgned to have a bunch of "bells and 
whistles"...ail the controls available are intended for serious use 
as a communications receiver. 

How does it work? I can state flatly that given good signal 
conditions, and a decent antenna! the Hft-180 receiver can wring out 
awesoir.e DA...period. It has a sensitivity of 1.5-2 uV across its 
entire reange. However, for higher frequency work above 17-18 K.c, 
a preselector would help some...there is a slight decrease in sensitivity 
on high frequencies. I use a Kizuho SX-59 in my shack to help boost 
signal levels...and I recomend any serious DXer to have one for weak 
signal work. 

There have been claims that the Ki-180 will overload on the 
band when near a strong local station, .ilith careful adjustment of 
the Antenna Trim control, I find that 1 have never experienced any 
overloading. This set has good dynamic range...on S.J, it is very 
good. Dynamic range is important when tuning DX adjacent to strong 
signais. For instance, RCI (Canada) has used 15-325 for years. I 
can easily hear UAE Dubai on 15.320 while RCI is on the air. ..with 
few problems with sideband splatter, etc. Naturaly, it will work 
in even tighter spots for stations that operate on frequencies that 
are not standard 5 kc spaced...eg. Radio Reloj Costa Rica on A832... 
Venezuela on 4830 is easily heard. 

As mentioned earlier, the First Oscillator and Kixer tubes are 
kept in a constant warmed up status in the H8-180A. There is a sep- 
erate filiment transformer wired in the circuit that keeps these tubes 
hot. The older HQ-180 is a stable receiver...after it has had a 30 
minute warm up. The newer 180A is generally quite stable after 3 or 
4 minutes. Stability on the H8-180A has always been a concem. It 
will perfora well with 332 siganls...however, I do not recommend it 
if the 3.IL is going to tune RTIY type signais... it will drift a bit. 
Ctherwise, this set is an excellent perforaer with normal AI- type 
signais found on 31EC and K.V ranges. .Vhen the HQ-180 was designed, 
the Amatuer Radio Community was just converting to S3B...AI'. was still 
very popular...and this set was designed for Al. work with future use 
with 3SB as it became popular. 

It is estimated that 10,000 HQ-180 receivers were produced by 
Hammarlund. A new HQ-18CA sold for about $600 in 1970, and today 
represents a good value for $200-250 for a good one. If a Collins 
receiver is a kercedes, and a Yaesu is a V.,' Rabbit.. .ther. a HQ-180 
must be a Buick or Oldsmobile. It is not the best receiver ever made, but 
was...and still is a decent receiver for the price asked for it. I 
have owned several Hammarlund receivers over the years...HQ-100A,SF- 
600, HQ-145A, and HQ-180.. .prior to owning the two HQ-180s I own now. 
iith the exception of the KQ-100. . .which was a bargain priced set...! 
have never been disappointed with the other Hammarlund receivers. 
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FossiMy there is a reatler who is interested in owninc a KQ-IBo 
recei ver.. .or any tube comrunications receiver. There are still a nuirter 
of tube receivers being sold on the used mark et. L.ost are, 
unfortunatly, at Xeast 15 years old. Some iriay be in excellent 
comdition.. .others may be quite déplorable. Check out what you buy 
before you invest your money. At the 19^5 Dayton Hait hadio Convention 
there were very few tube type communications receivers offered for 
sale. It is believed that as time progresses, what remaining decent 
quality tube receivers exisit will end up in the hands of collectons and 
probably sell for quite a good price. Tubes are an important investment 
and can be expensive. These old boat-anchors need good tubes to work 
properly, and it is advisable to annually check up on the alignment 
of the circuits before the start of the Fall DX season. 

Granted, the ownership of tube gear will involve a bit of time 
performing tube checks and alignment! but the results in DX are well 
worth it. If you own one of the newer digital sets; and finances will 
permit the investment of another receiver...locate a good tube 
receiver as a back-up, or as a suppliment receiver for serious DX 
work...you m.ight fall in love with that old set. There .is something 
spécial about DXing with an old tube receiver. 

iell said Steve. Those of us that have a love for tube gear are 
with you 100,1.

The Nov issue of the same publication had an article on RFI audience resear- 
ch: 127 kiloletters rxd in 1984 from 174 countries; analysis of the 13 klettar 
rxd in May & June 1985 shows Af 527., NEu 177., SAm 107.; Moz, Ghana, Nigeria, Zam- 
bia alone produced 257. of the mail, sent by a very high proportion of men, 88/i, 
and locals [French: d'Étrangers autochtones] (907,, compared w/57. of French non- 
expatrlates, 37. expat French, 27. forners domiciled abroad). 147. said they were 
radio amateurs. Majority of correspondents whose jobs could be IDed were in edu^ 
cation (teachers, pupils, students). 237. asked to be sent pgm skeds, 167, said 
they received our pgms well, 117. had remarx to make on pgm content. However, 
mail analysis is not représentative and subject to distortions, and should not 
be extrapolated; unfortunately it is expensive and difficult to carry out pro- 
per poils, especially in Africa. Last Oct, RFI organised a meeting w/audience 
research sexions of BBC, SW, R Nederland to coordlnate 4-way collaboration. 

The possibility of rxing pgms is obviously linked to possessing a rx--the 
number of people w/rx varies considerably: 907. in Brazil, 697, in main towns 
of Zaïre; to having a rx w/SW: 877, of rx in Cameroon, 337. in Austrla, 10% in 
Canada. Pénétration of TV varies as does compréhension of the langs used. The 
best recent RFI audience was noted in the large towns of Africa. 467. in Abid- 
jan (Secodip 1985), 317. in Dakar (Secodip 1985); in Niamey a poil of 600 FR- 
speaking people from Niger showed an audience of 677.

Net had undergone a loss of audience following the appear- 
ance in 1981 of a comm'1 stn set up in Gabon (Africa No. 1) and received in 
many neighbouring countries. In FR-speaking Af, RFI is very much ahead of oth- 
er large non-Af intl stns (BBC, VOA, R Moscow, etc). In Austria, where use of 
SW is rather limited, and média availability very great, our pgms have an aud- » 
ience of 27. for FR, 17. for GM. In Canada we've reached a figure of 4.17. of 
the population (417. of those who own a SW rx). Audience in SAm, where waveban- 
ds are saturated and where there is an overabundance of FM [what??? sure not 
much in the WRTVH] we have 0.77. of listeners in Chile (Gallup 1983), Peru (CPIM 
1983) and in Argentins (Gallup 1985), 2.1% in Brazil (Gallup 1985), with a 
spécifie pgm which only started up in 1982. How many Algériens, Moroccans, 
Mauritanians, Israelis, Venezuelans, Mauritians, Ghanaians and West Indians 
listen to our diff pgms?
