NOAA Space Weather Outlook

Issued February 15 — For the period February 16-March 14, 2011

Solar activity is expected to be low to moderate with a slight chance for high activity from
February 16-20. Activity is expected to decrease to low levels by February 21 as Regions 1158 and
1159 rotate off the visible disk. An increase in activity is expected on March 5 when old Region 1158
(520, L=14) rotates back onto the disk.

No proton events are expected at geosynchronous orbit.

The greater than 2 MeV electron flux at geosynchronous orbit is expected to be at high levels for
February 14-15. Normal to moderate levels are expected from February 16-March 4. High levels are
expected from March 5-10 followed by a return to low to moderate levels for the remainder of the
period (March 11-14).

Geomagnetic field activity is expected to be at unsettled to active levels with a chance for isolated
minor storm periods from February 16-19. The increase in activity is due to the combination of a
recurrent coronal hole high speed stream (CH HSS) and a CME associated with an X2 x-ray event
observed on February 15. Predominantly quiet levels are expected for February 20-28. Activity is
expected to be quiet to unsettled with a chance for isolated active periods from March 1-3 due to a
recurrent CH HSS. Mostly quiet conditions are expected for the remainder of the period (March 4-
14).
