New Telecom Act Allows Up to Five FMs in a Market to be Owned By
One Company

The trend, mentioned in the last edition “FM Atlas,” toward duopolies in
station ownerships continues. A duopoly occurs when two or more FM stations
in one city have the same ownership. The new Telecommunications Act was
passed in 1996, which has encouraged former competitors to get together with
one buying the other out, or large group owners swapping stations so that “super
duopolies’” of four or five FM stations in a large market can have the same
ownership. One of the largest radio mergers involved CBS and Infinity
Broadcasting merging with Westinghouse/Group W. The $3.9 billion merger
brought 83 stations (FM and AM) under one roof, based in New York city. This
brings morning shock jocks Don Imus and Howard Stern to the network thathas
Dan Rather. Stern had cost his employer, Infinity Broadcasting, $1.7 million in
fines to settle five indecency charges at the FCC.

Almost all proposed sales and mergers have been routinely approved by the
U.S. Federal Communications Commission—even those where petitions to deny
the sales have been filed. Virtually the only agency telling the industry to slow
down its rate of mergings is the U. S. Department of Justice. Justice stepped in
and blocked part of a sale in Rochester NY, which would have seen stations
owned by American Radio Systems, Inc. controlling 60 percent of the radio ad
revenue. ARS then agreed not to buy WHAM 1180 AM and WNVE “'The Nerve”
95.1. It also agreed to seek independent buyers for WWOR 100.5 and WCMF
990 AM. The remaining ARStations would then wind up with about 40 percent
of Rochester's radio revenue—a figure the Justice Department said it is more
comfortable with. ARS’ remaining stations there would be WCMF-FM 96.5,
WRMM 101.3 and WHTK 1280 AM. It alsc put WAQB 94.1 Brighton-Rochester
NY on the air. Little WIRQ *94.3 Rochester NY will have to find a new
frequency, if it is to return to the air.

Almost all major markets in the U.S. have duopoly situations, resulting in
economies of scale for the stations, but almost always in reduced employment
opportunities for managers, announcers, news people and sales reps. Most
months my FMedia! newsletter has mentions of stations entering duopolies,
"superduopolies” and LMAs (local marketing agreements).

Some independent stations are concerned about all the duopolies springing up
around them, WDKX 103.9 Rochster NY and WNUC 107.7 Wethersfield-Buffalo
NY are owned by individuals or families. Both are concerned that large local
group owners will seize their formats or reduce advertising rates to force them
out of business.

As reported last edition, it is easier for FM stations to obtain financing now.
The Small Business Administration changed its rule which forbade loan
guarantees to radio stations and newspapers. This rule change allows banks and
other lenders to make SBA-backed 10ans to media outlets.

Lack of diversity in media ownership can manifest itself in sameness of
formats from one station to another. It is not just commercial radio where
common ownerships can be found. Public and religious FM also share the
benefits and problems of duopolies. On public FM you might hear “All Things
Considered” or ""Morning Edition’” on two commonly-owned stations in the
same city. This can be on a time-shft basis, or, less logically, at the same time on
both stations.
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The noncommercial ownership of WKBZ-FM 95.3-AM Whitehall-Muskegon
MI, mentioned last edition, didn't work out. Grand Valley State University,
licensee of WGVU *88.5 Allendale-Grand Rapids M| and an AM, had owned the
stations. Officials of the school had hoped to either convert the stations to
public radio outlets or use their revenue to help support the WGVU stations.
However, the new telecommunications act and policy changes at the Corporation
for Public Broadcating persuaded the school to sell the stations. WKBZ-FM
{along with WKBZ 850 and WQWQ 1520 AM} was sold to Bishop Nathaniel W.
Wells, Jr., of Holy Trinity Church, and two other principals. The new format on
95.3 is similar to what “Magic 108"’ featured before it changed to WSHZ.

The Tyranny of Talk Radio

With mounting interest in FM, both by broadcasters and listeners, it is natural
that talk radio finds its way onto the static-less FM band. Talk has been a
mainstay of public radio, with some of the earliest stations being for in-school
instruction or for use by homebound students. Thus, *91.5 stations WNYE New
York and \WBEZ Chicago, owned by their respective school boards, have been
around for decades. One long-time monophonic school board station on *91.5
was sold and became stereo. KSLH St. Louis became KSIV-FM. While stereo for
music, much of its programming is actually monophonic religious talk and
teaching.

