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General Data

The Television Bureau of Advertising estimates that at the peak hours of 9 to 10 I".M. on
Saturday and Sunday television sets were being watched in an average of 17,100,000 homes in
1955. Their figure for 1959 is 28,500,000.

In the 13 years since 1946 the number of homes having television sets has grown to over
44,000,000. Radio took 32 years to reach that number of homes and the telephone, 87 years.

In 1958, 1,196 brand name advertisers used network television and 5,794 brand name adver-
tisers used spot television.

The first production model of a Videotape recorder (Ampex) was installed at station
KING-TV, Seattle in November, 1957. In November, 1959, there were 500 of the machines in
use. Between 75 and 100 regular syndicated television features are now being produced and
broadcast on Videotape recorders.

Films for Television

The average station uses film 2914 hours weekly in a year; while all stations will use 685,7361%
hours of film in a year.

The amount of film made for television since 1949-50 is more than $304,000,000. This invest-
ment covers about 7,600 hours of television-produced film fare available. This does not
include 3,017 hours of feature film, 989 hours of Westerns, 216 hours of motion picture
serials or 11,494 hours of motion picture short subjects available.
