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Celebrating Six Decades 

of QUIGLEY PUBLICATIONS 

By MARTIN QUIGLEY, JR. 

I n 1915 when Martin Quigley established Exhibitors Herald, prede-
cessor of Motion Picture Herald and first of the Quigley Publica-
tions, the film was literally in its infancy. That year has gone down 

in history as the one in which D.W. Griffith's " Birth of a Nation" 
made critics take moving pictures seriously. Prior to that time they 
had been generally regarded as merely " low-class" entertainment, 
primarily for the nickelodeons in areas in large U.S. cities fre-
quented by the foreign born. 

Before 1915 what little feature film activity there had been was 
concentrated in Europe. The Great War brought a halt to most of 
the production on the Continent, and America was ready to take 
ascendency in the film world which, though challenged from time to 
time, has never been taken away. 

Altogether 1915 was an ideal time to launch a film trade paper, 
strongly independent in character. What was not altogether ideal 
was the publication headquarters, Chicago, which was then a rival 
to New York and Hollywood as a production center and was un-
equalled as a mailing center for rapid distribution of magazines 
throughout the land. Almost from the beginning, Quigley Publica-
tions had an office in New York and representation in Hollywood. 

In 1930 the headquarters of the Company were moved from 
Chicago to New York at the time the Motion Picture Daily began 
publication. Also, at that time, the last of a number of other major 
trade papers were merged into the weekly which was renamed 
Motion Picture Herald. In 1929 the first issue of the Motion Picture 
Almanac had appeared, with annual editions in an unbroken line 
right down to this one, the 48th. 
The first edition of the Motion Picture Almanac, dated 1929, had a 

foreword by Martin Quigley which read in part: 
"The Motion Picture Almanac is dedicated to the crea-

tive intelligences of motion pictures—to those thinkers and

doers who, from studio to the screen, are widening the 

Film's sphere of influence; refining its appeal . . . The Al-
manac is a record of pictures and personalities; a source 
of easily accessible information ( Its) objective is to 
supply information that is reliable and facts that are accu-

rate." 
This continues to be the policy of the Motion Picture Almanac. 

The policy of the Television Almanac, established in 1956—now in 
its 27th annual edition—is to do a similar job for all aspects of the 

television industry. 
Over the years both Almanacs have grown in reference value. 

Readership of each is at an all time high. The 1976 editions feature 
larger, easier to read type and an even higher grade of paperstock. 
In view of the rapid changes in both television and films, this edition, 
as usual, includes a tremendous number of changes in listings and 
many new biographies. 
The most recently established of the Quigley Publications, the

PAY TELEVISION 

Spokesmen for the pay-television industry 
claimed over 200,000 paying subscribers in 
mid-1975, a great advance from only 16,000 at 
the same period in 1973. Pay-cable was said to 
represent an estimated $20 million industry. 
The Stanford Research Institute has fore-

cast 25,000,000 subscribers by the end of 1985 
and a $4,000,000 industry. 
Leading pay-TV concerns include Home Box 

Office (Time & Life Building, New York, N.Y. 
10020), which had signed up 100,000 sub-
scribers on its network in 1975; Optical 
Systems, which had over 50,000 subscribers in 

Southern California; Theta Cable, operators of 
"Z" Channel in Los Angeles, which claimed 
more than 30,000 subscribers in 1975. 

In New York HBO subscribers paid $18 per 
month to receive pay-TV via cable ($9 per 
month on master antenna systems). 

In Los Angeles "Z" Channel subscribers 
paid $15.40 per month. In Miami, St. Louis and 
Washington Private Channel Club members 
paid up to $8.50 per month for pay-TV via 
Microband Corp. of America ( 176 Broadway, 
New York, N.Y. 10038). 
Other companies active in the pay-TV field 

include Cox Cable Communications, American 
Cable Television, and Video Techniques.

For the broadcast media, OFB is responsible for cooper-

ating with the three major networks ( NBC, ABC, and 
CBS) in the production of all regularly scheduled network 
radio and television programs involving Catholic participa-
tion: ( See Radio and Television). 
For the Catholic press, OFB publishes a weekly film/ 

broadcast service consisting of reviews, information, arti-
cles and photos. Special projects are undertaken with in-
dividual publications, religious and general. 
OFB also plays a liaison role for the NCCB/USCC with 

the film and broadcasting industries, national media, and 
religious agencies and organizations. It is a member of 
OCIC and UNDA, the international Catholic organizations 
for film and broadcasting, respectively. Consultations and 
information services are also provided for the Pontifical 
Commission for Social Communications and the communi-
cations offices of national episcopal conferences throughout 
the world.

BRITISH YEAR IN REVIEW 

BY late-1975, the Independent Television 
programme contractors were coming 
through a difficult period when, in common 
with the rest of industry, they had to battle 
against inflation and a fall-off in advertising 
revenue-the monthly advertising revenue, 
at £12 million-plus, was once again showing 
an upward trend. At the same time, BBC 
Enterprises, the overseas selling organisa-
tion of the British Broadcasting Corporation, 
reported a record annual gross sales of £5 
million. 

North America remains the most im-
portant area for television transactions, ac-
counting for nearly half of both expenditure 
and receipts in respect of "production, sales 
of rights and rental of films of any width, and 
recordings on tape or other media." 
The BBC is financed by government grants 

related to the broadcast receiving licence 
fees paid by members of the public. Com-
mercial TV (ITA) is supported by the sale of 
advertising time. 

Currently, the whole broadcasting scene in 
the United Kingdom is under review by a 
Government Committee of Enquiry but the 
present status quo will continue at least until 
1979. Meanwhile, a healthy competitive situ-
ation continues between the two networks. 
Over 50 million people in the U.K., living 

in about 18 million homes, can receive either 
ITV, BBC1 and BBC2 programmes. On 
average these people's sets are switched on 
for an average of 5.1 hours a day during the 
year. For 2.8 hours they are tuned to ITV 
and for 2.3 hours to the BBC. 56 per cent of 
the total time spent watching television is 
spent watching the commercial channels and 

the average evening audience is about six 
million homes viewing. 
While a high standard of locally-produced 

programmes is maintained by both networks, 
American programmes and American films 
continue to be among the biggest draws with 
British viewers. To some extent the sales of 
American product to Britain is governed 
by the limitation, by government decree, of 
foreign programmes on British screens. 
Also, the British film Industry's embargo re-
stricting the televising of any theatrical films 
to five-year-old productions, still holds good. 
On the other hand, both networks recognise 
their extensive use of feature film product 
and there have been tentative moves 
towards investing in films at pre-production 
stages but it is likely to be many years yet 
before the backlogs of theatrical films are run 
through. 

Sports programmes are another dominant 
factor on British television. Audiences of 91/2 
million watched the Wimbledon tennis finals 
and the Royal International Horse Show had 
a peak of nearly 111/2 million. Overseas, 
progress is continuing with sales of locally-
produced drama series. ATV (Edward VII 
and Space 1999), London Weekend (Upstairs 
and Downstairs) and Thames Television 
(Jennie-Lady Randolph Churchill) have had 
particular success. 

It is estimated that the average Briton 
spends nearly half his waking life and twenty 
per cent of his family income on some form of 
leisure pursuit. Undoubtedly, television has 
a substantial share of this market. Given 
better times, it is difficult therefore to see 
how the industry can avoid being a lucrative 
one for some years to come.

ARGENTINA 
The Argentine TV industry actually employs around 5,000 

persons, of which 3,000 are in the category of "artistic," such as 
authors, actors, musicians, etc. In total their salaries are in the 
whereabouts of 14 million dollars annually. According to the 
Argentine Chamber of Advertisers, 1,320 million pesos (ten 
(10) pesos roughly ONE dollar) was spent in publicity in 1971, 
of which 287 millions (21.74%) went to TV. 
According to information provided by the aforementioned 

chamber, TV rates are permanently in second place behind 
newspapers and magazines. In 1959, TV had 9.74% of the agen-
cies publicity expense, but from 1965 to 1968, the participation 
was never under 15%. From 1968 onwards, up to now there has 
been a permanent diminishing in the publicity expense which 
has not favoured TV. Thus, in 1968 it was 26.47%; 1969, 
25.15%; 1970, 22.43% and 1971, 21.74%. 
The four existing channels in B.A. (7-9-11-13) show between 

75 and 80% of local programs, and the rest is imported (films, 
video tapes, etc.). TV is still black and white, but it is expected 
that a switch to color should take place if the actual industrial 
problems, high costs, and political ideas of the new government 
should overcome, in which case the adopted system would be 
NTSC, in Channel 7. It is estimated that this could take place in 
1978, when the World Football Championship will take place in 
Argentina, and could thus therefore be sold the world around, 
as there already exists in Balcarce, a city distant about 300 
miles from Buenos Aires, where there has been installed a 
station capable of receiving and transmitting via satellite. 
During 1972, through this media. Argentina had access to im-
portant sport events, the Pope's address, Apollo mission, etc. 
Argentina actually has 32 channels (23 private-2 University 

and the rest government handled). Among the latter is Channel 
7 in Buenos Aires, and others installed all around the country. 
From the 800,000 TV sets estimated in 1960 in the entire 
Argentine territory, it has actually increased to an estimate 
4,080,000, locally manufactured under American, European 
and Japanese licenses). It is calculated that the Buenos Aires 
and suburban area alone, has increased since 1960, from 
650,000 sets to 2,356,000 sets. It is also estimated that if in all 
the areas reached by the existing TV channels, all the homes 
would have a receiver set, this would comprise 80 of the Argen-
tine population, which is 24,000,000 inhabitants. This coverage 
is explained on account of the wide dispersion of the channels 
and repeaters in this country, but fundamentally by the great 
urban concentration of the Argentine population. 
There exists a local TV chamber which groups the channels 

and TV producers, known as A.T.A. (Asociacion Tele-
radiodifusoras Argentinas), presided by Dr. Antonio T. Her-
nandez (representative of Channel 11, of B.A.)

AUSTRALIA 
In this young country, TV producers are making a great 

effort to popularize this medium of education and en-
tertainment. The educational part is mainly in the hands of the 
Australian Broadcasting Commission which employs a staff of 
5000. The ABC is forbidden to broadcast advertisements. It 
now operates 38 Television stations in Australia, one in each 
State Capital. The others serve the metropolitan region. 
The Postmaster-General has a statutory right to require the 

Commission to broadcast anything he considers should be 
broadcast in the public interest and he is also empowered to 
prohibit the Commission from broadcasting or televising any 
matter which he wishes the Commission to refrain from broad-
casting. However, when such directions are issued, the Com-
mission is required to disclose them in its annual report to 

Parliament. Most revenue for the ABC comes from license fees. 
The revenue for 1967 is estimated at $37 million. 

Documentaries, opera productions and concerts are of high 
quality. Although nation-wide figures are not available, it is 
estimated that about 2000 schools, with a viewing audience of 
at least 120,000, will watch ABC school television programs in 
the state of Victoria alone. One of the great social advantages is 
that educational television provides the opportunity for all 
schools to enjoy the same resources regardless of locale or 
status. 

Light entertainment is in the hands of the commercial sta-
tions. American programs, Danny Kaye, Andy Williams and 
Dick Van Dyke are very popular. Ample local talent is also 
available for Australian productions. 
The number of TV licenses, including rented TV sets, issued 

all over the country, has now reached 2,200,000. This means 
that there is one television set for every six people. 

AUSTRIA 
Austrian government-owned and operated television is still 

in a situation of expansion and improvement and is steadily 
gaining ground throughout Austria. 

Austrian TV, which has the highest tax in Europe ($2 per 
month per set) should now be able to considerably improve its 
programming as well as its inadequate operating facilities since 
tax revenues are increasing steadily and rapidly. However, 
Austrian government-owned TV is part and parcel of Austrian 
government-owned broadcasting. Since the latter has recently 
found itself in grave financial difficulties, these—though behind 
the scenes to be sure—also reach deeply into the television 
administration. 

Spots for commercials at $28 per second have caught on and 
can now be purchased for the time between 7:30 to 8:30 P.M. 
Occasionally they even fill intermission time during stage plays. 
In the first quarter of the year a total advertising time of 45 
minutes was sold and transmitted, whereas this figure has in-
creased sharply. The quality of programs has improved some-
what. Live TV plays have reached an excellent level and live 
transmissions from the legitimate stage are shown more fre-
quently. 
The program breakdown is as follows: 23.2% news and 

sports, 15.2% movies, 13.4% educational, 12% musical and quiz 
shows, 2.7% serious music, 6.8% TV plays and 26.7% are par-
ticipation programs in Eurovision or programs taken over di-
rectly from neighbouring Germany. Transmission time is from 
7:30 to 10:30 P.M. nightly with transmissions from Germany at 
times lasting until 11:00 P.M. 

BRAZIL 
There are now 34 television stations operational in Brazil. It 

is estimated, based on requests for channels from the Govern-
ment licensing board, that by the end of 1966 between 75 to 90 
stations will be on the air in Brazil. 
Although there are actually only 1,500,000 receivers in the 

country, local manufacturers are hard pressed to keep up with 
the demand, the existing stations can reach 80 percent of 
Brazil's 70 million population, and national hookups can, and 
have already, linked Rio Grande in the south with Belem in the 
north, along over 4.5 thousand miles of coastline, going inland 
to include the cities of Brasilia, Goiania and Belo Horizonte. 

