now firmly established fourth, Fox, were joined by

two more young hopefuls, Paramount's UPN and
Warner Bros,. both of which offered a handful of pro-
gramming, UPN on Monday and Tuesday, WB on
Wednesday. Aside from UPN's “Star Trek: Voyager”
which had the advantage of being a spin-off of the
eternally popular “Star Trek” franchise, none of the
new shows presented much of a threat to the other
primetime players. If anything, the syndication market
suffered the most as yet more independent tv sta-
tions were snatched away by the new networks.

CBS, however, did have a good reason to feel ner-
vous where Fox Broadcasting was concerned.
Following a year of increasingly poor ratings the net-
work had the dubious distinction of becoming the first
of the Big Three to wind up in fourth place when, dur-
ing the week prior to the start of the ‘95-'96 Fall
Season, CBS ranked lower than Fox's 15 hour week-
ly schedule of programming.

A month before, in August, CBS was purchased by
Westinghouse Electric Corp. for $5.4 billion bringing
to an end its status as the last independent network.
The announcement was somewhat overshadowed by
the Watt Disney Company’s $19 billion acquisition of
Capital Cities/ABC earlier that same week , the sec-
ond largest corporate takeover in history, creating the
world’s largest publicly held entertainment company.
Although Creative Artists Agency co-founder Michael
Ovitz was appointed the new Disney president, other
major corporate changes were forthcoming.

Although the Nielsen ratings gave the '94-'95 top
spot to NBC’s long running sitcom “Seinfeld” (20.5
rating/31 share), ABC made it known that last sea-
son's winner, “Home Improvement,” was still the
leader when one tabulated the actual number of
viewer households. “Seinfeld,” however, came out in
first place on the Nielsen’s basis of rank according to
viewership. By that estimation, “Home Improvement”
was placed third with a 19.9 rating/29 share.
Sandwiched in between the two comedies was the
most popular new offering of the '94-'95 season,
NBC’s medical drama “ER” (20.0/33) which had
emerged the victor in battling CBS’s own hospital
offering, “Chicago Hope.” The latter also came up
with decent figures landing at number 25 for the year.

NBC was also responsible for the only other new
series in the top ten, the sitcom “Friends” (16.1/25;
ranked at Number 8) which spent many weeks in the
latter half of the season in the number one positition.
ABC, on the other hand, dominated the list with 5
shows. In addition to “Home Improvement” there
were Brett Butler's comedy vehicle “Grace Under
Fire” (18.8/29; Number 4), “NFL Monday Night
Football” (17.8/30; Number 5), the Emmy Award win-
ning police drama “NYPD Blue” (16.5/27; Number 7)
which made an impressive jump from the Number 21
spot the previous year, and “Roseanne” still going
strong in its 7th season (15.6/24) at Number 9.

The 27 year-old “60 Minutes” was still a ratings

I n early 1995, the three major networks and the by-

champ for CBS marking its 18th consecutive appear-
ance in the Nielsen top ten, coming in at Number 6
(17.1/28).

Clearly, scheduling was everything as far as some
shows were concerned. The 10 year-old “Murder,
She Wrote” (primetime’s oldest currently running
drama) rounded out the top ten, appearing in the
tenth spot for the '94-'95 season. Since its
September 1984 premiere, the Angela Lansbury
mystery drama had always landed in the top ten or
just underneath. However, when CBS executives
decided to shift it from its Sunday 8-9 P.M. slot for the
first time, opting for the same hour on Thursday for
the Fall 1995 season, the show plumeted in the first
week's ratings down to Number 55.

NBC declared a war of sorts on the Fox Network,
asking the Federal Communications Commission to
issue a ruling on whether Fox was in violation of FCC
rules. NBC insisted that a majority of Fox’s stations
were under foreign ownership. Fox responded by
reminding NBC that Fox owner, Australian-born
Rupert Murdoch, had become a U.S. citizen in order
not to upset FCC rules and maintain ownership. To
Fox this was nothing more than NBC trying to make
trouble in light of the fourth network’s increasing
competition. In the past few years, Fox has snatched
away serveral affiliates from NBC and the other net-
works. Although the battle went to such extremes as
NBC issuing anti-Fox bumper stickers the FCC dis-
missed the charges.

A survey by A.C. Nielsen revealed that some 23
million adults were watching television at “out of
home” locations including bars, hotels, college facili-
ties, etc., and were therefore not tracked by the rat-
ings system. This accounted for a surprising 21% of
adults’ overall tv time, or an additional 4% increase in
viewership for each figure reported. As an example,
ABC noted that some 930,000 viewers over the age
of 18 watched “NFL Monday Night Football” away
from their homes which would increase the program’s
ratings by a full point.

The never ending debate against tv violence
feceived a higher profile than usual in 1995 with
President Clinton's endorsement of the Congress-
ional proposal for a “V Chip” to screen programs with
violent content. The chip, a device which could be
installed for as little as $5 by parents not able to play
watchdog around the clock, would block programs
which would be transmitted with a signal signifying
that they contained violence and were inappropriate
for children. The efficacy of the device would depend
on the broadcasters transmitting the code for each
program deemed inappropriate, be it in violent or
sexual content. The problem lay in designating who
would decide exactly what was objectionable materi-
al, the networks complaining that the decision of
what to watch was being taken from the viewer and
put in the hands of the government.

In July of 1995 the FCC gave approval for Pacific
Bell, California’s dominant telephone system, to con-



struct “an integrated hybrid fiber-coaxial system”
which would offer video and interactive sevices to
some 1.3 million homes in Orange County, Los
Angeles, San Diego, and parts of San Francisco.

