THE YEAR IN REVIEW

TELEVISION, CABLE, VIDEO AND NEW TECHNOLOGIES

he year 1997 saw the introduction and adaptation of

I a voluntary ratings system for television programs.

The plan, although not without flaws and beset by

almost immediate criticism, was for the most part accept-
ed by programmers.

In a surprise move in early May, FCC commisioner Reed
Hundt announced his resignation as chairman, ending his
three and a half year tenure. In his period as chairman of
the FCC, Hundt oversaw some of the most dramatic
changes in the history of the U.S. communicaions
industry.

The stage for the introduction of High Definition Television
(HDTV) and digital television (DTV) has been set, with
commercial broadcasts expected to commence in 1998.
Although much of the detailed planning (and difficuit
compromising between interested parties) has yet to take
place, the FCC is pushing for a 1998 debut in major
markets.

The cable industry faced increased competition from new
satellite and direct broadcast services, but remained the
vehicle of choice for the majority of Americans.

The video industry found itself in the doldrums after a
decade of unparalleled growth, with industry leader
Blockbuster Video's financial difficulties affecting parent
Viacom’s status.

Deaths of notable individuals in the television industry
included CBS newsman Charles Kuralt, former NBC
president Brandon Tartikoff and comedian Red Skelton.

The introduction of new technologies and proliferation of
options on the consumer level over the past three decades
has caused a shift in the way the industry perceives itself
and delivers advertising and product. In recent years, the
growth of cable and cable-only programming services and
‘superstations”, the debut of three new broadcast net-
works, direct satellite broadcasting, and the astounding
success of the video cassette have diluted the market for
providers while expanding consumer horizons. Looking
toward the future, further development of the Internet and
the rapid introduction of brand new technologies (most
notably HDTV, DTV, video games and the Digital
Videodisc) will force issues that should be addressed
before the industry enters the 21st century

Which will broadcasters favor, HDTV or multi-band stan-
dard definition TV (SDTV)? I multiband digital broadcasts
are chosen, will broadcasts remain free, or will premiums
be charged for more popular programming? Will traditional
broadcasters be farced into the role of content providers,
with retransmission handled by a plethora of signal deliv-
ery options? Will the broadcast industry be able to climb
the steep financial and technical upgrade path that the
new digital television standards require? What kind of reg-
ulation will the government attempt to impose? And, above
all, if the new digital television infrastructure is built, will
consumers willingly replace their old analog sets with
more expensive digital sets—not to mention their VCRs,
home theatre sysiems, laserdisc players and more?

TELEVISION RATINGS SYSTEM

In late December of 1996, Jack Valenti and a broadcast
task force announced the creation of a voluntary ratings
system for television programming. This ratings plan close-
ly parallels the MPAA’s CARA ratings for the movie indus-
try. The ratings are as follows:

TV-Y—Suitable for children of all ages.
TV-Y7—Suitable for children over age 7.
General Audience—Mainly suitable for all ages.

TV-PG—May contain some material unsuitable for young
children.

TV-14—May contain material unsuitable for children under
14.

TV-M—Specifically designed for adults and unsuitable for
children under 17.

News programming was exempted from any rating.

The first appearance of the ratings was in the form of
“bugs”—small semi-transparent video icons similar to the
station and network identification logos placed in the cor-
ner of screens during programming. In most cases, the
rating was only shown at the beginning of programs or
after station breaks. Not all distributors rated their pro-
gramming, the most notable examples being PBS and
BET.

Legislators immediately attacked the lack of provisions for
ratings based on content. In late February, the Senate
Commerce Committee under the leadership of Chairman
John McCain, began hearings regarding the alleged inade-
quacy of the new system. By June the broadcasting indus-
try seemed resigned to accepting these additional ratings
(with the exception of NBC} in spite of the fact that such rat-
ings were to be delayed until two years after V-chip
equipped television sets are available. The Natlonal
Association of Broadcasters, the National Cable Television
Association and the Motion Picture Association of America
called off talks in Washington after Vice President Al Gore
released a statement calling for a “V" label, for violence, to
be instituted on children’s action shows and cartoons as
well as other program material.

In mid-September the networks announced plans to
expand the size of the “bugs” to at least 10% of the screen
area for at least 15 seconds prior to the beginning of most
shows. By the end of September and with the start of the
new television season, most major programmers had
accepted and begun using the content-based ratings,
except NBC. McCain immediately assailed NBC and its
corporate owner General Electric over their position, and
vowed that a price would be paid if NBC did not accept
these “voluntary” ratings.

These content-based ratings are:

V—for violence.

D—tor rough dialogue.

S—for sex or sexual situations.

L—for objectionable language.

FV—for fantasy violence (for children’s cartoons).

The above designations are appended to the basic
program ratings for further clarification (for example, “TV-
M-SLV” for an adult night time drama or “TV-Y7-FV” for an
action. cartoon series). Not determined immediately was
how these ratings systems would trigger the V-chip or how
the V-chip would be programmed. The first television sets
to feature the V-chip are not scheduled to be-released until
1998.

One of the major objections to a content-based ratings
structure is that it will impose a de facto censorship
standard. Broadcasters feel that advertisess will be less
likely to spend portions of their budgets on potentially
risky programming. A case in point was the episode of
ABC comedy “Ellen” in which the lead character, played
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by Ellen Degeneres, announced that she was gay. In antic-
ipation of that episode, several advertisers pulled their
support from the program. Boycotts by consumer groups
have also effected other television programs, most notably
NYPD Blue” and “Married With Children”.

DIGITAL TELEVISION

The schedule for the introduction of DTV was announced
by broadcasters to the FCC in March. Los Angeles will
launch the first four stations within six years, New York one
in the next two years, and nine of the top ten markets are
scheduled to be serviced by digital broadcasts in the next
two years.

In April, the FCC assigned over 1,900 digital channel slots
for the transition from analog broadcasting to digital broad-
casting. No public auction of the new frequencies was
held. Plans include reserving channels 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 as
a “core spectrum”, which will allow the “packing” of local
digital channels after transition. The rest of the spectrum
can then be reclaimed for other purposes, with broadcast-
ers reuired return their analog frequencies to the FCC by
2006. Some broadcasters complained the the new digital
frequencies will not adequately cover the market they cur-
rently serve and that the 2006 deadliné was unrealistic.

