That NEW SET of Yours

® @ @ By the SHORT WAVE EDITOR

LARGE number of our read-
A ers are rich and don’t know

it. Hundreds, perhaps even
thousands of our readers have re-
ceived new radios for Christmas and
the chances are that nine out of ten
of these new sets are all wave sets.
We know that lots of these people
are wondering what the shortwave
bands are good for; despite millions
of words written each year in vari-

ous periodicals about shortwaves,
there still are too many persons who
think shortwaves are amateurs,

police and airways. The uninitiated
seem to thing that highly compli-
cated commercial receiving equip-
ment is necessary to receive short-
wave programs of real entertainment
value.

Most of the all wave receivers on
the market now, regardless of price,
will provide reliable and interesting
reception of overseas broadcasting
stations on the shortwaves. It must
be borne in mind, however, that very

long distance reception, although
often times approaching perfec-
tion, is accomplished only by very

careful tuning, and allowances must
be made for the fact that these sig-
nals travel thousands of miles be-
fore reaching our aerials.

If readers will refer to the charts
which have been printed in RADEX
during the past several months, they
will see how the various frequencies
in the radio spectrum are allocated.
This chart shows that on the short-
waves, broadcasting stations are not

spread out from one end of the dial -

to the other, but are concentrated
into several narrowly defined bands;
the first thing for a person to do with
any new receiver is to loeate these
bands on the dials. Fortunately, most
sets indicate in some manner, such
as a heavy line or a notation, the

location of the 16, 19, 25, 30 and 49
meter bands. Beginners should con-
fine their tuning to the last two of
these bands at first, and locate a few
reliable stations.

Advice to Beginners

Anyone tuning shortwaves for the
first time should not be discouraged
if no foreign stations are heard:
there are days when s.w. reception is
poor, just as on the broadeast band.
Happily, there are more good days
than bad ones and on these good days
stations roll in from every corner
of the world.

‘“Suppose the stations do come in
from every corner of the globe; can
we understand and appreciate their
programs, once they are tuned in?”’
someone may ask.

Most assuredly they ean be appre-
ciated and nearly always understood.
Great strides have been made in the
transmission of shortwaves, and
many high-powered stations exist,
such as those at Daventry, Zeesen,
Madrid, Rome, Schenectady, Pitts-
burgh, Caracas, etc. Programs origi-
nating in London, Berlin, Rome or
Paris can be heard with volume and
clarity almost equal to that of a
local station, and very nearly as con-
sistently. These broadcasters are
not satisfied with the remarkable
progress they have made, but are
constantly improving their equip-
ment; within the next twelve months
it is expected that at least four of the
large European broadcasters wlll in-
crease their power to 100,000 watts
or more.

Programs can be understood be-
cause most of the organizations using
the high frequencies realize they
have a world-wide audience and have
announcements made in several
languages; the British and Austra-
lian stations are the only important



stations which do not have multi-
lingual announcements but as their
language is English we have no
trouble with them.

How to Tune

A few years ago magazines con-
cerning shortwaves were in the habit
of printing quite regularly, instrue-
tions for tuning s.w. sets. Such ar-
ticles at that time were vitally nec-
essary because it was no easy matter
to plek up overseas stations and the
tuning in of such stations required
patience and practice. Those days
are about gone, however, and tuning
instructions become more superfluous
each year,

On s.w. one is required to tune
g-1-0-w-1-y; broadcasting stations are
confined in very narrow bands and
are of necessity bunched together. To
find them the dials must be turned
so slowly that the movement of the
hand or indicator across the face of
the dial is hardly perceptible. Every
little “‘swish’’ or whistle must be sus-
pected as these little sounds usually
indicate the presence of a station.
When such sounds are heard the tun-
er should ‘“stand by” for a few mo-
ments as the station may be on the
low end of a fade. Nearly all such
sounds can be brought up to under-
standable volume if accurately tuned
in; even the tone control is some-
times of help in such cases.

The volume control of any short-
wave set should rarely be set for
maximum volume while searching for
stations, although it should be ad-
vanced enough that static is heard.
1t the set is equipped with ‘static
eliminators’” or ‘‘cross talk suppres-
sors,” the device should be set for
maximum static. These devices work
fine on BC sets, but completely cut
out average strength shortwave sig-
nals.

If there is a tone control it seems
that better success can be had if it
is set for reproduction of ‘high
notes,” as it is easier to detect the
presence of a station with the control
in this position. After a station has

been found the tone control can be
altered at will.

The new transmitters and modern
receivers are so efficient that any-
one with average patience and a good
aerial should, and can, have foreign
s.w. reception daily. Of course there
are hard-to-get g.w. stations, just as
on the BC band, and reception of
these stations comes only after one
is thoroughly familiar with his re-
ceiver.

About the Programs

““Are the programs one hears
worth the extra trouble required in
picking them up?’’ is another often
repeated question.

We can safely say that anyone,
regardless of his tastes, can find
something of interest as every kind
of a transmission conceivable is
heard, from symphonies to hams. It
would be a very dull person indeed
who could not find something of in-
terest among the police, the ama-
teurs, airplanes, ships, sizzling news
direct from the country of its origin.

dtrauss music _from Berlin, Verdi
from Rome, Elgar from London,
tangoes from the Argentine or

samisen music from Japan.

In the first band below the broad-
cast band are the police alarm sta-
tions, and the amateur stations, as
well as a large number of point-to-
point stations in Alaska. If anyone
is interested in DX he should try
the police bands. There are some

deavor, we are permitted to ex-

perience the pleasant sensation
of having reached or surpassed some
previously-established goal or record.
Whether it be the sprinter who tries
for a ‘‘nine-second century,” the
mountain-climber who attempts to
scale the heights of Mt. Everest or
the commuter who hasn’t missed the
8:15 in ten years, there is a reward
of personal satisfaction for a job
well done,

This is particularly true ¢f DXing,
where there are so many goals for
the listener, The neophyte may look
forward to the day when he has veri-
fled a station in every state and
province; the more advanved DXer
may be trying for his first trans-
oceanic station; while the veteran
may be seeking his twentieth Aussie
or his thousandth verification.

Whatever the goal, no matter how
modest, its achievement is always
ample reward for the hours spent at
the dials.

“When I tuned in CMOX on No-
vember 13th,” remarks Raymond C.

“My log stands at 493, but I am

“I
really have 523, but lost 30. I have

noticed that some of the stations
scheduled for the frequeney checks

don’'t go on at the assigned time.
Have been trying for WCAP and
WNYC, but never seem to run into
them.”

During the November checks on
the 7th, we tried for WMFN, KVOL
and WMFD at the scheduled times,
but didn’t seem to make connections.
Can our readers give us any informa-
tion on these and other stations
which are not operating according to
the FCC assignments?

“Regarding DX programs and the
like,” protests Ravmond S, Swenson,
2325 Tenth St., Rockford, Ill., “I
think it is wrong to have the larger
clubs take the majority of the time
rer month as you suggested in the
October issue. The best way to
solve the problem is to have CPC
picked from every c¢rganization in
the inter-club plan. Each CPC man
should then mention all of the clubs
represented when writing to sta-
tions. This would lessen the work
of the committeemen and definitely
prevent clashes. Also, if one CPC
man had but ten or fifteen stations
to work on, he would do a better job
and the stations would be glad to co-
operate under such conditions, While
this suggestion is, of course, open for
arguments pro and con, I believe
that it is the best way out and feel
that it would be one of the greatest
steps taken in the dedication field.”

“As a member of four DX clubs,”
comments Harry Realff, Loon Lake,
Sask., “I was much interested in the
discussion on the inter-club co-opera-
tion plan in the October RADEX.
Also, I noticed the letter in the
November issue in wregard to the
merging of all clubs.

“Tt is pretty generally recognized
that all possible co-operation be-
tween the various clubs is hecoming

most essential, not only to further
the interests of the listeners, but to
foster the good-will and sympathy of
the stations. The Inter-Club Co-Op-
eration Plan was a big step in this
direction, and Elwin Bullard cannot
be commended too highly for his
untiring efforts in this regard.

‘“However, the plan is still open
to improvement, chiefly because it
does not allow for the opinions and
actions of the stations concerned. As
you pointed out, what will be the
1reaction of the broadecasters whose
transmissions are ruled out by the
cancellation clause? In my opinion,
the answer is obvious—at best, a
decided distaste for any more cour-
tesy DX programs. [furthier, how
about the CPC man who has expended
time and effort arranging a special
for his eclub? It will certainly be
discouraging to him to find that his
work has gone for naught and his
program must be cancelled just be-
cause some other club had a prior
claim,

“Your suggestion that CPCmen of
each club get together and assign the
time for each channel among them-
selves gives rise to an idex whereby
the various clubs in the plan would
form a Co-operative Courtesy Pro-
grams Committee, This would enable
all specials to be dedicated to all
of the participating clubs, would pre-
vent clashes, and enable every club
to retain its identity without the
necessity of merging.”

The plan of a common CPC has
undoubtedly received the attention of
club officials in the past. While it
is true that it would eliminate clash-
ing programs, it seems to us that
it would tend to destroy the individ-
uality of each elub. Most clubs point
with pride to the achievements of
their CPC members, and the elimina-
tion of this committee might easily
result in the loss of interest in the
club itself by its members.

We are, of course, not attempting
to pass judgment on any suggestion
for the betterment of DXing. This

is, after all, the prerogative of each
individual listener and club member.
We feel that the task of arranging
non-conflicting courtesy programs is
of the greatest importance to all
DXers and we hope that our readers
will feel free (o express their opiu-
ions on the matter, at any time.

