... Translation Know-How Is The Key

HE most effective method of sell-

ing the Foreign Language Market
is to do so in the language the listener
understands best—his native tongue.
But it is not enough to depend upon
his knowledge of the language alone,
for unless the message creates a de-
sire for the product or service, a lot
of money and motion have been
wasted.

* * *

To do a good job, the foreign lan-
guage commercial must be expressed
not only in words the listener com-
prehends but in meaningful ideas as
well. It is practically impossible fo
translate English copy verbatim into
a foreign tongue. Colloquial, every-
day expressions which lend impact
in English often becomes a linguistic
mish-mash in translation.

Sales themes must be regarded
from the psychological viewpoint of
the listener or they will fail to achieve
the expected results. The really ef-
fective foreign language sales story
takes into account many factors that
consciously or subconsciously deter-
mine the consumer’s buying habits.

* * *

The many problems concerned with
getting over a message to a foreign-
speaking market with maximum ef-
fectiveness have largely been solved,
fortunately for advertising agencies
and clients.

Today, most of the leading foreign
language stations in the United States
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are equipped to handle, from all
angles, the educated projection of
words and ideas into the desired
tongue. At WHOM, for example, there
is maintained a service for consulta-
tion and translation which is avail-
abie to all accounts. The station has
participated in many conferences and
auditions designed to pin-point the
most effective methods of reaching
the tfremendous number of Americans
who speak a second language.

The business of foreign language
radio in this country has assumed
major proportions. Scores of leading
advertisers in the United States are
using this great advertising medium
with increasing success.

* * *

Once the message is prepared for
foreign-language consumption, it still
requires a competent announcer to
deliver. Competence is measured in
terms of the ability to handle the
spoken word in a convincing and con-
versational manner without traces of
any accent which belies a true knowl-
edge of the language. Listeners love
to hear their native tongue spoken
correctly and fluently.

And the most conspicuous successes
are scored, not surprisingly, by those
advertisers who reach this vast
market in the familiar vernacular
and idioms of the listeners for whom
the message has been specifically
tailored.

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JASCAP AND THE BROADCASTERS
.. . Next Step: The U.3. District Court

LL-INDUSTRY Radio Music License

Committee was formed on May

1, 1958, The music licensing situation

at the time of the Commitiee’s or-

ganization was entirely different from
that which prevailed in 1940.

In 1940, when the radio industry
was confronted with a demand by
ASCAP for a substantial increase in
license fees, broadcasters had these
choices: to capitulate to ASCAP’s de-
mands; or to cease broadcasting
ASCAP music. No other choice was
available. To have broadcast without
an ASCAP license would have been
unthinkable since that would have
subjected stations to liability in astro-
nomical sums for copyright infringe-
ment. The industry thus chose the only
genuinely available course and aban-
doned the use of ASCAP music until
licenses containing fair and equitable
terms could be negotiated.

Today, ASCAP is functioning under
the Consent Decree of 1950. Under
that decree, any station, upon the
expiration of its license, is entitled to
broadcast ASCAP music merely by
sending a written notice to ASCAP
stating it desires to broadcast ASCAP
compositions. Thus, unlike the situa-
tion in 1940, today a station can con-
tinue to broadcast ASCAP composi-
tions without fear of copyright in-
fringement and without the necessity
of first having accepted ASCAP's
terms as to license fees. Under the
Consent Decree, if no agreement is
reached with ASCAP as to fees, the
station must commence a rate case in
the United States District Court for
the Southern District of New York.
That court will determine what con-

stitutes reasonable fees to ASCAP.

Meetings were held with ASCAP
on November 6 and December 2 and
3. Prior to those meetings, the Com-
miftee undertook a survey of industry
conditions to determine the proposals
to be submitted to ASCAP.

The emergence of television, during
the past decade, as the dominant
entertainment medium and its ad-
verse effect upon radio, the substan-
tial reduction in radio network pro-
grams, the substantial increase in the
number of radio stations, and the
change in the industry pattern from
the sale of programs 1o spot an-
nouncements, led the Commitiee to
conclude that many of the provisions
of ASCAP’s licenses were today obso-
lete and that a substantial improve-
ment in the terms of the licenses was
required.

The problems of radio broadcasters
were reviewed at length at the ASCAP
meetings, and the Committee there
pointed out the reasons why the Ii-
censes, and especially the fees,
should be substantially revised. How-
ever, hopes of reaching an amicable
understanding were shattered when,
on December 3, the Committee was
informed that no financial concession
of any kind would be made.

