We 

 

believe the "College Plan" is a neces-

sity, evolving out of the tremendous 

 

gains radio is certain to make over 

 

the next two decades. 

 

Already there are more than 200 

 

million sets, and 4,700 radio stations. 

 

In 10 years, as radio sets get even 

 

more compact and less expensive and 

 

the FCC continues to grant new li-
censes, radio will be even more per-
sonal, and the demands of the in-
dustry for new, trained young people 

 

will be at least twice what it is today.

Based on some of 

 

the correspondence we receive, and 

 

some of the textbooks we have sur-

veyed, one would think that radio an-
nouncers still delivered their commer-
cials while dressed in double-breasted 

 

tuxedos, standing before carbon mikes. 

 

We hope our "College Plan" will 

 

help bring the curriculum of many 

 

schools up to date, and get more in-

telligent, trained young people inter-
ested in making radio advertising a 

 

long-term career.
