N THE fifteenth floor of a
O tall building at Columbus

Circle overlooking Central
Park visitors to New York will
find one of the most unique, in-
teresting and popular clubs in the
United States. Millions of wo-
men from coast to coast and from
border to border listen in to the
daily meetings of this great na-
tional institution, the National Ra-
dio Home-Makers Club, over the
stations of the Columbia Broad-
casting System.

To these millions of women the
name of Mrs. Ida Bailey Allen,
the club’s president, symbolizes
everything that makes for better,
happier homes with less work and
more time for pleasure as a result
of efficient methods in carrying
on home-making.

For more than a year the club
meetings were broadcdast over
the basic network of the Colum-
bia Broadcasting System but
through popular demand the en-
tire network was employed from
ten to twelve noon every week-
day morning with the exception
of Saturday, starting in Decem-
ber, 1929.

After noting these requests over
a period of a year, during which
time over 250,000 letters were re-
ceived, it was decided to give the home-makers of the
United States a two hour program to meet every need
of home-making.

Fontainblue, France. Directly afterwards, Grace White
talks on speed housekeeping. Miss White is a grad-
uate of the Boston School of Domntestic Science and is a
trained lecturer,

Carolyn Cornell then gives a talk on beauty, with a
practical demonstration by Helen Lewis, the club bean-
tician. Ben and Helen follow in the dramatic skit that
has interested thousands of the club members, of a young
couple and their funny experiences with the budget.

Louise Baker follows in “The Children’s Corner,”
speaking on child culture with Stanley Maxted singing
songs by A. A. Milne. Mrs. Baker is a well-known child
educator, a graduate of Vassar College and the New
York School of Philanthropy, with residence and ex-
perience in educational work in Italy, Germany, London
and Switzerland. She is a trained lecturer and writer
whose work has appeared frequently in “The Ladies’
Home Journal,” “Atlantic Monthly,” “Delineator,” etc.

Janet Lee, graduate dietitian of the Peter Bent Brig-
ham Hospital of Boston closes the Monday program
with a talk on dietetics.

On Tuesday, Mrs. Ida Bailey Allen opens the club
meeting again with the fundamental food broadcast.
Carolyn Cornell follows in the department, “Strolling
Down the Avenue.” Miss Cornell is a fashion expert of

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the highest type, who has been
editor of a large fashion magazine
for eleven years. A talk on hair
beauty by Jean Carroll follows
from the beauty boudoir. Then
comes “R.S.V.P.” conducted by
Janet Lee, a period devoted to eti-
quette. Senator Arthur Capper
then speaks from Washington,
D. C, on the government and its
relationship to the home.

Joan Barrett follows with talk
on money making at home; and
“Mr. Fixit” closes the Tuesday
program with a humorous mono-
logue, stressing household repair-
ing, during which he sings char-
acter songs. The music -during
the morning is furnished by the
Columbia  orchestra, delightful
duets by Genevieve McKenna and
Stanley Maxted and Vincent Sor-
ey and his orchestra.

On Wednesday, the first talk
on Fundamental Foods is given
from the Kitchen-Laboratory by
Mrs. Ida Bailey Allen. The sec-
ond is on home decorating which
Mrs. Allen also conducts, from
the Home Decorating Studio.
The “Party House” follows with
Janet Lee and the “Party House
Gang” and Julie Wintz and his
jazz orchestra. At eleven-thirty,
Grace White takes the air with a
talk on marketing and the Ebony Twins play two piano
duets. At eleven forty-five a feature speaker is intro-
duced each week.

On Thursday the club opens again with a fundamen-
tal food broadcast. Joan Barrett follows with a talk on
handicraft with a practical demonstration. Helen Chase
follows in a talk on complexion beauty from the Beau-
ty Boudoir. At cleven o’clock the Sewing Circle meets
with the Columbia ladies’ trio, the members of the Sew-
ing Circle themselves, and Carolyn Cornell in a helpful,
humorous skit dealing with sewing.

On Friday morning Mrs, Allen opens with a funda-
mental food broadcast. At ten-thirty Grace White con-
ducts “Three Men in a Tub,” the club department which
deals with laundry, cleaning and allied problems, with
the Columbia male trio as the Three Men in a Tub. The
Friday morning program goes off the air at ten forty-
five but is resumed at eleven-thirty with the depart-
ment, “The Week-Enders,” with Janet Lee discussing
week-end problems and menus.

The aim of the National Radio Home-Makers Club is
stated in its motto: “Let Us Have Better, Happier
Homes and Mutual Helpfulness.”

There is a Kitchen-Laboratory, a Home Decorating
Studio, and a Beauty Salon. The demonstration cook-
ing, the demonstration decorating, and the demonstra-
tion beauty work is actually carried on during the broad-
casts,

Home-making is dramatized—through the drama of
realism—in this “Magazine of the Air.” It is linked with
music, the arts and progressive, practical education.

And as Mrs. Allen says, “And every one of you, from
coast to coast, is cordially invited—not only to listen-in
—but to come and see for yourself.”
