NEW 50,000 WATT
TRANSMITTER READY

Statlon WLW, operated by the Cros-
ley Huidin Corporation at Cincinnati,
Ohlo, will dedicate ita new £0.000 watt
transmitter on Monday evening, Octo-
ber 29, with special ceremonies. This
installation Is the first 50 kilowatt trans-
mitter In the Middle West, and is an
indication that high power Is with us to
stay, despite the Commission’s 25 kilo-
watt ruling.

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QUESTION—What Is generally the
best aerial—single wire antenna or dou.
ble wire; 50 or 100 feet; cage or up-
right umbrelia? This is for an AC set
of 7 tubes. Is a ground, consisting of a
5-foot cylinder of about 3 inches in diam-
eter, kept filled with water; sunk In
damp ground to the depth of five feet,
a good ground, or can you suggest any-
thing better? (s there any virtue In
these attachments, which profess to in-.
tercept and cut out noises like statlc
made through the plugged-in wire to AC
sets?

R. E. E.. Santa Barbara, Calif.

ANSWER--~The best arrangement is
a vertical antenna, hut this requires a
tall pole, which 18 usually undesirable,
because of the guying necessuary. The
next hest is a single horizontal wire,
aud where space prevents a wire of suffi-
cient length, the pick-up may he in-
creased in contined space by the use of
a cage type. In your location. the se-
lectivity reqguiremente of your set will
prohably permit you to use a wire 100
feet long and thus take advantage of a
large pick-up. The ground which You
fdescribe is a very flne one. assuming
that the eylinder is perforated so that
the water gets out and seeps through
the surrounding soil. Regarding the at-
tachiments Intended to insert between
rhe wall socket and the set, they com-
prise cholke coils and condensers ar-
ranged so as to prevent any radio fre-
nuency ctrrents carried by the light
lines from entering the set., and by-
passes them to ground through the con:
densers. They are very effective where
this type of interference exists. You
understand. of course, that =uch devices
have no effect whatever upon what en-
terg the set through the antenna con-
nection. Natural static, electrical dis-
turbances, which are actnal radlations
fn the ether, ete., come into the set via
the aerial, along with the broadcast sig-
nals, and are not effected hy anvthing
we may do to the AC =upply lines. I,
however, the AC lines are carrying radio
frequency impulses, cat.n.sed by electrical

devices supplicd by the same lines or
picked up by them, the filter devices
will block them out of the set. Such a
device also tends to make a set more
selective, as it removes the “antenna
effect” of the AC system f[rom the set.
The AC civcuits pick up considerable
broadcast energy. and if this is allowerd
to enter the eircuits of the receiver via
the "back door,” Iinstead of going
through all the proper tuned channels
of the receiver, selectivity is impaired.
Whether or not this devigce would be
helpful in your particular case can only
be determiined by trying it.

QUESTION—I1 recently read a state-
ment that when screen grid tubes are
used in a super at a rather high fre-
quency, say 100 Kc¢., so as give one spot
readings, that the set is no better than
a tuned raclio frequency set as the set
tunes broad, due to making the Interme-
diates give volume and not selectivity,
as they should; that the proper way is
to use a low frequency, say around 45
Ke. Is this all bunk, and If not, does
it apply if the set is preceded by two
stages of RF before the first detector?

D. T.. Los Angeles.

ANSWER—With the standard "A"
type of tubeas, where the inter-eiectrode
capacity of the tuhe is an important fac-
tor, an Intermediate amplifier is far
more eflicient at the lower frequencies.
But with the screen grid tubes. which
have very low internal capacity. the
amplification is about as great at 45 Ke.
as at 100., and since the latter interine:
diate frequency gives oné-spot tuning
over a portion of the scale, it is more
desirable. [In fact, an intermediate fre-
quency as high as 340 Ke., which still
further increases the one-spot tuning
range, i8 quite efficient with sereen grid
tubes, In a properly designed super, the
selectivity mmay he maintained with the
higher .intermediate frequency. ‘The
Remler 115 Ke. super is an example of
this. It {s 2 very selective set, and ex-
tremely sensitive.

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What ““Pacific=Design’® Means

It is certainly gratifying that some-
one has at last designed a radlo receiv-
er here on the Pacific Coast tc meet
our own particular conditions, which
are essentially different from those
found elsewhere. Too often have we
seen a recelver perform heautifully in
Chicago, only to fall by the wayslde
here on the coast. This 18 particularly
apparent where selectivity is concerned.
One would suppose that a set which is
sufficiently selective im Chicago would

he amply selective in Los Angeles, but
such is not the case,
There are two reasons for this. One

is that the Chicago stations are not all
concentrated within a radivs of a few
miles, but are scattered about in the
suburbs, some helng 20 miles out. And
the second reason is that the absorption
of a mass of steel. such as exists in the
L.oop distriet. in effect. reduces the pow-
er of the locals or moves them many
miles awayv, whichever you please. In
other words, {f vou operate 2 receiver
on one side of the Loop and tune in
stations located in suburhs on the oppo-
site side. they come in like KGO does
in Los Angeles, and cannot be compared
with the effect of living within a few
miles of half a dozen stations with no
ohstructlons or shielding efTects between
their antennae and yours.

