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Federal Board 
0 -K's Sponsored 

Air Programs 
The Federal Radio Commission last week 

submitted a 325 -page report to Congress in 

response to the Couzens-Dill resolution di- 
recting an inquiry into the extent of adver- 
tising on the air, the feasibility of govern- 
ment ownership as an alternative to com- 
mercial support of broadcasting and the 
amount of broadcast hours devoted to edu- 
cation. In brief, the Commission reported 
government ownership to be unfeasible; that 
the limitation of advertising time on the air 
would, in Its opinion, result In a loss of 
sponsors and consequent reduction in the 
quantity and quality of programs; and also 
stated that education on the air should be 
left to the discretion of commercial stations. 

"Any plan, the purpose of which is to 
eliminate the use of radio facilities for com- 
mercial advertising purposes, will, if adopted, 
destroy the present system of broadcasting," 
the Commission stated. 

"Limitations upon the use of time for 
commercial advertising, if too severe, would 
result in a loss of advertising revenues to 
station, which, in all probability, would be 
reflected in the quantity and quality of pro- 
grams available to the public . . . It would 
not appear to be practicable and satisfactory 
at the present time and in the ordinary case 
to permit only the announcement of spon- 
sorship of programs by persons or corpora- 
tions," the report read in speaking of time 
limitation on broadcast advertising. 

With respect to education on the air, the 
Commission concluded that "the present at- 
titude of the broadcasters justifies the belief 
that educational programs can safely be left 
to the voluntary gift of the use of commer- 
cial stations." 

Some of the facts and figures presented in 
connection with the report were very inter- 
esting, especially the report of the operations 
of the two major network organizations- 
NBC and CBS-during the year of 1931. 
Atlhough the NBC reports a gross advertis- 
ing revenue of ;25,895,954.34, its gross ex- 
penditures amounted to ;28,137,716.46. CBS, 
with less than half the gross advertising 
revenue of the NBC, came out of the year 
with a net profit of ;794,724.89.

NBC Synchronize 
Tests Extended 

The Federal Radio Commission will post- 
pone until September 1 its order calling off 
the WBAL-WJZ and WTIC-WEAF syn- 
chronization which. Commission engineers 
decided are fáilures. Upon pleas from Gov- 
ernor Ritchie and other Maryland members 
of Congress, the Commission is permitting 
WBAL, Baltimore, to continue synchronizing 
half time on the clear channel of WJZ, New 
York. Station WTIC, Hartford, will not, 
however, continue to synchronize with 
WEAF, New York. 

Another interesting development is the 
free-for-all scramble resulting from the ap- 
plication of KYW, Chicago, to move to 
Philadelphia. The hearing has been set for 
July 18. Fifty-four stations more or less 
affected by the removal have been served 
notice to appear as respondents, a record 
number in any case ever held before the 
Commission. 

Another important current development is 
the recommendation that the proposed "hori- 
zontal" increases in power of the 940 kilo- 
cycle regional channel be denied. Four sta- 
tions have asked for boosts to 5,000 watts. 
This claim was refused because the regula- 
tions prohibit powers exceeding 1,000 watts 
night and 2,500 watts day on regional chan- 
nels. 

U. S. Service Bands 
In Daily Air Concerts 

The United States Service bands, musical 
organizations of the Army, Navy and Mar- 
ines, are heard in a new schedule of pro- 
gram's during the summer months over NBC 
networks. 

One of the three bands is heard each day 
of the week from Monday to Friday inclu- 
sive in programs of classical, semi -classical 
and popular music.

Super -Power Era 
Seen For U. S. As 
WLW Gets 500 Kw. 

An era of broadcasting powers measured 
in hundreds of thousands of watts is definite- 
ly under way in North America. The United 
States and Canada will soon increase the 
number of their 50,000 waiters, and the 
Federal Radio Commission has granted per- 
mission for experiments with powers rang- 
ing up to 500,000 watts. 

Authority to experiment between 1 and 
6 a. m. with a half million watts power has 
been granted the Crosley Radio Corp., oper- 
ating WLW. A steel shaft antenna 850 feet 
high will be built to determine just how 
much additional coverage it makes possible. 
The Crosley interests will spend ;900,000 on 
the project. 

