N. Y. Philharmonic Starts Season Sunday

The New, York Philharmonic—Symphonyl
Orchestra will be heard in forty-two concerts
in its third consecutive season of broadcasts
over seventy CBS stations, beginning Sun-
day, October 9, from 2 to 4 p. m. over WGN.

Conductors for this season will be Arturo
Toscanini, Bruno Walter and Issay Dobrow-
en. Toscanini will launch the series and
will continue in the role of conductor during
the first eight weeks. On November 27,
Dobrowen will assume leadership of the
Philharmonic and will lead until December
25. Bruno Walter will conduct from De-
cember 26 to February 26, when Toscanini
will again assume charge of the orchestra
until the close of the 1932-33 season on
April 23.

Unlike Toscanini and Walter, who are well
known to radio audiences, Dobrowen makes
his debut as a microphone conductor on this
series. Born in Russia and graduated from
the Moscow Conservatory of Music, Dobrow-
en has conducted for many years at the
Moscow Opera and also Symphony Orches-

tras in Dresden, Berlin, Sofia and Oslo. He
has also been guest conductor of the San
Francisco Symphony.

Soloists during the series will include Egon
Petri, distinguished Dutch pianist; Lotte
Lehmann, dramatic sopano; and Ossip
Gabrilowitsch, Russian pianist, composer and
conductor.

Programs will originate from Carnegie
Hall, the Metropolitan Opera, and the
Brooklyn Academy of Music, all in New
York City.

When Connie sings—you can almost sce
her.

swing more times each mimrte. There was
little money for that great brood. There
was stark poverty. And when, on May 31,
1897, there arrived upon the scene one Bern-
ard Ancel, a squalling mite, why Papa Ancel's
bellows roared, and his forge glowed white.
Another mouth to feed . . . another pair of
shoes . . . doctor’s bills. it was tough for
Papa Ancel—plenty tough.

“Listen,” said Ben Bernie, gulping his third
chocolate soda, “don’t Jook at me so funny.
If | lose my waist line now it’s because 1 can
remeniber the days when | couldn’t afford a
waistling.”

The older Ancel boys helped Papa around
tha shop. Benny wasn’t so big, and he wasn't
so strong. But he loved the horses. And dogs.
He was crazy abcut dogs. He’d share his
meager meals with any little hungry dog who
prowled around his father’s anvil.

Fruitless Bemnie

“When 1 was a kid riding the newly shod
horses back to the farnrers who cwned them,”
said Ben Bernie, “sometimes I'd go into their
houses. And I'd stand wide-eyed at the sight
of the fresh fruit on their dining room table.
My brothers and | knew fruit only as a birth-
day rarity. -Gee, we used to call those
farmers ‘rich bugs’. Believe it_or not, it took
ne years to get over my awe cf an orange.

“l never asked the farmers for one of
those cranges.  But I wanted ’em. | wanted
‘em ‘bad. 1 told myself that some day I'd
make a million dollars and buy all the fruit
my mother, and my sisters and brothers,
could eat.”

Well, he’s done it. And 1 think that
Bernie’'s one great happiness is being able to
care for his mother as he had dreamed he
would when he was a hungry kid who could
never eat fast enough to catch up to a second
lrelping. And that’s mo hopey.

Benny Ancel was a frail child, too frail to
{allow the trade of smithy. “As long as I

couldn’t join the anvil chorus,” said Bernie

“my dad decided that I would be an engineer. :

I guess he thought it was a high class branch
of black-smithing. Mother had Gypsy blood
in her veins. She gazed fondly at my huge
mop of hair and decided 1'd be a violinist—a
maestro. So a violinist I became.”

The Ancels moved to New York. Papa
Auncel opened a blacksmith shop under the
shadow of the Brooklyn Bridge, a few blocks

selling $5.98 violins at a bargain counter in a
department store. But he wasn’t content with
just selling them. He put on a sales talk, for
the benefit of crowds of customers, that
sounded like a Will Rogers monologue. Some
of the customers even went so far as to buy

violins.

