"Road to Zanzibar" 
Cast: Bing Crosby. Bob Hope, Dorothy 
Lamour, Una Merkel, Eric Blore, et al. A 
Paramount picture, produced by Paul Jones: 
directed by Victor Schertzinger, who also 
directed "One Night of Love." 

THIS is a "must see" comedy for any 
fan of Bing Crosby's or Bob Hope's, 

so that leaves out hardly anyone in 
the United States or Canada. There's 
Dorothy Lamour too, for luscious 
curves and mellow music in romantic 
settings with crooner Crosby. 

But the news of "Road to Zanzibar" 
is that the same cast top their excel- 
lent and screamingly funny work in 
the preceding Paramount production, 
"Road to Singapore." 

The story is a travesty on South 
African safari pictures, and the "di- 
rector's touch" is obvious in sev- 
eral scenes marking high spots for 
laughs. In one the map of Africa is 
flashed on the screen. and the voice 
of commentator Knox Manning de- 
scribes the progress of the Crosby - 
Hope expedition. (Backgrounds for 
jungle scenes were filmed by famed 
explorer Osa Johnson.) 

As Mr. Manning's description con- 
tinues, a dotted line begins thread- 
ing itself across the map, and winds 
up in a maze of tangles and loops! In 
another, Hope and Crosby are cap- 
tured by Zulu warriors, whereupon 
the native chiefs hold a powwow 
which is translated into English in the 
form of superimposed sub -captions of 
a screaming nature. In a third, Doro- 
thy Lamour is paddling Crosby in an 
African canoe when Bing gets ro- 
mantic and discusses with her the 
peculiar jungle pictures they have 
seen in the past where the hero or 
heroine suddenly started singing to 
the accompaniment of a full orchestra. 
Crosby says, "Why, in one picture the 
hero dipped his fingers into the 
stream, like this, and a harp started 
playing." And as Crosby dips his 
fingers a harp does play chords, a 
bird in a tree blends in with the flute 
accompaniment, and Crosby and La- 
mour are off in a Crosbyish romantic 
song -and with full orchestral ac- 
companiment! 

It is impossible to describe the 
smart dialog and wisecracks ex- 
changed by Crosby and Hope. In this 
clever comedy every line seems to 
bring a laugh. There's never a dull 
moment. 

Excellent supporting performances 
are contributed by Una Merkel and 
Eric Blore, and in conclusion the 
verdict is: Yes, you can take the kids 
or your mother -in -law to see this 
zany screen play.

PERHAPS the best in the whole, 
hilarious "Topper" series is this 

latest, which has the genial ghost re- 
turning again to the mirth of movie- 
goers everywhere. It had to be better, 
because -at first -the mere sight of a 
ghost, in the image of Roland Young, 
materializing via trick photography 
was enough to bring down the house. 
Now, with the novelty of such trick 
photography worn off as the series 
progresses, accent on character and 
plot comes to the foreground and the 
result is a better film. 

The plot is a whodunit in which 
ghosts replace the Philo Vances and 
the Michael Shanes. Gail Richards 
(Joan Blondell) and Ann Carrington 
(Carole Landis) return from the 
Orient for a meeting with Ann's 
father. Gail, obviously mistaken for 
Ann, is murdered by some unknown 
assailant. Gail, able to materialize 
and dematerialize at will, teams with 
the similarly gifted ghost, Topper, to 
solve the mystery. 

The piece is replete with sinister 
figures, disappearing doorways, slid- 
ing panels and disappearing bodies. 
But particularly amusing is the per- 
formance of Joan Blondell as the 
wisecracking ghost who is constantly 
-and eternally, perhaps- compromis- 
ing the rather conformist soul of the 
spirit, Topper. Carole Landis delights 
with a well- turned -out performance, 
and Rochester is hilarious as the 
chauffeur who, when things get really 
tough, looks out at the audience and 
makes the observation, "I'm going 
back to Mr. Benny. He was never as 
bad as this." 

The picture is played strictly for 
laughs, and while, as pointed out, 
there is much more meat to this than 
the others, still the disappearing rou- 
tines are worked out so perfectly that 
even though you see it -you still don't 
believe it.

And now make way for her again! 
She's back again in all of her 
sequinned glory in "Ziegfeld Girl," 
M -G -M's extravaganza of girls -girls 
-GIRLS! The theater marquees will 
wink the names of Jimmy Stewart, 
Hedy Lamarr, Judy Garland, Lana 
Turner and Tony Martin as the stars 
of the picture. But that's not so at all. 
There are thirty -six stars -thirty -six 
long -legged darlings who dance and 
prance and fill in the background. 
They're the thirty -six most beautiful 
girls in all of these great, big United 
States, and if anyone wants to dispute 
that title the girls are willing to be 
photographed in hair -curlers and 
cold -cream to prove it! 

