Backing up her idea with figures, Miss Scott
pointed out that there were twenty thousand war-

dens in Los Angeles alone who could use their out-
put. "And," she added, “the thirty junior high
schools and thirty-eight senior high schools of the
city which have shops are already train-
ing students in aircraft metal work and
other war-production courses; so it
would be easy to gear part of their work
to civilian defense. Too, it would do
wonders as a morale-builder among the
children of America, give them the
sound and solid feeling that they were
helping to win this war right along with
the grown-ups. For they would be turn-
ing their hands directly to a task that
needs to be done immediately.”

LOU GEHRIG
PEACE-TIME HERO

Gary Cooper Stars as the Iron Man in the Sam
Goldwyn Production “The Pride of the Yankees”

LOU GEHRIG is gone, and the peaceful

world whose hero he was is gone. It is
hard to realize that his 2,130 consecutive
games once stood out in our minds as a sort
of Bataan defense . . . that his collapse and
death were, in their time, as deeply felt, as
truly inspiring as the blazing death of Colin
Kelly is today.

We have heroes aplenty now, but we all
hold a particular reverence for Lou Gehrig,
true hero of American peace, a symbol of the
deep sportsmanship to which he held in life
and in the face of death.

Not long ago, Lou’s friends began to gather
in Hollywood. Babe Ruth came out of retire-
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ment. Bill Dickey, still a Yankee star, ap-
peared. Bob Meusel and Mark Koenig joined
them, joined a Hollywood cast organized by
producer Sam Goldwyn to create a motion-
picture: monument to Lou Gehrig.

To Gary Cooper fell the role of Lou him-
self. He approached it reverently, studiously.
He learned Lou’s gestures, learned to throw
left-handed. The ball-players and announcer
Bill Stern portray themselves. Teresa Wright
plays Lou’s wife, and Walter Brennan has a
supporting part. The picture, scheduled for
early release by RKO, was edited by the real
Mrs. Gehrig. Here is the story of “Pride of the
Yankees,” based on Lou Gehrig’s life-story.

1942 PENNANT WINNERS

Bill Stern is the unquestioned fa-
vorite sportscaster of radio. In the
recent MoviE-Rabpio Guouipe Star of
Stars Poll he received almost twice as
many wvotes as all other sports an-
nouncers put together. He is no mere
“mouthpiece,” but an expert in sports
matters, with a thorough knowledge
of a wide range of fields. He appears
as himself in “The Pride of the
Yankees.” —The Editors.

IGHT now it looks as though a lot
of New Yorkers and Erooklynites
will reach down in their jeans for a
jitney come next October. I mean, of
course, another “Nickel World Series”
seems to be in the offing for the fans
in America’s greatest metropolis.
Although before the season opened
the majority of experts picked the
hammering Yanks to pound their way
into another of their easy victories,
the consensus of these very same
experts had the St. Louis Cardinals
easing the Dodgers out &f first-place
money before the season was over. So
far, the experts are being proved
wrong on that last count, but the
season is far from over, and their pre-
season opinions may yet be vindicated.
But right now I'll have tb string along
with the two 1941 champions. Here’s
how I look at the possibilities of the
various clubs. The toughest league to
figure is the National, so I'll try to
get that over with first. ]
The Brooklyn Dodgers: Byl far the
best-balanced club in the senior cir-

cujt. With Curt Davis, Whitlow Wyatt, .

Ed Head, Kirby Higby, Larry French
and Johnny Allen, they have pitching,
buddy! As for power—well, right now
McPhail’s team is the only National
League club boasting four .300 hitters
—meaning Reiser, Medwick, Owen
and “The People’s Choice,” Dixie
Walker. The surprise of the Dodger
team is first-sacker Dolph Camilli, last
year’'s most valuable player in the
National League. But Dolph, though he
is hitting at a low clip, is still a big
threat when men are on base—and for
defensive play has no peer in either
league. They may not win the pen-
nant, but how they will stay out of
first place I don’t know.

The St. Louis Cardinals: With the
youngest team in the majors, and the
fastest, they seem destined for second
place, with an outside chance of cop-
ping the flag. The Cards got off to a
shaky start this year, but have now
begun to roll. As this is being written
they are well entrenched in second
place, having worked up from fourth
within a month. With Mort Cooper,
Howard Pollet, Lon Warneke, Bill
Lohrman, et al, they have a fine po-
tential pitching-staff. They could use a
couple of heavy stick-men, but all in
all their “hustle” should keep them
up there. With an avalanche of “good
breaks” they might overtake the
Dodgers.

