L ' 4 ]ISTENERS who have long
N Jlonged for the return of
II‘ that delightful “little va-
riety” +team, Andy and
“ Virginia, found a welcome
addition to our program
log recently under the heading of
“Andy Mansfield—His Records and
Stuff.”

“That's just what it is, too,”
beamed Andy, when we talked to
him about this new show of his. “I
spin records from my own collection,
including a ‘memory album’ feature
that highlights a recording of twenty
or twenty-five years ago. Occasion-
ally, I have an interview, and al-
ways, I take about two or three min-
utes to discourse on this and that.”

This type of show is new to Mans-
field, but hobbies are not, and as a
result of this new air assignment,
his record collection has taken the
preeminent position among his off-
mike interests. It makes the show
an agreeable mixture of pleasure
and business for Andy, and pleasant
and interesting listening for musie
fans, for, when it comes to hobbies,
the Mansfields have always ex-
pended an all-out effort.

Huge Collection

Andy’'s private collection of prize
platters now numbers over a thou-
sand and is being increased daily,
as its owner spends hours browsing
through second-hand record shops all
over town.

“It's a big thrill when I make a
real find,” he related. “Just the other
day, for instance, I found an old disc,
practically buried under dust. and
dirt. I took it home, cleaned it thor-
oughly, and what do you think it
was? Two old sides titled ‘From

Page Six
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Monday On’ and ‘What Price Lyrics’
sung by the Rhythm Boys—yep, with
the old master, Bing Crosby. But his
name isn't even on the label, and I
bought the record for just ten cents!”

Paul Whiteman and Crosby record-
ings have first place among the

'shelves of records in the Mansfield

manse. “I now have about eighty of
their earliest waxings,” Andy told

‘us. “Bing, of course, is our favorite

singer, and I have a personal senti-
mental attachment for Whiteman. He
was my first big boss.”

Back in his pre-radio days, when
Andy Mansfield was a musician with
the Cornell University “Collegians,”
Whiteman heard thé group playing
for an Easter dance, liked what he
heard and talked them into staying
in New York. As a Whiteman-spon-
sored aggregation, they signed up
for a stint at the Rendezvous, and
often in the late night hours, White-
man himself would leave his own
orchestra to come over and wave the
baton for the ““Collegians.”

“That was in the early twenties,”
Mansfield reminisced. “Over twenty
years later, we had the honor of
having Paul guest on one of our
‘Andy and Virginia' broadcasts over
what was then the Blue network
(now ABC), of which Whiteman is
musical director. It was a lot of fun.”

Whiteman’s “First”

The oldest record in the Mansfield
collection is Whiteman’s own oldest
recording—that of “Whispering”™ and
“Japanese Sandman.” “It was the
first one he made,” Andy reported
proudly.

Another surprise “find” for Andy

was one of his very own waxings—a
“Collegians” recording of “I Cried for
You” which he found in a Salvation
Army shop.

Andy’s eventual aspiration toward
a record-spinning air assignment is
to have a two or three hour evening
show emanating from his own be-
loved “dog house,” the workshop at
the rear of his Valley home.

We imagine this would also please
his smiling spouse, Virginia, who is
only just beginning to get used to
having Andy go off to the radio stu-
dio by himself. “It's her first real.
rest in about twelve years, and she's
enjoying it,” smiled Andy, “but I
know she can’'t help but miss the
microphone, too.”

As it is, Virginia sits interestedly
at her radio every afternoon and
when Andy gets home, doles out her
opinions in her role as his “severest
critic.” (Also, when we were called
by the Mansfields to verify our
interview date with Andy, Virginia
smilingly anncunced, “This is Mr.
Mansfield’s secretary,” and Andy
came in on the extension phone to
say, “And the boss has no com-
plaints!”)

Next to records, the Mansfields’
hobbies take in such varied fields
of interest as hooked rugs (‘not
lifting them,” interpolated Andy
quickly), photography and irises (the
rugs are in Virginia’s department),
and a model train that is Andy's
particular pride. “It's the Amber
Valley—a name born from our two
initials,” its chief engineer explained.
“It’s a short but important line.”
