If you know Deems Taylor, you know a good 
many men in onr;.' . . . You know an eminent 
composer, a music critic?, a journalist, a popular 
radio commentator and master of ceremonies, an 
able translator of French, Italian and German 
songs, a good cook, a casual carpenter, a war 

• correspondent, a humorist ... The man, Deems 
Taylor, is indeed a man of parts. You could 
go on almost indefinitely, enumerating them. 

There is, for example, Deems Taylor, the 
prophet. 

"Radio," asserted the astute Mr. Taylor, "is 
finished. In two years it will be all washed 
up." . 

It was back in 1925, or thereabouts that he 
made this astounding prophecy, in an article in 
the old New York W orId. He proved it, too. 
'''People,'' said Mr. Taylor; "will get sick of 
clamping.on headpieces to hear · ghastly squawks 
over the reluctant ether." True enough. They 
did. "Besides," went on our prophet, "stars 

aren't going to go on the air for nothing." 
Right again-they certainly don't! "And 
furthermore," Mr. Taylor elucidated, "the busi­
ness of buying parts and assembling your own 
radio sets is a passing fad ." And so it was . . 

Radio, however, defied his logical conclusion. 
It refused to be washed up, finished . For which 
Deems Taylor now offers honest thanks. 

For, two years later, in 1927, he became the 
first commentator for the Columbia Broadcast­
ing System on its initial network broadcast. And 
so great was his enthusiasm, matched by that 
of his friend, Howard Barlow, orchestra con­
ductor, that they ran their program forty-five 
minutes beyond its allotted time. That, too, 
couldn't happen today! 

In the ten years since that eventful date, 
Deems Taylor has been an increasingly im­
portant figure in the radio world-which is no 
news to mtisic lovers. He has supplied radio 
scripts, dramatizations, written dialogue and 
librettos, acted as commentator and master of 
ceremonies, been consultant and adviser and 
coordinator of music for numerous radio pro­
grams. One might even classify him as, in

certain instances, a radio comedian-such is his 
gi ft of natural, spontaneous humor. 

Currently he figures as commentator and 
master of ceremoni es on the Chesterfield Hour, 
with Al)cire Kostelanetz , Wednesday evenings 
at nine, over CBS, and 011 Sundays, from three 
to five, with the Philharmonic Symphony 01'­
chestra. H e has just finished writing' a book 
on music. Il e's composing a new opera for the 
Metropolitan. Thus, in his customary fashion. 
and with incomparable excellence, carrying on 

. several careers at once. 
The one career Deems Taylor definitely 

abandoned was that of architecture, hi s original 
goal. How, we wondered. did a musician 
chance to plan to become an architect? Or how 
did an embryonic architect become transformed 
into an eminent musician ? 

"I always liked to draw," M;'. Taylor ex­
plains hi s early choice, "My father, who was a 
superintendent of school s in New York, wanted 
me to choose a responsible career~so archi­
tecture seemed to he the logical answer. 

"1\ 0, we weren 't a particularly 111usical fam­
ily- not professionally . Of course, there was 

always music at home. Vve played and sang. 
When I was eighteen, I took some vocal lessons. 

"My sen ior year at New York University. 
Reinald Werrenrath, a fraternity brother of 
mine. who was to become a famous baritone, 
was elected to do the class play. It was to be a 
musical comedy, He was to compose the music, 
and another chap was slated to do the libretto. 
But that lad got dropped and Werrenrath, who 
al ready was singing professionally, was too busy 
to write the music- so he asked me to do it. 
And, knowing nothing ai)out music-1 didn't 
even study harmony till two years after I grad­
uatecl-I said I vvould. Bill LeBaron, now 
president of Paramount, agreed to do the 
libretto. 

"The show was a hit ancl, though'" we grad­
uated that year, Bi ll and I were asked to do the 
show for the next year's class. We wrote the 
class shows for four years. A Dill ingham scout 
looked in on one of them and liked it so well, 
he got us a Broadway engagement. That show 
was The Echo. Bessie McCoy played in it. 

" I was all set then !" he recalled, with his

Meet Sheila Barrett, who has the time of her life, kidding folks 

FOR over an hour a fashionable and bored audience had 
watched listlessly as the little girls of Washington'$ aristo­
cratic Ursuline Convent School enacted the annual sacred 
play. But they perked up when an angel-beautifully 
beatific and too, too ethereal .in white-floated gracefully 
over their heads. She figuratively held them in her hands, 
so full of reverent beauty was her performance-when, 
suddenly, and without warning, the wires that held her up 
snapped with a resounding piiing, and little Sheila Barrett 
fell into and on to the audience and they, literally, held 
her in their hands! 

' 'I'm afraid I was a fallen angel, that day!" she mused. 
F allen angel or no, little Shelia has grown into a big, 

big girl who does things about imitating people. Don't 
ca ll her a mimic or she' ll throw a fit- she despises the word. 

"A nyone can mimic i" she thundered as she paced her 
hotel suite. "Any monkey in the zoo can do that-I'm 
an oral caricaturist, I kid people." 

A nd as satire, it goes over with a bang. One of the high­
lights of the N ew York cafe-society season was her recent 
opening at the Rainbow Room in Radio City.

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PERHAPS you're like a lot of people \-Vho listen in con­
stantl y. If you are, you get so that you unconsciousl y 
think of rad io performers as being almost unreal-a de­
tached voice, or a pair of piano-playing hand s existent 
only to the wrists. It's a peculiar trick that hearing, aod 
not seeing. foster s. Then, too. you fall into the habit of 
picturing them in your mind 's eye as short or tall, pleasant 
or grouchy, democratic or dignifie l. 

Occasionall y you might bit upon a characte r or di s­
position , but more likely not. It 's hard to cia-and even 
harder in the case of a yo ung fellow like Bunny Berigan. 

Know him ? you've beard him on the air, no doubt. 
He's the very hot trumpet player who's the white hope 
of swing. Even if you have·n't. so far, caught him at any 
of his recent locations on the dial, you've certain ly heard 
him in years past, without knowing it-for Berigan has 
worked for the best in . radio band s. 

Naturall y, hearing such a fe ll ow and knowing a bit

' ,y'hen she was in her ea rly ' teens she 
had a rousing row with her fathe r, now 
deceased. Because nothing eve r happens 
to ' ,y'endy in a platitudinous way, so the 
ne\\'s of her fa ther's dea th did not reach 
her decorously, via some sympathetic 
fr iend or mutually sorrowing member of 
the fa mily.

There was in the li fe . of the young anc! 
ve ry Cont inenta l 'Vend)' much the sa me 
tempo as keeps at fever hea t the tempo of 
Ii fe of a H ollywood sta r. T here were 
phones ringing, ca rs ca lling, fitti ngs, photo­
g raph s, "on locati on" at one or another of 
the g ilded playgrounds of the Continen t ; 
there were orchids arn l'l ng, fl atte ry,

TOllY zoo med to the top, fro m hi s modest 
beginll ing at /I LS. \Vhcn Ncw York 
bcckoned, he moved hi s family in to a 
spacious, sunllY )'l anhattan apartment, fo rty 
floors up in thc sky. He gave them the 
luxuries hc'd always wanted them to hayc­
a car, nicc clothcs, a boat, a home in the 
country. H C \\'orkcd harcl. and success 
topped succcss. His publi shed scrapbook 
sold a million copies, his programs drew 
fan res ponse a long with the very biggest 
sho\\·s. His income mountcd. 

"But Ilot as high as I of tcn read it was," 
T on)" ad mi ttcd honestly. "P cople said I 
was a milliona ire, because my book sold a 
mill ion cop ics at onc dol1ar- thcy didn 't 
stop to find out that I got onl y a dime 
on a copy.

musical picture, but we turned it down, 
T here ha" e been other offer s, two or three 
more, just \\'ithi n the past yea r, that have 
been turned down for the same reason. 
Kathryn isn't goin g to appear in a picture 
for eight or ten minutes of songs, as a 
radio "name" that will pull at the box 
office. \ Ve made one mistake in H ello, 
E,'crybodJ,." 

