When the R&R Convention's official events
were over, it was time to hit the Century
Plaza’s 18th floor, fout sulfe. More than 1000
attendees clogged the penthouse floor, where
the bulk of the label and network hospitality
suites were located, on Friday night (5/11).

Trouble was, that was more than twice the
ficor's legal capacity, and the overcrowding
overwheimad the holtel, the assigned secunty,
and the L.A_ fire marshal in attendance. The
latter, reacting rather enthusiastically, ordered
Friday's activity to ciose down, and mandated
highly stringent security procedures 1o restrict
19th ficor attendance the following night

The hotel sensibly realized after the
convention that it needed to come up with
ancther way to handle the kind of massive
crowd flow an R&R Convention generates, and
In conjunction with R&R is avolving an enfirely
new concept in hospitality suite entertainment
for the 1992 convention, using a different,
more easily accessible section of the Contury
Plaza grounds.

Suspensions Of Disbelief

Ten years ago, Stoner
bought WIMZ and nanved Lambert
PD. He was clevated to GM in 1987,

Lambert says Stoner has o tradi-
tion of promoting prograsmmers in-
to key positions. “Our president
came oul of programmming, and the
company has a different attitude
than most. Most companies are
salesdriven; Stoner made a deci-
sion several years ago to be
programmieg-driven "

When Lambert got the call three
years ago, he was ready. “The
previous GM did n good job of
developing me,” he potes. ‘‘We
didn't have a sales manager, so be
let me handle a kot of those respon-
sibilities. I ran the sales meetings
at bexst coxce a week and went out
on calls. So I was as prepared as |
could have been.™”

Not surprisingly, Lambert's
toughest adjustment was deter-
mining his role in programming.
“After you've programmed a sta-
ticn for seven years, it's hard to
turn it over and not meddle with it
The thing you struggle with is that
you're real sensitive about getting
too nvolved with the program-
ming. but you can go too far the
other way. It's been a real learning
experience trying to find the right

Lambert echoes other Phs-
tumed-GMs when boe says, ‘“The
biggest advantage you have com-
ieg out of programming is that vou
have a keen sense of marketing. As
a PD you have (o learn how to mar-
ket your product, and you can take
that same knowledge and utilize it
with clients,™

Lambert's advice to PDs leoking
1o move @p: “You have to look for a
good company that's willing to belp
you grow. You also have to show
some loyalty: a lot of program-
mers develop a reputation for mov-
ing around from station to station.
In 15 years I've enly worked at two
siations. — both in the same
msarket.”
