Performance Rights Bill: 
Will Radio Have To Pay? 
EM Legislation taking shape; NAB fears DAB 

inclusion could spill over to analog radio 

The debate over performance rights is back on the front 
burner this week. But its impact on broadcasters is uncertain 

- even if legislation is enacted. 
Rep. Williams Hughes (D -NJ), who chairs the House 

Intellectual Property Subcommittee, has authored a bill (H.R. 
2576) that would grant performance rights protection - and 

perhaps ro'alty payments - to performers and record com- 

panies for music transmitted by digital means. The subcom- 
mittee is scheduled to hammer out legislation before the 

congressional holiday recess. A previous markup of the leg- 

islation was postponed in May, when panel members couldn't 
agree on whether to exempt DAB so the performance right 

would apply only to subscription digital services. 
Although the Hughes bill does not cover traditional analog 

radio statiols, NAB fears that a performance right for DAB 

could lead "o legislation also covering analog AM and FM.

Radio Revenues Surpass 
$1 Billion Mark In May 
n RAB reports 12% growth across the board 

Radio revenues across the na- 
tion surpassed $1 billion in May, 

the first time monthly ad receipts 
have ever broken the 10 -digit bar- 
rier, according to RAB esti- 
mates. By RAB's calculations, 
May sales - including local, na- 
tional, network, and syndication - totaled $1070,000,000. 

"When you consider that in 
1970 radio revenue was just $1.26 
billion for the entire year, you be- 
gin to realize the significance of 
nearly matching that figure in a 

single month;" said RAB Presi- 
dent Gary Fries. 

The operative figure for May 
revenue growth was 12 %: RAB 
reported that total revenues, local 
revenues, and national spot rev- 

enues all rose by that amount for 
the month. Also, total revenues 
were up 12% for the January- 
through -May period. 

"1994 revenue growth to date 
has been not only strong, but 
steady," said Fries. "With the ex- 

ception of April's still -robust 9% 
increase, every month so far this 
year has grown at almost the

RADIO BUS /NESS 
House GOP Leaders Back GATT 

House Minority Whip Newt Gingrich (R -GA) and other 
Republican leaders Friday (6/24) rallied behind legislation to al- 
ter budget rules that would pass the GATT trade treaty with- 
out spectrum royalties or any other new taxes. Meanwhile, 
NAB is warning the spectrum tax proposal is still alive. 

The Clinton administration has 
said it is considering taxing broad- 
casters $4.8 billion to help make up 
for reduced revenues from GATT's 
lowered tariffs. However, the admin- 
istration's Office of Management 
and Budget (OMB) recently has 
tempered such talk. 

Clinton Interested 
The Republican bill would amend 

the Balanced Budget and Emergen- 
cy Deficit Control Act of 1985 - 
which requires that lost revenues be 
replaced - by taking into account 
future revenue from increased trade 
under GATT. 

"lt doesn't make sense for Con- 
gress to Zook at revenue reductions 
on the one hand but ignore the 
greater revenue increases occurring 
on the other hand." said the bill's 
sponsor, Rep. Thomas Ewing 
(R -IL). 

Gingrich said President Clinton 
has expressed interest in the idea. 
"The president of the United States 
inquired in our leadership meeting 
about this [legislation]," he noted 
during a press conference on the 

Capitol grounds. We have sent him 
a copy of this bill." 

Gingrich said if Clinton would ask 
for Democratic support of the bill, 
GATT would quickly pass. "If the 
president would simply ... call 
[Senate Majority Leader] George 
Mitchell (D -ME) and call [House 
Speaker] Tom Foley (D WA) ... it 
could be in the Senate on Wednes- 
day and could be out by the end of 
the week" 

The bill currently has the support 
of 20 Republicans and one Demo- 
crat, Rep. Mike Parker (D -MS). 

NAB: Tax Not Dead 
NAB is warning broadcasters that 

the spectrum royalty idea isn't dead, 
despite a recent Electronic Media ar- 
ticle to that effect. R &R and other 
publications have reported the pro- 
posal is on its last legs but is still 
being considered. 

"This death notice is premature," 
NAB Exec. VP /Government Rela- 
tions Jim May declared Monday 
(6/27) in NAB's "Radio Week" fax. 
NAB is still urging broadcasters to 
contact members of Congress to op- 
pose the spectrum tax. 

Entertainment Industry Major Clinton, DNC Donor 
Radio station owners, record company executives, 
and other entertainment industry leaders were 
among the major contributors to President Clin- 

ton and the Democratic National Committee between Ju- 
ly 1992 (when he won the nomination) and March 1994. 

During that period, President 
Clinton and the DNC raised more 
than $40.5 million. nearly twice 
the amount President Bush and 
the GOP raised during the same 
time, according to records releas- 
ed last week by the Federal Elec- 
tion Commission. The entertain- 
ment industry was the second - 
largest contributor as a group, 
eclipsed only by the banking/ 
financial industry. 

`Soft Money' 

The largest contributor was 
Time Warner, with donations total- 
ing more than half a million dol- 
lars from the company, its execu- 
tives, and its subsidiaries. The 
largest single check to the presi- 
dent and the Democrats came 
from Carl Lindner, a Cincinnati 
businessman who's the principal 
stockholder in Citicasters Inc. 
Lindner has been a longtime Re- 
publican contributor and raised 
money for President Bush. 
Among the more than 100 individ- 

uals, corporations, and labor un- 
ions that contributed $100,000 or 
more was record mogul David 
Geffen, who gave $220,000. 

President Clinton was criticiz- 
ed by the citizen watchdog group 
Common Cause for accepting the 
corporate donations, which are 
considered "soft money" (for ad- 
ministrative expenses, voter edu- 
cation, etc.) and not limited by 
campaign finance law. Although 
Clinton supports campaign fi- 

nance reforms, the president says 
he can't stop accepting soft 
money while the GOP continues 
to take contributions.

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FCC Rejects Duopoly Challenges 
Rejecting competing challenges, the 

FCC recently made two rulings up- 
holding duopoly deals approved by the 

Commission staff. 

The commissioners agreed with the Mass Media 
Bureau's interpretation of how to apply the duopoly rules 
when more than one Arbitron market is involved - that 
county-by-county data for the entire area is to be used 
when less than 50% of the duopoly signal contour overlap 
is within a single Arbitron market. 

That allowed Associated Communications to add 
WOMP -AM & FM /Bellaire, OH to its WSTV & WRKY/Steu- 
benville, OH combo, even though the four stations had 
a combined share of 28.6% in the Steubenville- Weirton 
metro. The WOMP sale had been challenged by McGraw 
Broadcasting. 

