Dennis Holt, who founded Western in 1969 and presides over what
is now the largest media buying service, said he plans to use some of
the proceeds to expand the company’s reach around the world.

“We've received inquiries from a number of our clients about op-
portunities overseas, particularly in Europe,” Holt said. “Interpublic

Four Elevated In Wild Week At Warner Music

® Morris now Warner Music-U.S. Chairman/CEQ; Lewinter President/C00; Goldberg becomes
WB Chairman/CEQ; Azzoli now Atlantic President; Morgado said to be operating on reduced power

The contentious clash of
the Warner Music Group
titans continued in full stride
this week, with a host of new
titles and duties for several of
the company’s key players.

The executive musical
chairs were put into motion
when Warner Bros. Reec-
ords President Lenny
Waronker announced last
week he had changed his
mind and would not accept the label’s CEO
post. Many observers interpreted that decision
as reflecting an unsatisfactory relationship be-
tween Waronker and Wamer Music Group
Chairman/CEO Robert Morgado.

Radio’s double-digit revenue
increases continued with a 10%
overall gain in September, ac-
cording to RAB figures. Nation-
al spot sales led the way with a
12% gain, while local revenues
were up 9%.

The Southeast and Southwest
(both up 12%) showed the great-
est progress in local revenues,
with the East (11%), West (9%),
and Midwest (6%) all showing
gains as well. The Southeast
(20%) and West (18%) set the
pace in national revenues, with
the East and Midwest both post-
ing 7% gains, while Southeast
national spot sales were off 1%.

Through the first three quarters
of the year, radio revenues were
up 11% over the same period in
1993, with increases of 12% in
national spot sales and 11% in
local revenues.

Weather Alert Upgrade Urged;
Small Markets Worried About Cost

A report issued by the National Weather Service last week
(10/26) calls for an improved weather alert system in a year that
already has seen 42 people killed by storms.

In its November 10 meeting, the
FCC may vote on whether to phase
in an upgrade of the nation’s Emer-
gency Broadcast System (EBS).
Some broadcasters, especially those
in small markets, are worried about
the cost of the equipment that would
be needed.

The National Weather Service sur-
veyed 10 radio stations in Alabama
and Georgia for its report, “South-
eastern United States Palm Sunday
Tornado Outbreak of March 27,
1994.” According to the report,
“Some [stations] did not keep logs
of when the EBS was activated,” a
violation of FCC rules.

Fred Broce, head of the FCC'’s
Atlanta field office that oversees the
stations, said the National Weather
Service did not share that informa-
tion with his office. He said the FCC
investigated one anonymous com-
plaint after the tornado, against
WHMA-FM/Anniston,AL, but did
not find it in violation.

FCC Violations

A station is subject to fines if it
doesn’t keep an accurate log or
doesn’tlog when it activates the EBS.
However, a station does not violate
any rules if it chooses not to air an
EBS signal for a local or state emer-

gency.

None of the 10 stations surveyed
had used the National Oceanic &
Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA) Weather Wire Service, the
most efficient way of activating EBS,
according to the weather service.
Instead, they relied on manual receipt
of National Weather Radio broad-
casts, phone calls from their county
emergency management agency, AP
bulletins, or cable TV. The report also
found that one station did not broad-
cast an emergency signal because its
transmitter was incorrectly tuned,
further emphasizing the requirement
for the EBS to be upgraded to an au-
tomated system.

Amtrak Pulls Ads From
Grant’s WABC Show

mtrak pulled approximately $8000 in two
months’ worth of spots from WABC/New
York’s Bob Grant show last week (10/
26), the same day it received a letter from Sen.,
Frank Lautenberg calling for Amtrak to “cease

its advertising” because Grant is “hateful and big-

oted.”

