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NAB Faces Off With Media 
Access Project Over LPFM 

Microradio comments come down to the wire

The NAB has issued a sting- 
ing interference -based rebuke to 
the FCC's proposal to license 
thousands of low - 
power FM stations 
to community 
groups, schools 
and churches.

CEO Eddie Fritts - he character- 
ized the notion as 
"laudable" - But 
"shoehorning 
llow -power] sta- 
tions into existing 
markets will create 
new interference 
for millions of lis- 
teners and reduce 
the quality of radio service," 
said the NAB's 500 -page re- 
port, which landed with a thud 
at the FCC last Monday, the 
final day comments were ac- 

cepted on the proposal. 
Last year the FCC proposed 

cutting protective third and sec- 
ond adjacencies on the FM band 
to license low -power stations 
broadcasting at 100 or 1,000 

watts - space 
and geography 
permitting. The 
noncommercial li- 
censes would 
likely be awarded 
in a lottery to 
community 
groups meeting 
the commission's 
yet-to-be- deter- 
mined criteria. 

"These LPFM 
stations would 
themselves be 
subject to interfer- 
ence from exist- 
ing stations," said 
the NAB in its re- 

marks to the FCC. The group 
included remarks made over 
the past year by all five FCC

AMFM Rolls With The Changes 
Future's bright in company's Star System, 

Galaxy, as 02 numbers beat analysts' predictions

AMFM Inc. (NYSE: AFM) 
didn't quite see the 50% -plus 
revenue and cash flow gains it 

saw in the first quarter of '99. 
But its second -quarter numbers 
weren't shabby 
for a company 
that has weath- 
ered some rocky times in recent 
months. 

The company reported that 
consolidated net revenues (in- 
cluding Capstar's results) rose 
35% in the second quarter, from 
$321.7 million last year to 
$434.1 million. At the same 
time, operating cash flow gained 

40 %, from $144.6 million to 
$202.1 million. On a pro -forma 
basis (excluding Capstar), net 
revenues for the radio division 
increased 12%, and cash flow 
was up 15 %. For all segments 
combined, pro -forma second - 
quarter net revenues rose 8 %, 

while cash flow 
climbed 9 %. 

At the same 
time, AMFM posted a loss of 
$22.5 million (16 cents per 
share), compared to a $2.1 mil- 
lion gain (1 cent) last year. Nev- 
ertheless the numbers beat ana- 
lysts' forecast of a 27 -cent loss 
by a wide margin.

Salem: Blazing A Trail On Wall Street 
Atsinger reflects on religious group's IPO; looks ahead at the 'Net, LPFM

Salem Communications has been a 
star in radio this year, becoming one of 
the first religious- formatted radio 
groups to go public. The Camarillo, 
CA -based company raised $189 million 
in June in an WO, despite the theory 
that a religious broadcaster wouldn't be 
welcome on Wall Street. 

Run by 59- year -old President/CEO 
Edward Atsinger III, Salem currently 
owns 52 stations in 27 markets, serves over 
1,200 affiliates with its own radio network and 
has a religious music publication, a religious 
news service, a rep firm and an Internet site. 
Atsinger recently spent some time talking with 
R &R about his company's future and what's 
ahead for religious broadcasting - despite the 
fact that his secretary said he was constantly "40 
calls behind." 

Atsinger 

R &R: The first question is obvious: Why did 
1014 go public? 

EA: We had grown this company over the years 

entirely with bank debt until two years 

ago, when we did a public bond offering 
that was very successful for us. We've 
simply gotten to a place where it's diffi- 
cult to go much further, in teems of rais- 
ing capital, without considering a public 
equity offering. 

The other reason is that, since we've 
achieved a certain size as a company, it 

seemed the next logical step. With the 
growth of the company, we needed a way 
to get our managers to focus more on the 
"macro" picture rather than the "micro" 

picture. We felt it was important to give them a 

piece of the company, to let each manager partici- 
pate in ownerships of stock options. 

When we acquire a station, each manager un- 
derstands he will give up 18 minutes a day of in- 

ventory to our network. He will get programming 
in exchange for that As we develop our Internet 
site and integrate it with the entire company, we 
need our managers to take the big picture and un- 
derstand that Salem is more than isolated markets - the whole is more than the sum of the parts.

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Harris To Buy PR &E For $9.5 Million 
Deal resolves Pacific's financial woes

Transmitter giant Harris Corp. took financially troubled stu- 
dio equipment manufacturer and consultant Pacific Research & 
Engineering under its wing on Tuesday. Harris is acquiring 
Carlsbad, CA -based PR &E for $9.5 million, which includes as- 
sumption of about $3-4 million in debt. 

Harris spokesman Gary Pacilio 
called PR &E a "complement" to the 
company's studio equipment and sys- 
tems integration businesses. Hereto- 
fore Harris has dabbled only in con- 
sole manufacturing and "turnkey 
equipment solutions." 

Both companies see the deal as an 
opportunity to expand. PR &E stands 

to grow more as it can now take ad- 
vantage of Harris' global presence, 
while Harris expects to become a 
player on the West Coast, where its 
business hasn't been as strong. It also 
solidifies Harris' transition to a pure 
broadcast equipment company. 

The acquisition - which is ex- 
pected to close in September - has

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Tax Certificate Bill Reborn On Capitol Hill 
Kennard applauds initiative aimed at the `historically undePrepnesented'

Since 1995, when Congress pulled the plug on the popular tax 
certificate of the roaring '80s, broadcasters and legislators alike in 
Washington have hoped that one day a version of the certificates 
would be brought back. The answer to those hopes could be a 
month or two away. 

Senate Commerce Committee 
Chairman John McCain and Senate 
Communications Subcommittee 
Chairman Conrad Burns last week 
said they have prepared "a bill to 
broaden ownership opportunities in 
the telecommunications industry for 
all Americans." The bill, which they 
expect to introduce and have a full 
committee hearing on some time in 
the fall, would allow a taxpayer to 
defer the tax on capital gains realized 
from the sale of a telecommunica- 
tions business if the business is sold 
to an entity that has been "histori- 
cally under -represented in telecom- 
munications, or if the gain is invested 
in such an entity's telecommunications 
business." according to a statement 
from McCain's office. Any enterprise 
engaged in electronic communication, 

broadcast or nonbroadcast, would be 
covered by this legislation. To ensure 
that this legislation "will truly diver- 
sify telecommunications ownership, 
it would limit the gross revenues or 
total assets that a qualifying company 
or individual could possess and restrict 
subsequent sale of the business." the 
senators said. 

"All Americans have a stake in 
advanced telecommunications tech- 
nology, and all Americans should 
have a chance to enjoy its benefits, 
not only as users, but as owners," 
McCain said. "This legislation is in- 
tended to broaden ownership oppor- 
tunities in the telecommunications 
industry. especially among those 
businesses and individuals that have 
encountered economic obstacles to 
ownership in the past." 

In the House of Representatives, 
where tax legislation generally has its 
roots, New York Democrats Charles 
Rangel and Eliot Engel said they plan 
to offer companion legislation. 

FCC Chairman Bill Kennard, who 
as a young NAB lawyer played a role 
in crafting the original minority tax 
certificate and who has been a strong 
supporter of a tax credit plan, said, 
"A reinvigorated tax -certificate pro- 
gram is a sensible way to allow all 
small businesses to compete in the 
most dynamic sector of our economy. 
It is a way to give entrepreneurs the 
key to unlock the door to prosperity 
in the Information Age" 

NAB President/CEO Eddie Fritts 
told R &R that the association has been 
supporting several tax -certificate pro- 
posals "because it is the most effec- 
tive device in increasing minority 
ownership, and there are a lot of people 
in Washington who would like to see 
it cone back. They are all good - 
let's put them on the track and see if 
they have any traction." 

Court Pushes FCC On Personal Attack Rules 
The U.S. Court of Appeals said Tuesday that the FCC needed to justify 

its policy of making media broadcasters give airtime to opposing view- 
points. The decision puts the burden on the FCC to prove why personal 
attack and political editorial rules are still needed in a time when access to 

the airwaves is available through more outlets than ever before.The NAB 
and the RINDA had asked the court to throw out the decades -old rules on 
the grounds that they were unconstitutional. The court chose not to strike 
down the rules, but directed the FCC to act quickly to justify why the rules 
should stand.The political editorial rule forces broadcasters that endorse a 

candidate to give free airtime to the candidate's opponent. The personal 
attack rule requires stations that question the integrity or honesty of a per- 
son or group to give that person or group equal time for a rebuttal. 

FCC Flags Clear Channel, Radioworks Deals 
The commission claims that Clear Channel would command about 
65% of market share in Casper, WY after the acquisition of KRVK -FM 

from New West Broadcasting and KMLD -FM, KTRS -FM & KWYY -FM from 

Mountain States Radio. The FCC asked the public for comment on the 
deals last week. Clear Channel - which could not be reached for com- 
ment - owns three other stations in the market. Sources close to the deal 

said KMLD or KMGW may be spun off. 

Meanwhile, in Rockford, IL, the commission said, Radioworks' acquisi- 
tion of WRWC -FM from Shelly Salter raises two concerns: First, it would 
give Radioworks more than 50% of ad share in the market. Second, 
Radioworks and Connoisseur combined would control more than 70% of 
revenue.The two companies each own three other stations in Rockford.

sales fell to $3.2 million in the sec- 
ond quarter, from $4.3 million in 
1998, while sales declined to $7.4 
million in the first half of '99, from 
$8.2 million last year. 

This followed the March revela- 
tions that PR &E faced delisting by 
the American Stock Exchange after 
its net equity shrank to $281,000 and 
that California -based Imperial Bank 
had frozen the company's line of 
credit. Those events coincided with 
a precipitous decline in PR &E's stock 
(from $2 in early February to a mere 
63 cents by the end of March). 

Not surprisingly, PR &E's stock 
skyrocketed 89% upon word of the 
Harris deal, closing up $1.06 to $2.25 
Tuesday. 

PR &E CFO Blake Clark blamed 
the sales drop in part on the consoli- 
dation of the radio industry, saying 
the company has suffered from "pro- 
curement delays," meaning holdups 
in completion of its turnkey projects, 
which often involve integrating sev- 
eral stations under one roof. For ex- 
ample, the day an installation is set 
to begin. PR &E might find that the 
lease hasn't been signed for a new 
facility. 

Another problem, Clark told 
R &R, is that an engineer may sign 
off on a facility redesign only to have 
the company sold to another broad- 
caster. There is often a period of flux, 
Clark said, in which the merged enti- 
ties decide who is in charge of bud- 
geting equipment. 

This has made it difficult for PR &E 
to predict its revenue streams. "We 
don't have the ship- it -in -a -box busi- 
ness that can sustain us while we wait 
on larger projects," Clark said. 

Now, however, PR &E has Harris - which generated $1.7 billion in 
sales last year - to back it. Harris' 
numbers were a bit soft, however, 
compared to the year before, when it 
brought in $1.9 billion. 

PR &E was founded in 1969 as a 
console maker by current CEO Jack 
Williams. In 1974 the company be- 
gan designing and manufacturing 
console components, and in 1984 it 

branched out into custom studio fur- 
niture design. 

Among its recent projects was the 
installation of 20 digital consoles in 

Emmis Communications' new corpo- 
rate headquarters in Indianapolis last 
year. PR &E has also worked with 
Jacor Communications, ABC. CBS 
and Chancellor Media.

Analysts Favor Entercom's Sinclair Deal 
Morgan Stanley Dean Witter radio monitor Frank Bodenchak changed his recommendation on Entercom from 
"outperform" to "strong buy" due to the group's $821.5 million acquisition of 43 Sinclair stations last week. 

"The acquisition expands ETM's national radio platform, dramatically making it the fifth -largest radio broadcaster 
[by passing Cox Radio]. We increasingly believe that scale will become more important in radio, given the growing 
importance of national radio revenue streams and Internet strategies" Bodenchak raised Entercom's year -2000 target 
price from $42 to $45 and set a 2001 target of $52. Entercom not only becomes a more dominant player because of 
the deal, he said, but it now has an "increased likelihood for future upward revisions, and our expectations are for a 
strong radio environment near -term and over the next six months." 

Bodenchak continued, "In a weaker market, [underleveraged groups] such as Cox Radio, Infinity and Clear Chan- 
nel would be highly interested in acquiring a portion of Entercom's assets" 

Big City Expecting Big Ratings Gains 
Thus far Big City Radio's NewYork, L.A. and Chicago multiple- station simulcasts have barely registered a blip in the 
Arbitron books, but the company says that will change, thanks to the ratings company's new simulcast policy. 

"Advertising agencies and their buyers will now see a far more accurate portrayal of our growing audience share when 
they see the combined ratings of our simulcast radio stations," Big City President/CEO Michael Kakoyiannis said this 
week. He added that engineering upgrades mean that the trimulcasts now cover 90% of the Arbitron audiences in the 
top three markets.

RADIO WEB ADS: PRICING FOR 

AWARENESS AND RESULTS 

By Gerry Boehme In an MMS col- 
umn last month 

(R &R 7/2) I discussed the Internet's poten- 
tial to influence radio's traditional revenue 
stream. I proposed that the Internet would 
teach advertisers to measure the results of 
their campaigns in very specific terms and 
that traditional broadcast media would be ex- 
pected to furnish similar proof of perfor- 
mance. We can thrive in this new environ- 
ment by incorporating our station websites 
into all of our ad strategies, but only if we 
aggressively market the opportunity rather 
than try to resist the threat. 

One of our difficulties may be convincing 
ourselves that campaigns of this type will be 
effective and that we should 
not be afraid to promise results 
for our clients. We have to 
believe that radio advertising 
works and that we have the 
power to feature sponsors on 
the air and drive listeners from 
the on -air message through our 
website links. 

Here's a sure way to help 
us gain confidence in this 
kind of sell: When we con- 
sider a prospect for this type 
of campaign, we should 
qualify them according to 
three criteria. 

Is the product worth buy- 
ing? 

Is my audience the right one for the 
product? 

Are all the elements in place to make the 
campaign effective (the right message, good 
creative treatment)? 

If we can answer "yes" to all three 
questions, the campaign should work. 

Assuming we buy into this concept, the 
next step is to develop pricing strategies that 
assign value to each element of the Internet 
campaign. Note that we still need to position 
our bread and butter - the on -air spot - 
which continues to hold its traditional value. 

There are three main elements we can focus 
on for integrated broadcast and Internet 
campaigns: imaging and awareness, consider- 
ation and consumption. In this scenario it's 
important to claim credit for imaging and 
awareness on both sides of the equation, on -air 
and online. This will help us show value on the 
Internet while we protect one of the main 
benefits of our on -air time. 

AWARENESS COUNTS 

When you get right down to it, radio has 
traditionally sold the value of "forced 
messages." Just hearing the message has 

value; if listeners hear 
the message enough 
times, they react. Radio 
builds brands, presents 
information and drives 
traffic to retail loca- 

tions, all through its ability to present an audio 
message. 

That's not much different from how other 
traditional media sell their value, newspapers, 
television and outdoor included. New Internet 
sites also started in this fashion, basing their 
price on number of impressions, the exposure 
to the message. Internet sites measure their 
value in terms of views, and their pricing 
models represent no more than an expansion 
of traditional media's CPMs. 

Now more Internet advertisers are begin- 
ning to focus on clicks and transactions. That 
doesn't mean there should be no value 
assigned to exposure to the message. 
Awareness counts. Building an image in the 
consumer's mind leads to consumption down 

the road. Our goal will be to 
develop a pricing model that 
credits all aspects of what the 
campaign will accomplish. 

