As you know, some consultants are
big on generalities and vague on
specifics. Joint Communications In-
ternational has changed that.

A clear position is important because
the public has more choices than ever
before. In this environment of “over-
choice” the public are easily confused
unless a radio station’s position is ex-
tremely clear.

There are three keys to positioning
which will allow a radio station to cut
through the clutter:

1. RESEARCH.

e Survey at least 500 people.

Make sure you find out how the listen-
ers themselves perceive radio stations.
Conduct research with a large sample
size. This guarantees accuracy for ana-

lyzing sub-samples. Some radio sta-
tions get lucky and are able to develop
good positioning from a series of focus
groups. However, to develop a precise
strategy, a statistically valid research
study is essential.

¢ Pretest all advertising.

Once you have developed a campaign,
pretest the advertising to make sure the
message you are trying to convey is the
message the listener is getting. This small
investment will pay big dividends.

2. STRATEGY.

¢ Create a “market map.”

Use the research to map your position in
relation to your competitors. The best
way is to use a grid, which allows you
to visually place stations in their “posi-
tion.” This will help you develop your
programming and marketing strategy.
¢ Keep it simple.

The complex strategy will fail. If the
strategy has to be explained twice, it’s
probably too complex.

3. PROMOTE.
¢ Warning: Wait till the product is
right.
Don’t market heavily until you are
satisfied with the product. If you invite
listeners to the store and they don’t like
the produce, they won't come back.
o Focus on one key attribute.
Promote the element that lets you hold
your position. If it’s your morning drive
show, promote that. If you are an Easy
Listening station, you might focus on a
word such as “relax.” A country music
station which plays a lot of music, might
call itself “Continuous Country.”

The five rankings to the right of each station’s format designation will help
you understand a station’s core strength. The first listing shows a station's
Monday-Sunday (total persons 12+) cume rank, followed by four AQH demo
ranks for teens, adults 18-34, adults 18-49, and aduits 25-54. At the bottomn of
those pages showing results for the top 50 markets you will also find more
detailed breakdowns on key adult demos. Top 10 stations are listed for six dif-
ferent categories: men and women 18-34, 18-49, and 25-54. These rankings
are again based on Monday-Sunday AQH.

TURNOVER/DAILY TIME SPENT LISTENING

The column to the immediate right of the adults 25-54 rankings in each
market breakout chart demonstrates the relationship between audience tur-
nover and daily time spent listening for each station. Again based on adults
12+, these figures examine how stations compare according to audience
loyalty. Programming efforts of various stations can easily be checked by
comparing these figures.

Understanding these numbers is not difficult. There is an inverse relation-
ship between Turnover (TO) and Time Spent Listening (TSL). The higher the
TSL the lower the turnover, or audience flux. This indicates a stronger degree
of loyalty than a station with high TO and fewer minutes tuned daily by its
listeners.
