The purpose of these questions is to enable the family members to construct and review their activities
during the preceding hours of the survey. As they mention their activities, the interviewer helps them
to associate their activities with radio listening—their availability to and their use of the radio while they
were engaged in these activities. With the association of these activities the interviewer obtains t'me esti-
mates which define the limits of any radio listening that was done. After the time of radio listening has

been determined, the interviewer shows the roster of programs.

Selection ot Sample

The households to be interviewed are selected by a random process which takes the choice of the home
out of the hands of the interviewer. The primary sampling points are blocks systematically select~d from
census housing statistics (when available) with due weight ascribed to population differences. Intc-viewers
are sent to the selected blocks and conduct their interviewing according to a pre-assigned plan.

The sampling points are selected by a two-fold division. First, a town is selected with due emphasis on
population. Second, a block is selected from block statistics for that town (if available) or from prepared
geographic maps. In all cases the block selected is used as a starting point. In this manner a random selec-
tion of households, unbiased by interviewer’s preferences, is assured. Statistical treatment is made for the
“Not-at-Homes” to include their weight in the sample.

Stations originating in or serving the area surveyed are listed in this report only if they meet the < 1ndards
and definitions for individual reporting. Otherwise these stations are included in the Miscellaneous ¢« itegory.
Stations listed on the roster depend upon definitions and standards as above and audience levels previously
found in surveys.
