PRODUCING POP RECORDS GLOBALLY

Criterion Music Corporation has diversi-
fied into an international publishing orga-
nization, with a record producing division
and selling agency service with offices in
Los Angeles, New York and Paris and
agency agreements in England, J4pan,
Australia and South America. Through
this set-up copyright acquisition is now
world wide with Michael H. Goldsen, pres-
ident, administering from Los Angeles,
Joseph Goldfeder in New York and Jack
Robinson in Paris handling the continent.

Since the trend is for publishers to go
beyond making demos and actually pro-
duce masters, Criterion has successfully
developed its own stable of artists which it
leases to record companies. Gary Joe
Cooper wak placed on Polydor throughout
the world. Deal was set in Paris by Jack
Robinson, who also co -produced the first
two sides, "WOULDN'T YOU REALLY
RATHER HAVE ME?" and "LOVIN' IS
BELIEVIN." Cooper records in Hollywood
at Criterion's own studios, but discs are
"sweetened" in Paris at CBE Studios, 8
track outfit associated with Mandy Music,
Paris affiliate. Other French productions
by Robinson are Eileen (pub's daughter)
on Disc AZ and also Gilles Marchal on
Capitol in U.S. and Hubert, famed Pari-
sian disc jockey who records on Disc AZ.
(Co -produced with Mandy Music's George
Chatelain and Bernard Estardy.) Robinson
also co -produced an L.P. for Lee Hazle-
wood for his own label, LHI.

In Hollywood, Criterion produced the
Supachief, who are being signed by Poly-
dor of France. L.P. is set for fall release
with Don Drowty handling production. Jim
Durst, folk oriented balladiscer has signed
as writer and artist to produce his own
L.P. Durst has original slant on social
commentary in song which should create
attention for package, which will be offer-
ed to other companies for release.

The Latin-American market has been
opened with the lease of a company owned
L.P. to Capitol, of BRAZIL '69, featuring
Os Tres Brasileiros, Rio de Janeiro based
outfit. First package has 6 standards and
6 originals. Second L.P. is now being re-
corded in Rio for fall distribution. Sonny
Skylar was co -producer on deal.

The Polynesian market is still a strong
specialty for Criterion with Hawaiian art-
ists helping to develop standards. Recent
blockbusters have been"TINY BUBBLES"
and "PEARLY SHELLS" by Leon Pober,
and launched by Don Ho and Haunani. Ho
has disced about 12 tunes in his best sell-
ing Reprise L.P.'s. Island favorites in cat-
alog number about 100 which are per-
formed regularly by local artists, and hun-
dreds currently on records.

Currently, Buddy Fo, who has the most
spectacular group in Hawaii, is cutting
Pober's "KISSES & WINE," a powerful
novelty, for Capitol. Jeff Apaka's first
release on same label is "BIG SUR COUN-
TRY (Close to Monterey Bay)." Other
tunes being launched by Jeff and Ed Ken-
ney are "LONELY DRIFTWOOD" by
Arthur Hamilton ("Cry Me A River") and
"LANTERN LIGHTS," Hal Spina sing -
a -long, both broadcast on Webley Edwards
global radio show, Hawaii Calls. The Ha-
waiian Surfers have "Misty Rainbow" as
title tune in their new Decca LP.

Criterion's label REO TAHITI has 15
packages of authentic music and has
scheduled a summer release of new L.P.,
"I LEFT MY HEART IN TAHITI," fea-
turing a dozen hits from French Oceania
by local chanters and musicians. Some of
its best selling items are "DRUMS OF
BORA BORA" and "BEAT OF TAHITI."
Distribution in U.S. and Tahiti handled by
parent company, while overseas sales set
on various titles with Disc AZ for France
and Vogue for Germany.

New material in contemporary style is
created by staff writers under contract,
including Gary Joe Cooper, John Gallie,
Red West, Jim Durst, Don Drowty and
Supachief, who. pen most of their tunes.

Cooper and West have had such hits as
"I'M A FOOL," "SO MANY WAYS,"
"POWER OF LOVE," etc.

