ord Association (JPRA), record 
production in 1974 (from Janu- 
ary to December) amounted to 
181,659,406 copies, six percent 
more than the previous year, 
with a total value of 132,424,268,- 
000 yen, 23 percent more than 
the previous year. 

Singles 
The production of singles (17 

cm) was 91 million copies, five 
percent more than the previous 
year, and amounted to 31,800 
million yen in value, seven per- 
cent more than the previous 
year. Japanese singles produc- 
tion showed a six percent in- 
crease in volume and was up 
eight percent in value over the 
previous year, while foreign

million copies 

records dropped down one per- 
cent in volume. The ratio of 
singles production to total rec- 
ord production was 50 percent 
(Japanese 43 percent - foreign 
seven percent) in volume and 24 
percent (Japanese 21 percent- 
foreign three percent) in value, 
following a decreasing trend 
which has emerged over the 
past few years. A slight decrease 
in 17 cm 33 rpm records was 
shown, with a four percent drop 
in volume compared to the 
previous year.

The production of 30 cm rec- 
ords has continued to increase, 
amounting to 83,340,092 copies 
in 1974, eight percent more than 
the previous year, and surging to 
97,817,709,018 yen in value, 31 
percent more than the previous 
year. The ratio of 30 cm records 
to total record production value 
was 74 percent (Japanese 37 
percent-foreign 37 percent). 

The production of Japanese 
records increased 25 percent in 
value against the previous year, 
while foreign records increased 
21 percent. The increase of 30 
cm Japanese records was espe- 
cially remarkable, with an 11 

percent jump in number of 
copies and a 38 percent gain in 
value. In past, except 1969, the 
production of 30 cm foreign 
records had been greater than 
that of Japanese, but in 1973 
this trend abruptly stopped. A 
comparison of Japanese and 
foreign record production shows 
that the annual total production 
was 60 percent to 40 percent. 

Annual Music Tape 
Production 

Music tape production has 
made rapid increases since the 
beginning of domestic manufac- 

turing in 1966, owing to the ex- 
pansion of distribution networks 
and stocks. This rapid growth, 
however, gave rise to excessive 
competition and market confu- 
sion, resulting in a decrease of 
production in 1971 and 1972. 
Efforts were made to normalize 
the market at the beginning of 
1973 and demand constantly in- 
creased until production again 
showed an increase. The energy 
crisis at the end of the year, 
however, presented serious 
problems to the tape industry, 
which owes 50 percent of its 
total sales to the private car 
owners. The problem was car- 
ried over to 1974, causing a re- 
duction in the production of 
cartridges. As a result, total

Number of Foreign Labels 
Released in Japan 

Since several years ago, the 
popularity of foreign pops has 
been noticeable, especially 
among the younger generation 
in Japan. This has brought about 
an increase in foreign record 
production, forcing Japanese 
record companies to add new 
labels to facilitate increased 
foreign record releases. Japa- 
nese music fans can now en- 
joy the records of most major 
labels from around the world.

Ownership of Stereo and 
Tape Recorders 

Stereo ownership has spread 
to 47 percent of the population, 
and tape recorders are also 
owned by 47 percent. The great 
demand for this hardware means 
an enlargement of the basis of 
demand for records and music 
tapes. But it is also true that the 
widespread use of home record- 
ers increases private music re- 
cording from radio or records, 
which has an adverse effect on 
the sales of commercially re- 
corded music.

Export: Total record exports 
in 1974 reached 333,186,000 
yen, 31 percent more than the 
previous year. However, the 
difficulty of the internationali- 
zation of Japanese music 
must be still pointed out, con- 
sidering the large amount of 
consumption in Japan. Main 
importers of Japanese music 
in 1974 included America 
(113,410,000 yen, 59 percent 
more than the previous year), 
Hong Kong (100,100,000 yen, 
18 percent more than the pre- 
vious year) and Australia 
(45,930,000 yen, 83 percent 
more than the previous year). 

Import: Foreign record im- 
ports in 1974 were 3,105,192, 
000 yen, 122 percent more 
than the previous year. The 
increase has given rise to 
competition between import- 
ers and Japanese record 
manufacturers. The problem 
is being carried over to this 
year. 

Artist Debuts in 1974 
Three hundred and fifty-one 

new recording artists debuted 
between January and December 
in 1974, showing a marked de- 
cline from the number of acts 
which appeared in 1973 and 
1972. The decreasing trend 
reflects Japanese companies 
policies emphasizing quality

FCC Seeking Precise Definition 
Of 'Obscene & Indecent' Language 

By MICHAEL SHAIN 
(This is the conclusion of a two-part series on obscenity, the FCC 

and the use of frank language on records. This installment deals with 
the new legal questions involved in "indecent language" on the air, 
how the FCC is moving against it and the prospects for success in 
the courts.) 
IL The broadcasting of "obscene and indecent" language is a violation 
of Title 18, Section 1464 of the U. S. Code, punishable by a prison 
term of not more than two years and fines not exceeding $10,000 
for each offense. Even without a criminal indictment, the law 
empowers the Federal Communications Commission to revoke an 
offender's license to broadcast if the charges can be proved. That's 
a steep price to pay for a slip of the tongue or even for the use in a 

song of words that have become an accepted part of everyday speech. 
And in fact, only a handful of people have ever been convicted for 
it in the law's 40 year history. Still, the precise meaning of those 
words "obscene and indecent" is open to wide interpretation and, 
for that reason, is the focus of an important controversy brewing 
today at the FCC. 

The chairman of the FCC, Richard Wiley, agrees that the language 
of Sec. 1464 is vague and he wants Congress to change it. As well, 
the FCC is moving in the courts to have its own definitions of 
obscene and indecent stamped with judicial approval. All in all, the 
FCC's actions add up to a governmental effort to clearly mark the 
bounds of acceptable programming on the air-if such a demarkation 
is possible-and signals its intentions to move against those who 
violate its standards. (Continued on page 311)

Anti -Piracy Law 
Set in Alaska 

JUNEAU, ALASKA - Alaska 
became the 31st state with an 
anti -piracy law when Governor 
William A. Egan signed Senate 
Bill 153 into law. 

The new statute punishes the 
manufacture, sale, offer of sale 
or advertising of unauthorized 
reproductions of sound record- 
ings by a fine of up to $1,000 
and/or imprisonment of up to 
one year. It also calls for the 
confiscation of the unlawfully 
reproduced recordings and re- 
quires that the name and full 
address of the manufacturer of 
a sound recording and the name 
of the actual performer or group 
be clearly and conspicuously 
disclosed on the outside cover or 
jacket.

