This, CKY and CKX have
done sinee these stations were establish-
ed, not merely aceepting ready-made
programmes but on occasion initiating
pxperiments in education by radio which
were new in Capadian broadeasting.

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When Mnnty Crashed at OHenburg

Monty was late, Twelve hundred offi-
cers and other vanks of the Third Cana-
dian Division, the Royal Navy, the Bri-
tizh Army, and representatives of Mili-
tary Government detachments in the
area sat waiting in Radio City Music
Hall, Oldenburg, wondering what had
detained him. Monty wasz to speak to us
{for thirty minutes at 1145 hours on
Apgpzt 22nd, (1945) and here it was
1150 hours and the man who had launch-
ed giant military offensives with aplit-
gecond timing wasz five minutes overdue,
Then came the shock.

A brigadier mounted the stage and
announced that the Field Marshal's
plane had erashed at the nearby airport.
No-one seemed to have been seriously
injured, but the Field Marshal had been
ruzhed to hospital for a check-up. The
hour which followed was the longest I
can recall spending in any theatre, for
there was nothing to relieve the mix-
ture of monotony and anxiety, and we
dared not leave to file a news story or
geck morve particulars for fear we might
mizs Monty's entrance.

At last he came, wearing the familiar
battle dress, limping slightly and with
adhesive tape on both hands, He still
wore the famous black beret from the
tank corps, a headgear which emphasiz-
ed the prominence of his nese, A keen
genge of humour twinkled in his eyes
amd plaved about the “laugh wrinkles”
on his cheeks, There was no mistaking
the man who had matched wits with
Bommel and made the world sometimes
forget the gprimness of his battles in cer-
tain sporting aspectz suggestive of a
hig game hunt.

There were no preliminaries. Monty
stood in the centre of the stage and
aaid in matter-of-fact tones: *“I must
apologize for the delay, but I am lucky
to be here at all as my plane is a com-
plete wreek™, He then proceeded imme-
dintely with his speech, holding his sides
oz if adding sepport to the tight strap.
ping in which we learned the medicos
had bound him, We knew he had not
come all the way Terom hiz headquarters

at Bad Owenhausen to talk trivialities,
nor wers we disappointed,

In an easy informal style he spoke
{first about the war and why the Allies
had won it, “In 1941 it did not seem
possible that we could win'. The enemy
had made some bad mizstakes, among
which were the attack on Russia and
Japan's descent upon Pearl Harbour.
Another enemy  error waz  that the
Wagiz, having lozt the advantage in
Normandy, decided to continue fighting
gouth of the Seine instead of pulling
back to the north, By December, 1944,
they had equipped new divisions, which
was “a creditable performance”, but
then they lost the great counter-offen-
sive against the Americans in the Ar-
dermes and thus were prevented from
turning on Russia. The next blunder
was in deciding to fight the Battle of
Germany west of the Rhine instead of
eazt, “losing 2o tervibly in personnel
and materiel that the situation was bad
beyond recovery™,

When War was Won

Tt was interesting to hear the Field
Marshal tell vs just at what moment
nf the war in Europe he knew that we
Bad won. Said he, “T knew when we
were lined up at the first of March that
the end of the war was in sight. How
soon depended on how guickly we could
crosz the Rhine. Onee we were over the
Tthine and foreing mobile warfare upon
Germany, victory was neav., It soon
came, and the remarkable thing then
was the way in which our armies turn-
ed over from fighting to the tasks of
Military Government.”

Still pre=sing hiz hands to his hips as
if movement of his body were painful,
Monty carvied on with his speech, bring-
ing many chuckles and bursts of ap-
mlauze from the audience as he describ-
ed with humorous =sallies hiz Jdutiez as
eombined military and civil administra-
ior. Then, in serious vein, he turned to
the problem of food,

Germany had little food, and the pros-
pects for the coming winter were very

3
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grave. The average ration was eleven
hondred calories per day. Our own, he
said, averaged four thousand., “T am ad-
vized that the minimum necessary to
epstain life iz fifteen hundred and fiftw
calovies daily”, The coal shortage im
Germany was aggravated by the fact
that the miners were not gpetting enough
food. The lack of heusing accommeoda-
tion  was another problem, “People
won't have sufficient resistance against
disease. An outbreak of influenza might
sweep Europe, and under-nourished pe-
ple would die like flies. T am deveting
great attention now to what I eall ‘the
battle of winter.” Monty twmed them
to matters of leave and repatriation—of
very deep concern te the troops at that
time—and concluded with a tribute to
the assistance given by the overseas
countries of the Empire “without which
Britain eould not have eome through'.

1 have heard Monty accused of
“showmanship”—a quality not usually
approved by stuffed shirts who lack it.
Perhaps showmanship is the word fov
hiz abundant personality: it might he a
keen sense of the deamatic. Whatever
it is, we should be thankful when it is
found in men upon whoze knowledge and
judgment we are depending in a conflict
whoze outcome will decide ouor future
way of living or our continuing to enjoy
life at all. Such incidents az the weasr-
ing of a sergeant’s beret should be cher-
izshed, with Winsten Chupchill’s V-sigm
and cigar, ameng the things which were
light relief in men who devoted Immea-
surable energies and intellects to extri-

Following the meeting, some of us
hurvied over in our jeeps to Numhber 14
Canadian General Hospital, to which the
Field Marshal was rushed for further
pxamination. We quizzed the doctors
and learned that X-rays had diselozed
that Monty had chipped a piece from his
gecond  lumbar vertebra, suffered cots
on both hands, amd a sprained ankle. In

staff car to General Chris Vokes" head-
quarters at Bad Zwischenahn where he
awarded decorationz to a number of
Canadian troops,

ALEXANDER HENRY BUILDS A FORT AT PARK RIVER

By A. DACK.

