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THOSE TROUBLESOME SUN-SPOTS

By a CKY Staflf Ohserver

A British United Presz report on Sun-
day afternoon, March 24th, to the effect
that news was scarce owing to electrical
disturbances on the telegraph wires, set
us wondering if sunspots might be the
cause. For our zolar
observations we used
two picces of polarized
glazs which, when held
together in the requir-
ed manner, serve to
cut down the light suf-
ficiently to permit aafe
and comfortable ex-
amination of the =sun's
surface. We were re-
warded with the sight
of a very distinet spos
located about midway
between the contre of
the sun's dize and his
upper edege, or “limb”
as the astronomers

say.
When a sunspot is
thuz  wizible without

magnification provided
by field glasses or tele-
seope, it must be of
considerable size, with a diameter of
30,000 miles or more, Also, when a apot
is =0 placed as to be projecting its
energy in the direction of the earth, it is
very likely to produce effects which are
manifested by aurora borealis or “nor-
thern lights"; by interference with radio
reception; interruption of telegraph ser-
vicez; erratic movements of the magne-
tic compass; and other phenomena of
which we have wyet probably much to
learn.

It is disconcerting to folks who re-
joiee in establishing connections between
causze and effect, as well as embarrass-
ing to prophetz, that the appearance of
larpe sunspots does not alwaysz coineide

with the produoction of such disturbaness
as have been experienced in this in-
stance. Alse, it is true that electrical
troubles on telegraph lines, auroral dis-
plays, ete,, sometimes occur when no
apots  of conziderable
size are to be zeen. It
is  known, however,
that there are invisible
aunspots — magnetic
storms  on  the solar
surface which are not
ohzervable as the fami-
liar dark patches which
we call Yspots”,

On March 24th we
enjoyed the thrill of lo-
cating a huge sunspot
in confirmation of zus-
picions aroused by the
statement regarding
bad telegraphic condi-
tioms. At 855 the fol-
lowing morning, we
broadeast over CKY a
report of our observa-
tionz and advised our
listeners where to look
for the spot. We gave
our listenerz also first-hand descriptions
of thiz and a number of other =spots
seen with the aid of field glasses, a two-
inch refractor, and a 6-inch reflecting
telezcope., So far az we are aware, this
was the first information concerning the
sunzpot broadeast in this part of Canada

by an actual observer,

The sun's rotation has now carried the
gpot to the right and oot of zight. Re-
appearance at the left edge should oecur
about April 13th, but by that date the
wound in the szolar zurface may have
healed. We must wait and see.

Why bother to teach gram-
mar and zpelling by the old-fashioned
and slow methods, while the most pow-
erful and most subtle educational foree
in the world—the radio—speaks faulty
Enrglizh, =ztumblez over szsimple words,
and blunders hopelesaly in its attempts
to pronounce others? Maybe the erities
are inclined to wview the situation too
seriouzly: perhaps radio  should be
thanked for exposing the poor rvesults
achieved so far in teaching the use of
our mother tongue,

nalized for persistently mizpronouncing
the word az PEN-alized. Our dictionar-
ies econfirm the correctness of PEE-
nalized.

WRECKED ON SAMBRO LEDGES
{Continued from last issue)

b the 308 went out over the vocky
teeth of the Nova Scotian coast that Bt.
Patvick's morning, and was heard and
answered immediately by the land sta-
tion ¥C8 at Camperdown, only a few
miles away. [ told him we were ashore
somewhere on Sambro Ledges and he,
ne dovbt, went through the veqguirved
routine of telephoning Halifax, There,
they would avouse the agent represent-
ing the owners of the ship and, also, stir
up the local offieials of the Department
of Marine and Fisheries, The Depart-
ment would doubtless dispateh a govern-
mernt steamer to try and locate us, In
the meantime, we on the City of Sydney
had cur troubles, Soon after I got my
message through to VOB the electrie
lights in my cabin dimmed and went
slowly out, The crash of my spark died
also, and I knew that the dynamo in the
engine room was under water. Amn oil
lamp swinging in gimbals above the
beneh waz soon lighted and in a few
zeconds the switches were thrown to
bring the emergency transmitter into
pperation. From then on the batieries
beneath the table were in steady servies,
Messages came from Halifax., The own-
ers wanted continoous reports, They
sent us encouraging anhouncements that
help was on the way. Ships in the
neighborhood, shrouded in fog like our-
selves, promised to stand by and try to
reach vz as soon as dawn arrived

