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Paddle Strokes Through the Whiteshell

Prige-winning Eszay in our “Holiday in Manitoba" Contest.

June is the traditional wedding month,
and we chose it too, We said our “I
do's” and thvilled to Lohengrin in a
amall town in central Towa, As we drove
northward through Minnesota and the
Dakotas we decided to skip over their
tourist attractions and spend our shord
honevmoon in the beautiful Whiteshell
Forest Reserve of Manitoba.

Leaving Winnipeg we sped along the
Trang-Canada highway toward Beause-
jour and Bennie. The wheat fields were
showing neat rows of bright green, and
the white plaster cottages of the
Ukrainian farmers sparkled in the sun-
light. Tt was interesting to watch the
poplar bush slowly change to stands of
jack-pine, spruce and tamavae until we
were entering the cathedral beauty of
the reserve itself., Several deer leaped
acress the road in front of the car, and
a grovnd hog staved curiously as we
passed,

We caught quick glimpses of Red
Rock and Brereton Lakes before we
peached the eamping spot on Lake Jezs-
ica which was to be our headguarters.

We found Jessica to be an intevesting
lake itself and a convenient jumping-off
place for cance trips into the veserve,
One end of the lake is marshy, and it is
theve that the Whiteshell river enters.

Just a few vards farther down, the
river flows out of the lake to Rainbow

Falls and White Lake, Exploving this

marshy end, we heard marsh wrens
sputtering merrvily in the reeds, and
noigy  yellow-headed blackbirds calling

to each other, Here in land made up of
floating elumps of earth we found wild
blue irizes or swamp orchids,

From the river's mouth it 18 only a
few wards to the portage fo Malloy
Lake. The portage iz quite steep and
long, and partridge scwrvy through the
bush as voun approach, On this trail we
were thrilled to find wild tiger lilies,
bright ovange and warm as flame, grow-
ing like exclamation marks in a patch
of soft green moss, We paddled around
the shores of Malloy Lake and saw at
one point a huge mass of rock that
sloped gradually to the water's edge.

On a map of the reserve we noticed a
fine line called “propogsed voad” and de-
cided to try it, It was quite rough and
sticky in gpots doe to vecent prains, How-
ever, we bumped along until we got to
Green Lake, unloaded the canoe, paddled
across and then made an easy portage
inte the Big Whiteshell. The only fish-
ing T had ever done was the sitting-all-
day-in-a-leaky-bhoat-variety, and I was
anxious to try trolling from the canoe.
We paddled slowly around the lake ex-
claiming at its untouched beauty—the
twigted and gnarvled jack-pine growing
out of tiny crevices in age-old rock, the
zaft grey lichen and the new green of
fern fronds, In just a shorl time we
had a cateh of five large fish, pike and
pickerel. Fried slowly in melted butter
they hecame a delicacy fit for a king.

Our last day was spent in exploving
White Lake and walking over the port-
age to Cabin Lake. Finally at day's end
we ate our supper on a rock ledge over-
looking the beautiful horseshoe curve
and rushing water of Hainbow Falls.
The western sky was still vosy with sun
when a crescent moon appeared in the
east, and behind us there was a double
rainbow of green and yellow Northern
Lights that moved restlessly like winid-

back to the boat deck our paddles pick-
ed up little deowned stars that splinter-
ed into silver,

The Long Week-end

Winniper wag very warm in Jualy, and
we waited a leng time for the Civic
Holiday and the long week-end. When
it finally came, we had our sleeping
bags rvolled up and veady for another
canoe  trip  into the Whiteshell, This
time we started from the boat dock at
Calddy Lake at midnight and set up
camp in the dark., Next morning we
paddled up to the end of the lake,
through a cool vock tunnel with moss
covered walls to South Crozs. Thiz lake
iz rather navrow and not very deep and
at the far end there is another rock
tunnel leading inte beautiful North
Cross Lake, I think that it will always
be one of my favorites. It is large and
very deep and the shoves ave steep cliffs
or sloping rock, that give it a vugged
heauty, The water has a slight amber
eolour from wmuskep, and if you go
swimming your legs and arms look as
warm and bronzed as a life guard's, Fay
up at the other end of the lake theve is
a very easy portage of about thirty
vards arcund a dam into Bailing Lake.
We camped there at the portage where
there iz a handy fiveplace, and listenead
to the erezcendo of rushing water falling
over the dam.

