From—-UBC Drama and Features—Five Years of Achievement”

Dyama has a double part to play in
in war-time.  Stirving dramas, with pro-
pagandizt themes, help to point the ob-
jectives for which we are fighting, and
the vrgencies of owr war needs, In this
type of dieama we may class the popular
zeyies  of  dramatizationzs  entitled “A
Half Hour with Mr, Jones", which has
the aim of clavifying the war situation
for the moement, for listeners, in an in-
tevesting way, Lately, the CBC Drama
Department haz commenced production
of a =zerial entitled “Newbridge™, which
presents the life of a typical Canadian
rural township in war-time, with special
referetee to the trisls and problems of
a country editor and hiz family., An-
nther type of war drama is more broad-
ly inspivational. It seeks to heighten
the emotions and ennoble the thoughts
of the listening audience by presenting
them either with preat plays of the
past, which have a message for us to-

day, or with modern dramas on topical
themes, A good example of the latter
was  the breadeast pevformance  of
“There Shall Be No Night”, put on the

Havdly had peace been rvestored to
forest and plain by the amalgamation of
the warring fur eompanies than the di-
lapidated Fort Gibraltar at the forks
of the Red and Aszsiniboine was replaced
by Fort Garry, nucleus of the future
City of Winnipeg, whose wooden stocl-
ades were later succeeded by stone
bastions and  loop-holed  walls  of
Masonry,

Here in the beamed trading store and
the stone-walled courtyard befeathered
Crees and Saulteaux mingled with Sel-
kirk settlers now happily delivered from
the threat of contending fur factions,
with prizzled traders, Metis buffalo
hunters and voyageurs gay in beaded
moecasing, blanket capotes and pgaudy
L'Assumption sashes. From the stone
gateway creaked the latest invention in
transportation—born at Fort Pembina
to the southward—the creaking two-
wheeled Red River Cart without a mnail
in itz shrieking make-up, bound together
with hahbiche thongs, At first in small
squealing cavaleades, then in hundreds,
till at times over a thousand of these
primitive ox-drawn caris made the day
hideous with their squeaking plaint as
they lumbered west and south to the

buffalo plaing to garner their annusl

harvest of pemmican  and  buffalo
Tobes,
Birch-Bark to York-Boat

From the efficient bivch-bark trans-
port fleet of the dynamic Nor'Westers
emerged still another primitive but use-
ful invention—the rved-painted York-
boat, fazhioned after the Norse J.';ﬂ]]mr.
with its bank of eighteen foot oars, its
swarthy sleersman, [tz ten H“’Eﬂt‘:ﬂ!{
middlemen in  fringed buockskin and
raudy finery, pulling on eighteen foot
oars like galley-zlaves of old,

Down the Red River, shooting the 5t
Andrew's Rapids, past the future sight
of the Stome Fort, fur-laden brigades
swept through the marshy mouth of the
Red and across Lake Winnipeg, hugging
the pine-clad shoves, sailing with bil-
lowing  square sails when  Nowmowsene
the fair wind, answered the incense of
voyageur pipes. Again the vocky shores
and bays echoed to the chansons of old
Normandie, only now the full throated
laugh of French voyageurs mingled with
the gruffer tonmes of Highland BScots
Over the tossing whitecaps of Laka
Winniper . . . past stockaded Nevway
House, slowly rising to its imposing sta-

ture az wilderness hub of the intricate
York boat tranzportation that was to
weld the Arvetie, the distant outposts of
the Morth and the buffalo posts of the
plains inte one huge economic fabrie,
zwept the Red River Brigade.
To York Factory

FPast the Eehimamish with its eount-
less beaver-dams and on down the vapid-
filled Hawves till the pointed palisades of
York Factory roze from the tall grey
cutbanks, and the salt tang of the ssa
smote the nostrils of the rivermen, Here
fur hales were exchanged for lkegs and
cases and bales brought from distant
Londen aboard the annual Hudsoen's Bay
supply ship, Boats were loaded, rations
izsued wp at the vellow-painted provi-
sion shed, and to the erackle of Indian
mugketry the brigade struck southward
for the Red River Seltlement with sup-
plies for the hunters of the buffalo
plains. Hauling the ten-ton York-boats
with main strength against the swift
current; fighting tormenting clouds of
mosquitoes; packing their three hun-
dred pound loadz and hauling  elumsy
hoats  across  spruce-walled  portages;
bivouacing at night avound the leaping
flames of eampfivez beneath the stavs
nf Keewatin's goblin-haunted forests,
the Red River Brigade pushed =zouth-
ward till they glimpsed at last the blua
reaches of Lake Winnipeg and offeved
tobaces smoke to the Manitous to bring
a fair wind, so that tived middlemen could
spraw] in the bottom of careening craft

