Jack Benny didnt know when he en-
tered the entertainment world as a vio-
lin soloizt that he eventually would be-
come Ameriea’s Tavorite comedian. Be-
fore the Waunkegpan boy finizshed high
gehool he was more inferested in a
career than an eduecation and with his
fiddle began to entertain the publie,

At first, Jack was disappointed when
people laughed at his music—but this
amusement at his fiddle-playing was the
gtart of all the comedy he was to cre-
ate in later wyears. Instead of being
diseouraged, Jack took advantage of
the laughs, and finally the wviolin be-
came an incidental tool to punctuate his
humor,

In World War I Jack was assigned to
the “Great Lakes Review”, a eailors’
road show. Now, in World War II, he
is apain touring Army Camps with his
whole gang of funsters,

In 1927 Jack Benny marrvied Mary
Livingstone, She was not a professional
at that time, but in working with Jack
she has established hervself today as one
of the country’s leading comediennes,
and is a “regular” on his Sunday night
hroadeasts.  The couple adopted a
daughter, Joan Naomi, in 1934, when
the child was only four moenths old
To Jack and Mary she is all-important.

Sinee Jack became oecupied with both
radio and sereen, he haz heen unable to
continue writing his own gags, To help
on this score, the comedian has Bill
Morrow and Ed. Beloin working with
him., As for rvehearsals—Jack asserts
that his are the worst in the world
If they were good, he claims he would
be worrvied about the regulay broadeast,
And he considers one rehearsal enough
for a programme—more than that and
the show loses its punch.

Buot one method of communieation
knows no winter lay-off on its way into
the north, in fact, the winter months see
it at itz best. This modern messenger
—radic—wingz it way over snow and
ire to bring cheer and comfort to the
lonely outposts of Canada’s great North-
land.

Mizsionaries, trappers, Mounties, doc-
tors, nurses, fur-traders, all know the

cause to zome of them the radio voices
are the only ones they will hear for
weeks at a time,

During the First Great War some of
our far-north residents weren't aware
until the spring of 1915 that war had
been declared and that Canada was in-
volved in it. Now, in thizs war, a fur-
trader in his lonely eabin will hear the
news and the latest developments on
the war-fronts at the same instant that
we in urban centres hear them.

With all its wonderful advantages,
radio =till has to bow to atmospheric
conditions at times, and thiz iz espeei-
ally  true when the Aurora Bovealis
sweeps  its  rayvs across the horizon.
However, one of radio's peeulisrvities is
that when long wave recoplion iz poor,
short wave reception iz oftimes wvery
good, and viee versa. Thus, the listener
may usually be assured of reception at
all times by either short or long wave,
In the case of short wave reception, the
Morthern listener has his choiee of hoth
American and overseas stations, and un-
like the urban listener he has no man-
made interfersnce to hinder reception.

In the domestic bands, under favor-
able conditions, several stations ecan he
received in most of the regions streteh-
ing into the Avetie.

Messages to the North

CKY, with itz 15000 watt wvoice, is
received very clearly and regularly and
haz become like “one of the family™ to
these listerers under the fringe of the
Avctic,  Because it reaches well into
theze territories a special license was
applied for and has been pgranted fto
CKY for the broadeasting of messages
to the north. It was back in the winter
of 18256 that CKY first inavnguratad
thiz message service to our Northern
listeners, a friendly service which has
been a repular part of CEY achedules
throughout the vears since,

The Canadian Broadeasting Corpora-
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tion, appreciating the service radio per-
forms in these remote areas, alzo in-
augurated a winter servies of broadeasts
known as “The Novthern Messenger™,—
little budgets of family news and greet-
ings flashing through =pace to eaperly
awaiting relativez and friends. At
Christmas, ton, personal messages are
broadeast from relatives to their loved
cnes, and one can easily imagine how
the zun must shine through the dark-
ness of the long Aretic night at tha
sound of a familiar voice,

Waitime censorship rvegulations hava
restrieted broadeasting of personal mes-
sages, but radio still stands ready to
bring its messages of mercy, cheer anil
service where these regulations permit.

Hudsan's Bay Company's Post at Fort Smith

ly. An epidemic broke out at Telegraph
Creek, a settlement in Northern British
Columbia, and without medical aid at
hand the whole population was endan-
geved.

An Indian apent in the community
happened to have a supply of the new
Sulfa drug on hand, but was not fami-
liar with itz use. Word of the plight
of these residents reached the doctor at
Hazelton, 250 miles south, who radioed
instructions on the use of the drug, and
the care of the patients.

Almost immediately velief was appar-
ent and the threatened peril averted.
