The Winnipeg
plant iz the only one in Western Can-
ada, others being located in Tovento,
Windsor, Montreal and Hamilton.

All packing is done by women volun-
teers working five days a week. Among
prianizations represented regularly ave
the Central Volunteer Bureau, the Cam-
eron Highlanders Auxiliary, Anglican
and United Church women's groups,
and the Ladies' Auxiliary of the Win.
nipeg Grenadiers. Members of the
Catholic Women's League make boxes
every day of the week,

The plant is a most buosiness-like
place. It was equipped especially for
packing the food parcels, and it is the
most up-to-date in Canada. There @re
twao long conveyor belts, and the boxes
vide alemg on these, being filled on the

8

way. Lhe women stand in the =zame
places and pack only one item in each
box. TFor instance, one woman might
have the job of placing a tin of powder-
ed mill in the box. As each box rides
past she places the tin in exactly the
zame position in every box. Farther
along, another woman will put in a tin
of jam, and another adds the package
of cheese, and so on, until the final
item, a tin of sardines, completes the
packing of the box,

All itemz in the food parcels ave es-
pecially  selected  Tor  their nutritive
values., Milk choeolate, vaisins, tinned
butter and corned heef ave among the
fomds most appreciated by our boys
who  have fallen inte enemy hands.
Thousands of acknowledgment  eavds,
which ave included in the paveels, sign-
ed by prisoners, have been retorned to
the Canadian Red Crosg, proof that the
Red Cross insignia means safe conduoct
for the boxes through enemy territory.
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PPictured on these pares arve the vari-
ous stages of the packing of Red Cross
prizoners of war parcels, (1)} Each vol-
unteer packs one item in the boxes as
they pass along the conveyor helt. (2)
Here the boxes are made up and stapled,
ready for filling. (3) Supplies are kept
at hand for the workerz at the conveyor
helt. {43 When packed, the boxes arrive
at this section to he sealed. (5) After
sealing, the boxes are packed into cases
for overseas shipment, (6) Completed
cases, econtaining  sixteen boxes, are
loaded on to trucks for delivery to the
freight sheds,

The parcels arve shipped hy =zea to
Lishon, in Portogal, and thence by sea
on Red Cross ships to Marseilles, by
train to Geneva, where they are taken
into the great warehouses of the Inter-
national Red Cross, prior to distribotion
in enemy countries.

Almost nine hundred Manitoba boys
are prisoners of war. Prisoners of the
Germanz and Ttalians receive these food
parcels regularly, one every week, Some
parcels have been sent to the Far East,
the latest shipment being sent when the
exchange =hip the Gripsholm  =ailed
early in September.

Twenty-two thousand food parcels
are paclked in Winnipeg every week, a
fine example of Hed Cross workers’
ability and willingness. Many of the
women working at the packing plant
hawve relatives in prizon camps, and it
must be a great satisfaction to them to
know that perhaps a =on or husband
might one day be eating the food they
pack.

National School Broadcasts

The school season in radio opens on
the CBC's National Metwork on Friday,
October Sth, with an introductory pro-
gramme octlining the series to follow.

Eadio iz not, and has never claimed
to be, a substitute for teaching, but it
ean give aid to the edocational process,
by interesting and stimulating st ndents.
This it can de by bringing the outzide
world, with its corrent events, persomn-
alities and experts into the eclassroom,
and by investing the topies it touches
with an air of freshness and authority.

The use of vadie in school also gives
childven a chance to listen under guid-
ance, and 2o trains them to diseriminate
in their choice of programmes outside
achool, Following the successiul present-
ation last winter of an experimental
sevies of National School broadeasts, in
which the Provineial Departments of
Education participated, the CBC  is
again continuing and, where posaibla,

expanding its programme of national
achon] broadeasts, These will be pre-
sented  daily, Monday to TFriday, at

11:30-12:00  am, (CEY—CKX), and
each will be of one-half hour's duration.

