(On March 18th CKY will reach the 22nd anniversary of
its official opening.

No broadeasting station in the Dominion is so closely
identified with the province in whieh it is located as is CKY
with Manitoba. There are good Teasons for this being =o.

Twenty-two yvears ago Manitoba included radio broadeast-
ing among its public services. For twenty-two years this
utility has been maintained at a high level, technically and
artiztically, and without financial deficits. CKY is a family
institution in Manitoba. A generation has grown up in the
homes it serves—a generation which in infancy took cradle
naps to soft CKY music in the afternoons of 1923; ran home
from school to hear the Peter Rabbit stories in the early
*thirties; danced in adolescence to CKY's output of awing;
listened to the war news; and now reads “Manitoba Calling”
in Italy, Belgium, India, and on the high seas.

It's been a happy experience and a high privilege thus to
have become entwined with the domestic lives of the people
of this province. We at CKY and at CKX are appreciative
of the ties so long established and we are deeply conscious
of our obligation to econtinue serving our listeners faithfully
and well,

Radio Memotries

In this issue we publish the first of two articles entitled
“Radio Memories”, derived from recent letters from read-
ers. Much of CKY's history has appeared from time to time
in these pages, written from within. It seemed appropriate
for this our 22nd birthday that we should add to the record
some accounts of the story of broadeasting as recalled by
listeners who remember its beginnings,
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Radio Memories

Bring Quaint Reminders of CKY's Early Days
Manitoba Calling offered prizes for the three best letterz from readers deserib-
ing their experviences as radio listeners in the days when broadeasting was young.
The result was a shower of mail reminiscent of the middle "20's when folks appre-
riated radio as a new wonder and were moved by sheer enjoyment to write about

the things they heard.

An interesting fact made manifest in
the latest corvespondence iz that the
programmes, personalities, and many of
the incidents of those early broadeasts
are rememebred amd cherizshed as few
of today's features are likely to he
twenty years from now, Needless to say,
this implies ne past superiority in either
programme quality or production tech-
nique: the contrary has to be frankly ad-
mitted, It iz simply that when CKY
first came on the air broadeasting waz a
new plaything, delighting young and old
alike, and we are apt to remember the
jor of firet acguaintance with our toys
long after more recent events are for-
rotten. Some such nostalgia, perhaps,
explaing the following sentiments ex-
pressed by Fay Aurelia Stewart of Mini-
tonas, Man.:

“My mother counts among her
first radio ‘listens' hearing WOCCOD in
1927 on a crystal set built with a coil
around a mateh box inside a ecigar box.
Among her vadio souvenire she now
owns that little set, reposing beside
her other ‘pioneer’, the home-made
three-tube set with earphones and
speaker over which so much pleasurs,
emotion and education flowed into our
home sinee 1928, Its wsurper in the
living voom can never take its place
in our affections.”

When you are annoyed by yvour neigh-
bour's radio being run  with  volume
enough to be heard half a block, think
of those more peaceful days when ery-
stal sets and headphones were the vogue,
One correspondent tells us how her hus-
band planned a paper-chase for his
Spouts, back in 1923, leading to a stovz
where he had avranged az a prize that
the boys would take turns at listening
with head-phones to a radio programme.
On the merits of crystal sets weites Me.
H. Wood of St. Vital:—

“Tn my family there were Tour of

us. We divided the two headsets and
had one phone each, covering our
spare ear with one hand wntil the other
hand got tired holding the earphone,
Then we reversed the position, Silence
was the order when the radio was be-
ing listened to. That's where the ofd
crystal set had it all over the present
sets, One could read in peace.”
Six to a Pair
Four listening zimultameously with
single earpieces was no doubt & more
satisfactory arvangment than the one
recalled by Mrs, A, A, Sutton of Win-
nipeg:—

*One ineident I well remember was
at Christmas time. We then had three
small children, the youngest a few
months old. My hushand and I wished
to  hear King George YV pgive his
Christmas message, which was asched-
uled for & am. We arose early amd
as we wanted the childven to hear we
awakened them, even the zmall baby.
In the meantime the milkman amived
and we invited him into the house.
There were now =2ix of us to shawe
the pair of headphones, passing from
one to the other, including the baby,
g0 you can  imagine how much we
heard of the King's message, But it
waz a big thrill, just the zame!™
Practical jokes involving faked “radio™

programimes were common twenty yvears
ago, as for instance thiz one described
by another corvespondent:—

“Ope of my early experiences with
radio happened when my eldest son
made a erystal =et. He coaxed me to
listen in. I put the envphones on and
heard “The next =election iz being
played for Mrs, A (my name), You
can imagine how exeited I waz, After
the selection was played the family
were all hilaviouns with laughter, 1 dis-
covered that my son and a neighbour's
boy had arvanged wives connected with

the radio to our neighbour's telephone,
The daughter of our neighbour played
the selection on the planc and I got
it over the radio. I still get a thrill
out of that experience, even though I
was the gpoat!™

