Men and women who work in
broadcasting are the highest paid of
any industry in the United States.

The Federal Communications
Commission has just announced that
in 1940 the broadcasting industry
paid its 21,646 employees a weekly
average wage of $47.13. This was
an increase of $1.17 per week aver-
age over 1939.

The industry has an annual pay-
roll of approximately $56,000,000,
with about 50 cents of every ex-

salaries.

Eliminating those drawing execu-
tive salaries, the average broadcast
industry ‘employee earned $41.68
weekly.

In a typical week, broadcasting
employees (other than executives)
received $800,000 of the $1,000,000
payroll of the industry.

During that week, executives of
broadcasting (2,197 of them in 765
stations) received $186,070, or an
average of $84.69 per week.

The average station manager re-
ceived $118.99 a week; outside sales-
men, $55.59; producers, $41.03; staff
musicians, $48.01; research and de-
velopment engineers, $40.49; writers,
$32.43; announcers, $34.63; promo-
tion and merchandising directors,
$38.97.

The figures were announced by
the Federal Communications Com-
mission Accounting Department,
and were based on a study of a typi-
cal broadcast week starting October
13, 1940.
