Television, perhaps more than any other medium, has had a mission. Its objectives have been to educate, observe and, 

most importantly, make us aware. 

As an educator, television has offered a curriculum that has been rich and varied. It has offered the public courses 

ranging from Ding Dong School and Sesame Street to Sunrise Semester. And its faculty has included such notables as 

Alistair Cooke, Dr. Frank Baxter and Professor Kenneth Clark. 

As an observer, it has been far more than a passive reporter. Television has helped shape the very events that it has 

covered. The ramifications of the McCarthy Hearings in the early fifties and the Democratic Convention of 1968 would 

have been far less significant were it not for television.By giving all its viewers the opportunity to become "insiders", it 

has been instrumental in defining the political sensibities of the nation. 

But it has been as a medium that has nagged at our consciences that television has seen its finest hour. By focusing on 

poverty and social injustice—as in Edward R. Murrow's "Hamlet of Shame" to take one example, television 
has made it hard for the society to feel complacent and self-satisfied. By making us feel uncomfortable in the face of

Television, perhaps more than any other medium, has had a mission. Its objectives have been to educate, observe and,.. 

most importantly, make us aware. 

As an educator, television has offered a curriculum that has been rich and varied. It has offered the public courses 
ranging from Ding Dong School and Sesame Street to Sunrise Semester. And its faculty has included such notables as 

Alistair Cooke, Dr. Frank Baxter and Professor Kenneth Clark. 

As an observer, it has been far more than a passive reporter. Television has helped shape the very events that it has 
covered. The ramifications of the McCarthy Hearings in the early fifties and the Democratic Convention of 1968 would 

have been far less significant were it not for television. By giving all its viewers the opportunity to become "insiders", it 

has been instrumental in defining the political sensibities of the nation. 
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But it has been as a medium that has nagged at our consciences that television has seen its finest hour. By focusing on 

poverty and social injustice—as in Edward R. Murrow's -Hamlet of Shame" to take one example, television 

has made it hard for the society to feel complacent and self-satisfied. By making us feel uncomfortable in the face of 

injustice, television has served and hopefully will continue to do and serve, as a spur to action. 
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