Relgious stations have had talk and teaching programs for decades,
exemplified by ‘‘Back to the Bible Broadcast’’ and “Voice of Prophecy.’ Lately,
call-in talk programs have come to Christian FM, including Vic Eliason’s from
the VCY America network based in Milwaukee, and Harold Camping’s nightly
“Open Forum’’ on Family Stations.

Several commercial FM stations have embraced talk radio, either fulltime or
parttime. KPIX-FM 95.7 San Francisco is now all talk or news, except for some
weekend music programs, as is the pioneer in FM talk radio, WWDB 96.5
Philadelphia. WWDB removes its $[tereo] carrier when broadcasting talk,
reserving stereo for weekend big-bands music. WLUP 97.9, “Chicago’s Loop,”
ended its morning talk format, becoming all music. Similarly, WLS-FM 94.7
Chicago dumped talk for country music in stereo.

All stations, when not broadcasting music or drama that calls for stereo
should remove their stereo generator and broadcast monophonically, thereby
ensuring a better signal in fringe areas and a more honest presentation to the
listener.

As many FM stations seem to dump talk as embrace it. Thus, there is no clear
trend in FM toward talk, as | reported in the last edition. As interesting as talk
may be at times, it is disturbing when talk displaces music, forcing stations that
offered all that FM could, in terms of audio bandwidth and the technical
benefits of stereo separation {left and right}, to become monophonically
restrained. It is good that broadcasters recognize FM as important enough that
they want their talk fare to be on the medium where most listening now is, but
much of FM radio’s appeal is diminished as a result. A compromise is what
KPIX-FM and WWDB are doing, and that is to make use of their transmitters for
stereo music at least part of the week. A better arrangement would be for the
public to have FM-SCSubcarrier radios in large numbers, and then a popular
music station could have its talk programming on an SCS. In that way, all the
major broadcasters in a given area would be offering a variety of music or
dramatic programs in true stereo virtually all the time. 3



FM Listening Remains At 80 Percent: RADAReport

RADAR (Radio’s All Dimension Audience Research) figures for fall 1996
show FM continuing to reach 80 percent of the radio audience (ages 12 and
over). This is the same as in late 1994, but up from 77 percent in late 1993. As
such, it represents an upward trend in F\1 audience since this publication began
in 1971. FM’s reach varies by age. Eighty-four percent of teens listen solely to
FM, as contrasted to 32 percent of men 55+. AM-only usage varies from one
percent for teens to 24 percent of people 55+. It will be interesting to see if FM
levels off at 80 percent listening over the long term.

WFUV *90.7 New York Still Stuck with Unbuilt Tower

Speculation reported from late 1994 that WNYC-FM *93.9 New York would
be sold by its owner, the City of New York, and go commercial, was only
that—speculation. VINYC-TV {channel 31) was sold to ITT/Dow Jones Corp. for
$207 million, but the radio station (including WNYC 820 AM), remains solidly
noncommercial. It has, however, become untethered from the City of New York.
It is now owned by the WNYC Foundation, which is paying the city $20 million
total, or $3.3 million in each of the next six years. The city thus saves its $1
million subsidy to the radio stations, which was one-third of WNYC-AM-FM’s $3
million budget.

WFUV *90.7 New York has a construction permit to increase to 150 m,
50000 watts horizontal and vertical, for full Class B coverage. Consequently, it
started building a massive, self-supporting tower on a corner of the Fordham
University campus in Bronx, which would be the height of a 45-story building.
Problem is their neighbor across the street, the New York Botanical Garden,
won’'t go away.

The New York State Supreme Court ruled that WFUV has a right to
construct its 146 m tower on the Rose Hill campus in Bronx. The Botanical
Garden has appealed. |t suggested that VWFUV build to less than half the height
proposed, and disguise the tower as a flagpole. Fordham argues that will not do,
and accuses Garden officials of trying to influence the FCC not to allow for

completion of the tower. The garden has questioned the real reason for the
tower, claiming its great height would allow for leasing to other broadcasters,
making for financial gain.