Brazilian law requires that all owners of radio or TV stations 
be of Brazilian nationality. A further law stipulates that all 
foreign films shown on TV be dubbed, and that no station may 
transmit more than 22 half-hours of foreign films for each 72 
hours of weekly transmission time. Stations which transmit 
lees than 12 hours per day have a corresponding lower quota. 
Seven sound studios, four in Rio de Janeiro and three in Sao 
Paulo take care of the dubbing of all the American and some 
Italian, Argentine and Mexican films that come into the coun-
try. An attempt has been made to produce TV serials in Brazil, 
but up to now it has been cheaper to import and dub them. 
They may change in the near future, owing to the instability of 
the Brazilian currency and the restrictions on profit remissions. 
Another aspect which may restrict the importation of film 
serials is a rising nationalism and a move to return to a law 
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passed by ex-President Janio Quadros, which severely restricts 
the exhibition of foreign film serials on TV. This law was mod-
ified when the President took office, but how long this modifica-
tion is going to stand up under the strain, no one can tell. It is 
however, generally considered that the first American produc-
ers who bring their know-how of TV serial productions to 
Brazil will make a fortune.

CAMBODIA 
Radio Cambodge Television, destroyed by fire in 1962, has 

been rebuilt by the Japanese with one relay. Sets are estimated 
at 50000. Main station located in Phnom Penh. 

CHINA (Communist) 
While television lags far behind radio as a method of commu-

nications in the People's Republic of China it is slowly being 
developed by the government. 
Though a nationwide TV network is still a thing of the future, 

it is estimated that some 40-50 stations owned by the govern-
ment are now operating and being received by some 400,000 
sets, most of which are community property and viewed collec-
tively rather than being privately owned. Since a tiny 8-inch set 
sells for the equivalent of four months pay, the reason for this is 
apparent. 

Television broadcasting began in 1958 using, according to 
Peking, entirely China-made equipment. The Shanghai station 
was first on the air followed by Harbin, and by 1960 there were 
29 transmitting stations, including Peking, Tientsin, Shenyang, 
Changchun and Canton. The year 1961 saw stations or relays in 
Nanking, Wuhan, Anshan, Tsingtao and Foochow. In the years 
1969-70 links between the capital at Peking and other parts of 
the country have been pushed, and some facilities have even 
been set up in remote Sinkiang Province and 'Met in order to 
spread the words of Chairman Mao. Since 1969 there has been 
considerable success with educational "TV Universities." 
Some news programs are aired but usually deal with events 

some days past in order to get guidance and take the correct 
line. Twelve factories are devoted to TV equipment production. 
An upsurge in the industry is predicted in the years ahead but 
at present there are few hopes of any sales to China from the 
outside. No color TV is broadcast though some experimental 
work has been done. 
China now claims that it is producing a complete range of TV 

equipment including receivers, fixed and mobile transmitters 
and control consoles. However, color transmission is still in the 
experimental stage. 

CHINA (Taiwan)

Since 1962 Taiwan TV Enterprise Company has been broad-
casting on two channels via two stations to an audience now 
estimated at 2,500,000 sets whose owners pay $ 1.50 a year for a 
license. There is also the National Educational TV Station 
operating 3-4 hours daily. TTV, though government-operated, 
accepts commercials, as does China Television Enterprises, 
operating a purely commercial station 78 hours weekly on two 
channels. A new rule states that commercials must not exceed 
10% of total broadcast time. Color broadcasts began in 1970. Of 
these 2.5 million sets, one to each 6 inhabitants, one-third are 
color models. 
With relay stations it is estimated that 100% of the island's 

population of 16 million receives TV reception. About 30% of 
programs are imports, mostly from America, and these are 
broadcast in the original English with Chinese captions, which 
has served to develop knowledge of the English language 
among the populace. 
TV showings of full-length Chinese-language feature films 

imported from Hong Kong were stopped following retaliatory 
action by local cinema interests but the government may step in 
later and permit such showings, except on Sundays and holi-
days when the theatres reap their largest harvest. Reports 
state that a fourth station, to be eventually a network, to be 
called Military Broadcasting TV Corporation is being consid-
ered under sponsorship of the armed forces. Inquiries should be

DENMARK 
There is one government-run station which covers the whole 

country. On average this station is only on the air for about four 
hours per day. Colour television has not been in operation very 
long and the programs are still limited. Viewers living on the 
island of Zealand (on which Copenhagen is located) are able to 
receive the two Swedish stations without difficulty. Similarly, 
viewers in the south of Fyn and Jutland are able to pick up 
German programs. The estimated number of receivers in use of 
Denmark is over one million, representing one in four of the 
population. There are no commercial television or radio sta-
tions, the government being very much opposed to these. 

Apart from local programs, Danish television shows a wide 
selection of films and series from all over the world; British and 
American programs being in the majority. An agreement was 
made recently with Danish film producers whereby a limited 
number of older Danish films may be shown each year. Prior to 
this agreement, Danish film producers refused to allow Danish 
films to be shown on television. License holders pay D. Kr. 
280.00 ($40.00) per year for b/w television (combined with radio 
license) and D. Kr. 448.00 (60.00) per year for colour television 
(also combined with radio license). In view of the number of 
licenses issued, it would seem that the majority of people pay 
up. 

All leading makes of television receivers are available on the 
Danish market as well as some excellent Danish-made sets. 
Prices are comparable to those in other countries, but are sub-
ject to the 15% added value tax, which is payable on all goods. 
There is, of course, also an import tax on foreign-made sets.

FINLAND 
Finland has a two-channel television system that differs con-

siderably from other countries. TV was started as a private 
enterprise in 1955 and the state-owned broadcasting company 
came along in 1957, thus creating a competitive situation. This 
came to an end in 1964 when Oy Yleisradio Ab, the state com-
pany, bought its competitor and created channel TV 2. As a 
bilingual country Finland also has programs in Swedish on both 
tv-channels. The YLE (Yleisradio) programs do not contain 
advertising but some 18 hours per week—out of a total of 
75—are sold in fixed times to a private commercial TV Com-
pany, Oy Mainos-TV-Reklam Ab (MTV), which produces about 
half of its own programs. The network of 'IT 1 covers nearly 
100 per cent of the country, and that of TV 2 about 80 per cent. 
There are 1,3 million tv-licenses in Finland (population 4,7 mil-
lion). Color-tv transmissions were started in 19E8.

FRANCE 
The decision to set up separate and independent companies in 

order to incite more competition has made little difference to 
French television viewing. As far as the public is concerned the 
change is scarcely noticeable, and it is no exaggeration to write 
that dissatisfaction is very much in evidence. 
The government has assured Parliament, however, that the 

budgets of the three companies will be balanced despite a 
severe shortage of cash which has led to yet another increase in 
the cost of a license, now $40 for black and white and over $60 
for colour. 

Severe restrictions and economies have reduced the interest 
in television, and this has reacted on advertising spots. Reve-
nue from advertising is given at $172 million against $160 mil-
lions but these figures are still as much as 25% below the ad-
vertising time available. 

All three programs have had to borrow and the reduction in 
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expenditure has been severe and, of course, at the expense of 
quality. 

Slight of hand to assure an appearance of financial equlibrium 
has also been achieved by extending credit, that is to say, the 
time given to pay the fourth production company which was set 
up when the division was decided. 
The licence money is divided up between the three programs 

according to their needs but only two, it should be remem-
bered, have the right to sell advertising time. There is no ad-
vertising on the third program. 
A special working party is to be set up to examine the techni-

cal distribution of the available cash from licences. 
Finally, in 1976 a Quality Commission will start work. It will 

operate for the three programs and will report on quality. This 
follows complaints that in some sections, variety in particular, 
the same artists appear constantly.

GREECE 
TV has become nationwide now and the most popular and 

cheap entertainment of the Greek public, harming all other 
kinds of recreation, movies mostly. There are two TV produc-
tion centres in Athens, the first operated by the National In-
stitute of Radio and Television ( E. I.R.T.) and the other by the 
Information Service of the Armed Forces (Y.E.N.E.D.). 
TV, like sound broadcasting, is a state monopoly and respon-

sibility for both services is invested in both the above state 
units. 
The National Institute of Radio and Television operates 

seven channels with 17 relay towers in several parts of the 
country. However, some more expansion and coverage have 
been done in that field during the last year. The Information 
Service of the Armed Forces Station operates six channels ( 5, 
7, 8, 10, 30 II) and has the same number of relay stations as the 
E. I. R.T. 
Both Stations put on the air an eight hours daily program on 

week days and ten to eleven hours on Sundays and holidays, 
which are mostly videotaped. 
Some 30% of it is covered by live program, news, educational 

subjects and musicals and the 70% by local serials and some 
foreign ones. One or two local and foreign long feature films are 
telecast every week by both stations. However, since the 
change of the political status in the country in summer 1974, the 
program of both stations has been greatly ameliorated. 
The E.I.R.T. station is connected with Eurovision and 

transmits all important events of international interest. It is 
estimated that more than 1,000,000 TV sets are sold all over 
the country. 
TV commercials: A total of one hour is sold daily to several 

sponsors by each of the stations. However only 30% of the 
commercial programs offered by several agencies is covered by 
foreign films (mostly American). 
Agencies and TV film I enporlers: There are several agencies 

importing TV foreign films or acting as agents for foreign com-
panies: Hellas Television International, 96 Akademias Str. 
Athens, representing M.G.M., Screen Gems, Warner Bros, 
Rai-Sacis, National General, Paramount TV, Egyptian TV, 
Spanish TV, Paris Show Vision, Anglo Emi, Thames TV, etc.

Athens, representing United Artists and Betta Film. Yannis 
Triantafyllis, 8 Klissovis Str. Athens, agent of the I.T.C.

Asty TV, Synergatis horis Onoma, 
Athens. TV in Greece is in black-and-white, but there are plans 
for a gradual transformation to color in the near future. It is 
anticipated that due to the new political status in the country in 
summer, 1974, many changes may occur.

GUAM (U.S. Possession) 
Guam Television operates one station with two channels for 

17 hours daily, servicing an estimated 85,000 sets in the hands 
of Americans and natives. Owner is Pacific Broadcasting Corp., 
Agana. Some color is broadcast. The Department of Education, 
Agana, operates Channel 12, some five hours daily. 

HOLLAND 
The number of TV sets is about 4,000,000, 30% of this total 

being color sets. (The World Football Tournament in 1974 in-
duced many people to buy a TV-color set). The total Dutch 
population is about 13,300,000. Practically every Dutch family 
has a TV set now; two sets per family becomes more than an 
exception. Competition of TV with motion picture theatres is 
still strong, in winter particularly. (weak TV programs in 
summer). German and Belgian TV can be received by the 
Dutch border provinces in particular, but also, more limited, in 
the Western part of Holland. There are no official figures avail-
able about the number of color TV sets, although the market 
for black-and-white sets seems saturated. A color TV costs 
about Hfl. 2,250 which is about $835 now. Various shops sell at 
lower prices. 
There are two channels, with commercials under the name of 

Ster-Television. Commercials are shown every night, on both 
channels, except on Sunday. A program is never interrupted by 
a commercial. 
The Nederlandse Omroep Stichting (NOS) is the central gov-

ernmental radio and TV organization, but there are seven main 
sub-division stations: a Roman-Catholic one (KRO), two politi-
cal ones (left), VARA and VPRO, two Protestant sections, 
NCRV and EO, and two neutral sections, AVRO and TROS. 
Though the NOS has an important part of the playing time, the 
seven stations mentioned are completely independent, as far as 
their activities are concerned. There are also some small 
groups, educational and religious ones, Teleac for instance in 
the late night: series of lessons in foreign languages, popular 
subjects, mathematic courses, etc. Still the biggest station is 
AVRO, with the largest number of members, but TROS is a 
very important second. The approximate cost of a black-and-
white TV set, antennae included, is unchanged, from 500 to 
1,000 guilders. ($ 1 is now about hfl. 2,70). A yearly contribu-
tion of ha. 108,— is due by the owners of a set, to be paid to the 
government. 

Feature films are programmed about twice a week. One of 
same on Wednesday night usually, if there is no football game. 
(Football is very, very popular here). The film industry organi-
zation (Nederlandse Bioscoopbond) has an agreement with the 
TV authorities that pictures can only be shown on TV 40 
months or more after the first release date in motion picture 
theatres; exceptions are possible. The countries of origin of 
pictures on TV differ every week: American, English, French 
films are shown mainly. (A gentlemen's agreement between TV 
and trade limits the showing of pictures on Friday, Saturday 
and Sunday, the film trade's best days). 

Quality of programs is good; also many comments on the 
political news. Many American and English shows and series 
are very popular here. Due to the high standard of living, many 
people can afford to buy a TV set cash; buying by installment 
has never been as popular as it is in the USA. The Dutch TV 
stations are in Hilversum, as broadcasting is. Philips, Aristona 
and Erres are the most important manufacturers of TV sets. 
Big import also from Germany and Japan. Nederlandse 
Ornroep Stichting (NOS): 53, Emmastraat (P.O. Box 10), Hil-
versum.

INDONESIA 
The government-owned RRI-TV has been on the air since 

1962 and operates 3 stations and relays located at Jogjakarta, 
Bandung, Semarang and Tjiribon. Programs (about 40 hours 
weekly) are 50% entertainment, 25% educational, 25% public 
service, 60% are live, 40% canned, mostly imports from abroad, 
which are unrestrict . Sets are estimated at 190,000. 