Fearful of the increasing tendency of tv viewers to
switch off during commercials advertisers have
struck on an idea to bring commercials to the con-
sumers outside their homes. Turner Broadcasting
and ABC among others have been setting up moni-
tors in subway stations, airline terminals, theme
parks and supermarkets.

1994-95 was saddened by the deaths of such stal-
wart TV personalitites as Elizabeth Montgomery,
Howard Cosell, Gale Gordon, Doug McClure, Harry
Guardino, lda Lupino, Lionel Stander, Harriet Nelson,
and John Cameron Swayze. Late September of 1995
also saw the passing of former General Manager
and Vice President of Quigley Publishing, Robert
McDonald. (A complete list of obituaries for the peri-
od Sept. 1994 - Sept. 1995 follows the biographical
section.)

STATISTICS

HISTORICAL DATES

FIRST OVER-THE-AIR TOLL-TV EXPERIMENTS: 1950, Skiatron system tested over WOR-TV in New York City. 1951, Telemeter
system tested over KTLA-TV, Los Angeles; Zenith tested its system over its own experimental station in Chicago.

FEBRUARY 10, 1955: Federal Communications Commission started proceedings to determine whether it should authorize TV
stations to transmit programs paid for on a subscription basis. Study involved 92 docket volumes reflecting the views of over
25,000 persons on legal, technical and policy questions.

MAY 23, 18957: FCC concluded it had authority to authorize use of TV broadcast frequencies for subscription operations if it found
it were in the public interest to do so. Did not define whether this service should be classified as *"broadcasting” or some
other.

OCTOBER 17, 1957: FCC adopted its first report on the proceedings and declared it would consider applications to conduct trial
pay-TV operations over TV stations provided certain conditions were met.

MARCH 24, 1959: FCC issued third report saying it was ready to consider any pay-TV application by a commercial TV station
conforming with requirements, among which were limitation of three-year trial authorizations to markets where there were
at least four commercial TV stations (including the pay-TV one}, and one trial system atiowed per market.

JUNE 22, 1960: Hartford Phonevision Co. (later RKO General Phonevision Co.), a licensee of WHCT (Channel 18), Hartford, CT,
applied for authority to conduct a three-year trial subscription-TV operation. Application granted February 23, 1961.
Operations began June 29, 1962, and concluded in January, 1969.

JULY 3, 1967: FCC's subscription TV committee submitted a fourth report proposing an over-the-alr subscription TV service.
Rules were designed to integrate subscription TV into the total TV system so good programming would continue to be avail-
able over regular TV stations.

DECEMBER 12, 1968: FCC formally established over-the-air subscription TV as a regular broadcast service.

1975: Home Box Office became the first in the television industry to use a-satellite for regular transmission of programming.

1984: The FCC officially deregulated the cable industry, permitting pricing flexibility and enabling operators to raise charges for
basic cable services by adding new channels while reducing service charges for premium channels.

1985: The Court of Appeals struck down the "“must carry” rules which required cable operators to carry all local broadcast. sta-
tions.

Statistics for 1993

According to A. C. Nielsen Co. there were 59,332,200 baslc cable households as of February 1994. This accounted for 63% of
the 94,176,370'tv households in the country. Figures from Paul Kagan Associates, Inc. (as of Dec. 31, 1993) showed fewer
basic cable households with a total of 57,070,000, or 61% of 93,600,000 tv households in the U.S.

Estimated number of cable systems in 1994: 11,217 (Warren Publishing)

Average monthly rates for 1993 (est.): $20.75 (basic cable rate average), $10.48 (average pay rate).

Cable systems’ programming expenditures: $4,000,000,000 in 1993.

Cable Revenue from subscriber services in 1993: $13,974,000,000 (basic revenue), $5,188,000,000 (pay revenue),

By the close of the holiday period Walt Disney had once
again broken records. The 1937 groundbreaker, “énow White
and the 7 Dwarfs,” Disney's first animated feature, made its
long delayed debut on video and promptly became the best-
selling video of all-time with approximately 24-25 million units
sold. However by March of 1995, the studio’s all-time box
office champ, “The Lion King,” dethroned “Snow White” with
sales of morg than 26 million units. “The Lion King” is expect-
ed to further increase its numbers with Holiday '95 sales.

Piracy continues to be a major problem for motion picture
companies, costing them approximately $250 million in lost
revenue in 1994. A study of the first quarter of 1995 showed
an increase in piracy from the same period in 1994. In early
1995, there were more than 133,000 pirated videos seized
and 1,865 VCRs used to produce them. The previous year
there were 72,000 videos and 440 VCRs seized.

Video chains were outraged when Barbra Streisand signed
a deal to release “Barbra Streisand in Concert” with an addi-
tional song on the video not included on the regular version to
Blockbuster Entertainment, excluding other video dealers.
Other retailers feared a dangerous precedent being set, one
dealer going so far as to bring a lawsuit again Blockbuster.

Motion pictures being made expressly for video sell-
through were becoming the norm among major companies.
Disney’s “Aladdin” sequel, “The Return of Jafar,” rel\eased in
1994 sold over 10,000 units by year end, generating revenues
of $120 million. Another follow-up was already being planned
by 1995. A future TV mini-series, “Texas”, debuted on video in
late 1994 prior to its 1995 television showing. Disney planned
its second sequel to the 1989 fantasy hit “Honey, | Shrunk the
Kids™ as a direct-to-video title, and quickly produced animated
features from Sony with titles closely resembling Disney's
Jungle King” and “Snow White,” were snatched up by video
consumers impatient for the genuine items to hit the market.