The FCC also approved a standard for digital television
broadcasts, and by definition, the standards that television
manufacturers will need to produce the next generation of
television sets. The FCC's guidelines will allow both HDTV
and SDTV. They do not include specific requirements
regarding the scanning methods by which image is deliv-
ered to the television screen: interlaced which is the
method currently used in broadcasting and progressive,
which is the home computer standard. Nor do the guide-
lines address the aspect ratio of the picture (HDTV requires
a 16 by 9 aspect ratio, DTV 4 by 3) or the number of lines
of resolution. This open ended protocol satisfied complaints
made by the computer manufacturing industry that the new
standard froze them out of the market. The alternative pro-
posed by the computer industry, a 3-tiered progressive
standard which would not support HDTV, met with skepti-
cism from broadcasters.

Initial broadcasts are expected to be in the HDTV format.
But in a speech given in late August, Preston Padden, pres-
ident of the ABC Television Network, specifically included
remarks regarding the network’s consideration of multi-
channel SDTV broadcasts, rather than the single channel
of HDTV broadcasting expected but not required by law-
makers. Padden also suggested that the additional chan-
nels could be considered for premium services, which
although not specifically ruled out by the FCC, would vio-
late the spirit of the FCC’s assignment of the additional
spectrum to broadcasters free of charge. Sinclair
Broadcasting, for one, has abandoned the HDTV model in
favor of multi-channel SDTV with premium material on
some of the channels and CBS suggested that SDTV pro-
gramming was on the network’s agenda, although HDTV
still figured in their plans.

The major networks are concerned that the substantial
investment required to provide programming in HDTV will
not be profitable for them or their affiliates. Contrastly, the
multiplexed digital platform is an attractive one for broad-
casters, as one or more popular pay channels can be bun-
dled with the complementary number of core broadcast
channels at a very low fee to consumers. This would allow
broadcasters to compete for the first time with cable and
satellite providers. In addition, SDTV multiplexing allows
transmission on four to five times as many channels as
HDTV. In the case of the ABC Station Group, the stations’
channel count would go from the ten HDTV channels
expected to 40 or 50 SDTV channels.

Key lawmakers promised a major battle if the networks do
not broadcast in HDTV or begin charging for programming.
Indeed, if they charge for programming, the FCC will require
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a share in the revenue and is expected to demand substan-
tial public service commitments. Angered by the mere sug-
gestion of abandoning HDTV, legislators discussed the pos-
sibility of auctioning any “excess” spectrum, i.e., the three to
four additional channels SDTV broadcasting would free up.
Another option on the table is the use of prime time blocks
in HDTV, with SDTV multiplexed broadcasting filling the bai-
ance of “air time”.

In any case, the first digital television sets will become
available in late 1998, with initial retail prices estimated to
be in the $8,000 to $10,000 range, and only available in 60
inch or greater monitor sizes. The first Zenith set will
reportedly feature no cable connection, forcing consumers
to rely on over-the-air broadcasts and antennae. (Tests
have shown that one of the best antennas to receive DTV
signals is the old-fashioned and inexpensive “rabbit ears”
set top array.) Zenith announced additional plans to mar-
ket a converter that will receive digital broadcasts.
Mitsubishi also plans a line of high-priced digital monitors.
The question of SDTV or HDTV broadcasting should pose
no problem to hardware manufacturers, as the format
change can be handled by software. HDTV broadcasting
will require a different sized picture tube than the current
standard, so HDTV accomodation will most likely be pri-
mary. Other manufacturers are planning sets that will be
able to handle standard analog NTSC broadcasts until
digital delivery is available.

However, in a survey conducted in April of 1997 by A. T.
Kearney, over 75% of the consumers interviewed were not
likely to buy a digital set if the cost was more than current
analog televisions. The prices noted above, aithough
extremely preliminary and aimed at the wealthiest con-
sumers, tend to be higher by several orders of magnitude
than the lowest end of the standard NTSC color sets.
Congress was studying a plan to force manufacturers of
analog television and video devices to label their products
with an “obsolesence” notice, informing consumers that any
equipment that they buy will not necessarily be compatible
with the new digital broadcasts.

The price that broadcasters will be required to pay for
upgrading to DTV will be even more costly. In a National
Association of Broadcasters report, it was estimated that
75% of all broadcast tower antennas will need to be
replaced or upgraded at a cost of $750,000 to $1,000,000
each. As a whole, this will cost the industry billions of dol-
lars. The first commercial HDTV encoders cost in the
realm of $600,000, with a 4-channel multiplex SDTV
encoder costing less than halif that.

NETWORKS

Nielsen Media Research reported that in television homes,
prime-time viewership of the Big Three neworks (ABC,
CBS and NBC) fell to a record low of 62% in the
September 1996 to April 1997 season, down 3.2% from
the year before. During the 1997 Independence Day holi-
day weekend, network viewing fell to an all-time low of
48%. By comparison, in 1980 the networks’ prime-time
viewership was close to 90%.

NBC was the top-rated network (yet again), garnering a
10.5 rating and an 18% share. CBS came in second with
a 9.6 rating and a 16% share, ABC third with 9.2/15 and
FOX earning a respectable 7.7/13. UPN increased to a 3.2
rating and 5% share, and WB rounded out the broadcast
networks with 2.6/4. For the full 1996-97 Nielsen ratings for
the top 100 network series, see the Nielsen table in the
Statistics Section of this Almanac.

The cost of licensing hit shows by the networks reached
an all-time high with NBC agreeing to pay $3 million per
episode for the situation comedy “Frasier”. NBC'’s top com-
edy “Seinfeld” is expected to cost the network $4 million or
more per episode largely due to contractual negotiations
with three of the long-time principals who settled for



$600,000 per episode apiece. The producers of ABC's
“Home Improvement” sued the program’'s distributor, Walt
Disney (who also owns ABC), alleging that a $3 million per
episode renewal was in essence a sweetheart deal. Tim
Allen. the star of “Home Improvement”, later negotiated a
contract giving him a reported $1 million per episode.
Another factor driving up costs for programmers was the
rising competition for professional sports events and the
resulting increase in costs. While advertisers reportediy
spent $4.7 billicn on national sports advertising in 1996.
current abseball, basketball and football contracts for the
Big Three netwerks, Fox and ESPN, total more than $7 bil-
lion. This does not include contracts for other sports events
or the Olympics. CBS has reportedly paid $715 million for
the broadcast rights to the Summer 2000 Olympic Games
alone.