How To Tune The Japs
“For those who want (o hear Ja-
pan and points East,” informs War-
ren E, Winkley, Hughson, Cal., ‘I
can give the following old and tried

rules. Set the dial at 770, 830, 850,
870, 900, 1085 or 1175 any time
between 5:00 and 6:00 AM, EST,

and wait patiently. The Japs which
come in best are heard on those fre-
quencies, Remember that the JO's
fade terribly, so don’'t give up if no
signal is heard at first. XGOA on
660 comes through about the same
time, They also fade quite a bit,
but are heard here regularly in the
winter with R9 volume. Of the
Zedders, 1YA and 3YA ure the
best."”

“A new Mexican, XERA. on 840
keys, has just been heard.’ advises
William Bundlie, 614 No. Sixth St
Grand Forks, N. D. “It is the com-
panion of XEAW and is also run by
Doctor Brinkley. Could this be a
new call and frequency of the old
XER at Villa Acuna?”’

“Mark down two more Japanese
stations,” announces Miguel A.
Rivera, P. O. Box 480, Hong Kong.
“The first is JOHG, Kagoshima, 1050
keys, 500 watts; and the second
is JOIG, Toyama, 1060 keys, 500

watts. Reports to the former should
be sent to the chief engineer, G.
Tokushima, Kagoshima Broadeasting

Station. A new station in Lima,
Peru. is OAX41. Radio Internacional.
They transmit on 1100 keys daily
from 8:00 to 10:00 PM, EST. Their
address is Fstacion Radiofusora In-
ternacional, Pasaje Olaya, Lima.
Peru. I understand that they are
going to relay their programs via
short waves and may be doing so al-
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ready. OAX4A has changed its ad-
dress to Paseo Colon and reports
should be sent to the station’s di-
rector, Gulillermo Lazarte, Besides
transmitting on their regular fre-
quency of 750 kecys, OAX4A occa-
sionally uses 810 for an evening pro-
gram.”

‘““For the past week I have been
hearing WIS testing on 560 keys,”
submits Thomas Black, 143 Carroll
St., Pittston, Pa. “On November
20th, CJKL was testing on 1310, and
recently I have heard a W3XDD
transmitting on 1340 keys. Has any-
one acquired any information on this
station?” Would this be the test call
of the Bell Laboratories at Whip-
pany, N. J.?

“My first new station this year was
WPAR,” recalls Frank Wheeler, 406
Eagle Point, Lakeside, Erie, DPa.,
“and my log now stands at 705, with
150 verifications. Recently I logged
1YA for the 16th time since last
February. This summer I put up a
new lead-in and found that it took
away 25 per cent of the noise.”

Station Policies

‘““Checking over some forty-three
back copies of RADEX,” observes
Clyde E. Lowe, 730 K Street, Merced,
Cal., “I find that the big howl on
not getting a reply from a station is
just as loud today as it was four
or five years ago. However, I have
found that by giving the broadcasters
information of value to them—
fading, tone quality, volume, static,
weather conditions—1 can get a pret-
ty fair percentage of replies.”

“T'or years I have been reading
what the stations think of reports
and what form they should be in,”
writes Harold H. Mendler, 3154
Coney Island Ave., Brooklyn, N. Y.
“Now I think it is time to let the
stations know the DXer’s side of the
question.

‘““Some broadcasters do not verify
correct reports and we realize that
they have definite reasons for this
policy. No station should verify a

report which is of no value to them.
On the other hand a report which
is helpful to them or to their engi-
neers should be confirmed. When
a station absolutely refuses to veri-
fy, they might turn the job over to
some local DXer, who, I am sure,
would be more than willing to assume
the responsibility.

“To the station which will verify
any report, correct or otherwise, we
have the greatest contempt., Listen-
ers are only human and usually wel-
come a criticismm. For example, a
reply from WMFI said: ‘You got
two numbers anyway, Report not so

good. Better luck next time.” WCAP
refused to verify an incorrect report.
These stations do a lot to keep the
DX game clean. We do not feel hurt
upon the receipt of such answers.
On the contrary, we try for them
harder and have a greater satisfac-
tion when they do-‘verify.”

“In my haste to get out a lot of

reports recently,” relates Alfred
Razzondo, R.F.D. 1 TI'ayette City,
Pa., “I got a leiter to KWJJ in an

envelope to KDMO, and vice versa.
Shortly afterward, I got a letter from
the Studio Director of KMO, pointing
out my error and ending up: ‘Trust-
ing you will get this verification
ironed out and that we shall receive
a report in the very near future
which we can verify as being KMO.’
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Subsequently 1 sent two niote reporis
and got my veries. I did think it
was rather decent of the station Lo
write as they did.”

By Way of Criticism

“We don’t like the emphasis on
logs this season,” states M., Whelan,
2144 8. Downing St., Denver, Colo.,
“and my wife misses the personals
and gossip about the radio stars. [
use the September issue for my sea-
son’s work and then tear out the
articles of future issues and pass on
the station lists to less fertunate
friends. Instead of repeating the logs
entirely, why don’t you print just
the changes for clipping and pasting
10 the September logs?"’

Judging from the number of cor-
rections listed in each issue, we
would hate to think of the appear-
ance of the September log after past-
ing in the changes occurring during
eight or nine months. Then, too,
what would happen to the “less for-
tunate friends’ if there were no logs
to pass on to them? The contents
of the reports from readers is, of
course, up to those who write in to
us. We agree that tuning tips and
information of that nature are more
interesting than mere resumes of
logs, but we don’t write the letters
and can only use what we receive,

LS1 and YV1RG. During the early
morrings. T have heard PRC2 and

XGOA. Many TI's have beeii hedrd
on their new frequencies.”

“Of primary importance in the way
of DX is the (rade-in of my old
16X Philco for a new Model 116X,
asserts George W. Acker, 267 N. Ly
man St., Wadsworth, Ohio. “You can
imagine how pleased I was to ftind
that it has three times as much pep
ag the older model. I strung up a
Philco aerial two weeks before |
traded, to see whether it would work

on the 16X. It didn’t do so well,
but worked excellently when I
hooked in the newer model. T am
now hearing countless small and

semi-distant stations during the day
time which were never heard before.
Previously, I was limited to fair re-
ception of stations like WOGN.
WEBBM, WMAQ, WJJD, and WHO
Now they roll in with fine volume
In addition, T can hear WEAI", WJZ.
WABC, KVO0oO, WITAA - WB AP,
WIND, WTMJ, WSM, WOR, WGY.

KYW, WTIC, KMOX and so on up
the dial.”
Radio For shut-Ins

“Being a shut-in to whom radio
furnishes most of my entertainment.
I would like to have you put my
name and address in RADEX as one
who would appreciate correspondend-
ence.”” requests Carl E. Sylvester, Box
213, Yale, Mich. *“I would like (v
hear from listeners in all parts of
the United States as well as Canada.
Mexico, Porto Rico and Hawaii. 1 am
a new DX fan, having been at it only
since last April, when T secured my
first copy of RADEX, I am using
an RCA Victor R52 receiver and my
aerial is a single copper wire, 75
feet long, running east-west. Can
anyone identify a W8XAR heard on
October 2nd at 0230 EST?”

“In your November issue, you had
a discussion of reception on a crystai
set,” preambles Billy Snow, 302 Har-
rington St., St. Joseph. Mo. “One
man says that overseas reception is
the result of re-radiations by a near-
by radio. Well, T've got a erystal
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set a bum aerial and lead-in, yeL in
a week’s time I received 25 stations
on the broadcast band, including
WCCO, WBT, KOA, WFAA WDBAP,
WOAI, KSL, KVOO, XEPN, XENT.
XEAW and WSM. [ haven’t tried
to get a verification from any of these
but I identified them all.”

‘“Anyone who thinks he experi-
euces man-made interference should
try my location,” bemoans Martin J.
Olthoff, 212 No. 16th St., I[nde-
pendence, Kans. *‘Within a radius
of & hundred yards are the tollowing
sources of noise: a hospital, with all
of its electrical instruments and
X-ray machines; a bottling works,
with an electric bottling machine; two
grocery stores, with meat and cotfee
grinders; a filling station, with all
its electrical appliances; a barber
shop; a garage with hattery-chargers
and the like; a refrigeration system
for a beer concern; a main road over
which three highways zre routed;
and a street car line, 1If there ever
wag an efficient interference depart-
ment such as the French Post Office
has, I wish someone would send it
here. I believe I am located in a
favorable position as far as signals
reaching my aerial is concerned, but
there’s no way to shut out the accom-
panyving noises.”

“After looking over the September,
October and November issues,” ad-
mits Vernon PParker, U, S. Dam No.

St., London, Ont. *“When that is
gone, it is often difficult to know
just what issue I have. 1f you

printed on the bottom of each page—
RADEX for Qctober, 1935, etc.—it
would help a lot.”

For the information of other
cover-losers, the date of each issue
is printed at the top of the masthead
on page 2. To print the month at
the bottom of each page would cut
at least two lines from that page.
Two lines cut from 112 pages would
mean the loss of 224 lines in each
issue. The average page runs some
54 lines high, so the loss of 224 lines
would mean cutting about fonr pages
of reading matter and infcrmation
from each issue.

“Your information that KGGC and
KRE are 24-bour stations is 509%
correct,”” announces Roy Covert, who
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neglected to give us his address.
“KGGC is merely applying for unlim-
fted time. Should they be granted
such a license, the manager says that
they will probably test 24 hours daily

for only a few weeks. They will,
however, increase their schedule
somewhat. If readers know that

KGGC is not a 24-hour station, the
management will not be plagued with
erroneous reception reports from
embyro DXers. 1 have arranged
with KSFO, San Francisco, to broad-
cast a special program from 4:00 to
4:30 AM, EST, on Decémber 29th.”