This left the broadcasters with the
alternative either of accepting
ASCAP’s proposal for the renewal of
its licenses on the old terms, or of
proceeding under the ASCAP Consent
Decree in o rate case before the
United States District Court. All the
stations represented by Committee
members have elected to proceed by
the route of the Consent Decree.

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‘[l]UAL ACCESS' DRIVE GAINS GROUND
... Ganon 35 Study Is Important Step

ANON 35 of the Canons of Judi-

cial Ethics of the American Bar
Association is still the focal point of
the broadcasters’ struggle for equal
access and recognition comparable
to that afforded the print media. It
will be recalled that Canon 35, which
has been officially adopted in some
eighteen states and followed as a
matter of course in many others,
arbitrarily denies the use of radio
and television equipment as well as
photographic equipment in the cover-
age of court proceedings. Consider-
able headway has been made during
the past year in familiarizing lawyers,
broadcasters and, to a certain extent,
the general public with the argu-
ments, pro and con, on this issue.
Many articles have been written and
many speeches made. Gradually, oet
of the welter of argument and dis-
cussion, it has become apparent that
the real question involved is only
whether photography and the broad-
casting of court proceedings will
interfere with the due administration
of justice. If they do not, there is no
basis for their prohibition.

A signal forward step was taken
by the American Bar Association itself,
motivated by the insistent appeals of
the broadcasters, the press photog-
raphers, and a progressive element
within the legal fraternity, including
a number of prominent judges and
attorneys. In the annual meeting of
the Association held in Los Angeles
in August of 1958, the House of Dele-
gates, following the recommendation
of its Board of Governors, authorized
the President of the ABA to appoint
a special committee composed of

nine members of the Association “to
conduct a continuing study of the
problem involved in connection with
Canon 35 and the proposed amend-
ment, with the authority to conduct
such surveys (with the prior approval
of the Board of Governors) as may
be deemed necessary to obtain reli-
able factual data on the experience
of judges and lawyers in those courts
where either photography, televising
or broadcasting, or all of them are
permitied.” In due course, after the
Los Angeles meeting, the President
of the ABA appointed that committee,
which is presently considering the
problem assigned to it. We anticipate
that the committee will give the
broadcasters ample opportunity to
meet with the committee and fully
discuss the situation.

The most helpful judicial support
which our position has received dur-
ing the past year was the decision of
the Oklahoma Criminal Court of Ap-
peals—the court of last resort in crim-
inal matters—rendered in the case of
Lyles vs. Oklahoma in September,
which held that Canon 35 was“obso-
lete and unrealistic”, and that radio
and television are entitled to the
same courtroom rights as the press.
It remains for us broadcasters to
demonstrate convincingly that we can
cover court proceedings without caus-
ing interference or distraction of the
participants; that television and radio
are bona fide professional news
media, and not merely purveyors of
entertainment; that we are willing
and able to conform to the standards
of conduct essential to the preserva-
tion of dignity of court proceedings.

[JAYTIME TV SHOWS CAN SUCCEED
... But They Can’t Be Built Overnight

By OLIVER TREYZ

President, ABC Television

CTOBER 13, 1958, one of the

three most important dates in
ABC history, found ABC Television
reaching a status of full competition
with its rivals.

On that day, ABC Television
launched six new daytime programs,
including some 70 quarter-hours, the
largest block of new programs ever
started by any network at one time.
This culminating step in ABC-TV's
growth was highlighted by the fact
that the new shows were 95% sold
out when they went on the air.

*

* *

"Operation Daybreak,” as it was
called in the trade, was preceded by
many months of preparation and
planning. like a military operation,
careful attention was given to strat-
egy, tactics, logistics and manpower.
And, above all, advertisers’ needs
were kept in mind.

These needs were personal sales-
manship, maximum audience poten-
tial and maximum audience disper-
sion.

In order to accomplish these aims
the following was instituted: live pro-
grams with strong personalities were
selected; and clock time scheduling,
which has the advantage of higher
sets in use and of scheduling shows
across the nation at a time when the
show fits the established daily habits
of viewers, was employed. In order
to attain maximum audiences, ad-
vertiser's commercials were dispersed
throughout the entire "Operation
Daybreak” schedule.