In spite of the fact that many of their
stations have greater power,—the ab-
sorption of their energy reduces the
affective power to where {t is no more.
and perhaps not as great as that of

KFI and KGO, for example. KFI is re-
ceived in Chicago with more velume
than we get from their stations, --w.hich
proves our point.

Secondly, a non-selective ret can Nle
up quite 2 DX log in Qhicaro, because
the owner can play all of the Paclfic
coast stations after tha locals have quit,
but here we must go through all of our
locals to get the Eastern stations, due
to the time difference. Hence we see
that a set whieh is to play a long log

of Eastern stations, while our locals are
all on, must have a greater degree of
selectivity than is needed in the East.

E. M. Sargent fully realized these
facts, hecause we remember discussing
them with him long before he designed
his Sargent-Rayment Screen Grid Seven.
And so, instead of building a set that
would deliver good performance in Chi-
cago, where the parts for the set are
made, he worked it out in Oakland and
l.os Angeles, and perfected a receiver
that possesses selectivity to satisfy the
most exacting DX fan.

And while the set {s designed, pri-
marily, for the distance fan, with sensi-
tivity so great that, noise permitting, it
will play the Japs with almost local vol-
ume, the tone quality on all stations is
all that could be desired. The Clough
audio system, which is described elze-
where in this issue, s employed in the
set, and the ahsence of regeneration
does the rest. There is no sharp peak-
ing just under an oscillation point with
the resuliant cutting off of side bands
and distortion.

The total! absence of any critical ad-
justments of ganging, balaneing or com-
pensating. is another vital factor. The
operator easily and quickly gets the
same efficiency and peak performance
at every wave-length, as though he got
inside the usual recelver with a hakelite
screw-driver and balanced the set for
every station he tuned in. As somebody
remarked the other day. the set “has
one dial and all that should go with it.
—five trimmerst”

The Sargent-Rayment {s not the set
for the averagze home, we'll be frank
about that,—bhecause it does not use A.
C. tubes, and has more than one knob
on its front, but for the man who wants
& piece of radio machinery without the
brie-a-brae, with no sacrifice in effi-
ciency for the sake of convenience—
here 'tis!

ANSWER—Usually the sound i{s re.
produced by the vibrating core lamina-

tiona in the output device, and some-
times by the cores of the audio frequen.
cy transformers. It simply indicates
that the core of the output filter or
transformer Is loose emough to permit
of vibration of some of the laminations.
‘This does no damage, unless the sound
is strong enough to combine with the
true loud speaker reproduction and
make a noticeable rasping effect, as the
quality of music reproduced by the cores
Is extremely poor. In your cores, since
it 18 audible throughout the room, we
would say that it will detract from the
loud speaker qnality and should be
remedied. An output filter or trana-
former which performs its own function
without trying to act as a loud speaker
should he suhstituted for the present
one.

Chicago Gunmen
Hijack Majestics

The following news item was sent
out from Chicago, under date of Octo-
ber 19th:

Half a dozen radio dealers in Chicago
and some 40 waiting purchasers of Ma-
jestic radios were gnashing their teeth
today over an unlooked-for delay in se-
curing their anticipated sets. It was
brought about early this morning when
four masked and heavily-armed bandits
hijacked a truck belonging to the whole-
sale firm of Harry Alter & Co., slugged
the driver, Walter Perkins, into submis-
sion, and drove off with $75600 or more
in radio equipment which was all ready
for plugging into light sockets to fur
nish untiring entertainment.

The bandits, driving a costly sedan
of the type favored by bootlegger hi-
jackers, drove up behind Perkins' laden
truck and forced it into the curb on
one of the least traveled streets of the
Chicago wholesale district. Two of the
desperadoes ordered Perkins to dis-
mount, backing up their commands with
a pair of threatening automatics, and
the other two mounted the truck.

This was the story which Perkins
told police officers after recovering con-
sclousness in a secluded glen in Jack-
son Park this afternoon. He was able

to furnish the police with only & mea-
ger description of his assaflanis and
their machine.

William C. Grunow, vice-president and
treasurer of the Grigsby-Grunow Com-
pany, stated today that all of the sets
were covered by insurance.

“While radio hijacking is a brand new
venture.” he sald, “we are not surprised
that ex-bootleggers would select a trnck-
load of Majestica for their first opera-
tions. The sets are so much in de-
mand that it is almost amaging that
bandéitry has not been previously re-
gsorted to by unprincipled persons not
desiring to wait the few days necessary
to receive their sets.”

for the most rabid high-note fan. In
practice, the 8-M 256 and 256 comhina-
tion tends to cut off more sharply with
common coupling, rather than to “sing”
or hiss a3 do ordinary transformers.

They are but 2 inches high, 2% inches
long, and 234 inches wide Inside two
mounting feet. A 255 and a 256, one
above the other, are smaller than one
S-M 220!

Silver-Marshall engineers believe that
a pair of 256 and 256 transformers will
provide the fineat tone anyone could
demand, and that to offer anything bet-
ter is to “gild the lily.”