If the WLW tests prove that a centrally 
located station with tremendous power can 
cover the entire United States, great changes 
in the American system of broadcasting, 
particularly network radio, may result. 
Meanwhile, the stations authorized to in- 
crease their wattage expect to complete their 
new transmitters before the end of this sum- 
mer. Those authorized to go to 50,000 watts 
are WOR, Newark; WCAU, Philadelphia; 
WSB, Atlanta; WSM, Nashville; WHO, Des 
Moines; KOA, Denver; KSL, Salt Lake 
City, and KPO, San Francisco. 

First Stadium Concert 
Presented This Sunday 
The New York Philharmonic -Symphony 

summer series of eight concerts will begin 
this Sunday under the direction of Willem 
von Hoogstraten. It will be heard over the 
WABC-Columbia network at 8:30 p. m. 
(EDST). 

Conductor von Hoogstraten has chosen 
selections by Robert Schumann and Christoph 
Gluck. The first number will be a Suite, 
composed of dance melodies and ballet 
rhythms from Gluck's operas, in an arrange- 
ment by Felix Mottl. The second selection 
on the program will be the Symphony in 
B flat of Schumann, which is known as the 
"Spring Symphony."

Reviewing Radio 
By MIKE PORTER 

ONE of the quaintest characteristics of I 
radio sponsor is his ineffable yearning 

to change. 1 should say, as a fairly close 
observer of the species, that seventy percent 
of those contributing presentations via the 
air are eternally contemplating changes in 
the productions. And as if by some method 
of contagion, the same ideas have been 
transmitted to the agencies which handle 
the sponsors' accounts. 

Ordinarily, and particularly if this applied 
to the show business, the desire for change 
and freshening productions would elicit only 
commendation and stand out as an ear- 
mark of good showmanship. But a spon- 
sored radio program is an advertisement, 
rather than a production, and good adver- 
tisers will tell you that it pays to find a 
good selling line, and stick to it, until the 
sales vehicles are indelibly stamped. 

w 
I have in mind, when pointing to this con. 

dition, the rather strained efforts of the 
Lucky Strike folks, who have been chang- 
ing and changing, ever since the B. A. Rolfe 
orchestra faded from that spot-and while 
there were several praiseworthy events in- 
troduced by the magic carpet idea, I can- 
not see any reason, as a critic, for applaud- 
ing the present series. Indeed, the new show 
is not greatly changed. Winchell is back, 
and abetted by Walter O'Keefe, who may 
have been employed because the first letters 
of his handle are "OK." An affable, snappy 
fellow, he is not, however, an improvement 
on Winchell, who, whether you like him or 
not, is the trademark of Broadway. Bert 
Lahr should prove a welcome addition, but 
concerning the new crime story events, one 
can only say that they are mediocre; that 
the technique of splitting what purports to 
be a tense drama with two numbers of dance 
music, while tabooing music interludes be- 
tween scenes, seems rather foolish, and that 
the adoption of a mystic voice which speaks 
through a mythical police microphone, is 
patterned too much along the lines of The 
Shadow to impress one with the originality 
of the trick. I hear that the Lucky folk 
themselves are not too pleased with these 
dramas-and that Al Goodman, who de- 
signed Columbia's Ziegfeld Shows, may be 
employed to doctor the cigarette series. u 

Another disappointment, aerially speaking, 
is young Georgie Price, who glows nicely on 
the stage, but who, in my humble opinion, 
flops magnificently on that Chase and San- 
born tea program at WABC. Mr. Price is 
a parodist, as well as a mimic, but he fails 
somehow to project his stage presence over 
the waves, and his mimicry, denuded of its 
gestures, loses much, except when he imper- 
sonates Richman. It is worth noting, per- 
haps, that Price, in the role of Richnian- 
is better than Richman. Curiously enough, 
the same thing is true of Colonel Lemuel Q. 
Stoopnagle, when he imitates Bing Crosby. 
Indeed, the Columbia people frown on the 
imitation. 

tot 
So stringently are network lines drawn, 

that the rivalry becomes at times not only 
ridiculous, but damaging. NBC attaches and 
executives, for instance, never listen to 
Columbia broadcasts. Few of the Columbia 
people ever bother to tune in WEAF, WJZ 
or other units of the opposing network. To 
demonstrate how easily such a foolish custom 
may lead even highly placed officals into 
error-there is the case of Donald Novis, 
brought to New York from the West Coast, 
for one of those terrific buildups. Novis is 
young; he is new, and he needed a spotlight. 
What happens? They assigned him to a 
7 p. m. spot at WEAF. Nobody knew, it 
seemed, or cared, that Novis was being pitted 
against Morton Downey, of CBS, at that 
very hour-and Downey the ace of the 
Columbia System. That was bad enough& 
but nobody had bothered to note that Novi 
was also pitted against Amos 'n' Andy, on 
WJZ-and the two blackfacers are regarda 
at NBC as akin to deity. 