A Break from Schenck

from where the New York Evening Journal
building now stands. You can still see it
there, with its faded sign on a dirty red brick |
wall. In the first years of the Twentieth
Century that part of Manhattan—the Cherry
LHll section—was as hard as Mell’s Kitchen. |
And the boy from quiet little Bayonne had |
to stand the jibes of Cherry Hill’s young!|
hoodlums as he walked, precious violin under
arm, to the home of his inst ctor. lle took
it. lle still can take it. He wanted to be
famous. He wanted to be a millionaire.
At fourteen the prodigy gave a concert in
Carnegie tlall. True enough, the hall was
paid for by relatives who might have been a
bit prejudiced, but everyone agreed that the
young artist showed promise. No one ever
suspected that he would desert Bach for
Berlin, or that he would pay off the family
mortgage with “Whose Your Little Whozzis.”

Why Not an Engineer?

But Bernie’s father couldn’t understand
why Benny would rather be a musician than
an engineer. So at sixteeh Ben, much against
his will, entered New York University, where
they make engineers, among other things.
They didn’t make one out of Benny. Ile
spent most of his time dirrcting and writing
campus theatricals. Youns Ancel persuaded
them to abandon the Shakespearian drama
in favor of a Minstrel show. And Benny was
de Head Man. That’s where he picked up his
now famous “Yowsah,” with a slight East
side accent,

One Christmas vacation Benny got a job

One day his audience included Joseph
Schenck, who was then in charge of bookings
for Loew’s circuit. Schenck offered Benny
a job at $35 a week for twenty weeks. “I
hesitated three seconds—just long enough to
impress Schenck—and then | accepted,” says
Bernie. At this time Bernard Ancel became
Bernard Berni, “The Boy Wonder.” Berni
became Bernie when some press agent with a
flair for e’s kept tacking one on the end of
his mame. It wasn’'t Ben’s fault,

The Boy Wonder toured the provinces in
a full dress suit playing concertos a la
Heilitz. Ile was an artist! Ile didn’t cut his
hair and he cultivated a look of genius.

He was a mild success. Then one bright
day in the Virginia Hills a two-fisted and
well-filled mountaineer, irked by a Beethoven
sonata, leaned aver the balcony and let loose
with a quid of tobacco. His aim was unerring.
Until that moment The Boy Wonder—the
gentus—had never spoken on the stage. But
he spoke then—and how he spoke! le ad-
libbed a flock of choice Cherry 1ill words
that had those mountaineers gasping. [‘unny
thing was, the manager liked it. After that
The Boy Wonder talked more and played
less. They raised his salary.

Ben bought a bowler hat, a pair of peg-top
pants, and a flock of five cent cigars. He
teanred with an accordion player, and the act
became Bernie (the extra e had been added)
and Klass. Their overnight jumps from town
to town were masde without benefit of Pull-
man Ben and Klass rode the rods.

“You know him—the suave, sophistt-
cated, wise crackin’ Head Man . . .
He is famous wherever there is a radio
set and wherever humans dance. Sure,
you know him—the Old Maestro!
You know Ben Bernie. Do you know
Bernard Ancel?”’

“About that time | heard of sleeping berths
on trains,” said Ben, tilting his cigar, “but |
never believed the story.”

And Bernie smiles. “See this,” he says, and
touches the greying hairs around the temples,
“well, | didn’t get these talking into a mike.
Sometimes we didn’t even have train fara,
Once we were going to Des Moines and we
didn’t have a ticket. The conductor was
making the rounds. | knew he’d throw us
off—maybe in the middle of some darn
desert. So 1 fiddled my way from car to car,
passing the hat. One old gentlemen endured
two of my solos. Then he offered to pay the
fare for both of us if I'd stop playing.”

Bookings became scarcer. Finally Ben had
to take a job in the Haymarket Cafe, one of
the toughest dives in the old Bowery. He
played for “throw money” and meals. His
mother didn’t know. She thought he was
playing in a swanky salon. He sent her
money out of his tiny earnings every week.
Imagine him, then—a slender, pale boy, poor-
ly dressed, frail, playing out his heart for the
scum of the four corners of the earth. Grit-
ting his teeth, and playing, and hoping. His
songs were punctuated by drunken roars, and
riotous laughter, and brawls. All he had was
ambition and courage.