The most intensive search went into 
the selection of the beauties who lend 
their haughty presence to this film, 
which sets out to out -Ziegfeld Zieg- 
feld even in his best days. The search 
for Scarlett O'Hara was a cinch com- 
pared to the manner in which bath- 
ing - beaches, schoolrooms, drive - in 
stands and even the backwoods were 
ransacked for beautiful girls. Earl 
Carroll, who spends every waking 
hour looking for a de luxe type, 
screams like a mad banshee anytime 
the name "Ziegfeld Girl" is men- 
tioned. Four of his most beautiful 
girls in the show at his theater - 
restaurant were stolen for the M -G -M 
picture. 

In order to entice these visions of 
loveliness to leave chorus -line, class- 
room and home for the studio set, the 
highest salaries ever paid to chorus 
girls were dangled under their little 
noses. Ordinarily, movie chorines get 
eleven dollars a day. The "Ziegfeld" 
girlies received from one hundred to 
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include a girl who did have that 
sparkling personality they wanted. 

Where Do the Girls Come From? 

They were all hand -picked. Talent - 
scouts were sent all over the country 
searching for beauty. Schools, offices, 
beauty contests, Billy Rose's Aqua - 
cade, Earl Carroll's Theater, the Folies 
Bergeres, Chariot's Revue, the ranks 
of artists' models and the regular film 
chorus list were combed. Of the thou- 
sands appraised only thirty -six made 
the grade! 

Georgia Carroll, chosen by New 
York artists as "America's most beau- 
tiful model," was the first girl to be 
signed. She happened to be in Holly- 
wood at the time seeking a picture 
career. 

Nina Bissell came down from San 
Francisco to visit relatives in Holly- 
wood and brought only a suitcase, 
expecting to stay a few days. She was 
at the Pirate's Den-a small Holly- 
wood night -club -one night and a 
talent -scout saw her. Came a test and 
now she's a Hollywood resident. 

Virginia Cruzon was an usherette 
in Grauman's Chinese Theater, and an 
M -G -M executive noticed her as she 
showed him to his seat. That girl 
stands out even in the dark! 

Anya Tarranda was at the U. S. C.- 
U. C. L. A. football game screaming 
her beautiful head off for U. C. L. A. 
Pan Berman, producer of the picture, 
was one row in front of her, rooting 

WHO, WHAT and WHY 
IS A CHORUS GIRL? 

The spirit of Ziegfeld will never die! Here are 

the glamorous girls who hold beauty's torch aloft 

BY HELEN HOVER 

one hundred and fifty dollars a week, 
plus overtime, which increased the 
weekly take -check from twenty -five 
to fifty dollars. That's good pickings 
for doing nothing but looking beauti- 
ful, which means just looking natural 
for these girls. 

So, readers, meet the girls in "Zieg- 
feld Girl." Step right up and ask 
anything you want to know about 
them. From letters and personal 
queries these seem to be the questions 
topmost in people's minds: 

What Are the Physical Require- 
ments of a Film Chorus Girl? 

Briefly, she must be beautiful. More 
specifically, here are the measure- 
ments of Georgia Carroll, who is the 
top showgirl in "Ziegfeld Girl" and 
whose measurements were the yard- 
stick by which the other girls were 
selected: 

Height, 5 feet 71/2 inches 
Weight, 128 pounds 
Neck, 121 inches 
Bust, 35 inches 
Waist, 25 inches 

Hip, 36 inches 
Thigh, 191/2 inches 
Ankle, 81/2 inches 

That's the ideal figure, but many 
beauties with those measurements 
didn't qualify. Robert Z. Leonard, 
Adrian, Cedric Gibbons, Pandro Ber- 
man and Busby Berkley, all connected 
with directing, clothing, designing and 
producing the picture, spent eight long 
afternoons doing nothing but looking 
at hundreds and hundreds of beautiful 
girls. And they said it was work! 
"Whew," said Busby Berkley wearily, 
after he had blond and brunette spots 
before his eyes, "aren't there any 
homely girls in the world? With so 
much beauty they all begin to look 
alike after a while. The girl who 
stands out from this mob must have 
something more than perfect measure- 
ments and features. She has to have 
-well, call it eagerness!" 