The Cincinnati Reds: The “good-
pitch, no-hit” club in the National
didn't get too much of either in the
first few weeks of the campaign. But
of late the Reds are doing much bet-
ter in both departments. The addition

of a pair of rookies, catcher Ray
LaManno and outfielder Max Mar-
shall, has added greatly to their
offensive power. And another rookie
—a thirty-five-year-old one, Ray Starr
—is the surprise pitcher of the year.
Veteran Frank McCormick is still the
reliable mari in the clutches. The Reds
look like a good bet for third place.

New York Giants, Pittsburgh Pi-
rates, Chicago Cubs: Should battle it
out for fourth place.

The Boston Braves: The big sur-
prise of the early season, the Braves
weren't expected to keep up the pace
—and they didn’t. Three rookies,
pitchers Tost and Sain, and a veteran,
Snoz Lombardi, have been playing
good ball—but the Casey -Stengle
team hasn’t got the class to get much
further than seventh position. But
don’t bet on my prediction.

The Philadelphia Phils: Hans Lobert
(or somebody) changed the name of
the club from the Phillies to the Phils,
period. If they had changed the team
instead of the name they’d have been
better off.

In the American League there is no
possible way of figuring any team to
cop the honors except—

The New York Yankees: It’s a team
that has everything—great offensive
power and great defensive play. When
DiMaggio is not hitting, Gordon is. If
Keller doesn’t get his blow, Hassett
comes through. With Gordon and
Rizzuto there is no better shortstop-
second-base combination in the ma-
jors, and the veteran Frank Crosetti
and ex-National Leaguer Buddy Has-
sett have stopped all of the Yankees’
infield worries. Their pitching is just
the best in the league.

The Boston Red Sox: Still a great
hitting ball club and still greatly in
need of a couple of pitchers. Their
power should win them second place.

The Cleveland Indians: Still sur-
prising the experts. Lou Boudreau,
“the baby manager,” has done won-
ders with Cleveland. With Bobby
Feller in the Navy, the other Cleve-
land pitchers know that the load is
on them, and they have been coming
through. Rookie Les Fleming has
added some much-needed power. They
have an excellent chance of taking
third-place honors and may beat out
the Red Sox for the second slot.

The Detroit Tigers: Should finish
out of the second division.

The St. Louis Browns: A hot-and-
cold ball club, but one that is capa-
ble of putting on a big inning. I figure
them to lead the second division.

The Philadelphia Athletics, the Chi-
cago White Sox and the Washington
Senators will stage the only big fight
in the American League—and it will
be a battle for the cellar. My guess is
that the Senators will be the bottom
champs, with the Athletics ending up
in seventh place, White Sox in sixth.

Well, that’s the way I pick ’em—
but I've been known to be wrong—
often—so when the season is over,
don’t come around and ask for a re-
bate on the price of this weekly—but
I do think a nickel will get you to the
World Series—if you're a New Yorker.

strike was like a breath of clean air
blowing through every hot and tired
mind in that stadium.

All of which is by way of introduc-
tion to the fact that in Eileen Farrell,
22-year-old soprano, the Columbia
Broadcasting System has one of the
most promising young artists to have
come along in many a day. Miss Far-
rell’'s voice is of the pure dramatic
timbre. It is big and luscious and
warm. It is an operatic voice in the
truest sense, rich in quality, of fine
texture throughout its lengthy range.

There are in it glints of color that re-
mind one of certain tones in Rosa Pon-
selle’s scale. On the whole, it is the
Kirsten Flagstad, Helen Traubel type
of voice, substantial and utterly mu-
sical.

Miss Farrell has been a regular
member of the CBS staff for a little
over three months. She has been in
New York only three years, where she
is working with Merle Alcock, long a
Metropolitan Opera luminary.

Some time ago the singer made a
routine audition for CBS. Nothing hap-
pened for a while, but James Fassett,
assistant director of music for the
company, was going through these
voice tests when he came upon Miss
Farrell’s. Attracted by her unusually
fine voice, he suggested that she be
made a member of the staff.

She appears regularly on the net-
work now, but her big moment comes
on July 12, when she sings the Lie-
bestod from Wagner’s “Tristan und
Isolde” with the Columbia Broadcast-
ing Symphony under Howard Barlow’s
direction. The Liebestod, if you need
to be informed, is one of the most
taxing soprano sequences in all opera.