"But that picture was a dramatic part," 
I menti oncd . 

"Y cs-but story and production were 
weak," Ted said . "After all , Kathryn has 
bcen an actress-before she ever achieved 
success on the ai r she was successful 011 

the stage. But the best actress can be 
ruined by slipshod production and a weak 
story." 

There's no question about that, o f course. 
Kate was a hit on Broadway in HOIIC),1II0011 

Lalle, her first big show, then in Hit The 
Decll and in FI:,' ill g High, which is an ex­
cellent example of how a show, pract ically 
built-to-order for ~ a per forme r, as th is was 
for Kate, can g ive that performer a real 
chance to show to advantage. And her 
huge successes in those shows bear \\·itness 
that Kate Sm ith \ya s primarily an actress 
and comedienne, befo re she beca me radio's 
best -known voice. 

It 's log ica l, too, to assume Kate would 
be a picture bet. There have always been 
"fat" cha racters on stage and screen who 
were beloved by the ir public; back as far 
as the late John Bunny, and up to \N" al­
la ce Beery. And certa inly few actresses 
have more endea red themselves to the 
world than the late Mar ie Dressler, who 
was no sylph and whose career comprised 
over fo rty years in the theatre and H olly­
wood. 

That doesn't mea n T ed Coll ins has picked 
Kate as another :Marie Dressler; rathel', 
t ha t those examples demon stratc big g irl s, 
with as much warmth , cha rm and pcrson­
ality as Kate Smith undoubtedly has, can 
fi ll a niche in the visual entertainment 
field, g i"en the right chance. 

"\tVhat H ollywood has becn offering," 
Kate sa id. " is a chance to 's tart over'; 
they're w iiling to pay for a name that wi ll 
draw. But the money isn't particularly 
interesting to mc; I do well enough on the 
ai r, and even if I were to make another 
picture, I wouldn't attempt to carryon 
with radio work at the same time." 

"Then you mean you mig ht, after a ll, 
consider the right kind of offer?" 

Kate smiled and shook her head. "I've 
told you what I thi nk, and I mean it. That 
was a theoreti ca l assumpt ion." 

"But suppo ing," I suggested, "some 
picture outfit offered you the right story, 
guaranteed a Class-A production, with a 
good cast, and a ll that goes to makc a top­
notch pi cture. \tVouldn 't you be tempted?" 

"No, I frankly wouldn't," Kate sa id. "I 
ha "e plenty to keep me busy and the wolf 
from the door. But a fter all, that's up to 
Ted . H e's the boss ." 

Kate means tha t, too, Her association 
with Ted Collins is practica lly unique, ever 
s ince the day when . as an executive of a 
phonograph recording company, he dropped 
into Flyillg I-li!Jh, was impressed with Kate 

Smith's possibiliti es and stopped backstage 
to ta lk to hel- about it. H e's been her 
manager ever sin ce, and it has been directly 
through hi s efforts that Kate became one 
of radio's leading lights. There' s never 
been a contract between them, but Coll in s 
and Kate found , that first evening, that 
they understood each other's ways of doing 
things, and she's never had occas ion to 
regret placing a ll her business affa irs in 
hi s competent hand s. Ted, on the othe r 
hand , resigned his position, and has dcvoted 
I;imself sole ly to Kate's management. H c's 
President and Treasurer of J\.at cd, lIIC., 

whi le Kate is Vice- President and chief 
asset. And havi ng fou nd the value of 
Ted's guidance, Kate invariably bows to 
hi s judgment in business matters. 

That guidance has carried Kate a long 
way fro m the days w hel'l a few hundrcd 
a week in a show seemed big money; 
whcn a $250.00 fur coat was the height of 
luxury. vVhen shc first went on the ai r 
fo r CBS, during hcr FIJ'illg High cngagc­
ment, Kate receivcd the munificcnt sum of 
fifty dol lars for six weekl y broadcasts­
for all six, not for each. But it \yasn't 
long before thc Kate Smith warmth and 
unstudied naturalnes wcre gett ing over, and 
soon the La, Palilla commercia l was pay ing 
bi g div idend s. Kate's ca rnings since haye 
to be counted in sevcn figures. At the same 
time she has made as much, or more, for 
the ,'a riolls cha ri tics that she works for. 

At one timc Katc Smith \\'as cr iticized 
for hcr constant appeals over the air for 
char ity, the cr itic indi cati ng that she ,yas 
seck ing publi ci ty. Kate, hurt by the blast, 
stopped all charitable urging o,'c r the air, 
for some time. But she \yas miserable about 
it, and fina lly she spoke up on her program, 
tell ing \\'hy she had stopped, and ended with 
the defIant assertion that, no matter what 
some self-appoi nted critic might say about 
it, she found happiness in helping others 
and mcant to go r ight ahead doing it. 

Those who know Kate Sm ith don't be­
lieye that her reasons for strcssing charity 
are purely ultcrior; that the underlying 
Illotive is a des ire for publicity. There's no 
doubt that Kate does enj oy offer ing a helping 
hand; that she gets her g rea test pleasure 
ea rning money through her efforts and 
a ppeals for one charity or another. If one 
wants to ca ll that selfi sh, one may; the fact 
rcmains that, over three years ago, the 
tota l of Kate Smith's earnings for charity 
pa sed the mill ion-dolla; mark, excl usive 
of personal donations. _"- nd it' s a safe bet 
that the recipicnts of the money found 
\\"orthy use for it ; money that, otherwise, 
might neyer have reached the causes Kate 
appeals for. She rounds up that money 
the hard way, too; not onl y by radio 
appeals, but by innumerable personal ap­
pearances, gra tis, at benefits and rallies. 

She is an honorary member of practi­
cally e"ery cha ritable organization and, in 
addition to these, has several pet personal 
char ities, too, an ardent ski -er, Kate has 
bccn offering a yea rly pr ize of $1,000 for 
the vVomen's S la lom Championship of 
North America, a skiing contest at Lake 
Placid. Kate plays the Plac id' gol f course 
in 100, too, and offers a $Z,OOO-cup for the 



Lake Placid Open Golf Tournament. Six 
yea rs ago she inaugurated 1\'ational Flower 
Shut- in Day, wh ich stil l continues, and is 
administe red by J(atcd, iIlC., which also 
finances the Kate Smith Foundation Award, 
a subsidiary organization \\'hich spends up­
wards of $6,500 on doll s alone at Christ­
mas time for underpri\' ilcgcd children . 

1\' 0, Kate's char iti es arc ha rd ly lip ser­
"icc. .'\nd if she find s a genuine personal 
pleasure in them, so much the better for 
Kate. That's one of the rca sons Kate con­
tinues in radio. After two years on the 
La Patilla sholl'. Kate was ready to ret ire. 
She had made plenty of money and sa II' no 
incent ive for going on making more money 
she didn' t part icularly nced. It was then 
that Ted Collins arranged fo r her vaude­
"ille tou r as a change, and K ate played to 
packed houses across the country. Seeing 
her public and hearing ' their applause helped 
a lot ; then, when Kate returned, J(at cd, 
illc .. \I'as orga n ized. It ga\'e her so mething 
to \I'ork fo r-a business of her O\l·n. Some 
fi fty -odd persons are employed now, and, 
in add it ion to Ka te Smith, the corporation 
manages Jack M iller, \\'ho ha s been Kate's 
orchestra leader and accompanist for seven 
years, the Three Alllbassadors, the LeBrlln 
Sisters and SlIIith alld Dale. as well as 
handling the enormous \'o lum~ of mai l he r 
programs and Hero A\I'a rds brings in. 

Kate's poise, too. has developed since the 
days \\'hen four hundred a week seemcd 
big money. T hat poi se, hO\\'ever, is a· na t­
ura l simpl icity of manner rather than so­
phi st ica tion. On one occas ion, some ti me 
ago, during a broadca t. Kate suddenly 
looked panicky. She kept on with her song, 
however, and fo r the rest of the prog ram 
seemed qu ite hersel f.