In the second case, the FCC upheld the practice of 
assigning a zero rating to a CP when calculating duopo- 
ly share totals, permitting KUGN -AM & FM /Eugene, OR 
owner C &C Broadcasting to acquire KGAL (FM CP)I 
Brownsville, OR. Competitors McKenzie River Broadcast- 
ing and McCoy Broadcasting had opposed the CP ac- 
quisition. 

Commission Budget Clears House 

The House of Representatives early 
Tuesday (6/28) passed an appropriations 
bill (H.R. 4603) that includes the FCC's 

fiscal 1995 budget of $166.8 million - $20 mil- 
lion less than it requésted. 

Included in that $166.8 million is $116.4 million which 
"shall be assessed and collected" (read: user fees). That 
figure is nearly double this year's $60 million in fees. 

The bill will next be considered by a Senate Appro- 
priations subcommittee in mid -July, according to a sub- 
committee staffer. Congress was scheduled to adjourn 
Thursday (6/30) for the July Fourth holiday and return to 
work July 11.

NAB Defends Lawyer Ads 
NAB told the American Bar Associa- 

tion's Commission on Advertising 
that lawyers have a constitutional 

right to advertise on radio and television. 

"Using radio and TV to market legal services removes 
the shroud of secrecy about legal remedies and lowers 
legal costs through efficient and effective delivery of legal 
services" NAB Associate General Counsel Steven Book - 
shester told the ABA panel, which is considering further 
restrictions on lawyer advertising. 

TV already receives $126 million annually from lawyer 
spots. There are no figures available for radio, but NAB 
believes lengthy disclaimers required in many states dis- 
courage radio advertising of legal services. 

In NAB's view, there should be no special rules, ei- 
ther state or federal, restricting legal services from ad- 
vertising on radio or TV. It said federal regulations already 
require broadcasters to take reasonable measures to elim- 
inate false, misleading, and deceptive claims in all ads. 

1DB Hires New Auditor 
IDB Communications Group Inc. has re- 

tained Arthur Andersen & Co. as its new 
auditor. 
The company replaces Deloitte & Touche, which re- 

signed June 1 in a dispute over how $5.4 million in sat- 
ellite transponder sales should have been treated in IDB's 
first -quarter earnings report. As part of its role, Andersen 
will examine IDB's internal financial controls and report- 
ing procedures. 

"We are committed to ensuring that the procedures 
and controls are in place so the integrity of the company's 
financial statements will be beyond reproach" said IDB 
Audit Committee Chairman Franklin Fried.

According to the Tuesday (6/28) 
Wyoming Tribune - Eagle, KFBQ 
(Q980ICheyenne - which stopped 
broadcasting three days earlier to vacate 
the studio space it shared with KFBC in 
order to move to a new, as- yet -undisclosed 
location - hasn't returned to the air, 
because the IRS seized its transmitter for 
back taxes! 

The newspaper also reports that 
KFBQ owner and local attorney Harty Buck 
owes KFBC owner Dave Montgomery "rent 
and utility payments, plus $11,000 for 
administrative services" And KGWN -TV 
manager Carl Ochipiniti claims he won't let 
KFBQ back on the air - it leases tower 
space from his company - until seven 
months past -due rent is paid. 

Buck - who the Tribune -Eagle reports 
also has filed for liquidational bankruptcy - acknowledged the IRS had seized his 
transmitter, but told ST, "maybe later in the 
day it will be unseized. This stems from 
tax bills from 1988 and 1989, when Capitol 
Radio owned the station. 

"As to claims that I owe Montgomery 
$11,000 - that's not accurate. Rent was 
behind something less than $2000, but we 
left regardless of that, owing to other

same double -digit rate, and it shows 
no signs of changing as we head in- 
to radio's strong summer sales 
season." 

Miller, Kaplan, Arase & Co. 
CPA George Nadel Rivin noted that 
May is radio's strongest month, re- 
sponsible for 9.8% of a typical year's 
revenues. He predicted that - 
assuming revenue growth continues 
at its current pace - radio's next 
billion -dollar months will be May, 
June, and July of next year. 

Regional Results 
All regions posted double -digit 

gains for local revenues in May. The 
Southeast led at 14 %, followed by 
the East and Southwest at 13 %, 
Midwest at 12 %, and West at 10 %. 

It was a mixed bag, however, for 
national spot sales. The East posted 
a stunning 23 % gain, but was the 
only region with a double -digit in- 
crease. The Southeast and West 
gained 9 %, the Midwest was up 
8 %, and the Southwest registered a 
2% decline. 

Five months into 1994, total radio 
revenues were up 12 %, with local 
up 11% and national ahead 13 %.

RIAA, AFTRA, and the Amer- 
ican Federation of Musicians have 
argued that performance rights 
should apply to DAB, giving record 
companies and artists control of air- 
play licensing. They have insisted, 
though, that performance rights 
would not necessarily mean broad- 
casters would have to pay royalties 
to the record companies and per- 
formers. 

NAB officials are not sure if they 
will prevail in lobbying for the 
broadcaster exemption. "It's all very 
much up in the air at the moment," 
said NAB spokesman Walt Wurfel. 
"I don't know if we're going to get 
enough people to support our po- 
sition. There have been some im- 
provements ... but some 
backsliding too" 

Under current law, radio broad- 
casters pay music publishers and 
songwriters (through ASCAP, BMI, 
and SESAC) for licenses to air their 
music, but performers and record 
companies do not receive compen- 
sation. Broadcasters have always 
maintained that record companies 
are compensated by free promotion 
from airplay.

But nationally syndicated host 
Gene Burns pointed out, "We do 
not feed the nation's cynicism. We 

convey it. We may share it, but it 

comes from our audience" 
In addition to Gearan, New York 

Gov. Mario Cuomo, California 
Gov. Pete Wilson, and Sen. Bob 
Dole (R KS) saw fit to address the 
mix of talk hosts, vendors, and other 
hangers -on that numbered several 
hundred. 

Rush To Judgment 

During the KMOX interview, 
Clinton accused conservative Talk 
hosts of emitting "a contact unre- 
mitting drumbeat of cynicism." 
Then he took aim at Limbaugh, 
whose show aired on KMOX shortly 
after Clinton's interview. 

"Rush Limbaugh will have three 
hours to say whatever he wants," 
fumed Clinton, "and I won't have 
any opportunity to respond. There's 
no truth detector." 

True to form, Limbaugh ridiculed 
the president's comments. "There is 
no need for a truth detector. I am the 
truth detector." 

Limbaugh said Clinton's com- 
ments were a desperate move by the 
White House because the adminis- 
tration is losing its battle for health 
reform. 

New `Aggressive' Clinton 

That, of course, is quite different 
from the president's view. He cited 
the radio interview as part of his new 

attitude toward dealing with the me- 
dia. "I decided that instead of be- 
ing frustrated, I needed to be 
aggressive, and I'm going to be ag- 
gressive from here on in," Clinton 
said. "I'm going to tell what I know 
the truth to be." 