Lautenberg’s campaign office said Amtrak was the only
advertiser it contacted. The senator is Chairman of the Ap-
propriations Transportation Subcommittee, which oversees

Amtrak’s budget. WABC GM Stephanie McNamara said the
station did not lose the $8000; the ads wilt just run during
another show. =

McNamara added that Grant's listeners “went wild” and
called Amtrak to protest. However, Amtrak President Tho-
mas Downs said the ads would be discontinued “until fur-
ther notice.” McNamara also noted that Amtrak spends
$100,000 annually at WABC, half of that on the Grant show.

It has been a customer since McNamara joined the station
in 1989,

The brouhaha began when New York magazine called
Grant's program racist (see this week's News/Talk column,
page 37). Civil rights activists and politicians running for of-

million loan from Retirement Systems
of Alabama, a giant pension fund for
state employees and teachers.

The price tag for Park Communi-
cations appears steep — about 22
times this year’s projected earnings
and nearly 10 times cash flow — but
there were plenty of bidders who
believed its stations and newspapers
could become more profitable. Sev-
eral sources said the total could have
been as much as $100 million higher
if Park’s widow Derothy, executrix
of the estate, had been willing to auc-
tion the company off piecemeal.

Management Intact

Although Tomlin once had some
radio investments, neither he nor
Knapp have had any recent involve-
ment in media companies. Both are
keeping a low profile and letting their
Washington communications attor-
ney, John Fiorini, handle reporters’
inquiries. Fiorini told R&R his
phone has been ringing off the hook
with callers interested in buying piec-
es of Park Communications, but said
his clients aren’t selling: “The only
[potential spinoffs] they’ ve discussed
are things the FCC might require
them to divest.”

That would mean the possible sale
of either radio or TV outlets in the
three markets where Park owns both
— Syracuse-Utica, NY; Richmond,
VA; and Greenville, NC — under
grandfathered combinations created
before the FCC imposed its one-to-
a-market rule.

It appears little will change at Park
Communications, at least in the short
term, as a result of the sale. Even the
name will be retained after Knapp
and Tomlin acquire the company
through a new holding concern called

ParkAcquisition Inc. Current man-
agement, led by President/COO
Wright Thomas, will also remain
intact, with headquarters staying put
in Ithaca, NY. “They like the people
who are there,” Fiorini said of his
clients.

Park Communications was put up
for sale by its board of directors short-
ly after the death of 83-year-old
founder Roy Park in October 1993.
The bulk of the sale proceeds will
benefit a charitable foundation des-
ignated to receive most of Park’s es-
tate.

Diverse Company

Park Communications may well
be the nation’s most diverse media
company. Its 22 radio stations range
from New York (Arbitron market
No. 1) to Sioux City, IA (No. 244).
Its nine TV stations are in small- to
medium-sized Southeastern markets,
with the lone exception of WUTR-
TV/Utica, NY. And the company
also owns 106 small-town daily,
weekly, and specialty newspapers in
21 Northeastern, Southeastern, and
Midwestern states.

During recent months, various
sources told R&R the auction of Park
Communications — handled by
Goldman, Sachs & Co. — drew lit-
tle interest from major newspaper
companies and came down to an ag-
gressive bidding war between broad-
casters and investment groups. Pax-
son Communications was once re-
garded as aleading contender but re-
portedly dropped out when bidding
hit $675 million. Those making it to
the final round reportedly included
the Vestar investment group and
Heritage Media. Bidding was con-
ducted in such secrecy that many of
the bidders were as shocked as out-
siders to learn that Tomlin and Knapp
had snared the prize.

Corporate America’s Top 10 Catchphrases

orporate America thrives on
buzzwords, especially those
management gurus who seek
to create the phrases that could pro-

pel their latest how-to dictums to the
top of the bestseller lists.

Writing in the Wall Street Journal,
Hal Lancaster has compiled the Top
10 catch-phrases currently being ban-
died about America’s corner offices
— and has delineated some of the
pitfalls associated with each.