We already do that when we 
sell radio spots. We tell the 
advertiser that broadcast mes- 
sages will introduce the prod- 
uct to listeners. We also say that 
we'll get potential consumers to 
consider buying and that we'll 
get customers into the store. 
Our traditional rate structure 
incorporates all three elements 
into one package: exposure, 
consideration and action. 

Our pitch for the Internet will 
cover similar ground. Ads on radio websites 
will generate exposure, whether or not the 
web user heard any spots on the radio. 
Repeated exposures to the ad placement 
(either on -air or online) make it more likely 
that the user will consider the message. We can 
also drive traffic and measure action. The only 
difference between radio broadcast spots and 
radio website ads is that the Internet allows the 
buyer to measure each effect more specifically, 
using views to indicate awareness, clicks to 
represent consideration and specific actions to 
show response. 

Since the Internet side is more measurable, 
we'll need a pricing model that accounts for all 
three elements. It makes sense to offer separate 
rates for each effect, all combined into one 
package. 

For awareness, we'll charge a CPM based 
on ad views, or perhaps the number of unique 
people that see the ad. 

For consideration, a CPC (cost per click) 
charge based on the number of times the ad is 

clicked, or perhaps the number of unique users 
who click.

YOU CAN SELL MORE 

HERE'S NOW 
By Dick Kazan Sam Walton, founder of Wal -Mart and one 

of the greatest salespeople in history, said, 

"There is only one boss: the customer. And he can fire everybody in 

the company, from the chairman on down, simply by spending his 

money somewhere else." Every year advertisers spend billions of 

dollars, of which you receive a minuscule amount. Here's how you 

can take a much bigger piece. 

Don't make excuses. As businesspeople, we often face rejection 

and assume there's little more we can do than what we've done. But 

in fact we can listen to our prospects and customers and change what 

we offer to provide what they want. Success comes with serving them 

well, not from complaining about losing. 

For the last four years WFAN /New York has generated more 

revenue than any other station in the country. I asked VP /GM Lee 

Davis the secret to their success, and 

he said, "There are no excuses for 

not achieving our goals, whether in 

sales, programming, marketing or 

anything else." He provides the 

resources, encouragement and 

support, then expects each person to perform at his or her best. 

Baseball offers another example. The New York Yankees are often a 

championship -caliber team, while the Dodgers haven't been to the 

World Series since 1988. The difference? One team is determined to 

win and regularly takes action to improve itself, while the other 

blames problems supposedly beyond its control. 

Hold people accountable. Renowned computer expert and Navy 

Admiral Grace Murray Hopper said, "One accurate measurement is 

worth a thousand expert opinions." She was right. 

When I was the CEO of a major computer leasing company, all 

sales forecasts nationwide were due in my office by 5pm each Friday. 

Every Monday, by prescheduled phone call, I'd review those forecasts 

in detail, by territory, with each regional manager. We'd discuss, in 

depth, our account relationships and closing strategies. 

I'd take notes so that a week later, when we reviewed forecasts 

again, I could compare their comments with what was occurring. In 

every circumstance I was ready to help, whether it was qualifying a 

key account, meeting with a customer or closing a deal. The regional 

managers ran their territories, but it was my job as CEO to hold them 

accountable to maximize the results of the company. 

Guarantee your customer's satisfaction. My realtor, the largest 

in this area, last year recommended a painter for our home. As this 

painter was completing the job, he said he'd like to wait two weeks 

before doing final touch -up while our new carpet was installed, so 

that he could also correct any damage done by the carpet layers. We 

thanked him and paid him in full. Because he received his money, and 

because it's been a busy market for painters, we've not seen him 

since. But no market stays strong indefinitely, and he embarrassed a 

prominent realtor and irritated us. In doing so, he's damaged his 

professional reputation, something that will be vital to him during the 

next economic downturn. 

In the words of Sam Walton, "Stand behind everything you do. The 

two most important words I ever wrote were on that first Wal -Mart 

sign: 'Satisfaction Guaranteed.' They're still up there, and they have 

made all the difference." 

Next week, how does a radio station remain No. 1 in sales year 

after year? I'll share more advice from the most successful one of all.

Same Strategy, New Tactics

takes to fight an entrenched format leader. 

L 
ast Spring KIX 106.5 in its on -going effort to chip -away at WIL's heritage position, WKKX 
took a gamble and replaced their normal TV buy with IQ's Vidpak, video mailer campaign. 
In this interview Jeff Allen discusses how it worked and what he learned. 

TQ: How did Vidpak do for you? 
JA: Well, overall Vidpak did very 
well for us. The TSL just went 
through the roof, particu- 
larly in middays and after- 
noons, which is where we 
targeted it. The contesting 
was a big part of it too. 
TQ: The on -air contesting 
was based on calling out 
names from the Vidpak 
mailing list, correct? 
JA: Exactly. Everybody 
who received a Vidpak was 
automatically entered. 
They just listened for their name, 
then they had 10 minutes to call back 
and win $1,000 bucks; we did it 
four times a day. 
TQ: What kind of hit rate did you 
get? 
JA: We had an incredible hit rate. 
Almost double what you generally 

ing habits. People listen to WIL 
because they always have. So we

It 
couldn't be the same 
old TV. TV is great, all 
that stuff works, but 
everybody does it. 

What we needed was 
to say, "Hey, you 
know, KIX 106.5 
offers something dif- 
ferent.

In St. Louis nobody had done a 
Vidpak, so it was a first for listeners 
to get a videotape from a radio sta- 
tion at home. 
TQ: How was it received? 
JA: From research we've done over 
the last couple of months, the rate 
of people actually watching this 
thing was incredible. I think the 
main reason for that was it was very 
unique, very different for the mar- 
ket. People get a videotape, which 
is new and different marketing, and 
it solidifies the whole idea that KIX 
106.5 is a new and different radio 
station. 
TQ: Now obviously getting people to 
watch it in the first place is critical, 
what exactly did the research say 
about the viewing rates? 
JA: What we saw in a survey we 
did along with an auditorium test 
was that the view rate with KIX 
Pls was extremely high. With WIL 
partisans the viewing was just as 
impressive. For competative rea- 
sons I won't quote exact percent- 
ages, but I can say viewing rates 
were higher than we had even 
hoped. 
TQ: So that obviously indicates 
there's very little waste involved 
which is terrific for direct mail. 
JA: Very true. 
TQ: Let's talk about the content of 
the tape. What you have is a 5- 
minute commercial, so what do you 
think it allowed you to do that you 
couldn't do in a 30 second TV spot? 
JA: Well, with a 30- second TV spot 
you got to be really focused and 
you don't have a ton of time to yell

TQ: Now, coming out of this book, 
where are you now in the market? 
JA: In 12+ we went from #9 in the 
market up to #6. Our main competi- 
tor WIL is #3, so we're really happy 
with that. Our big war is in middays. 
We went into the book with mid - 
days at #9 (18 -34) and came out of 
the book at #1. And we saw the same 
growth in afternoons, going from #9 
to #5. So we were thrilled. 
TQ: Radio stations have lots of mar- 
keting choices. They can use televi- 
sion, direct mail, telemarketing, bill- 
boards. Why Vidpak? 
Jk Well, in our Country battle here 
in St. Louis, we're up against a her- 
itage radio station with strong listen-

and scream, "This is the difference." 
The real difference between the two 
Country radio stations in St. Louis 
right now is that we are a very high - 
personality radio station. That's 
almost impossible to get across in 
30 seconds in a TV spot or in direct 
mail or anything like that. What the 
Vidpak enabled us to do is show our 
morning and afternoon teams, and 
give them some time to actually 
develop a rapport with the audience. 
So instead of just saying what we 
are, we were able to show it. And 
the way our guys carried themselves 
on the tape, you just can't get that in 
a TV spot. They could totally do 
their thing and we could still sur- 
round them with incredible music 
imaging for the radio station. So we 
got both messages across without 
having to compromise. Plus we 
found that the people that already 
used the radio station had a lot of 
interest in actually seeing the people 
that they listen to everyday. 
TQ: It sounds like Vidpak also

impacted your own audience. 
JA: Oh, absolutely. We're still trying 
to sort through all the information 
and crunch the numbers. But initial- 
ly it looks like we definitely got 
more occasions of listening from our 
Pls. The view rate was incredible 
with the P 1 s, it got them excited 
about the radio station so they gave 
us more occasions of listening which 
obviously drives the TSL. And that' 
s what you're looking for when 
you're getting, you know, upwards 
of 75% of your listening from 40% 
of your audience. If you can impact 
those 40% to listen more, you're 
going to come out a winner. 
TQ: Do you think that this is a mar- 
keting technique that particularly 
lends itself to Country? 
JA: Well, I think Vidpak lends itself 
to any format that has a very high 
passion rate with the listeners. And, 
you know you could point directly to 
Country and Oldies somewhat -- 
really any format that the listeners 
are just really passionate about 
either the personalities or the type of 
music you play. And in Country in 
particular both of those test really 
high because the listeners not only 
attach themselves to the personali- 
ties but they just love, live and 
breathe the artists. And when you're 
able to-couple those two together, it's 
pretty powerful. 
TQ: Now, be honest with this next 
question. Did you have any prob- 
lems in terms of the execution of the 
thing, either IQ's part of it or the 
way it was executed on -air? 
JA: Not that I'm aware of. 
Obviously going into it for the first 
time, we triple checked everything

to make sure we didn't have prob- 
lems. I can't think of any major, 
and quite honestly I can't think of 
any minor problems we had. It 
went off without a hitch. 
TO: We've also heard in the past 
that Vidpak is also valuable to the 
sales department and in it's effect 
on the perception of the station in 
the media buying community. 
JA: Actually the sales manager 
held back several hundred copies 
for presentations. So say, for 
instance, somebody from out of 
town is considering buying the 
radio station, and they say, "What 
is KIX 106.5 all about? Or what's 
the big difference between you and 
WIL ?" Well before, the sales peo- 
ple would send them numbers and 
pitch them on the phone. But the 
numbers only tell part of the story, 
the real difference is in the presen- 
tation of the radio station. Now we 
just drop the Vidpak in the mail to 
the buyer and say, "Hey, you know 
what, just watch the tape and then 
let's talk" After the buyer views 
the tape they feel like they know 
MX 106.5.

For action, we'll receive payment or commis- 
sion for whatever the advertiser asks the consumer 
to do. For a car dealer it may be to print the lease 
details. A retailer may ask for a coupon to be printed 
or redeemed. An e- commerce location may pay a 
percentage of an actual sale. 

Let's look at a hypothetical example to see how 
the model would work for an advertiser. 

Potential client: Records &Books.com 
Goal: To build awareness and generate sales 

against established Internet and brick- and -mortar 
competitors. 

Proposal: Use radio broadcast ads to build 
awareness and drive traffic. Include website links to 
take advantage of the synergy of radio on -air and 
online. 

Pricing strategy and rationale: 
Radio spots: Fifteen spots per week at $100 a spot 

(using CPM /CPP as a basis). Broadcast spots build 
awareness and send consumers directly to the 
Records &Books.com Internet store. 

Radio website ad views: Let's say the market 
currently charges $25 -$30 CPM for all views. In our 
proposal we charge $15 CPM for views that do not 
result in a click, meaning that these ads only 
generate additional awareness. If the viewer clicks 
or buys, we do not include that view in the CPM 
charge. 

Radio website clicks: If the market charges 50 cents 
per click, we'll charge 25 cents per click (only for 
clicks not resulting in an actual purchase or 
registration at Records &Books.com). 

Transactions from radio website links: Our commis- 
sion will be 10% for all purchases. We won't charge 
any CPM or CPC for those people who actually buy 
something. 

This pricing model should make sense to the 
client. We charge the going rate for the radio 

broadcast time. We're lower than 
the current Internet market costs 
for views and clicks, and the 
sponsor only pays for the highest, 
most desired form of impact. Plus 
there's no risk on the Internet side, 

since everything is based on measured performance. 
The deal also makes sense for the radio station. 

The broadcast time is paid for, and the Internet side 
provides significant revenue. By pricing ourselves 
lower than market rates, we can gain Internet 
acceptance faster and stress the value of the on -air/ 
online package. While our first thought might be to 
charge for all views or clicks, the math shows the 
value of the individual respondent is insignificant in 
a view (only 1.5 cents per view) vs. a click (25 cents 
per click) vs. 10% commission on the sale. 

One other note of importance regarding our rates 
on the Internet: We can price ourselves lower than 
the market and still come out ahead. By linking the 
broadcast ad to the website link, we should be able to 
generate more response - clicks and purchases - 
on the Internet. Right now the Internet industry's 
click rate is well below 1% (fewer than .8% of all 
views result in a click). If we can double that click 
percentage, we can charge less than the market rate 
for clicks yet generate more revenue based on the 
same number of page views. While the advertiser 
spends less per click, we make more. How's that for 
a deal that benefits both sides! 

It will remain difficult (if not impossible) to really 
measure the impact of an on -air ad. While we may 
use the website to measure some of the results of the 
on -air campaign, we shouldn't allow any sponsor to 
define the on -air value solely by what we deliver on 
the web. Our most important goal will be to gain 
more revenue through the use of website sponsor- 
ships. Models of this type will allow us to position 
the value of both our broadcast and our Internet 
properties.

SITUATION: How do you boost sales on Tuesday, the slowest shopping 
day of the week? The HyVee Grocery Store in Watertown, SD used radio 

advertising to bring folks in and boost off-day sales. HyVee competes 
against three other grocery stores in this rural plains community. The 

store has used radio and newspaper to reach its primary target market of 
adults 35 and up. 

OBJECTIVE: HyVee store management wanted to increase traffic and 

sales on Tuesdays. 

CAMPAIGN: Station KWAT- AM/Watertown cooked up a campaign built 
around a " Tastee Tuesday at HyVee" theme. The station promoted a one - 

hour remote at the store every Tuesday featuring free samples of items 

such as produce, dairy foods, bakery items, meat and soda pop. Tastee 

Tuesdays were promoted during the event and with :30 spots leading up 

to the sale. 

RESULTS: Tastee Tuesday at HyVee was a tremendous success. At one 

Tuesday sale featuring cookies from the store's bakery, HyVee sold a total of 
26,000 cookies -a great result for a town with a total population of just 
18,000 people! Based on this performance, HyVee has continued to 

promote Tastee Tuesdays on KWAT Radio.

Halifax's hot country from 
today's biggest stars. 

The most striking thing about this commercial 

for Country CHFX /Halifax, Canada is its 
repetition. While the words change, a similar 
message (CHFX is Halifax's "Hot Country") is 

repeated five times in this :30 spot. And the 
station's logo appears - again, in various 

permutations (and mutations!) - six times. 
The RadioVision -produced spot combines 

the oft- repeated audio and visual messages 

with videos from six core artists and graphics 

that give the station's logo and calls a 

different spin almost every time you see 

them. 

Of course, every station has its own 

personality, and some stations might be sold 

most effectively by a high- concept or 

humorous spot. But for most, a spot like this 
is a simple yet valuable tool that presents a 

message, reinforces it and reinforces it again.

As with other publicly traded 
broadcasters, AMFM saw the 
highest growth from ".com" com- 
panies, at 154 %, while AMFM's 
business from the entertainment/ 
movie sector grew 135 %. 