Since the trend toward artists and record
companies going into publishing without a
staff, Criterion offers its 'facilities to han-
dle publication and collections. Servicing
other pdblishers has been a policy of com-
pany for over twenty years. The selling
agency department, operated out of New
York, handles publication and distribution
for such hits as "LOVE IS BLUE," "MAR-
RY ME, MARRY ME," "FRIEND,
LOVER, WOMAN, WIFE," "MUSIC TO
WATCH GIRLS BY" and such folios as
Rod McKuen's, Barney Kessel's THE
GUITAR, etc. Sales, publication and pro-
duction sire part of complete publishing
operation, with over 100 books and thou-
sands of copyrights handled by Criterion's
own staff.

Jack Robinson has acquired the French
territory rights to such hits as Creedence

New Ideas From
Elvin Jones

NEW YORK - Elvin Jones
has some new musical ideas.

The jazz drummer who played
with the late John Coletrane
from 1960-67 is now the leader
of the Elvin Jones Trio, a uni-
que group consisting of drums,
sax and bass. This unusual in-
strumentation has already pro-
vided the group with one suc-
cessful album, "Puttin' It To-
gether," and is the basis for a
second one just released called
"The Ultimate." Both are on
the Blue Note label.

In a visit to Record World,
Jones emphasized the feeling
that the group, while not wish-
ing to be limited by labels,
plays a free, improvisational
type of music that could be best
described as jazz, which he
feels is the "Culture of our
country."

He
specifically pointed to the lack
of a piano, and the resulting
challenge to the rest of the
instruments to fill the space
normally occupied by a key-
board instrument. This album
will be followed shortly by a
third release on Blue Note, as
yet untitled, featuring a Jones
original, "Dido-Afrique," with
conga drummer Candido added
to the trio for this number.

Jones, a self-taught drummer,
and his group, who have re-
cently finished a two-week en-
gagement at La Boheme, have

Big Year
For Tape

It's been a big year for tapes
and those in the know continue
to maintain that it's still the
start of something bigger.

Last year at this time the
statisticians claimed that pre-
recorded tape was accounting
for 10% of music sales, and
the industry was wowed by the
unexpected figure. Some said
that meant tape sales were up
100% over the previous year.
This year the statisticians are
saying that prerecorded tape
sales could jump to 25% of
music sales, and some call that
a conservative estimate.

Within the past year it has
become evident then that tape
is here to stay. One problem
(among a couple of surmount-
able ones) is what form is tape
here to stay in? The fight con-
tinues among 4 -track, 8 -track,
cassettes, play tape and open
reel, with 8 -track and cassette
pulling ahead as a result of re-
cent developments. Eight -track
tape, of course, was getting the
backing of many of the majors
and was well in the lead last
year at this time, but within
the last six months, a number
of the majors reversed former
stands and decided to issue
their product in cassette form
too. As of now most of the tape
observers feel thai the 8 -track
and cassette configurations will
reach a sales balance and both
find durable markets. (There
are those in both camps, how-
ever, who say their configura-
tion will eventually dominate.)

Growing Fast

One problem tape has pre-
sented-and it's a happy one-
is that the industry is growing
so fast that the kinks that are
cropping up have to be solved
in the market and not in the
laboratory.

There is a great need for
duplicating plants-so much so
that many duplicating plants
are duplicating product that
other duplicating plants have
contracted for but can't handle.
Many duplicating plants are
successfully turning out hun-
dreds of thousands of tapes
(you name the configuration)
a week, but others, started too
hastily by unknowledgeable
people, are falling by the way-
side.

Another problem is pilferage.
There are those who say that
pilferage is minimal, that if
somebody wants to steal a tape,

he'll do it no matter what
precaution is taken. Then there
are those who say that a cor-
rectly -packaged tape could con-
quer pilferage. One thing
seems to be certain: keeping
tapes under lock and key has
the same effect that records
under lock -and -key have-de-
creased sales.

Tradesters have taken steps
to help each other with the
burgeoning industry. One of the
steps has been the creation by
NARM of a separate convention

to deal solely with tape prob-
lems. At the recent Consumer
Electronic Show in New York
a tape symposium was held and
although no final decisions were
reached (they infrequently are
at such conclaves) many aspects
were weighed, the forum was
healthy.