At a time when, theoretically, 
young adults should have drastically limited funds 
to push across the counter for concert tickets, it 
seems that rock's biggest attractions are all pack- 
ing their bags and taking to the road. And getting 
away with. it. The following is a rundown of ac- 
tivity on the tour front in the last week alone ... 
Elton John, as you probably know, has been 
booked to play Dodger Stadium, the first rock act 

to do so since The Beatles in 1966. Other stops now include Phoenix, 
San Diego, Las Vegas (he beat Alice to it!), Tuscon, Denver, Salt Lake 
City, Portland, Oakland, Vancouver and Seattle; tickets to these shows 
should sell out in less time than it takes your columnist to crank out 
one of his master pieces ... Paul & Linda McCartney weren't in town 
last week just to buy vegetables at the Farmer's Market ... Led Zeppe- 
lin is definitely confirmed for two days of outdoor fun and frolic at the 
Oakland Stadium, August 23rd and 24th. Tickets will be $10, with 
support provided by Joe Walsh and the Pretty Things. We'll have fur- 
ther dates for you by this time next week ... Rod Stewart & the Faces 
are expected to be named as co-stars of the Loggins & Messina dates 
in Anaheim (August 30th) and San Diego (August 31st). You can look 
for this kind of major co -billing, initiated by the Beach Boys/Chicago 
tour, often in the coming months as a concession to tight pocketbooks. 
And speaking of packages, due to the staggering response in ticket 
demand for the Robin Trower/Fleetwood Mac/Peter Frampton/Dave 
Mason/Gary Wright show at Oakland Stadium on August 3rd, a sec- 
ond show has been scheduled for August 2nd ... Cat Stevens is ne- 
gotiating a tour for the fall, when he'll also release a new album .. . 

It's believed that Alice Cooper may have an eye toward a European 
tour in the fall . .. Following El's success at Wembley, another 
concert is being booked at the London venue for August 23rd, quite 
possibly to headline the Who ... Doobie Brothers' singer Tom John- 
son is expected to be back in the saddle for the group's fall tour, 
which might also feature the assistance of the Memphis Horns. And 
with Steely Dan not touring (they always were nonconformists), key- 
boardist Mike McDonald has become a more -or -less permanent mem- 
ber of the Doobies, and has already written one song for their next 
album ... And, in what might just be the most exciting roadshow 
of them all, talk has been floating around about a live Phil Spector 
presentation. It would supposedly feature something called the Wall 
Of Sound Orchestra, with Phil himself conducting, and a revue -like 
format highlighted by Dion (whose new album Phil has just finished), 
the Crystals (whose new material Phil may produce) and Jerri Bo Keno 
(a "voice right out of the subways" according to Phil and whose "Here 
It Comes And Here I Go" is reconfirmation of Spector's trademark 
production genius and looks to be a smash in England). More on this 
and other Spector triumphs next week. 

BITS & PIECES: When Barbra Streisand inquired as to what the 
Rolling Stones' intentions were regarding her security when she 
came to see them perform at the Forum, one Stones tour official is 
reported to have offered to surround her with twelve hairdressers in 
bikinis ... Mick Taylor's association with Jack Bruce's band est fini ... 
The Lynyrd Skynyrd homecoming concert at the Jacksonville Colis- 
seum turned out to be a rather ugly reunion. When Ronnie Van Zant's 
throat began bleeding (he'd just had his tonsils removed) after the 
second number, he was forced to the sidelines and the band at- 
tempted to carry on without their lead singer. The crowd, apparently 
doubting the seriousness of Van Zant's affliction and the band's prom- 
ise to return for a free show two weeks later, went crazy and started 
trashing the stadium, in the process destroying the band's equipment 
and lights and beating up every available policeman. One observer 
at the police station commented that the cops coming back from the 
concert looked like soldiers returning from the losing end of a world 
war.

Bartell's Music Magician

(The following interview with 
Rochelle Staab is the first in a 

series of Record World profiles 
on women in radio.) 

LOS ANGELES - One of the 
industry's most powerful radio 
chains is Bartell Broadcasting, 
consisting of WOKY (Milwaukee), 
KCBQ (San Diego), KSLQ (St. 
Louis), WMYQ (Miami) and 
WDRQ (Detroit). Rochelle Staab 
is the person who keeps it all 
together as national music coor- 
dinator. Ms. Staab refers to her 
title as "coordinator rather than 
director because I coordinate all 
the record information that comes 
in from around the country and 
make sure our stations do the 
right thing." She reviews the sur- 
veys of all the station's from begin- 
ning to end, and from the results 
of the latest ratings the right 
thing is being done. "The thing 
that really counts," she told 
Record World recently, "is how 
we are going to do sales -wise, 
and sales -wise we are going to 
do fantastic everywhere but in 
Miami." 

Market Knowledge 
Ms. Staab's knowledge of 

markets extends from coast to 
coast and border to border. 
"Every market is a situation in 
itself; it's so hard for people to 
believe that a record can be 
number one at one station in our 
chain and never be added at 
another station in the chain, but 
the reality is that each station has 
its own little world," she stated. 
"Each market is its own little 
world and that's how we deal 
with it. The information of hap- 
penings in other markets might 
be a tie -breaker on a marginal

LOS ANGELES - Monte Kay, 
president of Little David Rec- 
ords, and Ben Hurwitz, vice 
president in charge of marketing, 
have announced that Little David 
will provide full promotional 
services to all college radio sta- 
tions regardless of size.

record but it really doesn't 
mean anything otherwise." 

Detroit 
Ms. Staab adds that even in 

some markets, different stations 
are in different situations. "In 
Detroit, CKLW and our own 
WDRQ are a good example," 
she said. "CK covers almost 1/4 
of America; we cover Detroit 
and are interested in only the 
activity of music in Detroit, in 
downtown Detroit and surround- 
ing areas. CK's views are a little 
different and we have two dif- 
ferent playlists. It's hard to be- 
lieve we're both in the same 

city, but we both research the 
market in the way we think it is 

right." 

Research 

Ms. Staab and the music 
directors of the individual sta- 
tions work long and hard each 
week to make their music 
decisions. She is a strong be- 
liever in the system that is help- 
ing the Bartell stations succeed, 
but feels that too much emphasis 
and fear are involved in music 
decisions: "There is nothing 
wrong with researching music 
and knowing what's going on 
with the music on your radio 
station. It saves you a lot of 
tuneouts; it makes you relaxed 
in knowing that the music on 
your radio station is really, 
really good. If you really have 
your research together, you 
don't have to worry about it for 
the rest of the week. I'm plain 
and simply more comfortable 
now with the music on our chain 
than I've ever been before be- 
cause we spend so much time on 
it. Our music directors have four 
solid days of research ahead of 
them as they start each week. 
They have one day to see record 
people and four days of real 
hard research every single week. 
When we finish doing our music, 
we know the things we are doing 
are right because there are 
reasons behind what we're do- 
ing. That's just music though, and 
radio has to be other things also."

THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY 

Nat Weiss on Counseling the Stars 
By IRA MAYER 

IN Nat Weiss prides himself on a 

multi -faceted involvement in the 
music industry. A lawyer (one half 
of the firm Weiss & Meibach), he 
represents many rock artists as le- 
gal counsel, manages the careers 
of Mahavishnu John McLaughlin 
and Tony Williams, among others, 
and is founder and president of 
Nemperor Records - distributed 
by Atlantic. In addition, Weiss has 
also acted on various occasions in 
such capacities as promoter and 
producer. In this Dialogue, Weiss, 
who is disappointed in the lack of 
new energy or excitement in re- 
cording acts and who believes 
that the next Elvis Presley or Beatles will be guided by someone inex- 
perienced in the ways of the music business, presents an overview of 
the projects in which he is currently involved as well as a few of the 
practical guidelines he observes in his various endeavors. 

Nat Weiss 

Record World: Your reputation in the industry is really one of being 
a great negotiator. Are there any secrets you would care to divulge? 