Scene near Morden, Manitoba

The present article iz based upon facts
taken from a study of Alexander
Henry's “Journal”. Henry kept a de-
seriptive diary for a pevied of fifteen
vears, For a peried of 85 vears it lay
buried among dusty wvolumes in the
library at Ottawa, In 1885 the Journal
was examined, re-edited and published
by Elliott Coues of New York, celebrai-
ed author of books on adventure and
histury dealing with the explorers Pike,
Lewiz and Clark and David Thompzon.

This famouz journal deszeribez inci-
dents, travels and historical data of the
Pembina, Red River and Souris country,
during the period from 1798 to 1815—
Weather conditions, drought and 1lood
are deseribed from wear to year. It iz
the first authentie data of Stanley and
Ehineland conditions previous to  the
vear 1870,

Henry's journal began in the fall of
1788, when he was stationed at “White
Mud® Fort on the White Muod river
{Gladstone, Man,). He takes horse-back
rides to Portage la Praivie Fort. He
mentions the great scarcity of animals.
It was a bad wvear for the hunter and

trapper; "animals were =o scarce that
we suffered much from hunger”, On
December  19th  and  20th they ate

nothing. On the 21st they received a
moose head which was boiled and divid-
ed among 17 personz, On Febroarvy 19th,
1800, Henry left the White Mud Post
for QuAppelle River, The trip took
sixteen days. He saw only two buffale
on the whole journey. These were sight-
ed near Mantagpne a la Bozse Fort
(near Vieden, Man.)., “Hunger was the
weneral  ery  at  our  establishments
(MNorth West Co.) along the Assiniboine
River," He veturned to White Mud Post
on Mareh 13th, and remained there until
ahout June 30th., Total profits in fur
business at the post for the season were
“upward of £3,300."

After going to Fort William with his
cargo of furs to exchange them for next
year’s supplies, Henry veceived orders
to build a new post on the upper Red
River, He choze the first site at or near
Grafton, MN.I)., at the junction of the
ted and Park River. This he ealled Park
River Post. It was in operation for
zeveral yvears, and developed in that per-

The men building  the Post workedl
havd; and as MNorth-West Company bri-
rades alwavs included a complement of
carpenters, blackamiths and experienced
woodworkers, we can imagine the fort
would be well constructed and with ity
zpbstantial oaken timbers would present
a formidable obstacle to the Sioux In-
dians who resented the approach of the
trading posts. This fort was a vepliea
of other forts that weve built at soch
places  ax  Pembina, Fort la  Souris
{Souris  River) and Montagne a la
Bosse (Virden). Park River Post was
about 55 miles south-southeast of Mor-
den., From this point Heney made sev-
eral tours of inspection to the Pembina
Hills {called “Hair Hills" by him). He
made one trip to the Walhalla avea,
Iater called Langlois' Hair Hill's Post,
The annual report on  business done
reads as follows:—843 beaver skins, 125
Mack bear, 23 brown hear, 102 ved fox,
Bid wolf, 160 rvaccoon, T0 ficher, 31
huffalo robes, ete,, ete., and 34 ninety Ih,

). 1. How did pistols come to be in-
troduced?

A, Tnvented in 1540 at Pistoia, Ttaly,
the early typez had a short single bae-
rel with heavy butt nearly at vight
anglez to the barrel and usually Tithed
with wheel-locks., In the 16th and 1T7th

centuries, fine duelling pistols  were
made, sometimes in pairs. Some were
double-barrelled, with barrels =side hy

gide and some with one barrel below the
other. Later models had flintlocks and
then percussion caps,

Q. 2. What is the history of the re-
volver?

A, In the 18th eentury waz invented
the ides of a revolving breech and one
barrel, but it does not 2eem to hawve
heen applied to piztols at that time, The
first revolvers that were fived with a
percussion eap had from six to eight
bharrelz about 3 inches long and vevolved
by raising the hammer. These were
known as “pepper-boxes”. It was not
until 1835 when the Colt vevolver ap-
peared that they became velinble, In
the first Colts, each chamber was load-
ed through the muzzle and fired with
a percussion cap, The barvel was ve-
volved either by cocking the hammer,
pulling the trigger or by both. Then
followed breech-loaders using rvim-fire,
pin-fire and central-fire cartridges,

Q. 3. What is the history ol guns for
sport?

A, These date from the period of the
wheel-lock and were used in about 1525

an the continent of Eorope but ravely in
England until about 1670, Prior to this
time the long-bow in England and the
cross-how on the eontinent were the
usual sporting weapons, Double-barrelled
ahot-guns wera not in reperal uze until
the 19th century,

. 4. What are meant by the terms
22 rifle and 12 bore (or gauge) shot-
gun?

A, By .22 yifle is meant a vifle that
i= .22 inch in Infernal diameter, Many
continental vifles ave described by the
internal diameter in millimetres, By 12
bore we mean that the internal diameter
of the barrel (apart from the choke at
the muzzla) iz the same asz that of a
lead sperical ball of which 12 would
weigh one pound. A 2 bore would admit
a half pound lead sperical hall,

0. 5. How are shot sizes numbered?

A, Each manufacturer has his own
number series and the numbers have no
numerical association with the sizes of
the pellets, but are merely catalogue
numbers, usvally starting with letters
for sizes larger than Mo, 1. In Britain
there were several shol towers, each
with itz own series. The most widely
accepied series in England is that of
Weweastle-on-Tyne in which No. 6 shot
gives 272 pellets to the ounce, but in
zome U.B. factories this zize might like-
ly approximats size § Newcastle,