Our Captain advized that he figured
we were probably on Shag Rock. En-
gineers who had elimbed the shining
gteel ladders from the engine room told
me that they had seen the rock come
through the floor plates. As they raced
upwards the inrushing sea had threat-
ened to overtake them. One man said
he had seen the dynamo splashing water
in itz lazt few turnz as the current failed
and the lights disd. On deck there was
plenty of activity, Passengers, fright-
ened but ereditably calm, were mar-
shalled by the Chief Steward and his
ataff, The after part of the vessel filled
rapidly. Officers passing my doeor from
time to time looked in and kept me in-
formed between meszsages of what was

happening. A passenger awakened my
aszistant who in his cabin on the main
deck was sleeping in peaceful unaware-
ness of danger. “Get up!” shouted the
pazsenger, “Get up, the ship's sinking!”
Percey had heard that yarn before. Its
effectiveness az an eye-opener had been
dolled by frequent repetition during his
sea career. “Don't care!” mumbled the
drowsy operator, “Let her sink!", and
he rvolled over to finish his six hours.
The passenger conveyed the fruth to
him by the summary process of hauling
him out and standing him on his fect.
As a temporary szecond operator his
travelling effects were Tew. He brought
them to the wiveless room in a suit case,
A Newfoundlander, of hardy nauntical
stock from away bacl, he waz quite on-
perturbed by the state of affairs and T
waz glad he was no landlubber on his
firset trip.
Pounding to Pieces

The City of Sydney waz undoubtedly
in & bad spot. The officers took sound-
ings over her bow and stern and found
we had deep water all round us. We
had run up on a pinnacle of submerged
rock and were balanced like a teeter-
tay in a dangerous predicament. The
tide was rising and as it rose the heavy
seas lifted us off the rock and brought
us crashing down upon it with terrifie
foree, It was as much as we could do
to operate the radio key or read signals
in the headphones. The ship was re-
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peatedly thrown on her beam ends, first
in one direction, to be ztopped with all
the jerk that two thousand tonz of mov-
ing mass could produce, and then would
go reeling over to the opposite szide, to
be arrested with a stagpgering blow there
likewize, . . and =0 it went an, growing
worse as the rising waves lifted us
higher from the rock. How long this
could eontinue was a question, Either
the rock would rip our plates clear and
we would slide off into seventeen fath-
oms of water at our stern, ar the City
of Sydney must break in two, We won-
dered which half would z2ink in  that
event. Our lifebelts seemed frail pro-
tectors with the prospeect of that eold
fop-laden =zea and the breakers which
muzt be crozsed before the safety of land
could be reached. . . .

Amid the noize from the darkness came
a new one—the sound of smashing tim-
bers, Sailors were trying to swing out
& boat. They had lowered it to main-
deek level on the port side, . . Over we
pounded to starboard, and the boat was
bashed and splintered against its mother
ship. Helieved by Percey at the key, I
struggled along to the bridge. The fun-
nel was straining at its puys with every
shock as we struck. Nothing =zeemed
gsecure, The journey to the bridge and
back waz an adventure in itself, with the
deck rolling through ninety degrees and
with no protecting rail where the life-
boat had rested in its chocks. Captain
MacDonald said he thought we might be
all right if we were not swept off the
rock before the tide went down. In
time—I don’t know how long it was—the
erisis passed and the pounding became
less violent. Luck was with us, for we
remained fast on the spor. Like a bro-
ken broncho the ship ceased her efforts
to dislodge us. Came the ealm, with
only the szounds of orders shouted to
sailors, the plop of the sea very cloze to
ug, the distant hiss of surf somewhere
out in the fog, and all lost intermittently
in the whiperack flashes of our wireless
spark, Pazsengers came like the children
in Longfellow's poem to “look in at the
open door”, They soupht information
ag to what chances we had of being
reseued,