On our return trip we feasted on sun-
warmed razpberviez and blueberrvies that
we picked in a clearing in the bush. This
short trip of about fifty miles was a
grand one for a long week-end. There
are no portages and the tunnels make
passage between the lakes very simple
and delightful.

We had saved a week's holiday for the
end of August and had planned a motor
trip.  However, with the Government
trying to cut gasoline consumption we
decided to ro again to the Whiteshell,
Thiz waz to be a real trip of five full
daye into Crow Duck Lake, and the
canoe “Dangler” was scraped and paint-
ed until it looked fit for a trip across
the Atlantic, My wvoung brother from
the States came along, making our bag-
gape quite an item. However, we got
it all stowed in at Lake Jezsica, and then
paddled down the lovely Whiteshell

“Our last day was spent exploring
White Lake,"

River to Lone Izsland. This zhallow lake
is ideal duck country and clouds of them
flew up as we entered the expanse of
wild vice. We saw bloe and green teal,
mallards, fish and crow ducks, and wish-
ed it were the duck hunting zeason, There
were hundredz of ducks in the viee and
in the air, We paddled the length of the
lake into the viver and followed its
course into the Little Whiteshell. Here
the wild rviee was like a huge farm of
acres and acres of waving grain, The
water was hizgh enough to get through
without pushing, and we zoon reached
the Big Whitezhell. In a short time we
had erossed the lower edge of the lake
and reached the portage to Crow Duck.
Resolutely, we shouldered our packs and
followed a trail over a roeky hill and
down the other zide. Through the trees
we caught a glimpse of blue water, and
goon we were standing on the shore of
the largest lake in the veserve, It is
without question the most beautiful. No
one can reach the lalke except by canoe,

of Natural History in New York, in
1939, Prior to that he was engaged in
a survey of bird-life in Manitoba for
the National Museum of Canada at Ot-
tawa, During the past ten years My,
Shortt has made the deawing and paint-
ing of birds his hobby, and his work has
received recognition in exhibitions of
bird-art in Capada and the United
States.

In the preparvation of a color-siudy
many hours are spent in observing the
birds in their natural environment.
Rapid penecil zketchez are made of the
characteristice of the particular species,
and the finer details of coloring are
duplicated on the sketch., The artist
then constantly refers to these [ield-
sketehes in preparing his water-color
gtudiez to present the true chavacteris-
ties and plumage.

Om our cover My, Shortt has depicted
two males and a female of the familiar
Mallard taking flight. Thiz species iz
widely Lknown as the Green-head, the
favorite of hunters becavse of its wide

distribution and its excellence az a
table-hird,

MANITOBA TELEPHONE SYSTEM
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The Romance of Lake Winnipeg

By PHILIP H. GODSELL, F.R.G.5.

MWoted Fur Trader

Aunthor of: “Arctic Trader”,

Lake Winnipeg was the mecting place for wvast fleets of yellow birch-barks.

Stecped in three hundved years of
romance; linked with the French
noblesse and picturesque eoirienrs  de
boiz who threaded the forest trails from
the Atlantic to the ‘Hockies; meseting
place of vast fleets of yellow birchbarks
gweeping northward to the palisaded fur
forts on Hudson Bay, Lake Winnipeg,
Manitoba's inland ocean, extends its
mirrored waters from a few miles north
of the City of Winnipeg to the heart of
the game-filled forests of Keewatin.
Upon its pine-elad shores have twinkled
the campfires of explovers and traders
whose names are history, of Selkirk
gettlers driven from their homes in the
Zeottish  highlands, and of Colonel
Wolseley's troops, west-bound to quell
the vising of Louiz Riel's disaffected
Metiz. And before the Iron Horse open-
ed up the West its white-flecked surface
was linked with the land of the Star
Spangled Banner hy  stern-wheelad
steamers plying between the frontier
city of 3t Paul and grey-bastioned Fort
Garry on the Red.