and smoke while Namowene did the
work.
From the distant Athabazca and

Saskatchewan other York boat brigades
rolled eastward with their treasure ear-
goes of beaver, marten and buffalo
robes, plunched down the tossing white-
caps of Grand Rapids, angled across
Lake Winnipeg and rowed with increas-
ing vigour for Morway House, there to
make merry with bright eved beaunties
from the Cree [lodges, exchange fur
packs for baled trading goods from Lon-
don and head west again into that silent
land first trodden by the exploving feet
of La Verendrye and hig sons.

But although the Red River Settle-
ment remained a lone island of zettle-
ment in what is now western Canada
and the fur lords stiil ruled their vast

domain with undiminished sway, settlers
to the southward were already pouring
into Minnescta, When, in 1853, the
United States set up their most north-
erly post office at Fort Ripley, near 5t
Paul, Red River people extended a wel-
coming hand towards Unele Sam, organ-
ized a mail service between £2t. Paul
and Fort Garry—and the days of swift
changes and the end of fur trade rule
came appreciably eloger, Defying the
monopoly of the fur lords, Red River
traders trekked scuth to 5t Paul for
cheaper poods. Unti! now, all supplies
for Wesztern Canada had been conveyed
by York boat brigades over the long
route from York Factory on Hudson
Bay up the Hayes and across Lake Win-
nipeg, But this long and avduous jour-
ney wasn't adequate to meet the re-
quirements of a rvapidly increasing fron-
tier population. In the summer of 1838

In one of these parts
came two young Torento newspaper-
men, William Buckingham and William
Coldwell with the West's first printing
press, and Christmas saw the first
copies of the Ner'Wester im the horny
hands of bearded buffalo-runners,

But wonder of wonders — delighted
settlers that same summer veceived the
surprize of their lives, Chogging down

The photograph was taken during an
actuality programme showing various aspects of
life in Britaamn,

One of the voices most often heard by
listeners to the features frowm Britain
is that of H, Reoney Pelletier, now heail
of the CBC's Tnit in Britain, and its
overseas’ reprezsentative.

H, Rooney Pellatior, born in Ottawa,
iz of Irigh-French-Canadian stock. His
firet job was that of lectuver for the
League of Nations Society in Canada.
From this he switched to the Canadian
Press News agency, specializing in the
three very different subjects of politics,
art and tennis. Pelletier next entered
the field of radie and did practically
every job that it offers — announcer,
seript-writer, station-manager, dramatic
producer and actor, commercial continu-
ity writer, programme divector and
musical comedy producer,

Fooney was also the first Canadian
radio official to be given a job outside
the borders of Canada, That was in
1436, when he pave the outside broad-
cast commentary, in both English aml
French, at the unveiling of the Cana-
dian War Memorial at Vimy Ridge.
That was also the fivst time he worked
in close association with the British
EBroadeasting Corporation, which gave
the facilities for the broadeast, There-
after he became a BEC-CBC exchange
producer. Immediately after Munich he

10

was called in to give the BB(C's first
French broadeast. It lasted ome houvr
and ten minutes.

The Spring of 1939 brought Rooney's
urgent reeall to Canada, to help with
the radio reportage of Their Majesties
tour of the Dominion, covering, among
other Royal events, the arrival at
Miagara Fallz in the United States, the
departure Trom Halifax and the audi-
enee Their Majesties gave to the Dionne
Quintuplets,

War took Rooney back to Britain in
time for the blitz on London, and since
February of 1941 he has heen Overseas
Representative of the CBC and head of
the Canpadian 1nit,

A medivm-sized spare man with the
traditional Trish colouring of dark haiv
and  blue eyez, the chief impression
Rooney Pelletier gives is one of intenze
vitality. He is always on the alert and
always interested in the world around

him., His time iz taken up now with
tripz all over England, Scotland and
Wales to meet his fellow countrymen

and record their messages home, as well
az their concerts and other entertain-
ments.

the muddy Red River from Georgetown,
Minnesota, came the flat-hottomed stern
wheeled steamer, the Anzen Noethrop,
re-christened The Pioneer, to puzh her
snub nose against Fort Garey's muoddy
landing. With a rvegular mail, via the
U.B.A., a newspaper and a steamboat
carrying gomis and paszsengers to the
preat Outside, the days of the island
enlony's isolation were ended. The days
of swifter and more modern transport
for Lake Winnipez and the West were
dawning.