The broadeasts to be presented on
Fridays, from Oectober, 1943 to Apwil,
1944, will include “My Canada”, a =ey-
ies of imaginative intevpretations of
each of the nine provinees; “The Way
of Free Men™, a dramatization in simple
terms of some of the principles of de-
mocracy; and “Proud Procession™, a
gevies of programmes on piongers in
variouz fields of Canpadian achievement.
Each broadeast will he preceded by a
brief review of the week's news, speci-
ally prepared for students by the CBC
Mewsronom.

Since 1940 the CBC has collaborated
with the Amevican School of the Alr,
Columbia Broadeasting System, In twao
ways: {a)} by Broadeasting on the CBC
National Network one or more of the
courses offered by the school; (b) by
contributing to the courses programmes
veprezenting Canada.  This year the
CBC will present three courses from the
American Schoal of the Air, “Science
at Work™ on Mondays, “New Hovizons”
on Wednesdays and “Tales from Far
and Near” on Thursdays,

The Tuesday broadeasts will be de-
voted to the Junior Music series, the
firet of which will be heard on Oetober
Gth, In presenting these, the Manitoba
Department of Education will collabor-
ate with the Edueation Departments of
Saskatchewan and British Columbia.

In an effort to encourage teachers to
play & more active part in the planning
and working out of school broadeasting,
the CBC will award a prize of a §50.00
War Bond to the teacher submitting the
best radio seript of the book “The Ship
that Flew", by Hilda Lewiz, Full par-
ticulars of this contest will be found in
the CBC School booklet, “Young Canada
Listens", copies of which ave available
free of charge to teacherz on applica-
tion to the CBC, 5§ York Street, Tor-
onta.

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- PEGUIS . . ..
Chief of the Salteaux Indians i

In Kildonan Park, just north of the
Pavilion, stands a monument to Peguis,
perhaps the best known of all Mani-
toba's Indians. Peruis was chief of the
Salteaux who inhabited part of the land
in the proximity of the Red River Sat-
tlement. He was noted for his frieri-
ship for the whites, and particulavly for
the Selkivk Settlers,

Before and after the disaztrous afTair
at Seven Oaks, when Governor Semple
and a band of Selkivk Settlers were kill-
ed, the great influence of Pegnis in bhe-
kalf of the Settlers dil much toward
the pevpeteation of the Colony. It was
in great part due to hiz protection that
the survivers of the settlement ot
safely om  their way to Jack River,
where they remained for a time,

In 1817, Lovd Selkivk, whom the Tn.
dians called Silver Chief, held a con-
ference at which Peguis was a signatory
to a treaty made with the Indians
whaeteby they released the lands from
any future claims.  Chief Peguiz proud-
lv carvied with him, wherever he went,
a letter from Lork Selkivk testifving to
his great services, The famous letter
veads as follows—

“The beaver, Peguis, one of the prin-
cipal chiefs of all the Chipeways or
Salteaux of Ked River haz been a steady
friend of the Scttlement ever zinee its
establishment and has never deserted
ilz ecause in itz greatest reverses,

“He has often exerted his influence
o restore peace, and having rvendered
most essential serviees to the Settlers
in their distress, deservez to be treated
with favour and distinetion by the offi-
cera of the Hudzon's Bay Company and

by all friends of peace and good ovder.™
(Bigned) Selkirk,
Fort Douglas, July 17, 1817,

Thiz letter was supported later by one
written hy Bir George Simpson, weitten
on a square of buffalo hide. Pepuis was
also piven a small pension by the Hud-
zon's Bay Company,

The beautiful monument to the mem-
ory of Chief Peguis, erected by the Lownd

Selkivk  Association of Rupert’s Land

i 1823, bears the following inzscription:

“In memory of Peguiz, chief of ths
Jalteaux Indians, and in grateful recog-
nition of hiz good offices to the early
zettlera, One of the first converls Lo
Christianity of hi= race; he died in 1864
and his body vests in the old cemetery
of 8t Peter's Choreh, near Selkirk,
where he was a devoul worshipper.

“Peguiz has been a steady friend of
the Settlement ever since its establish-
ment, and has never desevted itz canse
in itz greatest reverses.—Lowd Selkivk,
1817