That transmizsion came from the next
house over a pair of wires and not by

radio at all, It reminds us, however, that
muany years before radie broadeasting

was invented musieal enterfainment was
conveved from theatres to private homes
by telephone, Several present and for-
mer Manitoba Telephone System engin-
eers wore employed nearvly half a cen-
tury ago in installing carbon micyn-
phones for such usze in Old Country thea-
tres and chorehes, Mres, Alice Wilson of
Mulvihill, Man., remembers auch an ar-
rangement:-

How the wired entertainment system
has been improved in recenl years iz
known te patrons of certain Winnipeg
yestanrants who now put a nickel in the
slot, ask for the musical selection they
want, and get it via a loud speaker from
a eentral musie exchange, Buch a sys-
tern, further improved and with wired
tolevizion added, may yel compete with
vadio in the lorger cities, Reduction in
the number of radio programmes avail-
able, by extension of network connec-
tions, might conceivably take from radio
one of its principal advantages—that of
permitting the listener to select from a
variety of programmes emanating from
a variety of places. Sighs one of our
readers regretfully -

“On that (early) set I roamed the
universe and registered 71 stations in
two mights, no two programmes alike,
MNow, I'm lucky fo find two different.
Metworks have destroyed the romance
of radio today.”

Many of us, however, while lonking
back wistfuolly to those bvgone nights of
call-letter chasing, will admit that the
networks have brought us many bless-
ings, not the least of which are long dis-
tanee programmes uwnmarved by statie.

While the young under-
graduate host floundered among the suc-
rulent viands, the waiter stood sadly by
him and at lazt cvied out “My dear
young Sir, pray allow me to ‘dizscrimin-
ate’ that pudding.” Whether this was a
revival of an old term or the walter was
an ancestor of Mrs. Malaprop, I cannot
say,

While on the subject, it may be worth
while including the old term, used for-
merly, to “troach” the liquor; this was
the aet of piercing the eask to draw the
liguor off. Cod and ling are “undressed”,

Richess is probably from the French,
meaning affivence, while it haz been sup-
sested that baven is from bar—a hind-
yance, but why it iz not part of the word
harren—sterile—is hard to see. Deyft
iz probably derived from the word drive
while the devivation of sounder seems to
be unknown., Toute is almost certainly
the same as rout—an assembly of revel
lers but the ovizgin of bevy, so frequent-
ly used, is unknown; it is believed to be
devived from beverage which once re-
ferred to a gathering together to adrink-
ing place including wild animals as well
as men, and so came to be used to de-
scribe a gathering together, irvespective
of drinking.

FIBBER McGEE AND MOLLY

{Continued from last issoe)

During the evenings they sang and
played at club affairs. Ralph Miller, an
advanee man for a theatvical company,
heard them one evening and convinesl
the Jovdans that they had a future in
show-businezs. Buot the wenture reguir-
ed 1,000 dollars for a suitable wardrobe,
travelling expenses and scenery.

Their car was sold for $125. Aunt
Kate loaned Jim $500. The equity in
their beloved home made up the differ-
ence, and My, and Mrs, Jim Jovdan, of
Peoria, were in show-business.

Zixteen weeks of tank towns, operda
houses and musty halls followed, But
their act was a succezs, They veturned
to Peoria te get Kathryn, whom they
had left with Jim's folks. Then a long
vaudeville tour was booked and they
played this until two months before
their second child, a son, was bourn in
the summer of 1923,

Mrs, Jordan returned to Peovia; Jim
went on to Chicago where he spent six
months trying to get vaadeville book-
ings for himself. He didnt make enough
to pay hetel bills, and what little he did
make came from fly-by-night appear-
ances in dingy cafes and elubs. There
was only one thing left to do: the two
had to go on the road again,

But the new act failed to elick this
time, and the Jordans went broke in
Lincoln, Illinois, 50 miles from Peoria,
Back home, Jim beeame a clerk in a
dry goods store, His salary was ten
dollars a weelk. This job lasted for a
year, but the two added to their ingome
by playing club dates al howe as 2
harmony team. Then in the spring of
1925 a date in Kewanee, Illinois, paid
them $50. This eonvinced Jim once
again that the Jordans' foture was in
show-business, so he went to Chicazo
and formed a singing team with Egbert
Van Alstyne. Marian stayed in Peovia
with the childeen and Jim came home
between dates and on week-ends.

They found out about thiz thing eall-
od radio during a visit to Jim's brother
12

in Chicago, While listening to a broad-
cast, Jim commented:

“We counld do a better job of singing
than anyone on that program.”

“Ten dollars says wvou ean't,”t dared
hiz brother,

And so it was that on a dare twn
shaky people stavted on a vadio caveer
that one day would make kilocycle his-
tory, They drove to the station (WIBO)
that very night, told the station mana-
rer they ecould sing and were on the
air before they knew what was hap-
pening!

The next day they were on the air for
a sponsor—as the OHenmry twins, 10
dollars a broadeast onee a week, Five
mwonthe later the radio job ran out, The
two went back to vaudeville to pay the
debts accumulated trying to have a
permanent home on 10 dollars a week.

But as soon as the hills were taken
care of, they were back in radio—this
time on WENR, doing three shows a
week and getting $60. Now they could