The unfinished tower has risen to 66 meters, at a cost to date of $1.5 million.
Both sides have resorted to photography to make their points. The view from
Fordham, toward the Garden, showed a barely-visible tower to the right of a
picture, with the tower hidden among trees. The view from the conservatary
toward the tower shows an ominous, looming structure (pictured here). “'This
part of the Bronx is one of the most beautiful areas,”” said Karl F. Lauby, a
spokesperson for the Garden. ""The tower has a jarring impact visually. It mars
the garden and really looms over the conservatory. The tower is a slap in the face
to the Bronx. This tower would not be tolerated in Central Park or Prospect
Park. |t does not improve this part of the Bronx. It denigrates it anc devastates
it.”

Fordham had agreed to study other sites, but decided, in the end, the best
spot is where they started building the tower.

Digital Audio Broadcasting Moves Forward in Canada

Eight of Toronto’s broadcasters announced plans to transmit digital audio
broadcasting starting in 1997. Once on the air, “EKA-147" will signify the
commercial taunch of DAB in North America. Rogers Broadcasting, CHFI 98.1
and CHUM 104.5, are among the 18 CN Tower users who'll be participating.
Initial coverage will be a 40 km radius. Carol and | enjoyed riding the CBC/CAB
digital audio van in Winnipegin 1994,

Digital audio broadcasting in the United States has been cealt a major
setback. At least two manufacturers have called it quits. Lucent Technologies
and Amati Communications pulled out of tests because no major station would
volunteer for their experiments. Gary Shapiro, president of the Consumer
Electronics Manufacturers Association, questions the future of the U.S.-led
in-band, on-channel DAB. Others have pointed out the poor promise of digital
riding along with the analog signal, and the lack of robustness of ancillary data
being sent out. Such a datastream would have meant money-making potential to
a broadcaster.

The difference between AM stereo and DAB was most impressive, when
riding the van in Vinnipeg. Less noticeable was the comparison of CBW-FM
*98.3 and its DAB counterpart, except on Portage Avenue, where multipath has
been a problem. Since locating its tower west of town, CBW-FM has had
problems with its signal received direct as well as reflected from tall downtown
builidings to the east.

Canada’s CBC Backs Away From “Power Grab’’

The Canadian Broadcasting Corporation has long fooked at vacant 99.1
Toronto as a place for CBL 740 AM to migrate to. Metro Toronto has grown,
and so has the electrical interference that plagues CBL. The CBC was accused of
a "power grab” in wanting 99.1, after some 20 applicants had invested millions
to create a new commercial channel, only to have their applications dismissed.

However, Canada’s regulatory body for radio-TV, Industry Canada, told the
CBC not to proceed with the 99.1 application. Its recommendation is to reopen
the frequency to commercial station applicants.

Harold Redekopp, vp-English radio, CBC, said it “‘can’t adequately serve its
audience (which has been declining in number) with its current radio signal. We



are on the AM band that is declining. Among the AM players, we have
demonstrably one of the poorest signals. We ought to be audible and we ought
to be accessible.”

Critic Terrence Corcoran, in the ‘’Globe and Mail*’ newspaper, wrote that
rather than blaming a poor signal, ““the real reason for [the CBC's] failure to
attract listeners is unpopular programming. Toronto audiences want something
other than hours of tiresome whining about social issues and the personal lives of
on-air personalities.”” He pointed out, in the classical sphere, CFMX 103.1-96.1
within 10 years has passed the audience of CBL-FM *94.1, which is “decades
old.”

In a brochure, “You Deserve to Hear CBC Radiol” it mentions that 50
percent of Toronto area residents listen only to FM, with only one-third of
listening to AM, ““the lowest in the country.” Earlier moves by CBC Radio from
AM to FM in Hallfax and Ottawa “‘have resulted in top ratlngs and audience
satifaction with similar programmin With its
noncommercial format, CBC Radio’ sgmove to FM CBC ‘!!!' Radio 740
presents a revenue-neutral approach to Toronto’s L
competitive radio environment. . . FM is the only solution to CBC Radio’s
Toronto-area reception problems.”