IRELAND 
Telefis Eireann is the official name of the television service in 

Ireland. 
Television, like sound broadcasting, is run as an independent 

State Statuary body and responsibility for both services is 
vested in Radio Eireann, the Broadcasting Authority. This Au-
thority, appointed by the Government, consists of nine 
members serving on a part-time basis under a chairman 
selected by the Government. The present chairman is T. 
Andrews. 
The Minister for Posts and Telegraphs, who is responsible 
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for the autonomously operated Authority, reserves to himself 
the duties of fixing and collecting license fees from domestic 
viewers, licenses transmitting stations, and has a veto on the 
appointment and conditions of the Authority's top executive. 
The Director-General, Kevin McCourt, is employed full-time. 
The Television service began in 1962. It has five main high 

power transmitters and thirteen satellite "transposers", serv-
ing areas outside the range of the main transmitters. Its na-
tional coverage is estimated at 98 per cent of the population. 
The national technical standard is a 625 line one, but programs 
are also broadcast on a 405 line in the Eastern and Northwest-
ern parts of the country. 
The Authority, which has the responsibility of providing 

programs of suitable cultural and national content, transmits 44 
hours per week, with occasional additional programs. In ad-
dition, educational programs for schools, two and a half hours 
per week, are broadcast for 33 weeks of the year on behalf of 
the Department of Education. 
Of the 44 hours of weekly programs, 22 are of home origin. 

The balance are imported mainly from Great Britain and Amer-
ica. 
There are about 350,000 receiving sets in operation, of which 

about 200,000 are able to receive programs from Great Britain's 
BBC-TV and Independent TV stations as well as Radio Telefis 
Eireann. 
The national annual license fee is five pounds, of which three 

pounds fifteen shillings is allocated to the television service, 
and the balance to the sound radio service. Radio Telefis 
Eireann also earns considerable revenue from the sale of spot 
advertising to commercial interests. Revenue from all sources 
in the past year was 2,868,000 pounds. Expenditure was 
2,375,000 pounds. 

ISRAEL 
Israel TV broadcasts daily in Arabic and Hebrew, starting at 

6:00 p.m. and continuing until about 10:30 p.m. Programmes 
include: TV features, documentaries, news, discussions, games 
etc. On several occasions football games and special plays and 
operas are broadcasted after 10:00 p.m. 
There are still no commercials on TV.

ITALY 
RAI-TV, the Italian State monopoly of radio and television is 

regulated by a charter issued in January, 1952, which expired 
on December 15, 1972. The matter of freedom of information 
and of CATV has become a political hot potato. The political 
difficulties in agreeing on major problems to form the new Gov-
ernment have suggested an extension of the monopoly until 
December, 1973. It is still difficult to forecast whether the mo-
nopoly will be renewed as is, but it is highly improbable. Im-
portant changes will certainly take place and it is to be expect-
ed that there will be a revival of CATV. Telebiella, which 
started independent programs last year, has been closed down 
by order of the Minister of Communications. Supreme court 
however has contradicted government orders and has au-
thorized in July 1974 private CATV. There is political agree-
ment, however, that independent television is inevitable in the 
near future, even if RAI-TV will always remain a strong or-
ganization in the hands of the Government.

Most of top RAI officials are political appointees. The Council 

of Ministers has to be heard about any appointment from Pres-
ident down to Director General. June 1969 shake-up of RAI 
officials has revealed that socialist power in RAI management 
has increased. 
A parliamentary committee of 30 members representing all 

parties strives to guarantee RAI independence and objectivity 
of information. The Ministry of Posts and Telecommunications 
joins in legislative control of RAI. Italian 

Italian television programs originate from four production 
centers, Rome, Turin, Milano and Naples, all equipped with 

modern facilities. There are two channels: channel 1 ( called 
Programma Nazionale) and channel 2 (Secondo Canale). Televi-
sion is in black and white. As far as color is concerned, the 
government is trying to postpone what is considered luxury 
expense and an additional cause of inflation. RAI is ready from 
a technical point of view to broadcast in color, but it is not yet 
known which system of reception, Pal or Seem, will be adopt-
ed. This uncertainty makes TV set manufacturers in Italy quite 
jittery in the presence of foreign competition. 
RAI TV broadcasts amount to a total of 5,912 hours per year 

divided as follows: Programma Nazionale 3,952 h.; Secondo 
Canale 1,267 h.; local programs 693 h. (figures refer to 1972). 
Programs go on the air mostly from 5 PM to midnight. News 
programs top the list of hours, followed in order by children 
programs, sport, dramatic shows, light music, film, tv film and 
educational programs. RAI programs are considered, by Euro-
pean standard, better than average. 
TV set owners are compelled by law to pay a yearly tax of 

$20.—per set. 1972 June figures show that there are in Italy 
12,204,132 sets, that is, 76,5 families out of every 100 own a TV 
set. Peak viewing hours are from 8 PM to 10 PM with an esti-
mated average of 16 million viewers, up to 21 million for special 
events. 

Advertising is controlled by SACIS. SACIS, ( Via del 
Babuino 9, Roma, Director Gen. Marcello Severati)was found-
ed in 1965. It has a twofold scope: control of copy and allotment 
of advertising time to sponsors; sale abroad of RAI shows. 
SACIS follows a strict rule of equity and balance to satisfy all 
prospective sponsors who would like to advertise on TV. Only 
5% of the timé devoted to programs can be sold to advertisers. 
TV shows are never sponsored. Advertising is grouped in spe-
cial short segments; among these Carosello is the most popular 
with children and grown-ups and consists of five shorts of three 
minutes to which 35 seconds of advertising is added. This limi-
tation of advertising on TV is mainly due to political reason and 
to the pressure of newspapers which consider TV's monopoly 
an unfair competitor. The State-owned RAI is therefore com-
pelled to limit TV advertising (the most powerful medium in 
Italy) in the name of freedom of the press. 

Total revenue of RAI from subscriptions and advertising 
income amount to 305 millions dollars yearly. About 10% of this 
figure is turned back to the Goverment.

JAPAN 
Regular television broadcasting was started in Japan in 1953 

by the quasi-governmental Nippon Hoso Kyokai (NHK), fol-
lowed later the same year by Nippon Television (NTV), as the 
first commercial station with advertising accepted. Though 
commercial networks as such are banned in Japan, contractual 
arrangements between the nation's various TV stations have in 
reality set up four unofficial networks: NTV, Fuji Television, 
Tokyo Broadcasting System (TBS), and Nippon Educational 
Television ( NET) which is educational in name only. In addition 
various independent stations which do not belong to any net-
works. 
At last count NHK was listed as operating a total of 524 

general stations and 578 educational stations in the VHF band, 
and 1,531 stations in the UHF band, a total of 2,531 including 
substations and relays. As for commercial operations, 48 com-
panies operated 524 stations in the VHF band, and 40 com-
panies operated 1,207 stations in the UHF band, for a total of 
1,207 stations in all. 
The number of sets has been estimated at about 30 million, of 

which more than 86% are color. Most of these are registered by 
NHK which charges them about $ 1.10 monthly for a black-
and-white set and about $1.65 for a color set whether or not 
they are interested in NHK's programs, which brings in an 
annual sum of some $500 million annually. Despite this, NHK is 
pressing for higher fees to meet higher expenses as a result of 
inflation. 
Commercial advertising continues to rise at a rate of about 

18% annually to some $ 1.35 billion a year. With some 98% of the 
population receiving the benefits of TV, the average viewer 
spend 2 hours and 22 minutes per day staring at the box. By 
comparison with the above, the average growth in the Amer-
ican TV industry averaged 4.2% annually compared with 
Japan's 18% (though CBS grew 10.3% in annual sales and 6.4% 
in annual net profits. 
Taking the city of Tokyo and its nearby environs, average 

viewer ratings for prime time are as follows: Channel 6, TBS 
14.8%; Channel 4, NTV 13%; Channel 8, Fuji TV 11.9%, Chan-
nel 1, NHK General 10.9%; Tokyo Channel 12 (independent) 
6.2%; Channel 3, NHK Educational . 1%; UHF channels un-
polled. 
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Japan is an excellent market for American feature films as 
well as for movies, documentaries, features and regular TV 
series, and these, after dubbing in the Japanese language, are 
currently quite popular though rarely making the annual big 10 
hits. 
Although there are no Japanese TV stations supported (as in 

America) by contributions, there is the beginning of cable TV in 
both the Tokyo area (JCTV) and Kobe-Osaka area (AKCTV) 
which broadcasts in the English language to local hotels and 
apartment houses willing to subscribe and to pay installation 
charges. 
Japan uses the American 525-line system and exports large 

numbers of both color and monotone sets to America and the 
rest of the world. However, no TV sets are imported into 
Japan, and Americans bringing personal sets to Japan must 
have them converted to Japan's different cycle-rating. Japan 
also sells large amounts of TV broadcasting equipment to Asia, 
Africa and South America, including complete stations with 
network facilities. 
Though TV advertising rates are well below those asked in 

America, they are by no means cheap. Japan's TV stations use 
satellite facilities for certain overseas broadcasts, including 
championship fights shown free in Japan on regular stations 
though American audiences pay high prices for such closed TV 
broadcasts. Japan is also noted for its late evening broadcasts 
of very mild-core porno shows which include a great many bare 
breasts and are sometimes more than mildly suggestive. 
The sacle of wages for TV performers and stars is consid-

erably below American standards. Though some TV networks 
produce their own series, most of them rely on the Japanese 
movie industry to do it at lower costs (since movie union scales 
are below that of TV unions).

LEBANON 
A television broadcasting service was launched in Lebanon in 

May, 1959. Programs are scheduled for three to four hours 
daily. In addition, Lebanese viewers are able to pick up broad-
casts from Cyprus and some European stations. Lebanese Na-
tional Television, the new company, is owned by shareholders 
and directed by technicians who studied in the U.S. and 
Europe. 

In 1960 a second station started operations. This is 
government-owned and operated. There are no government 
controls on the formation of TV broadcasting companies. 
TV receivers are expensive, the average price being $300 a 

set. Sets now on the market come from U.S., England and 
Germany. By 1962 considerably more than half the population 
owned sets.

MALAYSIA-SINGAPORE 
TV Singapura Went on the air in Singapore in 196:3 and sets in 

the city are estimated at over 500,000 on two channels. TV 
Malaysia in Kuala Lumpur, with 11 relays and two programs 
reaches 300,000 sets and there are plans for one additional sta-
tion in both cities. 

MEXICO 
Mexico has 4.5 million television receivers in operation, 

about half located in and around Mexico City, and about five to 
10 per cent in color. TV broadcasting has expanded to cover a 
large part of the country, with local stations programmed 
through videotape and many in hookups with one of the three 
networks now in operation: Telesistema Mexicana, with three 
channels (2, 4 and 5) in Mexico City and 23 affiliated stations 
and 23 relay stations; Tele-Cadena Mexicana, with 13 affiliated 
stations, and Television Independiente de Mexico, with Chan-
nel 8 in Mexico City and three affiliates. Channel 13 is operated 
in Mexico City by Corporacion Mexicans de Radio y Television. 

Television started in Mexico in 1950 and has grown by leaps 
and bounds, with 44 stations listed on government records, 
including one non-commercial station, an educational broad-
caster operated on Channel 11 by the National Polytechnic In-
stitute, a university-level government school in Mexico City. 

In addition there are eight other stations in Mexico City, 
including the re-broadcast stations that carry Channel 2 and 
Channel 4 programs. Channels 7, 9 and 3 are hooked up per-
manently in a network with Channel 2. 
Channel Five is affiliated with Columbia Broadcasting 

System of the United States. Channel 4 is affiliated with the 
American Broadcasting Company, Channel 2 with the National 
Broadcasting Company. Cablevision, bringing live U.S. broad-
casts, is now available in a few sections of Mexico City. 
At least twenty of Mexico's 29 states and two territories now 

enjoy television programs, served by the networks and by 37 
local stations. The local stations are in Torreon, Monterrey, (2), 
Guadalajara, Hermosillo, Mexicali, Tijuana, Tampico, Nuevo 
Laredo, Juarez, Merida, Nogales, Veracruz, Colima, En-
senada, Chihuahua, Guanajuato, Culiacan, Saltillo, Pairal, Los 
Mochis and Queretaro. 
The relay stations are located at Paso de Cortez, Zamorano, 

Tepatitlan, and Guadalajara, serving the states of Mexico, 
Morelos, Guerrero, Oaxaca, Hidalgo, Puebla, Veracruz, Tlax-
cala, Queretaro, GuanÑuto, Michoacan, San Luis Potosi, and 
Jalisco. 

Following is the official list of television stations operating in 
Mexico City, as recorded at the Ministry of the Interior 
XEQTV, Channel 9; XEWTV, Channel 2; XEBTV, Channel 3; 
XHTVTV, Channel 4; X HGCTV, Channel 5; XEXTV, Channel 
7; X IPN, Channel 11; XHTMTV, Channel 8, and X HDFTV, 
Channel 13. 
A nationwide hookup with microwave relay transmitters was 

completed in 1963 and has brought special TV programs to 
Mexican audiences, including Apollo space flights, the Pope's 
trips and major sports events. A big event in 1970 was the TV 
broadcast of the World Soccer Cup Tournament, viewed by 
hundreds of millions throughout the world. 

Mexico is continuing to cultivate markets for packaged pro-
grams in Puerto Rico, the Dominican Republic, Venezuela, 
Central America, Peru, Colombia, Ecuador, Buenos Aires and 
Chile, but the biggest foreign outlet continues to be the United 
States, through Spanish International Broadcasting Company, 
which operates Channel 41 in San Antonio, Texas, and Channel 
34 in Los Angeles, on UHF, with about 70 programs a week 
going to each station. 
A government decree on July 1, 1969 amended the federal 

radio and television broadcasting law to provide closer gov-
ernment inspection of stations and to put more emphasis on 
"cultural" programs. It permits extending of present con-
cessions by 10 years, with renewal for another 10 years, or a 
maximum total of 20 years. After that, the government has an 
option to buy the station. The decree also provides that a new 
25 per cent tax on broadcast revenue may be paid by allotting 
the government 12.5 per cent of the daily broadcast time for its 
programs. This is optional with the stations, which may pay in 
cash if desired.

owners in this French possession in the Pacific.