In a related sports development, Tiger Woods' victory in
the PGA Masters golf tournament brought in a t4.1
Nielsen rating and a 31% audience share—a 53%
increase over the 1996 Masters and the highest rated golf
tournament since 1976. So much for “a good walk spoiled”.

In a chilling decision, a lawsuit against the ABC news pro-
gram Prime Time Live by the regional supermarket chain
Food Lion for trespass, fraud and breach of fiduciary duty
was decided in favor of the supermarket by a North
Carolina jury. Producers went undercover for the evening
news magazine and were hired as clerks for the chain in
order to expose the sales of spoiled food and unsanitary
food handling practices by the supermarket. Food Lion did
not dispute the findings of the investigative report, but
instead claimed that the practice of sending in undercover
reporters constituted fraud. ABC immediately appealed
the $5.5 miilion award.

Ted Harbert resigned as entertainment chairman of ABC
after 20 years with the network. In June, Stuart Bloomberg
was brought in as chairman of the ABC Entertainment
Group, overseeing Jamie Tarses who arrived amid much
fanfare in 1996. CBS station group president Peter Lund
was repiaced by CBS radio president, Mel Karmazin. Lucy
Salhany, president and CEO of the fledgling UPN network,
announced that she woutd not renew her contract when it
expired in September of 1997. Her replacement is Dean
Valentine, formerly president of Walt Disney Television.

LEGISLATION

Newspaper publishers asked the FCC to relax or eliminate
the rule prohibiting the ownership by a single company of
both a newspaper and a television station in the same
metropolitan market. The publishers point to the fact that
ownership rules have been eased for broadcasters by the
Telecommunications Act of 1996.

FCC chairman Reed Hundt introduced a plan to require
broadcasters to provide at least three hours of education-
al programming per week. Hundt also proposed that net-
works alot 60 seconds each night for Public Service
Announcements and asked that broadcasters be required
to set aside an additional 5% of their broadcast schedule
for public interest programming.

Hundt announced his resignation as chairman of the FCC
in early May. With commisioner Rachelle Chong leaving in
October and James Quello scheduled to leave in
November, the FCC's only holdover will be commissioner
Susan Ness. The nominees approved by the Senate in
early October 1997 were William Kennard as chairman
and Harold Furchgott-Ross, Gloria Tristani, and Michael
Powell (son of General Colin Powell) as comissioners. No
obstacles are aniticpated in the final confirmation process.
Satellite broadcasters, most notably ASkyB and EchoStar,
pushed for a congressional revision of the Satellite Home
Viewer Act. The legistation prohibits retransmission of net-
work signals in markets where a local broadcast affiliate

provides service and satellite transmission of local chan-
nels in other markets. A federal court upheld the FCC's
requirement that DBS companies relegate at least 4% of
their time to public access broadcasting.

CABLE

Much of the decline in the networks dominance of the
Nielsens can be directly attributed to the rise in popularity
of basic cable networks. Basic cable viewing percentages
were up by almost 10% in the 1996-97 season. Cable sys-
tems serviced approximately 60 million American house-
holds in 1997, with TCI maintaining dominance as the
number one provider, boasting 17.5 million subscribers.
The cable industry has developed sex and violence ratings
similar to those in use by the networks.

Many of the major cable operating systems complainzd
that the higher cost of purchasing programming (primarily
sports content) was cutting drastically into their bottcm
line. These increases and the crop of new basic cable
channels offered by programmers (ESPNews, CNN SI.
CBS’s Eye on People and MTV’s new 24-hour music chan-
nel M2, among others) have forced the cable companies to
choose to drop popular standard services or hike rates.
TCI, did indeed raise its rates by an avsrage of 6.8% in
many of its markets.

In addition, the cable industry is increasingly threatened by
competition from satellite and DBS services in many mar-
kets> The systems offer more programming choices and an
alternative to consumers, while carrying many of the stan-
dard cable channels viewers expect TCl is reported to have
lost as many as 70,000 subscribers in 1996 and has reer-
ganized into six regional operating divisions to better serve
cosumers whose needs vary by region.

In order to be able to retransmit broadcast DTV and HDTV
programs, cable companies will need to upgrade the set-top
cable boxes to accommodate the new video signals. An
option that cable carriers may consider is developing and
supplying digital to analog decoder boxes. which will allow
those consumers who have not upgraded to digital televi-
sion sets to receive programming.

The top-rated programs on standard cable are profession-
al sports events including wrestling, and children’s pro-
gramming, most notably Nickelodeon’s cartoon “Rugrats”.
Children’s programming is one of the biggest growth
industries in entertainment, with both Viacom-owned
Nickelodeon and Time-Warner's The Cartoon Channel
committing substantial amounts of time to original shows.

Many other cable networks have become major providers
of original programming. Although much material on cable
is still Hollywood movies and reruns of network programs,
more and more content is produced exclusively for cakle.
For example, HBO is now the largest purchaser and pro-
ducer of independent documentaries. “Politically Incorrect
with Bilt Maher”, originally developed for Comedy Central,
is now following ABC's “Nightline” and is a major stop for
authors on book tours. Viacom is producing a feature film
based on the Nickelodeon cartoon series “Rugrats”, after
the success of the feature film debut of "Beavis and
Butthead”, which was originaily developed for MTV.

The most successful PPV programs are sports events.
While movies remain the staple of PPV viewing, sports
with a relatively high PPV price can earn a lot of money.
The first Mike Tyson-Evander Holyfield boxing match in
November of 1996 drew 1.65 million PPV buys. The July
1997 rematch, soid on PPV as a Pay-Per-Round, brought
in approximately 1.9 million PPV buys and a reported $95
million in revenue.

Viacom sold its stake in the USA network to partner
Seagram Corp. The USA joint ownership agreement
between Viacom and Seagram-owned Universal has
resulted in litigation between the two companies.
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Seagram claims that Viacom’s new Nickelodeon spin-osff
network, TV Land, violated the original agreement stipu-
fating that. neither entity could develop new cable services
without the consent of the other. In October, a majority
interest in the USA Network was bought by Barry Diller.

Turner planned to transform itself from a "superstation” into
a basic cable channel, and asked new fees from carriers.
Fox News Channel ended its suit against Time Warrer
Cable of New York when Time Warner agreed to carry the
news channel. Fox bought International Family
Entertainment, parent company of The Family Channel.
Discovery Communications purchased The Travel Channel.

Congress began investigations into cable networks exclu-
sive programming deals with major MSOs. Rival cable
companies claim such deals are anti-competitive.