The All-Nighters Again

“I agree most heartily that it is
selfish of the all-night stations to
grab all the time on the air,” main-
tains Paul Sampson, 1820 College
Ave., Regina, Sask. ‘“DXers are not
the only ones to complain of this sit-
uation for stations on the blocked
channels don’t like it, either. They
often wish to conduct tests when a
nation-wide audience is desired, yet

they are unable to do so. DPossibly
it would do some good for the
blanketed stations to write the

F.C.C. and explain their plight. If
DXers co-operated by sending po-
litely-worded letters to Washington,
pointing out how unfair it is to the
station that plays the game, we
might even have a certain silent
time every night.”

“As a Canadian DXer, I wish to
back the rvemarks of Mr. Ashley
V. R. Walcott on the channel hogs,”
exclaims Alfred H. DBacon, 928
Thirteenth St. New Waestminster,
B. C. “From a Canadian point of
view, this class of radio broadcasting
has gone far enough and a general
protest should be lodged with the
authorities in Washington. The
FF.C.C. may not know that their fre-
quency check transmissions have
been seriously hampered by the
channel hogs. With a concerted
action on the part of all listeners,
lovers of radio, DX clubs and blocked
stations, we could present a sound

platform for the abolition of this all-
night trash broadcasting.”

“In reading the recent RADEX, 1
recalled quite a few memories of my
early days as a DX hound,” remem-
bers G. K. Glass, 9284 Boleyn Ave.,
Detroit, Mich. ‘I had a home-made,
three-tube set using the ‘Reinartz
Audio Regenerator’ circuit. It was
designed for spiderweb coils, but had
a 70-turn plain coil to be switched
in for broadcast work. I used only
the BC coil—to eliminate switching
—and added two stages of audio
amplification. At the time, I lived
in Uniontown, Pa., and compiled
some wonderful records with this re-
ceiver., When we heard and veri-
fied 51 stations in one night, we were
doing something. I wish I had kept
all my souvenirs of those early days,
but they have all been thrown away.

‘“‘Stations really verified reports
then. WWJ sent out a handsome
book about radio and PWX wrote a
personal letter. I think it was 6 KW
in Tuinico, Cuba, that sent out a
map showing all the stations of Cuba.
Quite a few broadecasters sent weekly
or monthly program sheets. I re-
member that KF1 once gave a five-
dollar gold piece for the first tele-
gram from every state after a certain
program. We got the same line of
blarney from KFKB that we had
from XER and now XEAW.

“From the time WS8NAF (KDKA)
first started their tests. T was a died
in-the-wool BCL.

“l guess this whole parade of
meniories was started by the mention
of how exceptional results on s
crystal set were traced to a near-by
regenerative receiver. I marvelled
for weeks about one of my friends
hearing PWX. 1200 miles away, on
a crystal and demonstrating it time
and again. But crime will out and
our more technical friends showed
that the culprit was a three-tube
blooper on a parallel aerial next
door.

“My first tube was a double fila-
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ment audion, with wires coming out
both ends and held to the panel by
binding posts and a clamp. That was
a far cry from the metal do-dads we
see in the new sets today.”

“Having never heard a TR, [ de-
cided to stay up on the night of
October 10th and see what 1 could
get.”” reports Anthony C. Tarr, c/o
Distriet Quartermaster, IFort Lewis,
Wash. “You can imagine my excite-
ment when I logged no less than
twelve of them-—one Jap, two Zed-
ders and nine Aussies. There were
several others that I was unable to
identify, but that was a swell start.
I'or a while after that, T was unable
to hear many more, but early in No-
vember they began to swarm all over
the dial. The morning of November
10th was the best yet, with clear re-
ception from JOHK. JOIK, JOQK,
JOCK2, JOBK1, JOBK2, JOFK,
JOAK1, JOAK2, JOPK and JOGK.
Strangely enough, the Aussies were
very poor on that date. I wish some-
body would give me a tip on how
to verify these Japs. Tor an hour
and a half, all that could be heard on
one occasion was a man talking—and
of course I don’t understand Japa-
nese. Recently 1 have heard a new
Mexican on 820. The call sounded
like XEMV and they announced their
schedule as 6:00 AM to 10:00 PM,
PST.”

On Logging Stations

“With reference to the ever
pertinent question of logging sta-
tions,” comments Alfred J. Stans-
field, President of the Universal DX

Club, Oradell, N. J., ““I helieve a com-

“Why shouldn’t we count stations
again after a change in call? Well,
just because an announcer identified
a station under a different call
doesn’t mean that a receiver has ac-
complished another catch. This ac-
cbunts for the second clause,

Tuning The Scott High Fidelity

sensation was caused in the ra-

dio world when four world’s rec-
ords for long distance reception were
established by a receiver designed
and built by E. H. Scott, a Chicago
radio engineer. In 1932, Mr. Scott
again attracted attemtion when he re-
corded virtually every transmission
from two Australian short wave sta-
tions during a period of twelve
months,

Last winter, I had the opportunity
to test the Scott All-Wave Fifteen,
so it was with a sense of an-
ticipation that I unboxed the latest
in a line of custom-built receivers—
the 23-tube Scott all-wave model—
and began to hook it up.

Perhaps the first impression of the
receiver’s performance was a dem-
onstration of its abnormally low
noise level. With the aerial and
ground still unconnected, the sensi-
tivity and volume were turned on
full. Instead of a blare of internal
set noises and hisses, the receiver
was remarkably quiet. This presaged
the favorable signal-to-noise ratio so
necessary to good DX reception.

Skimming over the dial, the next
feature to be noticed was the accu-
rate calibration of the receiver. Be-
tween 540 and 1500 keys, the great-
est error was only one kilocycle.
Over 95% of the markings were right
on the nose. The short wave bands
also ran true in most cases. The
largest error noticed was the 7.52-
meg KKH coming in at 7.56, and
that was close enough for me.

Getting down to some real DX,
a listener cannot help but be im-
pressed by the fine selectivity of the
Scott receiver. Time and again, pow-
erful local stations, many of them

IT WAS back in 1925 that a mild

within twenty-five miles of the re-
ceiver, were tuned out and European
transmitters brought in on the loud-
speaker,

Possibly the neatest bit of selec-
tivity occurred when OKR, Brati-
slava, Czechoslovakia, operating on
1004 keys, was brought in from un-
der the powerful WHNXN on 1010. The
2-KW Nurnberg, Germany, station on
1267 was separated from the jum-
bles on 1260 and 1270 with very lit-
tle interference. Another local,
WOV on 1130, occasioned but slight
overlapping on the Nyireghaza, Hun-
gary, station HAE on 1122, HAE
was logged in one instance for 37
minutes. The 1086-key station at
Zagreb, Yugoslavia, was tuned right
through the 1090 locals. Montpel-
lier, France, on 1339, was logged in
back of American stations on 1340,
although interference was greater
than in the other examples.

Additional Europeans logged dur-
fng the latter part of November in-
clude Toulouse—which was heard
with local volume practically every
night; Liepzig, Berlin, Munich, Co-
logne, Hamburg, Frankfurt, Rennes,
Bordeaux, Fecamp, Lyons, Lille,
Strasbourg, Milan, Turin, Rennes,
Rome, Hilversum, Poste Paris-
ifen, Prague, Copenhagen, West
Regional, Midland Regional, London
Regional, Bordeaux, Marseilles and
a few others. In most cases, suffi-
cient material for a good report was
obtained.

Of the South Americans, very good
split-frequency reception was to be
had on the Braziliang, with PRF4
on 923, PRB4 on 965, PRBY on 1017
and PRG3 on 1283 heard frequently.
In Uurguay, CX8, CX14, CX16 and
CX26 have been logged several times.
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The aerial masts of the Raszyn transmitter,
Warsaw No. 1, Poland.

In the Argentine, LR5 stands out for
regular nightly reception, with LR1,
LR2, LR3, LR4, LR6, LR10, LS2,
LS8, L.S4 and LV3 also being heard.
LS4 was tuned one night when he
slipped 3 kecys below his frequency
and was logged through WMAQ on
670. HJN, Bogota, Colombia, has
been logged several times on his
new frequency of 695 kecys in spite
of the 500-KW WLW on 700.
HJ3ABH is another Colombian
which is heard regularly on 625
keys. YV1RC is like a local. Other
southern stations to be heard were
YV3RC; ZP9, in Paraguay, on 895
keys; HHK on 921, TGW on 1217,
WNEL and WKAQ.

Trans-Pacifie reception has been
fair during the short time since the
receiver was delivered. 2CO. 1YA
and the new 3GI have been the best,
with 2YA, 3YA, 5CL, 5CK, 2SM,
2GB, 2BL, 4QG, 4BC and TNT string-
ing along behind.

The sensitivity of the Scott is very
high as may be imagined from the

catches listed above. Not once have
I been obliged to advance the volume
control more than half way to bring
in any foreign station with loud-
speaker volume. Of course, the pre-
viously-mentioned favorable signal-
to-noise ratio makes it possible to
utilize as much sensitivity as may be
required.

Reception on the short waves has
been very good. All continents
were logged within a week, with doz-
ens of South Americans and Euro-
peans being heard. Considering the
time of the year, Japanese and Aus-
tralian stations have come in very
well.  The 20 and 40 meter ama-
teur phone bands are red hot, with
hams all over South Amgrica and
Europe heard every morning and eve-
ning.

Even though the time of testing
has been relatively short and the
weather conditions have been very
unsettled, the 23-tube Scott all-wave
high-fidelity receiver has earned a
100% DX rating.

Another Shift Coming

A REALLOCATION of frequencies,
the like of which has not been
seen since the “earthquake” of Novem-
ber, 1928, is in the offing. The Broad-
cast Division of the Federal Communi-
cations Commission has taken steps
looking to an early revision of the en-
tire broadeasting set-up. As a first step
it adopted regulations governing the
installation of antenna systems and re-
quiring all stations to install modula-
tion meters.