Prior to the launching of our ex-

780

panded schedule, ABC Television rec-
ognized that success in daytime tele-
vision does not come overnight. Day-
time shows take time to build. Pro-
gram sampling must take place. In
order to do this, established viewing
habits must be overcome, and in turn,
a steadfast loyal audience must be

recruited.

* * *

In its early months, “Operation Day-
break” followed our predictions,
building month by month. Critical
and viewer praise proved to us that
our planning was sound.

ABC Television has added a new
dimension to daytime viewing—a
third focal point for viewers. As in
the nighttime hours where ABC Tele-
vision earlier breke established pat-
terns to bring akout a three-network
economy, so, too, daytime is now a
three-way competition. And a three-
way competition it will remain.

* * *

The benefits of three national tele-
vision network services are obvious.
As in any sound business, increased
competition improves the end product.
The three-network economy in the
daytime will bring better program-
ming to the viewer at a minimum cost
to the advertiser.

For television generally, the key to
programming strength lies in the
strong three network pattern. | am
convinced that daytime television has
a great future and that ABC-TV will
continue to offer the programming
that has met with such acclaim.

ROGRAMMING is the very essence

of the television business. The suc-
cess and growth of networking de-
pends on good programming. This
year the CBS Television Network will
continue to spend millions of dollars
in program research and experi-
mentation to conceive and engender
new ideas. The care, feeding and con-
tinued improvement of our programs
have always been given first priority.
At the present time, our Program De-
partment has in various stages of de-
velopment some 31 programs. Not
all of them will ultimately appear on
the Network. But ideas beget ideas,
and out of this creative process comes
our most valuable new material.

To achieve our purpose of quality
programming, we have gathered to-
gether the biggest, most imaginative,
most talented creative staff in broad-
casting. Its membership reads like an
honor roll of television’s top award
winners, among them: Fred Coe,
John Houseman, Herbert Brodkin, Bob
Banner, Ralph Nelson, Nat Hiken,
Delbert Mann, John Frankenheimer,
Gordon Duff, Arthur Penn, Barry
Wood, Leland Hayward, Cy Howard,
Perry Lafferty, Fred Friendly, Marlo
Llewis, Rod Serling, Robert Alan
Avurthur and Reginald Rose.

This long-term commitment to crea-
tive leadership is the chief reason in
my opinion why the CBS Television
Network has continued to rank first
both in audience and advertising for
the past four years. To keep pace with
our own leadership philosophy and
the audience’s unremitting demands
for fresh entertainment, we must be

consistently on the prowl for new tal-
ent, new ideas, new concepts.

Besides cultivating our own re-
sources, of course, we must do every-
thing in our power to encourage all
outside program sources. The impor-
tance of the contribution of independ-
ent packagers to our network sched-
vle cannot be stressed too often. They
originate many of the medium’s
finest and most popular network pro-
grams. And it is precisely because
program production comes from so
many different streams that the na-
tion’s audiences can be assured of a
fresh, continually improving flow of
new television entertainment.

On the CBS Television Network,
our advertisers, too, benefit by hav-
ing the opportunity to choose the best
from two worlds—the network-de-
veloped shows and the outside pack-
ages.

Of course, in the area of news and
public affairs, the Network assumes
a special responsibility for the crea-
tion and development of its own pro-
grams. We recoghize a primary
obligation to keep the public informed
and to maintain fairness and balance
in the presentation of all matters of
controversy. That is why, when it
comes to news, current events and
public issues, the Network produces
all its own programs.

Television is an immensely power-
ful instrument, certainly the most
powerful instrument of communica-
tions yet devised by men. It is still
so young that we have only just
begun to tap its capacity to inform
and entertain.

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Louis G. Cowan became president of the CBS Television Network Division on March
12, 1958. He had joined the staff of CBS, Inc. in May, 1956 in the newly-created
position of vice president—Creative Services. In this capacity he was responsible
for assisting Executive, Operating and Service management in obtaining maximum
effectiveness in each of the company’s operating divisions having to do with cre-
ative product. Mr. Cowan had joined CBS Television as a producer in August,
1955—responsible for the creation of new ideas and new programs in coordination
with the CBS Television Network's executive production staff. He is the winner
of two Peabody Awards, four Ohio State Institute for Education By Radio-Television
Awards, and three Variety Showmanagement Awards. Before joining CBS, Mr.
Cowan had been President of Louis G. Cowan, Inc. The fifty-odd radio and television
programs he has produced have included $64,000 QUESTION, MEET THE VEEP,
STOP THE MUSIC, CONVERSATION, KAY KYSER'S COLLEGE OF MUSICAL KNOWLEDGE,
QUIZ KIDS and others. Mr. Cowan was born in Chicago in 1909 and is a graduate
of the University of Chicago. He is married to the former Pauline Spiegel and is
the father of four children.
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HUBBELL ROBINSON, JR.
Executlve Vice President in Charge of Network Programs