When this situation dawned, Novis was 
promptly shifted to a 6:45 spot. And I hear, 
now, that the network boys are listenin' to 
each other.

MUSiC IN THE AIR 
By CARLETON SMITH 

GLADYS RICE 

TFIERE 
is a soprano, success- 

ful on the radio, who has 
no desire to go into opera. She 
told me so the other evening 
after a Mobiloil broadcast. 

Gladys Rice started her public 
work by singing in light operet- 
tas and making Edison records. 
It was Edison who gave her her 
first opportunity to sing, and it 
was she who was chosen to sing 
at the broadcast memorial of his 
death. 

Miss Rice comes from a the- 
atrical family. As a child, she 
slept in a trunk, her mother told 
me, while her parents were on the stage. 
John C. Rice was her father, and Sally Cohen 
her mother. She made her theatrical debut 
when, at the age of three months, she was 
carried on the stage in long clothes. 

An original member of the "Roxy Gang," 
Gladys Rice has had experience in singing 
all types of music. Her greatest success has 
been on the radio, where she is perhaps one 
of the highest paid sopranos. A list of the 
program sponsors who have featured her is 
an index to the country's best-known adver- 
tisers. They include: RCA Victor, Fleisch- 
mann, General Motors, General Electric, 
Valspar, Firestone, and Raleigh. So success- 
ful is she, that one fan wrote in recently, 
"If you are on for Mobiloil, we'll buy Mobil - 
oil, and if you sang for sawdust we'd buy 
sawdust!" 

And still Gladys Rice keeps studying. She 
has three lessons a week, and says she will 
never stop studying. 

"A beautiful voice is not the only thing 
a radio artist needs," she told me. "Person- 
ality, imagination, warmth, interpretation 
are all essential." 

"I like English and French ballads," she 
said, "but there are three songs that I simply 
refuse to sing-The Italian Street Song, 
Gianinna Mia, and The Indian Love Call. 
Most of all I enjoy singing the Viennese 
music, like that of Lehar." 

One knows that this enthusiastic woman 
had an intelligent understanding of the pos- 
sibilities of her voice and her public.

"THE MEN ABOUT TOWN" 

With Gladys Rice, on the summer series 
of the Mobiloil Concerts, are "The Men 
About Town," who like to call themselves 
"three singers who are not a trio, four men 
who are not a quartet" 

The explanation of the confusing descrip- 
tion is Will Donaldson, pianist and arranger. 
Donaldson's work is such an integral part of 
the close vocal harmony of "The Men About 
Town," that he is considered a full-fledged 
member of the ensemble, though his voice 
is never heard. 

Donaldson, whose original vocal arrange- 
ments have contributed so much to the radio 
success of the group, works on a clearly de- 
fined theory-to interpret a song by means 
of the arrangement. 

"I start with the premise that music can 
express words," he says. "When The Men 
About Town are on the air, I like to feel 
that a foreigner, listening to them, and not 
being able to understand the English lan- 
guage, still will feel the real meaning of the 
song through the harmony and rhythmic 
phrases of the arrangement." 

The three singing members of "The Men 
About Town," all well known radio artists 
and soloists in their own right, are Jack 
Parker, first tenor; Frank Luther, second 
tenor; and Darrell Woodyard, baritone.

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MEET THE ARTIST 
HARRY HORLICK 

WE quaffed ale. 
"Make yourself comfortable," he 

said. "You know we Russians like our food 
and we eat the best at any cost. If you're 
hungry don't be shy." It was I-larry Horlick 
talking, the genial conductor of the A. & P. 
Gypsies. 

After such an invitation the silence for 
some ten minutes was broken only by the 
crisp crackling of a roll or perhaps the 
clatter of a glass settling on the wooden 
table. 

Harry Horlick is a musician. Industry, 
commerce and the other requisites of our 
topsy turvy civilization mean practically 

nothing to this artist. Music is his life. 
That does not mean that Mr. Horlick ignores 
the luxuries afforded successful men. On 
the contrary, one would never suspect him 
of being a musician outside of the studio; 
he is not at all "Arty." 