Ben at Reisenweber’s
e got a break. He became the first master
of ceremornies for Reisenweber’s, no longer in
existence, but once the rendezvous for New
York’s famous. Many great stars of today—
Al Jolson, Sophie Tucker, Eddie Cantor, and
Harry Richman—began their careers at this
cabaret. Incidentally—and this is news—I
hear that Bernie and Jolson are going to team
up for a series of broadcasts, which will pro-
bably make the greatest radio pair in history.
After Reisenweber’s the team of Bernie and

Play-by-
play mikeman ratings are two plums each
for Totten and Llson, and one plum for
Manning because he wasn’t as well informed.
Flanagan gets two plums. Might have earned
three, but his too obvious letdown when the
Cubs slipped cancels a better standing.

Lady Esther Serenade, Oct. 2, (2 p. m.
on NBC) wins basket of plums for cutling
its hitherto mauseating commercial credit
to nothing. Reason being that no Serenade
was broadcast on account of World Series.

Monarch Mystery Tenor (Sunday, October
2, 1 p. m. on NBC) bowed with an act
that has been missing for some time from
the chain channels, that of good old Irish
ballads by an unnamed tenor of Erin. What
time was given to radio gossiper Charles J.
Gilchrest was well used. Show well worth
several plums and twice the time.

Pat Barnes’ “Jimlown Sketches” (Mon.
to Wed, 745 p. m. on NBC) offer
more good wvoice changes than Amos "n
Andy, and the plum-winning wvirtue of
showing the sparkle of new situations that
has not of late been possessed by A. & A.

A goodly portion of plums go to Fu
Manchu (Mon.,, Oct. 3, 7:45 p. m. on
CBS), a newcomer with many sound eflects
and shrieks coupled with very splendid cast-
ing. Colliers, a year ago, had a better Dr.
Fu Manchu, but Charles Warburton excels
as Nailand Smith, Bob White stars as Dr.
Petrie (and almost Dr. Watson), and Sunda
Love charms as Karemeneh. Rohmer plots,
however, are thinner and more melodramatic
than those of Conan Doyle. The air will
soon have a mystery thriller or two for
every night in the week.

Chase & Sanborn hour (Sunday, 7 p. m.
on NBC) always worlh a plum or iwo
for Rubinoff’s violin solos and orchestra,
even 1f Georgie Price isw't funny, and
he isn't always., This program has a way
of splashing money around to headliners
who don’t click, but Georgie has done as
well as or better than those previously in
his spol.

Lucky Strike hour (Tuesday, 9 p. m.
on NBC) begins to tire with the same rou-
tine of squad car siren, short wave loud
speaker and the ever successful Barry Rudd,
but the audience generally takes it several
months longer than this scribe, Prune-win-
ning monotony of Curtin plots probably due
to the similarity of gangster methods. Either
gangsters are terrible copycats or banks and
jewelry stores are their only aim in life.
Announcer Claney, if he is as fatigued read-
ing as we are listening to the identical com-
mercial hooey sandwiched in this show, is
just about ready for the psycopathic ward.
Suggestions: Dig up more varied crimes and
change their presentation a bit. Send out
scouts for diversity in music makers such
as cowboy syncopators, barn dance jig
timers, all-guitar, fiddle, saxophone or ma-
rimba bands, and please—please shake up
the words in that sales patter.

Cuide Music Critic

Carleton Smith is back from Europe—
and in the weeks to come Radio Guide’s
music critic will review what’s good—and
bad, on the air. You see him here as he
stopped in Salzburg, Central Europe,
chatting to Mme. Sigrid Onegin, the
great singer of “Orpheus.”