So, added to tape- measure perfec- 
tion, a girl must have eagerness, 
which is another word for personality. 
The beauty jury overlooked a miss- 
ing inch in length and an extra inch 
around the ankle every so often to 

for U. S. C. He turned around to 
squelch her, but was himself squelched 
by her blond loveliness. He became a 
U. C. L. A. fan, and Anya became a 
"Ziegfeld Girl." 

Lorraine Gettman was a fashion 
model. Her picture appeared in the 
rotogravure section of a Chicago pa- 
per, advertising a permanent wave. 
Busby Berkley didn't care a hang 
about the wave, but he did like the 
girl it was on, so he set the wheels 
rolling until he found her, tested 
and signed her. 

FRANCES GLADWIN was the "Goose 
Girl" at Hollywood Park race -track. 

This signified that she was queen of 
the little lake in Hollywood Park 
over which a flock of geese floated on 
racing days. Adrian passed her on his 
way to the two -dollar window, asked 
her to come to see him, dressed her 
as a showgirl should be dressed, and 
Frances was a "Ziegfeld Girl." 

Many of the other girls are models 
and showgirls plucked from other 
shows and pictures. Practically every 
girl is a beauty -contest winner of 
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some sort, but they all admit that the 
contest did nothing for them but give 
them ideas that they ought to be in 
pictures. 

Should I Leave Home to Try to 
Crash the Hollywood Chorus Line? 

Not unless you have enough money 
to tide you over a non -working period 
and are willing to compromise with a 
waitress job -just in case. There are 
plenty of beautiful girls in Holly- 
wood, and even if you won a beauty 
contest, that won't get you anywhere. 
Outside of "Ziegfeld Girl," which 
places a very high standard on its 
chorus, most film beauties are hired 
through routine channels such as 
Central Casting. You won't be called 
unless you're a member of the Actors' 
Guild, and you can't become a mem- 
ber of the Actors' Guild unless you 
have worked in a picture. It's a cock- 
eyed circle, and many a girl has 
broken her heart trying to find a way 
to break through. Briefly, there are 
more beautiful girls than there are 
jobs, and Actors' Guild is trying to 
lessen the competition. By eliminating 
the newcomers, the working conditions 
of the girls already in the business are 
stabilized, which is an effective way 
of making a precarious livelihood less 
precarious. However, don't let that 
discourage you completely. There are 
some ways of getting in. One method 
is to get a letter from the manager of 
your local theater. That's often a big 
help. Having a director ask for you is 
another way, but often it's easier to 
get an audience with the President! 

How Moral Are Chorus Girls? 

Forget your precious conception of 
the chorus girl with minks, yachts and 
thousand -dollar bills in her Christmas 
stocking and Christmas every day and 
the my- heart- belongs -to- sugar -daddy 
slant. 

Only men around the set are studio 
grips and electricians, and they're fine 
if you like the brawny type. 

The hours are long -up at six a.m., 
often work until eight p.m., home and 
flop into bed for a fresh start in the 
morning. That doesn't allow much time 
or vim for partying. Besides, the girl 

ANYA TARRANDA was a John 
Powers model until producer Pan - 
dro Berman saw her at a U. C. L. A. 
grid game, made her a chorine 

most in demand is the dependable, 
hard - working girl who gets her eight 
hours' sleep and réports on the set in 
time. 

One girl in "Ziegfeld Girl" did hit it 
high. She went to parties, stayed out 
late and rushed onto the set with 
puffy eyes. One morning she found it 
physically impossible to be up at six, 
and she didn't report on the set until 
noon. Because she had appeared in 
earlier scenes and she was needed to 
keep the line -up accurate, she was let 
off with a reprimand. But she couldn't 
resist those party invitations, and once 
again she overslept. This time she was 
promptly bounced and another girl 
replaced her. You can rest assured that 
this girl's Hollywood career is finished. 
The blackball goes into effect -to pro- 
tect other studios rather than to cru- 
cify the girl -and never again will 
she get work from any other film 
studio. 

MOST of the girls are youngsters, 
sweet kids who wash their stock- 

ings and undies before turning in. The 
majority of them live with their moth- 
ers, and these mamas see to it that 
Hollywood doesn't turn their darlings' 
heads. Several of the others are mar- 
ried and carry on a circumspect home 
life with their husbands. 

As a rule, the girls are the bread-

What Are Her Chances of Stardom? 