A handsome, dark-eyed, dark-haired
girl of heroic proportions, yet com-
pletely feminine, Miss Farrell told us
that her big ambition is grand opera.

She related that she was born in
Willimantic, Conn., and brought up in
Woonsocket, R. I. Her father was a
singer and her mother a pianist and
organist. The first piano lessons Miss
Farrell received were given her by
her mother, who also occasionally
coached her when she was scheduled
to sing at a church affair. Actually
the choir was her vocal cradle.

In all the time she has been in New
York, Miss Farrell has been only twice
to the Metropolitan. She hasn’t had
much time to go, with all the work she
must do—voice lessons twice a day,
acting lessons, learning roles, practise
at home, and so on. At CBS she is
liked by everybody because of her
carefree attitude and naturalness.

As Eileen Farrell, she sings on radio
programs of serious and semiserious
music. But she can turn out a jive
chorus, too, and when she does that
for CBS she appears under the name
of Dimples Lunceford.

If Miss Farrell finally makes the
Metropolitan grade-—and she won’t
even make the attempt until she feels
ready for it—the least surprised person
in the world will be this writer. From
choir singer to grand opera—it’s been
done before.

Cab Calloway.”

Statistics show

that the popular-
ity span of any
star in the enter-
tainment heavens
averages ten
years. In five years
said star attains
the peak of his renown, the next five
occupying the gradual fade-out period.
Calloway, however, has been at the
zenith for eleven years and he is cur-
rently enjoying his greatest popularity.

When he first streaked across the
theatrical firmament, Calloway’s Afro-
Tin Pan Alley hi-de-ho-ings were
what the public wanted. They paid
little heed to the playing of the orches-
tra, being content to listen to his
rhythmic rantings exclusively. This
proved ideal for eight solid years.

Three years ago his Royal Highness
of Hi-De-Ho, as he is known by his
many devoted subjects, broke up the
band, retaining only one man of the
original! forces. That was the pianist,
Benny Payne. He engaged fifteen new
men, all. of them ace performers, plus
a battery of big-time drrangers headed
by Buster Harding.

The scat-singing by the leader goes
on, but that isn't thé only reason
audiences enthuse. There is now a
completely equipped organization, one
that can trade riff for riff or legato
for legato with the best of them, an
organization whose playing is not the
meager background but the supple-
ment to his own contribution.

Cabell—a family name—Calloway
was born in Rochester, N. Y., in 1907.
When he was six the family moved to
Baltimore, where the father, a lawyer,
hopefully hung out his shingle. Cab
went through high school and he took
voice lessons, looking toward a future
as a concert artist.

From Baltimore the family moved to
Chicago, when finances needed a trans-
fusion, and there Cab got his oppor-
tunity to try out several pet theories
having to do with singing. They were
successful. Furthermore he began to
display an unusual interest in the
drums.

From there on, what with a minor
squall here and there, it was clear
sailing. His first band was a flop. His
second, however, caught on, which
meant an engagement at New York’s
Cotton Club and world fame.

Net Shows Translated to Spanish; An Aussie Meets the A.E.F.

“Counter Spy” on Short Waves

HE spectacular adventures of David
THarding, who upsets the plots of

enemy spies in the Blue Net-
work’s “Counter Spy” series, are being
short-waved by NBC International,
Wednesdays from 10:00 to 10:30 a.m.
EWT, over WRCA (15.15), WNBI
(17.78), WBOS (15.21). In these pro-
grams, which are produced by Phillips
H. Lord, action centers around a dar-
ing young American who has a spe-
cial commission with the U. S. Gov-
ernment and the assignment of out-
witting professional spies at their own
game.

Britt Broadcasts for Service Men

Jim Britt, popular baseball an-
nouncer and commentator and head of
the Yankee Network’s sports depart-
ment, is now broadcasting to service
men in the off-shore bases of the en-
tire Western Hemisphere nightly ex-
cept Saturdays and Sundays from 7:50
to 8:00 p.m.