Vallee, and the Goodman, both here and 
abroad. 

By now he was a thorough ly rounded­
out musician and a man fabled for his 
outstanding ability to play hot. He must 
ha \'e been, because, when he opened \\'ith 
a s \\'ing combination at the Famous Door 
- a 52nd Strect night club on New York's 
"Swing L ane," he created a fa ir-sized sen­
sation-sort of pianissimo co lossa l. 

Besides the Famous Door, 52nd S treet 
has several si mil ar spots including the ce­
lebrity-over run "2 1." \ Vith the exception 
of "21," they' re a ll very much alike-small, 
packed to the doors \,ith people, devasta t­
ingly hot air and mu sic.

But it wasn't long before they stopped 
worry ing about those gentl emen and be­
gan hunting for people who would di s­
agree with them when they said that this 
new, yOtlng maestro was th e best hot trum­
pet player in a ll the world. 

Not only the crowd on the chandeliers 
liked Bunny, fOI' CBS picked him to head 
their new Saturday night SWillg SCSSiOll, 
with which they were making a bid for the 
favor o f ' the younger crowd . U nder his 
leadership the hour zoomed to tremendous 
popularity and with it swept Berigan, toot­
ling madly, while people listening at home 
sat on chandel iers to get the night club 
effect. 

Somewhere in the midst of th ousands of 

110t notes and hi s constant struggle to make 
a name for himsel f, he found time to work 
at Jan ssen's H ofbrau on Broadway and it 
\\'as here that a \'ery im portant thing hap­
pened. 

"I ne\'er liad paid much attention to the 
girl dancer in the places I worked at.

I'd been 
s\\' imming out on Long Island, al l day, 
and the effects of the sun were just mak­
ing themse lves kno\\'n when I plopped 
dO\\'I1, af ter the first se t, at a tabl e in the 
rear. 

"It was pretty warm in th e place and 
the combination of heat, sunburn and 
smoke was too much for mc. I began to 
fee l dizzy. Just then a so ft voice sa id : 
'Here, drink this.' By then I was so dizzy 
that I could hardly make out her face, but 
I did as she ordered. \Vell , sir, I'll have 
you know that she looked a fter me all 
e\'ening and eyen sent out for some sun­
burn cream she knew about. The next 
day I fou nd out that her name was Donna 
I married her."

At fi f teen 
she sat down and wrote Dav id Belasco an 
impassioncd cight-page letter, thc essence 
of wh ich was that Barrctt was a s\\'e ll 
actress. He rcpl ied . asking her to come 
and see h im. She did so and hc was very 
ki ndly, ta lked to hcr , gave hcr a pictu rc 
of h im self signed, "Affectiollalely y'O ll rS, 
David Belasco," and sent her home w ith 
the advicc that shc \\'as too young, and 
to come back in three or four years. 

"But I wasn't too young and I didn't 
go home," shc says. "1 did what every 
young actress docs, I sat in managers' 
officcs for weeks all end . \Vhen I fi rst got 
bits with Butler Da\'cnport on 28th Street, 
I thought I had something, but whcn I was 
kcpt playing parts of widows with vei ls, I 
up and quit. . 

"Then I dcc ided that I simply had to be 
in the Greellwich Village Follies that the 
S huberts we re wor ki ng on. I fo ll owed a 
man connectcd w ith them, fo r eight blocks 
-until he ga\'e me a card that would a l­
low me to do my stuff be fo re a squad of 
Shuberts, who were holding an a udition 
t hat day. 

"They had been watching people jugg le, 
dance and sing all day long, and so well 
into the evening that it was nea rly t hree 
o'clock in the morn ing by thc t ime they 
got a round to me. I did a ll the imitat ions 

I kncw and they laughed and laughed and 
e\'c ryone was h igh ly amuscd-so they put 
mc in the sho\\' as an ordi nary showgir l !" 

From then on she appeared on-stage 
near ly e"elT fi\'e minutes , cither as a 
stoogc or a sho\\·girl. let's say, in a filmy 
costume and strctched out to hcr fu ll six 
fcet on the cushions of a sultan's harem. 

"I \\'as a g reat fo il fo r the com ics," she 
groaned. "1 th ink I was shot and ki lled 
twel ve times in every show, I rea lly do. 
Don't you lovc it:" 

Shc had no lines beyond "yes" and "110 ," 

so it caused the Shuberts no t rouble \\' hen 
she sl id into a \'audev ille ski t w ith Harry 
]. Conl ey, \\,ho did rube d ia logue. Sheil a 
was a good st ra ight woman fo r h im and 
no one shot blank pistols off in he r face . 

F rom the Conley act it was but a step 
to twelve \\'eeks at the ·P a lace. in B illy 
Gaxton's \'aude\' illc act. She d idn 't ha\'e 
much to do but she was crazy about Gax­
ton, as is eve ryonc, and she looked stun­
ning in a d ress lent her by the late Ma ry 
B rown \Va rburton . It was a Chanel model 
in rcd and she looked spiffy in it . 

T ha t was noth ing ne\\' fo r her because 
she a lways has liked clothes and ah\'ays 
has looked well in them. Recently the 
Fashi on Academy voted he r one of the ten 
bes t-dressed women (she r epresented the 
n ight clubs-Kay F rancis, the movies, 
etc.), but thcy didn't kno\\' tha t shc hates 
to wear the hats she wears so well and 
t hat, e\'en in the swank "21" Club. she 
tosses her hat as ide as soon as no one is 
look ing. 

"After the Gaxton run, \\'h ich at L\\' elve 
weeks was a record, I \\'ent on in vaude­
v ille w ith " -a lter "\ -oolf and Verree Teas­
dale, " she sa id. "1 had a ll of s ix lines in 
the sk it, oppos ite 11ilton Le Roy-he's 
Ph illi p Reed in thc movies now. \ \-e \\'ere 
both as k idd ish and young as the cou ple 
we wcre supposed to represent. So \\'e re­
hcarsed those terr ibly impo rtant six lines 
all O\'er the theatrc-upsta irs, downsta irs­
e\'en in the ticket windo\\', unt il finally 
Phil Reed brightened and said: 'I know, 
lei's do Ihe/II /i/Il! LUIII alld FOlllalllle!'" 

Foll owed more \'audeville, where she 
did do he r imitat ions in a "s inglc"; tltat is, 
a lonc-Lenore Ul r ic, Lionel Barrymore, 
ZaSu Pitts, Bert Lahr, The Garbo, Ed 
\ Vynn, and Fannie Brice. one of Iter pets 
among the thea tre fo lk. 

Legend has it that she _\\'as in tlte midst 
of pcpping up a dead party w ith thc Len­
ore Ulr ic onc. whcn a man \\'as so over­
comc by it that he grabbed her, practically 
tosscd her into a cab and hust led her O\'er 
to the Ha-Ha Club, \\'here he knew tlte 
manager and wherc she was immediately 
s igned up for $200 a \\·eek. It sounds \'ery 
much like Horatio Alger in tai ls and 
wh ite t ie. but it doesn't happen to be t rue­
f01- Shcila had already \\'o rkcd with J can 
11a lin at the Folies Bergere Club, had 
gained a sma ll reputat ion for her self and 
d idn;t need to be tossed into a cab. Mal in, 
who played a lavender cha racte r, once 
threw a man bod ily out of the club when 
hc got noisy duri ng S heila's act. 

" I had the t ime of my li fe \\'hen I d id 
wo rk at the H a-Ha Club," she says. " I 



\I'as with Dan Healy and Jack 'Nhite, you 
know, and they' re absolutely mad-as 
weren't we all! Vile screamed and yelled 
and carried on-I adored it better than 
life. I got a real break there, too, because 
the columni sts began to notice my stuff and 
wrote me up once in a while." 