"We thought the interview went 
very well. Obviously, his statements 
regarding Talk radio and well -known 
Talk radio hosts are what made the 
headlines," said KMOX GM Rod 
Zimmerman. "We are pleased that 
the president could use KMOX as 
a national platform."

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Expanding Your Core Listenership 
o Making the most of Arbitron's `Preferences Report,' due with fall book 

Getting a handle on the listeners who spend the most time 
with your station is about to become more important than ever, 
thanks to a new report coming from Arbitron. This week, 
three consultants suggest how to optimize your audience by 
converting average listeners into Pl partisans. 

Hary Blain 

The ratings ser- 
vice recently mail- 
ed its subscribers 
copies of its Winter 
'94 "First Prefer- 
ence (Pl)" report. 
The free supple- 
ment will be issued 
again for the spring 
survey, but starting 
with the redesign- 
ed Fall '94 book, 

the data will be included in the ac- 
tual market reports. 

Pl listeners spend more time with 
one station than with any other, and 
they generate the most quarter -hour 
credits for it. Thus, it's desirable to 
convert as many P2 and P3 (second - 
and third- preference listeners) into 
Pls. The Pl report will show calls, 
cume, and Pl totals (expressed in 
percentages) for 12 +, 18 -34, 25 -54, 
and 35-64 demos. Additional demos 
and dayparts are available through 
Arbitron's MaximiSer 2.0 computer 
service. 

Listener Contact 
Blain Consulting President Hary 

Blain likens the listener -to- loyalist 
conversion process to politics. "In 
my mind Arbitron is like voting, and 
you have to have presence in the 
marketplace. The more you're out in 
your Pl zip codes, the more person - 
to- person contact you'll have with 
this important group of listeners. 

"My strongest suggestion for 
GMs and PDs is to include a posi-

tion for a database manager in their 
budgets. It's not a parttime position 
anymore. Look at what frequent flier 
programs did for airlines in terms of 
creating customer contact. A listener 
database allows you to track your 
customers' preferences, dislikes, and 
habits, and offer them rewards for 
listening. These could be as simple 
as acknowledging birthdays with a 
card. It's money spent better than on 
any billboard. 

"Having been a jock, I know re- 
quest lines are a pain in the butt, but 
they are direct contact with the lis- 
teners. An unanswered phone is like 
a McDonalds counter where a serv- 
er ignores you. Answer fast, be 
polite, and be a communicator. 

"If you know your Pl listeners, 
you know you're on target and meet- 
ing their musical expectations. Fo- 
cus is the answer. I stress to my 
clients the importance of identifying 
problems and vulnerabilities and ad- 
dressing them before the guy across 
the street does. 

"Callous, auditorium testing, and 
focus groups are big factors in stay- 
ing on target. CHR listeners' expec- 
tations are for fun, bright, exciting 
music, and when they find too much 
rap or AC, Pls leave in droves. In 
some markets that's helped Young 
Country, while in others Hot AC 
and Gold stations have pulled from 
CHR" 

Talk Their Language 
Blain suggests stations pull liners 

like "crank it up" and "music mara- 
thons" off the air and replace them 
with language listeners use. "Find 
out what they say about your station, 
and repeat it back. Listeners gener- 
ally say they want `more of their 
favorites back to back without a lot 
of talk or commercials,' which, if 
presented properly, will really get 
the message across. If necessary, 
daypart the content and promos to 
the available audience. 

`And by all means, read Ries & 
Trout's `22 Immutable Laws Of 
Marketing (Violate Them At Your 
Own Risk)' today. Learn to market 
your station in a positive manner. 

"At [client) WPRO- FM /Provi- 
dence, we created more Pl midday 
listening. First, we recognized we 
didn't have much in -office listening 
in that daypart, so we let listeners 
know it was okay to tune in then. We 
didn't change the product, but we 
changed the perception, which had 
been that this isn't an at -work sta- 
tion. With direct mail, we re- 
marketed 'PRO -FM and touted these 
attributes: `no sleepy music; `fun to 
listen to and `makes the workday go 
by faster.' We converted many P2 
listeners into Pis that way" 

It's A Top -Of -Mind Game 
Alan Bums & Associates President Alan Bums of- 
fers specifics on converting nonchalant listeners 
into P1 core fans through top-of -mind impres- 

sions. 
"Pl listeners 

record more quar- 
ter -hours to your 
station than to 
any other station, 
and top-of-mind 
awareness im- 
pacts their diary 
mentions. They 
may not like you 
better, but there 
comes a point 
where one quar- 
ter -hour makes them Pis to your 
station and not some other sta- 
tion. The idea is to have them 
write you down exclusively by 
dominating their top-of-mind. 

"All the PDs who've been run- 
ning liners like 'so you can listen 
longer' should have been thinking 
'so you can listen more often: To 

do that, be consistent, so they al- 
ways hear a favorite song. Also, 
market yourself, recycle audience, 
and have a strong morning show 
that brings them back more days 
than not :' 

Burns tackles the issues point - 
by- point: 

Music: "It has to evoke passion 
in your Pis, so it really has to be 
well- targeted, and that's where 
new or active music comes into 
play. Many Top 40s lose the pas- 
sion when they skew too old. 
When WZOUIBoston tried target- 
ing 25-345 for a year it lost 25+ 
numbers. When it changed to 
WJMN (Jammin') and focused on 
16 -24s, 25-54s doubled in the first 
book. When you create passion, 
Pis will expose your station to the 
P2s and make them like it more 
because of peer pressure. But 
while it should evoke passion, it 

has to be familiar enough to the 
P2s - music can't be an alien 
creature or too new. Recurrents 
are good for the P2 :' 

Alan Burns 

Mornings: "Topical, topical, top- 
ical. That's what people respond 
to. The best routes to take are 
what's going on with the listeners 
or things they're interested in. 
That will drag P2s and P3s in, 
since you're the station talking 
about what they care about. De- 
velop the morning show cast as 
people, so the audience can get 
to know and bond with them. 
One -liner morning shows or par- 
ody services don't make it. Have 
your morning show share the hu- 
man side of their lives :'

Marketing: "The things you do 
to provoke top-of-mind awareness 
and repeated usage of the station 
are the things that will convert 
P2s to Pls. TV, direct contesting, 
and outdoor are essentials. The 
repeated message exposes the 
P2 to the station, and continued 
usage gives P2s more exposure to 
the music. If they like the morn- 
ing show, it'll bring them back on 
other days and in other dayparts, 
where they'll generate more loyal 
listening and more quarter -hours 
in Arbitron." 