Thinking Out Of The Box: This
refers to creating new processes, not
Just refining old formulas. However,
challenging your bosses’ processes
is risky. Breaking one set of rules may
bring you into conflict with another,
greater set of rules and could put you
1n a precarious position.

In Alignment: In an age of cor-
porate cutbacks, this means retaining
a workforce whose values and atti-
tude are compatible with the com-
pany’s. The problems begin when
you’re telling your staffers to become
out-of-the-box thinkers too. Mixed
messages always cause confusion.

Empowerment: This refers to
placing decision-making as close to
the customer as possible. However,
bosses raised on control often can’t
yield the reins, and employees used
to being blamed for errors frequent-
ly won’t pick them up.

Constant Whitewater: Adapted
from river-rafting, this refers to man-
aging in an era of mergers, cutbacks,
and the like. Managing in the mid-
dle of turbulence is exhilarating, but
it takes a lot out of people. If this is
your management style, make sure

Face Time: This concept equates
time spent in the office with career
success. Nevertheless, these hard-
driving strivers are often outper-
formed by employees who know
how to balance work and play. You
should also be aware that just because
someone is the first in and last out
every day, doesn’t mean he or she
accomplished anything during those
long hours.

Disconnect: Taken from comput-
er jargon, this is just a polite way to
express a breakdown in communica-
tion. However, ignoring the situation
could lead to a more serious prob-
lem.

Derailment: This refers to getting
knocked off the fast track. Some-
times this comes from taking on a
rival who has more clout. Other times
it happens when a brilliant salesper-
$on or programmer gets promoted to
amanagerial position, but persists in
thinking and acting like a saleperson
Or programmer.

Delayering: Instead of cutting
back employees everywhere, this
buzzword refers to the process of
eliminating an entire level of work-
ers — usually middle management.
Atbest, this is the byproduct of tech-
nological advances that make mid-
dle managers’ skills redundant. At
worst, it’s just a fancy word for cost-
cutting.

Core Competencies: Corporate
cutbacks have placed a premium on
generalists — managers who have
the planning, communications, and
leadership skills that allow them to
see the big picture — leaving spe-
cific skills to be acquired as needed,
either from outside the company or
via temps. Teamwork, quality, and
service are the core competencies
currently in demand. Nevertheless,
just because everyone wants people
like this, there are precious few of
them around.

In Transition: Simply a polite
way to say “unemployed.”

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Overlook Oversell, Preempt Preemptions ...
Revenue Management Provides A Better Way

ith the old paradigm of oversell and preemptions,
broadcast properties can be sure of only two things: a
decrease of total revenues from a fixed amount of
commercial inventory and an iicrease in operational and organ-

izational costs.

Oversell and preemptions are a
pricing paradigm run amok. Though
it solves fewer and fewer pricing
problems, this paradigm trudges on
because of media properties’ reti-
cence for improvement.

Proper revenue management will
reduce —and in some cases elimi-
nate —oversell. Good practitioners
of revenue management always
strive to have excess inventory right
up until the broadcast date to accom-
modate the last-minute advertising
agency or retail customer.

They do this by limiting the number
of discount or low cost-per-point buys
as applicable for a given week and time
segment. Often these stations will tum
down a business opportunity weeks in
advance to ensure it will have enough
inventory to accommodate the last-
minute advertiser.

Penalties Of Oversell

Though oversell sometimes can’t
be avoided, its high costs should mo-
tivate an organization to do every-
thing possible to reduce its likeli-
hood. Here are specific areas where
oversell penalizes an organization:

High-yield spill: This price dif-
ference between the low- and high-
yield customers is experienced when
we sell someone at $100 —but can’t
accommodate other advertisers at
$200 because of oversell.

Customer goodwill: Oversell re-
duces the organization’s credibility
and detracts from the company’s
overall marketing image. Customer
resale becomes difficult as a result.

Operational disruption: Over-
sell creates internal organizational
problems, such as drops in produc-
tivity and efficiency.