During last Monday's confer- 
ence call announcing its quarterly 
results, AMFM also revealed some 
of its plans for the future. Among 
the highlights: 

Deploying the Star System - 
which currently is being used in 
the former Capstar markets - in 
those markets once exclusively 
under the Chancellor banner. 

Moving the Galaxy traffic 
billing system from Capstar to 
Chancellor markets, then selling 
the technology to the rest of the 
world. 

Generating several hundred mil- 
lion dollars in revenue from the 
Chancellor Marketing Group over 
the next five years. A new radio for- 
mat may be unveiled soon as well. 

Also on the radar screen for 
AMFM: bringing the stock price 
up to $100. A new incentive plan 
unveiled in March - when 
management was realigned - 
provides for "a tremendous payout 
in option value," according to 
spokesman Joe Jaffoni, if the issue 
reaches that magic number. The 
price has hovered at $50 -$57 since 
mid -April, however, and analysts 
like Schroder's Niraj Gupta don't 
expect it to top $65 any time soon.

(NYSE: ETM) brought in 18 cents 
per share, ahead of the First Call 
analysts' consensus of 15 cents 
per share.

45% in Entercom's first full quar- 
ter as a publicly traded company, 
from $38.7 million last year to 
$55.9 million. Broadcast cash flow 
gained 44 %, from $14.3 million to 
$20.6 million. Same -station net 
revenues increased 15 %, while 
same- station BCF climbed 38 %. 
Entercom also reduced its net loss, 
from $18 million in '98 to $7.2 
million. Net revenues rose 50% 
during the first half of '99, while 
BCF was up 49 %. 

CBS Corp. (NYSE: CBS) re- 
ported that its net interest expenses 
declined 46% in the second quar- 
ter, from $85 million in '98 to $46 
million. The company said this was 
due primarily to capital raised from 
Infinity's initial public offering in 
the fourth quarter of last year. The 
powerhouse radio subsidiary also 
fueled much of CBS' revenue and 
cash flow growth in the second 
quarter. Net revenues were up 
13 %, from $1.5 billion to $1.7 bil- 
lion, while EBITDA gained 55 %, 
from $275 million to $427 million. 
For the first half of '99, net rev- 
enues increased 16% - from 
$3.43 billion in '98 to $3.45 billion - and were driven by Infinity's 
"industry- leading" revenue growth 
of 36 %, CBS said. At 11 cents per 
share, the company performed in 
line with analysts' expectations. 

Consolidated net revenue for 
Citadel Communications 
(Nasdaq: CITC) rose 22 %, from 
$34.8 million in '98 to $42.4 mil- 
lion, while BCF gained 38 %, from 
$11.2 million to $15.4 million. On 
a same - station basis, net revenue 
increased 12 %, from $33.5 million 
to $37.5 million, while BCF was 
up 25 %, from $10.8 million to 
$13.5 million. For the first half of 
'99, consolidated net revenue 
climbed 19 %, while BCF rose 
34 %. Citadel also reported a 12- 
cent loss, a penny less than ana- 
lysts' expectations. 

The communications division of 
Jefferson-Pilot Corp. (NYSE: JP) 
earned $7.8 million in the second 
quarter, up 7% from $7.3 million a 
year ago. BCF grew from $18.1 
million to $18.4 million. Year -to- 

date, earnings were up 8 %, from 
$14.6 million in '98 to $15.9 mil- 
lion, while BCF increased from 
$35.8 million to $37.5 million. 
Jefferson -Pilot said the results for 
radio were particularly strong, 
while TV earnings were driven 
down by weak sales. The corn - 
pany earned 92 cents per share - 
a penny less than analysts expected. 

Operating cash flow for the 
broadcasting and music segment 
cf Gaylord Entertainment 
(NYSE: GET) declined 38% in 
the second quarter, from $9.2 mil- 
lion last year to $5.7 million. 
Gaylord attributed this in part to 
slipping sales at the company's 
Word Unison label, and to a cash 
flow drop at KTVT- TV/Dallas -Ft. 
Worth. At the same time, the seg- 
ment saw a 6% gain in revenues, 
from $50.5 million to $53.2 mil- 
lion. Gaylord earned two cents per 
share - a penny ahead of ana- 
lysts' expectations. 

Harris, PR &E Earnings 
Net sales for Harris Corp.'s 

(NYSE: HRS) commercial corn - 
munications business - which 
includes its broadcast transmitter 
lines - were up 10% for the fis- 
cal fourth quarter ending July 2, 
from $252.9 million last year to 
$277.9 million. Sales dropped, 
however, for the fiscal year, from 
$973.7 million to $930.3 million. 
Harris Chairman /CEO Phillip 
Farmer said the company's reor- 
ganization as a communications 
equipment firm should save it $30 
million -$40 million annually. 

Harris announced Tuesday it 
would acquire Pacific Research 
& Engineering (AMEX: PXE) 
for $9.5 million (see story, Page 
6). PR &E reported that its second - 
quarter net loss increased from 
$406,000 (18 cents per share) to 
$654,000 (28 cents). and net sales 
dropped from $4.3 million to $3.2 
million. For the first half of '99, 
sales fell from $8.2 million to $7.4 
million. PR &E blamed the sales 
drop on a reduction in the number 
of equipment and turnkey studio 
projects it has signed.

commissioners. noting their intention 
to protect the existing stations from 
interference and adding that elimi- 
nating second and third adjacent 
channel protections would open the 
door to interference: "Without elimi- 
nating these protections. the feasibil- 
ity of LPFM is eliminated in the me- 
dium and large markets:' 

The NAB also said the FCC "did 
not consider the impact of its propos- 
als on the transition to In -Band, On- 
Channel Digital Audio Broadcast- 
ing" and called on the FCC to estab- 
lish and implement an IBOC stan- 
dard before LPFM service is estab- 
lished. 

The NAB's seven -month study 
was commissioned by the group's 
quickly established "Spectrum Integ- 
rity Task Force:' Done at "significant 
cost," it was "one of the most, if not 
the most, extensive and exhaustive 
filings the NAB has ever presented 
to the FCC :' according to Fritts. The 
study, he said, shows "the laws of 
science and physics do not lie ... the 
interference is profound and wide- 
ranging." 

Bonneville International Presi- 
dent/CEO Bruce Reese, who is also 
the Spectrum Integrity Task Force 
Chairman, said LPFM poses "a 
grave threat to listeners and to their 
ability to receive radio signals" 

Receivers Get Mixed Marks 
While the FCC has said it will not 

make any changes that will cause in- 
terference with established signals. it 

believes that modern-day receivers 
will eliminate interference on third 
and, perhaps, second adjacencies. 
The NAB tested 28 different receiv- 
ers, including car, table -top and clock 
radios, while the Media Access 
Project, a DC -based organization 

that has spearheaded a collection of 
pro-LPFM groups, conducted tests on 
10 different receiver models. Each 
group reported car radios performed 
better than FCC ratios required, but 
results on the other receivers were 
mixed. 

The NAB said its study, performed 
by independent consulting firms, il- 
lustrated "real world" performance of 
the receivers in 60 markets referenced 
by the FCC in its original proposal. 
The NAB said its contracted engi- 
neers found that "the ability of vari- 
ous types of radios to reject interfer- 
ence from closely spaced channels 
may vary greatly. However ... perfor- 
mance standards of many radio re- 
ceivers have actually deteriorated in 
recent years, contrary to the FCC as- 
sumption that radio receiver quality 
has improved." Fritts said that, in the 
markets tested, as many as 4.2 mil- 
lion listeners "could face additional 
interference from proposed low - 
power 1,000 -watt stations," while an- 
other 6 million could experience in- 
terference from the 100 -watt assign- 
ments. 

MAP's testing, conducted by Cam- 
bridge, MA -based Broadcast Signal 
Lab, found that "car radios and 
higher -priced radios performed far 
better than [predicted by] FCC inter- 
ference ratios. Lower -priced radios 
tended to `straddle' the FCC ratio ref- 
erence." The study also noted that 
while "LPFM signals were shown to 
create only minimal interference (near 
full -power radio stations' blanket ar- 
eas], any interference within this small 
blanketing area is easily remedied by 
low -cost filters, which all radio sta- 
tions (including the potential LPFM 
stations) are already required to pro- 
vide to listeners encountering interfer- 
ence problems in that zone." 

In its executive summary. MAP re- 
ported, "It is difficult to establish a 

definition of unacceptable interfer- 
ence. The tests demonstrated that 
even the best receivers show measur- 
able, often imperceptible, increases in 

distortion in the presence of ex- 
tremely low -level undesired signals. 
It is clearly inappropriate to define the 
measurable degradation as interfer- 
ence." 

MAP lawyer Cheryl Leanza told 
R &R, "It is impossible to add any 
station to the spectrum and not have 
some interference:' The debate be- 
tween the NAB and proponents of 
LPFM, she said, will likely focus on 
"how much [interference] is accept- 
able." 

Proponents of LPFM aren't buying 
the NAB's claim that existing sta- 
tions would face unsurmountable in- 
terference. Alan Korn of the National 
Lawyers Guild Committee, a group 
that has partnered with MAP and ad- 
vocates LPFM, said, "The NAB has 
consistently used buzzwords like 'in- 
terference' to scare the American 
public and hide their opposition to 
increasing the number of voices 
available over the airwaves:' 

As for the NAB's Fritts, he pre - 
ferred to paraphrase FCC Commis- 
sioner Harold Furchgott- Roth's re- 
marks, saying, "This proposal is a se- 
vere incursion on the rights of current 
license -holders and impairs their abil- 
ity to serve their listeners?' 

Other Comments 

Comments on the proposal have 
been streaming into the FCC since 
early this year, including one last 
week from consumer advocate Ralph 
Nader. He said the service is neces- 
sary to stave off the tide of "mercan- 
tile values, commercialism and junk" 
on corporate radio. Even National 
Public Radio wasn't spared: Nader 
complained that the noncommercial 
network "now carries many 'under-

writing messages.' which are a form 
of advertisement." Nader urged the 
FCC to limit microradio to not -for- 
profits and even suggested that more 
low -power spectrum should be allo- 
cated once digital radio debuts. 

Many comments have come from 
small radio operators who have given 
the proposal a thumbs -down not on 
technical grounds or on the issue of 
interference, but for economic rea- 
sons. Last week Art Laboe - who 
got his first radio job in 1943, 
achieved his lifelong dream of own- 
ing a station in 1996 and now con- 
trols Hispanic -formatted KTZR -AM, 
KXEW -AM & KOHT- FM/Tucson - wrote, "I realize that the commis- 
sion is unlikely to act upon broadcast- 
ers' competitive fears over the impact 
of low -power FM ... except, that is, 
'in the extreme instances in which in- 
tervention is necessary?' He said that. 
based on the FCC's proposal, there 
could be six new 1,000 -watt stations 
if the second adjacent channel protec- 
tion were dropped, and nine new sta- 
tions if the third adjacent protection 
were eliminated. "The numbers for 
Tucson are so extreme that they 

promise to destroy broadcasting as 
we know it and the public service 
that stations like mine are able to ren- 
der to their communities. I do not see 
how the public interest could possi- 
bly be served by an event of such 
ckvastating and obvious impact :' 

And as tar as offering opportunity 
to minority broadcasters, WMAN- 
AM, WSWR -FM & WYHT -FM/ 
Mansfield, OH GM Diana Coon thinks 
LPFM is a ticket to broadcasting hell. 

She wrote, `To offer these `block party' 
licenses as a way of leveling the play- 
ing field is not only dangerous to the 
entire industry, but an insult. While a 
few major players combine stations to 
create radio empires, the minority 
buyer is offered a license that will carry 
more nuisance potential than growth 
potential. What's more, the likeli- 
hood of creating a license caste sys- 
tem that alienates these new owners 
from the rest of the broadcast com- 
munity is immense." 

The public now has until Sept. 1 

to reply to these comments. The 
FCC has an open -ended period to 
mull over the responses and con- 
sider a plan.

'I recently visited the sites of five sta- 
tions (radio and TV) from each of the 
top five markets and also Seattle - 
hey, its `computer -land' Only two had 
adequate sales department presence 
on the web. while just five more even 
mentioned sales There is a lot of 

listener/viewertreader information, btA little or no market- 
ing or advertising ties" 

How does your station's sales presence on your web - 
site measure up? Here are some o` Scott's "must have" 
web basics for sales departments: 

Your sales department must be o't your web page as 
a tab or listing for "marketing /advering" I recently vis- 
ited over 100 sites and found only 1.0% doing this! 

The sales page should be a one cage profile of your 
station and all contact information. Remember, your con- 
tact info is incomplete without linked a -mail to your sales 
management. 

Make your media kit available cnine. And if your site 
supports audio, have both written art audio client testi- 
monies. 

Your page should offer links tc all other properties' 
sales departments, a link to your nat oval rep firm and a 

brief description of how to purchase multiple properties 
in your group. 

Offer a sales presentation that will run on the visitor's 
browser. 

Your website and e-mail addrms must be on all 
client correspondence. 

Every seller cn your team must have an e-mail ad- 
dress 

Every account file must include al e -mail address. 
Your sales team needs access to the Internet when 

needed. If you can't trust them to research clients and 
not surf X -rated sites or play games, how do you trust 
them when they're out on the streets 

Any client or prospect e- mailing .a request for infor- 
mation should receive an e -mail reoly within three hours 
that includes the name of the person. who will be their rep. 
The rep should then follow up by phone. 

Start having clients, especially agencies, 'e -mail their 
orders to reps. You'll have a written copy, and you can 
send instant return receipts.

R &R: Where do you see Salem 
headed down the road? 

EA: To answer that, I think you 
need to look at where we have 
come from. I think you'll see it's 
been a very consistent upward 
curve, both in terms of revenue and 
earnings. It's a very stable type of 
business, and we built it that way. I 

think we'll continue to grow in the 
future. Our owned -and -operated 
network will be 52 stations when 
we complete the pending acquisi- 
tions. We will continue to target 
major markets; top 50 markets will 
be our emphasis for growth. We're 
interested in buying stations both in 
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format and out of format. Typically 
we've had to buy stations out of for- 
mat and reformat them. It's a chal- 
lenge, but one we've gotten very 
good at. 

R &R: What are some of the 
myths that surround religious 
broadcasting? What are the reali- 
ties? 

EA: A reality is that's it's the 
third -largest format in the country 
among radio stations. When you 
ask about the myths of the format, 
it depends on what kind of Chris- 
tian radio you're talking about. In 
Contemporary Christian music, you 
have a very successful station in 
Dallas - KLTY. Christian radio, 
like any other kind of radio, can be 
all over the spectrum in terms of its 
quality, in terms of its success. It's 
largely dependent on the operators - do they understand how to pro- 
gram radio? 

The format tends to be an adult 
audience, more female than male. 
The problem with generalizing with 
that type of radio is your demo- 
graphic will change to some extent 
every half hour, because your pro- 
gramming changes every half hour. 
The model really is more like tele- 
vision. But if I were to pick the 
typical listener, I would say it 
would be female, 36 to 37 years 
old, with two kids and married. 

R &R: Why doesn't Salem sub- 
scribe to Arbitron? 

EA: We don't normally sub- 
scribe to Arbitron for the Christian 
Talk format. The Arbitron method- 
ology really doesn't lend itself very 
well to a format that is more like 
television, where you change pro- 
grams every half hour. The average - 
quarter -hour listenership concept 
becomes a little difficult to fit into 
that model. Generally, we don't 
market that way; we don't depend 
upon Arbitron for that type of for- 
mat. If it's a music format, it makes 
more sense. 