A couple of indications of the
increasing permanence of tape
is the increasing mention of
tape at record sales meetings.
When new records are intro-
duced (or when new companies
are introduced) the release of
tape - usually simultaneously
with albums-is always stress-
ed.

Notable Development

Another notable development
over the last year or so is that
many record companies who had
been licensing their product to
tape manufacturers are now
making their own tapes and
tape manufacturers in order to
keep up the competition have
started record companies. A
variation of this policy is that
many managers will give record
right on their artist to one com-
pany and tape rights to another
company.

So all sorts of things are
happening to tape. Tune in next
year.

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Hyman Feels Pocketdisc Answer
To 'Lagging Singles Market'

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK -A man who
can dazzle the listener with a
shower of statistics, Frederick
L. Hyman, head of Ameri-
com and subsidiary Pocketdisc,
has plenty to say about what
his fifty -cent Pocketdisc can
do to boost what he feels is a
"lagging singles market."

"For anyone who wants to
look at the single market and
see where we've been, where
we are and where we're going,"
he told Record World last week,
"they have to see that a new
single selection media is need-
ed. If you want to produce
something that can be taken to
the market place and be profit-
able, which the 45 is not, we
happen to think we have the
answer in Pocketdisc."

"There's nothing wrong with
the 45 itself," Hyman conti-
nued. "The problem is simply
mismanagement in the whole
set-up which has led to the
lack of dealer support. And
what are the two necessities of
the business. You have to have
retail exposure and you have
to have the consumer buying.
If you don't have them, forget
everything else."

"I was surprised when I en-
tered this business to find out
how few people there were who
knew any of the statistics, who
knew anything about the peo-
ple they were selling their pro-
duct to. We've found out that
about 20% of the single records
moved in a year are stolen.
And that's a conservative esti-
mate. One retailer told me he
thought about 50% of his rec-
ord stock was stolen in the
course of a year. Now think of
it. If you want to sell a single
in today's market, you have to
price it at 590 or 640 to be
in competition. Now it costs
you 520 to get a record in your
store. You sell one and you
make seven cents. You lose one
and you lose 520. In other
words, for every one stolen,
you have to sell eight. Figure
it out. You can't make money
on the 45."

Hyman's Alternative
Hyman's alternative is the

Pocketdisc, which he plans to
sell exclusively through vend-
ing machines, placed in retail
outlets by the vending opera-
tor. Seattle has already been
test -marketed successfully and

Detroit is now the focal point
of tests -all in vending ma-
chines. "The retailer gets a
percentage of the weekly gross
and it's all net profit for him.
He can't lose money."

It's Hyman's aim to open 10
new markets this fall (they're
not decided upon) and have
vending machines in 10,000
spots by the end of 1970. Right
now the Detroit machines are
programmed (for top 40, ap-
proximately) from New York
and each machine is serviced
once a week, which gives Hy-
man what he considers the
most up-to-date chart informa-
tion available.

Twenty-four companies
(which means over 100 labels)
have licensed their product to
Americom, but a couple of ma-
jor companies are still hold-
outs and it's Hyman's concern
to get them to try his system.
Total selectivity, as he sees it,
is a must, if the new disk is to
catch with all buyers.

"Ten years ago, the average
age of the single buyer was
17.9. Today it's 13. And I can
tell you one thing. We have
statistics to disprove the old
adage 'If they want it, they'll
buy it at any price.' Many of
the kids of this age just aren't
buying records and the main
reason they give is price. And
if you don't get them in the
habit of buying at this age,
they'll never acquire the habit."

Lonnie Mack Is Back

Lonnie Mack, who was an underground hero before the term
was applied to rock, is now firmly above ground after smash per-
sonal appearances at San Francisco's Fillmore West and Thee
Experience in Los Angeles.

The legendary guitarist -singer was rediscovered by Elektra
Records producer Frazier Mohawk (nee Barry Friedman) who
happened upon Mack's sole album for Fraternity Records and
dug it. Elektra President Jac Holzman then sent producer Russ
Miller to hear Mack perform in a converted airplane hangar in
Fort Walton Beach, Fla. Elektra bought out the remainder of
Mack's contract with Fraternity as well as several unreleased
masters which Elektra plans to release next year.