Nat Weiss: There are no Kissingers in this business. The only 
standard I go by in any negotiation is to strike a fair contract for the 
artist. There are no secrets in this business with respect to artists' 
contracts. The most important thing is to negotiate a contract that 
anticipates the possible success of an artist, so that you at least are 
providing an incentive for the artist to record and he can be happy 
with the results of his success. The art of negotiation does not imply 
raking a record company over the coals. It implies making a deal that 
is eminently fair to both the artist and the record company, and all 
the publishing companies. That's what it's all about. 

RW: At this point how important is it to include a publishing deal 
in a record contract? 

Weiss: I am personally opposed to involving publishing contracts 
with record companies. I know it happens but they are two separate, 
distinct talents and functions, even though one promotes the other. 
I think that a request by a record company for publishing is over- 
reaching. In any negotiations, to the degree that I can, I resist it. 

RW: What is the ideal publishing situation from your point of view? 
Weiss: The deal depends on the nature of the artist. If the artist 

is a singer/songwriter (and perhaps I'm a bit naive in saying this, 
but it seems to be the case in the last few years), then the ideal 
thing would be for the artist to own his publishing and find a major 
publisher to administer the publishing. If the artist is a prolific writer 
and writes more than he records, then it might be a good idea to 
have a major publishing company publish his material and thereby 
promote his entire catalogue. There are some artists who are just 
barely able to write enough tunes for their album, and in essence 
their album is their demo for the rest of the industry. 

RW: What about in the case of an instrumentalist, like John 
McLaughlin? 

Weiss: Well, that sort of thing is still in its infancy. It's more in 
Europe than in America, that groups are beginning to do material 
of jazz rock artists and getting those kind of covers. That's beginning 
to happen. I would say the same applies for instrumental music now. 
I found with respect to John McLaughlin, a major publishing company 
works his catalogue and we've been very happy. 

RW: Jazz and now jazz-rock, has always found acceptance in 
Europe before here. 

Weiss: Jazz rock groups-that's a phrase that was just put together 
to cover the fact that there was no category for a jazz artist playing 
amplified music, or a rock artist playing long instrumental improvisa- 
tional music, so they created that nomenclature. Jazz in the '50s 
and the '60s was much more popular in Europe than in America. I 

think Europeans are much faster to accept American jazz-rock because 

very little has emanated from Europe. The first one to go over there 
was probably Tony Williams' Lifetime, the Mahavishnu Orchestra and 
Chick Corea, followed by Herbie Hancock and others. And the Euro- 
peans, because of their deep respect for jazz, accepted them a lot 
faster than the Americans did. But when the Americans take to 
something, it escalates a lot faster. 

RW: Let's talk about that kind of escalation in the United States-the 
building of a career of the Mahavishnu Orchestra, for example. 

Weiss: The Mahavishnu story was a bit of a special thing. I first 
became involved with him when he was separating from the Tony 
Williams' Lifetime. That was not based on musical difficulties or 
personality difficulties because they are all still very good friends. 
It was just that he wasn't getting any real acceptance. So when we 
put together the first Mahavishnu Orchestra, my only feeling at the 
time was that John was an extraordinary guitarist who was doing 
something very new, and legitimately new in that it was not derivative 
of Eric Clapton, B.B. King or anyone else. There were some slight 
resemblances or some slight influences with Jimi Hendrix, but he was 
not imitating Jimi Hendrix, he was doing his own thing, and John 
was coming from another mainstream of guitar playing. And at that 
time in '71 there was a void with respect to guitar style. 

John's writing, which he was developing in the '60s, was very 
fresh and new and had something new to say. The concept of an 
electrified jazz-rock group was new. There was resistance initially, 
but then the presence of all that instrumental virtuosity began to 
work. That is people began to accept the fact that there was no 
vocalist because the instrumentalists were replacing the vocalists as 
a focal point in stage performance. And so it gained acceptance and 
like with rock groups, things begin to follow a pattern. Then came 
Chick Corea's success, which we were somewhat involved with. And 
then came others and I think the field has grown and will continue 
to grow. It still isn't as universal as AM rock -oriented music, but its 
market is certainly 10 times what it was in 1971. It is no longer a 
cult type of music. It has great universal appeal. 

There are no Kissingers in this busi- 
ness. The only standard I go by in any 99 
negotiation is to strike a fair contract 
for the artist. 

RW: Eventually, will singles start to take hold? 
Weiss: There was a single with Herbie Hancock which was very 

successful. And there was a lot of airplay on a single Stanley Clarke 
put out. There is definite acceptance to a certain degree of this 
kind of music. People can relate to it. No one feels it's esoteric any 
longer. And there's now a much greater appreciation of instrumntal 
playing. So that's very encouraging. 

RW: How many other people do you actually manage? 
Weiss: Well, I've just worked on putting together and I'm handling 

a new Tony Williams' Lifetime, because I believe that Tony Williams 
is one of the very greatest and most innovative drummers around- 
also a great writer. And the group is not derivative of Chick Corea or 
Mahavishnu. It has its own statement and its own sound and is very 
exciting. So that's been my most recent effort from the managerial 
standpoint in the jazz-rock category. I don't handle people to similar 
degrees-some people, we manage, some people I work with other 
managers on, some people I have signed to my label to make records, 
which are personal projects that I work on. So there must be about 
10 people. 

RW: How did Nemperor come about-the word, the companies, 
the label? 

Weiss: Nemperor Artists, my management company, was estab- 
lished in 1966 by Brian Epstein and myself. We don't trade on the 
fact that Nemperor once had something to do with The Beatles. But 
the original Beatle management company was Nems Enterprises,

The first "Disco Disc" single 
release in this new 12 -inch, 
331/3 rpm format will be "Mel- 
low Blow," the instrumental 
track by Barrabas, from their 
forthcoming Atco album, "Heart 
of the City," featuring the flute 
and sax work of Tito Duarte, 
and produced by Fernando 
Arbex. The track was mastered 
at Atlantic Recording Studios in 
New York for the 12 -inch ver- 
sion, which will be serviced 
exclusively to discotheques by 
Doug Riddick, Atlantic's director 
of national disco promotion. 

Technical Aspects 

From a technical standpoint, 
the new 12 -inch, 331/3 rpm 
"Disco Disc" offers significant 
sound improvement over con- 
ventional 45 rpm singles, 
especially when listened to over 
high -quality playback equipment, 
according to the label. The 
widening of the groove across 
the disc allows for higher re- 
cording level and increased 
volume without distortion. 

DISC FILE 
(A weekly report on current and upcoming discotheque breakouts)

Two albums now available to disco Dis as white -cover advance 
pressings-both scheduled for commercial release by the end of 
this week-present two very different sides of the European Eclectic 
disco sound. From Spain (but recorded in Nueva York), there's 
Barrabas, long established as one of the hottest disco groups, now 
ready with their most solid album to date, "Heart of the City" (Atco). 
"Mellow Blow" is the knockout cut-a loose, airy, completely hypnotic 
instrumental that picks up where Creative Source's "Corazon" left 
off. Immediately put on the new top 10s supplied this week by Tom 
Savarese (12 West) and Bobby Koprowski (Kenny's in Getty Square, 
Yonkers, New York), "Mellow Blow" is also the first single release 
scheduled from the album. Other cuts are in the more familiar 
Barrabas style, though here the sound is more consistent and attractive 
than ever before; in particular, check out "Family Size" and "Check- 
mate." The other album out this week is Silver Convention's debut, 
made in Germany and titled, not surprisingly, "Save Me" (Midland 
International). At its best, the group, three girls identified only as 
Ingrid, Wilma and Monica, sounds like Love Unlimited (though they 
are limited to spare chorus work throughout) backed by an MFSB- 
styled outfit. The sound may not have a lot of variety, but it is 

delightfully light and ecstatic, with a fine use of strings and sweet 
vocals. Tom Savarese chose "Fly, Robin, Fly"-at 5:31, the album's 
longest cut-for his top 10 this week, and Tony Gioe from Hollywood 
was most enthusiastic about "Another Girl" (the next single) and 
"I Like It" which, with "Save Me" (at 4:25), covers the whole first 
side of the album. "Tiger Baby" on the other side can also be 
recommended for dancing and the whole album is perfect for 
at-home atmosphere.