Trouble at Camperdown

For a while we lozt communication
with Camperdown, Numerous signals

from ships could be heard, but VCS was
gilent. Mr. Johnson, the officer-in-
charge, had hiz worries that morning.
In the midst of the exeitement of at-
tending to us, hiz antenna wires broke
under the weight of fce upon them. Until
repairs were completed we ecould ex-
change mo traffic with VOS2, Nor was
that the only cauze for anxiety in the
wireless station ashore. We learned
afterwards that the Stork chose that
awkward oceasion to present Mr. and
Mra. Johnzon with a son, He iz a man
now, named Bydney after the wvessel
which was being battered to szcrap-iron
when he was born. . . It was a relief
when dawn broke, though we were =still
in thick white fog. The government
steamer Montmagny was not far from
us but dared come no closer, The after
deck of the City of Spdney was awash,
which meant that the dining saloon,
pantry and most of the passenpers’
gquarters  ‘were submerged. Also, it
meant no breakfast. Sailors took turns
at pumping & hand fog-horn. We had
a little muzzle-loading brass cannon
which was gometimes used to announce
us when entering port with the mails.
Our men fired thiz in the hope of at-
tracting the attention of zome nearhy
boat, but the powder was damp and the
report zounded dismally inadequate. So,
we “listened, looked, and waited”, Knots
of passenpers, woe-begone and be-
draggled, gossiped in whispers, peering
into the ghostly vapour which enveloped
us.

Rescued

At long last, we heard a high-pitched
whistle blowing somewhere. Our offi-
cers fired off revelvers and pumped
furiously at the fog-horn. . . and then

. ot of the fog on our port quarter
came the sweetest picture we could wish
to see, , . a tiny white steamboat., She
proved to be the Roesemary, Her skip-
per was off to inspect his lobster traps,
but he waz well satizfied to gather up
our passengers and most of our crew
... I gtill see the little Rosemary as she
dizsappeared into the fog, leaving four
of us aboard the Cify of Sydney to await
further orders. Later in the day the
tughoat Togo of Halifax foumd us. She
came and lay alongside for several
hours until our Captain decided to aban-
don the zhip as o total loss, which he
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did at 420 pom. T pitched some clothes
and a light-weight fibve trunk inte the
Togo and Tollowed my property down the
ladder. The fop had thinned zomewhat
and we could zee the smf on a vocky
shore, Calmer weather had brought out
a number of fishermen in their dories.
They rowed around the wreck awaiting

our departure so that any removable
fittingz might be salvaged, We didn"
mind., Nothing mattered new but food,
Except for coffee we had tasted nothing
sinee dinner the night before, . . No
hanguet was more accepiable than that
simple meal on the Togo asz we rolled
round Chebucto Head te Halifax, where
our adventure ended, . . .

The City of Sydney was left to be
broken, bent and twisted by the majestic
forees of the Atlantic. There she lies, a
muddy slimy meas of rusty dismembered
machinery that onee was the joy of her
builders and the pride of the crew who
manned her. In her latter days she was
alive with ratz but, whether in tribute
to tradition or otherwise, not ome was
spen from the time she struck, We shook
ome superstition, anyway. Scheduled to
leave Brooklyn on Friday the thirteenth,
pur Captain had postponed sailing until
the following day — and had lost his
ship.

Concerts Broadeast by CKY and CKX

Marking the thirteenth year of CEY's
co-operation in the useful public service
vendeved by the Manitoba Schools’ Ov-
chestra, CKY and CHEX broadeast pro-
grams by the orchestra, with many visit-
ing rural players participating, at 3
pon. on Thursday, March 28th and Fri-
day, March 20th. CEX carried the big
annual concert performed in the Winni-
pep Civie Auditorium on the night of
March 29th.

The Manitoba School's Orchestra was
formed in 1923-24 under the leadership
of the late My, P. 3. Padwick. Broad-
ecasting of its programs commenced in
Movember 1527, and in 1831 the vegular
Saturday  morning  broadeastz  from
CEY's studios were established. In 1852
the orchestra presented its first National
Network broadeast, from the Walker
Theatre, Winnipeg., In 1938, some four
hundred players staged and broadeaszt
a suecessful concert from the Amphi-
theatre Rink,

The soecess of the orchestra during
these years wasz duoe to the inspiration