Hardly had the factmrs of the Hud-
zon's Bay Company raized the strong-
hold of Fort York beside the storm-
tossed waters of Hudson Bay than the
rivers flowing northward from Lake

)

Winnipep became the thoroughfave for
golien argosies of birchbark beaving the
furry wealth of forest and prairie to the
marts of the English traders.

Each summer there gathered upon the
ghorez of Lake Winnipeg a horde of
painted savages, their skin tepees, lean-
to huts and birchbark wigwams stretch-
ing for milez against the dark back-
ground of solemn pines. Here braves
hunted deer and moose, dried meat and
fish above their lodge fires, and puot up
pemmican for their forthecoming vovage
to Fort York, Squaws wvigited from
lodge to lodge, garnering the gossip of
the Lone Land; eoppery braves, gay in
vermillion and hawk-bells, plighted their
troth with elk-eyed young belles, or
helped their elders strip the bark from
the birch trees and fazhion it into buoy-
ant ecanoes. Beneath the straight-boled
pines greving warriors recounted their
coups, hoasted of the Sioux scalps they
had taken, and passed the sacred calu-
met around to ambaszadors from other
tribes,

While dogs howled and squaws shout-
ed their adieuz, five hundred leaping
hirehbarks swept out upon the tossing
waters. As they plunged their paddles
into the waves tawny crews emitted
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exultant whoops, while warriors ashore
awakened svlvan echoes with thunder-
ous salutes from flintlock muskets, Thus,
pach summer, did Crees, Assiniboines
and Sanlteaux depart with their bales
of beaver skins, alomg a canoe route
now familiar to Amervican tourists, toe
trade with the Shagonoshiak of Hudson
Bay.
The Departure

But the French in Montreal were not
disposed to look idly upon this intrusion
into what they considered their own do-
main. On a sweltering afternoon, June
Ath, 1731, fifty grizzled woods runners,
vogagenrs and interpreters in fringed
buckskin debouched from the stockaded
fort at Montreal, headed by Sieur Pierre
Gaultier de la Verendrye and his thres
aons, to search for the fabled Western
Sea whose narrow waters were thought
to lie between the “Great Forked River™
and the empire of China, Priests bless-
ed departing  wvoyegeurs, Chapel belis
pealed “God Speed”. To the booming of
cannon veyegeurs swung their packs and
birchbarks on their backs, threaded the
porvtage  around Lachine Rapids and
launched their buoyant eraft upon the
&t. Lawrence, with bows pointing to-
wards the setting sun.

At the lonely fur post of Mipigon, la
Verendrye learned from Ochigah, an
Ojibway chief, of a great lake beyond
Superior from which a viver flowed to
the salt =ea. Ochigah told of Indians
who'd zeen men on horseback attived in
shining armour, and of =ailing vessels
that had {ravelled over the zalt sea.
Armed with Ochigah’s birchbark map,
la Verendrye returned to Montreal to
enlizgt the support of Louis XV, in his
zearch for the Western Sea.

Provided with a fur monapoly to fin-
ance his explorations, the gallant la
Verendrye headed onee more westward.
Breasting the flood of the Oftawa, and
the tossing waters of Huren and Super-
inr, his tawny voyagenrs poled and pack-
ed and paddled till, near the site of
modern Fort William, the tired men
mutinied, forcing their leader into win-
ter guarters. With the wmore intrepid
Frenchmen, la Jemmeraie, his nephew,
pushed on to Reiny River and raised the
stockades of Fort 3t, Pierve, Trade with

the Crees wasz brisk, and many loads of
glossy pelts went back east in the spring
in charge of Jean Baptiste. Pushing
westward to St Plerre, la Verendrye
found two hundred Crees awaiting hinw.
On down the Rainy River the party con-
tinued to lovely Lake of the Woods,
where la Verendeye raised Fort 5t
Charles, second in the chain of forts
that was to link Manitoba and the west-
ern prairie with French influences on
the Hochelaga,