“Por the lazt twe months,” says an
American  writer, speaking  of  the
change, “the streetz of 5t. Paul have
been filled with wild picturesque groups
of our noerthern neighbours,  We zeo
their strange accoutered ox-teams,
shaggy ponies and wolfish looking dogs;
but theve's something in theiv free step
and bold carviage with their nobility of
stature that awalens interest, That they
have 2 story vou ean vemd in their
bronzed features and  long  hair  that
waves upon their shoulders, Their coarse
coats glittering with a savage profusion
of brass buttonz, their red sashes and
their trowszers of bison skin deown to
their gquaint moccasing savour of tha
wild, wonderous and romantic,”

In the summer of 72 J. H, Hill put
the Selkivk on the viver to make regular
trips batween Moovhead, Minnesota, and
Fort Garry and so fast did the boat
traffic expand that when the railread
reached St Boniface six years later {if-
teen stately sternwheelers plied between
the Land of the Star Spangled Banner
and Manitoba's premier settlement.

Az steamboats veplaced the clumsy
York hoat the songs of the voyvageurs
ceased to enliven the pine-clad shores of
Lake Winnipeg, to be followed by the
sonorouz blast of the pioneer Colville's
girem, Flat-bottomed  stern-wheelers
taken acrozs Lake Winniper were haul-
od around the Grand Rapids and used as
freight carviers to replace the York
hoat brigades of the Saskatchewan. TIn
15877 the Prinee Rupert with three
barges aroused astonished eriez from
old-timers as she chugged inte Portage

la Praivie to become the spearhesd of a
regulay steamboat service that was to
churn the waters of the Assiniboine to
Fort Ellice, two hundred miles west of
Winnipeg, soon to carvy troops to guell
the rising of Chief Big Bear's maraud-
ing Crees and Louis Riel's disaffected
Metis,
The West's First Railroad
The machine age was already oustine
the brawn and muoscle of the tawny
vivermen who had earvied explovation
and commerce Trom the Atlantic to tha
Pacific and north to the Land of the
Midnight Sun.  Around Grand Rapids at
the head of Lake Winnipeg, that portage
trail that had known the tread of Peter
Pond and Alexander Mackenzie, of Fro-
bisher and Henvy, waz converted into
the West's first railvoad. A three mile
vailroad of wooden vails laid on rounded
logs  over which motive power for
freight transferved from Lake Winni-
peg's pioneer steamers to waiting stern-
wheelers  on  the Saskatchewan was
flanged-wheeled carts hauled by sweat-
ing men or shagpgy hovses.

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CANADIAN PLACE NAMES

In previens inuer of “Manitobs Calling” we
have published the ariging of Manitoba place
satmes,  For wmueh of our informaiion we dare
indebted to a Winnipeg business executive who
desives to remain anonymour,  This month our
ceorbemn deals with Canadion place names and their
arigins.

CANADA  from  the Indian  word
“Kanatha', meaning a villape or group
of huts,

MNOVA SCOTIA-—The Latin for New
Seotland, a name given by Sir William
Alexander, who tried to settle this new
land with a colony of Baronets, Nova
Zootia has the proud distinetion of be-
ing the only Province of the Dominion
of Canada and the first Colony of Great
Britain to possess a flag of its own, The
flag of Nova Secotia traces its origin to
the Charter of New Secotland, granted
in 1621, to Sir Willilam Alexander
{afterwards the Earl of Sterling) by
King James VI of Scotland and I of
England. The flag is a silver field with
a blue St. Andrew's Crozs, a small shield
with the Royal Arms of Scotland, being
placed as an inescutcheon upon the
Cross.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND—Named
in honor of Prince Edward, Duke of
Eent,

NEW BRUNSWICK — Named in
honor of the House of Bronswick, to
which the then reigning Sovereign,
Georgre ITT helonged,

QUEBEC—Took its name from the
Fort or City of Quebec, which was
founded by Champlain. The name is
gaid to come from “Kepec'-—a strait,

ONTARIO—A word in the Mohawk
language, meaning “Beagtiful Lake”,
from which the Province takes its name.

MANITOBA—An Indian word mean-
ing “Strait of the Spirit”. On stormy
days a roaring sound iz made by the
waves dashing pebbles against a lime-
stone beach in the strait, which sound
the Indianz attriboted to spirits.

SASKEATCHEWAN—Named after the
river Sazkatchewan, which, in the Cree
language, means “Swiftly Flowing
Water",