“Microbroadcasters”’ Come and Go—Some Challenging the FCC

FM’s growth over AM has advanced to the point where numerous broadcast
“wannabies’” are out there. Some have operated pirate stations, such as 91.9
“WJQR,” “Nasty Radio” in Queens, and Stephen Dunifer’s “Radio Free
Berkeley,” 104.1, on 24 hours a day, which convinced a federal judge to allow
the station to continue on the air. Indeed, that case has been a rallying point
behind the growing ‘‘microbroadcasters’’’ movement.

Alan Freed’s “The Beat’’ 97.7 Minneapolis had broadcast urban music in
glorious mong, and believed to have had a large audience, despite its limited
signal to the west of the Loop and around Loring Park to Lake Calhoun.

He tried to join the Minnesota Broadcasters Association, but was told the
bylaws only allowed for licensed stations to join. The group never supplied a
copy of the bylaws showing that only licensed stations can join. One broadcaster

who wanted to be anonymous even threat-

PO BOX 3333 ened to supply thugs to shut down Mr.
BEAT MINKEAPOLIS MW Freed. “If the Fed’s weren’t going to do
RADIO SHIE it, | was going to hire someone who

license you're stealing the public’s air-
waves!”” The Feds did it, removing what
appeared to be all of Mr. Freed’s grear from his apartment. In going after only
the equ1pment the government refused to act on “The Beat's” so-called right to
be on the air.

An unauthorized relayer of WY GG *88.1 Asbury Park is in Brooklyn NY, but
off the air weekdays when FCC direction-finding vans are more likely to be on
the prowl. “On weekends they’re full strength all the time.”

““FM Atlas’’ Continues to Chart FM Radio’s Growth

Since publishing the last FM Atlas, aimost 500 new FM stations have been
granted construction permits, while 86 were deleted, making for a gain of about
400. Compare that figure to 125 new stations before the last edition, and you
get some idea how FM has grown. FM translators and boosters increased by 378.
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An FM translator is a device which can rebroadcast a primary station into
areas where terrain or distance make direct reception difficult. Usually a
translator uses a frequency different from the originating station. The great
growth in FM translators in the U.S. is among religious broadcasters, many of
them "satellators” in the educational {88-92 mz) band. A distant station, such as
KAWZ *89.9 Twin Falls ID, or Family Radio’s KEAR *106.9 San Francisco CA,
is received with a satellite dish and signal converted to a local FM frequency for
rebroadcasting. Many of these stations are using up to 250 watts of power:
translators with 100 watts or more power are shown in large print on the FMaps.
A few stations employ on-channel FM “boosters” to relay their signal to nearby
areas. Boosters can have up to one-fifth the radiated power of the main station.
An example of a strong booster is WWRR-1 100.7, an &000-watter in
Jacksonville FL, relaying the primary station which is in Brunswick GA, known
as ““Arrow 100 FM.”

Again, this book is virtually alone in its field in showing FM translators and
boosters. The maps present main stations and translators together, while
translators are shown in reduced type following each state in the Station
Directory, Part I,

I was an FM station applicant in 1995—for Hermantown MN 92.1A. Also
applying for the channel was Harbor Broadcasting of Minneapolis MN. We then
agreed to a settlement, which the FCC approved. It called for my application
expenses to be reimbursed, plus being a paid consuitant to Harbor Broadcasting
for three years and receiving two cars, one new and one used. About 20 other
settlement agreements were approved for FM stations across the country at
about the same time. The station is now on the air as WWAX 92.1
Hermantown-Duluth-Superior (W!). it is operated with WRSR 104.3 Two
Harbors-Duluth-Superior.

New Maps Added to Help Reduce “FM Atlas’’ Clutter

Three maps were redrawn. The North Dakota-South Dakota map was
upgraded to cover more of the page area. Oregon was given a new map, but
much cluttering remains around Grants Pass. Mexico was remapped, expanding
from a two-page spread to a third page. Adding the extra page starts the book's
“Station Directory’’ on a more appealing right-hand sheet.

To all the readers who have written, FAXed or called with FM station
information, my thanks. Without this input from people telling about local
stations changing format or enclosing newspaper clippings, this book would not
be as complete or accurate as it is. Also, thanks to readers who have traveled or
used their FM DXing skills to sleuth out station information, particularly
information as to whether or not a station in question broadcasts in stereo.