NORWAY 
TV in Norway has been operating since the Fall of 1960, 

programmes having increased from six to eight hours per week 
to around 40 hours per week. Present number of TV licenses is 
around 945,000. As the TV is Government controlled and 
cinemas are municipal, it is the same interests prevailing in 
both media. If cinemas should be hurt by TV, the Finance 
Department and the municipalities would have to suffer. An 
agreement has therefore been established for the procedure 
and policy of TV in order to hurt the cinemas as little as pos-
sible. TV will use special TV-produced shorts, culturals and 
documentaries, comparatively few features and preferably so 
late in the evening that at least the two first shows per day in 
the cinema should not be too much affected. Both 16nun and 
35mm films can now be shown. 
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PAKISTAN stations are working very close to the break-even point, and 
channel 9 failed. 

Television came to Pakistan in November, 1964, when the 
first station at Lahore went on the air. There were hardly 500 
sets then. In May 1967, Pakistan Television Corporation Ltd., 
a public limited company was formed which is now running all 
the five (two were opened during the year under review at 
Peshawar and Quetta) TV stations in the country. These sta-
tions at Karachi, Lahore, Rawalpindi- Islamabad, Peshawar 
and Quetta transmit four to six hour programs, including 
canned foreign. All these TV stations and three boosters, two 
at Sind and one at NWFP, are equipped with modern technical 
facilities including video tape recording and arrangement for 
showing both 16 and 35mm films at all stations. 
A major breakthrough in the field of TV communication was 

provided with the opportunity to link Pakistan with the outside 
world through satelite. Now all the Pakistani viewers can see 
live programmes from abroad, as all the TV stations, except 
Quetta, have been linked with the National Microwave Net-
work. Boxer Mohammad Ali's fight with Joe Burgner at Kuala 
Lumpur in early July, 1975 was the first program relayed 
through this system all over the country. 
Meanwhile 69 cities and towns of the country are covered by 

TV. About 67% of the population is within viewing range. With 
the installation of seven more boosters in 1976, about 83% of 
the population will be able to see television in Pakistan. 
Surveys have shown that television has reached most of the 
well-to-do houses. FTC is being run as a commercial service. 
Advertisements can be telecast in breaks or between the pro-
grams. An average 12 to 15 minutes in a hour is consumed by 
advertisement on Karachi TV. The pressure on other stations 
is much lower. The recent 40% increase in the publicity rate is 
likely to effect the business of KTV. 
The approximate number of receiving sets in the whole of 

Pakistan is about 500,000 to 600,000, half of which are licenced 
sets. The licence fee was increased from Rs. 50 to Rs.'75 per 
year from July, 1975. 
The Government has decided to introduce color television. 

As a result, the planning of new TV centres in Peshawar and 
Quetta has been based on color techniques. 
Most of the equipment installed in the interim TV centre at 

Quetta has been recovered from the pilot TV Centre and has 
been reconditioned by Pakistani engineers. The conversion of 
the existing TV centres to color shall be started early next year 
(1976) on a phased basis. 

Currently about 1000 creative technicians, including produc-
ers, cameramen, designers, editors, engineers and other tech-
nical staff are engaged with the PTC. About 2200 outside 
talents, including composers, singers, actors, announcers, 
dancers, instrumentalists, writers, etc. participate in the PTV 
programmes.

PERU 
"Fe le 1,4011 is one of Peru's fastest growing industries. There 

are four channels in Lima (4, 7, 9, 13). 
Channel 7 is non-commercial and is operated by the Ministry 

of Education. It operates only a few hours a week on an erratic 
schedule and has few viewers. Channel 4 (Radio America) is the 
oldest station, working since 1958. There is a fourth operating 
channel in the country, channel 2 in Arequipa: it is associated 
with Lima's channel 13 ( Radio Panamericana). 

Television has a strong appeal to people of all social classes. 
Even in the barriadas (slums) one finds TV antennas. It is the 
practice there for owners to charge one sole admission to watch 
nightly TV. There are said to be 65,000 sets in operation in the 
Lima area with an average viewing audience (according to 
McCann Erickson, the advertising firm) of 4.5 persons per set. 
This would give a potential total audience of about 300,000 
persons. Others place the figure higher. 
Programming depends greatly on Westerns and mystery 

(detective) shows from the United States that have been 
Spanish-dubbed in Mexico. There are also many motion pic-
tures from the United States that are either dubbed or with 
titles. Film programs are preferred to live because of the cost 
factor. There are a number of live programs—amateur talent 
reviews, discussions, etc. Stations prepare their own news 
programs using live and film sections. 
A minute spot at prime time (8-10 P.M.) costs about 700 soles 

($26). However, as many as 10 spots are grouped together, 
lessening impact. Nevertheless, prime time is sold out. A 15-
minute spot costs 200 soles ($7.41) and a half-hour show costs 
between 6,000 and 8,000 soles ($200-$300 approximately). The 

PHILIPPINES 
Broadcasts began in 1953 by EZAQ-TV then owned by Alto 

Broadcasting. At present 23 stations are on the air for com-
mercial broadcasting and one government station: most are lo-
cated in Manila. Number of sets is estimated at over 1,000,000. 
ABS-CBN was replaced by KBS. Others are Associated 
Broadcasting, Inter-Island Broadcasting, Metropolitan Broad-
casting, Philippines Broadcasting, Radio Mindanao Network, 
Republic Broadcasting and Southern Broadcasting. More pro-
vincial outlets are planned. 

PUERTO RICO 
There are about 2uu,imu television set:. in Puerto Rico, for a 

population of 2,300,000. Most of the public places such as res-
taurants, clubs, have television sets for their patrons and the 
medium is available in local hotels upon request. 
Even though most Puerto Ricans know English, and the 

number of persons who will acquire a working knowledge of 
English will increase considerably through intensification of 
English instruction in public schools and the migration of 
Puerto Rican families to the United States, and workers who 
come back from the States with more knowledge of English, 
television programming is in English and Spanish. WKAQ-TV, 
owned and operated by the newspaper El Mundo, on channel 4, 
has 30 per cent programs in English of which 10 per cent have 
Spanish sub-titles. 

Kinescope versions of top North American television shows 
are represented on both stations. 
American manufacturers of cigarettes, electric appliances, 

soaps, detergents, and other products which use television 
widely have increased their budgets for this type of advertising 
medium. 

SAMOA (AMERICAN) 
One TV station serves some 7,000 sets on the American part 

of this Pacific island as well as a number of sets on the part 
administered by New Zealand. The station is also used daily for 
educational instructions to local schools. Address: Television of 
Samoa, Pago Pago. There are six channels. 

SOUTH KOREA 
Korea Broadcasting System ( KBS), government-owned, has 

been broadcasting through its Seoul station since 1961 and 
plans a network to cover the whole nation. Though monthly 
fees of 80e are collected from set-owners, commercials are also 
accepted. 
An earlier commercial station was burnt out and did not 

resume broadcasting, but Tongyang TV Company (DTV) took 
its place December 7, 1964, and was joined in 1969 by Moonhwa 
Broadcasting. Later, two more commercial networks were 
formed. Receivers estimated at 1,300,000. 
TV networks show an average of six feature films weekly, 

about half of them imported. This practice has been blamed for 
the decrease in theatre attendance and the insolvency of local 
film producers.

SPAIN 
The first time Television Espanola (RTVE) transmitted on a 

regular basis was October 29, 1956, on a scan system of 625 
lines at 25 frames per second. That program lasted three hours 
with a range of 70 lilometers, broadcasting for about 400 sets. 
The First Channel (VHF) was followed by a Second Channel 
(UHF) in 1967, complementary at first, but now sort of com-
petitive. Channel I covers now all of Spain, including the isles 
Balearics and Canaries. Channel 2 reaches about 75 per cent of 
territory. Each channel has its own news service. 
RTVE is entirely owned by the Spanish government, under 

the Ministry of Information and Tourism. All programs are 
controlled by a Censorship Board. Drama, films and episodes of 
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series are preceded by ratings: "general," "older than 14," 
"older than 18." 
The number of sets is approximately nine million, of which 

two million is portable. The production of programs is entirely 
financed by advertising. Both channels carry ad spots. Due to 
the nocturnal habits of Spaniards, the costliest time comes 
around 10:30 P.M., with a 15-second spot fetching 200,000 
pesetas ($3.630). RTVE advertising welcomes tobacco, wines 
and liquors at any time. Very often the screen shows smiling, 
drinking señoritas. 
As for color system, Spain sees now the fight between 

German PAL and French SECAM. Four years ago the Gov-
ernment decided for PAL, but last year the Ministry of In-
formation declared the PAL, but last year the Ministry of In-
formation declared the French system was also being tested 
before reaching a final decision. 
Staff and Studios: Top RTVE executives are Jesús Sancho

RTVE Headquarters are at Prado del Rey, Madrid, with 

general offices and nine studios with total area of 3,000 square 
metres. 

Additional studios are Chamartin, Madrid, with 3,500 square 
metres; Mirrunar, Barcelona, with 1,800 square metres; and 
Has pitalet, Barcelona, with 1,500 square metres. For out-of-
town braodcasts, RTVE has 12 mobile units. 

Fixed, salaried personnel is about 2,300, with another esti- THAILAND 
mated 5,000 contributing freelancers. 
Programming schedule and contents: The average 

Monday-Friday schedule for Channel one is 71/2 hours daily, 
with 31/2 hours for the Second. First Channel adds 2 hours on 
weekends, skipping the afternoon break. Channel 2 adds one 
hour on Saturday and 90 minutes on Sunday. Special programs 
such as space missions, prize boxing bouts, sports cham-
pionships, bullfights, etc., are screened at off-hours. 
About 30% of programming consists in filmed foreign produc-

tion. Along with some choice British, French and Italian series, 
many American productions are eventually shown on RTVE, 
from documentaries to Hanna-Barbera cartoons and series as 
"Hawaii 5-0," "Gunsmoke," "Kojak," "Barnaby Jones," "The 
Waltons," "Columbo," along with features made for television 
and presented on Sunday afternoon and evening. Price for half 
hour of screening time is $400, with $2,000 for feature films, 
dubbed into Spanish in studios in México, Puerto Rico or 
Madrid. Only "Film Society" screenings (Channel 2) accept for-
eign prints with Spanish subtitles. 
Foreign Markets: Through its Foreign Promotion De-

partment, RTVE sells many productions (most made in color) 
to the Spanish-speaking world. New markets were found in 
countries from Northern Europe to Greece, and in the Far and 
Middle East. RTVE has been awarded prizes at the Festivals 
of Montecarlo, Montreux, Prague, Berlin and Milan ( MIFED). 
As for cable-TV and videocassettes, they are still far away.

SWEDEN 
Sveriges Radio (SR) is a joint-stock company, the capital 

being owned by the large national organizations and popular 
movements (60%), the press (20%) and industry and commerce 
(20%). The government does not hold any shares in the corpo-
ration but appoints half of the members of the Board of Gover-
nors as well as its chairman. Commercial advertising is not 
allowed. 

Radio broadcasts began in 1925 and there are now three 
radio networks. After a few years' experimental transmissions. 
regularly scheduled television broadcasts began in 1957. In 
1969 a second television network was introduced. The two tele-
vision networks, TV1 and TV2, now broadcast about 40 hours 
each per week. Regular colour television broadcasts began in 
1970. The major part of the transmissions are in colour—the 
PAL system. About 50% of the output represent own produc-
tions, whereas the other 50% consists of imported programmes. 

In 1974 the number of broadcast receiving licences was 
2,800,000 of which 861,000 for colour receivers. 
The number of permanent staff is 4,300. The annual budget 

of the corporation amounts to over five hundred million Swed-
ish crowns.

SWITZERLAND 
The Swiss Broadcasting Corporation (SBC) holds a State 

concession for sound and television broadcasting. The SBC 
handles all programme matters, while the PTT enterprises are 
responsible for the transmitters and relay facilities. 

In 1975 there were 1,746,351 TV sets in operation in Switzer-
land and 583 transmitters and boosters on the air. The French • 
and German language-stations schedule about 65 hours weekly, 
each. The Italian language transmitters have about 60 hours of 
programming the week (without Eurovision— European TV 
Programme exchanges.) 
February 1, 1965 commercial TV was introduced on a limited 

basis. From January 1, 1974, 20 minutes on weekdays at the 
utmost, at 15,800 francs per minute. Annual licenses cost 120 
francs for public sets. 
As of Dec. 1974, 582,874 colour sets were in Switzerland.

TAHITI 
Office of Radiodiff-Television Francaise, Papeete, operates 

four channels three hours a day to serve the estimated 13,000 
sets of this French possession. It is owned by the government 
and buys its canned programs in Paris. 

Thai Television Company (government-owned) opened its 
first station in 1953 and now operates four stations (two using 
color) and 8 relays on a commercial basis. Stations are also 
operated under names of Bangkok Broadcasting & TV, 
Bangkok Entertainment Co. and Thai Army, all located in 
Bangkok. Sets are estimated 1.7 million. 