SATELLITE AND DBS

The top five DBS providers are expected to provide
programming services to over 6 million homes by the end
of 1997. Revenue per subscriber increased to an average
of $40.00. Satellite hardware prices are expected to come
down even further in the future yielding a larger pool of
potential subscribers.

However, customer turnover is becoming a wider problem
in the industry, as competition increases. PrimeStar report-
ed a 40% turnover rate in 1996. In a related development,
PrimeStar subscriber counts needed to be revised due to
substantial overcounting dating back to January 1997.

One of the drawbacks for the burgeoning satellite broadcast
industry is it's inability to provide consumers with local chan-
nel access, forcing subscribers to either rely on over the air
broadcasts or maintain a cable account to supplement
satellite service. Echostar has announced plans to provide
subscribers with network and local programming. This plan,
however would depend on a congressional revision of the
Satellite Home Viewer Act, which prohibits retransmission
on network signals in markets where a local broadcast affil-
iate provides service.

The News Corporation’s ASkyB service was scheduled to
begin providing programming to consumers late in 1997 or
early in 1998. ASkyB’s planned use of MCI subsidiary
EchoStar's DBS license was shelved when financial nego-
tiations between the two companies broke down. ASkyB
then agreed to be carried on PrimeStar as an auxilliary
service but was a dead issue by October, when News
Corp. chairman Rupert Murdoch claiming the service was
“five years too late”.

DBS operator DirecTV raised package prices by as much
as 13% in 1997. In June, Pegasus Communications
announced that it would buy 5 independent DirectTV sys-
tems. PPV was also a lucrative source of income for satel-
lite operators.

DIGITAL TELEVISION WORLD

With the development of digital DTH and new Internet
technologies, borders are blurring almost overnight. i a
country is located in a broadcast satellite’s signal “foot-
print®, citizens of that country will be able to pick up trans-
missions from that satellite—whether or not their govern-
ment allows them to. The price of satellite signal reception
equipment is rapidly coming down, and in some cases is
being subsidized by private broadcasters.

This will pose enormous political, social and economic
problems for governments, private corporations, broad-
casters and individuals all over the world—and provide
undreamed of opportunities for others.

State-run broadcasters, long accustomed tc monopolistic
dominance of the state airwaves, will find them-
selves losing viewers to start-up private companies.
Governments that run their broadcasting units as
propaganda machines will be undermined by “non-sanc-
tioned” satellite transmissions. Broadcasters who have
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allowed themselves to become complacent without com-
petition will need to evolve new strategies to match their
rivals

Intellectual copyright and property rights: will need to be
protected more than ever—if- such protection can ever be
complete. “Hacker” technology is evolving as fast or even
faster than the technologies of copy protection.
Governments will not be able to stifle the growth of so-
called “strong” encryption software for long, given the
needs of the private sector in protecting intellectual prop-
erty rights.

On the bright side, more channel slots will require more
programming—a lot more programming. Pay TV services
are proving themselves to be increasingly popular world-
wide. From movies and sporting events to documentaries
and children’s programming, quality products have never
been more in demand. Start-up channels like Animal
Planet, CBS’s Eye on People and the Love Channnel
should be able to find carriers without having to battle
established networks for scarce channel space. “Must-
carry” rules may become a moot issue.

Although the growth of cable and DBS services has
caused an erosion in viewership for the major networks in
the U. 8., more peopte are watching more television than
ever before. Advertising rates for start-up basic digital ser-
vices should become more economical. And prices for
consumers will come down.

VIDEO

The videocassette rental business may have reached
maturity, but still accounts for estimated retail sales and
rentals of $16.2 billion annually. Video rentals declined
over the past two years, while sell-through continued with
a respectable growth rate. Some industry insiders consid-
er the main competition to be coming from Pay-Per-View
(PPV) films and satellite broadcasts while others cite the
growth of the Internet as the decline of all television relat-
ed activities.

87% of American homes with television now have video-
cassette recorders or players. Revenues from sales and
rentals of videocassettes were estimated to be $16.2 bil-
lion in 1996, and supplied nearly 57% of all domestic film
income. Average rental cost is $2.75. The average period
of time between theatrical release and video release in the
U.S. is six months, but with some theatrical underachiev-
ers appearing on video as little as 4 months after theatri-
cal release.

In 1995, U.S. home video rentals dropped an estimated
2.5%—4.7% compared to 1994, but rebounded in 1996 an
average of 4.5% to-an estimated $8.7 billion. Sell-through,
however, continued to gain market share, with a 9.5% gain
expected in 1996 to $7.5 billion. By the 1997 Summer VSDA
conference in Las Vegas, video rental revenues had fallen a
reported 7% for the.first six months of 1997. By the end of
September, rental revenues had passed the $5 billion mark,
almost 8% lower than 1996 figures. Similar declines were
noted worldwide.

Similar to their counterparts in the theatrical exhibition
industry who are concerned over the window of time
between a film’s theatrical release and its video release,
video retailers are concerned with the window of time
between video release and availability on PPV cable or
satellite broadcast. Traditionally, the PPV window has been
45 days, but with cable advertising in place weeks in
advance, video stores feel that any advantage of time is
lost. They believe that consumers, rather than going to the
video store to rent a movie and watch it once, wilt wait until
it appears on PPVand tape it for unlimited future viewing.
Blockbuster Video; the ieader of the video rental and sell-
through industry, reported a 15% loss in earnings in 1996,
and is expected to report further losses in 1997.



Rentals at Blockbuster were off 2% to 4% in the first two
quarters of 1997, New Blockbuster CEQ, Bill Fields, hired
in 1996, resigned in April of 1997 and was replaced in mid-
June by former Taco Bell executive John Antioco.
Blockbuster has been the most visible example of the
video industry’s daldrums, and caused a good deal of par-
ent company Viacom's stock market woes. Viacom
announced plans to offer a minority stake in the company
with a public stock offering in 1998.

Another piece of technoiogy also may soon threaten tradi-
tional video retailers.A new company, Zoom TV, has been
established to market a line of Digital VideoDiscs (DVDs)
that are encoded for one time viewing in a Zoom TV DVD
player, but can be decrypted for an additional fee for con-
sumer ownership. For more information on this, see the fol-
lowing Divx section.

A number of top music retailers in the United States (prime
outlets for videotapes) have gone out of business in recent
years resulting in over 1,000 locations closing their doors.
Most notable amang the survivors, Musicland received con-
cessions from many of its creditors in order to allow the
chain to keep some of its outlets open.