The Engineeering Department of the
FCC has mapped out a plan which will
bring about a horizontal inecrease in
power from 1,000 watts to 5,000 watts
at night on seven of the regional chan-
nels; bring up to 1,000 watts at night
the stations on 17 regional channels,
and fix a lower mileage separation on
the remaining 16 regional channels
with power from 250 to 1,00¢ watts.

The clear-channel recommendations
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are expected from the Engineering De-
partment within a month. Roughly,
the proposal contemplates the setting
aside of some 25 of the clear channels
for superpower stations with a mini-
mum of 50,000 watts, eventually to be-
cone 500,000, The whole matier of
chain broadcasting is also due for a
careful study. Some of the Commis-
sioners are said to feel that the same
program appears on altogether too
many places on the dial.

The FCC declined to make public
the frequency classifications on the
eround that they migit be changed
before being passed upon. The Nation-
al Association of DBroadcasters, how:
ever, publishes them in a bulletin to
members as follows:

Regional channels on which stations
would be permitted to increase power
horizontally at night from 1,000 to
5,000 watts with 5,000 watts day: 590,
610, 620, 920, 940 and 950 kes.

Channels on which maximum night
power will be 1,000 watts and day pow-
er 5,000 watts: 1010, 1220, 1230, 1240,
1250, 1260, 1270, 1280. 1290, 1300, 1520,
1330. 1340, 1350, 1360, 1380 and 1390
kcs.

So-called “city channels” on which
stations would be assigned with power
of from 250 to 1.000 wattls at night,
and up to 5,000 waitts day, with re-
duced mileage separations: 550, 560,
570, 580, 600, 630, 780, 880, 930, 1120,
1400, 1410, 1430. 1440 and 1450 kes.

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Around the World

HE Republic of Mexico is in the

spotlight this month. Within the

past few weeks more shortwave
stations have appeared in Mexico
tkan ever had existed there before.
It seems that most of the major
broadcasting stations are installing
s.w. auxiliaries. The high frequency
situation as it exists at the present
time is summed up in the following
paragraphs.

In Mexico City, D. F., are XBJQ,
XEBI, XEBT, XECR, and XEXA.
The first of these, XBJQ, is owned by
the National Bank of Mexico, P. O.
Box 2825, and for a few weeks re-
layed the programs of XEW. This
station was silent for a while but a
few listeners report that it has re-
turned to the air on a somewhat ir-
regular schedule., PPersons interested
in QSL cards should not fail to log
this station as we undersiand they
have a very attractive souvenir for
listeners.

A station XEBI works on 5980
kes. nightly between 10 and 11 pm,
EST. Further details on this station
are not known except that the ad-
dress is Apartado 2874, Mexico City.

XEBT, the oldest existing station
in the Republic, is well known to
most of our readers. This station
works on 6000 kes, daily from about
roontime until after midnight, and
is one of the most easily recognized
Mexicans as it has numerous interval
signals, such as cuckoo, a rooster, a
siren or a fire bell. The address is
El Buen Tono, S. A, Apartado 79-44.

XECR is the government-owned
station on 7380 kes. Albert Stein-
metz, 411 W. Girard Ave., Phila-
delphia, Pa., has a note from Mexico
City concerning his reception of this
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station which he is unable to de-
cipher. Letters to XECR are first
acknowledged by a receipt from the
Mailing Department which handles
all the mail addressed to govern-
ment departments. The slip merely
states that a letter has been re-
ccived and referred to the proper de-
partment. The actual verification of
reception follows within a week or
s0. QSL cards from XECR are at-
tractive picture post cards showing
views in and around Mexico City.

Sr. Fernando Pozos Soso, Director
of station XEU at Veracruz, writes
us that XEU programs are now re-
layed by a shortwave station XEUW
on 6020 kes. with 50 watts power. It
has been our understanding that
slogans were used to facilitate the
identification of stations, but it is
quite doubtful that the slogan of
XEU-XEUW will be of much help.
The Slogan: “El Eco de Sotavento
desde Veracruz.” (Perhaps that is
better than no identifying symbol at
2ll). The address is Indepencia 98,
Veracruz.

Just a few steps down the same
street from XEUW we find station
XEFT, “La Voz de Veracruz,” at
Avenida Independencia 28. XEFT
works with 20 watts output on Sat-
urday from 1830 to 2400; on Sun-
day from 2100 to 2400, and on the
other days of the week from 1930 to
2400, EST.

In Guadalajara, State of Jalisco,
there is XEDQ on 9520 kcs., relaying
the programs of XED daily from
0800 to 0900 and from 1200 to 2400,
EST. Listeners fortunate enough to
pick up these programs should ad-
dress their reports to Cia. Radio-
fonografica, Apartado 197.
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In Tiajuana, Lower California,
there is a high frequency station re-
transmitting the programs of
XEOK; tentatively this station bears
the same call sign as its sister sta-
tion, XEOK. Offices of this station
seem to be on this side of the border
as letters should be sent to Carlos de

la Sierra, Box 1441, San Diego,
Calif. XEOK has been heard on
6.130 kes.

With the Canadians

“The operators of station VDC at
Calgary sent me a letter, the tenor
of which seems to indicate my report
to them was correct. This station
vorks with VDV at Two Brothers
Lzke, B. C., and with a 5-watt code
station VDW at Takla Landing, B. C.
They all work on 4490 kes. and are
owned by the Two Brothers Valley
Gold Mines Co.” Ashley V. R. Wal-
cott, 76 San Rafael Way, St. Francis
Wood, San Francisco, Calif., is the
writer, and continues, ‘“The North-
West Telephone Co., 768 Seymour
St., Vancouver, B, C,, sent me a blue-
print map of British Columbia show-
ing the location of their phone sta-
ticns. Since this list does not check
perfectly with RADEX, I submit the
list, as follows: Vancouver, VDO,
4865 and 4436 kes., 400 watts;
Prince Rupert, CGP, 5400 kes., 400

watts; Anyox, 5400 kes.; Ocean
Falls, CGO, 4505 kes.; Prince
George, CZO, 4505 kes.; Bridge

River Mines, CX2B, 4505 kes.; and
Columbia Oils, VXX, 5400 kes. They
all use 400 watts power except VXX,
which is only 50 watts. The inde-
pendent stations in the telephone net-
work are Claydon Bay, CXP, 4505
kes., 50 watts, the Yacht ‘Tacomite’
and Butedale, for which neither call
nor frequency is given.

“Forestry service stations appar-
ently will verify. KBCD, 3445 kes,,
Northfork, Calif., does, and says
that the station is located at CCC
Co., 988, Northfork. The Los An-
geles Flood Control District also con-
firms reception. A letter verifies

KIlY, 2726 kes., and KINT. KIIY
bas 400 watts and KINT, 50 watts.
Reports should be sent to 205 So.
Broadway, Los Angeles.

“WXY, Nome, Alaska, says they
have no regular schedules with
WVD at Seattle. The writer of the
letter gives their frequency as 8180
kes. but I heard them around 8800.
This station is one of those owned
by the Signal Corp, U. S. Army.
WXA, Juneau, comes in here on
2604; WXE, Anchorage, on 2994 on
Friday nights mnear 2130, PST,
talking to KIIO at MecGrath, on the
same frequency. KIIO is too weak to
be identified positively.”

“Today I received a verification
from a new station,” states A, W.
Morley, 782 Dorchester Ave., Winni-
peg, Man. ‘“The station is VE9BK on
4795 kes. and is owned by Radio
Sales Service, Ltd.,, 780 Beatty St..
Vancouver, B. C. I cannot give the
schedule as it was not stated in their
letter, but I generally hear them be-
tween 1:30 and 2:00 am, CST. I al-
ways read the other DXer’s letters
with interest and now I am going (o
let them in on my log which covers
nearly every province in Canada and
all the states except Nevada. I have
a: least two stations on every con-
tinent except Africa, where I just
bave a big goose egg; however, I still
have hopes. I bought my new radio
last February and I certainly am
sotisfied; it is a General Electric

Schedule of HIH

Sr. Domingo Dominguez, owuua

and operator of HIH at San PFearo
de DMacoris, Dominican Republic,
tells us his station works on the
crystal controlled frequency o!
6796 kes. with 150 watts in the an-
tenna. “Our schedule,” he writes, ‘“is
Sundays, 3 to 4 am, 12:30 to 3 pm
and 4 to 5 pm. Mondays, Wednes-
days, Thursdays and Saturdays. from
12:10 to 2 pm. and 7:10 to 9 pm.
Tuesdays and Fridays from 12:10 to
2 pm. and 7:10 to 8:10 pm. Our
Sunday morning broadeast from 3 to
4 is in English and is dedicated to
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shortwave listeners and clubs of the
United States and Canada.”

Geo. W. Acker of Wadsworth,
Chio, covers the shortwave situation
very thoroughly in his letter. He has
a new Phileco 116X and is very en-
thusiastic about its operation. “The
best Russian station at the present
time is RIO,” he writes. RIO has
been coming on the air somewhere
near 10 pm, but for the past few
rights seems to be starting later,
near midnight, and then they con-
tinue to work Moscow until the wee
Lours of the morning. This station is
usually heard R7-9. However, get-
ting RNE at Moscow at this time is
another question, but RNE did hap-
pen to get in here cne morning. An-
other steady newcomer the past week
or so has been IRY, Rome, on 16;-
110 kes. It has been heard every
morning lately all the way from 7
am to noon, working Cairo and
sometimes FEritrea. PMA is at pres-
ent the best and most frequently
heard of the Javanese. It phones be-
tween 7 am and noon, and some-
times they broadcast music after
10 am. JVN has been heard a few
times between midnight and 1 am
with its Overseas Hour but it usual-
ly is quite weak. Quite often these
days, after 2:15 in the mornings,
tbe German stations conduct experi-
mental transmissions on new wave-
lengths. DJP is one of these, on
11,855 kes., but it is very weak and
unsteady. Another new frequency is
DJR, 15,340 kcs. but of course this
one cannot be heard here at that
time. Despite the large number of
German stations on the air, there is
only one, now, that comes through
at all well, and that one is DJB from
10:30 to 11:30 in the mornings.
Night-time reception of London is
po longer any good; GSA-B-C and
-D are either too weak or covered
ur in interference. GSI is good at
noon-time.”