Hubbell Robinson, Ir. was named CBS Television executive vice president in charge
of network programs on March 19, 1956, Previously he had held the title of vice
president in charge of network programs since Jjuly, 1951, Mr. Robinson joined
CBS in 1947 as CBS vice president and director of programs. Before joining the
network he had been vice president and director of radio for Young & Rubicam,
Inc. In 1944, he left Y&R to join the Blue Network, now ABC, as vice president and
director of programs and in 1945 he went to Foote, Cone & Belding, Inc., as vice
president in charge of radio. Mr. Robinson was born in Schenectady, N. Y., on Oct.
16, 1905. He attended Phillips Exeter Academy, then Brown University from which
he received his A.B. in 1927. After graduation Mr. Robinson was a reporter on
the Schenectady Union Star, and later on the Knickerbocker Press in Albany. In
1928, he went to New York City to review motion pictures for the Exhibitor Herald,
a trade paper. Shortly after he decided on advertising as a career and during
his 16-year association went from messenger boy to vice president of the agency.
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WILLIAM H. HYLAN
Vice President of Sales Administration

William H. Hylan was appointed CBS Television Network vice president of sales ad-
ministration in February, 1957. Previously, Mr. Hylan had held the post of vice
president in charge of network sales. Mr. Hylan was account executive for CBS
Radio Sales until 1941. In July of that year he enlisted in the U. S. Army, remain-
ing-in the service until November, 1945, when he returned to CBS as assistant to
the director of station administration. Three years later he joined CBS Television
Network Sales. From 1948 to 1951 Mr. Hylan served as account executive in CBS
Television Network Sales. In july, 1951, he was named assistant sales manager and
in January, 1952, he was appointed Eastern sales manager. He was named to his
present post in December, 1952. Mr. Hylan was born in New York City in 1915.
He is a graduate of Yale University, class of 1937. In the Army, he saw service in
Egypt, Palestine, Lebanon, Syria, Greece and Austria with the Counter-Intelligence
Corps and the Office of Strategic Services. Mr. Hylan is married and has three
children, a boy and two girls. His home is in Westport, Conn,

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NETWORK TV OFFERS BARGAIN BUYS
... 10 The Small-Budget Advertiser

N this era of hig budget network
programming there is a tendency
to completely lose sight of the fact
there are many network TV oppor-
tunities designed specifically for the
small-budget advertiser.

Today an advertiser with an an-
nual budget as small as $500,000
can use network television, and over
an extended period of time. In fact,
the opportunity to buy and use net-
work TV in small units has never been
greater. All three networks now offer
nighttime minutes, low cost news pro-
grams, favorably priced daytime
periods and participations in sports
series, all at reasonable rates.

* * *

As result of these economy-sized
patterns and greatly increased flexi-
bility, network television is serving a
surprising number of modest budget
advertisers. During 1958 alone, many
smaller advertisers bought time on
NBC-TV, most for the first time.
Among them were Amity Leather
Products Company, Arkin Industries,
Burgess Vibrocrafters, Drexel Furni-
ture Company, National Brewing,
Rock of Ages, the Shakespeare Com-
pany and Stark Nurseries.

Advertisers with a budget of well
under $1,000.000 can order from a
wide choice of year-round campaigns
on web TV, be identified with a vari-
ety of exciting, quality programs and
have their commercial messages seen

in over 100 leading markets. Here are
some of the schedules avdailable to
such an advertiser:

* * *

Sponsorship of four special filmed
telementaries on the 20th Century,
three of which are full-hour programs
and the fourth 90-minutes, all sched-
uled in prime time periods during
1959; an alternate-week one-minute
message in “Ellery Queen” (Friday
nights) or “Cimarron City” (Saturday
nights) over a 52-week period; spon-
sorship of an “NBC News” program
on alternate weeks over a 39-week
period; sponsorship of one daytime
quarter-hour program segment on
alternate weeks over a 52-week
period, or two contiguous (i.e. on the
same day) daytime quarter-hour seg-
ments on alternate weeks over a 39-
week period; two participations week-
ly in either the “Today” program or
“The Jack Paar Show,” or one par-
ticipation weekly in each, all over a
52-week period.