He drives a brand new 1932 car and enjoys 
every minute. 

"Just think," he said, "I am only driving 
three weeks and I feel right at home. Those 
taxi drivers are sons -of -a -gun though, and I 
know I'll have a lot of bent fenders before 
I'm through." 

Ilorlick is short and stocky. He is of a 
dark complexion and has an oval face with 
a strong, aggressive chin which makes him 
look not unlike Mussolini. This is espe- 
cially noticeable when he leads his orchestra 
f,om a raised platform. He wears his 
clothes well. Swimming is his favorite sport. 
For that reason he is always to be found 
near the seashore. He loves the sea air. This 
summer he will spend his vacation at Deal, 
one of Jersey's most exclusive summer re- 
sorts. "I shall do nothing but swim and lie 
on the sands all day," he said. 

Harry Horlick is the oldest director of a 
sponsored orchestra on the ether waves. The 
Gypsies have been on the air over eight 
years for A. & P. 

"Because we are known as the 'Gypsies' 
many people are under the impression that 
my men and I are actually Russian gypsies. 
This is untrue. There are Frenchmen, Ger- 
mans, Hungarians and other nationalities 
who make up my musical organization," 
said Horlick. "Many of my men are mem- 
bers of the Philharmonic and other famous 
musical societies. Each man is an artist in 
his own right." 

He has a great distaste for dance music 
of the popular variety, yet his dance period 
is one of the most refreshing of popular pro- 
grams. 

"I try to make each number different," 
the conductor explained. Every composition 
is arranged exclusively for his own orchestra 
and it is a known fact that song pluggers 
have no easy job in trying to persuade him 
to play their pet dance tunes. 

Mr. Horlick believes that the radio may 
eventually be responsible for a renaissance 
of the arts. At present he feels that the 
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radio is adding little to the inspiration of 
musicians. 

"Until owners of broadcasting stations 
place men of high musical caliber in charge 
of their musical programs, instead of having 
musical departments controlled by inexper- 
ienced amateurs, there can be no relief for 
the radio audience," continued Mr. Horlick. 

"All that the American listener hears is 
a continual repetition of musical composi- 
tions. Even the finest of works become 
monotonous if played too often. The reason 
only a certain few selections are played over 
and over is due to the sponsors' inability to 
understand music. The average radio fan 
today is under the impression that a com- 
poser such as Strauss wrote the "Blue 
Danube" and nothing else. Such a practice 
is an injustice to the composers." 

Horlick insists that the ear must be trained 
in order to really understand and appreciate 
good music. He feels, however, that the 
time is ripe for a change in the radio world. 
Radio has ceased to be a novelty. The 
avalanche of famous artists that have been 
literally poured through the loudspeaker has 
in some respects spoiled the listener. The 
effect, thinks Mr. Horlick, is similar to an 
overdose of ice cream. Now the broadcasters 
have to keep it up and they are aghast at 
the problem. 

The familiar strains of the "Two Guitars" 
have opened and closed the Gypsy program 
since its inauguration. Although Horlick is 
credited with the composition, he claims that 
it was originally a Russian Gypsy folk tune 
which he adapted for orchestration. 

Medal For Amelia 

When Amelia Earhart Putnam was pre- 
sented with the Columbia Broadcasting 
System medal for distinguished contribu- 
tion to the radio art, the ceremony was 
broadcast over the Columbia network. 
Henry Adams Bellows, vice president of 
the CBS, made the speech of presenta- 
tion, and Miss Earhart's acceptance speech 
was also broadcast.

rather have a Garbo of radio-a woman who 
can capture the imagination and stir the 
romance of an air audience as Garbo has 
done upon the screen-they'd rather have 
such a woman (or perhaps it will be a man) 
than half a dozen first class crooners thrown 
in with a pair of Kate Smiths. A ten thou- 
sand dollar a week salary, and probably more, 
awaits the Garbo of the air! 

Why hasn't radio produced a Garbo? Listen 
to Dr. Vivian Ezra Fisher, noted professor of 
psychology at New York University. He has 
been studying the question. 