ERE | am back in New York. with

noise, dirt and more excitement than all
of Europe! Shortly atter sunrise this morn-
ing, | saw Manhattan's giant fairyland of
buildings that no foreigner will ever believe
exists until he sees it. After passing our
Customs—the most troublesome known to
civilization, with the possible exception of
Soviet Russia—| found mysell officially and
technically at home, with my purchases, my
memories and a healthy tan.

The passage was just the kind 1 like.
Enough sea to make it interesting, and plenty
of sunny days. I'rom the moment Africa
fell into the ocean and Spain receded into
the horizon, 1 was free. No telephone calls,
no radio talks, no lectures to be given, not
even a column to write. Only the bluest
blue waves of the Atlantic to greet me.

My relapse mto lackadaisical indolence
almost lost me a big toe, when ! failed to
realize that this was New York and not the
boat. A taxi came too close to me while
I was watching a group of tourists leaving
Penn station. Tourists in New York? 1
had never noticed them before. Always
thought LCurope had all the tourists.

“

Unpacking is interesting. 1 had forgotten
many of the things that | had stored away.
Seeing them again reminds me about places
and events | haven’t told you. There are
shoes from Oberammergau; the derbuka of
Algiers; the Venetian glass that was blown
for me while I watched; the scores of “Or-
pheus” and “Oberon” with Bruno Walter’s
markings; the wooden man in forty-six
picces who, when fitted together, holds a
bottle in his hand and stands on a keg—
this, from Budapest.

“

The former capitals of Austria-Ilungary
are in a pitiable state. Vienna, because of
her former gaiety is by contrast more de-
plorable than Budapest. Vienna wears the
weeds of widowhood, and when you stand
among the Hapsburg tombs in the Cap-
puchin church, you feel that all her glory
lies buried there. The Viennese are still
Viennese, however, if you meet them in their
homes, They do not go to the cafes now.
They are poor. But they manage to pre-
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to Hear Toscanini

serve their gemutlich reputation. They aré
as good-natured, philosophical and agreeable
a people as you can find anywhere.

Most of the artists and professional Vien-
nese were in Salzburg during festival-time.
You could meet almost any important per-
son of the music-world there. They follow
Bruno Walter wherever he goes. So Mme.
Sigrid Onegin told me while we walked in
the woods near her summer home across the
border of Bavaria. She is a great artist,
and I hope that America will not be long in
hearing her portrayal of Orpheus. Unlortun-
ately, Onegin has not yet broadcast in Amer-
ica. Radio suffers as a consequence. One
hearing is sufficient.

I only wish that each of you could live
for a time with the peoples of LEurope. They
have less in material comforts, but greater
happiness than we, 1 believe. There is time
for them to put thought into their work,
and the machine has not crowded out the
incentive. You may admire their desire to
inject an individuality into their houses and
their surroundings. You may cherish the
fact that somewhere man still keeps the
product of his hands as a secret heirloom—
that he will not be satisfied to have alum-
inum pot and a hole in the wall, already
made and furnished for him, and identical
with those used by thousands of his fellows.
But you know this is not for you. In our
lives there is no room for things we do not
use. The tempo is too rapid to allsw the
individual variations in taste.

But home is home. Lven though one
would, he cannot adopt another culture and
make it his own quickly. tle knows that
what we lose in one way, we gain in another.

Now | am ready for a heavy diet of good
radio programs. This Sunday we will all
have our ears together when Toscanini starts
the first of the sixteen Philharmonic broad-
casts he is to conduct during the scason.
Bruno Walter is to have nine, and Issay
Dobrowen, who makes his microphone debut
the first Sunday of December, four. When
the mail is all cleared away, I shall let you
know what else is promised for us this
winter.

Evolution of Jazz
By Clyde McCoy

(Heard on the NBC Ne!work with His Orchestra)

UST as America has been called the “Melting Pot of the

World,” because of the different pcople and races that have
settled there, it may also be called the “Musical Melting Pot
of the World.” The influence of all the different races and
nations has been felt in American music even though many
people think that the music of the Negro has been the sole
influence, along with the music of the American Indian. 1
do not think this is true. 1 do believe that the Negro and
Indian music has been the latest factor in influencing Amer-
ican music, but not the sole influcnce.