Less than one in fifty. There were 
over fifty beauties in "The Great Zieg- 
feld," made five years ago, and only 
one girl in the chorus stepped out of 
the ranks to film prominence. She was

Showgirls are not star material. It 

requires no dramatic ability to swag- 
ger haughtily and look blankly beauti- 
ful. In fact, the less emotion and ex- 
pression a girl has -vital qualifications 
to a successful actress -the better pre- 
pared she is for the phlegmatic career 
of a showgirl. 

Trouble is, the life of a showgirl is 
so easy, requires so little training out- 
side of the beauty she was born with, 
and there is so little responsibility at- 
tached to it that most girls become 
lazy and find it too much trouble to 
tackle the job of becoming actresses. 
They fall into a rut, they associate 
with each other, begin to look alike, 
talk alike, dress alike, smile alike. 
Their individuality is then destroyed 
and so is their potential value as 
actresses. 

The girls who made "Ziegfeld Girl" 

ALL CHORUS GIRLS aren't 
gold- d +ggers and night -clubbers. 
The freshness of Claire James 
is maintained by an "early to 
bed, early to rise" routine 

will be displayed in a glittering show- 
case when the picture is run. Perhaps 
a producer or agent will pluck one or 
two girls out of the line and try to 
develop her into a feature player. 
Otherwise, the prestige of appearing 
in this picture will get the girls all 
the jobs they want in other Hqllywood 
musicals and they will have rather 
regular work for a while at eleven 
dollars a day. But they will still be as 
far away as ever from stardom despite 
such success. 

It all boils down to this: The Holly- 
wood showgirl puts in long hours 
when she gets work, worries a lot 
when she doesn't, her career span is 
about three years (directors and audi- 
ences recognize and tire of the same 
background faces), her chances at 
stardom are discouragingly low, and 
with the exception of "Ziegfeld Girl" 
which paid fancy salaries, she doesn't 
usually earn much from her profes- 
sion -not even enough to buy her own 
mink coat. 

Fact is, chorus girls who are con- 
sidered by their sisters in the line -up 
to have made good are those who have 
married well!

NO MORE apt choice for the directorial assign-

Taurog is the ace 
of children directors. His understanding of their 
problems, their joys and their tragedies is deep - 
seated, sure. "Really," Taurog says, "every actor 
is a child at heart, capable of making believe. 
The difference between children and adult actors 
is that children can lose themselves in a part 
but. the moment the cameras stop turning, they 
can forget their experience of the moment before 

as completely as if it had never been. Adults do not make the transition 
from make -believe to reality so rapidly. After a tense emotional scene, for 
example, Tracy goes off by himself and no one dares talk to him for a while.

In five years it has grown from 
a sextet, misnamed quintet, to a full -fledged orchestra. Raymond Scott's 
is the most exciting, unorthodox and ultra- modern music of the times

IT WAS Raymond Scott's faculty for 
discovering the unexpected and ex- 
citing in music which got him his 

first job as a bandleader. Young Scott 
was a staff pianist at CBS in New 
York when his genius for turning out 
unusual modem musical compositions 
came to the attention of the network 
executives. They promptly gave him 
an opportunity to organize the famed 
Quintet, which made its initial bow in 
December, 1935, playing Scott's corn - 
position the "Toy Trumpet." The tune 
caught the fancy of the 
public to such an extent 
that it catapulted Scott 
into national fame. Scott's 
Quintet, incidentally, is 
not composed of five men, 
as you might surmise, but 
instead has always had 
six. Scott calls it a quin- 
tet because, as he says, 
he likes the sound of the 
word. The young maestro - 
composer was born in Brooklyn, N. Y., 
thirty years ago. His name is really 
Harry Warnow and he is a brother of 
Mark Warnow, noted "Hit Parade" 
orchestra -leader. Raymond once had 
dreams of becoming an electrical engi- 
neer, but was persuaded by brother 
Mark to leave Brooklyn Technical 
High School and enter the Institute of 
Art. His job with CBS was secured 
when he auditioned for a staff pianist 
position. Later Columbia honored him 
by giving him the high -sounding title 
of Composer and Technical Consultant 
on Popular Music. Scott and his Quin- 
tet have also appeared in motion pic- 
tures. They were a featured attraction 
in "Nothing Sacred," which starred 
Carole Lombard and Fredric March. 
Last year Raymond decided he wanted 
a dance band in addition to the Quin- 
tet, which plays instrumental. Accord- 
ingly he began a quiet search for 
musicians, trying different arrange- 
ments and building toward his even- 
tual goal, music typically Scott in 
character yet basically music for 
dancing. The band is now making 
theater appearances throughout the 
country.