Day With the A. E. F. in Australia

Sergeant Feldsman, an Australian
journalist, after spending a day with
United States troops “somewhere in
Australia,” broadcast the following
comments over the Melbourne short-
wave station: “I rode out to an Amer-
ican troop encampment in an Army
truck with Pat McGill and George
Reader, both Yankee soldiers. After
being bounced along over rough coun-
try roads we came to the camp. The
first thing that struck me were the
American tents. They were ‘honeys,’
large and roomy. The men have com-
fortable sleeping-bags with two extra
blankets each. The soldiers greeted my
clothes with a hearty round of chuck-
les. You see, I was wearing shorts,
which is the regulation summer outfit
for Aussie troops. They admitted,
however, that they looked cool. Once
in the camp I was bombarded with
questions of every sort: about Austra-

lian slang, weather, clothes. The
soldiers were grumbling about having
14
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mutton so much. Said it smelled ter-
rible when cooking; longed for good
old American roast beef. The next
morning we tumbled out of bed at
5:45 a.m. for roll call; then the men
went down to the stream to wash their
faces and hands. By 6:00 a.m. we were
sitting down to steaming piles of
wheat cakes washed down with hot
coffee. At 7:30 a.m. the company as-
sembled in full battle dress ready for
field drills. We rattled along over more
rough roads until the appointed place
for the drills had been reached. Here
company and regimental headquarters
were quickly set up and the drills got
under way. At noon piping hot food in
ample quantities was served by trav-
eling kitchens. After more drills the
troops were taken back to camp over
the roughest route possible, so that the
men could be toughened up. I felt per-
fectly at home with the American
troops during my stay. I talked their
language, and they talked mine. We
understood each other. We know these
soldiers will fight for us to the last
man, for they are our ‘blood broth-
ers.”

Goebbels’ Cannibal Stories

Each Saturday evening at 9:45 p.m.
EWT, W. A. Sinclair of the BBC staff
in London broadcasts his analysis of
Axis propaganda. Recently he spoke
as follows:

“The propaganda the Nazis send to
the larger countries of the world is
often queer enough. The propaganda
they send to people whom they choose
to regard a$s very stupid, or very pro-
vincial, is queerer still. Recently the
Dutch paper Nieuwsblad wvan het
Noorden reported a small Nazi party
meeting the previous day at which
some Nazi had been giving an account
of his experiences in Russia. He had
said, ‘Cannibalism occurs very often
among our opponents’ And then he
went on-—apparently expecting this
particular audience to believe him—
‘Once we saw two Russian colonels
eating their -orderly.’ This grotesque
story was told only at a small meeting
of Dutch Nazis, who are, we know,
of a very inferior type, both in intelli-
gence and otherwise. Perhaps they be-
lieved it. But the Nazi Propaganda
Ministry had more sense than to at-
tempt to broadcast this absurd story
to wider audiences.

“For propaganda to audiences they
consider somewhat less ignorant and
stupid the Nazis have been using these
accusations of cannibalism but in a
slightly more cautious way. Here is
what they broadcast on another occa-
sion. ‘In some sectors (Russian) gov-
ernment officials have . . concen-
trated on a campaign against commer-
cial exploitation of demands for
human flesh by large gangs of well-
organized cannibal butchers.’ This is

o~
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not quite as ridiculous as two colonels |
sitting down to eat their orderly,
though it is ridiculous enough.

“Then for audiences whom they
consider less stupid than the preced-
ing, the Nazis have asserted that can-
nibalism does occur in Russia, but
they have cut out from their- stories
all the more absurd details. And final-
ly, for their most intelligent audiences,
they have not made any serious at-
tempt to use accusations of cannibal-
ism as a propaganda theme at all.

“The Nazis appear to think of the
countries they broadcast to as being
ranked in an order of stupidity, or at
any rate in an order of childishness of
mind, and they broadcast to them on
carefully planned levels of intelligence.
According to the Nazis own documents

-showing how they rank us all in de-

scending order of stupidity we find
that the group the Nazis seem to regard
as least stupid consists of the British,
the Scandinavians, the Dutch in Hol-
land, the Americans and Canadians,
the Australians and the New Zealand-
ers. Then next comes a group of Cen-
tral European peoples whom the Nazis
talk to on the assumption that they
are comparatively stupid and ignorant.
Then next come most of the Balkan
peoples, whom the Nazis regard as
stupider still. And then at the bottom
of the scale come those whom the
Nazis seem to think of as not having
adult minds at all. This group con-
sists of certain colored peoples, the
Bulgarians, and the Afrikaans-speak-
ing South Africans.”

Whateyer the cause, before long, in order
to qualify as a “doubler in brass,” a man had
to be able to act, do a between-the-acts spe-
cialty, play in the pit band, drive a team of
horses, round up assorted properties on short
notice, work the stage lights, set up scenery,
drive tent stakes, and lend a hand on the rope

that hauled Little Eva up to her

abode.