Which is a help to a little girl breaking 
into the night-club world, but she deserved 
it for she \I'as begii1l1 ing the stuff that 
almo t immed iately lifted her several cuts 
above the rank and file of imi tators. 
Uniquc stuff like Noel Coward, George 
Arli ss and Ernst Lubitsch doing an Old 
Black Joe thing : :\Iae yVest as llIlicl; 
W, C. Fields as Olhello and Fannie Brice 
as Barbara Friclchie. 

Small wonder then that shc qu ickly 
graduated to the Chez Paree in Chicag'o, 
EI Morocco and the tork in New York, 
the Clo\'er Club in Hollywood and the 
better clubs of London. ~ow it' s the 
Rainbow Room in Radio City and Shc ila 
Barrett, or Shei la Barrett and the Rain­
bow Room in Radio City-it's all the 
same and the cll stomers eat it up. 

The crowd at the Ra inbow R oom li kes 
her Spaa/leas),' Cirl number bcst. It's the 
compos ite story 0 f a typc of g irl who hung 
around the spcaks in the old days. She 
s\\'ept in with an oldcr man and for a 
time was the life 0 f the place, Then, as 
she drank more and more, she broke into 
sobs and ended up by screech ing that she 
\\'as drunk and common and disgusted with 
e\'e ryth ing and sundry-remember hel:? It's 
a PO\\'crful piece. 

"I\'e got a lot of plans for my a ir 
work;' she says. "For one thing, I want 
to do Mad Ahollt Ihr Boy, the song, you 
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know, I want to handle it in a Southern­
g irl way-about a boy who breaks a date 
with a gir l. I t' s all very A lice Ada1lls-y. 
Then I want to do the piece that Judith 
Anderson used on the Vallee show, J ean 
Cocteau's Beloved VOiCC--{)l1C woman 
alone plays it and it fairly drips with 
drama and punch," 

Typical of Sheila's flair for showman­
ship and doing-thc-right-thing, theat rically 
speaking, is her intent to do, over the ai r, 
also, people who support (really more than 
support) the screen stars. People like 
the Lionel Standers and the Una Merkels, 
who often carry a weak picture and sup­
ply much-needed humor to the screen, Yes, 
she writes hel' o\\'n material , with an oc­
casional bit of aid from a Mr. Shakes­
pea re ' and Kay Kenny. 

S trangely enough her subjects, more 
often than not, really like the imitations 
she does of them, despite their Barrett 
barbs, A press-release says that Tallulah 
Bankhead was annoyed by her Barrett 
imitation, but, says Barrett, 

"Tallulah laughed and laughed, all 
through the imitation as I was doing it. 
'vVe were at a pr ivate party and afterwards 
she rushed up to me, and, wi thout realiz­
ing it. used almS/s t , the same lines I had 
used in the imitation, In her husky voice 
she sa id: '011. darlillg, )'Olt were silllply 
IIIa.rvelolls!

"And Katharine Cornell! I nearly died 
when Burgess ),Ieredith introduced us for 
the fi l'st time, I couldn' t talk, I just 
couldn't get a word out. Later, after I 
knew her better, and when we'd meet at 
pa rties, she'd say: ''vVhat haz'e you got me

Four months la ter, he 
made hi s fir st appearance in a substi tute 
role in TIVh ite Collars, graduat ing pres­
ently to the juvenile lead, which he played 
fo r forty-eight weeks. 

Ed\\'a rd Everett Horton signed him 
then, and Stu was his stage manager as 
wel l as an acto r in a seri es of plays shown 
in Los Angeles and San Francisco. He 
was playing the lead at the Hollywood 
:\Iusic Box Theatre w hen he was discov­
ered by Fox Fi lm scouts and induced to 
playa "bit" part in 11/ other Kno'Ws Best. 
III the next few years he was associated in 
turn with Fox, Paramount, M-G-M and 
\!\Tarners, playi ng stra ight and divers ified 
comedy roles. 

As a character acto r, the years stretch 
ahead of him, bright with the promise of 
continued opportunity and achievement. 

'·A ny actor can keep on indefinitely," he 
insists, "if he is willing to play any kind 
of part. Look at 1-ohn Barrymore-he is 
doing now what L ionel has been doing for 
years.

Both Stu 
and June love to entertain informally and 
are among Hollywood's most popular hosts 
and hostesses.

"Then, a ft cr the vaudeville. she madc hcr 
first appea rance on tl~ a ir lVith mc. onc 
nig ht, bcca use OIl C a four playc r s was sud­
denly tak en ill. She onl y sa id t\l'O lin cs. 
13ut in th c ncx t tll'O weeks the rc wcrc 
somc t\l'O tholl sa nd Ictt e rs asking for -:'I a ry 
to comc back again.

tell you that 1 a111. Which adds up to 
fifty-fifty. " 

They have a set routine of li fe at home, 
Jack to ld me. H e r.ises early every mortl­
ing, as early as fiv·e-ihirty or six. H e 
doesn 't have time any more to play gal £ 
or tenni s, and so he has a morning work­
out; has a man come in every morning to 
keep hi s muscles aged sixteen. Then he 
has breakfast with the baby-the same 
breakfast , yea,- in, yea r out-grapefruit or 
orange juice, with an egg. :Mary always 
has her breakfast on a tray in bed. The 
same breakfast as Jack 's, without the egg. 

J ack sa id : "1 believe in a wife's break­
fa sting in bed . I think that, fo r the w ife 
in any fa mil y, breakfast on a tray keeps 
R eno away. You know how people are in 
the mornings. how they look and fee l, and 
what they thi nk. TV ell. 

"Every day," J ack told me, "every day, 
except :tvIondays, which I save out for 
doing a ll sorts of littl e acids and end s, you 
know, like straightening out my bureau 
draw.ers (we' re both as neat as piJls, :Mary 
and I ) , and having inte rviews and things; 
eve,-y other day I'm with my wr iters, 
worki ng on the script. I'm always sitting 
in with them as they work, so that I can 
tryout the lines, act 'em out a bit. :Mary 
never sits in on any of our w ritin g· ses­
sion s. She doesn't know, until r ehearsal, 
what the script is all about. 

"Friday nights we have the reading of 
oUl" program A nd after that I a lways go 
to the fi ghts. I usuall y go with George 
Burns, o r with my manager, o r both of 
them. \Vhi le I a 111 a t the fights, Mary 
usually goes to a movie or plays bridge 
with Gracie A lIen and ~1r s. AI R itz and 
Ida Cantor, perhaps. The George BLirnses 
are very close friends of ours. \ Ve a lso see 
a lot of the A I Ritzes, the Eddie Cantors, 
Ginger Rogers. I don't play bridge. On 
the evenin gs when Mary and I a re not 
go ing out to a movie or something, she 
usua lly makes up a table of bridge and I 
sit over there in that corner and play 
rummy all by myself. 

"Sa turdays we usually rewrite the pro­
grams. \Vho was it who sa id that a ll good 
w riting is really rew riting? W ell , who­
ever did was talk ing about rad io scripts, 
too, whether he kn ew it o r not. \Ve sel­
dom di scuss the script during the week, 
Mary and 1. I do not bring my bus iness 

worri es home with me. Little J oan has 
very li ttle id ea of what it is Daddy docs 
when he bustles forth to wo rk every morn­
ing. She says : 'Daddy goi ng to the office 
to make money to buy J oany dresses!' 
And when Buck Benny rides again, at 
home, he rides her pig-a-back, as you may 
have not iced . . _ So, we rewrite the 
progra ms Saturdays. Then we broadcast 
Sundays, and Sunday nights, after the 
broadcast, we usually go to the Troc', Mary 
and I, or step out somewhere. Sunday 
nig hts a re our only nights of real relaxa­
tion in a big way_ 

"1 don't have time to do much reading. 
j\i[ary tell s me a ll alJout the new books_ 
She reads everyone of 'em. By the time 
I get to bed I try to read that morning's 
paper. And sometimes succeed. 