Who Da You Talk To? 
Zapoleon-Richards consultant Bill Richards says 
that to convert P2/P3 listening into P1 listening, 
"You have to be committed to making listeners re- 

call your station and write it down - instead of the 
others they cume. It's partly peer pressure when they 
won't acknowledge listening in Arbitron. Correcting that 
takes patience and knowing you're on the right path :' 

To put you on 
that path, Rich- 
ards explains his 
research philoso- 
phy. "Look in Arbi- 
tron first, and see 
who you're shar- 
ing with. Set up 
the research prop- 
erly. We have 
definite opinions 
on who to talk to.

vert P2 listeners who show a pre- 
ference for AC - discard them 
from your research. Find listeners 
who prefer your music, then get 
them in the door. In focus groups, 
target 20 of the 100 partisans 
present and contact them for 
some in-depth information at a 
later date By the same token, your 
P1 listeners could become a 
shrinking universe over a period 
of time, so include P2 listeners as 
well"

Answer The Phone, Turkey 

Like Hary Blain, Richards views 
unanswered request lines as a 
major negative. "Answer the 
phones, talk to the listeners, and 
avoid busy signals. There's equip- 
ment that will move unanswered 
calls to voice mail after so many 
rings. That same system could be 
employed tb ask them a quick set 

m 
of questions for a phone survey, 
or to ask if they'd participate in a 
music survey down the road. You 
might assemble some 'listener 
panels' from request -line callers. 
It's a great way to convert casual 
listeners with active tendencies 
into core listeners. 

"I'm also a fan of contesting, 
but first find out your listeners' 
wants and desires. Use a 'Sca- 

venger Hunt' or 'Secret Sound' or 
other theater-of-the-mind contest 
to draw attention. I also like 
listener- driven testimonials as 
long as they sound real, not can- 
ned. Use truly passionate re- 
sponses you've recorded in 
person, not on the phone:' 

Richards stresses the impor- 
tance of interacting with the au- 
dience at every opportunity. "Don't 
hang out with the other jocks at 
clubs - go over to some listeners 
and buy them drinks and intro- 
duce yourself. It's down to shak- 
ing hands and kissing babies 
again. Put your personalities into 
listener -friendly zip codes for ap- 
pearances, or send out postcards 
to your preferred listeners and let 
them know in advance of the ap- 
pearance. That way, you'll make 
those listeners feel they have 
some extra pull with the station"

Looking For The Leaders 
WJJN VP /GM shares her philosophy on finding the best employees 

In today's competitive market, managers need an excep- 
tional staff to stay on top. Therefore, keen hiring skills and 
the insight to identify those who are potential leaders are 
critical. 

Hiring Practices 
Schae Wilson, 

a 15 year industry 
veteran and VP/ 
GM at WJJN/ 
Dothan, AL for a 
year and a half, 
shares her hiring 
approach. "We 
look at potential 
employees' resu- 
mes to find out 
about their profes- 

sional background and personal lives 
(i.e., their age, level of education, 
etc.). 

"We also look for people who dis- 
play tenacity or a `stick- to -it' atti- 
tude. They don't quit on a project; 
instead, they see it through. I would 
much rather hire a person who has 
seen a situation through in another 
market and wants to come into our 
market to work for us. Then I know 
they've accomplished something. 

"I look for people with drive and 
who also have knowledge about the 
market they're trying to get into. I 

look at it like this: If an individual 
is coming from a different market, 
then he or she should have done 
some research on our market to be 
able to show their intelligence about 
what's going on in our city. And if 
they're already in the market, they 
should be able to show us what they 
can do for us that we can't do for 
ourselves. They need to show us 
what will make them a positive ad- 
dition to our staff. That's important 
for me to know about this person 
and why they should be working for 
us." 

Schae Wilson 

Checking Out Applicants 
Wilson makes a point of talking 

with past employers listed on any 
potential employee's resume. "I 
make those calls to make sure that 
they've done the things their resume 
says they've done. It's also very im- 
portant to follow up by meeting with 
them if we're thinking of hiring them - [especially] if we get some posi- 
tive comments after checking out 
their resume claims." 

We look at potential 
employees' resumes 

to find out about 
their professional 
background and 

personal lives. We 
also look for people 
who display tenacity 

or a `stick- to -it' 
attitude. 

While most past employers are 
willing to talk to Wilson about a 
former employee, she has hit a few 
snags. "The biggest problem I've 
had is finding someone in person- 
nel who's been with the organization 
long enough to remember and /or 
know the person. 

"I don't just want to know if that 
person once worked for the radio 
station. I want to talk with someone 

who can tell me something about 
that person's personality, work ethic, 
and job performance. How did they 
get along with others in the work- 
place? Because this business is so 
mobile, it's sometimes very difficult 
to find someone who knows the 
answers to those questions. These 
are things you generally don't find 
in a person's personnel file" 

Spotting Managers 

When interviewing for depart- 
ment managers, Wilson looks for 
leadership qualities. "There are 
clues that individuals will have - 
and do give you - about their abil- 
ities to follow or lead. Obviously, if 
someone's resume lists a past man- 
agerial position, that would count as 
a positive attribute as a leader. If 
their past doesn't mention a mana- 
gerial position, then you listen and 
look for things that may show you 
that this is a person who may have 
managerial qualities." 

However, just having obvious 
leadership qualities won't immedi- 
ately get you to the top. "If I think 
someone may have manager poten- 
tial, I don't start them in the posi- 
tion. Instead, I wait and see how 
they get along with the people 
they're working with and how they 
do the job. If we see they work well 
with others and continue to demon- 
strate leadership abilities, we put 
them into the position. During your 
career, there's always that one per- 
son who'll speak up and take the

Owner /President Ron Wilson, "Two black 
men who've followed their dreams and 
own these facilities at a time when most 
black men in this society are not achieving 
their full potential.

lead if there isn't already an estab- 
lished leader. Those are the ones I

In today's politically correct 
world, has it become easier for 
women to climb the corporate lad- 
der? "I can't really say that it's 
easier, because I don't know how all 
the different companies are run. But 
I can say that I've noticed more 
women seem to be VP /GMs and 
GSMs of radio stations throughout 
the country. So it does seem that it's 
easier for women to hold those posi- 
tions. But I don't know that the pay 
level is on an equal scale, which is 
a very important point." 

Researching The Area 
For anyone wanting to move up in 

their career, Wilson emphasizes the 
importance of research. "That's why 
I expect people applying for jobs 
here to know something about this 
area, our station, and the people 
who live here. If they don't know 
basic things about this community, 
then I know they're really not seri- 
ous about working here. 

"There are so many ways a per- 
son can go about finding not only 
the job they would like to have, but 
one in the particular part of the 
country they'd like to live in. Let's 
face it - not everyone wants to live 
in the blistering cold; others don't

want to live in the simmering heat. 
So I'd first suggest research in its 
very basic form, starting with where 
one might want to live. 