Estimating Oversell’s Cost
Oversell costs the broadcast indus-
try an estimated $500 million per
year (see “The Broadcast Cost Of
Oversell”). To estimate what over-
sell costs your organization, first de-
termine the number of oversold ads
each year. Multiply that number by
the difference in your top and dis-
count rates to come up with a rough
estimate of your high-yield spill.

*Inadequate management incen-
tives. It looks “better” if you over-
sell, as opposed 1o explaining why
inventory went unsold.

It's common for oversell-related costs to reach
several hundred thousand dollars for average-
size stations. For larger properties, it could
mean millions.

Now factor in customer dissatis-
faction. Look at the accounts where
oversell has occurred. You probably
will find many of them haven’t re-
turned to previous levels, if they’ve
returned at all. Take a percentage of
that total —a good estimate is 50%
—and add that to the total above.

Next, calculate your operational
disruption costs. Take the number
of “person-hours” spent per year on
oversell, from the GM down to the
administrative assistants. Then ap-
proximate those employees’ average
“hourly” compensation. Multiply the
two together to get your estimate,
then add that to the aggregate total
above.

Finally, measure productivity
costs. The time spent on oversell pre-
sumably could be used on more ben-
eficial projects. Think of this as a
resource in person-hours — an or-
ganization would expect to receive
its person-hour resource investment
back, but most would want more than
aone-to-one return. To calculate this,
multiply your new aggregate figure
by some factor greater than one.
Now you have a rough measure of
productivity losses due to oversell.

It’s common for oversell-related
costs to reach several hundred thou-
sand dollars for average-size stations.

Reasons For Oversell
Even the most astute yield man-
agement strategist armed with the
latest whiz-bang algorithm will ex-
perience oversell at some point.

Some reasons:

*Little or no research

*No real revenue-management
system or concepts in place

Preemptability ignores a customer’s price
sensitivity, needs, and values.

Remember: Even if overall sta-
tion demand is weak, certain time
segments or programs may experi-
ence consistent oversell — and the
same types of costs apply.

Overselling Vs.
Overbooking
The airlines —which have the
most sophisticated reservation and
yield management systems —over-
book certain flights every so often.
But that’s different than overselling.

The airlines overbook flights on
purpose because their information
technology allows them to monitor
and adjust pricing to keep pace with
demand continuously. They can es-
timate oversell probabilities well in
advance of flight time, thereby direct-
ing them to adjust prices according-

tamine to cure a sinus infection: The
antihistamine will remedy the snif-
fles temporarily, relieving the symp-
toms of the illness. However, the
antthistamine doesn’t deal with the
real problem —the infection itself.

To get well, the person needs an
antibiotic, something that will make
the illness go away. Revenue man-
agement should be considered an
antibiotic for stations that regularly
use preemptability as their “antihis-

ly and assess cancellations or no-
shows.

Most industries effectively using
yield management prefer to turn
away a low-yield customer and risk
spoilage rather than experience high-
yield spill and incur the oversell
costs. Without revenue management
—and structures to evaluate histori-
cal information and interpret that in-
formation into actionable price deci-
sions —oversell periods will occur
on a regular basis.

The Preemptability Tactic
Broadcast preemptability was de-
veloped to counteract oversell and
reduce spoilage. But is using pre-
emptability as a “condition of sale”
really in a station’s best interest?

Don’t confuse this tactic with yield
management. Using preemptability
as a substitute for yield management

Information & Pricing

Sellers preempt all or part of an
advertiser’s schedule because they're
unsure as to whether a discount
should have been given in the first
place. The seller didn’t have enough
information or know how to arrive
at that customer’s price.