R &R: So how do you market 
your stations? 

EA: At the end of the day you 
do it on results. You start out by tar- 
geting affinity advertisers, those 
that would want to reach this audi- 
ence because of the nature of their 
product or service. Almost every 
market has a religious bookstore - 
they would be a natural client. But 
the more important thing is that the 
relationship the station has with its 
audience in Christian programming 
is unique. It's a very special rela- 
tionship. Most people who listen to 
our stations come to view them as 
their station because of the shared 
values. Consequently they are very 
loyal. When our listeners hear ad- 
vertisers use our stations to pro- 
mote their products, they typically 
will go in and make it a point to say 
they are there because they heard it 
on the radio. At the end of the day 
that special relationship translates 
into a very responsive audience. 

R &R: Salem is one of the first 
religious radio groups to go public. 
Do you feel like a trailblazer? 

EA: I suppose we realize that we 
are, in a sense. I guess this is a bit 
of new territory we've moved into. 
I don't really see, at this point, 
many other religious broadcasters 
moving in this direction. It may be 
a function of the fact that they don't 
have the size or the critical mass. 

Certainly we have blazed a trail, 
and others who may not have con- 
sidered this to be viable may have 
to rethink that. 

R &R: What did you think about 
those who said Wall Street would 
shy away from a religious broad- 
caster? 

EA: I felt that Wall Street would 
receive our story in a very positive 
way, and that is exactly what hap- 
pened. It's been a very successful 
offering. We actually drove the 
price out of the range. The original 
range was $19 -$21, and when we 
actually priced it, it priced at $22.50 
because of very substantial inves- 
tor demand for the stock. I think it's 
an indication that when we were 
able to get on the road, get in front 
of the investor community and lay 
out who we were and what we did, 
they liked the story very much. 

R &R: Let's talk about your 
story a little bit. How did you get 
into this industry, and how did you 
get to where you are now? 

EA: I put my first radio station 
on the air in 1969. My partner, [Sa- 
lem Chairman] Stuart Epperson, 
put his first station on the air in '61 
or '62. They were both Country for- 
mats. Then he and I bought a sta- 
tion together in Bakersfield. It was 
an Oldies station, and this was back 
when the only oldies was the mu- 
sic of the '50s. That did very well 
for a while but it sort of ran out of 
steam because it didn't have very 
much product. We transitioned to 
Country, did very well with that and 
sold it to Buck Owens in 1977. 

In the mid -'70s we shared this 
conviction - I converted one sta- 
tion to a Christian format in Ox- 
nard, CA. I basically committed to 
the format because I felt it was 
underserved and that there was a 
need for this programming. There 
was a demand for airtime from or- 
ganizations that had programs. As 
a result of that, I began to shift my 
focus there. 

I think there were two business 
opportunities that we perceived: 
One, the organizations that pro- 
duced radio programming targeting 
the religious audience badly needed 
a reliable partner. They needed a ra- 
dio owner who was committed to 
the format. Too often they had 
bought time on stations and made 
a significant investment. They put 
a couple of years into it, and the 
station would change format. There 
was no real commitment they could 
count on. Two, these organizations 
wanted much better access to larger 
markets. Based on those two unsat- 
isfied needs, we built a business 
model. 

R &R: Do you also have convic- 
tions about this format on a per - 
sonal level? 

EA: I clearly identify with the 
Christian community. I take my 
personal faith very seriously, and I 

am active in my church. So I was 
interested. I moved in those circles. 
I knew the folks who were produc- 
ing the programming - they were 
friends of mine. I believed in their 
mission, and I believed in their 
message. As a career broadcaster, 
I like doing Country, and I enjoy ra- 
dio. There are probably some for- 
mats I would never do and don't 
feel comfortable with. Radio is very 
much a lifestyle medium. 

R &R: Where is Salem going on 
the Internet? 

EA: We bought Oneplace.com in 
January. We're very excited about 
the acquisition. It targets the same 
niche with a very substantial amount 
of content and e- commerce. The 
principal thing that we want to do 
with the Internet is develop our 
content further, and use the 52 sta- 
tions and 1,200 network affiliates to 
drive traffic to our website. There 
are lots of synergistic opportunities 
with the Internet. It plays a large 
role in our plans. 

R &R: Let's talk about some of 
the issues facing the radio indus- 
try. Where do you stand on low - 
power FM? 

EA: I think it's a mistake. I think 
it will result in degradation of the 
established services to the point 
where whatever is gained in terms 
of new service is lost in terms of 
old service. I don't think the way 
they are proposing it now is tech- 
nologically sound. I'm not neces- 
sarily opposed to the idea that we 
need additional licensees. We don't 
view it as a threat to us. What 
would concern me is the potential 
degradation of the spectrum. 

R &R: I would expect you to see 
many microbroadcasters as a 
threat to you, because a large 
group of applicants are expected to 
be church groups. 

EA: I hear that, but I don't 
know where the church groups are. 
Most of the church groups I'm 
aware of that want to get into ra- 

dio have been able to get it by ap- 
plying for noncommercial educa- 
tional licenses. If you look at the 
last 1,000 noncommercial educa- 
tional licenses, you'll find a very 
high percentage of them are 
church groups. There are still op- 
portunities there. Many of the 
church groups that want access 
will come to us. That's what we 
do: We make time available to 
church groups. I haven't seen the 
frustration. I have heard that ... I 

just don't see it. 

R &R: What are some of the 
other problems in the industry right 
now? Consolidation? Employ- 
ment? Others? 

EA: From my perspective, as a 

broadcaster who has been doing 
this for a long time, I think our 
current situation is the best it has 
ever been. I think the regulatory 
environment has been very fair. At 
this point I don't know if the ver- 
dict is in on consolidation and de- 
regulation - whether this will 
turn out ultimately to be detrimen- 
tal to the public interest or whether 
it will be positive. At this point it 
looks positive to me. There's no 
question that consolidation is a 
much more efficient way to oper- 
ate. You can commit more re- 
sources to more innovative ways 
to build audiences. Whether three 
or four megagroups end up con- 
trolling too much of the program- 
ming and we end up rethinking 
that, I don't know. At this point it 
doesn't appear that will happen.

He 
virtually made us a legitimate force 
in the field single -handedly, break- 
ing a remarkable string of major art- 
ists and building a roster defined not 
by its size, but by its quality and ac- 
complishments. With Rick's new 
appointment as Chairman Emeritus 
of Atlantic/Nashville, we will have 
the good fortune to continue to be 
blessed by his enormous knowledge 
and irreplaceable experience." 

Coburn, who starts Aug. 16, 
commented, "I would like to thank 
Val Azzoli and [Atlantic Group co- 
Chairman] Ahmet Ertegun for giv- 
ing me this fantastic opportunity to 
work for a label with such an as- 
tonishing legacy.

A 
is word spread about the tragic shoot- 

ngs in Atlanta last Thursday (7/29), 
WGST -AM & FM news anchor Bill 

Caiaccio first sensed a feeling of dread: His 

wife works in one of the buildings affected. 

After repeated nerve -racking attempts to 

reach her, they finally connected, much to his 

relief, as he realized he had an impromptu 
stringer on the scene! His wife went on the air 

live with some of the first eyewitness accounts 

from inside the Security Center. "Of course I 

was worried :' Caiaccio tells ST. "I knew she was 

two floors above where the shooting had been 

going on, so I was hopeful that there was no 

way the gunman could get through all the cops 

and actually get onto her floor. But she was def- 

initely a little too close to the action for my com- 

fort." And how was her first on -air experience? 

"She said she was more nervous about being 

on the radio than about being in the building 

where the shooting was going on!" 

As the Atlanta tragedy unfolded last Thurs- 

day, we should have known that one of Howard 

Stern's fans would find his way onto the national 

airwaves again. Thomas "Captain Janks" Cipri- 

ano, the same guy who bamboozled his way 

onto the three major networks during the JFK 

Jr. story, convinced somebody in the WXIA -TV 

newsroom that he was in one of the buildings 

where the shootings took place. According to 

RadioDigest, after being asked if he was still in 

the building, Cipriano replied, "No, I evacuated 

the building around a half hour ago. I was in the 

building when the person came in, and he had 

the gun. I believe him to be someone who used 

to work there. His name's K.C. I believe he's 

angry over a jealous dispute with a gay lover." 

The newsman on the air terminated the 

conversation and branded the caller "a nut." 

WXIA's coverage was being picked up by 

MSNBC at the time. 

While we're on the crime beat: Former 

WYNK -FM /Baton Rouge air talent Kenny Ha- 

zelett was given a 10 -year suspended prison 

sentence after being convicted of having sexu- 

al contact with a 14- year -old girl last year. Ha- 

zelett, 49, was ordered to pay a $3,000 fine and 

perform 100 hours of community service. In ad- 

dition, he was placed on five years' probation. 

He reportedly now lives in Texas.

Garth `Gaines' Al Pop Radio 
Country star outlines mainstream moves with new music, 

upcoming film 

Leave it to Garth Brooks to put a unique spin on the marketing and promotion of a forth- 
coming movie with a seemingly standard plot about the mysterious death of a fictitious pop 
star. And leave it to him to let the music lead the way. 

Brooks wasn't content to simply 
portray the character Chris Gaines in 

the film The Lamb, which Paramount 
Pictures plans to release during the 
2000 holiday season. He had to take 
it one step further by building an 
early buzz through the release of a 

decidedly nbncountry "greatest hits" 
album, Garth Brooks ... In the Life 
of Chris Gaines, well over a year be- 
fore the expected theatrical release of 
the movie. The lead -off single, "Lost 
in You," arrived at a variety of radio 
formats last week. 

Brooks faces a big challenge in 

taking on the Gaines persona. While 
it's natural for an artist to experiment 
musically, Brooks still casts a long 
country shadow that might keep Pop 
programmers from playing the new 
record. Plus, there's the ever -present 
chatter - which Brooks denies - 
that this project represents an attempt 
to break free from country. 

Regardless, Brooks knows it's the 
music that will initially get people 
buzzing about the project. That ex- 
plains why he tapped some of 
Nashville's top writers and enlisted 
the help of Don Was, who produced 
the album, and Kenneth ` Babyface" 
Edmonds to help him clear those 
hurdles. 

I was fortunate enough to talk with 
Brooks while he was taking a break 
from the recording sessions for his 
forthcoming holiday album. In a 

wide -ranging interview, Brooks 
talked candidly about the project, the 
music, how he's trying to separate 
Garth from Gaines, how he would 
like to see radio treat the new record, 
his plans for a new country album 
and artist development in general. 

R &R: You have been quoted as 
saying you're only doing this be- 
cause Paramount wants you to. You 

could have said, "No, it's not worth 
the hassle. " Tell us why you're go- 
ing ahead with it. 

GB: It was just so cool; it's a great 
thing to do. But the quote you're re- 
ferring to was, "I wouldn't do it if I 

didn't have a reason." I'd still do it, 

but it would be in my house or it 

would be something I would pull out 
and do every now and then. I think 
the same thing goes for Phil Collins. 
I'm sure he wouldn't do a Tarzan 

soundtrack because he just wanted to 

listen to it in his home. He did it be- 
cause there was a Tarzan movie. 

Paramount approached me, and I 

thought about it for a long time. At 
first I didn't really want to do it for 
several reasons - I'm not that hip 
and things like that. I thought a mu- 
sical genius like Prince should take 
it on. But Babyface and Tracey 
Edmonds kept talking to me, and we 
finally decided to go ahead. 

R &R: Was this the best way to 
have an outlet to express yourself 
musically and still be able to leave 
Garth Brooks out of the mix? 

GB: No. I'm just doing a charac- 
ter for a movie, and the character 
happens to be a pop -rock artist who 
has a catalog and a career. I'm just 
trying to figure out how to approach 
all of it. 

R &R: I saw the New York perfor- 
mance and have listened to the 
single, "Lost in You, " and in each 
case you could see Garth in there. 
How difficult was it trying to sepa- 
rate the two? 

GB: It's called acting on CD. But 
there's still a fine line whenever 
you're playing music, because 
you're not acting, you're using a 
part of your heart and soul. It's a 

fine line to walk, but the character 
is an act, the music isn't. 

Most of the music you heard is 

from songwriters Tommy Sims, Gor- 
don Kennedy and Wayne Kirkpatrick 
[who co -wrote the Eric Clapton hit 
"Change the World "]. Chris Gaines 
is a rip -off of Tommy Sims. Like 
Forrest Gump patterned his charac- 
ter after a little kid, I got Chris 
Gaines' vocal style mostly from 
Tommy and Gordon. Wayne gave me 
the earlier rockin' years in the fic- 
tional period of Gaines' life. 

R &R: How difficult was it to pick 
the material? It must have been a 
challenge to remain true to yourself 
musically yet be true to your char- 
acter. 

GB: It was a tough thing. I'll give 
you an instance where the two char- 
acters crossed lines. Todd Snider 
wrote a wonderful tune called 
"Alright Guy." It was a single for 
him, and when we cut it, we won- 
dered how it would sound if 
Springsteen did it. So we cut it with 
that Springsteen -style harmonica and 
that cool, nicely- out -of -tune, 
fashionably -late electric guitar that 
Springsteen's known for. And it just 
rocked. But then came the line, 
"Maybe I'm dirty. Maybe I smoke a 

little dope. But it ain't like I'm go- 
ing on TV and tearing up pictures of 
the pope." 

We looked at that line and deter- 
mined Chris Gaines could get away 
with it. But still, no matter what 
character I'm playing, to advocate 
drugs to kids and stuff ... that was a 
tough spot for me. 

Todd Snider, bless his heart, went 
through 100 hours of rewrites just for 
those lines, but I never found a line 
I laughed at or enjoyed as much, even 
though I don't believe in it. So the 
song was dropped at the eleventh 
hour and held for when we begin 
work again for The Lamb. 

I'm finding, during my interviews, 
that I'm spending a lot of time talk- 
ing about the character and not the 
music. What I want to make sure 
people understand is that the music 
is there. It's a fine line you have to 

walk, because the name Garth 
Brooks is going to help you in some 
places because of the success we've 
been fortunate to have had in the 
past. But it's also going to hurt you 
in places because of the expectations 
on this record. It might not get a 

chance to build like Alanis 
Morissette's Jagged Little Pill did. 

R &R: That dilemma seems epito- 
mized in the Chris Gaines song 
"Right Now, " which features you 
rapping and a sample of the Young - 

bloods' classic "Get Together:" 
Some people really love the song, yet 
they give each other puzzled looks 
because it's pretty removed from 
Garth. 

Garth, Gaines By the Bullets 
Garth Brooks' new film, The Lamb, is currently in 
development at Paramount Pictures. The film is slated 
for a December 2000 release. 

The Lamb is being written by Jeb Stuart, who also 
penned The Fugitive and Die Hard. 

In the movie Brooks plays the lead character, pop star 
Chris Gaines. Brooks will portray only the latter -day 
Gaines, while another actor will play the younger 
Gaines. 

The new album, Garth Brooks ... In the Life of Chris 
Gaines, represents Gaines' "greatest hits," plus two 
"new, previously unrealized" tracks. It will be released 
on September 29. 

A new pop soundtrack will be released for the movie. 

An NBC -TV special is being planned for September 29, 
one day after the release of Garth Brooks ... In the Life 
of Chris Gaines. 

Capitol released "Lost in You" as Brooks' first 
commercial single. 