Mack cut one album, "Glad I'm in the Band,"
for Elektra and it has been a quietly solid seller.

A second LP titled, "Whatever's Right," is now
scheduled for release Aug. 15.

But Mack's comeback didn't begin to gather
momentum until Bill Graham, impresario -owner
of Fillmore West and Fillmore East, entered the

/ picture. Getting an advance listen to Mack's forth-
coming Elektra LP, Graham booked him second

on the bill to Johnny Winter, July 1, 2 and 3 at Fillmore West.
Mack earned standing ovations all three nights.

Since then, Graham has added his weight to Mack's career by
handling club and concert bookings for him. Upcoming are ap-
pearances at San Francisco's Cow Palace, New York's Fillmore
East, the Seattle Pop Festival, the Central Park Music Festival
and fall appearances on the rock ballroom circuit in Boston,
Detroit, Chicago, Philadelphia and Miami.

All this is quite a change for Mack who up until February
was making the rounds of small bars and cocktail lounges in
the Ohio -Indiana -Kentucky area. After Elektra got him record-
ing again, Mack hooked up with his old drummer Ron Grayson
and David Byrd, who plays organ and bass, and with only four
rehearsals the band opened at Fillmore West and have been well -
received at every performance since then.

Mack's resurgence gives new meaning to that much -maligned
word "underground." The term used to apply to things that were
known and appreciated by a small group of people. In that sense,
Mack's Fraternity album was underground. Michael Bloomfield,
a fine guitarist in his own right, could not purchase the LP so,
instead, he goes up to KSAN-FM in San Francisco every week
or so to hear it.

Today, "underground" can mean five beared kids who play
rock-and-roll. It can mean an unpopular folk singer. It can ap-
ply to an unsuccessful songwriter.

The comeback, made by Lonnie Mack, serves to attest the fact
that what is musically good is not seasonal in nature or de-
pendent on a fad. It can be as good as 1969 as it was in 1959
and still be as good in 1979. It does not depend on gimmickry but
rather on solid accomplishment.

What are the reasons for the "sudden" success of musicians
like Mack? And even older, less ambitious people like Chuck
Berry, B. B. King, Fats Domino? Most assuredly, the major part
of their success can be traceable to their live performing ability.
All have been playing their instruments for a dozen years or
more. All possess a high degree of musicianship and each has
his own distinctive sound in an age where amplification obscures
individuality.

Not curiously, several rock groups with a long history of play-
ing together have also emerged as major stars-Creedence Clear-
water Revival and the Band, for two examples. Perhaps we are
moving toward an age when experience, stage presence and
uniqueness of sound will prove to be more important than freak
records.

Let's hope so.
Good records and subsequent better programming will result

naturally.

Out of Cambridge,
Massachusetts, comes nine-
teen -year -old John Compton,
poet -singer extraordinaire.
The author of over sixty songs.
Compton brings the golden
rush of purity to his music
with such intensity that the
only musician he is emo-
tionally comparable to is
Donovan. Yet he is very much
into his own thing: a style
as strange as it may sound
can only be defined as mid-
century American youth
facing emotional maturity.

He sings of those
moments when our lives
change and the beauty and
truth in his lyrics ring so
true because he sings them
from his own experience
and sense of truth.

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Newport Attendance/ PerformanceHit Highs
The 16th annual edition of

the Newport Jazz Festival
turned out to be unique in
many respects. Impresario
George Wein's usual jazz clas-
sic was this year turned into a
July 4 weekend of "now"
sounds.

The familiar lineup of jazz
heavies (Miles Davis, Dave
Brubeck with Gerry Mulligan,
Kenny Burrell, Freddie Hub-
bard, etc.) were joined by
some of the leading exponents
of the rock/jazz movement
(Blood, Sweat & Tears), as well
as pure rock and blues influ-
enced rock (Led Zeppelin,
Jethro Tull, John Mayall, etc.).
And there was more: B. B.
King's blues, Roland Kirk's
fusing of all the elements,
Johnny Winter and the Joshua
Light Show.