According to Bud Katzel, vice 
president and general manager 
of Avco Records, Washington, 
D.C. and Oakland, California 
were the two markets selected 
for the special promotional ef- 
fort, the first step of which was 
to arrange for an outdoor ad- 
vertising campaign by Environ- 
mental Advertising of America, a 

firm responsible for selling 
Media Kiosk display advertising 
space on outdoor litter disposal 
containers in the two cities.

Window Displays

were made on key stations in the 
areas and were backed by print 
ads in local newspapers. Finally, 
the promotion department 
secured airplay and station list- 
ings on the single, "Can Give 
You Anything (But My Love)," 
from the album. 

The key to this approach, as 

Katzel explained, was to use the 
outdoor advertising technique in 
tandem with every other means 
at the label's disposal and to 
coordinate the timing of the ef- 
fort so that it all came together 
simultaneously.

NEW YORK - This week the 
Bolshoi Opera, 450 strong, is 

completing a four -week engage- 
ment at New York's Metropolitan 
Opera House. The importance of 
the run and the company is such 
that operagoing will never quite 
be the same in this city again. 

Those of us lucky enough to 
have attended a good many of 
the performances have learned 
much about the Russians feel for 
their history and the Slavic voice. 
We have also learned what a real 
repertory theater is, where a 

major singer changes his voice 
and personality to suit a variety 
of roles. And the company, com- 
posed entirely of Soviet artists, 
has emerged as one of the 
"deepest in the world. The term 
does not refer to depth of voice 
-the Russians, oddly enough, 
have not offered many sensa- 
tional basses-but to the strength 
of casting. 

True the repertory-Eugene 
Onegin, Boris Godunov, Pique

Damp, War and Peace, Proko- 
fiev's The Gambler and a new 
opera, The Dawns Are Quiet Here 
-is in the main the golden dozen 
of operas in any Russian opera 
house. But even if every fledgling 
Russian singer grows up singing 
this music, the number of singers 
who can sing a variety of roles is 

incredibly impressive. 
More important over the long 

run, however, has been the joy- 
and the word is not used lightly- 
of hearing the commitment and 
love of making music that has 
consumed this company. The 
chorus and orchestra, two of the 
best groups in the world, sing 
and play each performance accu- 
rately and with fire. There seem 
to be no slack nights, no casual 
off performances. One can easily 
say that this tour has been 
stressed as politically important, 
the players are under strict disci- 
pline, etc. But art generally obeys 
politics only on the surface, and

which was Brian Epstein's company. Their cable address in England 
was Nemperor. And Brian did have a company in England called 
Nemperor Artists (I think it came from some comment in one of the 
Liverpool papers). 

So when we were looking for a name Brian suggested using 
Nemperor Artists of America, thus the management company has since 
been Nemperor Artists. Then we had a company called Nemperor 
Music which did some of our publishing. The last Cat Stevens tour, 
which was done through one of our companies, was called Nemperor 
Presentations. So when it came to the name for a record company, 
after we examined all the other names, we thought we would just 
be consistent and keep it in the family. 

RW: What was the advantage of forming your own record company? 
Weiss: Well, it gave me another vehicle for more personal involve- 

ment in the music business. Instead of signing people to other label's 
I could be involved personally in the making of the records, be 
involved somewhat in the promotion of the records. I can't do it 
like our distributor Atlantic does-because they do a very effective 
job-but it involves me on a personal level with the artist in putting 
together the artist for the record. We work on the conception of the 
record-it's just not straight ahead reproductions of what's going 
on onstage. And it was just something else to do in this business. 
You just don't want to negotiate deals and manage artists and book 
tours forever. You want to get more personally involved, particularly 
if you have a feeling for what you're doing. And that was genuinely 
the basis for it. 

It's been small during the last year and it may come off as trying 
to look somewhat elitist, which I don't want it to be. I want it to 
be elite without being elitist. I want it to be good and hopefully have 
some commercial success. My real aim is to utilize all my other 
involvements towards making record's. But I want to broaden the 
base of making records. We're going to make five more records 
before the year's end and I certainly don't want it to be an exclusively 
jazz-rock label. Jazz-rock music when it's good is so good that you're 
just motivated and tempted to want to make those records and just 
hope that they can sell. But I also want to be involved with rock and 
roll music, folk music and anything else that's just good. I want it 
to be a competitive, good label. 

RW: Can you be more specific about those five albums? 
Weiss: We're making an album with Tommy Bolan, who I think 

is a great rock guitarist and has just become lead guitarist in Deep 
Purple. But he's under contract to us. Jan Hammer is doing a new 
album that I think has commercial potential, based on a conceptual 
version of the Seven Day's of Creation called "The First Seven Days." 
It's not a pretentious thing. Jan is a great musician in his own right 
and there have been so many synthesizer -based albums, some very 
good and some I thought just really pretentious, but this is an album 
that combines great writing and his virtuosity as a performer. 

The danger is that you don't want it to come off sounding like a 
movie score or as TV music, but just to be a great record in playing 
and in writing, and it's getting to be that way. There is a group from 
San Juan, Puerto Rico that I've signed called Raices, that we're going 
to record. It's sort of a Brazilian jazz-rock sound. Then we have a 
record being made by Lenny White, who's the drummer with Chick 
Corea. And that's very exciting. Finally we have Stanley Clarke's new 
album which has been a long time in the conception stage and is 
just about ready for the studio. And I'm still listening to lots of tapes, 
going to a lot of auditioning hoping to find someone else. 

RW: In terms of live concerts, you've been quoted as believing 
it's better to have a full club rather than a partially empty Carnegie 
Hall. 

Weiss: I can't take full credit for that. That's really 'something that 
Brian Epstein taught me: that it is much better to create a feeling of 
demand, that it is much better for an artist to play in a venue that 
may be too small for him and sell it out and create a demand for his 
presence. Unfortunately, today, the business has changed to a degree 
where an act has a hit single they want to play Madison Square Garden. 
And what they do is just capitalize on a single; they never build a firm basis for themselves as an act. There's a difference between a 
record and an act-a hit record and a hit act. There's a lot of dues 
paying and a long building procedure to make an act, as opposed 
to promoting a single record. It's much better to build and create 
a demand than just to go out and try to capitalize on one record's 
success. 

RW: How hard is it for someone like Tony Williams to start that building process all over again?