Ahead beckonsd another wvast lake
that Ochigah had told of, Oczan Lake,
or Chiindpege Sakahogon,® as the Crees
called it. Witk his creditors in Mon-
treal howling disappeintment at the
meagre profits, and holding back sup-
plies, la Verendrye found his position
becoming daily move desperate. Hope-
lessly in debt to his men for wages, and

short of supplies, he hurried by eanoe
to Maontreal while Jean, his son, poled
and paddled westward down the Englizh
River till there burst upon hizs gaze
what at first appeared to be the West-
ern Sea itself, the wide blue waters of
Lake Winnipeg. Near where Fort Alex-
ander stands today Jean raised the pali-
gades of Fort Maurepas, smoked the
peace pipe and traded with nomad Cree
and Saulteaux hunters whose birchbark
lodges dotted the coves and inlets,
Holding  off  dissatisfied creditors,
smoothing angry veyagenrs demanding

and it is 8o large that you could spend
days exploring it. But the thing that
gels it apart from all the other lakes iz
its abundance of fine sand beaches, The
beaches can be found in many of its
bays, and they are wide erescents of
smooth, brown sand packed havd by the
waves, We enjoved many swims in the
cold, erystal-clear water, and frolicked
on the sand beaches. Many of the bays
are marked by the laree, deep foot-
prints of moose and the more numerons
tiny ones of deer,

We pitched our tent om a beauntiful
wooded island and staved therve for three
days. One morning a heavy fopr blan.
keted the lake, pinned down by pine
trees on either shore, When it began
to lift, I saw one of the loveliest sights
I have ever seen. During the night tiny
spiders had been stringing their silken
strands across every branch of the jack
pine, tamarac and birch that grew on
the izsland, The fog had condensed on
the webs in tiny clear glass beads, and
in the sunlight each tree aparkled like a
fairy Christmas tree. While building »
fire one morning we were surprized to
find this note scvawled on a serap of
birch bark—“Here's hoping wvou enjoy
this camping spot as much az we did
Jim and Bob Matthews, Ann Arbor,
Michigan, July, 1940." Someone else
had thrilled to the beauty of thiz tiny
island,

Turning Homeward

Each day we took trips up and down
the lake, and one afternoon we saw two
bald-headed eagles perched on o tall
balsam, looking curiously at us. Then,
at the same instant, they flew quickly to
some safer retreat, their huge wings
flapping in a wide are. They aren't very
often seen, but according to reports they
have an old eyrie at Boundary Falls,

It was hard to say goodbye to Crow
Duck because it meant that our trip was
almost over., Onee agpain we portapged
into the Big Whiteshell where we picked
up several large pickerel by just drag-
ging the troll as we went. It was very
windy, and the trip through the Little

10

Whiteshell waz a hard slow pull with
cold spray in our faces, Exhausted from
the strenuoug paddling we slowly enter-
ed the viver and stroked lazily. Round-
ing a bend we came face to face with a
big cow mooze, zhoulder deep in the
water, contentedly munching on auecu-
lent lily pads. Our trip was a success
for we had seen a moose! She watch-
ed ves curiously for a few seconds and
then holted neisily into the thick under-
brush,