TURKEY 
The Turkish people of Istanbul are so willing to get T.V. that 

the Municipality of Istanbul is going to organise the T. V. of the 
city. 
Today there is in Istanbul about 500,000 T.V. sets, that 

means 200 or 250 thousand or more spectators. This number 
will surely increase in the near future. The reason is very 
simple. Many Turkish workers—that work in different coun-
tries of Europe—coming back to their home will be wishing to 
bring T.V. sets with them. Meanwhile it is necessary to add 
that the Turkish Government is interested in the matter. They 
decided that any traveller coming back home will be free to 
bring with him any small set of T. V. as well as any transistor or 
other small radio sets. No tax at all to this kind of apparatus. 
Apart the T.V. of Istanbul another Turkish city, in the 

Aegean Sea, Izmir will too, get a strong T. V. The number of 
sets is very high there. It is supposed that more than a half 
million of spectators will follow the city's T.V. 
The Turkish Government and especially the Prime Minister 

Mr. Suleyman Demirel in person has promised any possible 
assistance and support. 
As for the technical personage that will be necessary for the 

T.V. a special didactic course will be organised and settle down 
for teaching and prepare young persons.

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The Television Code 

ANEW CODE of standards and practices for the 
television industry went into effect March 1, 

1952 following a series of developments almost a 
year in the making. 
The code is an aftermath of a meeting held in 

Washington in June, 1951 at which NBC made 
public a code of its own. Set up as a standard of 
operations in television, this code bore an essential 
resemblance to the instrument earlier adopted by 
the same network for radio broadcasting. Both 
NBC codes, a Code of Standards adopted for radio 
by the National Association of Broadcasters— 
predecessor organization of the National Associa-
tion of Radio and Television Broadcasters—in At-
lantic City in 1947 and now the industry-wide TV 
code, drew upon the Motion Picture Production 
Code for their pattern. 
Four subcommittees were active in preparation 

of the television code throughout the summer of 
1951. Their tentative draft was approved by the 
NARTB board in September and a final polishing 
job undertaken in Washington shortly before the 
text was ratified in Chicago, October 19, 1951. 
The Television Code provides for a Television 

Code Review Board which now consists of nine 
members. All members must be subscribers to the 
Television Code. The Code Review Board oversees 
policy direction of the Television Code and recom-
mends to the NAB Television Board of Directors 
any changes in Code provisions for the latter 
group's ratification. The interpretation, im-
plementation and enforcement of the Television 
Code's programming and advertising standards is 
the basic responsibility of the Code Authority Di-
rector. 

In those phases that deal with programming and 
its approaches, the code bears stnking similarity to 
the Motion Picture Production Code, conceived and 
formulated in 1929 by Martin Quigley, and ratified 
by the Motion Picture Producers and Distributors 
Association of America, Inc. late in 1945 when the 
late Eric Johnston was named president. 
Meeting in Bandera Tex. in February, 1952, TV 

board members of NAB approved a review board of 
five and adopted a plan for financing administration 
of the code as well as an operating budget of 
$40,000 for the first year of operations. 
There have been various revisions of the code 

over the years. This most recent edition, the 18th, 
is dated June, 1975. 
Under the financing plan, each subscribing TV 

station originally paid an annual fee based on the 
highest hourly rate quoted on its rate card, up to a 
maximum of $ 1,400. If an NAB member, $250 of 
this was credited against NAB dues, leaving the 
balance for defraying code. 

In 1974 the TV board adopted a new basis for 
determining Television Code subscriber fees. Pri-
mary basis for the new fee formula is the size of the 
market being served. Other factors affecting the 
actual amount of the fee are the independent or 
affiliate nature of each station, the VHF and UHF 
status of each station and the intermixed or de-
intermixed nature of the market. 
For example, the highest fee is charged to a net-

work affiliated VHF station or a network affiliated 
UHF station in a de-intermixed market when that 
station serves one of the top three markets. The 
lowest fee is charged to an independent UHF sta-
tion serving markets 176-210. Other fees vary in 
between. 
The Code is copyrighted by the National Associ-

ation of Broadcasters. The Code Authority main-
tains offices in Washington, New York and Hol-
lywood. Stockton Helffrich is director with offices 

in New York. 
Text of the revised code follows: 

PREAMBLE 

Television is seen and heard in nearly every 
American home. These homes include children and 
adults of all ages, embrace all races and all vari-
eties of philosophic or religious conviction and 
reach those of every educational background. 
Television broadcasters must take this pluralistic 
audience into account in programming their sta-
tions. They are obligated to bring their positive 
responsibility for professionalism and reasoned 
judgment to bear upon all those involved in the 
development, production and selection of pro-
grams. 
The free, competitive American system of 

broadcasting which offers programs of en-
tertainment, news, general information, education 
and culture is supported and made possible by rev-
enues from advertising. While television broad-
casters are responsible for the programming and 
advertising on their stations, the advertisers who 
use television to convey their commercial messages 
also have a responsibility to the viewing audience. 
Their advertising messages should be presented in 
an honest, responsible and tasteful manner. Ad-
vertisers should also support the endeavors of 
broadcasters to offer a diversity of programs that 
meet the needs and expectations of the total view-
ing audience. 
The viewer also has a responsibility to help 

broadcasters serve the public. All viewers should 
make their criticisms and positive suggestions 
about programming and advertising known to the 
broadcast licensee. Parents particularly should 
oversee the viewing habits of their children, en-
couraging them to watch programs that will enrich 
their experience and broaden their intellectual 
horizons. 

PROGRAM STANDARDS 

I. Principles Governing Program Content 
It is in the interest of television as a vital 

medium to encourage programs that are in-
novative, reflect a high degree of creative skill, 
deal with significant moral and social issues and 
present challenging concepts and other subject 
matter that relate to the world in which the viewer 
lives. 

Television programs should not only reflect the 
influence of the established institutions that shape 
our values and culture, but also expose the 
dynamics of social change which bear upon our 
lives. 
To achieve these goals, television broadcasters 

should be conversant with the general and specific 
needs, interests and aspirations of all the segments 
of the communities they serve. They should 
affirmatively seek out responsible representatives 
of all parts of their communities so that they may 
structure a broad range of programs that will 
inform, enlighten, and entertain the total audience. 

Broadcasters should also develop programs di-
rected toward advancing the cultural and educa-
tional aspects of their communities. 
To assure that broadcasters have the freedom to 

program fully and responsibly, none of the provi-
sions of this Code should be construed as prevent-
ing or impeding broadcast of the broad range of 
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material necessary to help broadcasters fulfill their 
obligations to operate in the public interest. 
The challenge to the broadcaster is to determine 

how suitably to present the complexities of human 
behavior. For television, this requires exceptional 
awareness of considerations peculiar to the 
medium. 

Accordingly, in selecting program subjects and 
themes, great care must be exercised to be sure 
that treatment and presentation are made in good 
faith and not for the purpose of sensationalism or to 
shock or exploit the audience or appeal to prurient 
interests or morbid curiosity. 

Additionally, entertainment programming in-
appropriate for viewing by a general family audi-
ence should not be broadcast during the first hour 
of network entertainment programming in prime 
time and in the immediately preceding hour. In the 
occasional ease when an entertainment program in 
this time period is deemed to be inappropriate for 
such an audience, advisories should be used to alert 
viewers. Advisories should also be used when pro-
grams in later prime time periods contain material 
that might be disturbing to significant segments of 
the audience. 
These advisories should be presented in audio 

and video form at the beginning of the program and 
when deemed appropriate at a later point in the 
program. Advisories should also be used respon-
sibly in promotional material in advance of the pro-
gram. When using an advisory, the broadcaster 
should attempt to notify publishers of television 
program listings. 

Special care should be taken with respect to the 
content and treatment of audience advisories so 
that they do not disserve their intended purpose by 
containing material that is promotional, sensa-
tional or exploitative. Promotional announcements 
for programs that include advisories should be 
scheduled on a basis consistent with the purpose of 
the advisory. (Latter was effective in September of 
1975.) 

II. Responsibility Toward Children 
Broadcasters have a special responsibility to 

children. Programs designed primarily for children 
should take into account the range of interests and 
needs of children from instructional and cultural 
material to a wide variety of entertainment mate-
rial. In their totality, programs should contribute 
to the sound, balanced development of children to 
help them achieve a sense of the world at large and 
informed adjustments to their society. 

In the course of a child's development, numerous 
social factors and forces, including television, 
affect the ability of the child to make the transition 
to adult society. 
The child's training and experience during the 

formative years should include positive sets of 
values which will allow the child to become a re-
sponsible adult, capable of coping with the chal-
lenges of maturity. 
I Children should also be exposed, at the appro-
wiate times, to a reasonable range of the realities 
which exist in the world sufficient to help them 
make the transition to adulthood. 
Because children are allowed to watch programs 

designed primarily for adults, broadcasters should 
take this practice into account in the presentation 
of material in such programs when children may 
constitute a substantial segment of the audience. 

All the standards set forth in this section apply 
to both program and commercial material designed 
and intended for viewing by children. 

III. Community Responsibility 
1. Television broadcasters and their staffs 

occupy positions of unique responsibility in their 
communities and should conscientiously endeavor 
to be acquainted fully with the community's needs 
and characteristics in order better to serve the 

welfare of its citizens. 
2. Requests for time for the placement of public 

service announcements or programs should be 
carefully reviewed with respect to the character 
and reputation of the group, campaign or organiza-
tion involved, the public interest content of the 
message, and the manner of its presentation. 

IV. Special Program Standards 
1. Violence, physical or psychological, may only 

be projected in responsibly handled contexts, not 
used exploitatively. Programs involving violence 
should present the consequences of it to its victims 
and perpetrators. 

Presentation of the details of violence should 
avoid the excessive, the gratuitous and the in-
structional. 
The use of violence for its own sake and the de-

tailed dwelling upon brutality or physical agony, 
by sight or by sound, are not permissible. 
The depiction of conflict, when presented in pro-

grams designed primarily for children, should be 
handled with sensitivity. 

2. The treatment of criminal activities should 
always convey their social and human effects. 
The presentation of techniques of crime in such 

detail as to be instructional or invite imitation shall 
be avoided. 

3. Narcotic addiction shall not be presented 
except as a destructive habit. The use of illegal 
drugs or the abuse of legal drugs shall not be en-
couraged or shown as socially acceptable. 

4. The use of gambling devices or scenes neces-
sary to the development of plot or as appropriate 
background is acceptable only when presented with 
discretion and in moderation, and in a manner 
which would not excite interest in, or foster, bet-
ting nor be instructional in nature. 

5. Telecasts of actual sports programs at which 
on-the-scene betting is permitted by law shall be 
presented in a manner in keeping with federal, 
state and local laws, and should concentrate on the 
subject as a public sporting event. 

6. Special precautions must be taken to avoid 
demeaning or ridiculing members of the audience 
who suffer from physical or mental afflictions or 
deformities. 

7. Special sensitivity is necessary in the use of 
material relating to sex, race, color, age, creed, 
religious functionaries or rites, or national or 
ethnic derivation. 

8. Obscene, indecent or profane matter, as pro-
scribed by law, is unacceptable. 

9. The presentation of marriage, the family and 
similarly important human relationships, and ma-
terial with sexual connotations, shall not be treated 
exploitatively or irresponsibly, but with sensitivi-
ty. Costuming and movements of all performers 
shall be handled in a similar fashion. 

10. The use of liquor and the depiction of smok-
ing in program content shall be de-emphasized. 
When shown, they should be consistent with plot 
and character development. 

11. The creation of a state of hypnosis by act or 
detailed demonstration on camera is prohibited, 
and hypnosis as a form of "parlor game" antics to 
create humorous situations within a comedy set-
ting is forbidden. 

12. Program material pertaining to fortune-
telling, occultism, astrology, phrenology, palm-
reading, numerology, mind-reading, character-
reading, and the like is unacceptable if it en-
courages people to regard such fields as providing 
commonly accepted appraisals of life. 

13. Professional advice, diagnosis and treatment 
will be presented in conformity with law and rec-
ognized professional standards. 

14. Any technique whereby an attempt is made 
to convey information to the viewer by trans-
mitting messages below the threshold of normal 
awareness is not permitted. 
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15. The use of animals, consistent with plot and 
character delineation, shall be in conformity with 
accepted standards of humane treatment. 

16. Quiz and similar programs that are present-
ed as contests of knowledge, information, skill or 
luck must, in fact, be genuine contests; and the 
results must not be controlled by collusion with or 
between contestants, or by any other action which 
will favor one contestant against any other. 

17. The broadcaster shall be constantly alert to 
prevent inclusion of elements within a program dic-
tated by factors other than the requirements of the 
program itself. The acceptance of cash payments or 
other considerations in return for includmg scenic 
properties, the choice and identification of prizes, 
the selection of music and other creative program 
elements and inclusion of any identification of 
commercial products or services, their trade names 
or advertising slogan within the program are pro-
hibited except in accordance with Sections 317 and 
508 of the Communications Act. 

18. Contests may not constitute a lottery. 
19. No program shall be presented in a manner 

which through artifice or simulation would mislead 
the audience as to any material fact. Each broad-
caster must exercise reasonable judgment to de-
termine whether a particular method of presenta-
tion would constitute a material deception, or 
would be accepted by the audience as normal theat-
rical illusion. 

20. A television broadcaster should not present 
fictional events or other non-news material as au-
thentic news telecasts or announcements, nor 
should he permit dramatizations in any program 
which would give the false impression that the 
dramatized material constitutes news. 

21. The standards of this Code covering program 
content are also understood to include, wherever 
applicable, the standards contained in the ad-
vertising section of the Code. 

V. Treatment of News and Public Events 
General 

Television Code standards relating to the treat-
ment of news and public events are, because of con-
stitutional considerations, intended to be ex-
hortatory. The standards set forth hereunder en-
courage high standards of professionalism in 
broadcast journalism. They are not to be inter-
preted as turning over to others the broadcaster's 
responsibility as to judgments necessary in news 
and public events programming. 