DVD

The current standard for the DVD calls for a single-sided
disk that is able tc store nearly 4.7 gigabytes of informa-
tion (the equivalent of one 133 minute movie) with two lay-
ers of information storage material and a playback rate of
11 million bits of information per second. The two-layer
(two-substrate) process will allow a much denser packing
of data onto the disks, and improved blue lasers (or in
industryspeak “bcoroo”) with smaller wavelengths will
allow the encading of data into smaller physical areas on
the substrates. The data compression standard is the vari-
able-rate compression system called MPEG2 (the
acronym stands for Motion Picture Engineering Group).
This system allows the playback of the film at different
rates of data density according to the complexity of the
scene without any degradation of the image. Dolby AC-3
has been chosen as the sound standard for the DVD and
allows CD-quality audio playback.

Sony, Warner and Polygram released fiims for the new
DVD (Digital Video Disc) platform in the early Spring of
1997. However, some of the other major studios adopted a
more cautious approach to the new consumer hardware,
notably Universal (which is partly owned by Japanese
DVD manufacturer Matsushita), Paramount and Walt
Disney. Although copyright issues are of importance to the
studios, one ot the major reasons for the delay was deter-
mine if the DVD platform gained wide enough consumer
acceptance to justify the expense of making the jump to a
new software format. The obvious paradox is that a short-
age of available films on DVD could limit widespread adop-
tion of the new platform.

In July, Universal announced plans to begin releasing a
limited number of films on DVD, as did small studio
Republic. Buena Vista Home Video (Disney’s video arm)
claimed that it would release fiims in the DVD format for
the 1997 holiday season.

By September, the electronics industry reported that
between 50,000 and 144,000 DVD players had been sold
to consumers, and entry level prices for hardware -had
dropped to asJow as $500.

The DVD format, which boasts superior sound and picture
quality, might just be the new product that the video indus-
try needs to get consumers into the video stores again.
DVDs are aimed exclusively at the sell-through market
with an average retail price of $25.00.

DIVX

The new Zoom TV technology, also known as Divx, is
being developed by Digital Video Express LP, a partner-
ship of Circuit City and Hollywood interest. Divx can be
considered either a disposable DVD, an in-home Pay-Per-
View platform, or the replacement for the video store as
sell-through outlet. Consumers can go to an outlet
(whether traditional video store, mass merchandiser or
other), purchase a Divx movie on disc and play it on a spe-
cially equipped DVD player that will allow the movie io be
viewed only once. This Divx DVD player will be equipped
with a modem, and basic software and hardware functions
to allow additional viewings that can be authorized elec-
tronically via modem with charges billed directly to con-
sumers by the studio or studio’s agency, bypassing the
video store entirely. Should the consumer choose to keep
the film, an additional fee would be collected and full-play
capabilities would be unlocked. Otherwise, the consumer
can simply dispose of the disc, without returning it to the
video store.

This new technology would allow studios to share more
fully in the revenues of mutiple rentals and sales of films,
freezing video stores out of the process. Panasonic, Zenith
and Thomson Consumer Electronics all plan to introduce
Divx systems in 1998. Disney, Paramount, Universal. and
Dreamworks SKG have signed on to release titles, with
Sony, Warner Bros.,, MGM and Fox witholding judgement.

DVD supporters in the home video industry were highly crit-
ical of this new development, citing likely ccnsumer confu-
sion over the two platforms.These critics also wondered at
the timing of the announcement of Divx at the beginning of
the holiday shopping season. The DVD platform, being fair-
ly new, has not gained wide acceptance, and any substan-
tial new developments to the current specification would
render present machines obsolete.

THE INTERNET

Telephone companies continued to push for a “connection
fee” to be collected from Internet service providers. in
defense of their position, they cite the increased networ
traffic volume at switching stations due to the large nurm-
ber and length of telephone connections from consume
accessing the Internet.

In early September, Compuserve was purchased by!
Jackson, Mississippi based Worldcom, which planned
spin off Compuserve's consumer subscribers to AOL. This
deal would add 2.5 million subscribers to AOUs currentl
membership of 9 million and make AOL the dominent
Internet service provider in the world.

Microsoft purchased television set-top Internet connection
manufacturer WebTV. The Seattle-based software giant
sees the need to expand delivery options. As if to illustrate
the growth of Internet delivery alternatives, DirecTV began
offering an Internet access option with its satellite broad-
cast system. Independent developers continued to push
the envelope in terms of real-time video broadcasting for
the Internet. At this point, the bandwidth limitations of tra-
ditional telephone lines seem to be an insurmountable
obstacle for the transmission of high quality video, even
with compression. As more and more |ocal telephone com-
panies move to local ISDN connections, this may ease.

If full, high-quality television broadcasts ever make it onto!
the Internet, the possibilities would be astounding. Rather:
than having access to several hundred channels of pro-
gramming, consumers will be able to receive thousands o
broadcasts from all over the world on demand or partici-
pate in multi-user interactive television programs (much
like today’s multi-user Internet games).

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CORPORATE HISTORIES
OF THE NETWORKS

ABC, INC.

ABC's predecessor, the Radio Corporation of
America (RCA) owned two radio networks, the Blue
and the Red. In 1941, the FCC decreed that the
same company could not own two networks, so RCA
incorporated the Blue under the name of American
Broadcasting System and established it as an inde-
pendent subsidiary. RCA then sold this network to
Edward J. Noble, and in 1944, the name was
changed to the American Broadcasting Company.
ABC's first television broadcast was on April 19,
1948 with “On the Corner”. Later in the year, ABC
scored two “firsts” the live broadcast of an opera
(Verdi’s “Otello”) from the Metropolitan Opera House
in New York and a TV documentary, “The Marshall
Plan” ABC merged with United Paramount Theatres
in 1952. This merger was engineered by Leonard H.
Goldenson, then the president of UPT. The new com-
pany was called American Broadcasting-Paramount
Theatres, Inc. During the 1950's, ABC began to
operate at a profit although it had to struggle fierce-
ly to acquire new affiliates. In 1954, ABC made a
deal with Walt Disney to acquire a 35% interest in
Disneyland and all TV programs produced by Disney.
The following year, ABC signed an exclusive rights
contract with Warner Bros. for TV programming.