Mme. Inna Marr advises us that,
in response to thousands of re-
quests, the midnight programs from

Moscow will be broadcast on 50
meters this winter instead of on 25
meters. Midnight in Moscow is 5 pm,
EST. and her letter seems to indi-
cate programs will commence at that
time.

From Newfoundland

““Conditions have improved here
and I have received about 56 new
stations on the s.w.,”’ relates Max-
well Scott, Corner Brook, Nfld.
“The most reliable station we get
Lere is W8XK, and it comes through
rerfectly on 19 and 25 meters; on
49 meters it suffers from interfer-
ence and it is only once in a while
it gets through well. In the 49 meter
band I have also heard CRCX,
W3XAL, W2XE, W9XF, GSL, and
YDAS5. As YDA5 works on the same
wavelength as W2XE it only comes
in irregularly. The following stations
are also quite consistent: HIZ,
CJRO, HI2ABA and 3ABF, HJ1ABD
end YN1GG. On 31 meters the best
are COCH, VK3ME, 3LR, PRFS,
DJN and CT1AA. Following is a list
of stations which are not listed:
VESBK in Vancouver on 4790;
CR7AA, Mozambique on 84 meters;
YV1IORSC at San Cristobal, Venezue-
la. on 5720 megs. and YNGU at
Managua, Nicaragua on 9000. I have
picked up a new German, DIP, on
14.410 megs. with good volume.”

“I am finding DXing much better
tkis fall than ever. I have logged
several countries in one evening, the
best of which were HP5B, YV2ZRC,
HJ4ABE, HC2RL, DJD, DJN, DIQ,
IRO, HJ4ABA and LSX.,” summar-
izes Byron Bair, 33 Park Ave., New
London, Ohio. “I have also heard
two unlisted stations. First was
WWTA of the U. S. Customs Service
testing on 1626 (where is it located,
Mr, Blair?) Two new police stations
are WQFY at Mansfield, Ohio, and
WQFW at Columbia City, Ind., 2474
and 1626 kcs. respectively.”

A number of readers have no-
ticed, when listening to KDKA or
WS8KK, that the announcer mentions
arother call sign, W8XKA., WE8XKA
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is a low-powered  ultra-high-fre-
quency station working near 55
megacycles. It is not believed this
slation will be heard beyond a radius
of about 25 miles from Pittsburgh,
but, maybe someone will be sur-
prised! Amos ’'n’ Andy were sur-
prised when their first broadecast, in
New Orleans, was picked up several
blocks away from the station. Ac-
cording to reports we have been
reading lately, ultra-shortwaves are
hopping across oceans and it was not
very long ago everyone thought these
frequencies could not be transmitted
beyond the horizon.

“On a QSL card from FRAS they
sltate that they transmit on 49.67
meters or 60.40 kes. with a power of
3 kw.’”' contributes Miguel A.
Rivera, P. O. Box 480, Hong Kong.
‘“Hong Xong is wrongly listed as
transmitting on 6750; they actually
work on 8750 kecs. The Hong Kong
Broadcasting Committee has re-
served the following frequencies:
5410, 6090, 9525, 11740 and 15190
kes. for their projected transmis-
sions.”’

Mr. H. J. McAllister, of Station
KVI, W. R. Rust Bldg, Tacoma,
Wash., sends RADEX a list of short-
wave stations operated by the Puget
Sound Broadcasting Co., as follows:
WQFW, on the yacht “Gallant
Lady,” 40 watts, owned by Mr. M. C.
Riggs. WLF'Q on the yacht “‘Heljim,”
also 40 watts, owned by James V.
Griffith.

The broadcast pickup station used
by KVI is KNEC, 40 watts, and
works on four frequencies: 1646,
2090, 2190 and 2830 kes.

Fiance is planning to enlarge its
s.w. facilities and I understand that
initial tests have already been made
on some of its equipment. Even
Japan, I learn, expects to enlarge its
shortwave facilities so that regular
broadcasts to America and the rest
ct the world can be scheduled. Thus
the shortwave listeners are promised
continually inecreasing and improv-
ing sources of entertainment from
wcrld centers, T do not expect it will
be long before nearly every import-
ant world metropolis will be heard
here nightly in America. I have seen
rumors that even Afghanistan, the
Forbidden Kingdom, is soon to have
five new s.w. stations. The biggest
of these will be in the capital city,
Kabul, and will have a power of
about 3.5 kw.”

X Times Y Equals XY

A curious reader wants to know
why the frequencies as given in
megacycles or kilocyecles in RADEX
do not agree with those given in
other publications. ‘“For instance,’
he says, ‘“‘take LSM in Buenos Aires.
This station is rated as operating
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on 14.19 meters. You give the fre-
quency as 21,128 kes. while other
magazines give it as 21,142. Why the
difference?”

Radio waves travel with the speed
of light, 299,820,000 meters per
second., If a station operates on a
wavelength of 14.19 meters and we
want to find its frequency we must
divide 299,820,000 by 14.19. The
answer is 21,128 as given in RADEX.
[+ cannot be anything else so long as
2 times 2 continues to make 4 and
4 divided by 2 gives 2.

Those publications which do not
cere for accuracy use the round fig-
ure of 300,000,000 merely to make
calculation easier for themselves.
Tkey are not impressed by the fact
that their inaccurate result throws
their readers off their calibration . . .
in this case, 14 kilocycles.

We admit it makes for easier cal-
culation to use round figures but this
magazine is more concerned with ac-
curacy than with ease.

Veritications Again

“On the ‘What is a verification?’
question, I believe that some excep-
tiens might he made to the rules you
suggest, but only when it is definite-
ly known that the station’s policy is
to issue a verification without stat-
ing that it is a positive verification,”’
explains J. W. Brauner, 17 E. Spring
St., Willinmsville, N. Y. “There are
a great many stations whose QSI’s
do not mention positive verification,
although the sender of the cards
means that they should be so con-
sttued; the value of such verifica-
tions should not be discounted. Be-
cause each station, so it seems, has
its own distinctive way ot verifying,
it seems almost impossible to draw
up a list of positive rules concerning
this matter. I believe everyone will
agree it would not he much fun col-
lecting QSL’s if they were standard-
ized.”

““Three or four times 1 have heard
HRN at Tegucigalpa. The reception
on my 11-tube Philco has been very
clear and distinet. YV2RC was also

heard on its new ftrequency of
5800 kes.,” suys L. H. Pough, 4
Lenox Place, St. Louis, Mo. In his
letter Mr. Pough brings up an old
subject. He writes, ‘“Let’s persuade

the So. Americans to slow down
when announcing; instead of say
ing YV2RC they should say

Y-V-2-R-C.” It is a very good idea
but fully as applicable at home as
abroad. Spanish people are naturally
fast talkers. We will be satisfied as
long as their staticus continue to
come in well and they verify our cor
rect reports.

A great many tuners trying short-
waves for the first time try to tune
the shortwaves as they are used to
tuning the broadcast bhand.

€00 kes, and 6000 kes. Then, after
acquiring the knack of tuning 6 auwd
9 and 11 megs., they sometimmes ex
pect 15 or 17 or 19 megs. to tune as
eusily as 6 megs., but this is not true.
When one gets above 15 megacycles,
each additional kiloeycle becomes
more critical and requires additional
cure in tuning. Above 18 megacycles
there are scattered phone stations,
most of them using inverted modu-
lation and reception of these sta-
tions is as much a matter of luck as
it is of deftness in tuning.

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Eighteen Tubes in a Midwest Set

e @ @ By B. FRANCIS DASHIELL

ACH time the writer examines
E a new Midwest offering he be-

comes reminiscent of the early
days of radio. It was then that
sound always was distorted. Push-
ing and straining through tubes that
lacked capacity to carry full audio
loads did not do tone reproduction
any good. So, when experimenting
with tube sets, following the down-
fall of the erystal, this writer began
using two output tubes connected in
parallel so as to double the carry-
ing capacity. This cut down distor-
tion, for the full range of audio
frequencies flowed easily. As that
was at a time when tubes sold at
more than six dollars each, it proved
to be a costly obsession. But it
worked nicely. And, strangely
enough, even today with our modern
power tubes, this scheme still works
elfectively.

Because Midwest’s engineers have
been using a second set of power
tubes in parallel for many years, it
is with pardonable interest, there-
fore, that the writer always looks for
this arrangement whenever a new
Midwest cirecuit appears. Two or
three other manufacturers, seeking
high fidelity of tone reproduction,
also provide parallel power tubes.
Certainly the perfection of sound
that is obtained justifies some ex-
travagance with radio tubes.

18 Metal Tubes

Such circuits, together with some
manufacturers’ ideas of apparent
recklessness with tubes, may appear
to casual purchasers to seem rather
formidable as well as current-con-
suming. But there are radios using
as many as 24 tubes to get unlimited
full-fidelity of tone. However, if we
strip such sets down to their basic
essentials, we find them to be merely
12 or 15 tube receivers. But these

multi-tube sets remind one of mod-
ern eight-cylinder motor cars; for,
while not absolutely necessary to
performance, it is nice to have the
‘‘feel” of those extra cylinders.