* * *

In short, a cost-conscious advertiser
seeking to sell more goods and en-
hance prestige can select the tele-
vision campaign that's best for him
from a wide variety of advertising
patterns and programs — specials,
mystery, western, news or variety—
any time of the day or night, on net-
work television.

President of NBC

Robert E. Kintner was elected to his present post as President of NBC on July 11,
1858, after having served as executive vice president, television network, since
February, 1958. He joined NBC Jan. 1, 1957, as an executive vice president and
the following month was named executive vice president, television network
programs and sales. Kintner, a former president of ABC, joined the editorial staff
of the New York Herald Tribune following his graduation from Swarthmore
College. He became Washington correspondent for that newspaper and later, with
Joseph Alsop, wrote a nationally syndicated Washington column. He also co-
authored several magazine articles and books. In 1941 he joined the Army,
serving overseas and with the War Department Bureau of Public Relations in
Washington.

David C. Adams was elected to the new position of senior executive vice president
on February 6, 1959, Since September, 1956, he had been executive vice president,
corporate relations. Mr. Adams joined NBC in December, 1947, as assistant
general counsel. He was named vice president and general attorney of RCA
Communications, Inc., in 1948, but returned to NBC in January, 1949, as assistant
to the executive vice president. He was elected a vice president in February, 1953,
and the next year was named a staff vice president. Before joining NBC, Mr.
Adams was with the FCC, serving successively as chief of the International Legal
Section of the Common Carrier Division, assistent chief of the Common Carrier
Division and assistant to the general counsel. in 1943 he joined the Army, serving
first with an anti-aircraft battalion and later with Military Intelligence. Adams
was born in Buffalo and was graduated from the University of Buffalo and its law
school (1937). He practiced law in Buffalo prior to joining the FCC.

Walter D. Scott was appointed executive vice president, television network, in
February, 1959. Before his election as head of the television network, Mr. Scott
had been vice president, television network sales. An executive with more than
0 years service in NBC, Mr. Scott joined the network’s sales department in
1938. He was named eastern sales manager in 1949, and in February, 195]. was
promoted to New York radio network sales manager. In November, 1952, he was
appointed to the new post of administrative sales manager. He held this position
Jntil he was elected vice president and national sales manager, television
network, in December, 1955. He was named vice president, television network
sales, in January, 1958. Before joining NBC, Mr. Scott served in the sales
department of Hearst Radio, Inc., and before that on the advertising staff of the
Daily Oklahoman and Times. He is a graduate of the University of Missouri

the dawn’s
early light...

On January 27, 1958, in a grim postscript to Sputnik,
President Eisenhower said: “National security re-
quires that prompt action be taken to improve and
expand the teaching of science . . .” Only one high
school student in four was studying physics, only one
in three taking chemistry. Since 1950, the number
of qualified high school science teachers had dropped
an alarming 53%.

On October 6, 1958, the National Broadcast-
ing Company, in partnership with leading American
educational and industrial organizations*, undertook
prompt action by launching the world’s largest class.
The subject: Atomic Age Physics. Telecast five times
weekly from 6:30-7:00 a.m., NBC’s Continental
Classroom exposed a priceless national asset—the
knowledge and teaching skill of eminent physicist
Harvey E. White-—to teachers and students through-
out America. And strange things began to happen ...

As dawn broke over America, television sets
flicked on in homes, in fraternity lounges, in high
school and college classrooms, in dormitories, in en-
gineering laboratories. In rapid sequence, 149 sta-
tions cleared time for the course; 265 colleges and
universities offered full academic credit; 27,000 stu-
dents mailed in 50 cents each for a syllabus; an esti-
mated 270,000 Americans began sitting in with Dr.
White and his students on their home sets.

Dr. James R. Killian, Jr., White House scien-
tific advisor, considers Continental Classroom “truly
a bold educational experiment in the nation’s inter-
est.” How far can it go, in one two-semester stroke,
toward erasing the most perilous educational lag
this nation faces? No one is certain. But the only
television network ever to use its commercial facili-
ties to create a national classroom is certain that it

is worth finding out.