Radio, he says, is dependent on fads. Rudy 
Vallee was a fad. Amos 'n' Andy was a fad. 
So was Kate Smith. In the last year, because 
of the economic crisis, no fad has swept the 
country. Dr. Fisher does not believe that fads 
can exist during times of severe economic 
pressure. People use their emotions in more 
substantial ways than in idolizing a single 
personality. This is especially true, he said, 
of radio, where the audience and the enter- 
tainer are so far removed. 

Since the depression, Dr. Fisher points out, 
there have been no lasting radio favorites. 
Before the depression there was Amos 'n' 
Andy and Rudy Vallee. Since the depression, 
the public has shown unprecedented fickleness. 
Radio stars have occasionally lifted their heads 
above the ruck, but not for long. There has 
been no constant demand for a single per- 
sonality, and as a result radio has suffered. 
Sponsors have signed artists at big salaries, 
on the strength of sudden bursts of popular- 
ity, and have been greatly disappointed when 
that popularity has waned. 

As the public has become fickle, so the big 
advertisers, too, have become fickle. They are 
fearful of signing artists who suddenly attain 
stardom, because they have no way of knowing 
how long it will be before Mr. John Publiz 
yawns, and switches the dials another way. 

The radio executives are cognizant of this 
condition and they believe that a Garbo is 
the remedy, a woman who will storm the air 
waves and hold her millions of admirers, a 
woman whose sheer genius will enable her to 
vary her programs enough to kill monotony. 
And above all she must have sex appeal, not 
only in her voice, but in the flesh, so that her 
pictures and her personal appearances will 
enhance her glamour. 

The executives of the big radio chains, 
alarmed at the lack of an oustanding person- 
ality, are wondering whether two factors have 
not led to public apathy. The first of these 
is that radio is free entertainment. It is a 
psychological reaction of the American public 
that it views with disinterest anything free. 
But to overcome this viewpoint radio has 
drawn upon the best amusement talent in the

world to present to its audiences-which 
brings us to the second reason pondered by 
the air bigwigs. 

Talent has been crammed down the public's 
throat in such appalling quantities that it has 
become sated. The public has choked on 
too much cake-the greatest opera stars, the 
most comic comedians, the finest orchestras- 
until a program less than superlative is hardly 
considered a program at all. And this battle 
to furnish big names in tremendous quantities 
has naturally sliced into the time which 
should be given to developing new talent- 
strictly air talent. 

In the same way, the radio impresarios have 
swamped themselves, and the public with 
them, in a game of follow the leader. As soon 
as an original program or a novel feature 
reaches the air waves-and clicks-a hundred 
copyists swarm to the microphones with pro- 
grams as nearly identical as they can make 
them. After Ed Wynn, the ace of comedians, 
scored his success, the ether became clogged 
with imitators. Gag men by the score were 
hired, comedians were as thick around the 
studios as bootleggers around a national con- 
vention, and the air was saturated with com- 
edy. It doesn't take long for a gag man to 
run out of material, and as soon as he has to 
resort to second class (or second hand) jokes, 
the day of the comedian will be over. Imita- 
tors followed Burns and Allen, and it is not 
too much to predict that even their unique 
sallies will be copied to such an extent that 
they will become cloying. 

If radio had a Garbo to give the public 
entertainment so striking that it would resist 
imitators and rise in a class by itself, the 
public would seize upon it and give radio a 
firm foundation upon which to base its future 
progress. 

Radio is beginning to realize that the public 
can he sated. When radio's Garbo appears 
on the scene, you'll probably hear her for 
fifteen minutes once a week-if the studios 
have learned their lesson.

The Radio Rover Ruth Starts 4th 
By Ed. J. FISHER 

'HERE has been much ado of late in 
A' regard to the merits and methods of 

the New York radio critics. Bitter rivalry 
has suddenly sprung up among the scribes 
and they are on their way to outdo each 
other. This is always a good policy, for the 
readers benefit greatly by a good wholesome 
fight among the newspaper boys. Instead of 
the usual drivel, radio fans may expect the 
best literary efforts brought before them by 
their favorite radio columnist. 

A recent story in a theatrical weekly about 
radio columnists literally poured oil onto 
the already heated furnace, and a few of the 
boys were slighted no end when they dis- 

. covered that they had been classified and 
pigeon -holed. 