If you care to turn back the pages of time, you will find
that for the first hundred years, American music was almost
solely under the influence of the Puritans, Their hymn books
and songs greatly influenced American music. The most
famous musical collection of the Puritan era was the “Bay
Psalm Book.”

This book was published in 1640 and was an arrangement
of the Psalms which were to be sung to the old tunes that
were found in the Ainsworth group. The Ainsworth collec-
tion was brought from Holland—the better known of these
are “Dundee” and “Old Hundred.”

in the Appalachian Mountain section. Then in rapid order,
the folk songs of Ireland, Scotland, Wales, England, Spain,
France and Holland became influential in the different settle-
ments of America, but the infancy and newness of the country
kept music from developing rapidly. The influence of the
settler can be seen in the music of the American Indian . For
example, among the Huron tribe of Canada, can be found
many songs which show the distinct influence of the French,
and among the Penobscots and Delaware, who were the two
tribes in closest contact with the Puritans and Quakers, the
use of hymn-like chants is very noticeable; and the music
of the Southern Indians, Pueblo and Navajo, shows the in-
fluence of the Spanish missionaries.
Then, with the coming of the Negro, another influence,
and probably the greatest influence, was felt in American
music. The music of the Negro became divided into three
different parts; the “Work Songs,” the “Spirituals,” and the
“Negro-Creole Songs.” The Negro of the “upper South” ex-
pressed themselves in “Spirituals,” but not as religiously nor
with as deep a fervor as the Negro of the “Lower South,”
who were in constant dread of being sold in slavery. Among
the Negro “Spirituals” are the familiar melodies: “Deep
River,” “1 Want to Be Ready,” “Nobody Knows the Trouble
I See” and “Good News.”
In the Negro-Creole music is found the influence of Spain
and France. This is only natural in that the country was
directly under the influence of the French ¢
and Spanish for many yecars. The best ex-|
ample of the first dance songs of American
music are found in the music of the Negro-
Creole tunes of the Cubans. The two white
men who composed songs derived from
Negro sources, that have been the most suc-
cessful, are Stephen TFoster and Dan Em-
mett.  Their work was so successful that to-
day it ranks among the best composed folk
song of any nation of the world.
There are different types of Negro music,
the lively, the somber and the plaintive. The

“somber” may be a heritage from the
African negro. However, we find that the
“lively” music of the Negro is the one that

has had the greatest effect. The “Rag-Time,”
that came into being at the close of the
nineteenth century, is supposed to be an
imitation of the plantation tunes. This
is true to a certain extent. There have
becn many explanations as to the origin of
the word “Rag-Time.” American “Rag-
Time” has been defined as syncopated music,
or “Ragged Time”; but while that idea is,
no doubt, descriptive, the term probably
came {rom the old Negro festivals known as
“Rent Rags,” which were given to raise
money for the landlords.

The first playing of “Alexander’s Rag-Time
Band” created a sensation. It was the first
rag-time tune to be composed for dance
music by the white man. It was the first
step toward our present day “Jazz.”

It started a definite turning point in
American music. It became very popular.
Soon all dance bands were playing rag-time.

What will the future hold in store for
American music? | do not believe that any
one person can answer this question. 1 do
believe, however, that we will see many new
types of melodies.

LITTLE BOY stood at the stage door
waiting for Peter Pan 10 come out—

Peter, with his winsome smile, Peter, who,

with Tinker Bell, had transplanted the little

boy to the Never-Never-Land a few minutes

before. The door swung open and a young
woman with the elfish face of Peter Pan
emerged.

The little boy’s heart broke! Peter wasn’t
Peter, but just a girl in dresses. Then and
there, Maude Adams vowed never again to
leave the theater as long as onc child re-
mained in sight. She couldn’t bear to destroy
the wistful illusion she had created for thou-
sands upon thousands of children, to whom
Peter Pan and Tinker Bell were as real as
their own fingers and toes.