Radio today has its own “doublers in brass,”
such as the many-voiced fellows heard on

those Sunday night

“Inner

Sanctum Mys-~

teries” sessions. Hi Brown, producer of the
series, frequently uses Frank Behrens, Santos
Ortega or other equally talented actors in as
many as three parts on a single show. They
are so versatile that they can even talk to
themselves and sound like a whole crowd of

people!

There are several good reasons for Brown’s
policy of using actors who can double. First of
all, he gets better characterization, because the
actors he chooses are top-flight men. Brown
casts each role individually. It just happens
that most of the time, Behrens, Ortega and the
others like them are the best men available for
the particular parts they are assigned. They
are jacks of all dialects and masters of all.

Then, too, if Brown cast a different actor
for each part, he would have a studio full of
actors getting in each other’s way. By using

his “doublers in brass”

he uses half as many,

streamlining his production problems and get-
ting the show across to the public in the most

efficient way possible,

toothless from birth and that custom
called for a set to fit at each birthday.
Well, if you think false uppers and
lowers are the boon-to-be, “ask the
man who owns one!” He’d undoubted-
ly trade his pearly whites “on bor-
rowed time” for a God-given set (with
repairs) any time.

It's comforting to discover that the
men who tinker with test-tubes are
hard.at work planning the day when
whole populations will be protected
against tooth-decay merely by treat-
ing common drinking-water supplies
with chemicals (one powerful enough
to eat through glass). Yet common
sense reyeals thé impracticality of
waiting for that *great day manana.”
And if you're of the opinion that
healthy teeth are a matter of luck or
trick photography, take note, please!

While the texture of your teeth is
partially determined by heredity and
by pre- and post-pregnancy feedings,
actually their contemporary condition
reflects your daily diet, cleanliness
habits and general state of health.
Your dentist will tell you that decay
can start from the enamel surface and
work its unobstructed way to the
nerve center. Yet if your teeth seem
to decay a bit more rapidly than
usual, it may indeed be that you've
inherited fragile “ivories.” Don’t fret
—there are several very definite ways
to overcome your physical “weakness.”

Begin by having your dentist fill all
cavities before they turn to caverns.
If decayed teeth are filled immediately
an extraction will not be necessary.

NOT too infrequently I’ve over-

pockets, the eventual respacing of
your teeth and shifting of jawline.
Don’t expect vitamin pills to prevent

decay. Dentists find that teeth are.

worse today than twenty years ago
“b. v.” (before vitamins, to you)!

Eat bone-building foods instead!
Fruits, leafy vegetables and milk prod-
ucts that make for general good health.
Coarse, uncooked foods, roughage,
bread crusts and vegetable jackets
should definitely be included in your
diet. By all means avoid excessive
starches, sugars and “mush meal”
menus. And be sure to brush your
teeth after every meal or as often as
is necessary to remove particles from
'tween your teeth. Reach way back
into bite corners and brush your up-
pers and lowers, inside and out. Use a
downward motion for upper ridge and
an upward movement for the lower,
remembering to “sweep out” food
remnants.

If your teeth are set close together,
you’ll find dental floss gets between
crevices with a minimum of effort and
really does a job. And whether you
use a ribbon of paste or palm your
powder, choose a brush that has soft,
non-scratch bristles. A small piece of
chamois is swell to keep on hand if
you would polish your teeth to a
gleaming finish. And don’t forget to
finger-massage your gums. By pushing
fleshy tissue away from the tooth base
you're stimulating a beneficial flow of
circulation; it’s a sure way to keep
teeth healthy, free of decay, and delay
the eventual receding of your gums.

Mouth-washes on the market are
good riddance for a morning-mouth

Chances are if your teeth are in
top condition you have little to
worry about except the frequent pos-
sibility of a “something I ate no doubt”
tummy or that “morning after the
night before” feeling!

They ward off throat
ailments, but if you’ve a bad throat
you’d best see a doctor on the dot.
Definitely don’t go in for self-diagnosis
or the prescription of home remedies.

WHAT'S
COOKING!

By Georgia Scott
Bringing Up Baby

OU’VE a great responsibility,

Mother! Whether your bundle of

joy grows up to be hale and
healthy or a weak-in-the-knees chronic
depends, in great measure, on you.
Pre- and post-pregnancy feedings lay
the foundation for future health and
are often the determining factor in
an adult’s physical condition.