"Mary loves to shop. \Ve're both terri­
bly ex travaga nt. \ Ve live by our gro ss, 
on what we rake in , not w hat we've got 
left. Every now and aga in we look very 
g rim and determined and sort of saving 
and say: ' \Ve've got to \\·atch ourselves!' 
Then we ta lk about budgets and household 
accounts and sundri es and things like 
that, and tha t's a ll there is to it. Months 
go by and we go ri ght on spending, un til 
the calendar comes a round to the place 
where we say, again : '\Ve 've got to wa tch 
oursel ves!' \Vhat the heck, you only liye 
once! 

" ~fon ey Just doesn' t mean anything to 
e ither of us. I don't mean that we'd want 
to have less than we have. because that 
would mean go ing back; never a healthy 
sY 111ptom. But I mean that we' re not 
money-conscious. ~Iary is the kind of a 
g irl who would be content w ith whatever 
I happened to be making. She isn't the 
demanding type of woman . She can buv 
an eighteen-dollar dress and look as weil 
as some other g irl in a dress costing two 
hund red. Because she kn ows what kind of 
an eighteen-dollar dress to buy and ho lV 
to wear it a fter she buys it. vVe both 
spend a lot of money on clothes. 

"But our happiness doesn't depend on 
money. Everything is in your own happi­
ness, inside. A nd we're happy peopl e, 
Mary and 1. 'vVe' re not hil a rious, the life­
of-the-party types at home, It' s more a 
so rt of rich contentment. .-\ fter a ll , ever y­
thing's relative. \Vhen we were first ma-r ­
ried, and I was in \"aucle\·ille, I was mak-



ing thrce hundrcd and fi fty dollars a week, 
'" c thought that was all the money in the 
II'o r ld, and it just ab ut was ! T hen, when 
I got into pictures, and, at first, made fi f­
tccn hundred dollars a week, we thought 
tha t was the tops, 

"It's thc sa mc Il' ith famc, so-called, I 
fe lt a Big Guy when I did vaudeville, and 
got the next-to- the- Iast spot on the bill. 
An d when I played the P alacc and got thc 
top spot, I thought I had touched the 
dizz icst heights there Il'e rc to be scaled, 
It' s a ll a mat ter o f \I'hethcr you' rc likcd­
if peo ple likc you, no matter what you a re 
do ing, or where, or fo r hOIl" llluch, you're 
sitting on top of the world. 

" \\'c"rc just thc a mc pcopl c, fccl just the 
sa mc, gct cxactly thc samc amount of ki ck 
out o f cI'e ryth ing, as wc did wh cn we be­
gan. Th only difference being in favor 
of thosc bcginning days. For then we 
di dn' t ha l'c to WOl'ry so much, t rying to 
top oursch-cs from onc weck to the next. 

"\\'c' rc build ing ou r Oll'n home hcre in 
Bevcrly H ill s, now. F irst home wc' vc ever 
owncd. \ \ 'c' I'e' ahl'ays rentcd placcs-the 
Countcss di F rasso's one time; th is onc 
110 11'. T hey' rc brcaking g round fo r our 
homc today, as a mattcr o f fact. It's 
goin o- to be a kind of Geo rg ian house. 
I sn't that what they call 'cm ? I don't 
know hOll' many rooms. It' s a big place, 
with room [or a swimming-pool and a 
tenni s court and pienty o f room for the 
baby's th ings and all tha t. "'-'c' 1I , have 
decora tors to help us, I suppose ; but I' ll 
g uarantce that l\Iary wi ll do mos t of the 
wo rk. Shc's go t good ta te in houses, as 
well as in cloth s. 

" I don't want to stay in radio, or in pic­
tu rcs, for more than thc next five yea rs, 
fo r which I a m undcr contract. I mcan, 
as an entc rtain er. I'd li ke, then, to get 
into the produci ng end of things . I fee l 
that. Il' ith the kno ll'lcdgc I have o f the 
stage, picturcs , thc radio, I ought to have 
some value as a producer. I might not 
know enough about thc tcchn ical sidc of 
things to bc a good dircctor. But as a 
produccr- wcll, Buck Bcnny should be able 
to ridc aga in . 

" 'vVc can't keep n forevcr, 1\£ary and I 
and thc rest of us, topping oursclves, or 
trying to, every wcek. And you can't let 
down the fraction ~f an inch on the ai r , 
There comcs the sa tUl'ation point, a limit, 
an end to a ll good thi ngs. And when that 
time comes, wc' lI hal'e bui lt our home, 
es tablished our family. And we' lI just go 
on bcing ha ppy." 

T here is something vcry substantial about 
J ack Benny. Hc could easily be a mem­
ber of the S tock E xchange ( did I say 
sll bs/all /ia!?) , a lawycr, a doctor. H c is 
what is ca lled a "mellow" persona lity. You 
fcc I about h im an a ir of well-being and 
good liv ing and a II's-well -with- the-worid. 
H e is a busin ess man who se ll s his wa res 
on thc air. 

And never again sha ll I heat' the ring ing 
words : "Bllrl? BellllY R ides Agaill," with­
out a mental picture 0 f that ta ll , well­
tail ored fi gure, ramping about the bcauti fu l 
Beverly Hills house II' ith a rosy chi ld 
as tridc hi shoulders, ycllow ha ir blowing, 
brigh t laughtcr ring ing. 

It is somcholl' grati fyi ng to know that 
the pril'ate li fe o f the J ack Bennys is that 
old-fashioned, unbeatable cquati on o f a 
ma n with a job, a \\'oman in the home and 
a child in the hea rt.

P eople 
who fuss about ea ting with thcir left hand, 
fo r instan ce, who somell'here or othcr have 
got the id ea th at it 's not supposcd to be 
proper to use it at the tabl e. \Vhy should 
your le ft hand bc pa ra lyzcd ' I t was g il-en 
to you for as good a purpose as your 
right hal1(1. \ Vhy in the worl d shouldn't 
you use it to ca rry your for k to your 
mouth ? 

" I t' s fa r be ttc r to make mi stakes than 
to bc too conccrn ed ol'er not mak ing them. 
Good manners are easy man ners. :'10' d is­
like o f the word etiqllette is chieAy be­
ca use it stresses the consciousness of man­
ne rs too much. Defini te rul es matte r so 
l ittl e, T he motive back of wha t you do is 
so much more important than the thing 
you do. 

"A nd yet the word in itse l f docs mean 
bcha l'io ri sm, dipl omacy, p rec ise ethics, 
mora ls and evcry th ing else th a t makes fo r 
plea sant li ving. It means the housc you 
li ve in and how you li ve in it and a ll the 
othcr wo rth wh il e things in lif c. 

" Before my pub li shcr asked me to \lT ite 
my book on ct iquette, I wrote novels, and 

now I find tha t etiq uette, \vhcn takcn In the 
big, broad v iew it should he taken in , is 
just as absorbing as \lTi t ing fi ct ion. A fter 
a ll, novels a r c IVritten about !>roNe, the 
hero ine, the hero, the v illa in and a ll the 
othcr cha rac ter s that go to makc up a 
boole In getting down to thc f undam nta ls 
of manncrs and good tas te, you gct down 
to the fundamenta ls of people, too. 