"Once they've decided on the ge- 
ographic location, I'd think the next 
thing would be to get in touch with 
the local chamber of commerce. 
They'll be able to tell you most 
things you'd like to know about that 
city and surrounding suburban 
areas. They'll also be able to inform 
you about the population, the overall 
state of employment, and maybe 
even something about your profes- 
sion in the area. Research is the 
name of the game - you can find 
out what you want to know, and 
you'll also find out some things you 
didn't know but needed to know."

Maximizing Commercial Stopsets 
WKQX (Q101) /Chicago PD Bill Gamble and KEDJ 

(The Edge) /Phoenix PD John Clay provide insight on how 
they get the most out of their commercial stopsets. 

40- Minute Sweeps m 
Gamble gener- 

ally runs two stop - 
sets per hour be- 
tween :35 and 
:55. "We try to 
create a 40- minute 
sweep every hour 
from :55 to :35. 
We usually total a 
market -as erage 11 

units. The first 
break is six units 

because it's at the end of a 40- minute 
sweep; the second break is shorter. 

"If an hour is light, we'll move 
spots from one hour to another to 
create longer sweeps. Playing a lot 
of music is important to the strategy, 
and a great traffic director can help 
maximize your music sweeps. Com- 
munication with traffic directors can 
really make your station hum. 

"We'd rather stop a couple times 
and give the listeners a long music 
set than play two or three songs and 
two commercials, three songs, two 
commercials ... It's the number of 
times you interrupt an hour, not the 
length of interruptions. There's a di- 
rect correlation between how many 
times you interrupt the music flow 
and the perception of how much mu- 
sic you play. It's not just commer- 
cials, it could be a long phone bit, 
etc. 

"If the entire market does the 
same thing, we'll be a bit contrary 
and run ours a little earlier. When 
people punch buttons, they might be

exposed to our station. One way 
people find stations is by accident.

cials are a problem. Listeners say 
they want fewer commercials and 
less talk from talent - generic com- 
plaints. So we ask open -ended ques- 
tions: `What would make the station 
better ?' 'What stations play the most 
or fewest commercials ?' It's tough to 
get anything conclusive; we track 
perceptions. 

"If it keeps coming up that we 
play too many commercials, we'll sit 
down and figure out what's causing 
that perception. The number of 
commercials stays constant; we're 
usually sold out every hour. Usual- 
ly, we find that talent talks too much 
or we run too many promotions. To 
the listener, it all blends together as 
non -music elements. The younger 
demo seems to have greater sen- 
sitivity to it." 

Even Stopsets 
At KEDJ, "We 

run 10 units per 
hour with equal 
breaks at :35 or 
:40 and :50 to 
:55," notes Clay. 
"You must keep it 
even - if one 
break's longer, it 
ultimately affects 
TSL. We play 

John Clay spots, two songs, 
then spots again. It's more impor- 
tant to have a large music span - 
whether it's 40 or 50 minutes of con- 
tinuous, uninterrupted music - than 
where it begins or ends. 

"I don't want to go beyond 10 

units. Stations adding units when 
sold out ultimately affect the product 
negatively. You may make more 
money in the short run, but you af- 
fect your TSL and ratings because 
you're playing less music. Since 
we're generally sold out, it makes 
our inventory more valuable and is 
a tool for the sales department to 
raise rates. 

"There are a lot of old games peo- 
ple play, but if your music is solid, 
it doesn't matter where you put your 
stopset. An old programmers' game 
is if you and one or two of your sig- 
nificant competitors have spot breaks 
arranged close to each other, the 
goal is to get into and out of spots 
first. I don't know if this works. It's 
the PD's job to hook [listeners] - 
through contests or music informa- 
tion - to stay around through com- 
mercials ?' 

Clay points out that radio is used 
differently than TV. "When you get 
in the car, you turn on the radio. 
When you go in the house or to 
work, you might turn on the radio. 
It's not a predictable time. People 
could turn on the radio at quarter af- 
ter, five 'til, or 20 after the hour. 
They aren't likely affected by one 
versus two spot breaks. If people

habitually turn on their car radios 
every morning just before our first 
spot break, they might [think] we 
play a lot of commercials." 

Promos Into Commercials 

Clay plays prerecorded promos in- 
to the breaks. "There are two 
schools of thought: Play your pro- 
mos out of your stopset - that way, 
you hear a great contest, event, or 
music -imaging immediately follow- 
ed by a strong song. The same peo- 
ple say not to run your promos into 
stopsets, because you give a great 
message followed by commercials - 
that's negative reinforcement. We 
play them first to make sure the 
message is heard, rather than lost at 
the end of the stopset. 

"We play the higher produced and 
better quality commercials first - 
which tend to be national spots - 
and work down through the clock 
break toward the least produced. If 
a spot's potentially offensive or ir- 
ritating, I make sure it's at the end 
of the break. I'm not trying to dam- 
age my client. I'm making sure peo- 
ple stick around and hear all the 

commercials. We don't want to send 
people away at the beginning of the 
stopset. 

"Commercials should be interest- 
ing. Some are well -produced, like 
those by Coca Cola or some of the

beer commercials. The new MTV 
radio commercials are outstanding - they intrigue you and make you 
listen. The old- fashioned, dry com- 
mercials or obnoxious car ads send 
people away."

Masters Of No. i Morning Shows 
O Three wakeup teams discuss winning the top spots in their markets 

Two weeks ago, the winter's winning Rock and Classic 
Rock morning shows in the Top 100 markets were highlighted 
in this column. This week, you'll meet three of those morn- 
ing teams. 

WFBQ /Indianapolis 
The Bob & Tom Show 

Award winners Bob Kevoian and 
Tom Griswold have 11 years in In- 
dianapolis under their belts. Their 
principal cast members include news 
anchor Kristi Lee, sportscaster 
Chick McGee, and producer Dean 
Metcalf. Local sportscaster Mark 
Patrick contributes many character 
voices to this show and others across 
the country. 

Bob & Tom probably are best 
known in the industry for their al- 
bums. Griswold says, "Our 16th 

charity album is coming out this 
summer. The Christmas album rais- 
ed $300,000 for charity. They're so 
popular, we're doing three this year 
instead of our normal two." 

LP material comes from the show. 
"A lot of the music we play is our 
own," says Griswold. "We do a lot 
of comedy, novelty, and some paro- 
dy, mostly in the form of original 
music and songs. We also do a lot 
of fake commercials and jingles; we 
work with a lot of comedians who 
join our show twice a week" 

`Pack Mentality' 
Bob & Tom's shares are huge - 

they're No. 1 12+ with a 20.9; 
they're also in first place among 
adults and men 18 -34 and adults and 
men 25 -54. Griswold attributes their 
success to owning the market's com- 
edy franchise and to the team atmo- 
sphere. "Everyone has a role and 
knows what it is. We have a big crew 
besides our core players. If some 
one's having a bad day, someone else 
usually isn't. We have a pack men- 
tality of six or seven people who all 
are very funny, so there's constant 
competition to keep up on what's 
going on and stay funny about it. 