Information and pricing are really
revenue management issues. By not
knowing the appropriate price to
charge for commercials and not hav-
ing enough information to act, the
seller attaches this condition of per-
formance on the sale:

“I'will sell to you at this price, but
I’m unsure if I can actually deliver
what you want —someone else may
come along later and pay me more
for those commercial slots. If that

The Broadcast Cost 0f Oversell !

s of May 31, 1992, the U.S. housed 9640 com-

mercial radio stations and 1138 commercial broad-

®cast TV outlets. According to NYC-based Me-

Cann-Erickson, commercial radio’s 1991 total revenue
was $8.5 billion; commercial TV's was $25.4 billion.

it we assume 80% of that revenue was generated by 20% of sta-
tions, that translates into $6.8 billion generated by 1928 radio stations
and $20.32 billion generated by 228 TV stations.

To estimate oversell for the broadcast industry, approximate the total
number of commercials available for safe. Say there are 12 commer-
cials available for sale per hour in radio and 18 in TV. For the 1928
radio stations, that adds up to 152 million commercials available for
sale peryear, 26 million are available at the 228 TV stations.

Calculating REVPAD

Determine the REVPAD (revenue per available ad) for radio and TV
by dividing the total revenues generated in a year by the total number
of commercials available: Radio’s REVPAD was $44; broadcast TV's

Now estimate the broadcast industry’s oversell cost by muitiplying
the REVPAD numbers for radio as well as TV by the number of com-
mercials that weren’t sold because of oversell.

It a week's worth of inventory can't be sold because of oversell,
the cost to the broadcast industry per year is more than $500 million
per year, or 1.5% of the yearly total broadcast revenues for both

happens, I will replace some or all of
your schedule with another advertis-
er’s order because he was willing to
pay me more.”

This trains buyers that the value
of broadcast time is determined by a
de facto auction process, with clear-
ance and schedule performance as a
bargaining chip in negotiations.

Customer Service

It’s difficult to think of another in-
dustry which so readily attaches ac-
tual performance and delivery of ser-
vice as a condition of sale. What
would we think of an airline if it did
that? “Welcome to ‘Fly With Us’
Airlines, Mr. Zimmerman. We're
sorry, but we don’t have a seat for
you today. The rate on your ticket
now is too low. We gave your seat to
Mr. Jones because he was willing to
pay us more!”

The preemptability tactic is just a
disguise for the old “want it both
ways” train of thought. There’s still
revenue displacement with preempt-
ability, but it centers more on the low-
er-revenue-yielding customer and the
manipulations that occur when one
“resells” the same ad more than once.

® What's the fate of Warner Music
U.K. Chairman Rob Dickins, who
reportedly was Morgado’s hand-
picked successor to Ostin? Published
reports said Dickins cooled his heels
in a New York hotel room last week
waiting for a congratulatory call from
Morgado that never came. Instead,
Dickins winged his way back to En-
gland to ponder his future.

In a prepared statement, Morris

Atlantic Group Chairman/CEO
Ahmet Ertegun said of Azzoli, “At-
lantic’s current status as the No. 1
label in the business is due in no small
part to Val’s initiative and creativity.
Not only has he done an outstanding
job in overseeing the label’s day-to-
day operations, he has been respon-
sible for revamping a number of ar-
eas of the company while develop-
ing key relationships with artists and
managers.”

“Over the past few years, we have
taken a number of steps to forge what
I'believe to be the model label in the
music industry today,” Azzoli said.
*“To this end, we have actively fos-
tered an environment where artists
and staff alike are encouraged to
stretch boundaries and explore new
territory. I would also like to thank
Danny Goldberg for his great sup-
port and wish him all the best in his
new post at our sister company.”

Goldberg was named Atlantic’s
President earlier this year. He joined
the label in 1992 following a success-
ful run as the founder of the man-
agement firm Gold Mountain En-
tertainment, which boasts as clients
Bonnie Raitt, Nirvana, Beastie
Boys, and others. He began his in-
dustry career as a journalist for Bill-
board, Rolling Srone, and Circus.

Azzoli joined Atlantic in 1990 and
was promoted to VP, then Sr. VP/
GM, the following year. He was
named Exec. VP/GM last year. Like
Goldberg, Azzoli previously was in
artist management.