Capitol may release six Gaines albums representing the 
artist's fictional discography. 

GB: In Los Angeles and Chicago 
the song received a standing ovation 
just from playing it off the CD. It's 
what people are saying should fol- 
low "Lost in You." They think it's 
going to have a quick burn, so 
they're setting it up for this Christ- 
mas. But I don't know. That's why 
I mentioned during the New York 
show that I don't know what to do 
with it and why I asked people for 
their advice. So far all of the opin- 
ions have come back that it is the 
song to follow. 

R &R: How will people react to 
hearing Garth rap? 

GB: It can really be wrapped up 
in one easy quote: "The music's 
there." If this project does not suc- 
ceed, it will be because we did not 
get past the stumbling block that it's 
from Garth Brooks. That's it. 

R &R: Where do you see Country 
in the mix? 

GB: This is where you end up 
opening a big can of worms. I have 
never, ever brought to Country radio 
something I didn't think was coun- 
try, even though people disagree right 
and left. But I never have. Now I see 
"Lost in You" has started getting 
Country airplay, but it's not country. 
If it's being played so people can say, 

"Hey, this is Garth Brooks and lis- 

ten to what he's doing," that's cool. 
If people are playing it because they 
want to put it in the format, well, it 

doesn't fit. 

Here's a quick story. I visited 
VH1 about five or six years ago 
when they dropped country videos 
from their rotation because I saw 
about half of the audience slip away. 

I had to ask them, what's the deal? 
They said they realized after turning 
on the station that it didn't have an 
identity. It was this or that, but it 

wasn't one thing. 
That's why I didn't want to bring 

"Lost in You" to Country, because 
when you turn on Country, you're 
hearing decades of music. You're 
also hearing what you could hear on 

a Pop station with just a remix. 
Country radio at this point - no of- 
fense intended - doesn't have its 
own identity. So for Garth Brooks to 

bring noncountry music to the format 
won't work. There is one song on the 
record that I do think works, because 
it reminds me of "To Make You Feel 
My Love.'' It's called "It Don't Mat- 
ter to the Sun." It's the best written 
song on the album. And because of 
my allegiance to Country radio, it's 
the one I would take to the format, 
because I don't want them not to 
have this project. At the same time I 

don't want to bring Country radio 
something that makes their format 
even more unidentifiable. 

R &R: Where would you like to see 
the music played? Do you want to 

see it on the younger -skewing CHR/ 
Pop stations or the older -skewing 
Hot AC and ACs, where the audience 
is bound to be more familiar with 
your music? 

GB: I don't know. My charts will 
come when the album is released on 
September 28, because that will tell 
me if we're making a difference or 
not. Radio is always this: They can 
play the hell out of you, but if 
nobody's buying the album, then it 
means your label is just getting air- 

play. Are people adding it right now 
because they like it or because the 
label's doing it? I want to think it's 
because they like the music, but we 

won't know until September 28. 

The second part of our conversa- 
tion with Garth Brooks will he fea- 
tured in next week's Sound Decisions 
column.

The sultry track troni the singers 
new album, Vera, has attracted airplay 
at major- market CHR /Pop stations 
such as KHTS /San Diego, KZZP/

Kansas City, WKSE /Buffalo, 
KZHT /Salt Lake City, KJYO /Okla- 
homa City, WNKS /Charlotte, 
KQKQ /Omaha and KHTE /Little 
Rock, among others.

direction. 
RCA Sr. VP /Interna- 

tional A &R Dave Novik 
remembers, "She has al- 
ready become a big suc- 

cess in Sweden and Ja- 

calls. The lyrics are very suggestive. 

but they're done in a more subtle and 

classy way. Because of that you won't 
want to just throw it out there. You 

need to give people time to digest the 

lyrics and songs." 
RCA began talking up the project 

about five months ago. The next big ef- 

fort was a major -market promo tour in 

late spring that had Brown visiting such 

cities as New York, Los Angeles, Bos- 

ton, Philadelphia, Chicago and Tampa. 

That campaign culminated with a per- 

formance at R &R Convention '99. 
While the early airplay is encour- 

aging, Geslin realizes RCA will have 

to grind it out market by market. 
"There aren't any setup formats for 
these types of records, so you have to 

jump right in and build it by six to 12 

stations a week and keep working it 

until it pops." 
One big fan of the single is KHTS 

PD Diana Laird, who comments, 
"It's in heavy rotation in my car. but 

everybody I play it for loves it. Its 
sexy and it's a little naughty. More 
importantly, I think it speaks to 
women and also a lot of guys. It's the 

ultimate song about the passion be- 

tween a man and a woman." 
Laird says the song also brings a 

welcome change of pace. "It used to be 

that the guys were talking about these 

kinds of things. But with now they're 
saying, 'I do,' and the women are be- 

ing more provocative. It's a nice change 

of pace." Right now Laird is program- 
ming the track only at night. "It's pretty 

graphic, so that's the main reason. 
We're keeping our eye on it because 

it's getting a good reaction with that 

segment of our audience." 
Vera arrives at retail on September 28. 

Smokin' Up The Charts 

Seattle -based rock act Left Hand 
Smoke, a bluesy quintet reminiscent of 
the Dave Matthews Band, the Allman 
Brothers and Little Feat. is set to break

"Step Outside." MD Dean Carlson 
observes, "Every six months or so we'll 
try to find a local hand to champion, 
and we found one in these guys. The 

song has only been on the air for three

It's one we re- 

ally believe in." 
Left Hand Smoke released their

A Guide To Developing On -Air Superstars 
Ei A programmer and consultant join forces to write 
personality handbook 

With all the discussion about where our next on -air superstars are coming from, and after 
seeing too many jobs fall prey to automation, KFMB -AM & FM/San Diego VP /GM 
Tracy Johnson and longtime consultant Alan Burns decided to combine their years ofex- 

perience and knowledge to help talent and managers of talent develop winning on -air skills. The fruit 
of their years of labor is a new must -read book titled Morning Radio: A Guide to Developing On- 
Air Superstars. 

Johnson told me the idea for the book 

came because he found himself telling 
the same stories and giving the same 

advice to personalities over and over 
again. Much of what Johnson and Burns 

write in this book was compiled while 
the duo worked together at Alan Burns 
and Associates. Wisely, Johnson kept 
track of the advice he'd given to shows 

and the different philosophies and strat- 

egies he'd learned from people he 

worked with. 
When Johnson joined KFMB -FM as 

PD, he assembled a personality manual 
and began updating all of the informa- 
tion each year. After sending out a few 
copies to some associates, someone gave 

Johnson the idea of packaging his per- 

sonality manual as a book and making 
it available to the industry and public. 
In January Johnson and Burns joined 
forces to fine -tune the information, and 

Morning Radio: A Guide w Develop- 
ing On -Air Superstars was born. It just 
became available for sale. Recently, I 

spent some time interviewing the au- 

thors, and next week R &R will feature 

excerpts from the book. 

R &R: Tracy, why is great talent so 
difficult to find? 

TJ: A great deal of the problem is 

that companies put so much pressure for 
immediate performance on the manag- 

ers and program directors. Frankly, what 
we've done at Star - and what it takes 

to make a successful morning show or 
a personality - can't really be re- 

searched. Everyone has access to the 

same information. If you execute re- 

search the way that it comes back from 
the listeners, every station and person- 

ality is going to sound the same. It's 
what you do between the records that 

makes the station an emotional, interac- 
tive, living, breathing entity that reaches 

out through the speakers to become 
more than a collection of its parts. That 
makes the difference between a 3 share 

and a 6 share. 

It derives from hiring great people who 
have a personality and something com- 

pelling to say. Personalities need to be 

trained to understand what it is we're try- 

ing to accomplish and what their role is 

in accomplishing that. If they can under- 

stand that and support the station and the 

product in general, the station will sup- 

port them, help build their personality 
and make some magic things happen. 

Tracy Johnson Alan Burns 

R &R: What do you look for when 
you hire personalities? 

TJ: I look for interesting people, 
quality people, good people, people who 

have a desire to be the best that they can 

possibly be and won't accept anything 
less. I look for people who care about 
what they do, care about themselves and 

demand excellence from themselves. It's 
not so much the tape, it's meeting the 

person. A lot of it has to do with the 

teamwork, the spark and the chemistry 
that exists between the programming de- 

partment and the personalities. 

Guy Zapoleon taught me about 
chemistry. While he was my consultant 

at Q106 [formerly KKLQ], during one 

visit he said, "You've got a chemistry in 

this building that I don't see duplicated 
anywhere in the country. Keep this to- 

gether as long as you can keep it to- 
gether, because when it's gone, you 
might not get it back." It's really the 

people who make that happen, and I've 
always prided myself on being able to 

identify the people who would add to 

the chemistry and add to the personal- 

ity of the station. 

R &R: From your years of experi- 
ence in working with top -rated morn- 
ing shows like Jeff & Jer, what do win- 

ners possess that others don't? 
TJ: The ability to hear themselves 

through the ears and experiences of their 
listeners. That's what separates the tal- 
ent. Instead of getting full of themselves 

and presenting the show as they see it, 
they present the show the way their lis- 

teners experience it, and that's the dif- 
ference. It's really a marketing process. 

Identify the need, fill the need and never 

lose sight of what made you successful. 

That doesn't mean you stay the same all 

the time, because you've got to con- 
stantly be growing and reflecting the 

audience's tastes. You have to be con- 

stantly evolving and changing, but al- 

ways within that personality that got you 

started and that made you successful to 

begin with. It's a real healthy sense of 
who I am or who the personality is in 

relationship to that audience. 

Jeff & Jer have a saying: "You find a 

market, you marry it and you live there 

forever." It's worked real well for them, 

and we've taken those same principles 
and we're applying them to all the other 

dayparts and personalities. If there's one 

thing that people need to learn from the 

book we've written, it's to develop their 

personality and their character on the air 

through the eyes and ears and experi- 
ences of their listeners. They should 
never ever lose sight of that. 

R &R: Take me inside one of your 
jock meetings. 

TJ: You'll hear a lot of critique - 
not from me, but from the personalities 

discussing the station. They talk about 

the market, brainstorm and throw ideas 

around. Anything that you hear from me 

is going to be very strategic. I talk to 

them about the reasons why we do what 

we do and why it's important for us to 

accent certain things and put other 
things in the background. I discuss what 

we're trying to achieve as a business and 

trying to achieve in the market. I try to 

keep them focused on our product and 

not on what's happening outside of 
these walls with other radio stations. I 

advise them to stay aware of what other 
stations are doing, but not to let it af- 

fect what we do. We ignore all that. 

We focus on the listener and what the 

listener is saying. It's hard to stay in 

touch with the street, and it's hard to 

stay in touch with that target listener. I 

try to challenge our people and educate 

our people on what's happening outside 
of the walls and in the minds and expe- 

riences of the listener. I share all re- 

search, the ratings, the good news, the 

bad news, and let them know what 
we're doing and why we're doing it. 

R &R: What overall message does 
your book deliver to talent, PDs and 
managers? 

TJ: Get in sync with whatever it 

takes to be successful and work to- 
gether. For the personalities, use the rest 

of the radio station to become a super- 

star on the air. I also hope that anybody 
who reads this book realizes how hard 

it is to be truly outstanding in this busi- 
ness. In the book I cite a lot of sports 

examples, like the hours that [San Di-

ego Padres slugger] Tony Gwynn 
spends analyzing his swing, working in 

the batting cage, watching videos and 

searching for the little things that he 

does right or wrong to stay in his groove. 

Look at the amount of effort Michael 
Jordan put into his game when he was 

playing. Jordan was living proof that 

you shouldn't believe your press, that 

you should always stay humble, keep to 

your roots and remain who you are. He 

proved that dedication to craft can result 

in success and financial rewards. 

R &R: Alan, after 14 years of con- 
sulting, you've seen a lot of radio sta- 
tions do it right and a lot of radio sta- 
tions do it wrong. Where are we today 
with personalities? 

AB: Program directors rarely get any 

training on how they should manage 

people, much less manage morning 
shows, and no one teaches the PD how 
to teach a morning show. So there's not 

enough teaching going on from the pro- 

gram director, and there are too many 
morning shows unwilling to accept any 

teaching and direction. The result is a lot 
of wasted opportunities. A lot of poten- 

tial is going unrealized. It is frustrating. 
It frustrates the talent, and it frustrates 

the PD and the station. Development of 
the talent is really missing. 

R &R: Where can we begin to fix the 
problems? 

AB: In terms of where we've gone 

wrong, I believe it's omission. Histori- 
cally, our tradition has been to ensure 

that radio salespeople are well- trained. 

By the time someone becomes a GSM 
or a GM, they have more than likely 
been through some rigorous and ongo- 

ing training programs. On the program- 
ming side, many times you get to be- 

come a PD if you were the best jock on 

the station or you did a good job select- 

ing and scheduling music. Many times 

becoming PD doesn't have a whole lot 
to do with managerial ability and pos- 

sessing the abilities to develop people. 

That's just kind of the way it is. I be- 

lieve strongly that radio station owners 

and companies should invest in and 

train PDs just like they do their sales ex- 

ecutives. PDs must also learn how to 

manage, motivate and deal with time - 
management issues. 

R &R: What are some other PD and 
talent issues you can help tackle? 

AB: One of the most important 
things a PD can do is to earn respect. 

The PD may know what they're talking 
about but may not be good at interper- 

sonal communication. In turn, they may 

just beat talent over the head trying to 

get what they want. Some of the tips we 

offer in the book help point in what di- 
rection a show should go and explain 
how to conduct a meeting with the 

morning show. 

There are also times when the morn- 
ing show has to understand that the PD 

has authority, and PDs sometimes need 

to use that authority. In those cases, the 

GM needs to hack up the PD. Morning 
shows and the radio station also need to 

have goals that are in sync. You can't 
have a music -intensive radio station and 

a morning show whose lifelong dream 

is to do Talk radio. They're not going 
to see the morning show as getting them 

any closer to doing Talk radio, so you 

may have a problem. But if the morn- 
ing show's mission and the stated goals 

of the radio station are in sync, that is a 

great starting point. 

R &R: Where should we be looking 
for new talent? 

AB: Everywhere - and I mean that 

literally. Be on the lookout at colleges 
and in internship programs. Use your 
overnight shift as a training ground for 
talent. One of the other things that we've 
had clients do from time to time is to 

search for talent on their own air. Do a 

Star Search type of promotion. 
R &R: What makes a winning morn- 

ing show work? 
AB: Three things. The first is, always 

treat this like show business and not like 
journalism. Be willing to create fiction. 
The second thing is to be willing to learn 

and to be open to ideas and direction. 
That doesn't mean you have to take ev- 

ery idea that you're given, but at least 

be open to it. The third thing is to be am- 

bitious. Try to do things bigger and bet- 

ter, and try do things differently to make 

people react to you. 

R &R: What do you see as the pur- 
pose for the book? 

AB: If you're a GM, I think it's going 
to help you understand what your PD 
and your morning show need to be do- 

ing. It will give you a better handle on 

evaluating them and maybe helping them 

accomplish what they need to get done. 

If you're a PD, I think it's going to help 

you learn how to hire better. It will help 

you learn how to build a nonadversarial 

relationship with your morning show. It 

can help teach you how to collaborate, 

how to develop a structure and design 

and how to execute a show that will ac- 

tually work. If you're talent or morning 

talent, I believe the book contains things 

you need to know and need to do, like 

building attitudes and behaviors that lead 

to success. It is also a valuable resource 

for talent, as it may help them understand 

why the PDs are telling them certain 

things. Sometimes the PD will say, "You 
need to do so and so," but they may not 

explain it well. If the PD is saying, "Do 
this," and then the talent reads in the 

book why it is a good idea, that helps the 

relationship and helps their understand- 

ing of the direction.