Quote from a Providence re-
porter: "Which group was the
Joshua Light Show?" And
there was rain. And there were
disturbances.

The most important aspect
of the festival, the music, was
most rewarding.

Guitarist George Benson
started things rolling with a
study in what good, straight -
ahead jazz is. Benson's solo on
"Don't Let Me This
Dream" was especially well
constructed. Sunny Murray's
group dished out a set of al-
most pure energy. The musical
content of the Murray group
was difficult for this reviewer
to determine, but there cer-
tainly was a lot of energy.
Kenny Burrell is always a vir-
tuoso, and this time the guitar-
ist swung delightfully, the way
he has for many a measure.

And there was Freddy Hub-
bard. Few will disagree with
the fact that Hubbard is one
of the most outstandingly in-
ventive trumpet players to
emerge on the jazz scene since
Miles Davis. Hubbard. always
finds new weaves and textures
in music; and he is one of the
reasons that jazz is still alive
and well. It was good to see
Anita O'Day again. Anita sang
several standards that de-
lighted the purists. And then
the rains came, and the rest of
the program had to be can-
celled.

The Friday afternoon concert
was a jam session that featured
Ray Nance, Howard McGhee,
Benny Green, Buddy Tate, Slam
Stewart, Jimmy Owens, Paul
Jeffreys, Eddie Jefferson, Brew
Moore, Cecil Payne and Kenny
Dorham. Seasoned veterans,
jamming as only they can.
Hosting the session was Jimmy
Smith. The organist was late

for the proceedings, but not too
late to get his licks in.

Highlights of the session in-
cluded Jimmy Owens' spiraling,
crackling solo. The 'crowd
seemed to feel that had Jimmy
had more time to develop that
solo it might have been one of
those spontaneous master-
pieces. Slam Stewart's bass
solo reminded one of his days
with Slim Gaillard when they
were Slim & Slam, and and
groovin'. Ray Nance's touching
violin solo had the whole group
offering a moving tribute to re-
cently deceased giant of jazz
Coleman Hawkins. Eddie Jef-
ferson rendered a vocal tribute
to Coleman, but even though
his intentions were touching,
his delivery was so insensitive
that it would have been better
left undone. All in all . . . jazz
for the purist.

Groups Do Their Thing
Friday evening's concert was

devoted almost entirely to the
contemporary rock sounds.
Steve Marcus, who might be
called jazz avant garde rock
(why do we all have this un-
reasonable need to categor-
ize?) leaped into action with a
strong, energetic, very real set
that drew emotional response
from many in the audience.
Jethro Tull was just mildly
short of magnificent. The group,
while drawing on elements
from jazz and the blues,
served driving, forceful com-
positions that drew a standing
ovation. Jeff Beck's set was
competent, but he can be so
much better.

The heroes of the night were
Roland Kirk and Blood, Sweat
& Tears. Kirk, virtuoso of sax,
flute, manzello, stritch, penny -
whistle, nose flute, etc., came
to play. Kirk got away from the
gate like gangbusters with the
pushing, gutsy delivery that he
is noted for, sometimes playing
two or more of the instruments
at once. At the end of Kirk's
set the audience was in a mild
state of frenzy, screaming
"more, more!" Nesuhi Ertegun,
VP of Atlantic Records, who
records Kirk, said that the per-
formance had been captured on
tape. Look forward to hearing
the performance on a future
Kirk LP.

Blood, Sweat & Tears com-
bines the best elements of jazz
and rock. A tight, screaming
brass section socks snappy ac-
cents to the singing of David
Clayton-Thomas from Canada
Thomas's soul/rock delivery
spiced with the jazzy brass sec-
tion is the epitome of the fu-
sion of jazz and contemporary

rock. "You Make Me So Very
Happy" and their newest single,
"Spinning Wheel," brought the
crowd to its knees, practically
begging for more. Roland Kirk
and Blood, Sweat & Tears would
have been enough for the whole
evening as far as the 22,000
in the audience were concerned.
Dazzling concert.