The Joneses' Sound Is Disco Dynamite 
NEW YORK-Discos are for 

dancing, but at the Factoria Wed- 
nesday evening (18), listening, at 
least for awhile, was the main 
item on the agenda. The Joneses 
(Mercury) opened their four day 
stay with a show designed to 
highlight their talents as a bur- 
geoning factor on the disco music 
scene. 

Prior to their New York appear- 
ance, the Joneses engaged in 
some major act revamping and re- 
vising. Depleted by the departure 
of three original members, the 
group returned to full strength 
with the addition of a trio of com- 
petent new principals, Jimmy 
Richardson, Freddie Rue and 
David Evans. The "new" Joneses 
acquired a backup ensemble 
which in turn got itself a lawyer 
and became the Joneses Incorpo- 
rated. All these permutations and 
combinations seem to have ac- 
complished their objective, for the 
Joneses brought an infectious vi- 
tality to their Factoria perform- 
ance. 

Though they came formally at- 
tired, the group was open and 
outgoing, almost to a fault, spend- 
ing time on introductions of group 
and band members that could 
have been better spent musically. 
Relying for the most part on ma- 

terial from their "Keeping Up 
With the Joneses" album, the 
quartet opened with "Hey Babe," 
with original Jones Harold Taylor 
handling the lead vocals, period- 
ically utilizing an echo chamber 
for a Barry White-ish effect. A 
pleasing rendition of the Stylistics 
"You Make Me Feel Brand New" 
followed, and then, saving the 
best for last, the group let loose 
with "Sugar Pie Guy." 

If their live set is any indication, 
the Joneses and their corporate 
comrades are infused with an en- 
ergy and enthusiasm which can 
only serve to put their future off- 
erings near the top of every 
knowledgeable disco deejay's 
playlist.

Rumor of the Week: The Rolling Stones are planning a version of 
Shirley (And Company)'s "Shame, Shame, Shame" for their next 
album. Mike Jagger fell in love with the song while preparing for 
the group's Tour of the Americas and may yet work it into their 
stage act before that tour runs its course. 

And don't overlook Angelo Bond's powerful debut album, 
"Bondage" (ABC), beautifully written and produced by Bond and 
McKinley Jackson and containing a devastating show biz biography, 
"He Gained the World '(But Lost His Soul)," the story of a singer from 
his beginning in a gospel choir ("Every Sunday he sang a solo/That 
made the sisters shout and cry") to his end in a hotel room ("Cause 
of death was unknown/At least that's what the paper said"), plus 
the sadly overlooked but moving "Reach for the Moon." Bond's 
lyrics on much of the album approach Smokey Robinson's in 

intelligence and precision (and that's one of the best things I could 
say about any songwriter), particularly on "Man Can't Serve Two 
Masters," "Eve," "I Never Sang for My Baby" and the two cuts already 
mentioned. Even though it's more for listening than for partying, 
"Bondage" is this month's left field favorite. 

We seem to have gotten ourselves into something of a controversy 
over the Ritchie Family's enormously successful single, "Brazil" (Which 
jumped into the Disco File Top 20 at number 11 this week). Our 
report two issues back of Sonny Casella's claim that he was the 
record's producer prompted a letter from a lawyer on behalf of the 
credited producer, Jacque Morali, and the French -based Can't Stop 

Productions, headed by Henri Belolo. Casella, the letter informs us, 

only booked studio time (at Philadelphia's Sigma Sound) for the 
"Brazil" session and introduced Morali to several musicians who 
played on the record. For this he was given the "Special Thanks" 
credit we noted. A talk with "Brazil's" arranger, Richard Rome, 

confirmed this basic story but pointed out the difficulty of assigning 
credit when a number of people are creatively involved on a single 
project. For our part, we regret our involvement in this whole 
matter to begin with and offer apologies and best wishes to all 
concerned. 

Feedback: Among the new records on this week's batch of top 
10s, aside from those already recommended here like "Do the Choo- 
Choo," "Hollywood Hot" and "Scaredycat," are "Happy Brazilia" 
by James Last (a cut on a European Polydor album called "Beach 
Party"), which Tony Gioe describes as "an uptempo 'Gut Level' with 
breaks" -oh yeah? -and, on Babby Koprowski's list, a tight little 
instrumental called "Solid Funk" by the Funky Boys (RCA), a German 
group which we can also recommend . . . Gioe was also raving 
about an import by someone named Moon Williams titled "Suspicious 
Love" (DJM, in England), which was first brought to my attention 
by Sheldon Smith, a DJ who occasionally plays at the Adams Apple. 
Though it may not be, in Gioe's word, "flawless," the record is sharp, 
well produced and to the point: "Suspicious love is the worst kind 
of love that you can think of." MCA has picked the record up for 
the American market and expects to have it out this week.... Tom 
Savarese suggests "Take a Trip to the Islands," a wonderfully evocative 
cut on the new Chi -Lites album ("Half a Love" on Brunswick), for 
a refreshing change of pace. We also like "When Temptation Comes," 
which is more in the trademark Chi -Lites style and quite nice. . . . 

Louis Schneider from Casablanca, the upper west side one, in New 
York brought by a copy of the only Latin single I know of that runs 
six minutes and is market "For DJ and Disco Play." It's "La Batalla 
de los Barrios" by Orquesta Tipica Novel (on TR Records), the group 
that won Latin NY magazine's award for the best charanga band 
of the past year, and is should be checked out. Also for Latin lovers: 
the steamy, jumping "Cucula" by Celia & Johnny (Vaya) -Celia Cruz 
and Johnny Pacheco, that is -obviously a hit. 

Recommended: Revelation's "Get Ready For This" (RSO), my 
favorite single this week and a Norman Harris -Allan Felder production 
(with Jemore Gasper). The message, delivered with a gospel fervor: 
"Take a stand/Stand up strong/ Help yourself/Get ready for this." 
Also: "You and I" by Joe Anderson (Buddah), who sounds pleasantly 
like Al Green on this sweet and slow hustle number; "Ain't Got No 
Love" by Milt Matthews & Uprising (Bryan), a good combination of 
disco production and Memphis -style vocals (somewhat reminiscent 
of the Staple Singers sound) -arranged and mixed by Bert deCoteaux; 
and Barnaby Bye's unusual "Can't Live This Way" (Atlantic), now 
out as a single.

The lat- 
ter has the now defected Vish- 
nevskaya as Tatiana and her hus- 
band Mstislav Rostropovich con- 
ducting. It finds Vladimir Atlantov 
as Lensky. One of the real dis- 
coveries of this tour, Atlantov has 
a brilliant, clarion spinto tenor, 
capable of great refinement. 
Though some of the mezza voice 
singing seems less steady than 
ideal, he has taken the Slavic vi- 
brato and restricted it in a pleas- 
ing manner to Western ears. And 
as a basic Gherman or Dmitri, his 
Lensky is extraordinary. The title 
role is sung by Yuri Mazurok, a 
wonderful baritone who has a 
tenor's high notes. His voice rich

addition to any company in the 
world. 

Mazurok can also be heard on 
Angel's Pique Dame as Yeletsky, 
and he sings just as well. On this 
recording Irina Arkhipova sings 
Pauline, who has one of the most 
beautiful arias in Russian opera. 
Though Miss Arkhipova is not 
on the tour-she is presently ap- 
pearing with the Paris opera-her 
vibrant mezzo has long proved a 
saleable quality in the West. 