Lone Island Lake iz about two miles
long, and we crossed it in fifteen min-
utes, literally, with colours flying, We
improvized a canvas sleeping bap for a
gail, and a cance paddle made a satis-
factovy mast, The last miles down the
river with the current were easy ones,
and in a few hours we were back in eivil-
ization, feeling a hit out of place with
our muddy slacks and unkempt hair,
But the memory of thoze golden daya
will keep us warm on winter nights
when the mereury shudders at thirty
below, In ouor study we have a large
map of the Whiteshell with all the lakes
that we have explored shaded in with
red pencil. There are still zome that
we haven't seen, and Crow Duck we
must see again, so most likely the first
warm days next spring will find us plan-
ning another trip into Manitoba's beau-
tiful Whiteshell, There we have found
the peace of heart we need to play our
part in these difficult davs, There we
have found beauty and solitude — and
polden silence,

wages he couldn't pay, keeping them-
selves alive at times by eating parch-
ment, moecasin leather, roots and dogs,
la Verendrye continued to extend his
trade, hiz face ever towards the West-
ern Bea. Determined to rush canoes to
Michillimickinac for supplies and pow-
der, he sent twenty vewageurs east. Led
by Jean Baptiste, they camped on the
night of June 5th on Maszsaere Island,
But a few Crees, playing with the mus-
kets bartered from la Verendrye, had
fired on a band of wandering Sioux,
Angered, they joined the main body and,
through the night, saw the red glare of
the voyagenrs’ campfire. Not a French-
man lived to tell the tale. Surprised
az they slept, they were massacred to a
marn,

Satisfied by this time that Lake Win-
nipeg, instead of emplying into the
Western Sea, emptied into Hudson Bay,
Ia Verendrye fturned hiz eves to the
river entering Lake Winnipeg from the
West.

On the 24th of September, 1738, at
the forks of the Red and the Assiniboine
he smoked the peace pipe with Cree
chiefs and establizhed the modest out-
post of Fort Rouge, nucleus of the fu-
ture City of Winnipeg,

Paddling up the lovely Assiniboine he
eztablished still another link in the
growing chain of Tur posts — Fort ia
Reine, where Portage la Prairie stands
today. Setting out from here in mid-
Oetober with his two sons and forty-nine
followers, he pushed across the snow-
swept prairiez to the dome-shaped earth
Indges of the blue-eyed and hospitable
Mandans near Bismark, North Daketa.
Exploring North and South Dakota,
and glimpsing the Black Hills, his men
deposited at St. Plerre a lead plate
which was discovered by school children
on February 16th, 1916, and claimed the
eountry for the King of France.

Between 1738 and 1743 la Verendrye's
sons explored the country between Lake
Manitoba and the Saskatchewan River,
which they discovered entered the north
end of Lake Winnipeg. On the shore of
Lake Manitoba they reared Fort Dau-

phin, Fort Bourbon on Cedar Lake, and
Fort Paskoyac on  the swift-flowing
Saskatchewan at The Pas, The cost of
maintaining this far-flung line of postis
compelled la Verendrye to go again to
Montreal in the fall of 1743 to obtain
funds necessary to carry on his work.
Unable to do so, despairing of getting
fair treatment either from the French
court or from his ereditors, he resigned
hiz commiszion,

While the task on which la Verendrye
had set hiz heart was never accomplish-
ed he, and his sons, in eighteen short
yvears discovered and tapped the vast
empire of the Norvthwest, linked Lake
Winnipeg with the East by a chain of
trading posts that reached to the Sask-
atchewsan, cat the Indian line of com-
munication and encircled the English
forts on Hudson Bay., Thus all uncon-
griously, he =et the stage for a future
fur war that was to rage across the
prairies long after the French had been
defeated on the Plains of Abraham.

brackizh to the taste. Ocean Lake i=
therefore a more appropriate interpreta-
tion of the original Indian name.

In caveman days there were greal
changes around Ninette and Wawanesa.
The little Souris that now trickles
through the Wawanesa Govge would
never malke such a precipitous valley,
anly a roaring Niagava could do that
Here iz how it happened. The ice sheet
or glacier that held back Lake Agassiz
and Lake Souris 100 feet higher, and all
the water from the melting glaciers
eazt of the Rockies, ran aleng the Toot
af the Glacier from the elbow of the
Sazkatehewsan to the elbow of the Bouvis,
and on through Lang's Valley to Nin-
ette and the Pembina, a wmighty viver
wearing down the Qu'Appelle and Lang's
Valley, a mile wide and 300 feet deep.