News 
1. A television station's news schedule should be 

adequate and well-balanced. 
2. News reporting should be factual, fair and 

without bias. 
3. A television broadcaster should exercise par-

ticular discrimination in the acceptance, placement 
and presentation of advertising in news programs 
so that such advertising should be clearly distin-
guishable from the news content. 

4. At all times, pictorial and verbal material for 
both news and comment should conform to other 
sections of these standards, wherever such sec-
tions are reasonably applicable. 

5. Good taste should prevail in the selection and 
handling of news: 
Morbid, sensational or alarming details not es-

sential to the factual report, especially in con-
nection with stories of crime or sex, should be 
avoided. News should be telecast in such a manner 
as to avoid panic and unnecessary alarm. 

6. Commentary and analysis should be clearly 
identified as such. 

7. Pictorial material should be chosen with care 
and not presented in a misleading manner. 

8. All news interview programs should be gov-
erned by accepted standards of ethical journalism, 
under which the interviewer selects the questions 

to be asked. Where there is advance agreement 
materially restricting an important or newsworthy 
area of questioning, the interviewer will state on 
the program that such limitation has been agreed 
upon. Such disclosure should be made g the person 
being interviewed requires that questions be sub-
mitted in advance or if he participates in editing a 
recording of the interview prior to its use on the 
air. 

9. A television broadcaster should exercise due 
care in his supervision of content, format, and pre-
sentation of newscasts originated by his station, 
and in his selection of newscasters, commentators, 
and analysts. 

Public Events 
1. A television broadcaster has an affirmative 

responsibility at all times to be informed of public 
events, and to provide coverage consonant with the 
ends of an informed and enlightened citizenry. 

2. The treatment of such events by a television 
broadcaster should provide adequate and informed 
coverage. 

VI. Controversial Public Issues 
1. Television provides a valuable forum for the 

expression of responsible views on public issues of 
a controversial nature. The television broadcaster 
should seek out and develop with accountable in-
dividuals, groups and organizations, programs re-
lating to controversial public issues of import to 
this fellow citizens; and to give fair representation 
to opposing sides of issues which materially affect 
the life or welfare of a substantial segment of the 
public. 

2. Requests by individuals, groups or organiza-
tions for time to discuss their views on con-
troversial public issues should be considered on the 
basis of their individual merits, and in the light of 
the contribution which the use requested would 
make to the public interest, and to a well-balanced 
program structure. 

3. Programs devoted to the discussion of con-
troversial public issues should be identified as 
such. They should not be presented in a manner 
which would mislead listeners or viewers to believe 
that the program is purely of an entertainment, 
news, or other character. 

4. Broadcasts in which stations express their 
own opinions about issues of general public interest 
should be clearly identified as editorials. They 
should be unmistakably identified as statements of 
station opinion and should be appropriately distin-
guished from news and other program material. 

VII. Political Telecasts 
1. Political telecasts should be clearly identified 

as such. They should not be presented by a televi-
sion broadcaster in a manner which would mislead 
listeners or viewers to believe that the program is 
of any other character. 
(Ref.: Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 
Secs. 315 and 317, and FCC Rules and Regulations, 
Secs. 3.654, 3.657, 3.663, as discussed in NAB's 
"Political Broadcast Catechism & The Fairness 
Doctrine.") 

VIII. Religious Programs 

1. It is the responsibility of a television broad-
caster to make available to the community appro-
priate opportunity for religious presentations. 

2. Programs reach audiences of all creeds simul-
taneously. Therefore, both the advocates of broad 
or ecumenical religious precepts, and the ex-
ponents of specific doctrines, are urged to present 
their positions in a manner conducive to viewer en-
lightenment on the role of religion in society. 

3. In the allocation of time for telecasts of reli-
gious programs the television station should use its 
best efforts to apportion such time fairly among 
responsible individuals, groups and organizations. 
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ADVERTISING STANDARDS 

IX. General Advertising Standards 
1. This Code establishes basic standards for all 

television broadcasting. The principles of accepta-
bility and good taste within the Program Standards 
section ggovern the presentation of advertising 
where applicable. In addition, the Code establishes 
in this section special standards which apply to 
television advertising. 

2. A commercial television broadcaster makes 
his facilities available for the advertising of prod-
ucts and services and accepts commercial presenta-
tions for such advertising. However, a television 
broadcaster should, in recognition of his respon-
sibility to the public, refuse the facilities of his sta-
tion to an advertiser where he has good reason to 
doubt the integrity of the advertiser, the truth of 
the advertising representations, or the compliance 
of the advertiser with the spirit and purpose of all 
applicable legal requirements. 

3. Identification of sponsorship must be made in 
all sponsored programs in accordance with the re-
quirements of the Communications Act of 1934, as 
amended, and the Rules and Regulations of the 
Federal Communications Commission. 

4. Representations which disregard normal 
safety precautions shall be avoided. 

Children should not be represented, except 
under proper adult supervision, as being in contact 
with or demonstrating a product recognized as po-
tentially dangerous to them. 

5. In consideration of the customs and attitudes 
of the communities served, each television broad-
caster should refuse his facilities to the advertise-
ment of products and services, or the use of ad-
vertising scripts, which the station has good reason 
to believe would be objectionable to a substantial 
and responsible segment of the community. These 
standards should be applied with judgment and 
flexibility, taking into consideration the character-
istics of the medium, its home and family audience, 
and the form and content of the particular presen-
tation. 

6. The advertising of hard liquor (distilled 
spirits) is not acceptable. 

7. The advertising of beer and wines is accepta-
ble only when presented in the best of good taste 
and discretion, and is acceptable only subject to 
Federal and local laws (See Television Code Inter-
pretation No. 4) 

8. Advertising by institutions or enterprises 
which in their offers of instruction imply promises 
of employment or make exaggerated claims for the 
opportunities awaiting those who enroll for courses 
is generally unacceptable. 

9. The advertising of firearms/ammunition is ac-
ceptable provided it promotes the product only as 
sporting equipment and conforms to recognized 
standards of safety as well as all applicable laws 
and regulations. Advertisements of firearms/ 
ammunition by mail order are unacceptable. The 
advertising of fireworks is acceptable subject to all 
applicable laws. 

10. The advertising of fortune-telling, occul-
tism, astrology, phrenology, palm-reading, 
numerology, mind-reading, character-reading or 
subjects of a like nature is not permitted. 

11. Because all products of a personal nature 
create special problems, acceptability of such 
products should be determined with especial em-
phasis on ethics and the canons of good taste. Such 
advertising of personal products as is accepted 
must be presented in a restrained and obviously 
inoffensive manner. 

12. The advertising of tip sheets and other pub-
lications seeking to advertise for the purpose of 
giving odds or promoting betting is unacceptable. 
The lawful advertising of government organiza-

tions which conduct legalized lotteries is accepta-

ble provided such advertising does not unduly 
exhort the public to bet. 
The advertising of private or governmental or-

ganizations which conduct legalized betting on 
sporting contests is acceptable provided such ad-
vertising is limited to institutional type announce-
ments which do not exhort the public to bet. 

13. An advertiser who markets more than one 
product should not be permitted to use advertising 
copy devoted to an acceptable product for pu-poses 
of publicizing the brand name or other identifica-
tion of a product which is not acceptable. 

14. "Bait-switch" advertising, whereby goods or 
services which the advertiser has no intention of 
selling are offered merely to lure the customer into 
purchasing higher-priced substitutes, is not ac-
ceptable. 

15. Personal endorsements (testimonials) shall 
be genuine and reflect personal experience. They 
shall contain no statement that cannot be sup-
ported if presented in the advertiser's own words. 

X. Presentation of Advertising 
1. Advertising messages should be presented 

with courtesy and good taste; disturbing or annoy-
ing material should be avoided; every effort should 
be made to keep the advertising message in harm-
ony with the content and general tone of the pro-
gram in which it appears. 

2. The role and capability of television to market 
sponsors' products are well recognized. In turn, 
this fact dictates that great care be exercised by 
the broadcaster to prevent the presentation of 
false, misleading or deceptive advertising. While it 
is entirely appropriate to present a product in a 
favorable light and atmosphere, the presentation 
must not, by copy or demonstration, involve a ma-
terial deception as to the characteristics, per-
formance or appearance of the product. 
Broadcast advertisers are responsible for 

making available, at the request of the Code Au-
thority, documentation adequate to support the 
validity and truthfulness of claims, demonstrations 
and testimonials contained in their commercial 
messages. 

3. The broadcaster and the advertiser should 
exercise special caution with the content and pre-
sentation of television commercials placed in or 
near programs designed for children. Exploitation 
of children should be avoided. Commercials di-
rected to children should in no way mislead as to 
the product's performance and usefulness. 
Commercials, whether live, film or tape, within 

programs initially designed primarily for children 
under 12 years of age shall be clearly separated 
from program matenal by an appropriate device. 
Trade name identification or other merchandis-

ing practices involving the gratuitous naming of 
products is discouraged in programs designed pri-
marily for children. 
Appeals involving matters of health which should 

be determined by physicians should not be directed 
primarily to children. 

4. No children's program personality or cartoon 
character shall be utilized to deliver commercial 
messages within or adjacent to the programs in 
which such a personality or cartoon character regu-
larly appears. This provision shall also apply to 
lead-ins to commercials when such lead-ins contain 
sell copy or imply endorsement of the product by 
program personalities or cartoon characters. (Ef-
fective September 1975.) 

5. Appeals to help fictitious characters in televi-
sion programs by purchasing the advertiser's 
product or service or sending for a premium should 
not be permitted, and such fictitious characters 
should not be introduced into the advertising mes-
sage for such purposes. 

6. Commercials for services or over-the-counter 
products involving health considerations are of in-
timate and far-reaching importance to the con-
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sumer. The following principles should apply to 
such advertising. 

a. Physicians, dentists or nurses or actors 
representing physicians, dentists or nurses, 
shall not be employed directly or by implication. 
These restrictions also apply to persons profes-
sionally engaged in medical services (e.g., physi-
cal therapists, pharmacists, dental assistants, 
nurses' aides). 

b. Visual representations of laboratory set-
tings may be employed, provided they bear a 
direct relationship to bona fide research which 
has been conducted for the product or service. 
(See Television Code, X, 11) In such cases, labo-
ratory technicians shall be identified as such and 
shall not be employed as spokesmen or in any 
other way speak on behalf of the product. 

c. Institutional announcements not intended 
to sell a specific product or service to the con-
sumer and public service announcements by 
non-profit organizations may be presented by ac-
credited physicians, dentists or nurses, subject 
to approval by the broadcaster. An accredited 
professional is one who has met required qual-
ifications and has been licensed in his resilient 
state. 
7. Advertising should offer a product or service 

on its positive merits and refrain from discrediting, 
disparaging or unfairly attacking competitors, 
competing products, other industries, professions 
or institutions. 

8. A sponsor's advertising messages should be 
confined within the framework of the sponsor's 
program structure. A television broadcaster 
should avoid the use of commercial announcements 
which are divorced from the program either by 
preceding the introduction of the program (as in 
the case of so-called "cow-catcher" announce-
ments) or by following the apparent sign-off of the 
program (as in the case of so-called trailer or 
"hitch-hike" announcements). To this end, the pro-
gram itself should be announced and clearly iden-
tified, both audio and video, before the sponsor's 
advertising material is first used, and should be 
signed off, both audio and video, after the spon-
sor's advertising material is last used. 

9. Since advertising by television is a dynamic 
technique, a television broadcaster should keep 
under surveillance new advertising devices so that 
the spirit and purpose of these standards are 
fulfilled. 

10. A charge for television time to churches and 
religious bodies is not recommended. 

11. Reference to the results of bona fide re-
search, surveys or tests relating to the product to 
be advertised shall not be presented in a manner so 
as to create an impression of fact beyond that es-
tablished by the work that has been conducted. 

XI. Advertising of Medical Products 
1. The advertising of medical products presents 

considerations of intimate and far-reaching im-
portance to the consumer because of the direct 
bearing on his health. 

2. Because of the personal nature of the ad-
vertising of medical products, claims that a product 
will effect a cure and the indiscriminate use of such 
words as "safe," "without risk," "harmless," or 
terms of similar meaning should not be accepted in 
the advertising of medical products on television 
stations. 

3. A television broadcaster should not accept 
advertising material which in his opinion of-
fensively describes or dramatizes distress or 
morbid situations involving ailments, by spoken 
word, sound or visual effects. 

XII, Contests 
1. Contests shall be conducted with fairness to 

all entrants, and shall comply with all pertinent 
laws and regulations. Care should be taken to avoid 
the concurrent use of the three elements which to-

gether constitute a lottery—prize, chance and con-
sideration. 

2. All contest details, including rules, eligibility 
requirements, opening and termination dates 
should be clearly and completely announced and/or 
shown, or easily accessible to the viewing public, 
and the winners' names should be released and 
prizes awarded as soon as possible after the close of 
the contest. 

3. When advertising is accepted which requests 
contestants to submit items of product identifica-
tion or other evidence of purchase of products, rea-
sonable facsimiles thereof should be made accepta-
ble unless the award is based upon skill and not 
upon chance. 

4. All copy pertaining to any contest (except 
that which is required by law) associated with the 
exploitation or sale of the sponsor's product or ser-
vice, and all references to prizes or gifts offered in 
such connection should be considered a part of and 
included in the total time allowances as herein pro-
vided. (See Television Code, XIV) 

XIII. Premiums and Offers 
1. Full details of proposed offers should be re-

quired by the television broadcaster for investi-
gation and approved before the first announcement 
of the offer is made to the public. 