In the Fall of 1962, ABC introduced color program-
ming for the fall season which was expanded in 1966
to include full color broadcasting. In 1965, AB-PT’s
name was changed to American Broadcasting
Companies, Inc. The 1960's also introduced block-
buster theatrical movies to TV with spectacular rat-
ing results when “The Bridge on the River Kwai" was
viewed (in 1966) by 60 million Americans. In 1967,
the ABC evening news was expanded from 15 min-
utes to a half-hour, and Joey Bishop inaugurated
ABC'’s late-night talk show programming.

In 1972, ABC was able to operate at a profit for the
first time in ten years. In the 1976-77 season, ABC
took first place in the ratings race for the first time. In
1976, Barbara Walters joined ABC, becoming the
first anchorwoman in television history. The mini-
series “Roots” appeared on ABC in 1977 and
became the highest-rated program of all time. This
helped immensely in the ratings race, and credit
must go in large part to Fred Silverman who, two
years before, had joined the company as president
of ABC International. He left in 1978 to go to NBC.
The decade of the Eighties was a turbulent one for
the networks as cable and home video began whit-
tling away their audiences. In 1985, ABC agreed to
be purchased by Capital Cities Communications. The
merged company’s name was changed to Capital
Cities/ABC, Inc. ABC held second place in the rat-
ings from 1979 to 1983 when it dropped to third posi-
tion. It was unable to rise from third until 1987-88
when it displaced CBS in second place, primarily
because of the World Series and the Superbowl. It
remained second in 1988-89 and 1989-90. In the lat-
ter season, ABC had the distinction of broadcasting
the most talked-about new series of the period, “Twin

418

Peaks,” and the highest-rated new series, “America’s
Funniest Home Videos.” Danie! B. Burke replaced
Frederick J. Pierce as president and chief operating
officer. There were also sweeping reductions in per-
sonnel in the interests of economy and streamlining.
Budget cuts notwithstanding, Capital Cities/ABC
chairman Thomas Murphy pledged ABC would not
scrimp on programming.

Profits at the end of 1990 rose about $70 million. Of
the three networks, ABC won the ratings battle in
news coverage of the war in the Persian Gulf. For
two seasons in a row the network could boast
having the only new series in the top ten: “America’s
Funniest  People” (1990-91) and “Home
Improvement” (1991-92). Capital Cities/ABC is a
partner in ESPN, the highly successful cable TV
sports channel and two other cable TV services—
Arts & Entertainment and Lifetime. ABC was the only
network in the 1992-93 season to gain ground, mov-
ing into second place behind CBS, from its previous
third place standing. During the season, Robert A.
Iger became the new network president. The network
was the first to sign a deal with a cable operator (in
this case Continental Cablevision) allowing its sta-
tions to be carried on cable without paying a fee. In
1994, the company signed an affiliation deal with
E.W.Scripps Company to switch several of their sta-
tions over to ABC.

The big event of 1995 was the $19 billion acquisition
of Capital Cities/ABC by the Walt Disney Company,
said to be the second largest corporate takeover in
history. In 1997, Ted Harbert resigned as entertainment
chairman of ABC after 20 years with the network. At the
end of the 1996-97 season, “Roseanne”, one of
ABC's sitcom staples, was discontinued after nine
years on the air. The producers of ABC's “Home
Improvement” sued the program’s distributor, Walt
Disney, alleging that a $3 miliion per episode renewal was
in essence a sweetheart deal benfitting Disney. A lawsuit
against the ABC news program Prime Time Live by the
supermarket chain Food Lion for trespass, fraud and
breach of fiduciary duty was decided in favor of the super-
market by a North Carolina jury. Producers for the
evening news magazine were hired undercover as clerks
by the chain in order to expose the sales of spoiled food
and unsanitary food handling practices by Food Lion,
which did not dispute the findings of the investigative
report, but instead claimed that the practice of sending in
undercover reporters constituted fraud.

CBS
(COLUMBIA BROADCASTING SYSTEM, INC.)

CBS began in 1927 as a radio network with 16 sta-
tions, United Independent Broadcasters, Inc., found-
ed by Arthur Judson, a concert tour manager and
backed by Louis Sterling, president of the Columbia
Phonograph Company. Later other investors were
invited in, the most prominent of whom was William
S. Paley. On September 26, 1928, at the age of 27,
Paley became president of the firm whose name was
changed to the Columbia Broadcasting System.
Paley introduced many innovations to radio broad-
casting, the most significant of which was the sign-
ing of an agreement in 1931 with Paramount Pictures
whereby film stars were heard on radio for the first time.
This laid the groundwork for the CBS policy in television
from the outset to feature shows built around stars (Ed
Sultlivan, Lucille Ball, Arthur Godfrey, Jack Benny, Burns
& Allen, Garry Moore, etc.).

CBS was in TV as early as 1931 when it began reg-
ularly scheduled TV programming over experimental
station W2XAB in New York City. In 1941, CBS began
weekly broadcasts of black-and-white TV program-
ming over WCBS-TV in New York. By 1948, it had 30
affiliated stations.

In 1951, CBS broadcast the first live coast-to-coast
TV transmission between New York and San
Francisco. 1951 was also the year that Bill Gordon
designed the CBS Eye which was destined to
become one of the most famous logos in the world.
In 1952, CBS opened Television City in Hollywood—
the industry’s first self-contained TV production facil-
ity. “Playhouse 90" made its debut in 1956, but the
big event of the decade was the 1951 debut of “I
Love Lucy”, a series regarded as the progenitor of
the situation-comedy. In the field of soap operas,
CBS was both leader and winner, virtually monopo-
lizing that market from 1951 to 1956. In 1951, it intro-
duced “Search for Tomorrow,” which was to become
the longest-running show in that genre. This was fol-
lowed by “Love of Life” (1951) and “The Guiding
Light” {1952), both overnight hits.

In the late ‘50s and through the 60’s and 70’s, CBS
reigned as king of prime time ratings, maintaining its
long-running lead with such successes as
‘Gunsmoke” (1957), “The Defenders” (1961}, “The
Beverly Hiilbillies” (1962), “All in the Family” (1972)
and “Dallas” (1978). Also helping was “60 Minutes”
the news-oriented show which, by 1995, had
remained in the Top Ten prime time shows for 18
consecutive seasons.