The new 1936 Midwest offering
utilizes 18 tubes in a superheterodyne
chassis. The circuit is newly de-
signed so as to accept either metal
tubes or their glass-metal counter-
parts, without change. None of the
older type tubes are incorporated.
The type *“G’”’ glass-metal tubes are
specifically recommended by the
maker of this set instead of the all-
metal tube because of the experience
gained with the ““G’” tube which now
seems entirely dependable and effi-
cient. Either type has ‘““QOctal’”’ bases
and fits into the new keyed sockets.
Metal tubes are built within their
own external shields, while glass-
metal tubes, although having iden-
tical internal arrangements, require
certain external metal shielding.

Many New Features

The 18-tube superheterodyne
chassis is 20 inches long, 12 inches
wide and 83, inches high. It tunes
over a wide all-wave band ranging
from 41 meters to 2400 meters, or
67 megacycles to 125 kilocycles.
Tuning is divided into 8ix bands, any
one of which may be quickly selected
by turning one of the stream-lined
control levers. The bands are cali-
brated in kilocycles or megacycles,
and tuning is accomplished by a set
of two-speed knobs; a 4 to 1 ratio
for the broadcast waves, and 20 to 1
for the short waves. A push button
on the panel silences the radio when
shifting from one station to another.
On the broadcast band important call
letters are printed. There is an il-
luminated indicator (Line-O-Lite)
used for tuning stations, Automatic
visual band selection (Spot-O-Lite)
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is provided by a point of light that
moves up and down automatically to
the proper scale on the dial as the
wave-band changing switch is ro-
tated.

Visual tuning is accomplished by
dimming the otherwise brilliant pilot
light to a soft, pleasing glow. The
dimmest point is reached when the
station is properly tuned in. A sta-
tion-finder push-button, placed op-
posite the silencer button on the
panel, provides a heterodyne whistle
for locating weak stations or receiv-
ing c.w. signals. The program regu-
lator (Fidel-A-Stat) provides con-
trol over the entire musical range to
suit individual listeners or the type
of program being received.

How The Set Works

This radio automatically adapts it-
self to the antenna because the six
primary coils are designed to suit
the different wave bands under any
conditions of antenna. Incidentally,
there is a new Midwest all-wave
doublet antenna system especially
designed for this set. Ixcellent
tone reproduction is obtained by
means of a 12-inch cone speaker that
handles 20 watts of power without
anyv distortion. Sound-dispersing
vanes fitted into the cabinet spread
high notes evenly throughout the
room, The Acousti-Filter prevents
booming and blasting effeets.

The attractive dial is divided into
six parts or bands, and there is no
over-lapping of bands or stations
when changing bands. This all-
wave radio tunes down to the 414
meter region that is now being ex-
ploited by tiny experimental ultra-
short-wave transmitters. An other
band goes up as high as 2400 meters,
into the realm of weather, aviation
and commercial services. The first,
or ‘““A” band. embraces all broad-
casting stations between 520 and
1540 kilocycles; and ““E”” band takes
in those long waves beiween 125
and 360 kilocycles; the ‘L’ band
covers police and amateur signals be-
tween 1.5 and 4.2 megacycles (1500

and 4200 kilocycles, respectively);
the fourth, or “M’” band, includes
regular foreign short-wave reception
between 4.3 and 12.0 megacycles;
the “H” band takes in additional
short waves between 11.0 and 30.0
megacycles; and the final, or “U”
band, covers the ultra-short waves
between 30 and 64 megacycles.
The New Circuit

Our sketch shows the 1936 Mid-
west 18-tube chassis. A four-gang
condenser simultaneously tunes four
circuits that are selected instantly
from the 6 wave bands by the band-
selector switch. The original signal,
after being tuned by one of the six
antenna r.f. coils placed beneath the
chassis, passes along to the radio-fre-
quency amplifier tube No. 1-—a type
6K7. Then the amplified signal goes
into the type 6K7 mixer or first de-
tector, tube No. 2. This tube has
connected to it, electronically, the
oscillator—tube No. 3, a type 6C5.
Only the fundamental frequency of
this oscillator is used, and all har-
monics are suppressed. This elimi-
nates image frequency interferences
and unnecessary repeat points for
signals.

The output of the mixer is, of
course, the intermediate frequency of

the set. In this case it is 456 kilo-
cycles. This signal now passes to
tube No. 4, type 6K7, after being

amplified by the heavily shielded
full-gain i.f. transformer at very high
amplification. Then the output
passes through a second i.f. ampli-
fying transformer and into tube No.
5, another 6K7. Then, passing
through still another i.I. coil, the
signal reaches a type 6H6 tube
which is the second detector, or, as
it is called, the audio amplifier. Next
in line is a type 6F6, or audio driver
tube, No. 8. Its greatly amplified
audio-frequency output passes
through a large full-range a.f. trans-
former.

The output of the transformer is
fed into a powerful bank of four
6F6 power tubes, Nos. 9. 10, 11 and
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12. This is a simple push-pull cir-
cuit, but each essential triode tube
and an additional tube connected in
parallel to provide the easy flow of
audio power mentioned at the begin-
ning of this article. Two type 574
rectifier tubes, Nos. 17 and 18, are
used to furnish the B voltage and
current necessary for a radio of so
many tubes. In addition to the fore-
going are the following tubes: A
type 6K7 is used as the automatic-
volume-control amplitier; its recti-
fier is a type 6H6, tube No. 15. Tube
No. 16 is a type 6C5 used as a beat-
note station finder; it is connected
to a beat-frequency adjustable trans-
former. No. 13 is a type 6C5 tuning
tube, and it operates through a tun-
ing or tone-control choke. This tube
controls the dimming of the pilot
light when a signal is tuned in. A
large power-transformer is used with
a heavy-duty power pack, and a
heavy choke helps filter out a.c. hum.

On Board Ship

Here is another question for our
sea-faring readers.

Some say
a split aerial of 20 and 40 feet with
transposed down-leads with trans-
formers at aerial and set; others that
a single wire will give best results.

Readers often report to us that
such-and-such a station verified their
reception without return postage.
They mention this with pride as
though it were an achievement.
This magazine considers it, on the
other hand. a bit of sharp practice.



It is, of course, quite in order to send
reports to stations without return
postage but if a verification is expect-
ed, stamps or coins should always be
enclosed. The DXers who report on
post cards and ask for verification or
by letter without return postage,
are an unmitigated nuisance and a
growing menace to the cooperation
of the broadcasters. It costs money
for stations to verify without being
asked to prepay their replies.

With the Stations

1f you happen to hear KSTP on
1310 it will be because the St. Paul
station is now linked regularly with
KROC, the new station at Rochester,
Minn., the little town made famous
by the world-known surgeons, the
Mayo Brothers. Twenty-two nearby
villages participated in its recent
dedicatory program.

Wilton Harvey Polland, a broad-
cast engineer, has applied to the FCC
for authority to erect a new 100-watt
station on 1200 kes. in Huntsville,
Ala., taking over the facilities of
WBHS. Station WDBHS, licensed (o
Virgil V. Evans, who seeks its re-
moval to Chattanooga, has been silent
since September 1934,

Last April, KI'PM, Greenville, Tex
as, which with 15 watts was the
lowest-powered station in the coun-
try, was delegated at the voluntary
request of the operators. It is now
seeking reinstatement on the 1310
channel with 100 watts, Its proposed
purchasers are James R. Curtis, op-
erator of KFRO, Longview, Tex., and
others., Call letters of KVOG are re-
quested.

The publishers of the Memphis
Commercial-Appeal have applied for
a construction permit for a new sta-
tion in Mobile, Ala. on 950 kec. with
1000 watts night and 5,000 watts
to local sunset.

The ownership of WLBF, Kansas
City, Kansas, operating with 100
watts on 1420 kes. has been trans-
ferred to the Kansas City Kansan
which is owned by Senator Arthur

Capper. Senator Capper also owns
WIBW, Topeka, to which WLBF {s
being linked by land line,

Although licensed sometime ago,
the new call of KEHE will not be
used by KTM, Los Angeles, Calif.,
until the consolidation of KTM and
KELW which is expected soon.

WXKIC, Lancaster, Pa., has changed
its call to WEST and moved to
Easton, Penna.

Construction permits have been
granted for new stations at Lake
land and West Palm Beach, Fla. The
former is assigned 1310 with 100
watts and the latter 1200 kes.

Ltfective January 14th, WKAR,
Fast Lansing, Mich., will move from
1040 to 850 kes. and change from
daytime to specified hours,

The construction permit for new
station at San Diego, Calif., has been
canceled and the application set for
hearing.

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Leaves From A DXer’s Scrapbook

S THE winter season pro-
A gresses, there seems to be no

getting away from the fact
that the increasing number of all-
night stations is becoming a definite
menace to DXing.

In the November issue, it was
pointed out that the schedules of
some eleven stations make it virtu-
ally impossible for listeners to hear
late programs on as many channels.
At the time, we could see nothing but
an early death for DXing unless
something could be done to curb the
energies of the broadcasters with 24-
hour tendencies.

Instead of improving, conditions
now seem to be worse than ever and
an analysig of the situation shows up
some rather astounding figures. Sta-
tion KTM blocks late broadcasts
from seven other stations on 780
keys; WIBW and KGFJ do the same
for 35 stations on 1200 kcys; WEDC,
45 on 1210; WNEW, five on 1250;
KFAC, nine on 1300; WEXL, 44 on
1310; KRE, 45 on 1370; WSMK, five
on 1380; KGIW, 45 on 1420; and
WJIBK, 34 on 1500.

In other words, a total of eleven
privileged stations make it impos-
sible for no less than 274 stations to
reach an appreciable audience when
so desired. Of course, there are 28
daytime stations on the channels in
question, but even they can and do
transmit DX and test programs On
occasions. Thus, a small 1.89% of
the stations in the United States are
blockjpg the channels of 42%.