What we want to bring out, however, is 
the unusual popularity of the radio column- 
ist of today. Radio listeners have changed 
their tastes, and so have the radio writers. 
No longer does Mr. or Mrs. Fan worry about 
whether the next door neighbor has two 
more tubes in his receiver, or the loud- 
speaker is of the cone or horn variety. What 
they're interested in now is whether Bine 
Crosby has blonde hair, or the exact height 
and weight of Jane Froman. Personalities 
have risen on the air waves and listeners 
are naturally curious to know more about 
their air favorites. It is up tó the radio 
scribbler to supply this information.

The fight between the broadcasters and 
the American Society of Authors and Com- 
posers waxes very hot these days. Accord- 
ing to latest reports from the music fronts, 
no definite agreement has been made as yet. 
It is rumored that the National Association 
of Broadcasters turned down their request 
for a five percent cut -in on compositions 
played over the air. At an executive meet- 
ing a week or so ago the American Society 
of Authors and Composers voted for a test 
strike presumably to take place in the fall. 
This action, if it is taken, will undoubtedly 
cause a complete standstill of all musical 
radio activities.

An interesting topic was recently brought 

eut by Professor Ian McIntyre in a talk over 
WHN, /Which has been said about the well 
known afinent known as "Mike Fright," and 
it is interesting to note just what the learned 
Mr. McIntyre has to say about it. When 
asked why it was that not only amateurs 
but professional stage performers become 
nervous when approaching the microphone, 
the professor answered, "This is a complaint 
that affects more performers because the 
conditions under which they work in the 
theater are so vastly different from that of 
a broadcasting studio. The theatrical artist 
suddenly feels himself in strange quarters, 
and at once realizes the lack of theatrical 
atmosphere. Thoughts begin to percolate 
through his mind, and artists being naturally 
temperamental by nature of their profession, 
become easily upset. 

"The microphone," Mr. McIntyre goes on 
to say, "is the 'devil' of the studio, because 
of the part it plays on the nervous system 
of artists and especially beginners. When the 
beginner stands beside it, he experiences a 
feeling of awe, and while he is listening to 
the announcer read the continuity, he com- 
mences to think about the unseen audience. 
Gradually a fluttering feeling begins to gen- 
erate through him and, try as he might, the 
intensity of that feeling increases. He tries 
by 'will power' to overcome this nervous 
sensation but instead of quieting down the 
nerves, it only helps to agitate them the 
more."

Here are a few schedules of fairly easy to 

get stations that may help some of your 
readers or beginners with their summer DX- 
ing. 

WHBL-Sheboygan, Wisc., 1410 kc., 500 
watts, is on the air regularly on Monday, 
Tuesday and Wednesday evenings, from 10 
until 12 p. m. (CST), sharing time with 
KFLV. 

WLTH-Brooklyn, N. Y., 1400 kc., 500 
watts, is hard to get because of interference 
from WCMA. They have a very broken 
schedule. Their evening schedules are: Sun- 
day, 10:30-12; Monday 9-10:30; Tuesday, 
7:30-9; Wednesday, 10-12; Thursday, 6-7:30: 
Friday, 9-10; Saturday, 6-7:30. They are 
also on at varying times during the day. 
Can occasionally be heard after the Indiana 
stations on this frequency have signed. Time 
given above is probably EDST, though no 
statement is made on their schedule to this 
effect. 

WJBL-Decatur, Illinois, 1200 kc., 100 
watts, comes on the air at 12:30 p. m. (CST) 
just after WJBC signs off for the afternoon, 
and comes in best at this time. This station 
(WJBL) is persistently hard to pick up. 

The beginner in short wave reception 
should find these Canadians easy to get: 
VE9GW, Bowmanville, Ontario, with a 
power output of 200 watts, is on from 1-4 
p. m., ('EDST) on 11,810 kc., and from 4-10 
p. m. (EDST) on 6095 kc. 

VE9DR-Drummondville, Quebec, 4 kilo- 
watts power, is on from 7-11 or 12 p. m. 
(EST) on 6005 kc. or 49.96 meters. 

VE9JR-Winnipeg, Manitoba, on 48.8 
meters, is on from 10:45 a, m. to 12:30 p. m. 
(CST) daily except Saturday and Sunday. 

VE9CL-Winnipeg, is on from 5-7:30 p. m. 
(CST), on 25.6 meters. 

My DX-ing below 1200 kc. is going to con- 
tinue through the summer, because my 
locally -built short wave receiver is provided 
with a coil reaching that limit. Some of my 
best low -power catches recently have been: 
KGKY, WKBV, WWSW, KXL (a dandy), 
WMBC, WPAD, KOY, WRJN and WBBZ. 