Strangely enough—or perhaps not strangely
at all—Maude Adams had grown up with a
passionate desire to be a great tragedian. In
her childhood, tragedy had been the really
“respectable” career; an actress tolerated
comedy only as a make-shift until she should
blossom as a great tragic heroine.

Maude Adams’ stage career had begun early
—so early that she probably does not remem-
ber her first appearance herself,

In those little-girl days, Maude Adams not
only learned her own parts, but also those of
the other actors. When a giown-up col-
league insisted on prompting the six-year old
child, Maude whispered with frank displeas-
ure, “I know my part and yours too. Mind
your own lines.”

The child actress was undeniably a success.
Billed as “Little Maudie Adams,” she toured
California and the coast cities in the old-
fashioned melodramas and farces then pop-
ular,

Finally the awkward period arrived; she
was neither child nor woman. Two years
“out” for school seemed to her so much
wasted time, although a friendly teacher
guaranteed to convert her into an instructor
in elocution earning two thousand dollars a
year!

But Maude Adams and her mother had
different plans. The father had died, and to-
gether they decided to brave New York.

At last she secured an ingenue assignment
in a play called “The Paymaster.” Her chicf
feat was to plunge into a tank of cold water
and to be rescued by the hero. Because of
her daily immersion, she contracted a severe
cold. “No more cold water,” was the stern
order of her mother, who thereafter doubled
for her daughter in this scene—until detected
by the keen eye of David Belasco.

After playing various small parts, none of
which brought her much notice, Maude
Adams considered the offer of & five-year
contract to play juvenile comedy. At the
same instant, Charles I‘roham offered her a
minor part in a play by David Belasco and
H. C. De Mille. The first promised security
—money. The second was a gambling chance
-—she took the chance!

It proved to be a “lucky break”; for only
a little later on John Drew joined the Fro-
ham forcess Maude Adams, out in San
Francisco, was sitting for the photographer
who had taken her pictures since she was a
baby star. “Who is the lady John Drew will
make love to?” he asked with fatherly inter-
est. “Why, 1 am,” chirped Maude Adams,
scarcely appreciating her own good fortune.
As a sign of his good-natured unbelief, the
artist walked over and playfully pinched her
ears. [t's a matter of record that she did
become Drew’s leading lady, and made a hit
almost overnight.

J. M. Barrie, author of “The Little Minister,”
noted with joy her winning smile, her fragile
Celicacy, and her fairy grace. “There,” said
he, “is the woman to play my | ady Babbie.”
And Maude Adams was not quite twenty-five
when she made her debut in the old Empire
Theater as Lady Babbie, in “The Little Min-
ister.”  The play ran three years. Other
successes followed—“As You Like It” and
“Romeo and Juliet.” Then she played in
“L’Aiglon” a part created by Sarah Bern-
hardt. Then her manager, having tracked
down no modern play suited to her, planned
another Shakespeure series. Just as he was
leaving her after an interview, he thrust a
manuscript into her hands, with this remark,
“Here’s a new play of Barrie’s. [ don't
think I'll produce it, but you may be inter-
ested in reading it.”

The play was “Peter Pan”; and, before
Maude Adams had finished the first act, she
knew she had met the character she’d always
dreamed about. And why not? Didn’t Bar-
rie frankly admit that Maude Adams had
been his inspiration for the gay, wistful little
hoy who didn’t want to grow up? She inter-
preted Peter Pan to thousands ol enthusiastic
people and, although other triumphs followed,
it was always Peter ’an that drew the great-
est applause.

In 1918, at the height of her career, Maude
Adams retired. Then the theatrical world
realized that, even in her years of greatest
activity, she had never really been a part of
it. She had remained demure and aloof.

Yet the theater itself, if not the people in
it, still possessed the soul of Maude Adams.
The actress devoted herseli to research in
stage-lighting. She used a mysterious labora-
tory provided by a great electrical company,
and for fourteen years she experimented.
Imagine the frail little lady among those
awe-mspiring machines, seeking the effects of
light!