I heard of a case only recently
in which a man of thirty was under
observation at Johns Hopkins Hospital
for an undiagnosed ailment. After
weeks of examinations and tests, the
patient was told that his illness had
been traced directly to infancy—spe-
cifically, to an impurity in his mother’s
breast feedings. And this, according
to consulting physicians, is not entirely
uncommon. It's the most potent tes-
timony I can muster to impress you
with the importance of your -toddler’s

diet from his earliest days onward.

You must see to it that baby’'s daily
menus include needed elements—in
proper proportions and combinations.
And malnutrition, a blight on your
maternal record, will visit democrat-
ically at the home of the rich as
well as the poor. Family food-habits—
not necessarily economics — are the
cause of “hidden hunger.” Therefore,
you'd best make a conscious effort,
right from the beginning, to attain
the physical ideal for your baby.

Weight should be in proportion to
his age, height and type. To be
posture-perfect, his back must be
straight, with chest held properly in
place and abdomen flat. Strong, sturdy
bones with a well-proportioned trunk,
and firm, well-coordinated muscles are
physical “musts.”” And teeth should
be spaced correctly, with a healthy
enamel overcoat to discourage decay,
while skin will reflect his general
state of health by its glowing color
and unblemished texture.

Rest, exercise, cleanliness, fresh air,
pure water and proper foods make

the ideal definitely attainable. By
observing the progress of baby’s
weight, his physical condition can

be readily determined. Your baby’s
weight will normally double within
six months of birth and treble at
the end of the year. After that a
sustained gain indicates normality.
And remember, please, that breast-

fed children have a physical leap 'n’
jump over the bottled baby.

Simple foods, easy to digest because
they’re well cooked and attractively
served, will do most for baby. Avoid
strong seasonings or large portions
and be sure that the menu is ever
palatable. Poor cooking will develop
food idiosyncrasies that carry over to
adulthood. It's the very reason diet
variations are important in infancy
feedings. Begun at babyhood, the
practise of teaching children to eat
and enjoy new foods develops a
healthy mental attitude toward strange
menus.

The diet of a mother-to-be is im-
portant not only to a child’s future
but to the mother’s very own. Her
diet should be under strict medical
care from the time of conception,
since nature has a way of utilizing
mother-nourishment when baby isn't
getting its rightful share.

Bone-building foods are especially
important for this reason. And citrus
fruits, part of this body-builder fam-
ily, are therefore included in mother’s
and baby’s daily diet.

Citrus tips that make good-food

sense include advice to squeeze or-
anges and lemons immediately before
use. Strained for a baby until it’s
a year old, fruit juices should never
be heated lest flavor and vitamin
value are destroyed. Buy your or-
anges “by the feel'” Thin-skinned
citrus fruits guarantee freedom from
waste and pulp, with a resultant heavy
juice-content.
Cook baby’s cereals in the top of
a double boiler for an
hour and strain through
a fine sieve. Serve at a
comfort-warm tempera-
ture. Vegetables should
be cooked in slightly
salted water until “just
done” Rub them
through sieve and add
melted butter for food-
flavor. And when baby
is old enough for eggs,
prepare the coddled
(soft-boiled) or poached
variety.

Preparation of food
for your little one is no
longer the chore it was
when mother raised
you from a tot. Strained foods like the
Gerber, Clapp and Libby varieties run
the food-gamut of desserts, vegetables,
meats and fruits.

Ready to serve, they’re chopped and
strained to a uniform consistency—
promoting and proving the ‘“less work
for mother” slogan. Treat baby to:

Toddier's Baked Potato

Scrub the potato with a brush. Cut
the ends to allow the escape of steam
when baking. Bake in a hot oven
(450 degrees F.) about forty-five
minutes, or until mealy, or else bake
in a covered baker on top of the stove.
When done, squeeze the potato in a
cloth until it bursts open to allow
steam to escape.

Baked Custard

34 cup sweetened condensed milk
214 cups hot water

3 eggs

14 teaspoon salt

Blend sweetened condensed milk
with hot water, and pour gradually
over slightly beaten eggs. Add salt.
Pour in a baking-pan or in custard-
cups. Place in a pan filled with
hot water to depth of custard. Bake
in a. slow oven (326 degrees F.)
about forty minutes or until custard is
set. A knife-blade inserted will come
out clean when custard is done. This
recipe will provide servings for six.