"It a lways amu ses mc to be rega rded as 
an a rbiter, for it' s rea ll y so fo reign to me. 
F cw things excite me, but t here a r c two 
or three th ings t hat dr ive me into a f renzy. 
One is the type of pcr son I' \'e ta lked about, 
who is ex act ing and fini cky to th e las t dc­
g rcc. Another is thc onc who goes in fo r 
tuo many litt lc elegancies , \I'ho uses minc­
ing and pretcnt ious word s and phra ses. 
A nd the las t and g rea t cst of thc!'e is r ude-
ness , , 

"\\'h ich brings mc to my grea tcst abhor­
rence, the th ing I ca ll the grca t A mer ican 
rudcness. and the thi ng I cannot und er­
stand-and tha t is the hos tess who all ows 
ll ersel f to bc scrved fi r st, when thcre a re 
womcn g uests at her tablc, I f a woman 
is gOi llg to be so r ude to thc gucs ts under 
her roof, then shc should thra ll' a ll other 
ru les uf cour tcsy ,l\\'ay as \I'e ll, 

"It 's as bad as sla pping )'our gucs ts in 
the fa ce. It' s tc II ing t hem they a re o f i n­
fe rior socia l position to you. \Vhen roy­
a lty di ncs w ith co mmoners, roya lty is a l­
ways scn 'ed fi rst. A nd, to my way of 
th ink ing, t he hos tess who a ll o ll' s herself 
to bc served fi rst is put t ing her scl f in the 
high place of roya lty , 

" I' ve rcceived so many lettcrs f rom hos­
tesses, try ing to condone th is r ud eness by 
sugges t ing that th e reason lying behind it 
is a k ind one, tha t by ser ving thcmse lves 
first they make it eas ier fo r gucs ts who do 
not kn ow ho w to scrve th emselvcs, T his 
reason is as unthinkabl e as the orig inal 
rudencss, and as much o f an insult to her 
gucsts, for what you a rc do ing is say ing 
tha t your f ri ends a re in ferior to you and 
not as \ve ll ve rscd in socia l g races as 
your self. 

"Back in thc 'n inet ies, whcn hos tesses 
r ca lly sen 'ed elabora te di shcs, thi s cu stom 
was unknown and famous hos tcsses o f 
t ha t day woul d hc aghast at thc thought 
of be ing scr ved be fore their gucsts. 

" I n th e days of the Borg ias . when 
poi,oned food in tended for g ues ts, danger­
ous to th e li ves o r peace o f thcir hos ts, 
was one o f the de light ful littl e socia l cus­
toms of the day, well - intcnt ioned hos ts pa r­
took o f each di sh or Aagon fir st, to reas­
surc t heir gucsts. A nd in the ca rl O' days 
of our own country, when front ier towns 
werc rough, and unt ra incd help in the ki t­
chen had lit tl e sk ill in keeping food f rom 
burn ing , and none in propcr dish ing , the 
gcntly bred hostess directcd th at every 
d ish be ser ved to her fi rst, so that shc coul d 
remove to he r own plate any unsightly 
picccs and qu ick ly r ea rrange the other 
p ieces to make the dish mOI'e prcsentable 
for her company. Thi s was- and in the 
same circum stanccs aga in would be-a rea­
son o f courtesy. 

"But it is di st inctly a rudeness, and not 
a cour tesy today, when poisoni ng has 



happily gone alit o f social usage and \I,hen 
there is 11 0 excuse for serv ing any but 
palatable d ishes. 11 1 anners change, and 
should change, as the need for change 
r ises. Cl ing ing to ol1tmoded, obso lete man­
ners is ridicul ous." 

Li stening to :. rr s, P ost"s program on 
the air , you get the fee l o f her person­
alitv, of the wide scope o f her v ision that 
rejects the littl e t ri via lit ies; less sure 
persons blo\l' up into gigantic, frot hy bub­
bl es. She loves ta lking over th e networks 
and loves hearin g from her li steners. 

"Their letters a re a lways so \\'arm and 
hl1man," she says with that ready smi le 
of hers. "I don't know why it should be 
so, but they arc much more personal than 
the lettcrs I reccive f rom my ne\\'spa per 
readers .. , 

You can sec that fcc ling of kin ship \,:ith 
her li stcners dc lights he r, for she is such 
a friendly person herself. Hers is the 
simplic ity of a person so sccurc she has 
never had to pro\'C herse l f to anyone. 

Born in Baltimore, the daughter o f two 
dist in gui shed A merican famili cs , she came 
to New York a s a child of li\'c. Good 
taste came in st incti ve ly to Emily Post. 
Shc ncvcr had to \I'onder about cor rect­
ness, She knew a ll the thi ngs wcll -b red 
people a re supposed to kn ow. H er father 
\\"a s Bruce P rice, thc noted a rchi tect, an d 
her life \\"as much the sa mc as any other 
g irl' s, born to socia l posit ion allCl \\'calth. 
Therc wcre the German gove rness, th~ . 
brownstone house on T enth S treet, the 
dancing school and part ies , thc coming-out 
party, and her marriage a t nineteen. 

But thcre were the other things that 
were differe nt. The things that gave hcr 
undcrs tanding and the wa rm th and th e tol­
crancc and kindness th a t a re a ll a part of 
thc mature Emil y P os t . The bewi lder ­
ment that came when. fOI' thc first time 
in her Ii fe, she found hersel f no longer 
a sheltered, \\'ealthy g irl. but a mother \\'ith 
two young' sons depcnden t on her for 
support, and thc couragc that made her 
fi nd hcr way throughout the doubt and 
anx iety that must have assa il ed her. Th ere 
\\'as hcr divorce, for , in a day when fa sh­
ionable New Y ork lookcd askance a t any 
scvering o f marita l ti es, she had the hon­
esty to li ve as she wanted to li ve. 

There was secing hel" sons g row up and 
seeing one o f th cm marri ed-and . los ing 
one o f thcm-thc younger one, thc one 
\\"ho a l ways had livcd with her and who 
was hcr constant companion. Thcrc ",ere 
thc years shc fa ced blindncss . 

A nd today you see a woman well past 
her m idd le year s, a woman who still has 
the bcauty o f thc young g irl \\"hose love­
lincss creatcd a fur or when slt c made her 
debut. But ),011 see a wo man \\·lto 
has so llI any otlt er th in gs that young g irl 
coul d not havc had, fo r no young g irl 
is ba rt! as to lerant and couragcous and 
wise as thi s \\'oman who madc hcr grea t­
es t success when she was o\'c r J'ifty. 

S he was a lmost fI fty when she wrote her 
book on et iquette, S he didn' t want to \\Tite 
it a t a ll. nt iqllell e .. . It see med so unim­
por tant to her, in a helter-skeltcr world 
to rn by doubt and confusion. It was only 
after her publi shcr had le ft hcr a book on 
(he subj cct and she saw how preciollS it 
was, how tri via l and unimpor tant, th at she 
rea li zed thcre rea lly was a need for a book 
on thc subj cct that had honesty and 
breadth. 
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So shc wrote the book, and thc t'(lyalty 
checks have becn coming in cvcr s in ce . and 
now her revised ed ition of the book is 
heading th c best-scllcr li sts aga in . 

But today, e\'cn a[tc r thc thousands up­
on th ousand s o f Ictters she rece i\'es, she 
sti ll is appa lled at people wlto st ick so 
close ly to thc rul cs that th cy ref usc to 
tit ink fo r th emseh ·es. 

"I once wrote that tlt c g room' s famil y 
must nC\'e r supply thc brid c's trousseau," 
shc sa id. "And one day I had a Ict ter 
f rom a woman abou t to bc marr ied, say­
ing shc \\'as di sappointcd, since t lt is \\'ould 
mean shc could not \vcar he r futur e mother ­
in-l aw's wcdd ing dress, wh ich she hatl 
\\"antcd so much to wca r becausc of hcr 
100'e [or her. Tlti s unyielding st icking to 
th e rul cs amazed me in these \\"omen, a s 
they both happcned to be ma rc than 
avcrage in intelligence and culture and so­
cia l posit ion. I wrotc at oncc, telling th e 
g irl that, o f cou rse, she must \\'ear the 
dress shc had set her heart on. 