"Bob and I tend to work in groups 
with other people, so we surprise 
each other with material all the time. 
I avoid telling Bob my stuff before 
it goes on -air because he has a ter- 
rific laugh. Likewise, he plays his

stuff for me on -air first. We're very 
topical and are all over local and na- 
tional news events. The Indianapolis 
500 is a big deal, so we did our 
whole show out there three or four 
times in May. We also had a guy 
out there every day." 

PD /morning show relationships 
are vitally important. Notes Gris- 
wold, "Marty Bender's a great PD. 
As a former morning guy, he under- 
stands the dynamics of a morning 
show and does a lot of bits with us 
on -air. 

"The idea is to be funny every 
day. If you were funny yesterday, so 
what? This is a lot like the restaurant 
business - you're only as good as 
your last meal. If you were funny 
last week, it doesn't matter because 
people want new stuff every day."

Morning Circus 

Brother Wease has been doing 
mornings at 'CMF for 10 years. His 
sidekicks are touring comedian Tbm 
Mule (pronounced mu -lay), co-host 
Cindy Pierce, and a newsperson. 
The three do standup comedy tours 
together, selling out venues in the 
small towns surrounding Rochester.

"The show is completely unpre- 
pared," says Wease. "I used to call 
it `bad radio' because I have a bad 
voice. Everything I do is live - 
there are no taped phones, you hear 
dial tones on air, there's dead air, etc. 
The show is just slice -of -life radio. 
We live our lives on -air. The show's 
extremely funny, irreverent, and 
very blue. I've heard guys who are 
dirty just for the sake of it. We don't 
do it intentionally like that. 

"We have a monthly show where- 
in a well- respected doctor in the sex- 
ually transmitted diseases field is 
on -air with me. People call up with 
their questions. He answers the 
questions seriously; I make jokes. 
So we entertain, inform, and make 
people laugh." 

Wease compares other morning 
shows with his own saying, "It 
seems the Howard Sterns and Don 
& Mikes of the world's whole rou- 
tine is to be mean, hateful, and act 
like they're better than everyone 
else. That's baby crap. You should 
do your show the best you can and 
entertain people.

I'm the only guy in the country who 
added an hour to his show strictly 
to fight Howard Stern. Since he stays 
on the air until 11am, I'm not going 
to hand him my audience. It's real- 
ly helped." 

Stern's `Ugly Side' 
Stern's affiliate in Rochester is 

WRQI. The 12+ winter ratings for 
both morning shows reflect a 16.9 
for Wease (No. 1) and a 2.6 for Stern 
(No. 9). Wease ranks first among 
adults and men 18 -34 and adults and 
men 25 -54. Stern ties for fifth in 
adults 18 -34 and is No. 2 in men 
18 -34, No. 10 in adults 25 -54, and 
No. 6 in men 25 -54. 

Wease remarks, "Those who say 
I win just because I'm local are cop - 
outs. Howard's beaten a lot of other 
local morning guys in their cities. 
The best thing about Howard being 
here is that I don't have to move to

New York to compete against him. 
The worst thing is that he's done a 
lot of mean things to me personally 
both on and off the air.

Main, "I tell Brother Wease every- 
thing he should do, and he pays at- 
tention to whatever he wants. We 
have a great working relationship, 
and I'm in the first tier of people he 
comes to for advice on his show. 
That includes the GM, his best 
friends, and any listener who hap- 
pens to walk up to him." 

WKLQ /Grand Rapids 
The Q Morning Zoo 

WKLQ is another morning show 
monster with a 10.8 share 12 +, rank- 
ing No. 1 in that demo as well as 
adults and men 18 -34 and adults and 
men 25 -54. Ringleader Rick Beck- 
ett is joined by co-host/newsperson 
Darla Jaye; Scott Winters handles 
sports and traffic. 

Jaye says she and Beckett have 
worked together for five years and 
know each other well. "While we 
plan the topics for the next day, we 
don't script out our show. It's very 
free form and spontaneous. We like 
to call ourselves `Equal Opportuni- 
ty Offenders' because we always of- 
fend somebody at least once. 

"We have a good cop/bad cop 
routine. Rick's very obnoxious and 
opinionated. I'm opinionated, too, 
but when I think he's gone over the 
line I don't hesitate to tell him. We 
fight all the time on -air. People think 
we're married and that it's a real bad 
marriage. We occasionally use can- 
ned bits, but the show primarily is 
reality- based. What you hear is what 
we are. We're all voracious readers, 
and we're always looking for the ob- 
scure, bizarre things in life."

and feelings mean a lot tc us. Many 
times, the listener can get away with 
more than we can. We let them say 
something, then respond with, `Gee, 
I can't believe you said that!' 

"We do what we call `Freakin' 
Friday Office Parties.' Listeners 
register their office or business by 
telling us why they want to come to 
the station and join the morning 
show. We let them do news, sports, 
and weather. Once a month, we'll do 
our whole show from a listener's 
house" 

Jaye says that PD Tom Marshall 
trusts their judgment. "Some days 
he regrets it, but he really gives us 
a lot of freedom to be creative." 
Marshall says the key to the relation- 
ship is twofold: "First, we have a 
clear understanding of what we want 
the morning show to accomplish for 
the station. Second, we've built a 
very deep level of trust between the 
talent, the programmer, and man- 
agement. 

"I like to give the morning team 
face time as much as possible, usu- 
ally almost every day. I stress the 
importance of how their show helps 
the entire station. That constant 
communication between us keeps 
them autonomous as well as involv- 
ed in the overall programming sound 
of the station."

FIRST-TIME PDs

Career Goals 
Although he relocated from a 

larger market to nab his first pro- 
gramming opportunity, Zellner ac- 
tually feels he was lucky.

On- The -Job Training 
When VP /GM Jim Keating needed to fill WCVUI 
Naples-Ft. Myers, FL's programming vacancy 
three years ago, he selected someone (John 

Conrad) with no prior programming experience. 
"It's important

Learning Process 
There can be downsides to hir- 

ing promising people with no pri- 
or PD credentials. "It's usually 
because they haven't made cer- 
tain mistakes before," notes Keat- 
ing. "It's a little more difficult for 
[first -time] PDs to make quick de- 
cisions. In addition to doing his 
moming airshift, [Conrad] spends 
lots of his time on promotions 
and events.

More experienc- 
ed programmers save time by not 
being burdened by unproductive

Managing talent and providing 
the station with a certain "sizzle" 
are other areas Keating believes 
are troublesome for first -time pro- 
grammers. "Getting the consul- 
tant's point across to the airstaff 
is very important. After the con- 
sultant leaves, it's up to the PD to 
make things happen. That's where 
first -time programmers can fall 
down and not get the job done. 