The need for balance at CHR/Pop 
was reiterated at the Top 40 for- 

mat symposium last month at the '99 
Conclave in Minneapolis. R &R CHR 
Editor Tony Novia moderated the ses- 
sion, which featured KMXV /Kansas 
City PD Jon Zellner, KQKQ /Omaha 
PD Wayne Coy, KFRX /Lincoln PD 
Sonny Valentine and WBBM /Chica- 
go MD Erik Bradley.

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Spring Is In the Air At 
WBLS-FMINew York 
C1 How PD Vinny Brown and his staff have been turning the 
heritage station around 

The spring '99 Arbitron numbers are out, and we're seeing interesting results from the No. 1- 

ranked New York market. Our heartfelt congratulations go out to all the folks at Inner City 
Broadcasting, because flagship station WBLS has gotten back in the game with a strong 

showing in the spring '99 books in all the important demos. That's about revenue, y'all! 
In Persons 12+ WBLS improved 

from winter's 3.3 share to a 3.6 this 
spring, ranking it ninth in the mar- 
ket. By climbing back into the top 
10, WBLS has shown once again 
that it ain't over till it's over. 

To get the story on just what's 
taking place at WBLS, I spoke with 
the station's PD, Vinny Brown. A 
native New York- 
er, Brown has 
been in the indus- 
try for 23 years, 
and he's been the 
PD at WBLS for 
the past year and a 

half. I first asked 
Brown about the 
positive turna- 
round his station 
has made recently 
and what pro- 
gramming /music 
changes he's im- 
plemented to initi- 
ate the upswing. 
"Over the course 
of the past year we just decided to 
do things a little differently." he 
said. "We've zeroed in and fo- 
cused on a particular direction of 
servicing what I consider to be the 
underserviced audience in the 
New York area, and we've tried to 
be consistent over the past year to 
year and a half." 

Who's Tuning In? 

I asked Brown to identify the un- 
derserviced listeners that WBLS is 
targeting, and he had this to say: 
"That audience that has matured 
beyond the younger hip- hop /rap 

station but is not quite old enough 
to fully appreciate the Classic Soul 
station. We are not defined as a 

mainstream Urban Contemporary 
format, meaning trying to be all 
things to all people. In today's com- 
petitive consolidated world you 
cannot afford, as Urbans tradition- 
ally have, to be all things to all 

people. You have 
to pick a demo- 
graphic and a 

music style and 
superserve that. 

"We are pretty 
much appealing 
to the 25- to 39- 
year -old African 
American. We 
skew about 60- 
40 female to 
male. We play a 

mix of `Today's 
R &B,' which is 
our musical posi- 
tioning, meaning 
that we play the 

contemporary hits of today by the 
artists that make them happen. So 
that means we play music by Ty- 
rese, Deborah Cox, Lauryn Hill and 
others. We play contemporary 
R &B. I earlier mentioned the 
underserviced audience. There is a 

rap/hip -hop station that does a very 
good job of servicing the young 
community. There is a Classic Soul 
station, and it does a very good job 
of servicing the older end of the de- 
mographic. I think that there is an 
available audience out there that is 
not quite old enough to fully appre- 
ciate the Classic Soul station and

that has matured a little bit beyond 
the hip -hop lifestyle." 

This target audience dictates what 
gets played on WBLS. "We are ba- 
sically the station that plays Max- 
well, Tyrese, R. Kelly, K -Ci & JoJo, 
Lauryn Hill and Faith Evans. That's 
pretty much our meat and potatoes 
in music," says Brown. Asked if 
gold plays a role in this mix, he ex- 
plains, "Our musical positioning is 
`Today's R &B.' I would not say nec- 
essarily that we lean on gold. The 
songs that I might categorize as gold 
would be earlier hits by contempo- 
rary artists like Mary J. Blige." 
Brown adds that there is, however, 
a place at the station for classics like 
Earth, Wind & Fire. "On Sundays 
we have a full day dedicated to clas- 
sics - Sunday Classics With Hal 
Jackson, from 8am -4pm." 

Choosing The Music 
Next, I asked WBLS MD Mi- 

chelle Campbell how she helps 
choose the music by the artists 
Brown mentioned. "Since he's de- 
scribed the people he wants to 
reach," she explains, "I just basi- 
cally follow that feel in music. 
When I play everything that comes 
in, that's what I go on. He's created 
a sound for the radio station, an 
identity we never had before. I just 
make sure I stay in line with that, 
and I'm not going to bring him any- 
thing that's off target." 

Brown is openly confident in 
Campbell's music choices, as well 
as in the role she plays in establish- 
ing WBLS' stationality: "Michelle 
has a very good feel for the person- 
ality of the radio station. She 
knows, feels and understands 
stationality. The only songs she'll 
play for me are those that'll fit, and 
if she does play a song that might

not fit, it's only so that I am aware 
of what it is and what it sounds like 
if we decided to go there with 
whatever that piece of music might 
be. Everything is chosen song for 
song. Yes, we do have core artists. 
A new Mary J. Blige will certainly 
get our attention immediately. A 
new Maxwell will get our attention 
immediately. Those types of artists 
will always get our attention, but 
that's not to say that just because 
a song is by one of those artists it 

will fit the station." 
A focused musical identity has 

definitely contributed to WBLS' rat- 
ings gain. What are the other key 
changes? Not 
big giveaways. 
The improved 
spring '99 book 
wasn't the re- 
sult of any ma- 
jor contests, 
though the sta- 
tion did have 
its staple "Thousand Dollar Thurs- 
days." "I'd have to say that we 
didn't do anything really big corn- 
pared to what other stations within 
the market were doing," Brown 
says. "We did have some light TV 
advertising that marketed the morn- 
ing show. It was a Doug Banks 
Morning Show TV spot to introduce 
him to the marketplace." 

The Numbers Speak 

Focusing on a target group and es- 
tablishing consistent stationality

Playlists, Passion And Plays 
R &R Convention Country panelists talk music 

I f Country radio is doing well, chances are good the music industry is in high clover. And when 

Music City is developing megaselling stars, Country radio dominates the ratings. 

At the recent R &R Convention, 
one of the Country panels focused on 
radio formatics (R &R 7/9 and 7/23) 
while the other focused on the mu- 

sic. This week and next well high- 
light the comments made on the mu- 

sic panel by Y 107 /New York PD 
Darrin Smith, Broadcast Program- 
ming Director /Programming L.J. 
Smith and Sony/Nashville Sr. VP/ 
Promotion Jack Lameier, who was 
not scheduled to participate. but was 

unanimously chosen by the audience. 
which thought there needed to be a 

record rep on the panel. 
I began the festivities by referring 

to a piece Damn contributed to R &R 
last October. He wrote that the "hits" 
are really the recurrents, while the 
currents are the records you're hop- 
ing become hits and have a long life 

on your radio station. I brought up the 

conundrum of playing the hits while 
also trying to break new artists, won- 
dering whether those two things were 
mutually exclusive. 

DS: No, I don't think they are. You 

want to play the hits, obviously, and 
you want the hits on your playlist to 
be getting the most spins. While 
you're reaping the fruits of your hard 
work developing those hits, you also 
have to address the fact that the Coun- 
try audience has some degree of hun- 

ger for new artists and new music. So 

while you're playing the hits, you also 

have to have a lower tier of rotations 
where you're developing hits. 

LS: I agree. Look at any test: It's 
not the As that test with the most 
high positives, it's your first level of 
recurrents. It takes a while to make 
a song a hit. It doesn't happen as 
quickly as some of us would like or 
as quickly as it used to happen. 
You've got to have rotation catego- 
ries that develop hits. The $65,000

question is: How many plays does it 

take before that song is a hit? 
R &R: Under this definition, 

wouldn't the recurrents be the records 
getting the most plays per week on 

the radio station? 
LS: I know some very successful 

programmers who do that. but most 

do not. Look at the plays that indi- 
vidual stations are giving records, 
and you can see which stations are 
playing the true hits and which sta- 

tions are too busy running songs up 
and down the chart. 

DS: The four most -played songs 
on Y107 are usually recurrents for 
most other stations. Our goal in add- 
ing new music is to familiarize it. I 

play new records at least twice a day. 
The overnight play thing does noth- 
ing for me. I don't even do it. When 
you make a decision to add some- 
thing, put it in enough of a rotation 
to familiarize it. Then, once we fa- 

miliarize them, we can start making 
decisions and judgment calls. 

R &R: What's the difference in ro- 

tations now versus what was going on 

in '91 or '92? Is there a dramatic 
change in music - rotation philosophy 
between when we were so hot and row? 

LS: I don't think there should have 
been a dramatic change, although I 

think some programmers may have 
changed dramatically. There have 
been a lot of minor changes in the in- 

dustry along the way. It's been 
gradual. The successful programmers 
are the ones who have changed along 
the way. We have to focus even 
harder on playing the hits and focus 
less on breaking the hits. We have to 
make sure that every time someone 
comes to the station they're hearing 
something they're familiar with. And 
that's getting harder to do now. 

JL: I don't mean to bust in here, 
but how many commercials were you 
playing in '91 against what you're 
playing in '99? That's a little phase 
in the radio business that hasn't been 
talked about. It has to mess up your 
clocks terribly, and everybody seems 
to want to ignore that. The music is 

the music. The creative community 
comes out with what it comes out 
with, and it has to be presented in a 

way that the audience accepts. To do 
that with the number of spots that are 
running is a challenge. 

Jaye Albright (from the audi- 
ence): Listeners are noticing the dif- 

ference between 10 units and 18 

units. That can be three fewer 
records an hour. When you do that, 
something has to give - and it cer- 

tainly is the least -familiar music that 
has gone away from our playlist, 
meaning the newest music and the 

lunar golds. Most leading Country 
stations today are about 50/50 current 

to gold. I think that is as much a re- 

sult of taking out the slots for those 

weaker songs and trying to make sure 

musically you're playing the most 

compelling songs you can. The big- 

gest programming problem we've got 

is trying to keep the TSL up at a time 

when it's going down. when the main 

reasons people change stations are 
either bad songs or too many com- 
mercials.

R &R: It:s interesting to me that a 
lot of the passion, high ratings and 
high sales in the early '90s were gen- 

erated by the excitement over new 
artists and music. Then as things 
start to get tough, rather than going 
looking for new music and exciting 

artists, the tendency is to cut back the 
playlists. It seems like a little hit of 
a contradiction. 

DS: I think that does sound like a 

contradiction, although I think the 
format has produced some exciting 
new artists over the last few years. 

Every year country is putting out a 

new superstar. The music is fine. The 

excuse that people are using that the 

music is the problem is BS. 

JA: How many thought this year's 
New Faces Show was the best New 

Faces Show in years? Let's be real 
here. However, it has gotten better in 

the last 6 -8 months, and you can cer- 
tainly see that in the research scores. 
So we may be at the beginning of a 

turnaround. 
DS: There have definitely been 

some new artists that haven't cut it. 

Obviously last year only one or two

out of about 40 cracked the top 10, 

if I have that correct. Aside from the 
new acts, the rest of the music is 

strong and solid. We were able to put 
up a couple of new acts as new su- 
perstars, new breakthrough artists. 
That's not easy to do, but if the 
playlist is shorter, the hits get heard 
more often. And that is what we need 
to do. If the hits get heard more of- 

ten, your TSL should go up. 
R &R: But that's my point. With 

all of the appropriate caveats of in- 

creased commercial load and 
Arbitron issues that I don't really 
want to get into right now, Country 
has been cutting back playlists, and 
the TSL declines haven't stopped. 
And if Country's TSL is dropping, 
why isn't Country radio playing the 
hits - however you define them - 
more often? Why, aren't we up to 60- 

70 plays a week on heavies? 
LS: Someone said on yesterday's 

panel that Country is a mass -appeal 
format, and that's not true. Country 
is a niche format, which means we 

are a lot of people's second choice. 
When other formats do a great job 
producing great artists doing great 
mass- appeal music, it affects us. 
Right now there are a lot of mass - 
appeal artists out there that people 
want to hear. There's almost nothing 
we can do about that. 

But to go back a moment, you said 
that during the surge in the early '90s 
we had all of the excitement and 
were discovering new acts. Well, we 

were still doing that several years 
later, and our shares started going 
down. That's when we started cutting 
back on the new acts. We didn't cut 
back on new acts and then lose the 
passion and then the shares went 
down. The shares started going down 
while we were doing those same 
things from the early '90s. A lot of 
people lose that in the argument. 

So, yes, we have to change. When 
people say they are tired of all the 
new acts, it's my theory that the rea- 
son the shares started going down is 

because we had too many new acts. 
When you are playing 13 songs an 
hour, it's absolutely impossible to 
develop many new acts. 

DS: I've experimented with high 
rotations a lot. In my perceptual re- 

search I asked our listeners, "When 
you listen to your favorite radio sta- 

tion, in a four -hour period how often 
do you want to hear your favorite 
song ?" Almost 50% said two or three 
times. That's a little insane, but I ex- 
perimented with it, and people com- 
plained. So I don't have the answer 
for how often to play the top hits. All 

I know is that my goal is to familiar- 

ize the currents I'm playing. 

Country doesn't have a high teen 

composition like CHR, which can get 

away with high play levels. We're 
dealing with adults. They want to 

hear music, but don't want to be hit 

over the head with it. When I tried 
to hit them over the head with it, I 

got a lot of backlash. I tried keeping 
rotations low and realized the music 

wasn't getting familiar. Each pro- 
grammer has to make a decision - 
and this is where callout really helps - on how many times a record has 
to be played to familiarize it and how 

much the listeners can take before 
they feel like you are CHR -ing them. 

Bill Hennes (from the audience): 
One of Country's biggest problems is 

not playing the hits often enough. 
The hits need to be turned over so the 

audience can hear them. It's a mis- 

conception that adults tune out if you 
play their favorite song more often. 
If you're playing a song they don't 
like, they're gone - I don't care how 
infrequently you play it. Every com- 
petitive situation is different and 
needs to be looked at that way. But 

we do ourselves a disservice by fill- 

ing the slots with songs that are 
burned out or songs that aren't im- 

portant and don't have penetration 
and passion with the audience. 

This is a general statement, but 
going across the country and listen- 
ing to market after market, in 90% 
of the cases the least exciting - 
sounding radio stations are the Country 

stations. There's very little excite- 
ment or passion. Listen to KIIS -FM 
here in L.A. - it's the most excit- 
ing station on the dial. It's got pen- 
etration, excitement, activity and ac- 

tion. Most other stations have stagers 

and things going on, but they don't 
have that passion. The key element 
that Country's missing is not so much 
the music, but the other elements on 
the radio station. The imaging, the 
jock presentation and the excitement 
level and the passion from the jocks. 

LS: When there's passion, Coun- 
try gets all kinds of outside cuming. 
We got on Entertainment Tonight. 
We were on The Today Show and 
Leno and Letterman. Everywhere you 

looked, Country artists were endors- 
ing products. When there's passion 
for the format, we get the benefit of 
many other factors.

With seven nominations, Tim McGraw led the field when the nominees for the 33rd annual 
CMA Awards were announced Tuesday (August 3) in Nashville. Vince Gill got five CMA 
nominations this year, with the Dixie Chicks and George Strait following close behind with 

four nominations each. 