And then it was Saturday af-
ternoon. The Newport All -Stars
with George Wein at piano.
Vocalist Mavis Rivers. The
Mothers of Invention, whose
"Igor's Boogie" reached the
crowd. John Mayall's new
drummerless group. Mayall's
harmonica work was heavy.
Miles Davis' group was to per-
form sans Wayne Shorter, who
as far as anyone could tell
never showed up. Miles is now
more avant gardish than ever
before. The performance
brought mixed feelings from
this reviewer.

That evening's concert fea-
tured Brubeck with Gerry Mul-
ligan, Art Blakey's latest set of
Jazz Messengers, the tradi-
tional World's Greatest Jazz
Band featuring Maxine Sulli-
van's vocal seasoning. The
spice in the WGJB's slot was
Stephane Grappeli's electric vi-
olin work. Grappeli showed
much of the zing that used to
kick the Jazz Hot Club group
of France when Grappeli and
the great Django Rheinhart
were members. Gary Burton
showed the maturing and sea-
soning he has gone through
since he left the Stan Getz
group. Burton, always lyrical
(the tune he wrote for the Getz
group's theme song, "A Singing
Song," is a perfect example),
is now more forceful and cer-
tain in his delivery.

Just as Sly & the Family
Stone were warming up, the
rains came again. And with it
much of the headline -grabbing
confusion that caused some of
Rhode Island's city officials to
panic. As the rain fell many
of the box seat holders and
press section people abandoned
their seats to run for cover. The
kids saw this and, obviously
feeling that the "up front" peo-
ple were calling it quits, began
climbing over the fragile storm
gates to get to the better seats.
Similar occurrences took place
in the back of the field where
kids from outside began trying
to crash the gates and climb
over the high fences.

Somehow things got back to
normal and Sly and group got
to get on with their set, inter-
mittantly. What they got to do
was crisp and driving. They
just didn't get to do very much.

0. C. Smith gave the crowd ex-
actly what they came to hear
him sing, "A Woman, A Lover,
A Friend," "Little Green Ap-
ples" and more. Smith didn't
knock the crowd out, but he
gave a worthy performance.
James Brown Right at Home

Sunday belonged to soul
brother number one, Mr. James
Brown. Brown has one of the
tightest acts you're likely to
see in show business. A band
that responds to the clenching
of his fist or the tilt of his
head. And, the band can shout
with or without Brown. There
were four hip, swinging ladies
that didn't add much to the
show and Brown's protégé,
Miss Marva Whitney. But
again, Sunday afternoon be-
longed to James Brown. "Say
It Loud, I'm Black and I'm
Proud," "Please, Please,
Please," "If I Ruled the World,"
"Try Ma," "It's a Man's World"
and all the rest had the crowd
of about 8,000 dancing, hand -
clapping and generally groov-
ing. Brown socked it to them
as only he can.

Sunday afternoon George
Wein announced that Led Zep-

In
the classic line, Electrola rides
the waves high with their top
artists and conductors such as
Otto Klernperer, Sir John Bar-
birolli, Guiline, etc.

In contrast to Deutsche
Grammaphon - Polydor, w h o
have now established their
Polydor, Inc., in the U.S.A.,
Electrola plans no U.S.A. estab-
lishment, as they are and re-
main a solid part of the great
EMI international organization.

Also functioning is a closer

A&R team -up between their
EMI A&Rers, such as Ron
White, Wally Ridley (London)
and Bill Miller (Capitol) with
the Electrola International
A&R producers, so that EMI
thinking will be more available
to the key Electrola producers.
Closer production tieups are
set, too, such as Al Martino
being recorded in German, in
Germany; and other talented
EMI artists, plus recording as-
signments from EMI London
for Electrola artists to record
albums and material commer-
cially marketable for their spe-
cific territories.-Paul Siegel.

The Major Publishers'
Role in Promotion Today

By JIMMY IENNER

It's ironic that only a decade
ago the music publisher held a
tight grip on the reins of the
music industry.

You would probably be
amazed to learn that foreign
masters of hits were more often
than not placed by publishers
with their pet labels in the
U.S., and labels anxiously wait-
ed in line for publishers to
give them the hot writers' ma-
terial. And how many of us
remember -funny, I do; I was
only 13 at the time, and had
just gotten into the business -
the tremendous promotion pow-
er plus overhead? Music pub-
lishers maintained promo men
all over the country, and when
one wanted Bill Randle, Dick
Clark or Alan Freed, it was
generally the publisher who
could pull it off.