War and Peace 

Columbia entered the Russian 
opera field last fall with the now 
famous recording of War and 
Peace. Most of the Soviet singers 
of the present engagement are 
not to be found on this recording 
because it was made a dozen or 
so years ago. But Vishnevskaya, 
Arkhipova et al, as reported in 
this column when the recording 
appeared, reveal to the general 
record buyer one of the best 
modern operas brilliantly sung. It 
is incredibly exciting, with marve- 
lous solos and chorus work. The 
best seller of all Russian opera, of 
course, is Boris Godunov. Its best 
recording, a Western one on Lon- 
don, suffers from Herbert von 
Karajan's slow conducting, but 
the Slavic singers make it a ne- 

cessity for any record collector. 
No one has ever sung Boris' mu- 
sic more exquisitely than Nicoli 
Ghiaurov. 

How does all this relate to the 
retail seller? At this exact period 
most of the music magazines and 
national magazines dealing with 
music will be loaded with Bolshoi 
stories. The company leaves New 
York at the end of this week and 
spends two weeks in Washington 
at the Kennedy Center before re- 
turning home. 

Increasing Sales 
With all the talk of Russian op- 

era and Russian singers, all the 
reviews and favorable impression 
of the opera among operagoers, 
record stores might increase sales 
by opening these recordings and 
playing some of them in the 
store. 

The final choruses of War and 
Peace, the letter scene of Eugene 
Onegin (Act I, scene two), the 
Duel scene in the same opera, the 
next to the last scene in Pique 
Dame and the Coronation scene 
in Boris are all exciting music, 
beautifully sung. All the writing 
has increased interest in those 
turned on to opera. If they hear 
the music, they may add to their 
collections.

Weiss: It's not easy to accept and that's why I admire him, because 
he has accepted that. He has to win his audience. There's no difference 
in my own mind in building an artist or in the politician getting 
elected. A politician will not get elected by one appearance on 
national television. You've got to use the old grass roots whistle-stop 
philosophy that Harry Truman used. You want to get elected, you go 
out and you work and you see everybody. You have to play to your 
audiences in any venue where you can play, you have to open to 
any act that you can get an opportunity to open for as long as they 
bring an audience for you to present your music to. 

There is no such thing as overnight success in this business. The 
overnight successes have been around for 10 years, the public has 
discovered them at the last minute and says, "Where did they come 
from?" Tony Williams and everyone else have to accept the constant 
playing of clubs-that's what clubs are there for-and they have to 
keep playing clubs to a certain level. They have to open to acts even 
though they feel they are musically superior to those acts. They have 
to respect those acts that have the audience following, and be happy 
that they have the opportunity. You still have to build in the same 
way. I think any act that goes up too fast is going to come down 
that fast. Acts that are built on hype are going to be deflated that 
quickly too, because the ultimate test is their album. The music has 
to make it. All the ads in the world can't make anyone buy a record. 

RW: Is it really advisable to play before any audience, regardless 
of compatibility among the acts? 

Weiss: Occasionally there's a real wrong audience. Sure, we've 
had the experience. But there are always people who are going to 
walk away and feel that they've discovered something. And hopefully, 
you get a compatible booking. Sometimes a compatible booking 
doesn't mean putting two jazz-rock groups together. That may be 
too much of the same. I think you have to think in terms of a boogieing 
audience or a listening audience and things like that. I can see folk 
and jazz doing very well together because they're both listening 
audiences. I wouldn't put on an avant garde jazz group with the 
Rolling Stones. ©

Not one of your typical, 
everyday occurences, to say the 
least. Yet, upon closer examina- 
tion, it all fits together perfectly, 
for the warm and intimate 
atmosphere that A&M recording 
duo the Captain & Tennille 
created at a recent (27) Reno 
Sweeney appearance would 
have dissipated at a larger boite. 

With Toni Tennille on piano, 
the Captain -Daryl Dragon-on a 

variety of keyboards, and the 
expert drumming of Christopher 
Augustine, an extraordinarily full 
sound emerged from such a 

spare group. And though the 
title "Captain" leads one to be- 
lieve that someone with that 
labeling would be the helms - 
person, it is clearly Tennille, with 
her magnetic charm and never- 
ending smile, who sets and leads 
the onstage performance. 

Special Sentimentality 
Apropros of a special senti- 

mentality that seems an integral 
part of their pop personality, the 
set kicked off with the tune that 
they had pressed themselves be- 
fore being signed to A&M, the 
song that initially attracted the 
label to them, "The Way I Want 
to Touch You."

In order to write the complete story on the development of Latin 
music in New York I would need several of my columns.

Those were the days 
in which the important labels were only releasing foreign material 
and nobody really worried about the sound of New York, the musicians 
or even considered recording locally. They were totally neglecting 
the superb talents residing in New York. I was really frustrated when, 
suddenly, I attended a rehearsal session in the Bronx in one of those 
cellars where great musicians used to exhibit their unhappiness and 
frustrations, but also created through their suffering. When I left the 
place I was convinced that it was going to happen. One man was 
making it possible. He was keeping the flame alive. He was rehearsing, 
producing and fighting. Some called him crazy. He was planning for 
the future. He saw what others couldn't see; he heard what others 
couldn't hear. Because of his productions some pianists, bongoseros, 
flute players, arrangers and musicians are famous today. He had 
fantastic friends and terrible enemies. Today, some of the ones he 
really helped have already forgotten about it. Others still consider him 
a genius. Today he is fighting again. He released, on his new label 
(Montuno), a new group: Tambo. With the same enthusiasm and

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Obscenity Laws Controversy 
For one, recording artists-especially those who write and record 

songs with questionable lyrics or titles-it could mean the end to 
airplay for their music. 

Most radio stations will maintain strict policies concerning the use 
of language which might be considered offensive. But a shift in public 
standards on what is "objectionable" has allowed such songs as Bob 
Dylan's "George Jackson," and the Jefferson Airplane's "We Can Be 
Together," both containing "obscene" language to become regular 
airplay items. But if the FCC has its way, those two popular numbers 
and others like them will be specifically banned from the air. 

In the last year, the FCC has been under strong pressure from 
Congress and citizen groups to sweep the air of programming (TV 
shows as well as records) that would not have been broadcast several 
years ago. FCC chairman Wiley's job depends, in part, on responding 
to these types of Congressional complaints, and he is taking direct 
steps to show that he is acting. 

Several months ago, Wiley announced that he would ask Congress 
to revamp the obscenity in broadcasting law. Foremost, he wants 
to make sure that TV is covered by the statute. At present, the law 
says the "utterance" of an obscenity is a violation and Wiley wants to 
see the word "depiction" added. But perhaps more importantly to 
radio and record people, he wants to see the statute taken out of 
the Title 18 and put back under the Communications Act. That 
move will effectively shift the burden of enforcing the law from 
the Justice Department-which has been reluctant to prosecute under 
so vague a statute-back to the FCC, which presumably might use the 
law more often. 

And when the FCC found WBAI-FM, a New York non-commercial 
station, guilty of violating the FCC's own obscenity regulations, the 
move was in fact the commission's third attempt to find a test case 
for its ability to censor "indecent language"-simply put, dirty words 
-from the air. The FCC had fined two other radio stations, WUHY-FM 
in Philadelphia and WGLD-FM near Chicago, for airing what it con- 
sidered obscene language in 1970 and 1973. It had hoped the stations 
would take the commission to court. Neither apparently had the 
stomach for a long and expensive court battle and paid their small 
fines without challenge. 