2. A final date for the termination of an offer 
should be announced as far in advance as possible. 

3. Before accepting for telecast offers involving 
a monetary consideration, a television broadcaster 
should satisfy himself as to the integrity of the ad-
vertiser and the advertiser's willingness to honor 
complaints indicating dissatisfaction with the pre-
mium by returning the monetary consideration. 

4. There should be no misleading descriptions or 
visual representations of any premiums or gifts 
which would distort or enlarge their value in the 
minds of the viewers. 

5. Assurances should be obtained from the ad-
vertiser that premiums offered are not harmful to 
person or property. 

6. Premiums should not be approved which 
appeal to superstition on the basis of "luck-bear-
ing" powers or otherwise. 

XIV. Time Standards for Non-Program 
Material 

In order that the time for non-program material 
and its placement shall best serve the viewer, the 
following standards are set forth in accordance 
with sound television practice: 

1. Non-Program Material Definition: 
Non-program material, in both prime time and 

all other time, includes billboards, commercials, 
promotional announcements and all credits in 
excess of 30 seconds per program, except in feature 
films. In no event should credits exceed 40 seconds 
per program. The 40-second limitation on credits 
shall not apply, however, in any situation governed 
by a contract entered into before October 1, 1971. 
Public service announcements and promotional an-
nouncements for the same program are excluded 
from this definition. 

2. Allowable Time for Non-Program Material: 
a. In prime time on network affiliated sta-

tions, non-program material shall not exceed 
nine minutes 30 seconds in any 60-minute period. 

In the event that news programming is in-
cluded within the three and one-half hour prime 
time period, not more than one 30-minute seg-
ment of news programming may be governed by 
time standards applicable to all other time. 
Prime time is a continuous period of not less 

than three and one-half consecutive hours per 
broadcast day as designated by the station be-
tween the hours of 6:00 PM and Midnight. 

b. In all other time, non-program material 
shall not exceed 16 minutes in any 60-minute 
period. 

c. Children's Programming Time—Defined as 
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those hours other than prime time in which pro-
grams initially designed primarily for children 
under 12 years of age are scheduled. 
Within this time period on Saturday and 

Sunday, non-program material shall not exceed 
10 minutes in any 60-minute period after Decem-
ber 31, 1974 and nine minutes 30 seconds in any 
60-minute period after December 31, 1975. 
Within this time period on Monday through 

Friday, non-program material shall not exceed 
14 minutes in any 60-minute period after Decem-
ber 31, 1974 and 12 minutes in any 60-minute 
period after December 31, 1975. 
3. Program Interruptions: 

a. Definition: A program interruption is any 
occurrence of non-program material within the 
main body of the program. 

b. In prime time, the number of program 
interruptions shall not exceed two within any 
30-minute program, or four within any 60-minute 
program. 
Programs longer than 60 minutes shall be pro-

rated at two interruptions per half-hour. 
The number of interruptions in 60-minute 

variety shows shall not exceed five. 
c. In all other time, the number of inter-

ruptions shall not exceed four within any 30-
minute program period. 

d. In children's weekend programming time, 
as above defined in 2e, the number of program 
interruptions shall not exceed two within any 
30-minute program or four within any 60-minute 
program. 

e. In both prime time and all other time, the 
following interruption standard shall apply 
within programs of 15 minutes or less in length: 

5-minute program-1 interruption; 
10-minute program-2 interruptions; 
15-minute program-2 interruptions. 

f. News, weather, sports and special events 
programs are exempt from the interruption 
standard because of the nature of such programs. 
4. No more than four non-program matenal an-

nouncements shall be scheduled consecutively 
within programs, and no more than three non-pro-
gram material announcements shall be scheduled 
consecutively during station breaks. The consecu-
tive non-program material limitation shall not 
apply to a single sponsor who wishes to further 
reduce the number of interruptions in the program. 

5. A multiple product announcement is one in 
which two or more products or services are pre-
sented within the framework of a single announce-
ment. A multiple product announcement shall not 
be scheduled in a unit of time less than 60 seconds, 
except where integrated so as to appear to the 
viewer as a single message. A multiple product an-
nouncement shall be considered integrated and 
counted as a single announcement if: 

a. the products or services are related and 
interwoven within the framework of the an-
nouncement (related products or services shall 
be defined as those having a common character, 
purpose and use); and 

b. the voice(s), setting, background and conti-
nuity are used consistently throughout so as to 
appear to the viewer as a single message. 
Multiple product announcements of 60 seconds in 

length or longer not meeting this definition of inte-
gration shall be counted as two or more announce-
ments under this section of the Code. This provi-
sion shall not apply to retail or service establish-
ments. 

6. The use of billboards, in prime time and all 
other time, shall be confined to programs spon-
sored by a single or alternate week advertiser and 
shall be limited to the products advertised in the 
program. 

7. Reasonable and limited identification of prizes 
and donors' names where the presentation of con-
test awards or prizes is a necessary part of pro-

gram content shall not be included as non-program 
material as defined above. 

8. Programs presenting women's service fea-
tures, shopping guides, fashion shows, demonstra-
tions and similar material provide a special service 
to the public in which certain material normally 
classified as non-program is an informative and 
necessary part of the program content. Because of 
this, the time standards may be waived by the 
Code Authority to a reasonable extent on a case-
by-case basis. 

9. Gratuitous references in a program to a non-
sponsor's product or service should be avoided 
except for normal guest identification. 

10. Stationary backdrops or properties in televi-
sion presentations showing the sponsor's name or 
product, the name of his product, his trade-mark or 
slogan should be used only incidentally and should 
not obtrude on program interest or entertainment. 

Note: From time to time the Code Authority 
issues advertising guidelines and clarifications 
expanding on provisions of the Code. Among areas 
covered are acne, alcoholic beverages, arthritis 
and rheumatism remedies, bronchitis, com-
parative advertising, children's premiums and 
offers, children's TV advertising, disparagement, 
hallucinogens, hypnosis, lotteries, men-in-white, 
non-prescription medications, personal products, 
testimonials, time standards, toys, vegetable oils 
and margarines, and weight reducing products, 
services. Copies may be obtained from any NAB 
Code Authority office. 

Time Standards for Independent Stations 
1. Non-program elements shall be considered as 

all-inclusive, with the exception of required 
credits, legally required station identifications, and 
"bumpers." Promotion spots and public service an-
nouncements, as well as commercials, are to be 
considered non-program elements. 

2. The allowed time for non-program elements, 
as defined above, shall not exceed seven minutes in 
a 30-minute period or multiples thereof in prime 
(prime time is defined as any three contiguous 
hours between 6:00 PM and midnight, local time), 
or eight minutes in a 30-minute period or multiples 
thereof during all other times. 

3. Where a station does not carry a commercial 
in a station break between programs, the number 
of program interruptions shall not exceed four 
within any 30-minute program, or seven within any 
60-minute program, or 10 within any 90-minute 
program, or 13 in any 120-minute program. Sta-
tions which do carry commercials in station breaks 
between programs shall limit the number of pro-
gram interruptions to three within any 30-minute 
program, or six within any 60-minute program, or 
nine within any 90-minute program, or 12 in any 
120-minute program. News, weather, sports, and 
special events are exempted because of format. 

4. Not more than four non-program material an-
nouncements as defined above shall be scheduled 
consecutively. An exception may be made only in 
the case of a program 60 minutes or more in length, 
when no more than seven non-program elements 
may be scheduled consecutively by stations who 
wish to reduce the number of program inter-
ruptions. 

5. The conditions of paragraphs three and four 
shall not apply to live sports programs where the 
program format dictates and limits the number of 
program interruptions. 

INTERPRETATIONS 

Interpretation No. 1 
June 7, 1956, Revised June 9, 1958 
"Pitch" Programs 
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The "pitchman" technique of advertising on tele-
vision is inconsistent with good broadcast practice 
and generally damages the reputation of the indus-
try and the advertising profession. 
Sponsored program-length segments consisting 

substantially of continuous demonstrations or sales 
presentation, violate not only the time standards 
established in the Code but the broad philosophy of 
improvement implicit in the voluntary Code oper-
ation and are not acceptable. 

Interpretation No. 2 
June 7, 1956 
Hollywood Film Promotion 
The presentation of commentary or film excerpts 

from current theatrical releases in some instances 
may constitute commercial material under the 
Time Standards for Non-Program Material. Spe-
cifically, for example, when such presentation, di-
rectly or by inference, urges viewers to attend, it 
shall be counted against the commercial allowance 
for the program of which it is a part. 

Interpretation No. 3 
January 23, 1959 
Prize Identification 
Aural and/or visual prize identification of up to 

10 seconds duration may be deemed "reasonable 
and limited" under the language of Paragraph 7 of 
the Time Standards for Non-Program Material. 
Where such identification is longer than 10 
seconds, the entire announcement or visual presen-
tation will be charged against the total commercial 
time for , the program period. 

Interpretation No. 4 
March 4, 1965 
Drinking on Camera 
Paragraph 7, Section IX, General Advertising 

Standards, states that the "advertising of beer and 
wine is acceptable only when presented in the best 
of good taste and discretion." This requires that 
commercials involving beer and wine avoid any 
representation of on-camera drinking. 

Interpretation No. 5 
April 8, 1975 
The scheduling provisions of Section I (Prin-

ciples Governing Program Content) shall not apply 
to programs under contract to a station as of April 
8, 1975, all episodes of which were then in exist-
ence, if such station is unable, despite reasonable 
good faith efforts, to edit such programs to make 
them appropriate for family viewing or to re-
schedule them so as not to occupy family viewing 
periods. This exception shall in no event apply 
after September 1, 1977. Any such programs ex-
cepted from scheduling provisions shall, of course, 
bear the required advisory notices. ( Effective Sep-
tember 1975) 

REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES 

The following Regulations and Procedures shall 
obtain as an integral part of the Television Code of 
the National Association of Broadcasters: 

I. Name 
The name of this Code shall be The Television 

Code of the National Association of Broadcasters.' 

II. Purpose of the Code 
The purpose of this Code is cooperatively to 

maintain a level of television programming which 
gives full consideration to the educational, in-
formational, cultural, economic, moral and en-

tertainment needs of the American public to the 
end that more and more people will be better 
served. 

III. Subscribers 
Section I. Eligibility 
Any individual, firm or corporation which is en-

gaged in the operation of a television broadcast 
station or network, or which holds a construction 
permit for a television broadcast station within the 
United States or its dependencies, shall, subject to 
the approval of the Television Board of Directors 
as hereinafter provided, be eligible to subscribe to 
the Television Code of the NAB to the extent of one 
subscription for each such station and/or network 
which it operates or for which it holds a con-
struction permit; provided, that a non-television 
member of NAB shall not become eligible via Code 
subscription to receive any of the member services 
or to exercise any of the voting privileges of a 
member. 

Section 2. Certification of Subscription 
Upon subscribing to the Code, subject to the ap-

proval of the Television Board of Directors, there 
shall be granted forthwith to each such subscribing 
station authority to use the "NAB Television Seal 
of Good Practice," a copyrighted and registered 
seal to be provided in the form of a certificate, a 
slide and/or a film, signifying that the recipient 
thereof is a subscriber in good standing to the 
Television Code of the NAB. The seal and its sig-
nificance shall be appropriately publicized by the 
NAB. 

Section 3. Duration of Subscription 
Subscription shall continue in full force and 

effect until thirty days after the first of the month 
following receipt of notice of written resignation. 
Subscription to the Code shall be effective from the 
date of application subject to the approval of the 
Television Board of Directors; provided, that the 
subscription of a television station going on the air 
for the first time shall, for the first six months of 
such subscription, be probationary, during which 
time its subscription can be summarily revoked by 
an affirmative two-thirds vote of the Television 
Board of Directors without the usual processes 
specified below. 

Section 4. Suspension of Subscription 
Any subscription, and/or the authority to utilize 

and show the above-noted seal, may be voided, re-
voked or temporarily suspended for television pro-
gramming, including commercial copy, which, by 
theme, treatment or incident, in the judgment of 
the Television Board constitutes a continuing, will-
ful or gross violation of any of the provisions of the 
Television Code, by an affirmative two-thirds vote 
of the Television Board of Directors at a regular or 
special meeting; provided, however, that the fol-
lowing conditions and procedures shall apply: 

A. Preferring of Charges—Conditions 
Precedent: 
Prior to the preferring of charges to the Televi-

sion Board of Directors concerning violation of the 
Code by a subscriber, the Television Code Review 
Board (hereinafter provided for) ( 1) Shall have ap-
propriately, and in good time, informed and ad-
vised such subscriber of any and all complaints and 
information coming to the attention of the Televi-

'lly-Laws of the National Association of Broad-
casters, Article VI, section 8, C: "Television 
Board. The Television Board is hereby 
authorized:—(4) to enact, amend and promulgate 
standards of practice or codes for its Television 
members, and to establish such methods to secure 
observance thereof as it may deem advisable:—." 
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sion Code Review Board and relating to the pro-
gramming of said subscriber, (2) Shall have report-
ed to, and advised, said subscriber by analysis, 
interpretation, recommendation or otherwise, of 
the possibility of a violation or breach of the Tele-
vision Code by the subscriber, and (3) Shall have 
served upon the subscriber, by Registered Mail a 
Notice of Intent to prefer charges, at least 20 days 
prior to the filing of any such charges with the 
Television Board of Directors. During this period 
the Television Code Review Board may, within its 
sole discretion, reconsider its proposed action 
based upon such written reply as the subscriber 
may care to make, or upon such action as the sub-
scriber may care to take program-wise, in con-
formance with the analysis, interpretation, or rec-
ommendation of the Television Code Review 
Board. 