CBS began the turbulent Eighties with a new presi-
dent, Thomas Wyman (repiacing John D. Backe). In
1985, Ted Turner made an unfriendly bid for CBS,
forcing the network to buy up 21% of its own stock to
thwart the takeover. Laurence A. Tisch, a former the-
atre chain executive, had become the major stock-
holder in CBS when, in 1986, he instigated sweeping
changes in the interests of cost-cutting and efficien-
cy. 700 jobs were eliminated at the CBS Broadcast
Group. Tisch also removed Wyman as president,
named himself chief executive officer and induced
founder William Paley to return to active duty as act-
ing chairman of the board. It was quite a jolt to the
company when, in 1985-86, it slipped to second
place and stayed there through the following season.
In 1987-88, CBS came in third for the first time in TV
history. In 1988, Tisch shuffled executive ranks
again, naming Howard Stringer, previously president

of CBS News, president of the Broadcasting Group.
The networks new management team sought to
devise a strategy to puil the network out of its decline
in the prime-time ratings. Jeff Sagansky, former head
of Tri-Star Pictures, was brought in as president of
the entertainment division in 1990

Starting in 1991-92, CBS became the number ane
network for three years in a row based on the suc-
cess of such shows as “60 Minutes” (the number ane
show for both ‘91-'92 and ‘92-'93), “Murphy Brown,
“Murder She Wrote,” and “Northern Exposure” CBS
was hit hard by Fox’s 1994 purchase of twelve sta-
tions from New World Communications, losing eight
affiliates.

However, the following summer, Westinghouse
Electric Corp. aquired the final independent network
for $5.4 billion creating the largest collection of tv
and radio stations in America. The 1994-95 season
was a low point for the network as it plunged from
number one to number three. By season’s end, CBS
had the dubious distinction of being the first of the
three majors to fall into 4th place, coming in below
Fox for the last week before the debut of the 1995-96
season. In late 1995, the venerable news program
“60 Minutes” and CBS came under fire for refusing to
air a controversial segment on the tobacco industry.
Critics of CBS alleged that the network capitulated to
the threat of legal action, rather than actual litigation.
During this season the network placed third again In
1997 CBS station group president Peter Lund was
reptaced by CBS radio president, Mel Karmazin.

FOX BROADCASTING COMPANY

Fox Broadcasting, a subsidiary of Rupert Murdoch’s
News Company and owner of Twentieth Century-
Fox, began broadcasting with the late night “Late
Show with Joan Rivers” on October 9, 1986. The rext
year, on April 5, 1987, the fledgling network began
prime-time broadcasts on Sunday nights only. The
initial line-up consisted of “Married With Childran”
and “The Tracey Uliman Show”, which featured ani-
mated interludes of a dysfunctional cartoon family
named the Simpsons. Three new shows were added
in the following weeks, including “21 Jump Strest”,
which helped launch the career of actor Johnny
Depp. In July of that year, Fox launched a Saturday
night prime time line up. From 1989 to 1993, the net-
work steadily added programming and expanded its
prime time coverage to a full seven nights a week.
Originally the network aimed its programming at a
young urban demographic. Particular attention was
given to African-American oriented programming,
with comedy series such as “Roc”, Martin”, “Living
Single” and “In Living Color” (a weekly comedy-vari-
ety show which showcased not only the talents of
Keenan Ivory Wayans and his brother Damon
Wayans, but also comedian Jim Carrey). The youth
market was provided with its first soap opera with
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“Beverly Hills 90210", and its succesful spin-off
“Melrose Place”. Fox consistently programmed “risky”
shows, even in the face of boycotts, most notabty
aimed at “Married With Children” and “Beverly Hills
90210". The network, feeling strong about its program-
ming, slotted “The Simpsons” against NBC's top-rated
sitcom “The Cosby Show” in 1991,

The network was also actively pursuing sports pro-
gramming. In 1993, Fox won the rights to NFL foot-
ball for four years, including the rights to 1997's
Super Bowl XXXI. In 1994, Fox acquired the rights to
broadcast NHL hockey and in 1995, Fox signed an
agreement with Major League Baseball to broadcast
weekly games, the 1996, 1998 and 2000 World
Series, and 1997 and 1999 All Star Games.

1994 saw the creation of FX Networks. In June, FX,
a general entertianment basic cable network was
kaunched, featuring marquee sports events, series
and films. In October, XM (Movies From Fox) was
initiated to show Twnetieth Century Fox films unedit-
ed and commercial free.

Also in 1994, Fox premiered “The X-Files”, a fiction
series dedicated to exploring the bizarre, the unusu-
al and the paranormal, all with a slant aimed at con-
spiracy buffs. It took a season to achieve ratings suc-
cess, but “The X-Files” has become one of the most
popular series on Fox and is fast becoming the most
imitated series on television. All of these program-
ming decisions and experiments have paid off. In the
1994-95 broadcast season Nielsen ratings, Fox fin-
ished ahead of pioneer network CBS. Fox beat CBS
yet again in November 1995. On October 7, 1996,
Fox launched the new Fox News Channel on cable.

NBC
(NATIONAL BROADCASTING COMPANY)

NBC was an outgrowth of Radio Corp. of America,
General Electric and Westinghouse. These three
companies jointly launched a network in 1926 with
31 stations; 25 in a network called Red and 6 in a
network called Blue. A year later, it was forced to sell
the Blue network to ABC, keeping for itself the one
known as Red. Television began for NBC in 1928,
when on April 4, it acquired from the Federal
Communications Commission a permit to operate an
experimental station, W2XBS. Actual transmission
from the Empire State Building did not begin until
October 30, 1931. Eight years later, the network
began broadcasting on a regular basis, beginning
with the opening of the New York World's Fair on
April 30, 1939.

NBC became a TV network on January 12, 1940,
when two stations, WNBC-TV, New York, and WRGB-
TV, Schenectady, New York, carried the first network
programming. In June, 1941, the FCC granted NBC
the first commerciail TV license and a month later it
had four advertisers signed up. After World War I,
NBC scored two big “firsts” On June 19, 1946,
Gillette became the first advertiser to sponsor a TV
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network show, the Joe Louis-Billy Conn boxing
match. That same year, Bristol-Myers became the
first sponsor of a network TV series, “Geographically
Speaking.” NBC can also claim to be the first to intro-
duce coast-to-coast network TV coverage. On
September 4, 1951, when the U.S.—Japanese
peace treaty was signed in San Francisco, NBC
cameras were on hand. In 1952, NBC pioneered
early morning programming when it introduced “The
Today Show.” NBC can also claim the first regularly
scheduled network color series “The Marriage,”
launched in 1954. That same vyear it achieved the
first west-to-east TV transmission with the telecast of
the Tournament of Roses Parade in color.