A Tew of these stations  have
showfi a willingness to co-operate
with DXers. WEDC, for example, is
silent on Tuesday mornings, while
WEXL does not transmit on Sunday
mornings. For these two broad-
casters, we have nothing but thanks
for giving us a few hours in which
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to tune for distant stations. However,
the rest of the stations make full use
of their unlimited time licenses.

It is conceded that the number of
DXers is small when compared with
the total of listeners in this country.
For this reason, DXers have always
been willing to wait until the early
hours of the morning to follow their
hobby. The stations have been cour-
teous in co-operating with us and we,
in turn., have supplied station engi-
neers with valuable information on
their transmissions, Everything
worked out fine until a few stations
got the all-night habit.

Naturally, the first reaction of the
DXer is to fight for what he consid-
ers his rights. He feels that his
privileges as an American citizen are
being denied by a selfish few and he
will spare no effort in telling the
world in general what he thinks of
the situation.

A contributor to the bulletin of the
Universal Radio DX Club gives a
rather ‘““mild”’ version of a DXer’s
complaint. ‘A big problem for the
inter-club plan,”’ he writes, ‘‘is how
to get the 24-hour stations to stand
by for DX programs on the crowded
channels. As you may know, most
of the DX programs are on such as
the 1200, 1210, 1310, 1370, 1420
and 1500 channels, and that is also
where the 24-hour hogs are.

Why not have every member of every
club in the inter-club plan write a
letter of complaint to the I'CC? A
form letter should be made, printed
in every club bulletin, and used by
DXers in writing at the same time.
Maybe such action on the part of
geveral thousand DXers would stand
the FCC on its head for once. That
would be the proper way to shake the
hogs for all time. Why should a sta-
tion have longer hours than from
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7:00 AM to 1:00 AM every day? The
longer hours should not be allowed
more than once a week, and even
then only when a program is being
dedicated to a DX club and then for
not more than an hour in length. Let
the inter-club plan make history out
of the 1935-36 DX season! Let’s
get rid of the hogs! Have a slogan:
Through the united action of all DX
clubs and DXers, there will be no more
channel hogs after this season!”

It is to be trusted that no DXer
will attempt to ‘‘stand the IFCC on
its head for once.’” The governing
body in Washington is not to be
bullied by anybody, and our only
hope for consideration and possible
action in our favor lies in a policy of
tact and intelligence.

Despite what we feel to be a justi-
fied complaint against the all-night
stations, it is necessary to consider
their side of the case. DMost of these
stations have sponsors for their late
programs and it would take a consid-
erable degree of persuasion to have
them give up this additional revenue.
If we were running the stations and,
like the broadcaster, were in busi-
ness to make what money we could,
it is likely that we would go after as
much income as possible. After all,
the station with a late audience In
its territory is little concerned with
a few thousand listeners scattered
about the country.

With this in mind, we must handle
the problem in a temperate manner.
We cannot demand, but only request.
It is a fundamental rule of the F.C.C.
that the air is free between midnight
and 6:00 AM, when stationsg may test
or put on programs at pleasure. If
we ever hope to have this rule modi-
fied in our favor, we must carry on
our campaign in a thoughttul fash-
ion.

With the proper marshalling of
our forces, we muay be able to ob-
tain a few silent hours every week
from the all-night stations. Beside
several thousand DXers in this coun-
try, it is necessary to consider the
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stations whose late programs are
being blocked by the 24-hour broad-
casters. These stations frequently
desire a clear channel for a test pro-
gram and they certainly are in a posi-
tion to request such an opportunity.
If we can secure the support of these
stations, we may have the solution
to the entire problem.

However, for lone DXers to pro-
ceed on their own and attempt to
bully station and F.C.C. alike would
be foolish as well as fatal. United,
we have a certain degree of strength;
divided, we have none. Put the mat-
ter in the hands of wise leaders and
let them carry on in a suitable and
temperate manner. This is more
than a warning to would-be letter-
writers; it is a forecast of success or
dismal failure, depending upon how
it is handled!

* * *

The latter part of October and the
first week or so in November pro-
vided a true Cuban invasion of the
United States and Canada. With few
exceptions, most of the Cuban sta-

tions pounded in and well nigh
ruined reception in the early eve-
nings.

Probably occasioned by some freak
atmospheric condition, just about all
that could be heard was the jabber
of machine-gun announcers on all
but local stations. Actual RY signals
were reported from CMCY on 1035,
CMX on 920, CMQ on 840 and CMCF
on 815, while R6-8 reception was
heard on CMBX, 1380, CMCO, 1110;

CMK, 1060; CMCD, 960; CMBZ,
1000; CMBC, 940, CMX, 920, CMCJ,
1200, CMCB, 1230; CMBS, 770;

CMBG,1140; and many others.

One of the ‘“‘“freakiest’” nights was
that of November 5th. Here in
Akron, Cubans were heard to the al-
most total exclusion of American sta-
tions. Old stand-bys such as WCCO,
WABC, WEAF and WGN were barely
audible, while CMCF, CMQ, CMCY
and others were consistent R6-8 sig-
nals,

Newspapers of that date featured

stories of (he tropical hurricane
which was raging over [Florida and
nearby waters. Could this area of low
barometric pressure, located in a line
between the Cuban stations on the
Central States, have anything to do
with this freak reception?
* #® *

Probably one of the most agoniz-
ing situations in all DXing is to find
a needed catch blocked almost com-
pletely by a nearby broadcaster. The
desired station is just loud enough
to permit its call to drift through the
interference, yet all program data is
lost beyond identification.

You can just sit and listen, strain-
ing your ears for something tangible
upon which to report. You may
catch a few familiar bars of a popu-
lar tune, but not enough for positive
identification. Occasionally there is
a2 pause in the interfering program
and you pray for an announcement
from the wanted station, but no such
luck.

DXers needing KPLC for their logs
must have had such an experience
during the November f{requency
checks. Our old friend WJBK ir
Detroit was broadcasting another of
its all-night nuisance programs.
Without regard for the federal tests,
they blared away into the night.

While monitors in the South would
experience little interference from
WJBK on KPLC, how could the
northern engineers check on WKBZ
and WKBYV in the same section?

We were under the immpression that
all stations were required to keep
silent when check programs were
scheduled on their channel. If so,
WJIBK has trod on the toes of the
F.C.C. and we’re just wondering wha
will happen now.

Judging from current interest in
the recording of radio programs, one
would almost believe that this was
an entirely new angle in broadcast-
ing. However, such is not the case.
Back in the summer of 1916, Charles
E. Apgar, an amateur at Westfield,

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Improving the All-Wave Crystal Set

e @ & By B. FRANCIS DASHIELL

N THE October issue of RADEX
I we discussed the use of a crys-

tal detector and described the
construction of a tuning coil. The
simple circuit shown is but one of
many arrangements that can be de-
vised, bLut is universally standard.
With this set we were able to tune
in a number of radiophone and code
signals. But it seemed diftficult com-
pletely to tune out strong, nearby

stations. for their signals appeared
over a cousiderable range of the
coil.

We, therefore, are anxious to pro-
vide this little all-wave crystal set
with o tuning system that will keep
interference down to a minimum.
Selectivity now is the demiand of all
radio listeners, regardless of whether
they use multi-tube sets or the small
est of crystal receivers. Let us, then,
study the crystal set with a view to-

ward improving its sensitivity and
selectivity.
“Close™ Coupling
Qur first tuning coil was fitted

with two sliders, both of whiel: made
contact with the individual turns of
wire wound on a tube. One slider
tuned the primary portion of the
coil; the other tuned the remaining
portion, or secondary. DBecause the
primary and secondary sections of
the coil were portions of the same
winding, we thus created a ‘‘closely”’
coupled turer, This is a simple ar-
rangement, but it is not the most
efficient type of tuner that can be
constructed.

If we mechanically separate the
primary and secondary sections so
there is no electrical connection be-
tween them, we can better adjust and
control the coupling. Let us re-
member that ‘“‘coupling” means the
placing of two independent electrical

n
Dl

circuits within one electro-magnetic
field so that electrical! energy may
be transferred 1rom one circuit to
the other by induction. (See Chapter
3 of the Beginner’s Story of Radio).
The transformer is an example of a
coupled ecircuit, and our tuner is
a simple type of radio-frequency
transformer.
“loose’” Coupling

But how shall we separate the
primary (indicated in I'igure 4,
page 6, of the October, 1955, issue

of RADEX, between the point “A"
and the slider “B"") from the sec-
ondary (between the slider “C’ and
point “A’’)? One simple method is
to use a single-slide tuner (shown in
I'igure 3) with the slider connected
only to the ground and not to the
telephone set. The detlector connec-
tion to the antenna end (‘A7) of
the coil should also be removed.

Wrap a few turns of heavy paper.
about an inch wide, over the an
tenna end of the tuning coil. Then
wind on about 70 turns of No. 28 or
No. 30 wire. Connect the emds of
this new coil (which is the second-
ary) to the ecrystal detector and
phones, and tune with a4 0005 mfd.
variable condenser. This arrangement
is somewhat similar to that shown in
Fig. 4, except that we now have a
separate secondary- which is induec-
tively or “‘loosely’’ coupled to the
primary coil, without the use of
slider “C’.

Tuning the Secondary

The transfer of energy from the
primary coil (that portion of the
winding between the antenna end.