Would like to see the DX section occupy 
two columns each week. Would also like to 
read more schedules of stations, even of 500 
and 1000 watt stations, as many of these 
remain unchecked in our log books.

The Traffic Board 
WHAT stations are carrying Ed Wynn 

tonight? Is there a Chicago otitlet for 
the International broadcast? Can this client 
secure coverage in the Northwest at 7 p. m.? 

These are a few questions that are 
answered promptly by the Traffic Depart- 
ment at the Chicago NBC studios. The 
traffic board shown in the photograph is the 
means for keeping an accurate map of the 
radio programs-every radio broadcast over 
NBC networks. Here, on a moment's sight, 
the program, time, stations, and network 
over which it is going may be secured: 

Endless questions about time, outlets, 
lineups and so on are answered by the traffic 

leaders will make a speech within the next 
few hours. The network must bring this 
message to the entire country. Over what 
network can it be carried with the least inter- 
ference with other programs? The traffic 
department answers this question. Glancing 
at the traffic board a member of the staff 
finds the programs located in the particular 
hour. The red network carries one feature, 
the blue another, but it will be less difficult 
to insert the speech over red network sta- 
tions-so there it goes, and everywhere in 
the nation listeners thrill at the efficiency 
of modern radio in covering events of na- 
tional significance. 

Sponsors of programs visiting the studios 
may at once see exactly where any program 
is being carried. At their request the time 
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workers. They keep the board, which cor- 
responds in a rough way to a railroad time 
table, constantly accurate. As soon as a 
feature is scheduled the name of the pro- 
gram goes on the board, together with the 
day of the week on which it may be heard, 
the time, and the stations which are carry- 
ing it. 

Frequent calls from radio listeners at the 
studios are promptly answered because this 
information is available. Various depart- 
ments at NBC employ the board as a con- 
stant source of detailed information. 

Under the direction of Fred Weber, Sta- 
tion Relations manager, Ed Stockmar directs 
the activities of the traffic department. His 
staff of workers keep the board up to date, 
schedule programs on the various stations, 
and give out the information which may be 
requested on any program. 

The traffic board is mounted on the wall 
on one side of the huge office room. At the 
extreme left are the Sunday program details. 
Going toward the right, the facts on the 
Monday, Tuesday, and other days' programs 
are mounted in table form. 

This board is of great value to the entire 
NBC staff. For instance, a new program is 
being arranged. Stations must be found to 
carry it to audiences all over the country. 
As soon as the program has been built, the 
best time for it to go on the air must be 
determined. Here the work of the traffic de- 
partment plays its part. The stations are 
asked to carry the program. When they ac- 
cept the broadcast at a time which does not 
conflict with features already on the air, the 
broadcast is definitely scheduled, and im- 
mediately new insertions are made on the 
giant board. 

Other situations may arise. The political 
conventions are in session. One of the 
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of a program may be changed to more sat s - 
factory hours, or when they wish the dura- 
tion of their program may be increased from 
a quarter to a half hour and so on. Perhaps 
no one is better acquainted with the net- 
work radio schedules than Ed Stockmar, 
who handles the work. Many months of 
work supervising the records on this "radio 
time table" have familiarized him with the 
schedules. He knoWs the dates, time, and 
duration of dozens of programs, gives out 
information on the schedules day after day, 
and keeps in touch with all of the network 
stations offering programs and revising 
schedules. 

From a modest beginning in the early 
days of network broadcasting when NBC 
opened the Chicago headquarters, the traffic 
board has grown in proportion to the ad- 
vances of radio. As may be seen in the 
illustration it now occupies the entire side 
wall of one huge room, and each day's 
schedule contains dozens of individual fea- 
tures. 

Of course, the time periods on the board 
are divided into 15 -minute intervals in ac- 
cordance with the regular length of network 
programs, which are nearly always quarter 
hour, half hour, and full hour in length._ 

The NBC program department builds the 
programs before the information goes to the 
traffic department. Once the feature has 
been planned, the program department con- 
tacts the traffic department to find a "spot" 
for the feature. This is usually found 
promptly-and as soon as the time and dates 
are determined, the complete facts go on the 
board, the news is released to the radio 
public, and the program goes on the air. 
Radio schedules which are available to 
listeners depend to a great extent upon the 
traffic department, which is the original 
source of information on the program sched- 
ules.