Last year, when nearing fifty-nine, Maude
Adams emerged from her seclusion and
mounted a production of “The Merchant of
Venice,” with Otis Skinner as Shylock and
hersell as Portia. The real star was her lights,
however, they proved a bit strong, but they
produced a wonderful impression of sunlight.

At the premiere in Cleveland, Ohio, Miss
Adams bowed before a tremendous ovation.
Her admirers, the boys and girls of two de-
cades before, may have hoped to recapture
their youth—to behold Peter Pan again. Some
of them showed disappoint ment because Peter
Pan had grown up. Maybe they regretted
most that the world and they, too, had grown
up since 1918. But Maude Adams should
have been a living witness to them that in
guining years we lose nothing. She stayed
mentally alert. She was busy. When she came
back home to the theater as Portia, she was
supremely the woman, not the child, because
she hadn’t let life conquer her.

Phil Baker, the accordion player, was formed.
Phil used to carry Bernie’s violin to the
theater and hang around his dressing room
in stage-struck awe. He thought Ben was a
combination Barrymore and Kreisler. Ben
thought Phil had the right idea and gave him
a job.

Pay checks grew bigger. At first Phil never
spoke in the act. He played his accordion
and acted as a foil for Bernie’s gags.

“I'll never forget the day,” Ben chuckled,
“when Phil had his first lines to speak. It
was in Frisco . . . packed house out front.
We had rehearsed a gag for two weeks ‘an_d
it looked sure fire. Right in the midst of it
Phil doubled up with laughter and ran into
the wings, carrying the gag with him and
leaving me with an audience.

“Those were great days. We used to live
in boarding houses and we washed our own
socks. We stole each other’s ties and bor-
rowed each other’s girls.”

The boarding houses gave way to hotels.
Then they got rooms with baths, They rose
rapidly to headline billing on the Keith
circuit. They played the coveted Palace in
New York—many times.

At the outbreak of the War, the team
split into single acts. A back njury pre-
vented Bernie’s enlisting. “l got a job in
the Secret Service of the Orpheum circuit
watching the German acrobats,” he says.

Hop to 1920—the beginning of the jazz
age. Bernie sensed that the new type of
music would soon be sweeping the country.
So whenever he was in New York he’d drop
in nightly to listen to Paul Whiteman, the
first great modern batoneer. He listened to
Whiteman and learned the secret of jazz.

“Listen, Ben, how do you do it? llow do
you think of your ad lib chatter in front
of the mike?”

“Aw, I don’t know, I try to feel that the
people I'm .alking to on the air are right
on the dance hall in front of me. And |
talk to them like that. 1 mean ! try to
take them into my confidence—make them
feel right at home—in front of my band.
Just like we were all together.”

Well; in the last ten years Ben Bernie has
made his million. He’s sitting on top of
the world, and his isn’t the kind of fame
that dies or even diminishes. lle’s added
a new note of happiness and good will to
‘American entertainment. There’s banter in
his tone and laughter in his voice.

You see, he’s taken a flock of hard knocks
on the chin. And he stood it. Now every-
thing is rosy. And he’s standing that, too.

Ile has a thirteen-year-old son in military
school. What’s his son want to be? A
maestro! Sometimes they play together, the
two Bernie’s, at benefits and orphanages.

Bernie can’t pass a stray dog without pat-
ting its head. e has five dogs, three German
shepherds and two great Danes.

And hosses. Bernie loves them. You can’t
keep him away from the race track. Used
to be, he’d risk thousands on a race. Not
any more. Now his bets are small. Lle
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A youthful Westerner, Bobby Benson, and
his bosom pal, “Silver Spot,” look pretty
for you here. Isn’t “Silver Spot” a beauty?
Bobby, in real life, is Richard Wanamaker,
youngest hero of the 1{-Bar-O Rangers,
new Columbia skit heard each Monday,
Wednesday and Friday at 4 p. m.

doesn’t believe in throwing away money
when some people haven’t got any money.
They say (and this is only rumor) that he
dropped fifty thousand one year playing the
races.