"A nd when bridcs w r ite in to me, ask­
ing fo r help in gett ing the cor rect fur­
nish ings fo r tlteir home, I have so methi ng 
a f that same fce ling . \ ,Vlty should they 
a sk anyone what to gct? \ Vhy be so con­
ccrncd about th e la1;tst · thing to be in 
fash ion ? A woman 's home shollld reflect 
hcr . S he shou ld f urni sh it with th c things 
she likcs, not the th ings tha t haPllen to 
be fa shionable at the moment. My objec­
tion to anyone's t urning over her home 
( 0 be f urni shed by an intcrior dcco rator 
springs from my feeling that the home 
should rep resent the people who live in it, 
not an outsider. " 

AIrs. Post's own home is as much a 
pa rt of hersel f as her g race ful can iage, 
her eagern ess, her qu ick laugh. She loves 
cltintzcs, and the chintzes she has chosen 
for her drawing- room, her study, and thc 
var ious bed rooms in the la rgc apartment, 
are breathtaking in their loveliness . 

A nd she is charming because she does 
not concerti hcrself about being charming 
- just as her manners are so beautiful be­
causc they a re so s imple, 

\ l\1heiJ her pri vate telephone rang, in 
the lovely study wherc she spends 1110s t of 
hcr working hours, she did not \\"ai t for 
her secreta ry but answcred it herself, and 
when, dur ing th e conversat ion, she needed 
some in [o rmat ion, she called for Hilda, 
he r housekccpcr, and when she did not 
eome, whi stled hcr summon s. She's un­
prcdi ctable, Mrs. Post, and not in th e least 
a \\'e- lll Spirll1g . 

If some day shc happencd in to a farm 
kitchen, and thc fa rm cr 's w ife went calm ly 
about hcr duties , making dinner and lad­
ling it into heavy, oddly asso rted dishes 
that didn't match, and served it from her 
kitchcn table in thc simpl e. unpretentious 
way she a lways sen cd it, t'he chances are 
that she would find M rs. Post one of the 
easies t guests she C\'e r had enterta in ed . For 
:Mrs. P ost delights in peopl e wh o are 
themsclves. 

But heaven help the hostess, fu ll of li tt le 
pretensions and fo rmalities, agonizing over 
detail s and fu ssy triAes, should Mrs. P os t 
happen to be at one of her oh, so formal 
luncheons ! 1'11 lay a wager righ t now 
that Mrs. P os t would havc her \\"ondering 
to thi s day just what she did \\"rong. 

For that' s how Emi ly P ost is, so simple 
and una ffected herself, that she demands 
the same qualities in people she l ik es.

twinkling behind the thi ck lenses of hi s 
pince nez. " I was going to be a second 
Victor H erbert. I took an apar tment on 
Ri verside D rive . . . The only drawback 
was-I couldn' t se ll another show!" 

It wasn't, however, the success of that 
fi rst show that definitely tu rned him from 
bui lding with wood and stone to bui lding 
with tone and harmony. Dest iny, a ppa r­
ent ly, was cra fti ly shaping a tool to its 
purposes. But , being a devotee of three 
mea ls a day, Deems Taylor took whatever 
j obs mi ght be had. 

His fir st, a fter graduat ing from N . Y. 
U .. was as a commercial a rtist. Next he 
wo rked on a couple of cncyclopedias­
Nelson's and the Britannica. Then a nother 
fratern ity brothe r, Frank Adams- F P A. 
of T he CO llllillg Tower-got him a job on 
the vVes tern E lectric N e\\' s. A nd, along 
about this t ime, he; heard of a pri ze offer 
for a symphonic poem. 

"I didn 't know anyth ing about sym­
phonies, either ," he laughed. "Nor about 
orches t rat ion . . . But I \I'ent ahead and 
wrotc a symphonic pocm. It was ca lled 
Th e S iren S Oll g . I t won the pri ze-three 
hundred dolla rs. That was a lot of money 
to me then- but, even so, it didn' t mean 
anyth ing, compared to \\' hat winn ing the 
prize meant. The approval of my \\'ork 
.. . Years later, the Phi lha rmonic played 
Th e S iren SO llg . 

"After that, \Verrenrath, \\' ho was \\'ork­
ing to raise some money fo r the MacDow­
ell colony at P eterboro, wanted to pro­
duce a symphony wi th some bar itone solos. 
H e told me I had to write it fo r him-he 
had promised I would do it. So I did. 
T hat was Th e rl igh'waYlllall." 

A long about 191 6, D eems T aylor and 
Rob'ert Benchley were cdit ing the Sunday 
Magazine of the old New York Tribune 
-and T aylor , an ardent pac ifis t, decided 
he ought to go to France as a \\'ar co r­
respondent. 

H e wrote himself a glo\\'ing recommen­
dat ion for the job and his fe llow edito r 
signed it. T he Tribune a pproved the idea, 
however, and, almost before he knew it, 
young M r. T aylor fo und himself III 

F rance. H e had only th e foggies t ideas as 
to what his dut ies would be-which ideas 
certa inly did not incl ude visit ing the f ront 
line trenches. Nevertheless, orders promptly 
took him, very scared and most reluctan t, 
to "the thundering li ne of battle." 

"But I found out one th ing-" he says 
reminiscently, "E ve ryone else, practica lly, 
was as sca red as I was !" 

H e came home in 1917, to become ass is­
tant edi tor of Coll ier's \ i\Teek ly. A h\'ays it 
seemed to be Deems Taylor' s dest iny to be 
thrust into jobs fo r which he had no 
proper preparat ion. 

"I was supposed to \\Ti te edi to r ials," he 
says, with that qu ick charactcri sti c smile 
and twinkle. "One day I went out to 
lunch with a fellow who had the job on 
the photo pages, \ \Te talked things over, 
and decided to swap jobs. It \I'as all right 
with the office-so I became photo ed itor. ·' 

H e was , \'onderi ng, these days, if he 
wou ld aga in see war-torn France. Dread­
ing the inevitabl e summons to serve his 
country-the draft. A t last his number 
\yas up. D eems T aylor remembers the day 
it was drawn-Armisti ce DaY- ::--!Q\'ember 
11 th , 1918 1 H e still celebrates it . 

The next year his fr iend, FPA, got him 
another job, as ed itor of The Musical Re­
view. During th is t ime Deems Taylor 
w rote one 0 f hi s most fa mous composi­
tions, the T hro ugh th e L ookillg Glass 
suite, which has been pl ayed "all over the 
world, and elsewhere," 

In this year, too, he made hi s fi rst and 
only ycnture into teach ing-lecturing on 
music in Denver. "Keeping, " he chuckles, 
" just one lecture ahead o f the class 1 I t 
was dead ly 1" 

Late r he sen 'cd fo r a number of years 
as music cr it ic fo r T he New York \ i\T orld 
---<luring which t ime he made hi s famous 
prqphecy as to the future of radio. H e 
was act ive, too, in the theatre, at th is t ime 
- writing the incidental music for L ilia/II , 
and other plays, over a per iod of fi ve 
years. Getting a fir st -hand knowledge o f 
the theat re wh ich later was to prove in­
valuabl e to him when he began to write 
operas. 

H e began his first opera in the spring of 
1926, when he \\'as commi ssioned by the 
Metropolitan to do an opera fo r them. H e 
persuaded Edna S t. Vincent Millay to do 
the libretto. A fter much searching, they 
hi t upon an old E nglish theme, and T he 
K il/ g's Hell chlllan was born. Deems T ay­
lor fi nished the opera in P ar is, that fall , 
and it was produced the fo llowing winter 
in the Metropoli tan's 1927 season. 

That was the yea r, also, that ma rked 
the beginni ng o f his rad io \I'ork at CBS. 
H e also served fo r two years as editor of 
Musical America . In 1931 he created and 
broadcast a seri es on the hi story of the 
opera. A nd hi s second opera. P eter Jb­
bctsoll , was produced at the Metropolitan. 
H e also had charge of 'the lIetropolitan 
broadcasts, the fi rst yea r that organization 
went on the a ir. 