"Putting polish on the station 
can also be neglected. That's 
where a mentoring system be- 
comes very important. Program- 
mers need to work under - and 
leam from - someone of signif- 
icance" 

Ratings Dilemma 

Managers also must coach 
first -time programmers in ratings 
interpretation. "You have to work 
with them to make them under- 
stand what a book means and how 
to apply programming techniques 
to improve certain conditions. 
Someone with limited or no expe- 
rience has nothing from which to 
draw. 

"We have ratings to die for in 

Naples, but we're having trouble 
breaking into Ft. Myers. I'm puzzl- 
ed that we can kick butt in one 
market but drift behind in another. 
The station sounds great, and I 

can't hold a programmer at fault 
for that ratings picture"

According to Lowry, a potential 
programmer must possess a strong 
backbone. "PDs can't waffle. At the 
same time, they must have the abili- 
ty to compromise. You have to know 
what you want to accomplish and 
how you'll get there. Each situation, 
however, ,must be considered in a 
mature way." 

a major weakness of most program- 
mers. PDs who don't work well are 
those who lock themselves in an of- 
fice and play with Selector all day. 
They're uncomfortable dealing with 
air talent, so the [on -air staff] doesn't 
improve. In order to `walk a mile in 
their shoes, it's critical for a pro- 
grammer to do an airshift:' 

Lowry faces the usual list of 
names when looking for program- 
ming talent. "When PD openings 
break, it's frustrating to see the same 
candidates pop up. It's become in- 
creasingly more difficult to find 
good new talent and people from 
smaller markets ready to move. 
Quality people are working and 
don't want to move. Unlike before, 
PDs in good situations aren't going 
to leave to take a shot in the big 
league. That's creating a problem." 

Salary Slump 
More than ever, Lowry says, mon- 

ey plays a huge factor in hiring pro- 
grammers. "There's tremendous 
downward pressure on salaries. 
Rather than pay someone $75,000, 
stations are looking for someone just 
as hungry to work for $45,000. 
Many people are now realizing this 
is the new ballgame. 

"Unless you're one of the Top 10 

[air personalities] in the Top 10 mar- 
kets, it's happening more with pro- 
grammers than [with announcers]. 
Generally, programmers have been 
paid a pretty fair salary, but some 
of that money is shrinking."

Format Pioneers: Breaking The Mold 
Innovator /consultant Frank Cody discusses the journey that 

has redefined 'mass appeal adult radio forever 

This year, Broadcast Architecture /Princeton /CEO 
Frank Cody celebrates his 30th anniversary in radio. Generally 
acknowledged as the programmer who launched the first full - 
time NAC station, Cody speaks out on the format's history, 
status, and future. This interview marks the first in a series 
honoring the role played by NAC's pioneers. 

Frank Cody 

R &R: What 
prompted you to 
launch KTWV 
(The Wave)? 

FC: I didn't 
launch the Wave - it launched me. 
I'm being faceti- 
ous. Actually, 
timing had as 
much to do with it 

as anything. Tim- 
ing, plus a collection of like- minded 
individuals who shared an optimistic 
vision of the future. We wanted to 
create something we could be proud 
of, a format that wasn't another 
variation on the same old cookie - 
cutter formulas of the past. 

R&R: How did you come to en- 
vision NAC as a commercial format? 

FC: The power to reflect and yet 
define a trend is at the heart of what 
we do in radio. And that's how NAC

was born. While working at NBC, 
we had tremendous success with 
David Sanborn's jazz show. New 
Age music was at its peak, Wmd- 
ham Hill was hot (grossing over $40 
million), and dozens of contempor- 
ary jazz artists were selling very 
well, despite lack of airplay. It just 
seemed obvious that this music de- 
served a place on the dial. ..and the 
Wave was born: one part each of 
smooth jazz, contemporary vocals, 
and melodic new age music. 

Paul Goldstein was the "Mark 
Driscoll" of the format, developing 
remarkably imaginative "theater of 
the mind" which originally replac- 
ed the DJs. 

R&R: Who else helped pioneer 
the format? 

FC: Radio, like filmmaking, is a 
collaborative effort. I'm hesitant to 
try to list all the talented people who 
helped get the ball rolling, for fear

made a major commitment to NAC. 
Carl Brazell, Wayne Vriesman, 
Herb McCord, John Lynch, and 
Richie Balsbaugh all deserve 
special credit. 

R &R: How has the music 
changed? 

FC: There's a lot more of it. 
Many record companies have done 
a fantastic job of supporting the for- 
mat. New Age has faded, but 
smooth jazz is a huge category. 
There's better communication be- 
tween artists, managers, record la- 
bels, and those of us in radio. Every- 
one seems more willing to listen to 
what we've learned about our lis- 
teners' tastes. More Urban and AC 
artists are making it a point to in- 
clude material targeted specifically 
to NAC. 

R&R: How do you respond to 
critics who characterize your brand 

m 
ents' form. We work in partnership 
with them to help develop and define 
[their own unique] brand of the for- 
mat, [one which] reflects regional 
differences and local tastes. That's 
part of how NAC /smooth jazz has 
been able to enjoy this current surge 
in popularity -by tailoring the mu- 
sic mix to each market. 

R&R: Is NAC the new Beautiful 
Music? 

FC: Radio is a business that 
thrives on replication. There are few 

innovators and rightly so, since radio 
has become more of a mood service 
and an electronic companion than a 

linear venue. 

When NAC burst upon the scene 
in the form of the Wave, most radio 
executives fell into one of three 
camps: those who saw it as a "radio 
lava lamp "; those who believed it 
was "yuppie beautiful music "; and 
those who believed it was a new 
form of Progressive radio. I laugh 
when people make derisive com- 
ments like, "NAC is just Beautiful 
Music for baby boomers." Obvious- 
ly, these folks haven't studied dem- 
ographics. What a valuable franchise 
to own for the next 12 years. 

Successful NAC functions on 
multiple levels. Done properly, NAC 
is both foreground and background, 
active and passive, conscious and 
subconscious. When the listener 
does choose to focus on the content, 
the music must possess integrity. 
The listeners want to retain the op- 
tion of when to throw the switch. 
This ebb and flow, this modulation 
of tempo and familiarity, is crucial 
to the format. Incidentally, I believe 
this is drue of other formats as well. 

Don't be surprised to see more and more 
medium and smaller market stations 
switch to NAC, particularly in light of 

duopoly. 

R&R: What are the key traits 
shared by successful NAC stations? 

FC: NAC is both stimulating and 
relaxing. Chris Brodie coined a 
phrase in the early days: stimulax. 
[We decided against using it be- 
cause] it sounded too much like a 
laxative. 