McGraw, whose Everywhere was 
the CMA's 1998 Album of the Year, 

is nominated for Entertainer of the 
Year and Male Vocalist of the Year. 

He gets an additional two nomina- 
tions - as artist and co- producer 
with Byron Gallimore and James 
Stroud - for A Place in the Sun, 
which makes this year's list of Al- 
bum of the Year nominees. Again as 
artist and co- producer, McGraw 
picks up two nominations for "Please 
Remember Me," which is nominated 
for Single of the Year. "Please Re- 
member Me" also brought a Song of 
the Year nomination for writers 
Rodney Crowell and Will Jennings. 
McGraw and wife Faith Hill are up 
for Music Video of the Year for "Just 
to Hear You Say That You Love Me." 

With 17 trophies in his collection, 
Gill remains the CMA's top award 
winner. This year Gill is nominated 
for Male Vocalist of the Year, a cat- 
egory he won for five consecutive 
years beginning in 1991. Gill's The 

Key is nominated for Album of the 
Year, and his "If You Ever Have For- 
ever in Mind" is up for Song of the 
Year. Gill received two Vocal Event 
nominations - one for "My Kind of 
Woman/My Kind of Man" (his duet 
with Patty Loveless) and another for 
his guest appearance on Sara Evans' 
"No Place That Far." 

Last year brought the Dixie Chicks 
their first two CMA Awards. In ad- 
dition to Vocal Group of the Year, the 
trio won the Horizon Award, which 
recognizes significant career growth. 
This year the Chicks jump into the 
Entertainer of the Year category as 
the only group nominated for the 
crown jewel of the CMA Awards. In 

addition to another Vocal Group of 
the Year nomination, the Chicks' 
"Wide Open Spaces" is nominated in 

the Single and Music Video catego- 
ries. 

Strait, the CMA's 1998 Male 
Vocalist of the Year, is again nomi- 
nated in that category. He's also up 
for Entertainer of the Year and gets 
two nominations - as artist and co- 
producer with Tony Brown - in the 
Album of the Year category for Al- 

ways Never the Same.

Benson Is Wide Awake 
With Bob Wills Tribute 
Asleep At The Wheel's new DreamWorks album, Ride With 
Bob, is another all -star tribute to Western swing music 
pioneer Bob Wills. In a sense, though, everything Ray 
Benson and his band have done over the course of almost 
three decades has been a tribute to Wills. 

`The band is definitely a tribute to Bob Wits," Benson tells FM R. 'We're a 

Western swing band by instrumentation. If we never played a single Bob Wills 

tune, we'd still be a Western swing band because of the instrumentation." 
Ride With Bobfeatures Asleep At The Wheel performing Wills' songs with a 

cast including the Dixie Chicks, Reba McEntire, Tim McGraw, Dwight Yoakam, 

Mark Chesnutt, Clay Walker, Lee Ann Womack, Merle Haggard and Tracy 

Byrd. Adding an eclectic touch to the album are the Squirrel Nut Zippers (with 

their big band version of "Maiden's Prayer ") and the Manhattan Transfer's 

collaboration with Willie Nelson on "Going Away Party." Lyle Lovett and Shawn 

Colvin team up for "Faded Love," with Steve Wanner & Vince Gill providing a 

guitar instrumental medley of several Wills fiddle tunes. Clint Black doesn't do a 

Wills song, per se, but he worked with Benson on a swing arrangement of 

Waylon Jennings' own tribute song, "Bob Wills Is Still the King." 

Ride With Bob follows the band's 1993 album, A Tribute to the Music of 
Bob Wills And The Texas Playboys. When asked about the timing of the new 
project, Benson says,' The reason to do it at all was because I always wanted 
to do a four -record set, and they [record labels] wouldn't let me. The 
millennium just seemed like a good time." 

Is Ride With Bob just the second installment of a series? Benson says, "I 

can see myself doing another one, but not soon. There are some other 
projects I want to do, but I would love to do these until I can't do them anymore, 

because there's plenty of material and there's plenty of artists who would love 
to sing Bob Wills material." 

Putting It Together 
In producing an all -star project, red tape from attorneys provides one of 

the biggest challenges. Benson says, "Everybody has contractual 
obligations. Getting around that is really tough. On top of that, the logistical 

problems of getting all these people in the same place at the same time is a 

pretty daunting task." 
The sessions were sporadic, and it took an entire year to record Ride With 

Bob. When word began circulating that Benson was working on the project, 
he began getting calls from people who wanted to be involved. Benson 
recalls, "Clay Walker cornered me on a plane and said, 'You've gotta let me 
do this.'" Walker made the cut, but Benson adds, "One of the hardest parts is 

finally having to say 'no' to people I really wanted on the project. I didn't really 
say `no'; I just ran out of space and time." 

As for the artists participating in the latest tribute, Benson knew most of 

them through his country music connections. He says, "I didn't want to bring 
anybody in who didn't know anything about Bob Wills, but there were some 
who had never sung his songs before." He had worked with McGraw and 
Womack on this year's George Strait Country Music Festival. Referring to 
McGraw's performance on "Milk Cow Blues," Benson notes, `Tim said, `l've 
never done this before.' I said, `Just open your mouth and sing." In the case 
of the Manhattan Transfer, Asleep At The Wheel had worked on one of the 
vocal group's previous albums. 

Benson allowed the artists plenty of input on their song selection. He 

says, "tf they had a song they really wanted to do, I let them do it. With some 

of them, I just had an idea of what I wanted them to do. Many of the artists had 
their own ideas. Lee Ann wanted to do `Heart to Heart Talk' because it was her 
father's favorite. Clint Black came up with the idea to do Waylon's song about 
Bob ... and then I came up with the idea to do it Bob Wills- style." 

The Music 
Most of Ride With Bob was recorded live in the studio, which resulted in 

some fast work. Describing McEntire's take on "Right or Wrong," Benson 
says, 'This is Reba singing Western swing. which - as she described it - 
is like going home for her. It took 25 minutes to record. She walked in, we 
recorded it four or five times and we said, That's it. "' 

Referring to the Gill Wanner instrumental, Benson notes, `These are two 
of the best pickers I know - and they happen to be country superstars. It's 

important for all young country artists to know that it's cool to learn your axe 
and to become a great player. Western swing is part of the country music 
tradition, and it's where most guitar players really get to wail." 

Dwight Yoakam's version of "San Antonio Rose" demonstrates how Wills 
has provided a continuing influence on today's country. Benson says, 
"Dwight's stuff always has an element of swing. If you look at the lineage of 
Western swing, Bob Wills goes to Ray Price ... who goes to Buck Owens. 
Buck played honky tank music, which is just an extension of Western swing." 

When Benson told Merle Haggard he wanted him to sing "St. Louis 
Blues," Haggard responded, 'Ray, I know every Bob Wills tune there is, and 
I've never heard it." Benson was surprised, noting, "It was one of the few 
tunes that Bob did early in his career and then late in his career." After listening 
to the song for 15 minutes, Haggard immediately recorded it. Benson says, 
"It is the coolest. When I played the album for George Strait, he said, 'Ifs really 

good. That Haggard cut is unbelievable.' 
While Straft doesn't appear on Ride With Bob, Benson has for years cited 

him as one country act who's helping to keep the Western swing flame alive. 

Benson says, °He's a matinee idol. That's how I describe his appeal. He 

could do any kind of music he wanted, but he chose to include Western 
swing and hooky took and real country music in his repertoire. I think that 
says a lot about George."

Tracking the cross -genre hits 

rogrammers often wonder just how much duplication there is between cer- 

tain formats. We'll satisfy some of that curiosity with the following infor- - mation. The specific formats under consideration are mainstream AC, Hot 

AC, Pop /Alternative and CHR/Pop. 

There are varying R &R chart lengths for chart position and No. 2 finishes on the other 

these formats. of course. ranging from CHR/ 
Pop's 50 to AC's and Hot AC's 30 to Pop/ 
Alternative's modest 20. In addition to being 
consistent, we wanted to 
find the true across -the- 
board smashes. So, begin- 
ning with the R &R issue of 
7/3/98 and running through 
6/25/99. I tracked songs 
penetrating the top 20 on the 
AC. Hot AC and CHR/Pop 
charts. while simultaneously 
keying in on all songs ap- 
pearing on Pop /Alt's 20- 
song chart. The end result Sarah 
was a top 20 gauge from McLaughlin 

four formats concentrating on contemporary 
music styles. 

CHR/Pop generated the most top 20s (98), 

followed by a close bunching of Hot AC (78), 
AC (76) and Pop /Alternative (73). 

Sarah McLachlan's "Angel" soared to the top 

of the AC, Hot AC and Pop /Alt charts and 
peaked at No. 3 at CHR/Pop. Ricky Martin's 
vibrant "Livin' La Vida Loca" hit No. 1 in three 

of the four formats, while Sixpence None The 
Richer's "Kiss Me" boasts a No. I CHR/Pop 

three charts. 
Only 11 songs managed to reach the top 20 in 

all formats, with McLachlan accounting for 27% 

of that select company: "Adis." "Angel" and "I 

Will Remember You" were all consensus picks. 

It's imperative to note the following param- 
eters for this analysis: 

Some chart overlap could have existed be- 

fore 7/3/98 and/or after 6/25/99. 
Listed peak positions are only for the indi- 

cated chart periods. It's entirely possible that 

a song did better before 7/3/98 or has improved 

in the six weeks since 6/25. 

Chart weeks noted are un /y those spent in 

the top 20 - not total chart weeks. 
Only songs hitting the top 20 on the CHR/ 

Pop. Hot AC and mainstream AC charts dur- 
ing the above -noted periods are included, as 

well as all the songs from Pop /Alternative's 20- 

song subchart. 
Chart information includes artist and title, 

peak chart position and top 20 chart weeks. 
For example, Aerosmith peaked at No. I on 

R &R's CHR /Pop chan and spent 20 weeks 
in the CHR/Pop top 20. Artists are listed al- 

phabetically. Part two of the research will run 

next week in this column.

Ears Wide Open: The Stale 
Of The Format's Music 
7 Opinions differ when experts evaluate the quality of 
currently available sounds 

In conversation with programmers, I've noticed increasingly polarized opinions about music 

quality. Some say the music available for airplay has never been more dynamic than it is now. 

Others say they are appalled at the generic quality of new music, calling it "lame." Since all art is 

subjective, it's important to recognize that there is no single "right" perspective. Here are opinions from 

several programmers to shed more light on the subject. Part two of the discussion will run next week.

"There are a handful of artists and 

producers who get it. They're the ones 

everyone invites to play on or produce 

their records when they want to bring 
some creativity to

to radio, but at 
the same time 
I'm alarmed by 

their lack of faith in the original 
product when I see the third or fourth 
remix or edit of the same song come 

across my desk. 
"In radio, we all need new listen- 

ers. The pressure is on to deliver au- 
dience growth, and it's not going to 

go away. We have to lure those lis- 

teners from other stations, other for- 

mats. Our format is largely instru- 
mental, so it's a major challenge to 

get the listeners' attention instantly 
when playing songs without words. 
Listeners have - and use - scan 
buttons. They have an increasing 
number of other choices, radio and 
non. So every second of a song must 
count. We get teased about music 
testing with 12- second hooks, when 
in reality button- pushers give us a lot 

less time than that before they make 
another selection if they don't like 
what we're giving them. 

"That's why the technical sound, 
the mood and the musicianship of 
each song have to connect instantly. 

We all lose when they don't. And an 

emotional connection can't be made 
if there's too much formula and not 
enough conviction, which is why I 

long for more feeling - more heart 

and soul - in the music."

"Music's better today simply be- 
cause of technology. I've got a wall 

of CDs representing the format's life 

span, and [KIFM PD] Mike Vasquez 
and I often get nostalgic about them. 
But when we listen, we find our

ists, they can get in trouble. Being on 
the same page as radio is good; go- 
ing for the lowest common .denomi- 
nator is not. You may think you'll get 

airplay because your record's got all 

the right elements, but if it has no 
soul, we hear that and feel it when 
it comes out of the speakers. It's a 

huge mistake for artists to make 
records to get airplay, because they 
are not being true to themselves. I 

love covers for what they do for ac- 
cessibility, but the long -term effect is 

that we're not advancing the format 
and pushing the creative boundaries.

"This year we went back to the 
mid -'60s and listened to a ton of mu- 

sic we've played over the past 20 
years. It wasn't as good as we re-

of it is mediocre. 
"Much of what is presented to us 

as singles are not what we consider 
the strongest tracks on the album. It 

sounds like there are compromises 
made to avoid offending people. 
People are leaning to the safe side. 

For example. the next Hardcastle 
single is a cover of a Stevie Nicks 
song. The reasoning is that it'll be fa- 

miliar and test well, but there are 
some far better songs on the album, 

especially `Red Line.' Whenever 
great groups like Down To The Bone 

and great tracks like David Benoit's

"Labels are listening to radio's 
feedback, and we're getting what we 

asked for: melodies; grooves; no long, 

indulgent solos; and a nice, tight edit.

"A lot of music is being made for 
the radio more from the artists' obli- 
gation than their passion. They stick 
to parameters they've picked up from 
our feedback. and they do it to throw

"Some say the creativity's not 
there as it was in the past, but I dis- 
agree. Technology has broadened the 
horizons for creativity. Everyone has

lar music. I've heard a lot of argu- 
ments about Kenny G's new record. 
but we just got results of callout on

"There's always good music out 
there: whether it gets played on the 

radio is another question. The top 
10% or 15% of releases are always 
good, and then there's the rest. That's 
always been true. But what's chang- 
ing is that music is reflecting a much 
more urban consciousness, and its 
working in places you wouldn't ex- 
pect. where there aren't urban cen- 
ters, like Sacramento. This is a col- 
lective consciousness that is spanning 
the globe; it's not just New York or 
Chicago, it's everywhere. 

"Personally, I'm digging the mu- 
sic, as I always have. I've never had 
a problem finding music to like, mu- 

sic that is pleasing to my ear. I listen 
to such a variety of things, not just 
smooth jazz. so my tastes are pretty 
eclectic. And I'm influenced by the 

current, the flow of music through the 

world at a particular moment. 
There's a lot of music out there that 
people need to take chances on. I got 
the Garth Brooks Chris Gaines rec- 

ord, and I'm going to play it because 
it's good. It doesn't matter that it's 

Garth, only whether its good or bad. 

There are so many tunes and artists 

out there that deserve more exposure - not just in NAC, but other formats 

too - music that won't get played 
because people are afraid to say 
'Garth Brooks' on the radio, but I'm 
not afraid. 

"You have to get over conventional 
wisdom and preconceived notions. 
Sure. it's good to carry all that in your 
head to make intelligent choices, but 

you can't be closed -minded. With 
some people. the more they know, the 

less adventurous they become. Kids 
take more chances because they 
haven't learned from experience. but 

adults take fewer chances because 
they think they know more about the 

world. But they really know less about 

the world, because they are cautious 
and resistant to new things."

4WWWWWZMEROMENRWAMPAMMMONTTOMMOW, 

Billboards Of The Polure 
FastBlast.com helps take Internet marketing one step 

further for radio 

In last week's column I discussed the use of the Internet, and specifically e-mail, to take the 

database marketing model into a new dimension. This week we look at a company that is 

redefining the billboard advertising model by using interactive banner advertising on the 

Internet. The company is FastBlast.com, and its services offer another glimpse of where 

radio marketing is going in the future. I recently talked with FastBlast VP /GM Bob Bedi about 

how the Internet and radio can combine to offer unique, successful promotion opportunities. 