What happened? Indie la-

bels sprang up, publishers sold
out to labels and conglomer-
ates and too many major pub-
lishers sat around waiting for
Armageddon. About the most
anybody expected from a pub-
lisher was sharing in the price
of an ad.

But I think that some major
publishers are getting smart
and coming to realize the im-
portant role they play in the
business, and so is talent. Pub-
lishers have a vested interest
in creating copyrights and
catalogues. They have no time
limit to develop a hit, and they
don't give up. Take Donovan's
"Atlantis" for example.

Now producers and A&R men
are looking once again to pub-
lishers' promotion power when
they are ready to record their
songs. Peer Southern has built
and maintains a live promotion
force, headed by Andy Hussa-
kowsky, and has been able to
create a living relationship
with the djs.

The Isleys filmed
th  concert themselves and are
currently negotiating for tv
di dribution of a 90 -minute
special.

Involvement in every aspect
of their career has brought
success to the Isley Brothers.
"If we just started a label and
hired people to do everything
for us, then it wouldn't prove
anything," said Kelly Isley.
"You've got to have full con-
trol."

The Isley Brothers-Kelly,
Rudolph and Ronnie-wanted
to do their own thing and the
results have proved them more
than capable. In just 41/2
months of active operation,
their T -Neck label has sold
nearly 5 million records.

"We're happy to be working
with Neil Bogart and Buddah
Records," Ronnie said. "Bud-
dah handles all our distribu-
tion which leaves us free to
concentrate on making records.
They're a young company and
they're still growing fast so
they understand what we're
going through. Buddah has al-
ways been with us 100%."

Within a very short span of
time, T -Neck Records has as-
sembled a formidable talent
roster. The Isley Brothers have
released two singles, "It's Your
Thing" and "I Turned You On"
and the "It's Our Thing" LP-
all chart -toppers - and they
have another album on the way.
The Brothers Three scored with

The Isley Brothers recently
signed and produced organist
Dave "Baby" Cortez. His first
T -Neck LP has just been com-
pleted. Also on the way are al-
bums and singles from the Pri-
viledge, a vocal group, and
Clara Ward and the Ward Sing-
ers, the famous gospel artists
who were signed by the Isleys
after their electrifying per-
formance at the Soul Brothers
Music Festival. Singer Joyce

who in 1966 gave a Command
Performance for the Queen of
England, in 1967 sang at the
White House for the President
of the United States and the
Prime Minister of Japan and
in 1969 awoke the Astronauts
in space with his recording of
"The Best is Yet to Come," was
given a singular honor on a re-
cent weekend at Caesar's Pal-
ace when he sang for 100 rep-
resentatives of radio from
across the country.

NASHVILLE - Aurora Pub-
lishing, Inc., newly -formed
Nashville corporation, an-
nounced it will establish the
nation's first Country Music
Wax Museum here.

Displaying full life-size fi-
gures honoring the stars of
the past and present in the
country music world, the Mu-
seum will represent an invest-
ment of "several hundred
thousand dollars" when com-
pleted. It is expected to be open
to the public by early 1970.

The announcement came
from Roupen S. Gulbenk, Aur-
ora President, following ap-
proval of the plans during a
special meeting of the board
of directors this morning. He
said ultimately the Museum
will show the entire history of
country music "in impressive
tableaux featuring more than
100 figures magnificently dis-
played."

While the exact location of
the Museum was not an-
nounced pending completion of
arrangements, Aurora has neg-
otiated a lease on an existing
building near the Grand Ole
Opry House - and work will
get under way immediately on
renovations.

The Museum will be design-
ed as a unique tourist attrac-
tion in Nashville, known as
Music City, U.S.A., and "will
be a tremendous asset to the
community, the Country Music
industry and to the thousands
of visitors who come to Nash-
ville each year."

The idea for the Country Mu-
sic Wax Museum was present-
ed to Aurora by Thurston

Moore. "I had planned this
Museum for many years,"
Moore said, "and now is the
time for it."