But WBAI decided to strike back. The station had aired a recorded 
comedy monologue by George Carlin called "The Seven Words You 
Can't Say On Television" during a late afternoon program. The routine, 
they argued, had "socially redeeming importance"-the test for 
obscenity set up by the Supreme Court in the early '60s-and the 
FCC was therefore infringing on the station's First Amendment rights 
to free speech. 

At the time the FCC slapped WBAI, it also issued its working defini- 
tion of "indecent language." The FCC policy said that language 
describing "sexual or excretory activities and organs" was not allowed. 
It qualified its policy by saying that the time of day during which 
the language was broadcast also played a part in whether it was 
indecent or not. For instance, the FCC suggested, if the Carlin cut 
had been played late at night instead of at 4:30 in the afternoon, it 
might not have found the station guilty. 

Nonetheless, it was this definition that the FCC wants tested in 
the courts, for if the commission is upheld it will codify once and 
for all what is permissible on the air and what is not. And no matter 
how much the ethics or style of music and American culture change, 
those words-"sexual and excretory activities and organs"-will be 
set in law. 

There is a very tricky legal question involved in the WBAI incident 
that goes beyond whether or not George Carlin and others can use 
certain references on the radio. The fine point here is what dis- 
tinguishes "indecent" language from that which is "obscene." The 
Supreme Court has held in the past that the First Amendment does 
not protect an individual's right to see obscene films or buy pornog- 
raphy and the like. The "local community" is allowed to decide 
what is obscene-under the so-called Miller v. California definition of obscenity-and can ban it. That right to censor obscenity is also 
clearly the FCC's according to that decision. 

The difference here is that the Carlin routine was not found to be 
obscene because it did not "appeal primarily to the prurient interests. 
The routine was just words, after all, not a description of the sex 
act. The FCC said in it's ruling that the Carlin routine was "indecent," 
a word that has never been defined by the courts. And it is on this 
point that the test lies. 

A recent Supreme Court decision, though, could put the WBAI 
test case in jeopardy. Just last month, in an unrelated case, the 
Supreme Court decided that a Jacksonville, Fla. law banning films

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with nude scenes from drive-in movies was unconstitutional. The city 
couldn't ban any movie as long as it was not obscene. (Nudity, in and 
of itself, the high court said several years ago, is not obscene.) If 
someone driving past the screen was offended by the site of an unclad 
body, the court said, he would simply have to turn his head away. 

That decision has had some fairly important ramifications on the 
FCC's case against WBAI. If the commission could not find the Carlin 
routine legally obscene, could the station then argue that all the 
listener had to do was turn the dial? That the FCC had no right 
censoring what it could not prove was obscene? 

If the FCC decides to go through with the litigation, it will appar- 
ently have to argue that the ears are a more direct sense than the 
eyes and that it is impossible to turn your ears away like you can do 
with your eyes. It seems like a pretty thin point on which to rest a 
case before the Supreme Court, which is where this dispute will likely 
end up in a couple of years. 

Chairman Wiley says he is "carefully looking the [Jacksonville] 
decision over," to see what approach the FCC will take in court. 
"My basic decision to go ahead with the case still stands though," 
he emphasized. 

In the meantime, those who are writing the FCC complaining about 
the questionable lyrics of today's hit songs will continue to receive 
a mimeo -ed, three -page form letter reply which begins "This material 
is intended to be responsive to complaints." The form letter goes 
on to tell the complainer in minute, legal detail, why the FCC can't 
move against these practices as yet. In the end, the FCC's form reply 
says by its length even more than its actual message that you are 
now dealing with a bureaucracy. And things never move very fast 
within a bureaucracy. The WBAI case will be in the courts for years 
to come and with it the government's efforts to censor records from 
the air.

BTO, Climax, Seger Fine at Forum 
LOS ANGELES-A multicolored 

neon sign flashed B -T -O with hyp- 
notic regularity as Bachman - 
Turner Overdrive (Mercury) took 
the stage in their latest appear- 
ance at the Forum. 

The band, firmly established as 
a consistent charttopper, geared 
up to cruising speed with "Roll 
On Down The Highway," which 
featured Blair Thornton's fuzz 
guitar work, slightly submerged 
in the mix. From ttere, BTO kept 
the rock 'n roll coming, playing 
note -for -note reproductions of 
their best known recordings, fol- 
lowing a long-standing formula. 

Randy Bachman, the Over- 
drive's lead guitarist, and bassist 
C.F. Turner alternated their sing- 
ing chores, with Randy's smooth- 
er vocals the more appealing of 
the two. The interesting textural 
contrasts of "Rock Is My Life" 
were given added dimension by 
Rob Bachman in a confident dis- 
play of drumsmanship, and the 
double leads of "Free Wheelin' " 
(a salute to Duane Allman) were 
impressive. 

The recent smash, "You Ain't 
Seen Nothin' Yet," didn't fare as 
well-somewhere the tune de- 
veloped timing problems. But 
"Let It Ride," from "BTO II," got 
the audience on its feet, where 
it remained for the rest of the 
show, which included the crowd's 
favorite, "Takin' Care Of Busi- 
ness." 

Immediately preceding BTO, 
was the Climax Blues Band (Sire), 
whose sound encompasses a large 
measure of rock and some zesty 
jazz interludes, in addition to their 
blues format. 

Guitarist Peter Haycock kicked 
the set off with a rousing boogie 
lead to "All The Time In The 
World," a tune captured on vinyl 
not too long ago on Climax's 
"FM Live" Ip. Later, the group's 
other featured member, Colin 
Cooper, vividly showed off his 
low voice on "Good Times," 

which was consummated by his 
spirited clarinet interplay with 
Haycock's guitar. Also solid were 
John Cuffley on drums, Derek 
Holt on bass and Richard Jones 
at the keyboards. 

"Usin' The Power,"a compell- 
ing rocker in the vein of Chicago's 
first works, received a strong re- 
sponse. The group returned with 
Jimmy Reed's "Coin' To New 
York," which featured some fanci- 
ful scat -singing by Haycock in 
imitation of his guitar notes. All 
the while, Cooper kept his harp 
pulsing in steady punctuation, as 
the other members got their licks 
in. 

Bob Seger (Capitol), who has 
survived a few changes of musi- 
cal direction and a modicum of 
label -jumping, has re-emerged in 
fine form indeed. Accompanied 
by his Silver Bullet Band, who 
cooked feverishly from beginning 
to end, Seger sang in a naturally 
gruff voice, with an obvious and 
infectious enthusiasm. 

His brand of thumpy, beat - 
oriented rock 'n roll that surfaced 
in 1968 with "Ramblin' Man," is 
back again with the new material 
from "Beautiful Loser." The title 
track, which recalls John Fogerty, 
was a standout, as was "Kat- 
mandu," whose message of alie- 
nation ("If I ever get out of here, 
I'm goin' to Katmandu") is simple 
and appealing in the manner of 
rock's early teen anthems. Catch 
him if you can.

George Morgan Dies 
NASHVILLE - Country enter- 

tainer George Morgan, a star on 
the Grand Ole Opry for 27 
years, died July 7 at Baptist 
Hospital here after undergoing 
heart surgery on Wednesday, 
July 2. Morgan had a heart at- 
tack while repairing an antenna 
on the roof of his home on May 
26. The singer was 51. 