(i) Notice of Intent 
The Notice of Intent shall include a statement of 

the grounds and reasons for the proposed charges, 
including appropriate references to the Television 
Code. 

(ii) Time 
In the event that the nature of the program in 

question is such that time is of the essence, the 
Television Code Review Board may prefer charges 
within less than the 20 days above specified, pro-
vided that a time certain in which reply may be 
made is included in its Notice of Intent, and pro-
vided that its reasons therefor must be specified in 
its statement of charges preferred. 
B. The Charges: 
The subscriber shall be advised in writing by 

Registered Mail of the charges preferred. The 
charges preferred by the Television Code Review 
Board to the Television Board of Directors shall 
include the grounds and reasons therefor, together 
with specific references to the Television Code. 
The charges shall contain a statement that the con-
ditions precedent, herein before described, have 
been met. 

C. Hearing: 
The subscriber shall have the right to a hearing 

and may exercise same by filing an answer within 
10 days of the date of such notification. 
D. Waiver: 
Failure to request shall be deemed a waiver of 

the subscriber's right thereto. 
E. Designation: 
If a hearing is requested by the subscriber, it 

shall be designated as promely as possible and at 
such time and place as the Television Board may 
specify. 

F. Confidential Status: 
Hearings shall be closed; and all correspondence 

between a subscriber and the Television Code 
Review Board and/or the Television Board of Di-
rectors concerning specific programming shall be 
confidential; provided, however, that the con-
fidential status of these procedures may be waived 
by a subscriber. 

G. Presentation; Representation: 
A subscriber against whom charges have been 

preferred, and who has exercised his right to a 
hearing, shall be entitled to effect presentation of 
his case personally, by agent, by attorney, or by 
deposition and interrogatory. 

H. Intervention: 
Upon request by the subscriber-respondent or 

the Television Code Review Board, the Television 
Board of Directors, in its discretion, may permit 
the intervention of one or more other subscribers 
as parties-in-interest. 

I. Transcript: 
A stenographic transcript record shall be taken 

and shall be cerified by the Chairman of the Televi-
sion Board of Directors to the office of the Secre-
tary of the National Association of Broadcasters, 
where it shall be maintained. The transcript shall 
not be open to inspection unless otherwise pro-
vided by the party respondent in the proceeding. 

J. Television Code Review Board; Counsel: 
The Television Code Review Board may, at its 

discretion, utilize the services of an attorney from 
the staff of the NAB for the purpose of effecting its 
presentation in a hearing matter. 

K. Order of Procedure: 
At hearings the Television Code Review Board 

shall open and close. 
L. Cross-Examination: 
The right of cross-examination shall specifically 

obtain. Where procedure has been by deposition or 
interrogatory, the use of cross-interrogatories 
shall satisfy this right. 
M. Presentation: 
Oral and written evidence may be introduced by 

the subscriber and by the Television Code Review 
Board. Oral argument may be had at the hearing 
and written memoranda or briefs may be submitted 
by the subscriber and by the Television Code 
Review Board. The Television Board of Directors 
may admit such evidence as it deems relevant, ma-
terial and competent, and may determine the 
nature and length of the oral argument and the 
written argument or briefs. 
N. Authority of Presiding Officer; of Television 

Board of Directors: 
The Presiding Officer shall rule upon all inter-

locutory matters, such as, but not limited to, the 
admissibility of evidence, the qualifications of wit-
nesses, etc. On all other matters, authority to act 
shall be vested in a majority of the Television 
Board unless otherwise provided. 

O. Films, Transcriptions, etc.: 
Films, kinescopes, records, transcriptions, or 

other mechanical reproductions of television pro-
grams, properly identified, shall be accepted into 
evidence when relevant. 

P. Continuances and Extensions: 
Continuance and extension of any proceeding or 

for the time of filing or performing any act reqwred 
or allowed to be done within a specific time may be 
granted upon request, for a good cause shown. The 
Board or the Presiding Officer may recess or ad-
journ a hearing for such time as may be deemed 
necessary, and may change the place thereof. 

Q. Findings and Conclusions: 
The Television Board of Directors shall decide 

the case as expeditiously as possible and shall 
notify the subscriber and the Television Code 
Review Board, in writing, of the decision. The 
decision of the Television Board of Directors shall 
contain findings of fact with conclusions, as well as 
the reasons or bases therefor. Findings of fact shall 
set out in detail and with particularity all basic 
evidentiary facts developed on the record (with ap-
propriate citations to the transcript of record or 
exhibit relied on for each evidentiary fact) support-
ing the conclusion reached. 
R. Reconsideration or Rehearing: 
A request for reconsideration or rehearing may 

be filed by parties to the hearing. Requests for re-
consideration or rehearing shall state with particu-
larity in what respect the decision or any matter 
determined therein is claimed to be unjust, un-
warranted, or erroneous, and with respect to any 
finding of fact shall specify the pages of record 
relied on. If the existence of any newly discovered 
evidence is claimed, the request shall be accom-
panied by a verified statement of the facts together 
with the facts relied on to show that the party, with 
due diligence, could not have known or discovered 
such facts at the time of the hearing. 
The request for rehearing may seek: 

a. Reconsideration 
b. Additional oral argument 
c. Reopening of the proceedings 
d. Amendment of any findings, or 
e. Other relief. 
S. Time for Filing: 
Requests for reconsideration or rehearing shall 

be filed within 10 days after receipt by the re-
spondent of the decision. Opposition thereto may 
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be filed within five days after the filing of the re-
quest. 

T. Penalty, Suspension of: 
At the discretion of the Television Board, ap-

plication of any penalty provided for in the decision 
may be suspended until the Board makes final dis-
position of the request for reconsideration or re-
hearing. 
U. Disqualification: 
Any member of the Television Board may dis-

qualify himself, or upon good cause shown by any 
interested party, may be disqualified by a majority 
vote of the Television Board. 

Section 5. Additional Procedures 
When necessary to the proper administration of 

the Code, additional rules of procedure will be es-
tablished from time to time as authorized by the 
By-Laws of the NAB; in keeping therewith, special 
consideration shall be given to the procedures for 
receipt and processing of complaints and to neces-
sary rules to be adopted from time to time, taking 
into account the source and nature of such com-
plaints; such rules to include precautionary meas-
ures such as the posting of bonds to cover costs and 
expenses of processing same; and further provided 
that special consideration will be given to proce-
dures insuring the confidential status of proc-
eedings related to Code observance. 

Section 6. Amendment and Review 
Because of the new and dynamic aspects inherent 

in television broadcast, the Television Code, as a 
living, flexible and continuing document, may be 
amended from time to time by the Television Board 
of Directors; provided that said Board is specifical-
ly charged with review and reconsideration of the 
entire Code, its appendices and procedures, at 
least once each year. 

Section 7. Termination of Contracts 
All subscribers on the air at the time of sub-

scription to the Code shall be permitted that period 
prior to and including the earliest legal cancellation 
date to terminate any contracts, then outstanding, 
calling for program presentations which would not 
be in conformity with the Television Code, pro-
vided, however, that in no event shall such period 
be longer than 52 weeks. 

IV. Affiliate Subscribers 
Section I. Eligibility 
Any individual, firm or corporation, which is en-

gaged in the production or distribution, lease, or 
sale of recorded programs for television presenta-
tion, subject to the approval of the Television Code 
Review Board as hereinafter provided, shall be 
eligible to become an affiliate subscriber to the 
Television Code of the NAB. 

Section 2. Certification of Subscription 
Upon becoming an affiliate subscriber to the 

Code, subject to the approval of the Television 
Code Review Board, there shall be granted forth-
with to each such affiliate subscriber authority to 
use a copyrighted and registered seal and de-
claration, in a manner approved by the Television 
Code Review Board, identifying the individual firm 
or corporation as an affiliate subscriber to the 
Television Code of the NAB. Such authority shall 
not constitute formal clearance or approval by the 
Television Code Review Board of specific film pro-
grams or other recorded material. 

Section 3. Duration of Affiliate Subscription 
The affiliate subscription shall continue in full 

force and effect until 30 days after the first of the 
month following receipt of a written notice of res-
ignation. The affiliate subscription of the Code 
shall be effective from the date of application sub-
ject to the approval of the Television Code Review 
Board. 

Section 4. Suspension of Affiliate Subscription 
Any affiliate subscription and the authority to 

utilize and show the above-noted seal may be 
voided, revoked, or temporarily suspended for the 
sale or distribution for television presentation of 
any film or other recorded material which by 
theme, treatment, or incident, in the judgement of 
the Television Code Review Board, constitutes a 
continuing, willful or gross violation of any of the 
provisions of the Television Code, by a majority 
vote of the Television Code Review Board at any 
regular or special meeting. The conditions and pro-
cedures applicable to subscribers shall not apply to 
affiliate subscribers. 

Section 5. Representation of Affiliate Subscribers 
Any affiliate subscriber or group of affiliate sub-

scribers may authorize an individual or association 
to act for them in connection with their relations 
with the Television Code Review Board by filing a 
written notice of such representation with the 
Board. Such representation, however, in no way 
will limit the right of the Television Code Review 
Board to suspend individual affiliate subscribers in 
accordance with the provisions of Section 4. 

V. Rates 
Each subscriber and affiliate subscriber shall pay 

"administrative" rates in accordance with such 
schedule, at such time, and under such conditions 
as may be determined from time to time by the 
Television Board (see Article VI, section 8, C. 
Television Board (3) and (4), By-Laws of the NAB); 
provided, that appropriate credit shall be afforded 
to a television member of the NAB against the reg-
ular dues which he or it pays to NAB. 

VI. The Television Code Review Board 
Section 1. Composition 
There shall be a continuing committee entitled 

the Television Code Review Board to be composed 
of not more than nine members, all of whom shall 
be from subscribers to the Television Code. They 
shall be appointed by the President of NAB, sub-
ject to confirmation by the Television Board, and 
may include one member from each of the sub-
scnbing nationwide television networks. Members 
of the -Television Board shall not be eligible to 
serve on the Review Board. Due consideration 
shall be given, in making the appointments, to 
factors of diversification of geographical location, 
market size, company representation and network 
affiliation. 
No person shall continue as a member of the 

Television Code Review Board if the station or 
entity he represents ceases to subscribe to the 
Television Code. In such a case a vacancy occurs in 
the office immediately, and a successor may be ap-
pointed to serve out the unexpired term. 

All terms shall be for two years, commencing at 
the close of the annual meeting of the membership 
following appointment. 
A. Limitation of Service: 
No person shall serve for more than two terms of 

two years each, consecutively, as a member of the 
Television Code Review Board; provided, how-
ever, this limitation shall not apply to network rep-
resentatives. 
Serving out the unexpired term of a former 

member shall not constitute a term within the 
meaning of this section. 

B. Meetings: 
The Television Code Review Board shall meet at 

least twice in each calendar year on a date to be 
determined by the Chairman. The Chairman, or 
the Code Authority Director, may, at any time, on 
at least five days written notice, call a special meet-
ing of the Board. 

C. Quorum: 
For all purposes, a majority of the members of 

the Television Code Review Board shall constitute 
a quorum. 
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Section 2. Authority and Responsibilities 
The Television Code Review Board is authorized 

and directed: 
(1) To recommend to the Television Board of Di-

rectors amendments to the Television Code; (2) to 
consider, in its discretion, any appeal from any 
lecision made by the Code Authority Director with 
respect to any matter which has arisen under the 
Code, and to suspend, reverse, or modify any such 
decision; (3) to prefer formal charges, looking 
toward the suspension or revocation of the author-
ity to show the Code seal, to the Television Board 
of Directors concerning violations and breaches of 
the Television Code by a subscriber; (4) to be avail-
able to the Code Authority Director for con-
sultation on any and all matters affecting the Tele-
vision Code. 

VII. Code Authority Director 
Section 1. Director 
There shall be a position designated as the Code 

Authority Director. This position shall be filled by 
appointment of the President of NAB, subject to 
the approval of the Board of Directors. 
Section 2. Authority and Responsibilities 
The Code Authority Director is authorized and 

directed: ( 1) To maintain a continuing review of all 
programming and advertising material presented 
over television, especially that of subscribers to 

the Television Code of NAB; (2) to receive, screen 
and clear complaints concerning television pro-
gramming; (3) to define and interpret words and 
phrases in the Television Code; (4) to develop and 
maintain appropriate liaison with governmental 
agencies and with responsible and accountable or-
ganizations and institutions; (5) to inform, ex-
peditiously and properly, a subscriber to the Tele-
vision Code of complaints or commendations, as 
well as to advise all subscribers concerning the at-
titudes and desires program-wise of accountable 
organizations and institutions, and of the American 
public in general; (6) to review and monitor, if nec-
essary, any certain series of programs, daily pro-
gramming, or any other program presentations of a 
subscriber, as well as to request recorded material, 
or script and copy, with regard to any certain pro-
gram presented by a subscriber; (7) to reach con-
clusions and make recommendations or prefer 
charges to the Television Code Review Board con-
cerning violations and breaches of the Television 
Code by a subscriber; (8) to recommend to the Code 
Review Board amendments to the Television Code. 
A. Delegation of Powers and Responsibilities: 
The Code Authority Director shall appoint such 

executive staff as is needed, consistent with re-
sources, to carry out the above described func-
tions, and may delegate to this staff such respon-
sibilities as he may deem necessary. 
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