At the start of the 1965-66 season, NBC declared it
was the “only all-color network.” In 1968, NBC intro-
duced new forms of TV programming with “The
Name of the Game,” a series that incorporated fea-
ture-film elements into a 90-minute show. This then
spawned the “NBC Mystery Movie.

In 1972, NBC broke new ground again when it intro-
duced “The Tomorrow Show” shown from 1:00 a.m.
to 2:00 a.m. This was a talk program and it demon-
strated that in the early hours of the morning some-
thing more than re-runs and old movies could be
shown. In 1974, another late-night show called
“Weekend” was begun. The 1976 NBC telecast of
“Gone with the Wind" drew the largest audience to
that date for an entertainment program. In 1978,
“Holocaust” attracted 107 million viewers and won 21
major awards. Such programs helped NBC in the rat-
ings, but in 1976-77 it fell to third place, where it
stayed until 1983-84.

Along with the other networks, NBC moved into a
period of turmoil during the decade of the Eighties,
fighting off rising costs and competition from cable
TV and home video. In 1986, General Electric
Corporation purchased RCA (NBC’s parent) for
$6.28 billion; GE, it will be remembered, helped
launch the radio network in 1926 which led to the
development of NBC-TV. This brought personnel
changes led by the replacement of Grant A. Tinker
as NBC chief executive officer by Robert Wright,
although Wright was not given Tinker's chairman
titte, that being taken by John F. Welch of GE.
Instead, Wright was named president as well as
chief executive officer. Along with its competition,
NBC started cutting staft and budgets in 1986. In
1984-85, NBC edged up to second place, and the
following year it was ranked number one in prime-
time viewing for the first time in the three decades of
Nielsen ratings.

NBC held on to its first place standing for the follow-
ing five seasons, through 1990-91. Long-time hit
series in the five-year period included “The Golden
Girls,” “Cheers,” and “The Cosby Show.” Despite the
network's number one standing, figures showed a
steady decline in viewers. In May of 1991, Brandon
Tartikoff, credited with pulling the network up from
third place 11 years earlier, departed from NBC to
become head of Paramount Pictures. When “The
Cosby Show” ran its final first run episode on April
30, 1992, it became NBC's highest-rated series
finale episode ever. The 1992 Summer Olympics
also gave the network its widest ratings margin of all
time. The 1994-95 season found NBC on top with its
popular sitcom “Seinfeld” and the two most highly
rated new series, “ER" and "Friends”, both placing in
the top ten. During the 1995-96 season, NBC was
again ranked the number one network, with four of
its Thursday night shows ranking in the overall top



five. In the summer of 1996, NBC, in association with
software giant Microsoft, launched a 24 hour cable
and Internet news channel. In 1997, NBC was the
only holdout among the 4 major networks in the con-
troversial content-based rating system.

PUBLIC BROADCASTING SERVICE

In 1948, the FCC stopped issuing new television sta-
tion licenses. American educators, fearful of the
impact of unrestricted commercial broadcasting,
pushed for the Commission to hold open channel
slots for non-commercial, educational television
broadcasts. In 1952, when the FCC freeze was lifted,
242 channels were reserved for educational televi-
sion. America’s first non-commercial educational
television station was KUHT in Houston, started in
1953. By 1962, 75 educationai stations were broad-
casting around the country. As these stations shared
roughly the same programming interests, a loose
distribution network evolved, allowing locally-pro-
duced programs like “Children’s Corner” to be circu-
lated among these stations. Most of the program-
ming was produced on a shoestring budget. In 1962,
the federal government authorized $32 million in
matching funds for the construction of new educa-
tionai television broadcasting facilities. In 1967, a
biue ribbon panel urged local and state governments
to increase their financial support of “public televi-
sion” and recommended that the federal government
participate in the production of programming. To this
end, the first Public Broadcasting Act was enacted.
This law also created the Corporation for Public
Broadcasting, a non-profit “steward” of the public
funds committed to public broadcasting, and, not
incidentally, a barrier against government interfer-
ence in programming decisions. In 1969, the Public
Broadcasting Service’s charter was signed, with its
main intent the establishment of a nation-wide pro-
gram distribution service. 1969 saw the premiere of
an hour fong, daily children’s variety show, named
“Sesame Street”, which targeted pre-schoolers with
fast-paced educational programming and featured
live performers, cartoons and Muppets developed
exclusively for the show by Jim Henson.

In 1970. PBS’ first year as a “network”, its program-
ming included series as widely varied as

“Washington Week in Review”, “Civilisation”, “The
French Chef” and “Soul!” By 1973, PBS had more
than 1 million individual subscribers. PBS and its
member stations were responsible for bringing to
U.S. audiences critically acclaimed BBC program-
ming under the flag of “Masterpiece Theatre”, which
included such classics of television as “Upstairs
Downstairs” and “I, Claudius”. In 1976, PBS began
broadcasting closed-captioned programming for the
hearing impaired. In 1978, PBS became the first
American network to distribute its programs by
satellite.

Although some portion of PBS and its member
stations’ budgets are provided by federal and state
government funding and corporate gifts, PBS and its
member stations have continued to rely upon the
contributions of individuat viewers to stay afloat. In
the late 1980's and early 1990’s, PBS and the CPB
suffered an enormous amount of criticism by govern-
ment officials for an alleged “liberal” bias, and later in
the 90’s, for not being “self sufficient”. Although a
notable few PBS series have achieved some finan-
cial success in other areas (primarily children’s’ pro-
gramming in the home video and product licensing
fields), it is important to note that the production of
most of the all-important local educational and pub-
lic affairs programming never breaks even. In the
face of continuing cuts in government funding, PBS
programmers have accepted what may have been
inevitable, the inclusion of commercial sponsorship
(and actual commercials) in programming.

UPN (UNITED PARAMOUNT NETWORKS)

UPN began broadcasting on January 16, 1995
as a joint venture between United Television/Chris
Craft Industries, Inc. and Paramount Television/
Viacom Inc. The fledgling network’s first official hit
was the newest entry in the long-lived Star Trek
franchise, “Star Trek: Voyager” Paramount TV execu-
tive Lucy Salhany was named president of the net-
work. UPN currently broadcasts two nights of prime-
time programming weekly, a Saturday afternoon
movie, and plans to add an afternoon children’s pro-
gramming block. In the 1995-96 season, UPN
debuted 8 new prime time series. Lucy Sathany,
president and CEO of the fledgling UPN network,
announced that she would not renew her contract
when it expired in September of 1997.