“A” in Figure 3, and the contact
point of the slider “B’’) to the sepa-
rately wound secondary coil, I8
caused by the magnetic induction of
the moving electro-magnetic fields
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created in the air immedlately sur-
rounding the primary when the weak
impulses of radlo energy pass down
from the antenna., A stronger radio-
frequency current then is set up in
the secondary. The degree of reso-
nance (tuning) in these two coils
may be varied by adding or cutting
out turns of wire, This, as we know,
has been done in the case of the
primary, but so far no provision has
been made for varying the number of
turns of wire In the secondary coil.
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We see, in Figure 5, a diagram

of a single-circuit tuning coil. At
one end, but directly over a small
portion of the primary, is wound the
secondary. Since the inductance of
the primary is changed by means of
the slider, we also desire to vary
the secondary so that both coils may
be given identical periods or values
of resonance to any particular sig-
nal. Since the secondary is wound
with fine wire it becomes impracti-
cable to vary the number of turns
also by means of a slider. So, then,
we will find it more convenient to
use a switch to break up the long,
single winding of the secondary into
a consecutive number of groups of
smaller inductances.

The Tuning Switch

A secondary of 100 turns can be
divided into ten sections, each con-
taining ten loops of wire. In this
case, wires lead from the points
where adjacent sections connect to
taps or switch points. Thus, in Fig.
5, we see a secondary coil that is
divided into six sections, and hav-
Ing corresponding taps taken off at
“D"”, “E”, “F”, “G"”, “H” and “I".
Contact “C” is at one end of the
secondary, and contact “K’’ is the
other end. When the switch s
thrown to ““I”” all of the secondary is
in use and s tuned to the longest
waves; and when thrown to “F',
for instance, only one half of the
coil is in the circuit, which is tuned
to shorter waves. The use of a switch
also provides a means for remember-
ing and logging stations which is
not the case with the slider unless
the slider rod is notched and marked
at regular intervals.

But this method of tuning primary
and secondary circuits does not pro-
vide as much selectivity as we de-
sire. Any change in adjustment of
both primary and secondary affects
coupling and resonance between the
two circuits. Now, if we vary the
coupling by changing at will the de-
gree of electro-magnetic coupling be-
tween the coils, the tuning will be-
come more selective. This is accom-
plished merely by varying the dis-
tance between the primary and sec-
ondary coils, or changing thelr an-
gular relationship by rotating the
secondary coil.

Loosely Coupled Tuner

If we change the distance between
the coils, as illustrated in Fig. 6, we
‘“loosen” the coupling. The coupling
between primary and secondary may
be continuously varied at will; also,
the number of turns on either coil
can be changed by means of the
slider and switch. In this case the
secondary is arranged so as to tele-
scope within the primary. The coup-
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ling is ‘‘close’” when the secondary
i{s completely within the primary; it
i{s “loose” when withdrawn from the
primary. Close coupling provides
broader tuning with less selectivity,
because maximum signal intensity
fs induced in the secondary. The
looser the coupling the greater the
selectivity, but, of course, signal
strength will be slightly reduced.
The tuner shown in Fig, 6, is called
a loose coupler and this form of
tuning was popular in the earlier
days of wireless, It is now too com-
plicated to use in all the stages of
a multi-tube receiver, but such tun-
ers are interesting and quite efficient,
particularly in a crystal set.

The primary of the coupler shown
in Fig. 6, is wound with No. 24 wire
on a cylindrical cardboard tube or
oatmeal box. A slider is arranged
along the top of the tuner. The tube
is supported between two end blocks,
one of which has a circular opening
cut in it. One end of the primary
tube fits snugly into this opening.

Movable Secondary Coil

Another tube, about 3 inches long
and having a diameter that will per-
mit it to pass within the primary
tube, should be wound with 100
turns of No. 28 or No. 30 wire. Taps
are taken off at every ten turns.
IZach tap then goes to a 'point of a
10-contact tuning switch that is
mounted on the end bloek which
supports the secondary coil. This end
block should be fastened to a mov-
able base so the secondary can slide
in and out of the primary when ad-

justing the coupling while tuning x
gtation.

The switch adjusts the inductance
of the secondary; a single section of
the coil responding to the shortest

waves, and the entire series of ten
groups responding to the longest
waves. Sharper tuning is accom-

plished by means of the 0005 mfd.
variable condenser shunted across
the two outside terminals (‘“‘C"” and
“K’’) of the secondary, as shown in
Figs. 5 and 6. The coupling is loos-
ened by pulling the secondary out of
the primary, but the exact setting is
determined by listening to the sig-
nal while tuning. The slider on the
primary and the switch on the sec-
ondary should be adjusted until the
tuning seems best, then the final tun-
ing is accomplished by the condenser,
Amplyfying Crystal Signals

Signals heard on a crystal set,
even when the tuning is the best, are
never very strong. Only the power of
the original antenna current is avail-
able; there is no amplification of the
signal in any way. However, the
tone is excellent and natural. So, if
we can provide for the amplification
of these clear tones, so as to give
good response in a loud speaker, we
will find that very weak signals,
which hardly affect the telephone dia-
phragms, become readily audible.

In the early days of wireless near-
ly every experimenter brought on a
nervous breakdown while trying to
devise some way of increasing audi-
bility. Dut there was no success un-
til the electron tube was devised. It
is now practicable and advisable to
amplify crystal detected signals by
means of radio tubes, and the op-
eration is simple and inexpensaive.

With a Transformer

In the circuit shown in Figure 5
it is necessary only to substitute the
primary winding of an audio-fre-
quency transformer for the tele-
phone headset. The rectified current
from the crystal detector is made to
flow through the primary of the
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transformer instead of the headset.
The two terminals of the primary coil
of any audio transformer usually
have such standard designations as
“P” (plate) and “B” (battery).
Transformers have amplification pro-
portions or ratios generally ranging
from 2 to 1 on up to § to 1. Trans-
formers of 3:1 and 6:1 ratios are
found mostly in use.

‘ SOCKET-

trans-
former is connected to a 4-contact
tube socket, as shown in Figure 7.
The “G’’ terminal of the secondary
is connected to ““G” or the grid con-
tact of the socket; the remaining
terminal of the secondary (“F”) is
attached to the — A or the “I"’" (fila-
ment) contact of the socket. A head
phone set or small magnetic loud
speaker is placed in series between
“P (plate) of the socket and a 45
to 90-volt ‘B’ battery. A type 2-
volt tube (- 30) is placed in this
socket, with two dry cells in series
used to light the filament. A 30-ohm
rheostat must be utilized to reduce
the voltage to the proper potential
as well as for volume control.

The secondary of such a

Still Greater Amplification

Should the volume obtained in the
phones or speaker still be weak, it
is practicable to add one more stage
of audio amplification, as shown in
Figure 8. In this circuit we see a
6:1 audio-frequency transformer
added immediately after the crystal
detector, with its secondary feeding
the grid of a type —30 tube. The
plate of this eircuit passes through
the primary winding of a second a.f.

transformer having a lower ratio—
about 3:1. The secondary output of
this second transformer feeds into a
second tube, and as this tube must
handle greater power we will find it
best to use a type —31 power out-
put tube,

The filaments of the two tubes
are connected in parallel 10 the dry
cells, using the rheostat to control
voltage and volume. The plate of
the first tube is connected to a 45
to 90-volt ““B’" battery through the
primary of the first a.f. transformer,
while the plate of the second tube
connects to a 135-volt ‘B’ battery
through the loud speaker. The sec-
ond tube, however, because of its
considerable plate potential, requires
a high negative bias on its grid, and
this is provided by means of a
—22%-volt ““C” battery. A wire to
ground from the common “-—A’ and
‘“~——B" battery connection may be
necessary.

However, a tabulation of time-
passing devices used by DXers should
produce innovations which could be
rivalled only by the boondogglers.

present. Another way of consider-
ing the third clause is that the
deleted station is no longer

available for reception and should
not be erased. A stamp collector
does not throw away a stamp which
Is out of use and no penalty should
be imposed on a DXer just because
he happened to be DXing years ago.

‘I agree with Mr. Spies that com-
binations such as WFLA-WSUN
should be counted as just one station.
Only one transmitter is used and it
is no more credit to log both calls
than to hear a single-call broadcaster
twice.

“I don’t suppose that everybody
will agree with these suggestions, so
let’s hear the differences of opinion
supported by some reasoning. Per-
haps these points can be modified to
present a uniform system of logging
stations for everyone.”

west coast 10 and 20 watters that
would be good catches in any log.
Or, what would be more interesting
than trying to log 48 states in the
75-meter amateur band? It is a diffi-
cult feat and we do not know of any-
one who has done it, but it is a mark
worth shooting at.

If North American DX fails to stir
one’s imagination, he should try the
second band below the broadcast
band, the one that tunes from about
5000 kilocycles to about 10,000 kilo-
cycles. Incidentally, this is prob-
ably as good a place as any to explain
that a megacycle is 1000 kilocycles,
so 5000 kes. is the same as 5 megs.,
and 10,000 kcs, equals 10 megs.

The Best Time to Tune

Signals between 5 and about 7 or
8 megs. like darkness. Satisfactory
reception on ‘these frequencies is pos-
sible only when darkness exists be-
tween the transmitter and the re-
ceiver, so this band is ideal for eve-
ning reception of Kuropean and
South American stations, Beginners
are advised to confine their tuning
for a few nights to the 6 megs. band.
Their tuning will be rewarded, no
doubt, by reception of YV2RC,
HJ4ABE, GSL perhaps or even DJC.

Radio stations between 8 and
10 megs. are at their best when the
transmitter is in a night-time area
and the receiver in daylight. There-
fore HBL in Switezrland, DJN in
Germany and EAQ in Spain come in
well from 5 to 7 p.m., EST, while it
is about midnight or later at the
transmitters. Signals from the other
side of the world, in Australia, Java,
and Japan, visit us in the early morn-

ing while it is approaching evening
in their own locations.

Below 10 megs. the difficulty in
tuning increases and beginners should
confine their activities to lower fre-
quencies until the knack of tuning in
foreign stations is acquired. General-
ly speaking, from 11 megs. up to 20
megs. are day-time frequencies so
this part of the set should be ignored
after darkness falls.