Hi s fir st commercial radio ass ignment 
was on the l':ra/t H ou r, with P aul vVhite­
man. That was ill '33, In '34 he did scn pts 
and dramat izations for a ten weeks' ser ies 
of opera in E nglish, for the Chase and 
Sail born Opera Guild. H e had a similar 
assignment in '35, on S igmund Romberg's 
Swift H aU l", Last yea r he did the World 
P eocezc'a}'s scripts fo r the Squibb program 
and was its master of ceremoni es. I n the 
spr ing of thi s year he was doing the Coro­
llet programs, and th is season fi nds him 
\\' ith Phi lha rmonic and Chesterfield. 

True to the Tay lor trad ition of keeping 
1\\'0 or three ca reers going at once, he is 
writ ing a new opera fo r the Metropolitan, 
do ing the libretto him self, a s well as the 
mu sic. It's based on a Basque story by 
P ierre Loti, ca ll ed Ra lll untcho. "I asked 
E dna to do it," he said. "But she \I'ouldn't 
- she's just lazy ! So I'm doing it myself." 

A nd , as if all that \I'ere not enough, he 



11as published a book thi s year, based on 
some of his music commentar ies on rad io 
programs. I fs called Of M cn and Mllsic . 

"1 wanted to ca ll it The Tolerallt Ear," 
sa ie! Deems. "But my publi shers fe lt tha t 
title \I'ouldn' t appeal to the reader. They 
thought it would soune! I ike a med ical 
treatise !" 

He had, he says, to do a lot of re\\Tit­
ing, to make his radio cOl11ments suitable 
for book pu rposes . 

"'\Ve actual ly have two languages," he 
says. " \Ve wri te one, and we speak an­
other. That is the essence of the t rouble 
with most radio commercials. T hey're 
wri tten by advert ising wri ters, who are 
accustomed to write fo r the eye and not 
fo r the ear. You 'd never read an ad\'e r­
tisement aloud. I t would sound absurd, 
phony. And that's the \\'ay the commer­
cia ls sound. A ll the fake enthusias m! It 
reminds me of someth ing FPA said once: 
'Nobody co/tid be so glad to see anybody 
as f all! to sce c'.'crybodyl' 

"\ Ve don't ta lk as we write," he went 
on. " \Ne use broken phrases, unfinished 
sentences, repeti ti on. \Vhen I'm wri t ing 
my radi o scripts, I always ta lk them, aloud. 
I guess the people in my hotel th ink I'm 
mad ! I pace up and down, ta lking to my­
self. I f I just wrote the th ing, it wouldn 't 
sound ri ght when I read it over the mi cro­
phone. 

' 'I've always wri tten my own scr ipts," 
he expla ined. "I can't sound convil) cing, 
reading someone else's words. Only an 
actor can do that. I may be an enterta iner, 
but I'm certa inly no actor. The rad io is 
the g reatest lie-detecto r there is. That's 
why poli tical speeches on the ai r a lways 
sound so phony ." 

However poor a prophet Deems Taylor 
may be, you apprec iate the soundncss of his 
judgment when you hea r him on the air. 
He is quietly sincere, human, de ligh t fu l, 
with that unquenchable humor that is so 
rare and so refreshing. His \\'o rd s a re a 
mine of information, but always alive, al­
\\'ays interesting. However slight your 
o\\'n knowledge of music may be, you have 
no difficu lty in enj oying Deems Taylor. 
And ifs rea ll y a remarkable feat, to make 
mus ic a delight to people who know li ttle 
about it. 

Rad io, itself, does this, says Deems Tay­
lor. "It bri ngs music to everYone. P eop le 
\\'ho \\'ou ld hes itate to go to opera, fo r 
fear they might be bored, will listen to it 
in their homes, T hat," he says, "is be­
cause there's no compulsion about it. If 
they don 't like it, they can turn the dial 
and sh ut it off, They don't have to take 
it, i f they don't want it. So they're willing 
to listen to it-and th ey find they enjoy 
it." 

I-Ie th inks rad io ough t to inst itute a 
reper tory system, I ike that of the theat re. 
Even the mov ies have ada pted it. "Th e 
best programs are good enough to stand 
repet it ion, You hea r them once-and never 
aga in . It's a pity ! T here's no law against 
repea ling a program, of course-but no 
one \\'ou ld e\'e r thi ll /~ of doing it." 

Another thi ng he wou ld advocate woul d 
be to have a sort of rad io czar-a Landis 
for rad io--to coordinate its enter ta inment, 
and prevent di ffe rent networks or stat ions 
putting on simi lar shows at the same hour. 
"Spott ing th em that way hu rts everyone. 
It hakes the possible audiences, alienates 
li steners that other wise would eager ly tune 
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in ," says Deems T aylor. 
He belines, too, that it would be a good 

idea if there were fewer stations and 
wider broadcast bands. "The bands are so 
nar row," he explains, " that you cannot 
hear certain notcs and overtones that g ive 
the ir cha racter istic harmonics to ccrtain 
instruments-the French horn, fo r instance, 
the oboes, the snare drums-almost any 
inst rumen t. They have to be cut down in 
the control room, If they went on th e 
air as produced, they'd over lap the broad­
cast banel. So the music the rad io 1 istener 
hears m'er the a ir sounds very d iffe rent 
f rom what the studio audicnce hea rs," 

Thcy sound like good suggest ions, these 
- but Deems Tay lor isn't prophesy ing tha t 
any of them wi ll be real ized. Still , on hi s 
reco rd , one might prophesy that i f he 
should chance to be appoin ted czar of 
rad io-not that he wants to be !-hc'd prob­
ably turn in a swel l job. 

F or the prescnt, however, he' ll stick to 
j ust a few ca reers- writing, composing, 
commenting-and fi nd ing t ime to indulge 
a few favo r ite hobbi es, which include 
cameras, cooking and ca rpent ry. H e also, 
he says, plays, with more violence than 
skill , a mean ga me of tenni s. H e doesn't 
r ide horses, becau se, he says, they're so 
big-they int imidate him , And he's never 
been fi shing , 

H e has a home in Connecticut, wherc he 
lives about six months of the year. There 
he builds porches, furniture, adds on 
rooms, and what not. And experiments 
with photography. 

H e was marri ed, a number of years ago, 
to a charming actress, 'Mary K ennedy. But 
they have been sepa rated for some time. 

T heir twelve-year-old daug hter , Ma ry, 
is going to be an act ress, 

"Katha ri ne Co rnell and Ma rga lo Gi l­
mOl'e a re her godmothers," Deems Taylor 
says proudly. " So she has a good sta rt." 

'Ma ry al ready has hael a taste of theatre 
Ii fc, ane! on the stage of the Metropolitan, 
when she appea red in her fa mous father's 
first opera, Pctcr l bbctsoll. 

"She Ii ves with her mother," he expla ins, 
Aild fo r the fi rs t t ime the twinkling ligh t 
disappears from h is eyes. "Bu t I see her 
often," he adds qu ickly, "She was with 
me fo r some wceks, thi s summer. I did 
the cooking and she did the clean ing, and it 
worked out finc." 

So, he re are several of the gentlemen 
we kno\V as Deems T aylor-and they al l 
add up to a deli ghtful personal ity. H e's 
slim, slight, qu iet-with a .burning vita li ty 
that glows in hi s eyes and makes an over­
tone for his quiet words. You fcel a 
passionate sinceri ty, an abiding integrity 
in a ll he says. Hi s laugh, that comes so 
read ily, is no mere nervous gesture. It' s 
a deep, qui et laugh, that springs from hi s 
ad justment to life. There's no bi tterness 
in him. Nq f rust ration . \Vhatever comes 
- it' s life . And a warm heart and a wiele 
understand ing fi nd it good. 

\ Vhat woul d he choose to dG, when he 
reti res? 

"I t's ha rd to imagine having money 
enough to reti re!" H e smiles, "B ut if I 
did-I'd continue to do just what I'm doing, 
I imaginc. Compose operas , vVrite books , 
\ Vork fo r rad io. Experiment with pho­
tography, Do some ca rpentry, Cook. 
Li ve , . . " 

And tha t sounds like a fa irly safe 
prophecy !