NAC is mass appeal, not niche. If 
you aim for a niche, you get a niche. 
Think big and big things happen. 
Earl Nightingale said it best, "You 
become what you think about most" 

NAC is driven by melody. But, 
then again, what music other than 
rap isn't driven by melody? If you 
drift too far away from melody, into 
the realm of the overly challenging 
and excessively improvisational, 
you're heading toward doom. NAC 
is uplifting - nobody turns on the 
radio to feel bad. 

The most successful NAC stations 
conquer the workplace and fight for 
midday numbers just like everybody 
else. I can't stress enough that what 
really matters is what comes out of 
the radio. A restaurant can have 
beautiful flatware, fine crystal, ano 
charming waiters. But if the food's 
lousy, what's the point? 

PDs and MDs need to spend the 
bulk of their energy maintaining 
their product: controlling rotations; 
maintaining creative, fresh produc- 
tion; coaching the airstaff. It all 
comes down to product manage- 
ment. Everyone needs to carve out

FC: Absolutely. Pricr to our dig- 
ital testing system, MIX-MASTER, 
it was impossible to test this genre 
in an old- fashioned paper and pen- 
cil test. [This system] evaluates mu- 
sic flow as well as song -by -song 
appeal. Flow is important in all for- 
mats, but it is critical in NAC. With- 
out proper flow you have no chance 
of aggregating and maintaining au- 
dience, especially in the workplace. 
You're dead in the water. 

R&R: Let's talk about the future 
of NAC. 

FC: Our original vision remains 
the same at Broadcast Axhitecture; 
that is, NAC is a mass appeal adult 
format that delivers solid 25 -54 
numbers, is top - drawer qualitative, 
attracts listeners from a wide spec- 
trum, and is highly efficient to op- 
erate. NAC is the only format to en- 
joy improved TSL. Scarborough's 
indexes on NAC are better than 
Classical in most categories. This 
format very effectively delivers 25- 
54s who are well- educated and have 
real spending power. 

Consequently, NAC enjoys an en- 
viable position. As an operator you 
can pretty much be assured of own- 
ing an exclusive franchise in your 
market. Talk about an advantage in 
a world of duopolies. I sure wouldn't 
want to be the second- or third - 
ranked station in any format. The 
audience delivered by NAC corn - 
bines very nicely in a variety of 
duopoly configurations. 

Done properly, NAC is both foreground and 
background, active and passive, conscious 
and subconscious.

plenty of time to listen to the music 
and focus on the sound of their radio 
station. 

Our Director /Programming, Al- 
len Kepler, has unquestionably great 
ears. He quietly and consistently 
identifies those tracks that turn out 
to test best in music research. While 
others are politicking for gold 
records, Allen is auditioning music 
and working on the product. That's 
really what it's all about. 

R&R: You mentioned music test- 
ing. Is it really possible to test NAC 
music in an auditorium setting? 

Don't be surprised to see more 
and more medium and smaller mar- 
ket stations switch to NAC, particu- 
larly in light of duopoly. The de- 
cision will be driven by economics 
as much as by any other factor. 
There is far too much solid evidence 
of the format's success to ignore 
NAC as an option. 

Fully researched, properly exe- 
cuted NAC is a money -making for- 
mat a broadcaster can be proud to 
operate. Besides, once you're hook- 
ed on the music, you can't turn it off.

Games (Radio) People Play 
There's nothing like fun on the radio. But unique, inno- 

vative bits can be tough to come up with - especially when 
you want to add new games to keep things fresh. 

The consensus among PDs and 
personalities is that nothing you 
could write or make up is as funny 
as the things real people say. The 
trick is to put them in situations that 
let the best come out. And because 
those who actually play represent an 
infinitesimal portion of your au- 
dience, it's critical that your games 
be interesting and fun. The more 
"everyman" they are, the better. 

Even better news - especially for 
those with tight budgets - is that the 
prizes needn't be huge. Concert 
tickets, dinners, and movie tickets 
are typical fare. Cash prizes are us- 
ually in the $25 -$50 range. 

Here are a few games you can 
adopt, adapt, or downright steal. But 
if you do, please reciprocate; call or 
fax me with your favorite games, and 
I'll pass 'em along. 

Lie Like A Man 

WSSL /Greenville's morning 
team of Bill Ellis, Chris James, and 
Wendy White put their audiences 
through these paces: 

Lie Like A Man. Ellis and 
James adopt the fictional roles of 
trailer park queens Gaynelle and 
Darmelle.

is a fan of "reality- based" games. 
"It's the 'Seinfeld' or 'Frasier' men- 
tality - we try to make everything 
we do innovative and relatable with 
premises our target audience can re- 
late to" He adds that since they of- 
ten put folks through rigorous paces, 
the prizes must be compelling - a 
minimum $50 value. 

Some of the station's recurring 
games, which are played in both 
morning and afternoon drives 
include: 

Mad Moms In Minivans. Per- 
sonalities solicit mothers with kids 
in vans to call. Three contestants get 
on the line; the winner is the mom 
with the most kids in tow. "This 
aims straight at the 25- 34- year -olds," 
says Ellis. 

Dashboard Drummers. Bud- 
ding Eddie Bayerses or Billy 
Thomases hammer away on their 
car's dash for cash and prizes. "You 
always see people drumming to the 
music during the rush -hour com- 
mute," says Ellis, "so we give 'em 
a place to play. We haven't yet fig- 
ured out how they hold the phone, 
drive, and drum" 

Around The House In 40 Sec- 
onds. Contestants are given jobs to 
do around the house; all must be 
completed within 40 seconds to win. 
Tasks include blowing the car horn, 
starting a blender, and flushing the 
toilet. 

Tabloid Trash

I also monitor the 
music scheduling very carefully to 
ensure each song is rotated 
throughout all dayparts. 

"I've been PD here for 11 years, 
so most of the songs we play in 
the pre187 category have come 
from my experience with the La- 
fayette market. I've learned that 
playing the right older songs will 
elicit an 'oh wow!' response from 
listeners; playing the wrong ones 
will get you a 'so what?' "

Reporting seasonal highs, format execs credit creativity, sports 

Summer's here, and the selling's easy. Well, maybe not 
easy, but certainly brisk. While Talk's older -skewing demos 
create special challenges in the youth -driven summer, the for- 
mat seems to be more than holding its own this sultry season. 

In fact, every major market Talk 
station contacted for this column re- 
ported that sales are running ahead 
of last summer; in some cases, 
they're significantly ahead. Take 
WXYT /Detroit, for example, where 
President Jock Fritz says, "Sales 
have been real healthy. Our July is 
running 42 % ahead of last year." 

Fritz attributes much of WXYT's 
summer success to a strategy of 
playing to the station's strengths. 
Since younger- skewing outlets have 
the edge in such major national cat- 
egories as soft drinks, beer, and en- 
tertainment, 'XYT uses the summer 
months to focus on local and retail 
accounts. 

One key to that approach is