R &R: What kind of opportunity 
did you see for radio and the Internet 
when you launched FastBlast? 

BB: The one thing that we focused 

on was the importance of being able 
to geo-target our advertising message. 

To be honest, until there was a preva- 

lence of major sites that had the abil- 

ity and motivation to run local ban- 
ner advertising, this was a great con- 

cept that was waiting for technology 
to catch up to it. Once that happened, 
which has really become the case in 

the past year, it's given us a tremen- 
dous opportunity to go in and help 

radio stations take advantage of this 

new medium. 
R &R: When and how did the 

Internet change from a worldwide 
network to an entity that can focus 
on specific geographic areas for 
content? 

BB: I think it's still changing. As 

a matter of fact, that's one of the 
things that we see as a tremendous 
opportunity that radio stations are af- 

forded. There are a lot of great things 

about our concept. but what is espe- 

cially true right now is that you have 

the ability to be first in a brand -new 

advertising category. What we find is 

that this is literally changing on a 

daily basis. I'll give you an example. 

In the spring we targeted the WWF 
as a site that made a lot of sense for 

one of our clients. We did the re- 
search and looked at their demo- 
graphic profile. We even negotiated 
a rate and sent them our specs on 

what the creative would look like. 

They signed the contract, sent it back 
and then decided they weren't quite 

ready to go local. I was speaking with 

my buyer earlier today, and they in- 

dicated that they will be ready to run 

local banner advertising come Au- 

gust. 
Another thing that complicates 

things is that every major site profiles 
its users a little bit differently. So if 

you sign up for AOL, they'll get your 

name, your age and some general de- 

mographic and psychographic infor- 

mation on you. Hence, they have the

ability to place banner ads through 

those specs. Other companies can fo- 

cus the banners by ZIP codes, some 

are by area codes, etc. They are all a 

bit different from each other. 

R &R: So this is not a general 
banner ad that anybody on the 
Internet can see when logging onto 

some web page? 
We 

specific sites that have log -ins. They 

know where the people came from 

and who they are. In a lot of cases 

this allows us to drill down demo- 
graphically as well. So we are in a 

position to tell a vendor that we 

want 18- 34- year-old men, and they 
have the ability to only display our 
banners to them. Overall, we will 

buy national sites that can drill 
down geographically and then buy 

national sites that have the ability to 

serve local advertising. We also do 
research and identify local sites that 
we think make the most sense for 
the radio stations. In those cases 
there generally isn't geo- targeting 
applied, because if I log onto 
seattleinsider.com, odds are that I 

live in Seattle. 
I'd also like to note how we 

work with large sites like Yahoo. 

They don't host the actual banner 
ads. Our servers host literally ev- 

ery single banner that we serve up 

in a campaign, and that gives us 

tremendous analytical power. We 

are able to know exactly how many 

banners are seen and when they are 

seen. So it's not like Yahoo can 
come back to us and say they've 
delivered 200,000 banners when 
we know full well they delivered 
147,000. We literally track that on 

a day -to -day basis. 
R &R: Is it correct to state that, 

in many ways, the bottom line for you 

is to build exposure for a radio sta- 

tion over the Internet and track that 
exposure? 

BB: Basically, when we build a 

campaign, we try to satisfy three ma- 

jor components. The first component 
is that we buy a significant number 
of banners, and because we are one

of the larger local banner advertising 

companies out there, we are able to 

generate rates that a radio station 
walking in off the street wouldn't be 

able to dream of approaching. What 

that allows us to do is pump up the 

number of banners, which in most 
cases is over a million, and put them 

up in a very limited amount of time. 

The goal is to see a significant in- 

crease in cume at the radio stations. 

R &R: That makes sense. It isn't 
much different from a traditional 
billboard campaign. 

BB: Exactly, but think of it this 
way: It's a billboard that only people 

who would be interested in your 
product can see. 

R &R: What are the other two 
components? 

together 
creative banners so that people will 

actually click on them. When they 

do, it takes them to a custom web 
page we've created specifically for 
the radio station, and that leads to the 

second component, which is contest 
information to encourage TSL. While 
we have them there, we also have a 

very small survey document for them. 

It's limited to the basics: name, e- 

mail address, gender, ZIP code and 
birthday. 

R &R: So it's the beginnings of 
creating a database? 

BB: Exactly. And that's the 
third component. We call it the 
"Unfair Internet Advantage," 
which encourages people to sign 
up for the database by e- mailing 
them on a regular basis with con- 
test details. Customarily, $1,000 
song of the day contests are done 
with the listener hearing a song in 

the morning and then listening for 
it the rest of the day. With our Un- 
fair Internet Advantage program, 
we'll e-mail you the name of the 
song the night before. We then 
take that a step further and tell the 
listener the specific times we in- 

tend to play the song. 
R &R: You're talking about a lot 

of traditional radio concepts - 
forced -listening contests, helping 
with recall and things like that. 

BB: Yes, and we're adapting 
them to a new medium. It was in- 

teresting that at the Jacobs Media 
Alternative Summit someone said 
it sounded like we were doing 
pretty simple contests. The truth of 
the matter is that there are a lot of 
programming and radio fundamen- 
tals that don't need to be rein- 
vented. What we are trying to do 

is enhance and adapt them. 
R &R: How much information do 

you get on the usage of the banners? 
BB: Well. since we serve up the 

banner ads ourselves, we are able 
to track all that information in- 
house. The first component is that 
we are able to monitor the sites 
that are working the best for us 

and the actual creative that is 

working best for us. For example,. f- 

lees say we are running three dif- 
ferent 

-` 

banner ads in a campaign. 
We are able to track them and see 
how they work. If we have a ban- 
ner that seems to be lagging be- 

hind in click -throughs, we can ex- 
change it for another banner ad. 
There are so many things. about 
Internet marketing that the average 

guy wouldn't necessarily 
think about. One is that banners 
tend to burn, and you can see that 
in the server statistics. We have 
found that if you have a great 
piece of creative, after eight to 10 

days it loses its punch. Imagine if 
you had that same kind of capabil- 
ity when you stuck a hot promo on 

your station. You know at exactly 
what point it was starting to burn. 

R &R: So what kind of numbers 
are we talking about in terms of us- 

age? 
BB: We know that in Philadelphia 

we served up about 3.5 million ban- 

ners over a five -week period. We 

haven't really been tracking the num- 

ber of unique eyeballs that have seen 

the banners, but there are studies out 

there suggesting that, with a cam- 
paign of that size, it isn't uncommon 
for the same person to see the same 
banner three times. Beyond that, you 

start to get into how many people 
who saw the banner clicked through 

and went on from there. That tends 
to vary from market to market, but 
our click -throughs are around the na- 

tional average, and our conversion 
into signing up for the database is 

higher than the national average. 
Overall, based on the three markets 

we've done, you can easily expect to 

have a database return of 3,000 
names for every million banners we 

serve up.

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ew Dickey is co- founder and Exec. Vice 

Chairman /Director of Cumulus Broadcasting. 
With 244 stations in 45 markets, he has a 

lot to be proud of. For the last five quarters 
Cumulus has been the fastest -growing radio 

company both top and bottom line. It has 

one of the largest percentages of market 
revenue of any company - around 40% - 
and one of the largest percentages of 

completed clusters - 85 %. 

Dickey was literally born into the business. 

His career has been focused and calculated. He had a vision 

early on and has maintained a straight path to achieve his 

goals. One of six children (he has three brothers and two 

sisters), between his research company and the broadcast 

company, he works with all of his brothers. In 1998 alone 

Dickey traveled close to 200 days, and he claims he hasn't 
had a vacation in 10 years -a fact he isn't proud of, but 
with so much going on, he doesn't feel burned out and still 

looks forward to going to work every day. 

Getting into the business: "My father [Lew Dickey 

Sr.] has been in the business all of his life. He began his 

company in Wheeling, West Virginia. He was really in a 

position to grow and build the company, especially in the 
Midwest region, but he had six kids. The station afforded 

him a very nice lifestyle, and at that stage of the game he 

decided he wanted to stay home and raise his kids. He did 

very little traveling and, as a result, didn't really expand 

the business. If you want to grow, you really have to be on 

the road. It was a nice way to grow up. 

"When I graduated from college back in '85, I started 
a software company for radio with another fellow who 

lived across the hall from me at Stanford. We originally 

put together a traffic, billing and music- scheduling 

program. The company lasted for about seven years. I also 

started Stratford Research and built up that company from 

late '85 through when I started Cumulus." 

Going from research to being the head of a large 
radio company: "For a lot of people in the industry, their 
perception of me was that I was a research guy. I had been 

a broadcaster all along. Stratford was going from '85 till 

'88. Then I realized I didn't have a background in finance 

and accounting; my background was really marketing and 

strategy. I decided to get some further training, knowing 

all along that I really wanted to put together a radio 

company. I went to Harvard Business School - and this 
was not having any idea deregulation would ever occur. 

Working for Stratford, I saw all of the value we were 

creating for clients, and I wanted to be able to capitalize 

on that value in more than just a fee. 

"When I got out of business school, I put a deal

together to buy WSPD and WLQR in Toledo. I learned a lot 

of lessons there too. In the middle of that the opportunity 
came up to buy Atlanta [WALR /WCNN]. It was a situation 
where it was bankrupt. It was a tough time back in '92; we 

were still just coming out of the recession. We bought the 
stations for $6.7 million, but the FCC said, 'We're going to 

hold up any application having to do with anything with 

the Dickey family until Toledo is resolved: We had to walk 

away from the deal in Toledo at that point. I lost about a 

half million, and that was all the money in the world then. 
It's a tot of money today, but imagine when you're just 
getting started. We took a giant step backward, but then 
came in and did Atlanta, and that has turned out to be a 

tremendous home run. I moved to Atlanta, and we were 

able to get it turned around very quickly, put an Urban AC 

format on and the rest has been history. The station has 

been a consistent top four ratings performer ever since and 

is one of the top billers in the market today. 

"We were broadcasters as well as running the research 

company. Dave Ross introduced me to some people in the 
Bahamas. I had helped put on some stations down there, 
so I became familiar with the Caribbean. Richard Weening 

and his wife, *ho were running their Caribbean network, 

needed some help, so Stratford was helping their firm, the 
Gem Radio Network. I went down to do some recruiting for 

the sales organization, and on the flight back Richard and 

I began talking. Telecom had just hit in '96, maybe three 
or four months earlier, and I said, 'There are large pools of 

capital buying all these top 50 markets, and I think the 
next opportunity is going to be markets 50 and down. We 

ought to put some money together and go after those: It 

was one of those conversations about ideas, but it was one 

that we really acted on. In the months that ensued we 

moved forward and put it together." 
On the name Cumulus: "Richard's wife picked it. It's 

Latin, and means to accumulate." 
Company mission statement "I like to think of this 

company as a really big family broadcasting company. That's a 

sense of values and mission we like to instill in everybody. 

This is definitely a company where we put people first. We 

now have 3,000 employees, yet we want to treat it like when 

I was running stations in Toledo or Atlanta. The unfortunate 

thing is that you don't get a chance to know everybody like 

you do when you're running a couple of stations. But you 

still want to have the same sense of purpose and dedication 

and commitment to all of these people, because at the end of 

the day that is what really drives them." 

Growth philosophy: "To double the size of the 
company from here. That may not mean in number of 

stations and /or markets, but we have a tremendous 
opportunity to double the revenue base that we're 

operating with right now. Some growth will come through 
acquisitions, but we also feel we've got an awful lot of 

upside with this basket of stations to grow the revenue." 

Latest offering: "We just raised in excess of $250 

million in new equity for the company. It's what's known as a 

follow -on offering, a secondary; there were no selling 

shareholders. It was designed to help us fund some additional 

acquisitions and, most importantly, de- leverage our balance 

sheet to make us more competitive. It increases the number 

of shares in the company, but it also brings more equity into 

the company. Here's the impact: As we bring in more equity, 

we reduce the amount of debt we have; as we reduce the 

amount of debt, the company looks more attractive to Wall 

Street; as it looks more attractive to Wall Street, the trading 

multiple with the company increases; as the multiple 

increases, the shares take on more value, so it mitigates any 

dilutive effect that it has. And, most importantly, it positions 

the company for the next few years." 

The company's relationship with the music 
community: "What we were attempting to do with the

relationship we put together was really very simple: We 

were trying to take a process that was ongoing and 

centralize it and put some basic controls on it. As radio 

people, we're very dependent on the music industry for 

our product, and we want to work hand in glove with 

them. What we had to do was make sure we were able to 

get our arms around the situation and centralize certain 

aspects of it." 
How he responds to those who say radio has 

become homogenized: "I would wholeheartedly agree 

and endorse that view. What we're trying to do at 

Cumulus is something a little different from that. Our 

philosophy is that we're going to drive the profits of this 

business by growing the top line, not by watching 

expenses. We're very interested in operating these stations 
with live, local programming. We don't see ourselves 

saving our way to prosperity. We think radio should be 

live and local and compelling. The best way to do that is 

to have local talent and to develop it. 

"I wrote about this in 1990, when I put together my 

book on branding. I called it 'robo- radio: We were using 

liner cards, jocks were doing the same thing and every 

station was Mix or something like that. I felt that it was 

really going to hurt the business. The talent pool has 

dwindled over the last decade, and we have ourselves to 

blame for it. We've got to develop talent in this business. 

You've got to allow room for creativity. With that, people 

are going to make mistakes, but I would rather see people 

make some mistakes trying to be creative and do good 

radio than just sit there and read liner cards and pick up 

the phone and talk to their girlfriend." 
Something about Cumulus that would surprise 

our readers: "What people may be surprised :o learn is 

where Cumulus is positioned vis -a -vis the competition. We 

operate in markets 50 -275, and we own 45 markets in 

that space. Clear Channel owns over 50 in that space; 

Chancellor owns over 70. Both of those companies own 

several smaller markets than that. Citadel has 20 of their 
22 in that space. We are really a mid- market radio 

company. We see the world as large markets being 1 -50 

and middle markets being 51 -275, all Arbitron- rated. 

Small markets are all of the unrated markets. By the way, 

there are over 6,000 stations in markets 275 and below. 

That really frames it for people." 

Most influential individual: "My dad's been a 

pretty big influence. He taught me an awful lot and has 

been a big supporter." 
Favorite radio format: "It would probably be a 

mainstream Rock format. I like radio more than I like 

music. I like hearing good radio; good production, breaks 

and jocks; shows that are well prepared and interesting; 

and production values that are seamless and well timed." 
Favorite song: "'Can't You Hear Me Knocking' by the 

Rolling Stones." 
Favorite television show: "I watch CNBC." 

Favorite book: "I enjoy literature very much, though 
it seems all I read are periodicals anymore. I don't have 

time for anything else. An excellent book I got a lot out 

of was Being Digital by Negroponte." 
Favorite movie: "I like war movies. Saving Private 

Ryan was good." 
Favorite restaurant: "La Pout Au Pot in London." 

Beverage of choice: "Cranberry juice and soda or 

Coors Lite." 
Stock recommendation: "CMLS. Buy, buy, buy!" 

Hobbies: "Golf, running and working out." 
Communication medium of choice: "Cell phone. My 

e -mail address is lew @cumulusmedia.com." 
Biggest challenge facing his company: "Finding 

good people who share our vision and passion for the 
radio business." 
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