Moore originated "The Coun-
try Music Who's Who," which
he sold recently to Record
World. He is retained as Edi-
tor -in -Chief of the country mu-
sic annual.

Gulbenk said, "Mr. Moore
will be a consultant and ad-
visor to Aurora in the Wax
Museum project. He already
has been a real asset to Aur-
ora and we plan to avail our-
selves of his counsel and ad-
vice in the development of the
Country Music Wax Museum."

Named to a special commit-
tee which will be in charge of
planning and development of
the project were Edward J.
Shea, Aurora Vice -President;
Jack Stapp, a member of the
board of directors; Dominic de
Lorenzo, Executive Vice -Presi-
dent -Publisher of the company,
Gulbenk and Moore.

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Archival Plans Revealed
By Country Music Foundation

NASHVILLE - In an an-
nouncement made this week by
the Board of Directors of the
Country Music Foundation on
behalf of the Library & Media
Center of the CM Hall of Fame
& Museum, a program of ar-
chival development, library ex-
pansion and an affiliate rela-
tionship with the Joint Uni-
versity Libraries was unveiled
as part of future development
plans.

According to Edwin S.
Gleaves, Library Consultant for
CMF, the program, which has
been praised by local librarians
in addition to the academic
world, will be one to hold in
high esteem. It will be "organ-
ized and attractive," he said.

Providing additional space
will be one phase of the Expan-
sion Program, while it will also
initiate an affiliate relationship,
making available 1,200,000 vol-
umes to scholars as a back-up
collection for research in the
field.

The Joint University Li-
braries (JUL) of a collection
from Vanderbilt University,
George Peabody College, and
Scarritt College. At Peabody
alone, the music library offers
14,000 volumes, all relating to
the field of music.

Dr. Frank Grisham, JUL Di-
rector, said he would estimate
the combined libraries to con-
tain approximately 20,000 books
in the music field.

Grisham has also been asked
by the Board of CMF to serve
as Building Consultant for
planning and construction of
the CMF Library Expansion.
Developing the building pro-
gram is Gleaves along with
Thomas Warren, while Grisham
will specifically represent the
interests of CMF with the ar-
chitect and the eventual con-
tractor. Contracts will be let
soon.

It was Grisham who worked
out the affiliate relationship
with the JUL Board of Trust,
and through his efforts, a pro-
gram has been established
whereby the libraries could
make available their invaluable
collection to organizations such
as CMF for an established fee.

Grisham points up that the
Library of Congress (now offi-
cially called the National Li-
brary) shows indication of
gxeat enthusiasm about the
project, which undoubtedly
will attract hundreds of schol-
ars to this central -location for
study in Music City. He com-
mented, "This will make the
Hall of Fame a centralized re-

search area, as well as a spe-
cialized library in its field."

Further relating, Grisham
made clear that it was to be-
come part of what he termed
an "Information Network" to
be listed in the Nashville Union
Catalogue, whereby a central
listing would show all volumes
in such institutions as Fisk
University, Tennessee State,
the Nashville Public Library
and its branches, and the Meth-
odist Publishing House, as well
as the JUL.

The existing 5,513 square
feet of space, as well as an-
other 2,035 square feet, will be
utilized in the physical expan-
sion program of the Library &
Media Center of CMF.

Already Approved by Board
Already approved by the

CMF Board, ambitious plans
include a technical processing
area, a librarian's office, secre-
tary's office, reading area;
stack space for phono-discs,
video tapes, sound tapes, and
back volumes of serial publi-
cations; a staff lounge, confer-
ence room, archives for CMF
(placed under maximum secur-
ity) and other features. Blue-
prints indicate an excavation
under a portion of the rear
parking lot of the existing
building.

Three 50 -foot lots on Divi-
sion Street, directly behind the
Hall of Fame and Museum,
were purchased earlier this
year by the CMF. At that time,
attorney Richard Frank, repre-
senting the Foundation, related
that nine doctor of philosophy
candidates were already at
work on their theses in the li-
brary, emphasizing the need
for expansion. Harold . Hitt,
Treasurer of CMF, also gave
indication at that time that ad-
ditional future construction
would come, probably within
the next two years.