Morgan was best known for 
writing and recording "Candy 
Kisses" in 1949, a year after he 
joined the Opry, a song which 
sold a million copies.

First 'Fan' Award 
Planned by GMA 

NASHVILLE-Ballots are to be 
mailed to associate members of 
the Gospel Music Association for 
their selection of the first "fan" 
award to be presented by GMA 
on Sept. 29, 1975, according to 
Marvin Narcross, president. All 
members listed in the associate 
category as of June 1, 1975, will 
be eligible for a ballot.

stage. 
Over 100 press representatives 

were there to cover the event, 
held this year in the town of 
Liberty Hill, whose population is 
around 280 during "normal" days. 
Neither the hot Texas sun beating 
down, a quick, heavy rain that 
suddenly came up or the fact that 
the seating area consisted of a 
huge, grassy field stopped the 
crowd from swelling in size until 
it covered acres of area and had 
traffic backed up for miles around. 

Taping 
Beginning at noon with Willie 

doing a short set and ending the 
next morning as the sun was 
coming up, the "picnic" was an 
amazing collection of rednecks 
and hippies, mainly from Texas, 
who whooped, hollered and 
stayed lively during the whole 
event. The event was taped by 
Columbia for possible release as 
an album. 

Afterward Nelson was served 
with a notice from the town of 
Liberty Hill stating that he had 
broken several rules concerning 
numbers of people gathered and 
time limits for the marathon 
event. 

The first year that the Fourth of 
July event was held -1973 - it 
was on a hillside in Dripping 
Springs, with the next year's event 
held over three days in College 
Station, Texas. This year's was the 
largest and had the least number 
of incidents. One of the highlights 
of the picnic came after the rain, 
around 6 p.m., when the canvas 
covering the stage collected too 
much water and was in danger of 

Benton Mural Unveiled By Hall of Fame 
NASHVILLE - A six-foot by 

ten -foot mural painting entitled 
"The Sources of Country Music" 
was unveiled recently at the 
Country Music Hall of Fame and 
Museum. The painting, which 
was commissioned in 1973 by the 
Country Music Foundation, was 
the last work of the distinguished 
American artist Thomas Hart 
Benton. Benton died in January 
of 1975, only hours after com- 
pleting "The Sources of Country 
Music." Though finished, the 
work was unsigned and un- 
varnished. Varnishing was com- 
pleted after the death of Benton. 
The work remains unsigned. 

Influences 
The painting depicts Benton's 

interpretation of the musical and 
cultural influences which pro- 
duced the blend of musical styles 
defined today as "country 
music." The painting includes 
figures of square dancers, old- 
time fiddlers, ballad singers, a 
blues singer, and a singing 
church congregation. The work 
also suggests some of the non- 

musical influences-such as the 
railroad and riverboat - which 
were important to the thematic 
content of early country music. 
The image of the cowboy figures 
prominently in the work for two 
reasons: the importance of 
country music and the fact that 
the painting is dedicated to the 
memory of the great singing cow- 
boy, Tex Ritter. Ritter, along with 
record -producer Joe Allison, was 
one of the first indivduals to 
urge that the Country Music 
Foundation contact Benton re- 
garding the project. 

The unveiling ceremony at- 
tracted many to the Country 
Music Hall of Fame and Museum, 
including associates of the artist 
from the Kansas City area. Ran- 
dall Jessee, long-time friend of 
Thomas Hart Benton, provided a 

personal remembrance of the 
artist. Alan Jabbour, head of the 
folklore project of the National 
Endowment for the Arts, spoke 
on behalf of that organization. 
NEA provided partial funding for 
the commission. 

collapsing. A cowboy-one of the 
security personnel-walked on the 
stage, pulled a pistol from his belt 
and fired into the canvas, allow- 
ing the water to run out and re- 
lieve the pressure as the crowd 
cheered wildly. 

An exact account of those 
present is impossible as the gate 
personnel stopped selling tickets 
around 4 p.m. when the number 
had reached 50,000. After this 
time, the decision was made by 
Nelson and his manager, Neil 
Reshen, to allow the rest of the 
crowd to come in free. Merchants 
in the Liberty Hill area reported 
selling out nearly their entire 
stock. 

'Willie Nelson Day' 
Before the event, Texas Gov- 

ernor Dolph Briscoe had pro- 
claimed July 4 as "Willie Nelson 
Day" in that state. Nelson had 
appeared just before the event 
with the Dallas Symphony as well 
as in other sell-out events around 
the state. His first Columbia al- 
bum, "Red Headed Stranger," 
and first single, "Blue Eyes Crying 
In The Rain," have just been re- 
leased. Nelson is planning a ma- 
jor tour to promote the new prod- 
uct in the near future.

Jim Christofferson now PD'ing at KFOX (Long Beach, Cal.) ... The 
IRS says that they are most definitely looking into the record industry, 
and they say that deejays who talk will be granted immunity. What 
they're saying is that those who have been on the take won't be 
prosecuted if you 'fess up; there will be prosecution for perjury. Any- 
way, the FCC isn't too happy about the blanket immunity statement. 

Jay Diamond moves to WZAP (Bristol, Va.) as music director . . . 

John Scott moves into WQYK (Tampa, Fla) ... Buddy Ray will emcee 
the National Truck Rodeo in Indianapolis in August when he gets 
another night off from WWVA . . . Jay Douglas moves from KXEL 
(Waterloo, Iowa) to WJLJ (Tupelo, Miss.). Joining him will be Tony 
Couch from WMOP (Ocala); Terry Best, upped to ND; Warren Garling, 
production dir.; and Dan Burk, coming in from WQOX (Memphis). 

KJJJ (Phoenix) has a line-up showing PD Cliff Haynes, MD Larry 
Barwick, Kit Carson, Red Skylar, Gary Bender and Tim Tyler. The 
station is heavy on the modern country sound and, according to 
Waylon Jennings, Phoenix is a city with an entirely different attitude 
toward country music. Sales are highest among the "new sound" of 
country, with small sales recorded in the field occupied by the more 
traditional acts. Larry Barwick feels this might well be caused by the 
mid -twenty average age in the market, and the fact that the city is 
so new that it really has no "culture" of its own. The station charts 
40 records, has an extra list of around 24 and uses 25 albums a week. 
KJJJ is of the opinion that they'd rather have a large number of 
winners of small prizes as opposed to one or two big winners. They 
use the request line as a gauge of popularity and find that about 30 
percent of their requests are for chart records. 

The content of the KJJJ chart is quite different from the national 
charts, with more evidence of the uniqueness of the market. There 
are 32 signals in Phoenix, many of which are tied into a police alert 
system for the broadcasting of stolen car reports. Stealing cars seems 
to be a pretty normal way of life since the station frequently broad- 
casts as many as nine reports in a three hour period. Tying in with 
the Jud Strunk record, KJJJ recently gave away the "two biggest 
Parakeets in town," and reports excellent response. Visiting artists 
are honored with a "day" of their own, set up for studio interviews, 
and usually it is all accompanied by giving away 25 of that act's 
albums. The John Moritz -managed station operates with a two person 
news team at 910, with a 24 hour 5kw signal.
